THE ENGLISH MAGAZINE.

“Macmillan’s," "Long­
man’s,” and the “English Illustrated 
Magazines" have all gone, and the 
others have suffered a change by 
wdiieh their distinctive English char­
acter has disappeared, and in most 
cases their titles are merged into the 
new sort of popular production, which 
resembles a kinema entertainment 
rather than a literary magazine. The 
“Pall Mall Magazine" began with the 
brave effort to produce what was 
best in English illustration and fic­
tion, but it has now passed into an­
other form of journalism. With the 
disappearance of the more responsi- j 
ble English magazine came the su­
premacy of the excellent American 
magazines, “Harper's," “Scribner’s," 
and the “Century," addressed to the 
educated public. The import of Anr- 
erican magazines is now almost 
stopped, and the “Cornliill” 1ms an 
opportunity to enlarge its public, and 
with enterprise it ought to give us 
again an English general magazine of 
wide appeal that will be second to 
none of the Americans.

FRANCE’S BREAD SUPPLY.

The serious consideration which is 
being given to the question of bread 
supplies and consumption prompts 
inquiry as to how our nearest Ally is 
faring. France appears to have had 
a monopoly of statesmanlike fore­
sight in dealing with the problem. 
One reads in “The Nineteenth Cen­
tury" magazine a remarkable ac­
count of how our neighbors set to 
work* one month after war was de 
dared to husband and augment their 
wheat resources and organise distil 
bution on what to-day seems the uto­
pian basis of ensuring to the civil 
population as much bread as they 
cared to buy, and at the same price 
as was paid before the war. To-day 
the price of bread in France is prac 
tically what it was in July, 1914 
eightpenco (16 cents) the quartern 
loaf. And this has been done without 
compulsory rations. The whole coun­
try has been divided into zones, each 
with a wheat supply center, and the 
local authorities act as the distribut­
ing agents of the State. Apparently 
the difficulties of the situation have 
been accentuated since October last, 
but as recently as March an assur­
ance was given in the Chamber of 
Deputies that France had in her 
granaries enough wheat to provide 
her people with as much bread as 
they wished to buy until the next 
harvest is brought in. One wonders 
whether it is still “too late", to learn 
something from France’s Service du 
Ravitaillement Civil, and whether the 
filling of granaries in this country, 
for which Mr. Runciman when at­
tacking the Corn Production Bill took 
credit to the Government of which he 
was a member, was carried out with 
the thoroughness and promptitude 
demanded by the situation.

ADDRESSES V. S. SENATE.
WASHINGTON, May 31.

The military authorities have been 
empowered to confiscate the rolling 
stock of all private railways. The 
measures are due to a shortage of 
rolling stock and the impossibility of 
keeping in repair or replacing the 
equipment of the State railroads.

European Politics.
The temporary lull on the 
battlefields has not af­
fected the continuous 
shifting ot the political 

kaleidoscope. Following the significant 
developments in Austria, including 
the deposition of Tirsza, the Austrian 
Reichsrat has assembled at Vienna 
for the first time, if we mistake not, 
since the beginning of the war. The 
Emperor’s speech betrays little of the 
real causes that have brought this 
about, and is of a tenor that was only 
to be expected. Germany having 
wooed the new Russia in vain, Aus­
tria pays court with' honeyed words, 
behind which we are able to believe 
there is more real sincerity. The 
unctuous professions of a friendly 
spirit towards all the world (the hos­
tile one having failed of its object) 
will not deceive the world any more 
than those that have preceded them 
from Germany. “Our group ot powers 
did not seek a sanguinary trial of 
strength in this world war," says the 
Emperor. Of-’ course it did not. There 
was to be no trial at all, and the 
blood was all to flow from* the un­
prepared and vainly resisting enemy. 
Now that the Parliament has met 
we may look for further light in Aus­
trian internal affairs. The Em­
peror’s dislike of Prussia is known 
and Prussia’s . greatest instrument at 
his court has been removed. Hollweg 
and Count Czernin, Austrian Am­
bassador, very nearly succeeded in 
reaching an agreement as to war 
aims which, working through Rus­
sia's hesitation, would have been a 
serious peril to the Allies; fortunately 
the Kaiser and his militarists, blind 
instruments of destiny, put an ef­
fective ban upon it The new over­
tures to Russia will fail. Then may 
come from Austria news of a different 
sort.

