BRITISH STEAMER SUNK.

+ LONDON; Sept. 18.

The- British steamer Galway Castle,
of 7,988 tons gross, was torpedoed and
sunk this morning.

The passengers in-
cluded 300 women and children. The
bodies of 3 o fthe children who had
died were brought ashore. The captain
and several of the officers are report-
ed to have been still on board when
she was last seen and sinking. The
missing from the torpedoed: Galway
Castle number 189; they include 120
passengers, 36 naval and military
officers and men and 83 of the crew;

Germany is beaten and knows R at
last Austria is beaten but knew.it
long ago: she has been preven'ted
from acknowledging it through fear
of another conqueror, Germany. With
the complete defeat of the latter at
the Marne that fear is removed, and
Austria is able to play the same role

as in 1914, and first seek peace us she
then first compelled war. From far
different motives and for the opposite
cbject she acts to-day with the same
willingness as she did then, with
four years’ compound interest zdded.
We have gone a long way rearer
peace when it is sought thus openly.
Not becausé Austria’s offer will be
accepted—it will be politely but very
firmly and quite finally declined—bnut
because it is evidence of a weakness
that can no longer be concealed.

Austria’s overture will be rejecied
with no more delay than is necessary
to enable the Entente powers {o agres
formally among themselves to reject
it. Whether news of other offers will
come oyer the wires as we write w2
cannot tell, but that which Germany
is reported to have.made to Belgium
is quite enough to occupy the world’s
attention at one time. It has always
been our -opinion, which we offer
gratis, that if the mental processes of
the Germans had been studied iwenty
years ago0 in the same way as natural-
ists study the nature of other animals,
enough could have been Ilearnt of
them to warn the world in time. After
all,, what  distinguishes men from
brutes is, among other things, their
pcesession of a sense of humour. To
appreciate a jest is but the. comple-
ment of' resenting an affront. Now,
after flinging this outrageous insult
at Belgium and through her at the Al-.
lies, Germany will be pathetically
puzzled that it should move themr to
fiercer anger. That they will ~eject
it is only what she expects, but ‘why
gshould they become indignant? It is
only meant to pave the way, or open
the door, or whatever the phrase may
be, to serious negotiations. It does
not occur to the intellectuals of Ber-
lir. that such a beginning may serious-
Iy prejudice what little chance they
have in the subsequent proceedings.

The terms are worth examining, if
only to exercise our faculty of amaze-
ment. Primum, as Cicero used to say,
Belgium to be neutral for the rest of
the war. An excellent idea—for Ger-
many, who would thereby be enabled
to shorten her awkwardly long front
by more than half. Second, her
" economic and political independence
to be reconstituted after the war. As
the article does not suggest by whom,
we presume Belgium is to be permit-
ted to perform this necessary labour
herself: Germany of her magnanimity
will not interfere. A fine phrase,
“economic independence.” They will
be applying it next to the charred
ruins of northern France. Third, that
the pre-war Belgian-German treaties
be revived. There was no need of
this clause. The Belgians have learn-
ed to love their German neighbours
so fondly that the object will be
achieved spontaneously. Fourtl, and
best, Belgium to use her good offices
to secure the return of Germany’s
colonies. “Her good offices”!! Can’t
we picture King Albert at the courts
of his Allies, literally on his knees be-
seeching them to hand Germany back
her own, that the poor African na-
tive may enjoy again the blessings of
kulture, the benefits of the wise and
generous rule, that have made Bel-
ginm an earthly heaven for four years
and more! Finally, the Flemish
minority that helped Germany are not
to be punished. That is reasonable
enough, Traitor were an ugly name to
give one who has assisted such a foe
as Germany against his country, his
services being so indisputably for his
country’s good. No, the Flemings
will be given iron crosses and estab-
lished in all the best = offices that
“‘reconstituted” Belgium has to be-
stow.

PAID GERMAN AGENTS

Were Lenine and TrOtsky.

A New Story of Human Treachery for Gold--In
trigue Carried Down to the Last Detail.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 15.

Proofs removing any doubts_ that
Lenine and Trotsky, the Bolshevik
leaders, are paid German agents, if
indeed any doubts remain, are laid be-
fore the world to-day by the United
S 8. Government, in. . the fipst in-

mbnt of an amazing series of offi-

documents disclosed through the
commltteo on public information se-
cured in Russia by American agents.
Those documents not only ‘show how
thé German Government through its
Imperial Bank paid its gold to Lenine
and Trotsky and their immediate as-
sociatgs to betray Russia into desert-
ing: her allies, but give added proofs
if any are necessary; that Germany
had perfected her plans for a war of
world-conquest long before the assas-
sination at Saravejo, which as the
world now is convinced conveniently
furnished her pretext. These docu-
ments further show that before the
world-war was four months old, and
more than two years before the Unit-
ed States was drawn into it, Germany
already was setting afoot her plans
to mobollze destrucmve agents and ob-

servers, to "cause explosions, strikes
and'outrages in this country, and]
planned ‘the employment of anarchists :
and escaped criminals for the purpose l
almost ranking in their sensational |
nature with the notorious Zimmer-
man proposing war by Mexico and
Japan upon the United States which
was first given to the world through
the Associated Press. These docu-
ments lay bare a new strata of Prus-
sian intrigue, a new view of working
of kulture to disrupture the Allies’
standing between the world and
Kaiserdom. They disclose a new
story of human treachery for gold
which might almost well be described
without sacrilege as placing its per-
petration on a pedestal with Judas and
his thirty Dpleces of silver.

omic policy wholly in the interest of
Gérmany and the shame and degra-
dation of Russia. They show how &
picked German commander was de-
tailed to defend Petrograd against the
German army, and the extent of Ger-
man intrigue and domination is al-
most beyond the realm of imagination,
The originals of documents, photo-
graphs of originals and typewritten
circulars, some of them marked very
secret or private, and many of them
bears the annotations of the Bolshe-
vik leaders themselves, some of them
communicating references to com-
rade Trotsky or comrade Lenine the
damning record. Some of the origin-
als, it is shown, although ' deposited
in the secret archives of the Bolshe-

vik, were required to' be returned las
ter to representatives of the German
staff in Petrograd, that they might be
destroyed, but evidence of them re-
mained in the fabric of.roguery. The
Bolshevik leaders themselves in-
formed their ‘“comrades” that the
German Government had, required
the return of the order of the German
Imperial Bank depositing - 60,000,000
gold rubles in a Stockholm bank for
Lenine and Trotsky, and that at the
same time the accounts of the bank
had been “audited” to conceal the
payments. The first instalment of the
revelations appearing herewith is pre-
faced by an official statement by the
committee on public information
which tells briefly what the succeed-
ing instalments of documents will
prove.
