Terrifying Experience.

(Western Star.)
"Further details of the loss of the 

SB. Etitie come to hand. As stotAd 
In our last issue, the ship, went 
•shore about noon on Thursday, 11th 
tost, et Martin Point, about 18 miles' 
north of Bonne Bay. All of her 60 
passengers end 1Z of a crew and offi­
cers were rescued. After leaving Cow 
Head Wednesday night, 10th tost, she 
met with a hurricane from the south­
west which later veered to north-west 
with blinding snow. Full steam 
ahead was kept up all through the 
night, but when daylight broke it was 
found that the ship bad not made one 
mile progress off shore. Her ,boats had 
been smashed by the seas and were 
frosen to the chocks; her deck» were 
swept of everything movable; her 
bridge weather-shields and much of 
the permanent structure of the bridge 
torn away; her masts and decks were 
a mass of ice, and the ship was still 
making leeway. Captain English, who 
had stood | the bridge all night, went 
below and made a personal appeal to 
the engineers and firemen to make 
a life-and-death struggle to force 
the ship-a tew miles aloqg the coast 
to hope that the bluff, rugged head­
land to leeward be passed. From 
the engine-room the captain passed 
through the saloon and second cab­
ins Issuing words of comfort and 
cheer to the terrified passengers, 
«n/f proceeded again to the bridge. 
The firemen and engineers, assisted 
by seamen, stripped to their task 
and labored aa only such men can 
labor when face to face with disas­
ter at sea. Hour after hour passed 
as the little craft staggered inch by 
inch along the rugged coaat, all the 
while drifting nearer and nearer to 
the shore. Having, however, at 
last rounded the headland, the cap­
tain put the ship before the gale and 
dashed into the little cove named 
Martin Point. The ship struck with 
terrific force, and over her the seas 
made clean breaches from stem to 
stern, carrying her further shore­
ward. Settlers on the coast were 
soon on the scene. Lines tied to kegs 
were sent aahore. These fouled as 
they neared the shore; but the peo­
ple on land sent off their dogs to 
bring the lines up to where they 
eould be reached. Cables were hauled 
tram the ship and made fast to the 
cliff, by which the ship’s tomates,—92 
in an, including Capt- Spracklin, the 
company’s shipehusband—were con­
veyed to safety. Capte English being 
the last to leave t£e ship. Work 
of rescue was carried out to a most 
commendable and orderly manner. 
All were token to the homes of resi­
dents nearby, and later to Bonne Bay, 
where they await the arrival of a 
steamer to bring them here. The 
Sagona has been ordered from Port 
sox Basques to proceed to Bonne Bay 
for the shipwrecked passengers and 
mariners, and lift tor the latter port 
on Monday afternoon. We hope to 
have further details for our next 
Issue.
