bushels of fall wheat. The first prize
wasawarded toJohn Hamilton, Strabane,
for the Soules wheat, the sc:ond to
Thos. Tarnbull, South Dumfries, and
the third to T. McEvers, Hamilton town=
ship. The sawple was very fine, and the
colour unexceptionable. It was a little
damp, which had the effect of making
the berry fuller. The second quality is
considered by farmers who are capable of
judging to be the brat grain. There
were 37 entries of white winter, and 28
of red winter wheat, 21 of Fife spring
wheat, 6 of Club spring wheat, and 21 of
any other kind of spring wheat. In other
grains, such as peas, oats, barley; &c., the
samples were generally superior. There
were quite a number of exhibitors in
grains from this county. Among others
were Mr. Joseph Grant, wheat, oats,
and peas, Mr. Kenneth MeKenzie, barley,
1 8,and corn, Mr. Wm. Benham, peas,
flax seed, &c. The show of potatoes was
as good as any we have seen in former
years.

ed. The Reeve reported that he was in
receipt of #2060 from the Receiver Gen-
eral, that being the proportionate amount
due this munieipality from the Clergy
Reserve Fund. The Reeve read a peti-
tion from Peter J. Husband and others,
requesting the Couneil to take some
steps to remove obstructions from off the
boundary line between the townships of
Guelph and Puslineh. Moved by Mr.
Hobeon, seconded by Mr. Darby, That
the Reeve be instructed to confer with
the Reeve of the township of Puslinch
for the purpose of taking action on the
petition of Peter J. Husband and others,
in yeference to obstructions on the boun-
dary line between Puslinch and Guelph.
(Carried.) Moved by Mr. Darby, second-
ed by Mr. Hobson, That the Clerk be in-
structed to forward to the Council of the
Township of Pilkington an account ot
$21.60, being half the amount paid to
Joseph Moir for opening up the bourn-
dary line between Guelph and Pilking
ton. (Carried.) Mr. Grey was present
and requested the Council to make some
improvement on the ditch cut along the
road in front of his farm so as to lead the
water off from injuring his property. It
was then moved by Mr. Hobson, second-
ed by by Mr. Darby, That the case relat-
ing to the ditch on Mr. Grey’s land be
referred to & committee consisting of the
Reeve, Deputy Reeve, and Mr. Benham,
and report at next meeting of Council.

consideration. The Reeveread a petition
from Geo. A. Darby and 82 others, rate-
payers in school section No. 3, protesting
against any alteration being made in the
boundary of their school section.
