STILL AN ALLIANCE.

What are the present relations between 
the Conservatives and the Liberal Union­
ists of Great Britain, is a question not easily 
answered. Has there been a fusion of 
ties or is the connection between them still 
an alliance ? It seems almost impossible 
for two parties working together for 
mon end and contending against 
enemy to remain long separated and dis­
tinct. One would suppose that in the nature 
of things they must soon coalesce in spite cf 
all opposing influences. If the Liberal- 
Unionists were all Whigs, like the Duke of 
Devonshire and Mr. Goschen, fusion would 
be simply a work of time. The distinction 
in these days between the Liberal-Conserva­
tive and the old-fashioned Liberal is so 
small that it requires a political magnify­
ing glass to discern it.
Conservatives are much more liberal than
many Liberals, and some old style Liberals_
Whigs—are far greater Tories in principle 
and in practice than a very considerable 
tion of the Conservative party. But the 
Radicals when they become Liberal-Union­
ists are still radical. It is almost as hard 
for a Radical to forget or ignore his radical­
ism as it is for an Ethiopian to change hie 
skin. No matter by what name he may be 
called, he is still a radical. It is the hand­
ful of Radicals that are among the Liberal- 
Unionists that prevents the two parties be­
coming one.

Still there are those who believe that in 
time political distinctions between the ele­
ments of the Government party will be, if not 
forgotten, disregarded. If this ever does take 
place the change will be effected very quietly 
and almost without the consciousness of 
those who are the subjects of it. It is 
evident from a speech lately made by that 
most conservative of Liberals, the Duke of 
Devonshire, that the Liberal-Unionists have 
now no intention to co alesoe with the Lib­
eral Conservatives. In a speech which he 
mide a short time ago he said of the Liberal- 
Unionists :

The Pioneer-Press of St. Paul bears strong 
testimony to the superiority of asphalt 
wood as a material for paving the streets ef 
a city. The wooden blocks in that city 
were laid upon a plank foundation, 
quently the foundation decayed before the 
blocks were worn out, and the pavement 
became uneven and was broken in many 
places. The Pioneer-Press is so disgusted 
with the wooden pavement that it looks 
upon it as a survival of bygone barbarism.

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Seeing is believing. The asphalt pave 
ments laid in this city on Summit, Dayton, 
Portland, Holly and other residence streets 
eight or nine years ago have practically 
settled the pavement question for this city. 
At the time they were put down the pro­
perty owners on Laurel and Ashland 
avenues concluded that oedar or pine block 
on plank was good enough for them. To-day 
their wooden pavements are all going to 
pieces with the rottenness that pits and 
furrows them, while the asphalt on neigh­
boring streets is as good as new. They will 
soon have to renew their pavements. So 
that in the end they will have paid dearly 
for the small saving they made eight or nine 
years ago in laying a cheap pavement. The 
asphalt pavements laid on Seventh street 
and in process of being laid or about to be 
laid on Sixth, Fifth, Fourth, St. Peter and 
Wabasha streets will change the whole 
aspect of the business district of the city. 
So far as the work has progressed it gives 
each complete satisfaction that the opinion 
seems to be nearly or quite universal that 
asphalt is superior to any other kind of 
pavement for ordinary business streets. It 
is safe to say that except in the wholesale 
distriot or on heavy grades asphalt will be 
preferred to any other material by the pro­
perty or business streets. Of course wooden 
block pavements are greatly Improved by 
being laid on an indestructible foundation of 
cement. But after seeing the new oedar 
block pavement on Third street after a 
year’s wear, where the iron corks of the 
horses’ shoes are gradually grinding the 
blocks into cones, and comparing it with 
the bright, smooth, clean asphalt of Sixth 
and Seventh, the property owners on other" 
streets are not likely to hesitate long in the 
choice of material for paving. Seeing is be­
lieving, and every new street laid with 
asphalt is a cumulative argument for paving 
the next one in the same way.

The fact is that the style of management 
of the bank, which for nearly fifty years was 
eminently conservative, has been entirely __ 
versed during the lut five or six years. An 
aggressive, pushing, and (what is called) 
enterprising style of management has been 
the rule of reoent years, with the result 
that the business of the bank immensely 
augmented in volume ; and with augmenta­
tion in business came so large an increase of 
profits that a “ Rest ” of half the capital 
has been built up, much to the gratification 
of the stockholders and friends of the bank. 
But there is a French proverb that tells us, 
“ tout oe qui brille n’est pas d’or,” whioh, as 
we have it in English, runs, “ All’s not gold 
that glitters.” This proverb is proving to 
be, unfortunately, only too applicable to the 
present case.

The immense increase in business was 
largely owing to the extreme ease with 
whioh money oould be obtained from the 
bank on indifferent security, or no security 
at all, and to the persistent offering of 
higher interest on deposits than the larger 
banks of the country were willing to pay.

By the latter course the deposits of the 
bank were increased to more than double 
what they were seven years ago ; while the 
natural result of the former, combined with 
the pressure to employ these largely aug­
mented resources, was to fill up the books of 
the bank with a large amount of undesirable 
business.

When a statesman of this 
class telle the world that he proposes to do 
certain things, it is only reasonable ‘to 
elude that he sees a way by whioh he can 
accomplish the ends he bas in view.

The crop in many parts of the Dominion 
is now out of danger. There may be some 
anxiety in Manitoba and the Northwest 
Territories lest the frost should injure the 
late sown grain, but there appear to be bat 
few forebodings. The harvest has 
menoed in many districts and the hopes of 
the farmer have been fully realized. We 
gather from the accounts we have read that 
a splendid crop will be harvested in almost 
all parts of Manitoba and the Northwest. 
It Is predicted that the yield ef wheat alone 
will be 60,000,000 bushels. This may be 
an exaggeration, bat the exagger&tor 
has left the less hopeful quite « large 
gin to out off and still leave a very fair crop.

In Ontario there have been sad complaints 
of drought, whioh has affected the hay crop 
chiefly. The spring frosts, too, have injured 
the fruit crop, but notwithstanding these 
drawbacks the farmers of Ontario have 
little to complain of in the yield of this 
From the Province of Quebec the accounts 
are cheerful. Where the farming has been 
good the crop is abundant, and where there 
has been bad farming it would be folly to 
expect a good harvest.

The year promises to be a plentiful one in 
the Maritime Provinces. Crops of all kinds 
have grown well, and ft is quite safe to pre­
dict that there will be no scare ty for twelve 
months in that part of the Dominion. In 
British Columbia the farmer Is cheerful 
The season has been good, and it is 
fidently predicted that the crop will be 
doable that of last year.

The dinner itself was prepared regard­
less of cost, of appetite and of human 
capacity to eat. Each guest was served 
with a whole leg of mutton, a whole salmon, 
a truffled fowl, a basket of peaches and a 
double magnum of champagne, besides sev­
eral bottles of other wines of rare vintage 
and fabulons cost. At the close of the din­
ner a silken grabbag was passed around and 
each guest drew from it a souvenir, such as 
an emerald pin, ruby links, pearl studs or a 
golden cigarette-holder gemmed with dia­
monds.

A NEW INDUSTRY.

A new industry has been started in the 
state of Oregon. It is an establishment for 
the utilization of the unnecessary horses of 
the state. It is well known that there are 
parts both of Oregon and Washington 
which are overrun by horses in a semi-wild 
state, of which no use could be hitherto 
made. There was no market for them and 
they devoured grass which was needed for 
feeding and fattening more profitable stock. 
Some enterprising business men knowing 
that horseflesh is in request in some coun­
tries as food and also knowing that the fat 
and bones and hides and hoofs of the ani­
mals could all be made use of, devised a 
scheme for the utilization of the unnecessary 

8 horses. They erected a large slaughter 
* house and factory. Between five and six 

thousand horses were purchased at very 
low prices. These horses were corralled at 
the factory and killed. Their flesh was 
boiled to try out the fat, their bones and 
the offal of the establishment were converted 
into a fertilizer, their hides were kept for 
the tanner, their hams were pickled to be 
sent to Europe, and the rest of their carcases

“ There will spring from this of necessity a 
certain duality of mind in the Cabinet which 
can hardly be a source of strength, which 
may be an element of weakness, and which 
possibly may result before long in dis­
ruption. Of only one thing we can be sure, 
and that is, as long as the new Cabinet per­
sists in the negative policy of simply putting 
a veto on Home Rule it will have no diffi 
oulty in keeping together. But the 
Home Rule recedes into the background, 
the more difficult will it be for Mr. Cham 
berlain and Mr. Balfour to walk hand in 
hand. The union of the Unionists has indeed 
no other basis^than this as all Irishmen 
are said to be against the Government what­
ever it mey be, so all Unionists are ’agin’ 
Home Rule whatever may be the meaning of 
that phrase. But as the imminence of what 
they regard as the Home Rule danger 
united them, so when Home Rule recedes, 
and in proportion as Home Rule recedes in­
to the dim distance, the centrifugal tendency 
which exista in all composite bodies moving 
at great velocity through space will assert 
itself, and we may have a Cabinet that does 
not know its own mind, because it cannot 
oome to a decision as to which of its two 
minds is the right one. It may be objected 
to' this that the new Cabinet is a body 
which, whatever else it may do or refrain 
from doing, will not 
too great velocity in any direction 
whatever. The instinct of self-preservation 
will reinforce the inertia common to 
all created things, and ministers will recog. 
niza as the law of their being that they 
should either do nothing at all or as little as 
possible I st they go to pieces in the opera­
tion.”