The British Government takes a 
bold and diplomatic step in sending 
men like Jowett and Ramsay Mac­
Donald to Russia. Certainly the 
democratic and socialist elements in 
that country cannot complain that 
Britain has sent them representa­
tives not in sympathy with their 
principles. Nothing could be better 
calculated to change their misdirect­
ed aims. If there has been, or is, any­
thing aggressive in Britain’s policy, 
anything aiming at unjustified “an­
nexations” or penalties, Macdonald is 
not the man to keep silence about it. 
British labour and British socialism 
sc their goal in victory ; they may 
open the eyes of theii Russian con­
freres to see that theirs lies in the 
same direction.

Dear Mr. Editor,—It may interest 

your readers to know that some six 
teen Newfoundlanders were in attend­
ance at Mt. Allison University afid 
associated schools during the past 
year. Three of the Universities in 
the Maritime Provinces, Mt. Allison, 
at Sackviile, N.B.; King’s College, at 
Windsor, N.S. ; and St. Francis 
Xavier, at Antigonish, N.S., have 
made arrangements with our Colleges 
in this city by which our students 
who pursue certain courses may en­
ter on the second year at these Uni­
versities.

The closing exercises at Mt. Allison 
began on Friday evening, May 18th 
with was is known a "Grand Recep­
tion.” This is usually held in the 
Ladies’ College but owing to the seri­
ous illness of a student it was held 
this year in the Owen Art Building in 
which is housed the finest art col­
lection east of Montreal.

On Saturday evening the School of 
Oratory staged the Greek drama 
Pygmalion and Galatea by W. S. Gil­
bert. This was followed by a Musical 
Pastoral: “The Echoing Green” by 
Professor Fritz Read, of the Conser­
vatory of Music. A fine orchestra 
gave added pleasure to what was a 
very splendid performance and gave 
a fine exhibition of the class of work 
done in this department.

On Sunday morning a Memorial 
Service was held in the church for the

Mt. Allison boys” who had fallen 
at the front, some 27 In all. Among 
the names of the fallen heroes were 
those of two Newfoundlanders—Gor­
don Boone and Don Trapneil. One of 
the speakers at the service was an old 
Mt. Allisonian—Lt. McLeod Just back 
from the front. It was a very touch­
ing and impressive service. Mt. Alli­
son, in proportion to the number of 
her alumlni, has sent more men to 
the front than any other University 
in Canada.

Sunday evening the Baccalaureate 
Sermon was preached in Convocation 
Hall by Rev. E.,B. Moore, of Nova 
Scotia. Before the service the stu­
dents and professors with the visiting 
graduates formed in procession and 
dressed in cap and gown and appro­
priate hoods marched to the Hall. It 
was a procession such as can only 
be seen in a University Town. The 
Mt. Allison orchestra and choir ren­
dered splendid music and led the 
singing of the congregation which 
was magnificent. >

The next morning on the lawn of 
the Ladies College the young ladies 
gave a splendid demonstration of 
gymnasium work. In spite of the 
cold and -damp weather hundreds of 
spectators crowded the beautiful cam­
pus overlooking the lawn, while the 
nearby street was almost blocked by 
motor cars and carriages filled with 
people who had come into the town to 
witness the sports. The demonstra­
tion closed with the Mt. Allison march 
which ended by the« young ladies so 
grouping themselves that they formed 
as they stood the letters, Mt.-A. and 
sang a Mt. Allison song.