Very few, 
dined to take Mr. Stead as infallible, 
but those who know anything of British 
journalism must admit that he is 
shrewd and that his analysis of the compo­
sition of the Government and his forecast 
as to the course which it will be safe for it 
to pursue are worthy of as much considera­
tion as those of most journalists.

No doubt Lord Randolph had his 
followers as Mr. Chamberlain his 
thisers, but practically they stood alone 
each in his own Cabinet.

44 Mr. Chamberlain, like Lord Randolph 
Churchill, regards himself as the statesman 
who has to save the Cabinet, even against 
its will, from perishing in the morass of in­
action. It is not too much to say that Mr.

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• THE 8EA SERPENT.

We every now and then hear that the sea 
serpent is seen by those who go down to the 
sea in ships. It is unfortunate that this 
creature makes itself visible in the dull and 
stupid season when news is scarce. Many 
people make a rule of treating these sea 
serpent stories as the impudent inventions 
of story-telling mariners, and a contemptu­
ous denial of the existence of any such 
monster as the eea serpent has become an 
article—to use an Hibernianisn—of the 
popular creed. But this scepticism, like a 
good deal of the scepticism relative to much 
more Important matters, is very far from 
being an evidence of the superior intelligence 
of the soeptio. A little inquiry will show 
that many persons of good character and 
of more than average Intelligence have 
believed that they have seen the creature 
which for want of a better name has been 
called the sea serpent. The animal is said 
to have made no fewer than 126 appearances 
at different times and hundreds who saw it 
have been ready to swear that their eyes 
had not decsived them. Among others 
who saw the sea serpent were Captain 
McQuhae of H. M. 8. Daedalus and his 
orew. It was seen in August, 1848. In a 
letter to the Admiralty Captain McQuhae 
described the serpent as being some “ sixty 
feet long, of a dark brown color, with no 
fins, but something like a mane on the back 
of its neck.” He and his orew saw it plainly 
as it passed the vessel. In 1849 Captain 
Hon. George Hope of the English warship 
Fly reported that in the Gulf of Mexico, 
“ the weather being perfectly calm and the 
water transparent, he saw plainly visible at 
the bottom of the Gulf a great sea monster. 
It had somewhat the appearance of an alli­
gator, only the neck was much longer and 
instead of legs or feet it had four fan-shaped 
flappers similar to those on a turtle, the 
front pair being larger than those behind. 
Ring stripes were about its body. The 
monster appeared to be following its prey 
at the bottom of the sea, its movements 
being distinctly serpentine. ”

Here we have the evidence of two officers 
of the British navy, gentlemen of character 
and intelligence, as to the existence of the 
11 eea serpent.” And not only did they see 
it but the crews of their vessels saw it also 
and were ready to corroborate what their 
commanders bad reported regarding the 
creature.

Detailed descriptions are given by many 
persons of sea-serpents which they in 
paoy with others sow. The creatures were 
seen In broad daylight when the observers 
by the aid of glasses had good opportunities 
of observing them. It seems to ns folly to 
oonolnde that these persons were all lying 
or that they had been deceived. Conse­
quently when Capt. Hazard, of the New 
Hampshire, declared that he and others the 
other day saw off Falkner’s Island, about 
twelve miles east of New Haven, what he 
desorlbes as a “ mighty snake plowing its 
way eastward abont fifty yards distant,” 
there is no good reaeon to consider that he 
was either lying or laboring under a delu­
sion.

•aw the creature. Were they all lying or 
did their eyes deceive them!

In studying the geologic aspect of this 
subject and making the practical application 
of our knowledge to the search, we may 
state that the original position of gold must 
have been in great depths. From these 
depths it has been brought np by the up­
heaval of the granitic rocks, and, perhaps, 
along with basaltic and other Intrusions 
Shot up from immense depths. In the course 
of ages the attrition and breaking down of 
these higher or uplifted levels and the long 
continued floods, rains, and the waves of 
anoient oceans and other disintegrating 
forces whioh produced the sedimentary 
rocks, at the same time liberated the gold 
whioh was incapable of décomposition. The 
gold thus found new and varied resting 
places in the sedimentary rocks of 
various ages and in all the conditions which 
the surface might assume.

The quartz rooks are neither igneous nor 
sedimentary, but are supposed to have been 
in liquid form as solutions of silex, whioh, 
during long periods of time gradually de­
posited the silex and whatever they 
tained, the water disappearing by evapora­
tion or absorption.

Frequently, cellular quartz has been found 
with gold within the cells, the material 
which surrounded the gold having become 
decomposed, and, thus releasing the nnde- 
oompoeed gold, the latter is found in the 
cells of the quartz.

Gold, therefore, is to be expected and 
looked for in granitic regions and in those 
rooks and from those gravels and sands 
which owe their origin to snob regions. It 
requires much judgment, general explora­
tion and knowledge of the region before the 
prospector can, with probability, expect to 
meet with gold, or before he should begin 
the search. Bat with a full knowledge of 
the geologio condition of the country and 
rating in accordance with the above facts, 
the prospeotor will soon oome upon traoee ef 
gold if , any exist.

Asmbsis, B.C , Aug. 2.—The frnit grow­
ers met this morning, Lient.-Go vernor 
Dewdney in the ohair. Instructive lectures 
were delivered by Prof. Fletcher, govern­
ment entomologist ; Prof. Saunders, experi­
mental farm director ; Prof. Sharp, director 
of the Agassiz experimental farm ; Mr. R. 
M. Palmer, frnit inspector ; Mr. Henry, 
president of the Fruit Growers’ Association, 
and others. In the afternoon the experi­
mental farm was visited by the delegates, 
and the way of spraying frnit trees was 
practically illustrated. In the evening the 
dairymen held their convention, and man) 
very important lectures were delivered and 
papers read, amongst them a paper on 
tuberculosis by Government Inspector Hlg- 
ginbottom.

The hop growers of British Columbia met 
at Agassiz last night and arranged for mu­
tual benefit. A. St. G. Hammersly was 
elected president ; and W. Halbert, Chilli­
wack, secretary. The hop growers will 
unite in all their shipments, which will be 
made over the C. P. R., thus greatly reduc­
ing rates. It was further decided to pay 
pickers the uniform price of 75 and 60 cents 
a box, according to the different kinds of 
hops. At a future meeting an effort will be 
made to fix prices for the provinoe.

How is this desirable end to be attained ? 
Yon have tried individualism for a long 
time and are no nearer your object to-day 
than ever. By co-operation alone oan yon 
ever hope to successfully compete with ' 
ported products.

The product» of British Columbia 
very often of an inferior description and 
are placed upon the market in an unattract­
ive manner. I ask yon whether the 
wretched apology of British Columbia but­
ter often offered for sale would find a place 
on your counters if your were dealers. The 
fruit which is also sent to the market is 
graded nor packed, bat damped Into boxes 
or barrels of every description. A great deal 
of excellent butter is manufactured, but the 
poor quality of some serves to deprecate the* 
whole. This also applies to fruit.

A dealer prefers to buy creamery butter 
from Manitoba and fruit from California. 
The obvious remedy for this state of affairs 
is oo-operation. By co operation creameries, 
cheese factories, cold storage warehouses 
and co-operative societies of all kinds, dairy­
men will be able to produce uniform grades 
of butter or cheese at a lower cost, stock- 
raisers will be able to kill and store their 
cattle at a time of the year when they are in 
their prime and not be obliged to winter 
them or dispose of them at a sacrifice. Frnit 
men will be able to obtain uniform sized 
packages at reasonable rates, and if 
sary co-operation could be extended to 
packing and shipping.

Co-operation, if you choose, can make 
you independent of the middle man by your 
having agents to dispose of your produce. 
Thus you will be brought in more direct 
communication with the consumer by your 
being placed in a position to obtain more 
suitable rates in freights, and by keeping 
yourselves acquainted with the markets so 
as to place your products to the greatest 
advantage. Thus the small producer will 
have the same show as the larger one.

Many difficulties exist In the way of 
rying such a scheme into practice, but if 
they are overcome elsewhere, there is no 
reason why they should not be 
here. Jealousy is the most potent factor 
against cd operation in this province. Co­
operation is thriving in Australia and New 
Zealand and in the Eastern part of the 
Dominion.

In Australasia, three years ago, scarcely 
enough fruit and dairy articles were pro­
duced for their own wants ; now they ex­
port in vast quantities under the beneficent 
influence of co-operation. And as for On­
tario, her numerous dairies and cheese fac­
tories tell the tale. Her success at Chicago 
is another indication of the good results of 
oo-operation.