In the afternoon came thfe closing 
exercises of the Boys Academy, fol­
lowed in the evening by that of the 
Ladies’ College. Both were a great 
treat to lovers of music and song and 
especially the evening gathering. 
Some 19 young ladies graduated in the 
different departments among whom 
was Miss Mary F. Harris, of Grand 
Bank, in the Department of House­
hold Science.

The University convocation was 
held in the Charles Fawcett Memorial 
Hall on Tuesday evening, and- was a 
splendid gathering. Someone remark­
ed after it was over that this was 
Newfoundland’s year at Mt. Allison. 
Beside a number of prizes won by her 
clever students, no less than four 
persons hailing from the Ancient 
Colony were granted degrees: Misses 
Laura Darby and Elsie Tait of this 
city graduated In Arts and Music, re­
spectively ; Rev. T. B. Darby received 
the degree of M.A., in course, and 
Hon. J. Alex. Robinson received the 
degree of LL.D., honoris causa. It is 
worthy of note in this connection that 
Miss Tait is the first young lady to 
finish the difficult course of Bachelor 
of Music at Mt. Allison ; and the first 
who has won the degree.

The feature of the evening for New­
foundlanders, however, was the ad­
dress of the Hon. J. Alex. Robinson. 
It was a splendid effort, worthy of 
the man and the occasion. The fol­
lowing bare outline is all that I can 
give:

The War is revolutionizing human 
vision.

It is giving us a new idea of Em­
pire.

It has given a new meaning to 
Britain. It is no longer “one with 
Britain”, because all are Britons, 
whether living in the Old Home Lands, 
in the Dominions, the Protectorates 
or the Islands of the Seas.

It is giving a wider view of life. 
There can be no reversion to the years 
of selfishness. Life now is Service.

It has drawn away the veil, and 
given to the sorrowing and broken­
hearted a new conception of death. 
Death unlovely in Itself is but the door 
that leads from the lesser to the 
greater phase of life.
“Virtue treads paths that end not in 

in the grave and to the saner 
mind,

We rather seem the dead, who stay 
behind.”

Dr. Robinson was foliowfed by Dr. 
Chown, General Superintendent of the 
Methodist Church, who was on his 
wdy to the Old Country on an Import­
ant mission.

Ot the Freshman Class, who had 
entered four years before, only eleven 
were graduating. More than fifty of 
them had donned the King’s uniform 
and were at the front or sleeping their 
last sleep in the bloody salient of 
Ypres or the shell-torn sides of Vfmy 
Ridge.

REPAIRING PITY WATER SER­
VICE.—Under the supervision of the 
City Engineer’s Department a staff of 
men have been at work nightly testing 
the water mains for leaks in the East 
End and with great success.

000 gallons of water per day. A simi­
lar test is now going on in the West 
End.

And the law must be sus­
tained and order maintained at all 
costs. We may or may hot have con­
scription, but we cannot tolerate 
rowdyism.

It is a time for men of cool heads to 
give the nation the full benefit of this 
excellent quality. There is nothing to 
he gained by passion on either side. 
What we want is more soldiers to light 
the Germans. That ir absolutely all. 
We will not get them, however, if we 
must stir up trouble in Canada of suf­
ficient gravity to consume any large 
part of our energies at home. Con­
ciliation ia still the first patriotic duty.

General Smuts made an appeal the 
other day in London for race unity, 
both in his own country and In Can­
ada. This was really a remarkable 
event. A decade and a half ago Gen­
eral Smuts was fighting in thelleld for 
race antagonism in his own country. 
He has peen the mistake of his polity 
—a policy he was so short a time ago 
ready to die for. No country can 
stand divided. Abraham Lincoln saw 
this and fought a great rjur for 
union. If Canada is to live, we must 
have union. Nothing is surer. The 
present is a time when the seeds of 
discord or the cement of unity will 
grow under our hands with pheno­
menal speed. Let us be very careful 
what we do. Let* us appeal to reason 
and not to passion. Let us suppress 
the flrebrandb of both ' races, and 
turn to the sober common sense of 
every section of our people.—Montreal 
Daily Star.

U.S. Engineers 
in England.