In British Columbia we are exceptionally 
well situated for markets outside the

_ our enterprise, 
supplies sixty per cent, of all the 

oheese that Great Britain consumes, while 
we do not supply five per cent, of their 
butter. Winter dairying is now common in 
Canada and it brings a high price. The ex­
periment of winter creameries was tried in 
Woodstock and Mount E'gin at first, and 
proved profitable.

It was found that cows oon'd be milked 
all the year round; that by persistent milk­
ing the period of lactation could be in­
creased.

: Apples, early, 
the “Yellow Transparent” ; late —the

Among cher­
ries the “Cumberland” is a free producer 
and a fine cherry;
“Black Republic” and the “Royal Ann.”

Among strawberries the “Warfield” is 
the best. The “ Wilson ” is also very pro­
lific and fine when well fertilised. The 
“ Wilson ” is best for shipping. Fifty 
varieties had been tested. Of raspberries 
for home use the “ Dr. Hogg ” and “Joseph 
Hooker ” are the best he ever ate, bat for 
an all-round useful berry he liked the 
“ Cuthburt.” For a yellow berry the 
“ Golden Queen ’ is the best. The finest 
blackberry is the “ Erie.” The “Taylor” 
and “ Snyder ” are also very free producers, 
as well as the “ Early King.” The “ Cum­
berland Fill-basket” he also thought very 
highly of and thought it would take the 
place of the “ Cnthburt ” eventually. The 
currant he would not recommend as a 
mercial venture. The red or white “Dutch” 
are the beet. He conld not speak of goose­
berries, as they were badly affected with 
mildew.

The mulberries are doing well, but he did 
not think them worth planting.

In answer to a question Prof Sharpe said 
the “ Duchess of Oldenberg ” was a very 
fine early apple. For baking the “ Jersey 
Sweet ” is the best. English filberts had 
done very well and are a better nut 
than are imported to the provinoe. 
The filbert should be cultivated. Figs did 
nob mature satisfactorily and would not be 
profitable. Our beet markets in the North­
west are not in the cities, but at the smaller 
stations. The cities are glutted almost every 
year.

In answering the question box Prof. 
Sharp said the Golden Drop prune or the 
French prune Petite are prolific bearers.

are There were now winter dairies 
throughout Ontario. To milk the cows all 
the year round they should have succulent 
food. Corn in the dough state should be 
fed. The beet ensilage, in the absence 
of corn in this province, is clover. 
The history of dairying in Prince Ei ward 
Island was gone into. In 1890 dairying was 
discouraged, but in 1892 the government 
aided Prince Edward Island, and next year 
$7,000 worth of cheese was made. The fol­
lowing year $40,000 worth was sold, and 
last year $90,000 worth was made, whilst 
this year the dairy produce will amount to 
$150,000. He thought it paid the govern­
ment to aid dairying, as the investment is 
returned fourfold. In Nova Sootia and 
New Brunswick great progress was made. 
But in Quebec the progress made had been 
something immense. The progress in 
Ontario is also very great, the number of 
winter creameries is over 100, and the

In Manitoba many

creameries have 
been established and found a market here. 
The Northwest have lately come into the 
field, hearing about the golden country of 
British Columbia. The creameries of Moose 
Jaw, Dewdney and Calgary were now turn­
ing out large quantities, from 300 to 500 lbs. 
a day. At Reddeer, Littleton and Edmon­
ton creameries were also doing well, in all 
turning out 1,800 lbs. a day, most of it going 
to Vancouver and Victoria.

The Ladner's creamery will be a blessing 
to the whole community and save the 
farmers’ wives great labor. The centrifugal 
separator in manufacturing butter saves the 
dairymen 10 per cent. There is no part of 
the Dominion better suited for dairying 
than the Delta land owing to the abundance 
of feed. An interesting discourse on the 
cow as a milk making machine was delivered 
and the breed of cows that are preferred 
in dairying was explained. After exhaustive 
experiments at the experimental farm at 
Ottawa it had been found that 6 pounds of 
meal for cows was the limit, and to go be­
yond that no favorable results in milk conld 

Milk contains 87 per cent, 
water, 3 per cent, fat, 4 per cent, sugar and 
a small per centige of oaeine and albumen. 
All waste in the milk can ba fed to swine 
and the dairyman is also repaid by rich 
manure. The swine of Canada sold higher 
than the pigs|of the United States, which 
mostly corn fed. The butter export has 
been injured by Australia bonusing butter 
exports, and for this reason it has been 
crowded on the European market. In spite 
of this Canadian butter brings a higher 
price than the Australian, and it is reaching 
them in splendid condition being sent in 
cold storage.

Mr. Cunningham sai<| he would not like 
the impression to ^et out that corn cannot 
be grown for ensilage In this country. He 
saw plenty of com here 13 feet high and as 
thick as it could stand.

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Prof. FletcherIn opening the convention. Prof. Sharp, 

among other things said that he attributed 
the presence of so many interested people in 
part to the interest taken in the proceedings 
by the ladies, who insisted upon attending, 
and their husbands had come to take care of 
them, so they said. Prof. Sharp was fol­
lowed by

Lieut.-Governor Dewdney, who said that 
without land and agriculture no country 
•ould do very much. He was pleased at the 
prospects of agriculture in the province. 
They had far more land under cultivation 
than most people thought. He attributed 
the non-attendanoe of a great many to the 
fact that they had suffered by the floods and 
were obliged to stay at home to harvest 
their crops. The prospects, he thought, 
were now brighter than for many years. 
He dealt at length with the care required 
in raising fruit and roots, and, after they 
had been raised, in packing and shipping 
them properly. They had an inexhaustible 
market for fruit on the other side of the 
mountains. There were in this provinoe 
millions of acres of snitable land for cultiva­
tion, so that no one need be discouraged by 
there not] being room. He assured those 
present that as long as he was at the head 
of the government the experimental farm 
would be encouraged. He considered it a

vinoe. The Northwest, the Orient, Aus­
tralasia, are particularly our own markets 
—markets we oan always depend upon for 
our surplus production when it oomee. At 
present, however, we may only think of 
supplying oar own wants.

For the encouragement of dairying, acts 
were passed at the last session of the legis­
lature, for the inexpensive incorporation ot 
dairying associations, and for protection 
against fraud in milk vending. Let 
press the hope that advantage will be taken 
of these and similar enactment», and that 
ere long we may see the farming population 
of the different parts of the provinoe 
operating for the general good.

I will conclude by asking yon to bear in 
mind that the department whioh I have the 
honor of conducting is always ready to re­
ceive suggestions, and make recommenda­
tions, for the enactment of laws in the 
interest of agriculture and horticulture.

Mr. Thomas Cunningham, president of 
the association, said that Prof. Robertson, 
government director of dairying, would 
travel through the provinoe shortly, 
was disappointed that the question of dyk­
ing in the valley had not been mentioned. 
He spoke in eulogistic terms of the good 
being done in the Dominion by Profs. Saun­
ders, Fletoher and Robertson, and said he 
had half a promise from the Minister of 
Agriculture that agrionltnrai charts pre­
pared by these professors would be litho­
graphed and placed in all the 
Cunningham reviewed agrionltnre In B. C. 
from 1859, when he first came to the pro­
vinoe, and graphically illustrated the almost 
insurmountable obstacles the farmers on the 
Mainland had to overcome. All the produce 
at that time came from Oregon, with no pro­
tection. Afterwards 10 per cent, was put 
on, bat without any good results. It was not 
until after confederation that farmers set­
tled in the province.

He did not like to speak on politics, but 
they affected the farmers. If there was no 
duty on frnit, what would be our condition 
to day ? We could not compete. We have 
to thank the Dominion government for 
giving ns protection. In 1872 he had bought 
apples in Oregon at 12J cents a bushel. It 
would be a long time before they could do 
that here. As for agrionltnre in the pro­
vince, he did not agree with many. Oar 
o'imate was certainly good ; but we are 
liable to freshets on the lower Fraser every 
year, and there is always danger of 
a portion of the valley being over­
flown. Then it is so expensive to 
cultivate land, and we have a keen com­
petitor in Manitoba. It is a case of the 
“ survival of the fittest,” and we roust try 
to become superior in one, if not all, of the 
branches of agrionltnre. He thought we 
might excel in dairying. The province is 
suited for it. We have abundance of clover 
for fodder. On the Lower Fraser a cow oan 
be maintained on an acre of land, which Is a 
grand showing.

1 H® 8P°ke in praise of the parental gov­
ernment of the province in purchasing seed 
after the flood. The flood had not been an 
unmixed evil, for it was the cause of a nom- 
16j j e**oe being erected for keeping the
fodder green, and the experiment 
success.