THE KING REVIEWS MEDICOS.

Historic Ceremony on Terrace of
Buekktgirtnn Paineo—Engineers to
Study Trench and Railway Prob­
lems.
London, May 24.—The engineers 

from the United States army who 
have arrived in England were en­
tertained at luncheon ,to*day by the 
Earl of Derby, secretary for war. 
Additional officers and hospital units 
have arrived and more than 1,000 
persons belonging to the American 
army are now in Great Britain.

Several events of joint interest to 
Americans and Britishers occurred 
to-day. One was the arrival in Lon­
don of the first detachment of the 
United States army engineers, under 
command of Major William Barclay 
Parsons, builder of the New York 
Subway. Another was the arrival of 
two more United States hospital 
units, one of them reaching London 
this morning, toge.fcer with sixty 
college volunteers for Y.M.C.A. work.

A third striking event of the day 
was a review of the first American 
hospital unit of twenty-six surgeons 
and sixty nurses, whi m reached here 
about a week ago, by King 
George, Queen Mary, the Prince of 
Wales and the Princess Royal, on the 
terrace of Buckingham 3'. 'ace.

This was the first ceremony of the 
kind to take place in Buckingham 
Palace, and also was the first occay 
sion which newspapermen were es­
pecially asked to attend.

When the royal party, accompanied 
by Ambassador and Mrs. Page, came 
out on the terrace, where the sur­
geons in khaki and the nurses in 
white uniforms with blue capes, 
headed by Major Harry Chilchrist, 
commanding the unit, were drawn up 
in line, the King’s first words were 
addressed to the civilians gathered 
beside them.
King Speaks of American Chivalry.

• “Put on your hats,’’ lie said. “It's 
too hot out there In the sun.” Then, 
walking forward and looking keenly 
at the trim line before him, he re­
ceived and returned a salute and then 
spoke quietly.

“It is with the utmost pleasure and 
satisfaction that the raven and I 
welcome you here to-day,’’ ht- said.

“We greet you as the first detach­
ment of the American army which 
has landed on our shores since your 
great republic resolved to join in the 
world struggle for the ideals of 
Civilization.

, "We deeply appreciate (hit prompt 
and generous response to our needs. 
It is characteristic of the humArtltv 
and chivalry which have over. been 
evinced by the America* ration, that 
the first assistance rehdr red the Al­
lies is in connection with the profes­
sion of healing and the work of mer­
cy.”

Then the king and queen walked 
down the line, shaking hands and 
speaking cordially to each of the sur­
geons, the Prince of Wales and Prin­
cess following their example. After 
this the nurses filed by the royal par­
ty, _the king and queen shaking hands 
with each of them also.

The king wore the undress uniform 
of a field marshal, while the Prince of 
Wales was in the khaki garb of a 
staff, captain. The queen was in gray 
and the princess in white.

Harvard Surgeons Arrive Safely,
Major Robert P. Patterson, as head 

of another medical unit which reach­
ed London to-day, ashed the Globe 
correspondent to announce the safe 
arrival of his unit, 250 strong.

“We have a very fine contingent, 
which includes three Harvard profes­
sors of great distinction,” he said. 
"We were not attacked by submar­
ines. I believe thb American hospit­
als in France will do magnificent 
work."

Eye Glasses for
Why cannot the human eye focus 

sharply under water even when pro­
tected from it? Briefly, because the 
water makes the eye long sighted. The 
human eye operates like a. camera 
lens receiving the light rays from the 
image and making them come to­
gether or converge in such a way that 
half an inch or lass will be sufficient 
to reproduce a twenty-foot object.