He thought that the government should 
assist the farmers, if in nothing else in 
roads. Farmers were always a benefit to 
the provinoe ; other industries were not 
always a benefit. They did not last many 
years comparatively. He expressed himself 
very strongly on the fact that more members 
of the local legislature were not present. 
He thought the Dominion government 
should be urged to aid them with the Fraser 
river. There are bars forming, and the 
river is growing more unmanageable every

Prof. Saunders said he would act as a sort 
of representative for Prof. Robertson. He 
referred to the general progress of dairying 
in Canada. The exporte of dairy products 
in the peat thirty years had been as follows :

years
ago, and Prof. Sharp’s work was worthy of 
the highest commendation.
1,800 varieties of fruit on the farm, and the 
experiments were of great vaine to the 
farmers. He warned those present against 
dishonest tree agents, and said the experi­
mental farm would aid them in intelligently 
avoiding being deceived. He spoke highly 
of the ability and energy of Prof. Sharp who 
had done the work set ont for him in an 
admirable way. His reports were in valu 
able and should be carefully read by every- 

The Agassiz farm is the largest, test 
orchard for fruits in the world, and before 
many years there will be no building big 
enough for the Agassiz fruit exhibit.

Mr. R. M. Palmer, frnit inspector, said 
that after his trip through the Upper 
Country he was convinced that the 
possibilities of fruit growing in this 
provinoe were not sufficiently appreciated. 
He found the bench land the beet for fruit 
growing. Large tracts of land in the Upper 
Country conld be brought uhder cultivation 
without expensive irrigation. In Kamloops 
he never saw snob a wonderful development 
of fruit. The Salmon River district should 
be developed. In that section, as in other 
sections of the Upper Country, there is an 
entire absence of fungous growth. Fruit 
growers, he urged, should unite in shipping. 
We need a central shipping association.

Mr. Henry Kipp, Chilliwack, said that he 
wished to refer to a statement of Prof. 
Saunders that the Chilliwack soil was not as 
rich as Agassiz soil. The soil, he thought, 
was different a few yards apart. As for 
Agassiz, he would call it a» gravel bed, and 
Prof. Sharp deserved all the more credit 
for what he had done with that gravel bed. 
Another sample of Chilliwack soil would be 
sent to Ottawa from hie own farm to be 
tested. Mr. Kipp spoke highly of British 
Columbia, where he had farmed for thirty 
years, and thought there was a great future 
for the farmers of the province. He urged 
upon those present to encourage with all 
their might the oo-operation of the farmers.

M. Halbert, secretary of the newly formed 
Hop Growers’ Association, addressed the 
meeting on the hop aphis, and asked for a 
committee to consider the best means of 
getting rid of this pest. It was claimed 
that the Indians’ orchards had been ne­
glected and were a breeding ground for all 
peste.

Mr. Anderson said that if the Instructions 
carried ont and the hope were properly 

■prayed the aphis would disappear.
Mr. Halbert said this was expensive, and 

that the hop aphis bred in plume, and it was 
the plums that should be attended to. The 
matter was referred to the Horticultural 
society.

Mr. Fletoher said that the hop aphis laid 
their eggs on plum trees in autumn. These 
winged individuals sprang up and flew to 
the hope. The females go on producing 
without copulation, and not until autumn 
is the male produced. When winged both 
males and females fly back to the plum and 
the female lays the eggs on the plum tree. 
Fall reports are given as to how to get rid 
of the aphis in the B. C. pamphlets. Prof. 
Fletoher would say in oonolneion that the 
watchword of fruit growers should be “ Let 
ns spray."

The next meetings of the Fruit Growers’ 
Association will be held at Westminster.

Stack ensilage 
was not a success for this country, the 
construction of silos is so inexpensive.

Major Matter said that Mr. Kitchen had 
made stacked ensilage with staff that had 
been on the ground for six weeks and was a 
success.

Prof. Fletoher spoke for ten minutes on 
fodder for dairy oattle. He said Indian 
corn oan be grown in British Columbia. It 
is very prolific and should be experimented 
with for ensilage. He described the differ­
ent grasses. Austrian broom was thought 
to be the best, as it is most succulent. In 
British Columbia there is an abundance of 
sedge whioh makes excellent fodder for oattle.

E Hutcherson, president of the Central 
Farmers’ Institute, read an address In whioh 
he referred to the pleasure and indepen­
dence of a farmers life, and poetically 
pictured the happiness to be got out of 
existence on the farm. If the farmers be­
long to a country where agrioultaral colleges 
or farmers’ institutes throve they required 
no assistance from the government. Agri­
onltnre, horticulture and dairying 
making a rapid advance in this province, 
and he was glad to see farmers uniting for 
theri mutual benefit.

Hon. Col. Baker said he was pleased to 
hear that .the farmers required no assistance 
from the government and were proud to be 
independent. Farming required abundance 
of good lands, easy access to the market 
and a plentiful supply of labor and capital. 
British Columbia had an abundance of good 
land. It is a country of magnificent areas, 
having fully 20,000,000 acres of land suitable 
for agrionltnre. Survey parties are fre­
quently finding new tracts of land. Last 
week 15,000 acres of land had been dis­
covered suitable for settlement at the head 
of Quateino Sound. The province oan grow 
almost all kinds of roots and cereals, and 
for fruit, the higher the altitude the better 
it was. We had plentity of altitude. As 
for our transportation facilities, our 
ocean seaboard places us in touch with 
all the markets of the world. We 
Importing three-fonrths of all the food we 
use. Our mining industry is advancing 
with grand strides, and our population must 
grow and produce a larger market. To the 
south we have the people of the United 
States, and across the ocean the Orient, 
with its millions of people. With our popu­
lation constantly growing we shall have 
abundance of capital and labor. Col. Baker 
felicitously referred to the blessings of hav­
ing a parental government, whlchthad pro­
vided the farmers of the valley with seed in 
the nick of time and enabled them to tide 
over a grave crisis. The people of the pro­
vince owed an immense debt of gratitude to 
soientifio researches, which had resulted in 
each wonderful discoveries, not only in the 
line of fruit growing bat in all other branch- 
es. Col. Baker made some very interesting 
remarks on light and atoms, the circulation 
of the human blood, and minute inséot life, 
the last being grafted into a reference to the 
frnit pests. He referred in complimentary 
terms to the zeal and skilful labors of Depu­
ty Minister Anderson, whose assistance to 
the farmers had been of immense benefit. 
Col. Baker advised the farmers to perse­
vere, work and study, so that when they 
oame at last to lie down to that rest whioh 
all must come to, they would leave a rich 
inheritance to their sons.

Prof. Saunders said he had visited British 
Columbia ten times, but never before had an 
opportunity to address so many farmers at 
one time. He expressed himself as highly 
pleased with the hay and oat crop of the 
Dslt*. It wm on6 of the best countries In 
the world for dairying. One dairy had been 
started and many others he hoped would 
start before long. He thought that British 
Columbia before many years would make 
her own fritter and oheese and have a 
margin for export. The farmer is a manu­
facturer. He eowa hie seed, and if he does 
his part nature will help him and he will 
some ont on the winning side. In British 
Columbia, in the dyked or Delta lands, they

The bnnch grass of 
British Columbia is one of i he very best 
fodders that oan be grown. June clover 
and orchard grass is an excellent mixture 
for fodder.

June grass 
Is the same as Kentucky blue grass. The 
general treatment of weeds is to keep them 
from seeding. Weeds are the stomachs of 
plants for they feed on them. Prof. Fletcher 
enlivened the proceedings by several hum­
orous anecdotes,

Mr. Philips spoke of the proposal to estab­
lish a central creamery at Westminster for 
the lower Fraser valley ; and at Vancouver 
next Friday a large meeting will be held to 
promote this scheme.

A vote of thanks was moved by Mr. Cun­
ningham and seconded by Major Mutter, to 
Prof. Saunders and Prof. Fletoher for the 
Information they had given.

Honolulu, July 25 —(Per steamer Mari- 
poea to San Francisco, August 1, — Much 
pressure is being brought to bear to

United States.

U. S. Minister Willis has filed the claim 
of James Durroll, an American oirizsn, for 
$25,000 damages against the Hawaiian gov­
ernment) for his arrest and imprisonment 
dm ing the revolt last January, No charge 
was made against Durreil at the time, and 
he was simply held on suspicion and was 
afterwards released. Minister Willis, in his 
letter to Minister Hatch on the subject, 
points out that Duriell claims that he had 
ne connection with any conspiracy, and de­
clares that Darrell’s statements establish, 
In the opinion of the President of the United 
States, a prima faoie claim for substantial 
damages. It is believed the matter will re­
sult in further international complications, 
aa it is understood that the Hawaiian gov­
ernment will pay Mr. Durreil nothing.

James Horeburg, of the Southern Pacific 
Company, has been here recently, and it 
has been learned that he conferred with the 
government and business men in regard to 
starting an opposition line of steamers from 
San Francisco to Honolulu. It is believed 
that one of the Occidental & Oriental 
steamers will soon be calling here regularly.

San Francisco, Aug. 2,—Congressman 
Hilbern, who returned from Hawaii to-day, 
placed himself on record as being opposed to 
the annexation of 1 he islands to the United 
States. Ia discussing the question he said : 
“ The population ooneists mostly of Japan­
ese, Chinese, ar.d Portuguese, with a small 
proportion of Americans and English speak­
ing people. The percentage of illiteracy is 
much greater among the whites than among 
the Kanakas The present government is 
not satisfactory to the majority of the peo­
ple there, especially the na'ives. It is 
practically an oligarchy, and the idea of a 
republic is laughed at. It is not popular, 
and the great masses have no voice except 
in the election of the lower house. The 
senate is elected by the property holders, 
who represent bat a few thousand of the 
people, and many of them are more illiterate 
than the natives. Much respect is shown 
President Dole, as he is considered 
scientione and is genhrally liked.