This convergence of light rays or 
waves Is due to refraction. It hap­
pens that the “refractive index” of 
the front of the eye Is practically the 
same as that of salt water. This
means that the curvature of the front 
of the eye is lost under water, and j 
the rays of light ihstead of being de­
flected by that curvature, as in the 
air, enter straight. Thus deprived of Î

A pair of under-sea glasses Invent­
ed by Dr. Dudgeon, an English phy­
sicist, were designed to overcome this 
difficulty by means of an “air lens.” 
This air lens consists bf two sur­
faces of ordinary glass inclosing air 
and forming certain curves. In air it 
has no effect at all, neither magnify­
ing nor reducing an object; but in 
the water it acts as a converger, and 
shortens the focus of the lens of the

In connection with the approaching 

visit of George M. Roberts,.Lord Com­
missioner of the Treasury; James 
Ramsay MacDonald, Chairman of the 
Labor Party, and Frederick W. Jow- 
ett, President of the Independent 
Labor Party, to Russia, the following 
authorized statement has been issued : 
Since really desirous of meeting the 
views of the Russian Government 
that they should be enabled to learn 
at first hand the opinions of all sec­
tions of British thought, the Govern­
ment is facilitating the journey to 
Russia of representatives of differ­
ent political opinions. Among these 
are factions with a very small follow­
ing, who latterly have not been over 
enthusiastic., in the vigorous, prosecu­
tion of the war. The British Govern­
ment has nothing to hide. They en­
tered the :wat;, in defence of the rights 
of small nations and democracies and 
of freedom, and justice. A,.brutal war ! 
was forced' upon the Allies, who were ’ 
in a etatS, °f. total. unpreparedness, i 
Now. they are in a very different posi- ] 
tion. They cannot, allow Germany to 
profit by the gains wrested from them 
unscrupulously and in defiance of all 
right. Desiring, therefore, a full in­
vestigation and having nothing to con­
ceal. the Government will gladly al­
low all sections of the public, to ad­
vance their \i(;i st:,^Fh#sâ‘ delegates, 
including Messrs,. Roberts,-,- MacDon­
ald and Jdwfcît,. will 'only further in­
form the Russian people how we were 
driven into a devastating war and 
will throw an additional light on Ger­
many’s manoeuvres at this juncture 
to distort the predatory objects she 
had in forcing the war on her peace­
ful neighbors. A newspaper on May 
12th said the Independent Labor 
Party, which is the pacifist and so­
cialist section of the Laborites, had 
appointed Messrs. MacDonald and 
Jowett, both Labor Members of Par­
liament, to go on the mission to Pet­
rograd. The paper adds there was 
some doubt as to whether they would 
be able to ..obtain passports. Roberts, 
is also a member of Parliament, being 
the whip for the Labor Party.

WAR REVIEW.

This was in the 
Champagne region in France, where 
the French, counter attacking heavily 
against positions northeast of Mont 
Haut, where on Wednesday night the 
Germans in a violent counter offensive 
captured trench elements, drove out 
the Teutons on Thursday and estab­
lished their former front in its en­
tirety. To the west of the region ly­
ing between Soissons and Rlieims 
there has been a continuation of spirit­
ed artillery duels in various sectors, 
notably Vauxàlllon and Laffaux. South 
of Berry-au-Buc the Germans for the 
first time in several months carried 
out sapping operations. This netted 
them portions of trenches, which were 
blown up. Intense fighting along 
the southern portion of the Austro- 
Italian front has apparently entirely 
ceased for the moment, the Italians 
probably being engaged in the con­
solidation of the positions won and 
bringing up guns for further oper­
ations in their campaign against 
Trieste. Along the Isonzo line only 
artillery operations have been in pro­
gress owing to bad weather condi­
tions. There has been a renewal çf 
activity by the Italians - in Albania

“As Good a Man as Any.”

By the last English mail Mr. J. T. 
Meany received a letter from his son, 
Pte. J. A. Meaney, in which he said:

“Scrgt. Chancey told us of Willie 
Grace's encounter with the Germans 
shortly before the 14th of April drive, 
In which he was wounded and taken 
prisoner. Chancey said Gratae was as 
good a man as any over there in the 
face of the enemy. On the occasion In 
question, Grace and his platoon held 
a part of a trench for two days and 
a night without anything to eat. Dur­
ing this time the Germans attacked 
them five times. They were cut off 
by German barrage from their sup­
ports and relief could not reach 
them till the barrage was lifted. But 
through It all they held their ground 
and Inflicted punishment on the at­
tackers each time, which broke their 
drives against them. Sometimes they 
had hand to hand work.”