The Japaneee are the most aggressive and 
the most to be feared. They quickly Team 
the ways and take every advantage. They 

was import everything from Japan and spend 
little on the islands. They would, of course, 
be required to put a tax upon all imports 
from other countries which came into com­
petition with onr products. If this Is done 
and we extend a protectorate over the 
islands both countries would derive the ad­
vantage of annexation while allowed to 
govern themselves, but as things are going 
now 1 believe the Queen will he leetored.”

Constantinople, Aug. 5.—The reply .of 
the Porte to the demands of the powers for 
Armenian reforms is conciliatory and on 
many points agrees with the powers’ de­
mands. It proposes to appoint Christian 
assessors to assist the Turkish provincial 
government and to admit a proportion of 
the Christians among the minor official», 
police and gendarmes, and also promisee to 
restrain the Kurde from violence. It also 
declares that some of the powers’ demanda 
are not acceptable or impossible of execu­
tion. It is probable that the powers will 
not be satisfied with the reply.

London, Aug. 6—The Anglo-Armenian 
association has learned from Conatantinople 
that the signers of the Berlin treaty have 
agreed to send a note to the Porte announc­
ing that as Turkey is unable to protect the 
lives of her Christian subjects, the powers 
have decided to appoint a European high 
commissioner with vibeFegWktrtBflrttjr 1
administer Armenia in place of the Sultan.
Baron Kalloway will be appointed. He ■
comes from an ancient family of Hungary.
In 1881 he was minister of foreign affaire 
for the empire, during the interim between 
the death of Count von Haymerle and the 
nomination of Kalnoky. In 1882 he was 
minister of finance in the Austrian oabinet, 
and at the same time administrator of 
Bosnia and Herzegovina, under the Berlin 
treaty, and has given attention to the east­
ern question all through hie public life.

Tne Berlin treaty, whidh gave Bosnia and 
Herzegovina to Austria, provided that in 
case Turkey misgoverned Armenia the great 
powers should have the right to interfere 
and reform the administration. If the dli- 
patoh ia correct, Armenia has been perman­
ently lost to Turkey.

The Anglo Armenian Association’s ad­
vices from Constantinople say that Lord 
Salisbury has demanded the unconditional 
and immediate release of all Armenian 
political prisoners not oonvioted by a legally 
constituted tribunal.

The Daily News has advices from Ar­
menia, July 29, that the condition of the 
Armenians is worse than ever. They re­
gard Shakir Pasha as their worst enemy, 
and his appointment as a contemptuous de­
fiance of Europe’s demand. Deliberate per­
secution, slaughter and pillage of theArmen- 
ians are pursued with theeamernthleas vigor 
and fiendish ingenuity as in former years.
Every day news arrives of fresh tnurdere, 
wholesale imprisonments and pillages. The 
authorities in the great towns from time to 
time march heavily manacled gangs of 
limping and wounded Armenian prisoners 
through the streets. If the Sultan is court­
ing a revolution he will surely have his way.
Unless the persecution is stopped the coun­
try will soon be in snob a blaze that noth­
ing short of Russian occupation will ex­
tinguish it.

Chester, Aug. 6.—The town hall was 
packed with people to-day and the audience 
included a number of Armenians, in 
patlon of hearing the long looked for speech 
of Mr. Gladstone upon the Armenian ques­
tion. Among thoee present were the Bishop- 
of Ripen and Messrs. D. B. Clifford and 
Robert T. Paine,,* the American Peeoe So­
ciety.

The distinguished visitors were con­
ducted to seats on the platform and the 
cheering did not subside until the Duke of 
Westminster, chairman of the meeting, 
arose to speak.

The Duke, after a few opening remarks,, 
read a letter from the Marquis of Salisbury 
notifying the Duke that the sum of £1,000' 
subscribed for the relief of the Armenians 
had been forwarded to the British ambassa­
dor at Constantinople, who had been given 
full discretion as to way in which the money 
should be distributed. Mr. Gladstone then 
rose, amid an ontbnret of enthusiastic ap­
plause of all descriptions, and in addressing 
the audience said the Armenian question 
was not a party matter or a religions affair.
Continuing, the great English statesman 
said the present situation in Armenia re­
sulted from Intolerably bad government, 
perhaps the worst on the face of the world.
(Applause.) Mr. Gladstone then read a re­
solution to the effect that :

“ This meeting expresses its conviction

In an interview with Anna Howard 
Shaw, D. D., published in the Denver 
Republican, she expresses

Born in Frederick, Md., the town of 
Barbara Frietchie, Mrs. McLean first 
saw the light of day in the state’s most 
celebrated house, Prospect Hall, the 
home of her grandfather, the late Judge 
William Pinkney Manlsby. It is a man­
sion built by the famous Dulaney family 
in old colonial times. Mrs. McLean was 
bom in the haunted room, in which tra­
dition chronicles the walling up of a 
young girl because of a romantic love 
affair.

Mrs. McLean is characterized by 
broadly liberal tenets in all directions, 
is an earnest worker in church and pub­
lic affairs. The founding of a chair of 
American history at Barnard college by 
the New York city chapter of the Rev­
olutionary society, under Mrs. Mc­
Lean’s regency, has set an example in 
practical patriotism for all like societies 
to pattern after. The other chapters of 
the Revolutionary association, located!in 
every state and territory in the Union, 
have experienced am. awakening in con­
templating the weighty step taken by' 
their sister chapter ; a step which illus­
trâtes its own aims- and principles and 
those of the parent association, the Na­
tional Society of the Daughters of the 
American Revolution.

Such historical advantages are needed 
all over the land, and that the opportu­
nity for such knowledge should first be 
made possible in New York, and by the 
feminine descendants of Revolutionary 
patriots, in the sister institution of old 
King’s college, makes the event a more 
happy and fitting one than it could have 
been without such associations. The 
work is being sustained at present by an 
amount raised annually, while the en­
dowment fund is being accumulated for 
the future permanent historical profess­
orship.

Worn»» Id Politics.
If the women are to assist the men in 

politics, they must do something besides 
jumping into the political arena. They 
must prepare themselves for the strug­
gles there. We learn from a circular is­
sued by Barnard college that the School 
of Political Science of Columbia univer­
sity is now open to women, who are 
free to take the graduate courses in po­
litical history, economics and sociology. 
Here is an opportunity for the advanc­
ing woman politicians. In the School of 
Political Science- they can lay the foun­
dations needed fdr the high statesman­
ship which ought to characterize all 
government. Thus- far, there is not any 
woman among the professors in the 
school, but we must presume that this 
deficiency will yet be supplied. The 
quick induction, broad reasoning, clear 
analysis and generous sympathy of 
womanhood ought not to be excluded 
from the faculty. The ideas of man in 
political science are apt to be hard and 
narrow and selfish.

The many women’s political clubs 
now in existence must also be of use to 
woman politicians by familiarizing them 
with the leading public questions of the 
times.

Both Mayor Strong of this city and 
Mayor Schieren of Brooklyn seem dis­
posed to favor the appointment of some 
women to those public offices to which, 
in the opinion of these two mayors, they 
are adapted. Both: of them seem to be­
lieve that women- are better fitted for 
service on school boards than for any 
other branch of the municipal service, 
and they have begun to follow up their 
belief, which is of the nature of the old 
belief that women are concerned only 
with children. This may do for a begin­
ning, but woman’s progress does not 
end at the schoolbonse. If, for example, 
we have a woman in New York who 
would make a better mayor than Wil­
liam L. Strong, we doubt whether May­
or Strong can prove that she should, mot 
be elected to the office.—New York Sun.

Miss Boswell was educated at the 
Friends’ school in Baltimore, and their 
broad and liberal views aided her in 
forming the views she now holds. Al­
though of Scotch origin, she has a de­
cidedly French cast of features. Her 
complexion is fair, and she has beautiful 
golden hair. Her interest in politics has 
robbed her of none of her woman’s love 
for dainty and becoming clothing, and 
she frankly confesses that she likes to 
wear clothes of the latest style and al­
ways intends to dress as well as her 
purse will allow. She lives at her fa­
ther’s home in New York city, and out­
side of her political work is a journalist 
and magazine writer.