"Rich and Poor Alike”
(From the Boston Transcript.)

It is reported that Mr. Herbert C. 
Hoover’s investigation into the food 
situation in the United States already 
has convinced him that the ma|n prob­
lem to be solved in connection with 
food administration is not to overcome 
a food shortage, but to cope with the 
farmer's inclination to horde his 
crops for higher war prices. If this 
is correct, Mr. Hoover may well argue 
that the Government can abandon all 
consideration of minimum price legis­
lation. The point which thus emer­
ges is at the heart of the present food 
problem. Indeed, it is folly to talk 
of minimum prices for wheat at a 
time when wheat stores are being 
held for the outlandish prices forecast 
by the imaginations of the growers of 
wheat. Government officers who are 
not greatly concerned with the imme­
diate political effects of their public 
acts should have no difficulty in re­
alizing this fact. The same men should 
be accessible to an appreciation of 
the probability that a maximum price 
on food articles may soon become an 
actual need. Public opinion will 
quickly return an indictment for anti­
patriotism against grasping food 
borders, and Mr. Hoover’s diagnosis 
of the situation needs only to be veri­
fied and disseminated in torder to do' 
away for the time with the talk of 
protecting the farmers against low 
prices. Patriotism demands that there 
should be the utmost of restraint and 
carefulness exercised by every sec­
tion of our citizenship which has to 
do with the food supply. Not only 
should the farmer decide quickly to 
sell his product at the fair prices 
prevailing and thus to place them at 
the disposal of the nation in the war, 
but the well-to-do citizens should be 
equally Responsive to the public needs. 
There should be no extraordinary ac­
cumulation of food stocks and fuel in 
the cellars of our Commonwealth. 
This admonition is based not so much 
upon thoughts of economy in the 
household as upon the well recogniz­
ed fact that unnecessary purchases 
tend to force the price levels upward 
and thus to inflict hardships and pri­
vations upon men of low-earning ca­
pacity. Rich and poor must be sub­
jected to the same treatment when it 
comes to food, conservation. The 
wealthy men must not be permitted 
to lay up great stores of the necessi­
ties,of life against the time when com­
mon stocks may be depleted. The suc­
cessful farmer should be forced to 
content himself with a fair profit uptin 
his seasonal labors. The slogan, 
“rich and poor alike,’’ should be’re­
iterated with the evolution of each 
national policy and it is to be hoped 
that the food control policy which 
the President is about to entrust to 
the administration of Mr. Hoover will 
be an embodiment of this ideal.

IN FEEDING THE PEOPLE.
The United States Secretary of 

Agriculture has just published an es­
timate of the food waste in the kitch­
ens of the United States. Translated 
into terms of money, the department 
puts it at $700,000,000 annually, or 
about $7 per person. Conversely, a 
saving of $7 per head in food would 
mean a saving of seven hundred 
million dollars worth a year. A sav­
ing of $7 a year means less than 2 
cents a day. In other words, if each 
person in the United States ate 2 
cents -worth less of food a day, or 
wasted 2 cents less, the annual gain 
to the country would be seven hun­
dred million dollars. Such is the 
power of little things if a lot of peo­
ple do them. Another striking illus­
tration of this was offered by a re­
cent British official computation that 
if each person in the British Isles 
used one lump less of sugar per day, 
the saving a year would be £150,000 
sterling, or about $750,000.

In Canada we can accomplish vast 
results in the way of saving food and 
cheapening food if in every family a 
very small amount of care or self- 
denial is exercised. We all clamor at 
governments to “do something”; but 
it is safe to say that we could settle 
the trouble in a week if every family 
in Canada would suddenly start ex­
ercising moderate restriction in Its 
meals, and rigid care with what is 
left over.—$x.