Of the five states which sent women 
delegates to the Cleveland convention 
Colorado enjoys the distinction of hav­
ing sent the most. Of the six women 
representatives from this state all are 
noted for their ability and prominence 
in the political field. Mrs. Hiram B. 
Stevens of Denver is the editor of The 
Woman Voter, the only political wom­
an’s paper in the Lodted States, and the 
president of the East Capitol Hill Re 
publican league, the largest woman’s 
Republican club iu Denver, having a 
membership of over 900. To Mrs. Ste­
vens’ name can also be prefixed the ad­
jective first, as she was the first woman 
elected to a political position in Colo­
rado—that of vice chairman of the city 
central committee of Denver. Mrs. Ste­
vens is noted for her gracious manners, 
her splendid hospitality, her rare old 
china and her interest in all the politi­
cal questions of the day. In a recent in­
terview she gave forth the following 
clear ideas :

“Woman suffrage in Colorado has al­
ready proved of marked political and so­
cial benefit.

franchisement of woman, government 
control of all means of communication 
and transportation, silence of all mo­
nopolies and a financial system that will 
issue money to the people in sufficient 
quantity for all needs, remonetize silver 
and make all money legal tender for all 
purposes.

Miss Moore is a graceful, attractive 
looking woman, with a bright, intelli­
gent face, showing great strength of 
character, soft brown eyes and dark 
hair. She was a delicate, fragile child 
and was therefore not sent to school in 
her early childhood, but was encouraged 
to spend her time in the open air, there­
by gaining health and vital force. Be­
coming possessed of some books, she had 
a great desire to know what the strange 
characters in them meant. So she taught 
herself to read by carrying her book to 
her mother when she failed in a word 
or character. At 15 years of age she be­
came a teacher in order to aid her par­
ents in some financial difficulties.

She became a prohibitionist not be­
cause she had heard of the evils of in­
temperance, but because she knew. A 
beloved brother was tempted away from 
her side into the saloon. She weni to 
the saloon keeper and begged him not to 
sell her brother liquor, but he would 
give her no promise. One evening she 
saw her brother and the mayor of the 
town enter the saloon together. What 
could she do—she, a slender, delicate 
young woman—against a brawny, li­
censed liquor dealer? She could not do 
much. The law would not help her, but 
she did what she could. She walked up 
the railroad track, gathered her apron 
full of stones, and returning sent them 
with a sure aim direct at the saloon 
windows. She was arrested, but her 
friends paid her fine, and she did not go 
to jail. This was the beginning of her 
temperance career.

When the crusade broke out, she was 
chosen to lead the band in her native 
village. Since that time she has devel­
oped into one of the strongest organizers 
of temperance unions in the United 
States, and there is scarcely a state or 
territory where her voice has not been 
heard in the prohibitionist cause.

From the time she taught herself to 
read she has been a persevering adfe in­
defatigable worker. While teaching in 
the daytime she spent many hours of the 
night in studying and arranging plans 
and lectures for her temperance unions. 
While traveling abont the country in the 
interests of the prohibitionist cause she 
devoted all her spare moments in study­
ing for the ministry and is now an or­
dained minister in the Universalist 
church. She has not as yet accepted any 
of the numerous calls she has received 
to a settled pastorate. She is a member 
of the board of education in Springfield

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THE HEN LET REGATTA.

The Henley regatta haa been pretty freely 
commented on by United States newepapera. 
The beet of them expreseed a sensible and 
sportsmanlike view of the course taken by 
the Cornell crew. There were others, how. 
ever, that allowed their anti-British preju­
dices to warp their judgment, and their ac­
counts of the race that waa not a race were 
not to Canadians pleasant reading.

An article in the London Times on “ The 
Americans at Henley ” shows the spirit in 
which foreign rowers are treated when they 
go to England to take part in English re­
gattas. Nothing oonld be more cordial or in 
better taste than the way in whioh the Times 
speaks of the foreign rivals of English rowers. 
Its criticism on the Cornell crew’s course is 
extremely mild. It says in substance that 
it was fair but not sportsmanlike. Com­
pared with the criticisms of some of the 
leading American journals, it may be said 
to be mildness itself. Here is an extract 
from the Times’ article :
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Some of the foreigners on this occasion 
iroved themselves not easy to defeat, 
dany Frenchmen row extremely well ; so 

do the Dutchmen, as they showed yester­
day against St. John’s, Oxford, and against 
Molesey ; so do many of onr American 
cousins. The last, indeed, have everything 
to make them good oars—far finer rivers 
than we can boast, college organisations, 
and a summer climate which often makes 
rowing a delightful occupation, 
every reason, then, why they should come 
to Henley ; and, of course, when they come, 
English crews and spectators are glad to 
bid them welcome. International amity in 
these matters, indeed, is no empty name 
to Eogiiehmen. We are jnst about 
to eend a University team to play orieket in 
America, and another to pit itself against 
Yale in athletic sports, and we are looking 
forward to as friendly a greeting there as we 
always give to American competitors on onr 
own soil. It has always been so till now. 
When Harvard sent over a crew to raoe 
Oxford, the excitement in London was great 
and the crowd tremendous ; nor, so far as 
we remember, was anything said or done to 
show the Harvard students that they were 
not very welcome. It is to be hoped that 
this feeling will always continue and that 
the little friction whioh has come from the 
Henley incident will promptly pass away.

The incident in question occurred on 
Tuesday in one of the early heats of the 
race for the Grand Challenge Cup. The 
competitors were the Leander Boat Club 
and the crew sent by Cornell University, in 
the State of New York. When the word 
was given to start, Leander was not ready, 
bat the Cornell crew went off at the signal 
and rowed over the oonrse. . . It is
scarcely possible to be too punctilious in a 
matter of this kind, especially where the 
contest is of an international character. 
Certain roles are laid down, and, so far as 
the umpire is concerned, they must be 
obeyed. It is quite certain than an Eng­
lish university or sohool orew in such a oaee 
as this would have stopped rowing and 
backed to the starting point till their op­
ponents were ready, but this would have 
been their own doing, the result of long 
traditions, and in obedience to the purely 
British canon of what is sportsmanlike. 
Now, the sportsmanlike is one thing ; the 
strict adherence to one’s rights is quite 
another thing. . . The matter was
settled next day in a manner eminently 
satisfactory to all concerned, except to the 
hapless Leander crew and, of course, Cor­
nell. For when it came to the next heat, 
when Cornell had to meet Trinity Hall, the 
Americans got as pretty a beating from the 
champion Cambridge crew as the meet 
ardent of onr patriots would have desired.

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FOREST FIRES.

The bash fires are spreading between this 
city and Nanaimo ; towards Otter Point a 
new district, is blazing, and the Straits are 
again hidden under a gray smoke cloud, the 
result of fresh fires having started on several 
of the islands of the Gulf. The present 
season bids fair to rival last year for the 
number and extent of its bash fires, and at­
tention is thereby recalled to the note of 
warning in this regard that is sounded by 
Surveyor General Tom Kilns in his last of­
ficial report. The subject thus opened up 
is a very large one—much too large for more 
than casual consideration in the columns of 
a newspaper or the pages of a departmental 
report—but Mr. Kains has, in the view of 
the public generally and of timber men in 
particular, struck the keynote in advising 
that a new and stringent bush fire law be 
placed on the statute book of the province 
without delay. Such legislation, it is held, 
is necessary, not alone for the pre­
servation of British Columbia’s forest 
wealth, but for the protection of settle­
ment, town and village property from de­
struction by fire and for the prevention of 
the recurrence of disastrous floods.

At the present time the Bush Fire act is 
the same as that passed in 1874. It provides 
that any person who, during the months of 
June, July, August or September, ignites 
any inflammable material in any forest or 
woods, from which damage recults through 
the author of the fire having neglected to 
properly extinguish It, is liable to a maxi­
mum penalty of $100 or in default three 
months’ imprisonment for each offence. 
This applies to fires on Crown land as well 
as private property, while owners of dis­
trict land are equally liable should fires 
starting on their premises spread, through 
thair carelessness or neglect, to do. damage 
to adjacent property.

The causes of the annual epidemic of 
bush fires are apparently as vari­
ous as the localities afflicted, but 
In many cases the carelessness of 
camping parties or of settlers clearing land 
by fire in the dry season is unquestionably 
to be held responsible. In the Kootenay 
country, where the operations of Mr. 
Drewry’s government survey party were 
last year suspended for almost two entire 
months by the presence of the dense smoke, 
it was learned that many of the more serions 
fires had been wantonly started by prospec­
tors anxious to secure easier access to the
country to prosecute their search for 
minerals. The result was, as everyone 
knows, heavy loss in timber of the highest 
grade. As long ago as in 1888 it was esti­
mated by Mr. J. H. Morgan, Dominion 
forestry commissioner, that British Colum­
bia’s timber lose by bush fires_in that one 
year exceeded $1,000,000. Last year’s fires 
were even more numerous and more disas­
trous than those of 1888, and this season’s 
promise to be as bad as those of 1894.

Aside from their bearing upon the ques­
tion of forest conservation, the bush fires are 
held to be largely responsible for both floods 
and drought. All the authorities appear to 
agree that thg Fraser river floods of 1894 
were in a large measure attributable to fires 
having cleared the mountains at the head­
waters. In this connection Mr. W. 8. 
Drewry, P.L.S., has the following in his 
report to the Lands and Works department. 
His remarks closely parallel those on the 
same subject of Mr. Morgan :

“ While it is probable that the great 
floods of 1894 were the result of a very un­
usual combination of circumstances, it is 
also probiblejthat the partial deforestation 
of onr mountains waa an important factor. 
For hundreds — probably thousands — of 
years nature has been at work excavating 
various channels for nnwatering the coun­
try under certain conditions, and if man 
changes one of these he must affect the re­
sult. Nature made these drainage works to 
perform their task within a certain period ; 
so that if, through the destruction of 
the forests, they are forced to do 
their work in a very much shorter time the 
result in a country such as ours must be a 
succession of floods and droughts, alternately 
devastating and parching the valleys; for 
the surface being denuded of trees the ac­
cumulated snows of winter will be exposed 
to the direct rays of the sun, and melting 
quickly, will rush off, surcharging the 
streams, oauelng them to overflow their 
banks and overwhelm the valleys; while 
in summer the greater part of the rainfall 
will
the surface on whioh it falls, 
successful use of the valley lands depends 
largely on the preservation of the mountain 
forests, whioh in this fair province exists 
principally where but little of the eoil 
be cultivated, and most of the inhabitants 
are engaged in or depend on mining, and, 
therefore, the conditions under whioh the 
waterways work need not be dangerously 
changed, and are only so altered by the 
mtter indifference of the people.”

While Mr. Kains has not outlined any 
desirable remedial legislation in his report, 
it is his opinion, shared by numerous others 
identified with provincial affairs who have 
recently been spoken to on the subject, that 
heavier penalties should be provided for the 
causing of bush fires, and that steps should 
also be taken to specially protect through 
the dry season the timber at the mountain 
sources ot the more important rivers of the 
province.

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WOMEN IN POLITICS.
THEY ARE NATURALLY PROGRESSIVE 
AND QUICKLY CLEAVE TO REFORMS.

One Has Recently Wielded the Gavel In a 
Political Gathering—Another Was a Po­
litical Delegate—Colorado the Banner 
State In Recognizing the New Woman.

Ottawa, Aug. 7.—Nat. Boyd, M P., had

last few years, are also rapidly losing 
caste, because the circles are now al­
most entirely being engraved for those 
better informed persons in the fashion­
able world who appreciate good taste in 
all their belongings.

One cause of the popularity of the 
style die with people of means may be 
its price, which is more than double 
that of an ordinary die. There are al­
ways those who desire something higher 
priced and more exclusive than others 
can afford, and to that class the expen­
sive little circlet appeals. The circlet 
ranges in size from the top of a lead 
pencil to a silver dime and has either 
one or two circular lines inclosing 
petite cipher or monogram. The popular 
size measures about a quarter of an inch 
in diameter and possesses a double cir­
cle one-sixteenth of an inch in width.

W ith this newest decoration for note 
paper comes the possibility of blending 
in great variety the colors and bronzes 
or metallic colors. The lines forming 
the initials of the cipher or monogram, 
and those of the circles, are generally 
embossed in one color of bronze, while 
the space between the circular lines, or 
in the center or background under the 
initials, is filled with plain color. Some 
of the blending shows color between the 
lines of circles with the center plain, 
and vice versa—the center colored, while 
the rim, as it is called, is left plain. 
When used on paper of decided tint, 
the center or the rim or both are left 
plain to allow the color of the paper to 
show.

Occasionally a crest in miniature or 
a tiny bow of ribbon is added just above 
the circles, and these are also blended 
in proper colors.

Department of Agriculture,
Ottawa, July 23rd, 1895. 

Gentlemen:—I have to state to you in reply 
to your ]oint letter of the 5th instant on the 
subiect of the action taken at the William 
Head quarantine station with respect to vessels 
entering from the Orient.

The statements in your letter are being made 
the subject of particular enquiry, of the results 
of which you will be informed. It has not 
been understood for some months past that 
cholera has been epidemic in the ports from 
which the steamers sail in such way as to come 
within the definitions in Sec. 17 of the amended 
quarantine i egulations. The department has 
had no definite and well authenticated reports 
of cases.

The newspaper reports, however, which 
were received in April were of a nature to 
move the Minister of Agriculture to direct in­
creased vigilance on the part or the quarantine 
officer at William Head. He was directed 
(April 22nd) to the effect that while it would 
not be considered necessary to detain passen­
gers if no case of cholera had occurred on 
board the steamship during the voyage from 
Y'okohama, that he must enquire very strictly 
by the interrogatories on oath to the ships’ 
masters and surgeons as to the fact of existence 
of cholera at the ports whence the passengers 
came, and if he found such existed to disinfect 
the luggage of passengers from such infected 
port.

You refer to the practice at the So. Law­
rence ports of the Dominion, at which effect 
was given to the definitions of the Dresden 
conference, by direction of the Minister of Ag­
riculture, on report of the General Superin­
tendent of Canadian Quarantines. On this 
point I have to inform you that the informa­
tion which comes from the ports of Europe is 
so complete as not to leave doubts as to the 
facta. But the department had not the same 
precise information as respects the presence of 
epidemic cholera in Japan and China. It was 
noticed in the newspaper reports that forms 
of cholera such as appear to be always present 
in China, hadjbeen reported in some localities. 
But there were no authentic reports of the dis­
ease having spread among the Chinese.

It was not reported that cholera became 
epidemic in Japan after the dispersion of the 
Japanese army on its return from China ; nor 
was it noticed in the 41 Abstract of Sanitary 
Reports," published weekly at Washington, by 
the government of the United States, contain­
ing reports from the United States marine hos­
pital service (tnat is the federal government 
quarantine system); also from the United 
States consular service, with other correspon­
dence, that any unusual precautions had been 
taken at United States ports against vessels 
from the Orient.

These minute organisms are called germs, 
which live for the most part on dead organ­
ic material, that is, suoh material as has 
once formed a portion of some living thing. 
The diseases caused by the growth of germs 
in the body are called infectious, 
germs that cause some of the infectious dis­
eases are given off from the bodies of their 
victims in suoh a form as to be readily 
transmitted through the air to others, in 
whom they may incite similar disease. 
Such diseases are spoken of as readily com­
municable, though It is notaotually the disease 
itself, but only the germ causing it, which 
is transmitted. Many Infectious diseases 
are very easily communicated from the sick 
to the healthy under Insanitary and un­
cleanly conditions, which* with proper care, 
are very little liable to spread.

Lat us now discuss the germ called the 
tubercule bacillis, the germ which causes 
and which alone can cause tuberculosis. It 
does not exist In the body of men or ani­
mals in health, 
this particular germ Into the body from 
without tuberculosis cannot develop In it. 
Without the transmission of this germ in 
some way or other in a living condition from 
the sick to the well, tuberculosis cannot 
spread. The tubercle bacillis is a colorless 
plant, so small that thousands cf them to­
gether would make a heap too small to be 
visible to the naked eye. It cannot grow 
without moisture or at a temperature that 
varies much either way from the normal of 
an animal. When once it gains lodgment in 
a body suited to its growth it multiplies 
slowly, each germ dividing and subdividing, 
taking from the tissues material for its 
growth and returning to them certain 
poisons which set it free. The action of 
this germ is peculiar in that it stimulates 
the cells of the body wherever it may lodge 
and grow to the formation of little masses 
of new tissue, whioh we call tubercles.

These tubercles are as a rule short-lived, 
and, if the disease progresses, tend to disin­
tegrate. If the tubercles have grown in 
such situations as make this possible, as 
in the thoracic cavity or intestinal canal, 
the disintegrated and broken down mater­
ial, often containing myriads of the living 
germs, may be cast off from-the body. The 
germs given off an animal from this disease 
would readily affect other animals, espe­
cially if their systems were anyway inclined 
to be susceptible to the disease. There is 
no doubt that tuberculosis is present to more 
or less extent in miloh cows owned by those 
who supply milk to our cities and butter to 
our'pophlation at Urge. The dairymen may 
not be aware of It, but they know that a 
cow dies every oDce in a while and they 
naturally lament over their loss.

It follows from the above that the disease 
is communicable to the human being, and 
the only animals that are liable to convey 
the disease are tubercular oat'V, 
and those through the milk, butter ami 
meat. The danger froui the nee-of m.Li un­
boiled or meat uncooked from cattle affects J

very great, and if there were any possibility 
of revealing the secret at the present time i 
would not hesitate in saying that thousands 
of people ha4 e been sent 4»their graves with 
consumption caused by the use of products 
from tubercular cows. As- we are all aware 
that children are particularly exposed owing 
to the large quantities of an Ilk they require 
and use, we can easily believe that in all in­
stances if there .is . suoh a great fatality 
brought about it. is through Ignorance on 
the part of all concerned.

Symptoms of,, tuberculosis are the forma­
tion of tumors presenting themselves in the 
parotid or sub-maxillary glands, appearing 
at first as round,hard> lamps, whioh gradu­
ally enlarge, finally ulcerating and discharg­
ing an iohorous fluid. These tumors en­
large sometimes so as to press on the throat 
and interfere with the breathing. The 
animal fails in condition and there is a de. 
terloration in the quality of the milk, which 
is thin and watery. The mucous membranes 

pale and a dry cough of a dull character 
exists. The skin looks dull, the hair stands, 
and has an unnatural appearanoe. Emacia­
tion now .proceeds in the constitution more 
or less rapidly ; . the cough becomes 
irritable, and troublesome ; the digestive 
organs are weak, and the animal will in 
some cases be subject to bloating.

Perhaps diarrhoea wiil set in, which will 
render the animal a living skeleton.

I might say that this 
disease manifests Itself by the formation of 
tumors la various parts of. the body in 
connection with the intestines, lungs, and 
even in the udder of a caw. It is so in­
sidious in its character that the most skilful 
veterinarians cannot detect il* presence in 
its incipient stages without inoculating with 
tubercular matter.

The moot important consideration to 
breeders is to prevent the progress of the 
disease among their stock and to know if it 
can be certainly detected to the extent of 
making it possible to stamp it one. Some 
measure will have to he adopted before this 
infections disease can be confined within 
limits so narrow as to reduce the danger to 
a minimum. Even when thus reduced the 
tendency to. increase again would be always 
present, bu# when the means of detection 
are alwaga present the danger alse would be 
so slight, as to oease to be serious.

f “ That institution must be built and will 
be built. It’s not what I may do, but what 
I get other people to do that will bring it 
about.” This was the emphatic way in 
which Capt. Beck spoke last night on the 
scheme he is advocating for the establish- 
ment of an institution for the adnlt blind on 
the Sound.

The lecture at the A.O.U.W. hall was 
somewhat thinly attended, no doubt on ac­
count of the boisterous weather which made 
it very unpleasant, especially for ladles, to 
bs abroad. Lieut.-Col. Prior, M.P., was 
chairman and briefly introduced Capt. 
Beck, expressing his sympathy with those 
unfortunate enough to be stricken with 
blindness, and in whose cause Capt. Beck 
was laboring.

Captain Beck in his opening remarks said 
that the subject was euoh a worthy one that 
there was no great need to expatiate on it. 
His own work on Puget Sound for the paet 
few years had been sufficient guarantee of 
his honesty of purpose. Blind himself, he 
knew how dreadful was the monotony of 
darkness. In Canada there was no institu­
tion for the blind nearer than Brantford, 
Ontario, and there only children were taken. 
There was no provision for the adult blind, 
the men and women stricken with the 
affliction that deprived them of a means of 
earning their livelihood, and left them more 
helpless than the very children. He told 
his own story of how, when captain of a ves­
sel off Cape Horn, hie sight was destroyed 
by the refaction of the sun’s rays from ice­
bergs, and spoke of the weary months of 
treatment in the hospital, his mingled hopes 
and fears and the despondency that came 
when he 
that he
though at last he had 
reconciled to hie condition. There was 
great lack of proper sympathy with the 
blind ; a blind man or woman was often 
treated like a leper on the street and avoid­
ed by the passers by. It often seemed 
strange to him that while the government 
had done so much for the oare of children, 
the adnlt blind should be neglected. Last 
year through hie exertions a Seaman’s 
Institute had been opened in Tacoma, and 
then it struck him that he might 
also take up the work of organizing an in­
stitution where the adult blind would find 
a home and be taught useful occupations so 
that they might be self-supporting. He had 
with this idea started ont for Alaska last 
May, and in five week’s time had secured 
300 signatures in favor of hia scheme, and 
above all expenses cleared $400. 
His scheme was that subscribers of 
$5 or upwards should be life members, and 
these members in each province or state 
should eleot a representative to act as trus­
tee or director. The city which offered the 
most inducements should have the institu­
tion built there, bat wherever Is was, the 
fundamental principle was that it was for 
mankind. Neither sex, age, nationality nor 
color would bs debarred. Basket making, 
chair making, mattresses and ship’s fenders 
cn-dld be mai: Ï7 tha Inmates.

comprehensive and in their ordinarv 
would probable be deemed to include pre­
cious, as well as, base metals ; but in the 
present instance their meaning is controlled 
and limited to base metals by the several 
words which proceed them, in accordance 
with the maxim noecitur a sooiis ; and con­
sequently that meaning cannot bi expand­
ed so as to include prerogative rights or 
jura regalia, which admittedly do not ex­
ist in respect of the grant of the coal, cial 
oil, lands, beds of day, and stone, elate and 
marble quarries mentioned. It seems to 
me that the legislature, by its very act of 
minutely particularizing the substances 
mentioned, designedly meant to exclude the 
precious metals. Had it been otherwise, 
the term precious metal, or perhaps royal­
ties (as in section B)9 of the B N. A. Act ), or 
some equivalent term would have been 
fonnd in the section. Nor, in my opinion, 
was the omission to include the precious 
metals an oversight on the part of the legis 
lature, for during the same session it had 
before it a measure in amendment of what 
is erroneously known as the Gold Mining 
Act, 1882, in which ‘ mines ’ and ‘ min­
erals ’ are respectively defined, in sub­
stance, as auriferous earth or rook, or 
lodes or veins containing any minerals 
excepting coal. (Sec. 45 Vio., chap. 6 ; 46 
Vic , chap. 19 ) While thus careful to de­
fine these words in the general mineral acts, 
it has left them to be defined in the present 
instance ec lording to the well known rule I 
have referred to. In any event, there are 
no apt or precise words in the section to 
show that the legislature Intended to part 
withjthe prerogative rights of the Crown, 
and even if that were doubtful, that "fact of 
itself would bt in favor of the province, 
whom the plaintiff, as a * free miner,’ li­
censed by the government to mine for gold, 
may be said to vicarionsly represent. In 
the Attorney General of British Columbia 
vs. Attorney General of Canada (14 appeal 
case), Lord Watson observes that • gold and 
silver mines, nntil they have been aptly 
severed from the title of the Crown and 
vested in a subject, are not regarded as 
partis soli, or as incidents of the land in 
which they are found. Not only so, but 
the right of the Crown to land and the baser 
metals which it contains stands upon a drf• 
ferent title from that to which its right to 
the precious metals most be ascribed.’ This 
judgment may, in my humble opinion, be 
said to strengthen that given in the case of 
Wooley vs the Attorney-General of Vio 
toria first cited. The appeal must be dis­
missed with costs."

All the judge* were present yesterday 
afternoon when the point in the Blythe ab­
duction oaee reserved for the considération 
of the Fall court came on for argument.

The reason it has been 
so successfully tried in New York and 
other cities is bécause only women ac­
customed all their lives to equestrian 
exercises are taking it up. Yon let a be­
ginner try it, and see the failure.

For myself, I have no objection to 
it, only I know that it is nonsense for so 
many people to say that riding astride 
is a safer way of riding. One 
people have come to believe the old way 
not safe is because if a woman is ever 
hurt riding the fact is published all 
over the country, while among the 
number of men more are injured, only 
nothing is said about it. Anyway, 
though you hear of women being hurt, 
yon never hear of men being injured.

“Then, again, you hear about the 
twisted position. Well, I have no doubt 
that the crosswise position is more com­
fortable, bnt we have never heard of a 
woman being deformed through riding 
as has always been the custom.

“As to the grace? Well, that is en­
tirely a matter of training the eye.

Frying Fish In Olive Oil.
The art of frying fish in olive oil was

imparted to western nations by the Jews. 
They found in the Italians and French 
receptive pupils, but in the English they 
encountered an obstinate allegiance to 
lard, which has never wavered in favor 
of any other medium. As our culinary 
traditions are deprived largely from the 
English, lard or the fat of salt pork for 
frying is almost universally used in the 
United States. The New York Sun, 
which calls attention to the foregoing, 
explains that the superior merit of oil 
in this form of cooking is found in its 
limpidity and freedom from foreign 
matters. Moreover, the results obtained 
are more certain. The Jews excel in fry­
ing as much on account of the minute 
attention which they give to the prepa­
ration of the fish before placing them in 
the boiling oil as from the use of that 
medium.

Two judgments were delivered by the 
Chief Justice yesterday morning. Lands- 
°erg v- Kirsohberg, a partnership action, 
was the first. In this the plaintiff brought 
suit to recover from the defendants the sum 
of $843 46 as moneys or goods fraudulently 
obtained by them while members of the 
farm of Kirsohberg & Landeberg. The de­
fendants pleaded that they had entered into 
a settlement of all the partnership diffi­
culties, and counterclaimed for damages for 
having been fraudulently indnesd to dis­
solve the partnership. The Chief Justice 
upheld the defence of settlement, but gave 
judgment for a remaining item of $50, and 
disallowed the counter claim. S. Perry 
Mills for plaintiff ; Archer Martin for de­
fendants. In H. B. Co. v. Hazlett, an im­
portant point had been raised by the de­
fendant as regards the exemption of book 
debts from seizure. The plaintiffs had ob­
tained an order for the appointment of a 
receiver to get in the book debts. The de­
fendant claimed these debts, under $500, as 
being exempt under the homestead aot and 
took ont a summons to set aside the receiv­
ing order. The Chief Justice held that 
though under the authorities quoted book 
debts must be held to be “ goods and ohat- 
tels,” yet they were not liable to be seized 
or sold » by any process at law or in equity,” 
and were consequently not capable of 
exemption.
