Were I asked why such an opinion
existed in the public mind, [ would answer
by comparison, that as the miniater’s son
is thought to be the worst only because it
is supposed he should be best, just so it is
with us in comparison with students of the
varicus professions, I had thought just
here to congratulate the Toronto policemen

_on their good behaviour of late, but find$

they have deprived me of this pleasure by
acting somewhat unkindly, not long since,
with the students of our city sister insti-
tation, I think we might safely attribute
the cause of this to the fact that, owing to
the lateness of the hour, they were hun

and footsore and ill and envied those who
had just been feasting to their heart’s
content. . We _hope, however, they
will  grow . in wisdom and that
the day will yet come when the
medical students and policemen will lie
down together, 8o to speak, and smoke the
pipe of peace, 'As students of the Toronto
School of medicine, I am sure I express the
opinion of my fellows when 1 state we
have sat beneath the instructions of a class
of men who are competent, and bast ‘of all,
ever ready to impart to us thav kmowledge
which is requisite to sustain the honor and
further the advancement of, by far,” the’
noblest profession that to-day exists, As
we reach forward to the spring with
mingled joy and pleasure as the time we
have looked for through vears: of toil

and strife, and should our present
hopes be realized,” may ' we ever
bear in mind that our work

is but begun, and I trust that through the
years that are to_come, not only we but
those who are to follow, may each be in-
strumental in the elevation of the profes-
sion of his choice. Mixed with our joy we.
must have s grain of sadness; this we can-
not help but feel when we know that soon
must terminate the associations of our stu-
dent life. Our banquets of former years
have been a grand success and have fully
reached the expectations of the most san-
guine, have been eclipsed by noue. This
year we have made a great advance, due to
position and the presence of our lady
friends, the beneficial effcct snd refining
influen ze which we cannot but r¢cognize,
no matter where it is meti: - Wer as Cana-
dians have an undisputed claim to the finest
system of education,of which the Anp erican
continent to-day can boast. We as To-
rontonians have the very essence of this
system in our midss, and in the participa-
tion of this we feel an unbounded pride.

THE GROCERS ON THE CUSTOM
HOUSE BLOCKADF,
—_—

The World Threatened With Libel—The
Temperance Colony — Tom Paine’s
Works Conficated Agaim — Cupid at
Work. ;

- A World reporter called on several lead-
ing wholesale grocers yesterday with re-
ference to the alleged custom house delays.
Some of them spoke favorably of the pre-
sent system, while others had several com-
plaints to make. A principal source of
complaint by the grocery men is the delay
in their tea samples from New York.
Formerly a merchant was notified by the
express company that his samples were in
the examining warehouse, when the firm
could send dcwn immediately and get them,
Now the grocers are not allowed to send
for them, but have to wait till they are
brought to their place of business, by the
express company. By. this. means the
samples often  arrive too late for
the firm to instruct their buyer in
New York to bid on certain required
grades. Yesterday a Front - street
firm were waiting for their samples, as they
intended to make bids atis New York sale,
but chey did not arrive. Some of the im-
porters aver that in all cases wiiere there .is
a doubt io . interpreting the. tariff, or .any
part of it, the goverument invariably takes
the benefit of the doubt instead of giving it
to the importer, who thinks he should be
entitled to the benefit. Some of the mer-
chants clainr there is altogether too severe
an interpretation- of the tariff laws in
Toronto. For instance, it was discovered
lately that wholesale men in Hamilton were
selling a. Buffalo brand of coffee extract
fifty cents cheaper than the Toronto men.
Investigation led to the fact that Toronto
werchants paid a duty of four cents. per
can while Hamiltun merchants were paying
a twenty per cent dnty, which enabled
them to " sell 50 cents lower than the To-
ronto men. Of course.when the lirms in
this city protested rebate was made, and
the duties paid at Hamilton were deter-
mined as the correct ones,

Comp'aints are also made that the accom-
moaation in the long room is not sufficient
and that a larger staff of clerks is required.
It is also claimed that the clerks are
changed around teo much, and that instead
of encouraging active, energetic young men
too - often *‘old fogies” are given the
preference for political consideratious. Of
course this is the work of the 1politicnl
wire-pullers and distributars of civil strvice
patronage. It is also held thag all kinds of
custom-house blanks should be kept on sale
in the building and than an officer should
be on hand to give information” to those
who may require it.

One importer ssid that he could give a
good deal of information about the draw-
backs of tha present custom. house system,
but, he added, they could do ine s good
deal of harm if it leaked out who furnished
the information, If there is too much red-
tapeism, who is to blame; the local officials
or the department at Ottawa.

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JA OONSOLIDATED MEDICAL SCHOOL.
“The synopsis of Mr. Carleton’s paper
given in The World yesterday shows, we
think, numerous and incontrovertible ad-
_ vantages that wonld result from a consoli-
dation of the two medical schools now
maintsined in this city. It is above all
the students who would derive the greatest
benefit ; a few professors or lecturers might
be cut out but consideration for them ought
not to interfere with the good of the ma
jority. But even the professors we take it
wculd not object toa well devised scheme.
In the meantime the students should agitate
the question. Eich school coull well
afford to sink its individuality in the
larger and better in:titution.

And another studest, Mr. Davidson,who
represented Trinity schcol at the dinner of
the Toronto school of medicine last night,
gave what we think is the best reason of
all in favor of consolidation, viz., that a
consolidated school wéuld be able to pay
its professors and lecturers sufficient
salary to enable them to devote their entire
energy to the teaching of medicine, Good
as the work the professors are now doing
we submit they would do much better if
they gave their whole time to their
professional duties. And now as they have
to practice medicine as well, they often
come to the lecture rooms after long and
severe labor among patients and withount
‘complete preparation, A doctor who is
a professor loses patients by lecturing,
and never does himself justice in clinics
or lectures by reason of his patients. Of
the many references to consolidation at the
dinner last night pearly all were in favor
of it. The benefits that medical education
weuld derive from amalgamation, not the
losses that a few might sustain, ought to
rule the matter. C

TWO SIDES OF CORPORAL PUNISHMENT.

Not very long ago, and not very far
away, the people of a country neighbor-
hood were horrified by the brutal treat.
ment of a poor and nearly helpless old lady
by her only son, - He was a respectable
and hitherto respeoted citizen, a man of
means and influence, just in his dealings,
gentlemanly in demeanor, loved by his
children and devoted to his mother. She
was poor,, and but for him, alone in the
world. He took her into his house, pro-
vided her | with every comfort, treated her
kindly, and demanded nothing of her except
instant compliance with his will whenever
it clashed iwith hers. Occasionally she was
perverse and opinionated, as the best of old
ladies sofnetimes are, and at ome time
she flatly refused to obey his expressed
command. Upon which, she being too
feeble and childish to resist, he struck her
severely several times. Of course it made
a great deal of talk—it was cruel, it was
barbarous, it was inhuman. The instivcts
of even the lowest men would revolt before
such a deed. Think of the poor old woman
baving her last days embittered by such
insulting and disgraceful treatment as that !

Forty years sgo that same woman was
young and strong, and her son friendless
except for her, was a comparstively weak
child. She was thonght well of in the
neighborhood, liked by all and considered
in every respect an estimable person. Her
son being very young was nearly helpless,
but she provided him with every comfort,
treated him kindly and demanded nothing
of him sexcept instant compliance with
her will whenever it clashed with his. Occa-
sionally he was perverse and fretful, as the
best of children sometimes are, and at one
time he flatly refused to obey her expressed
command. Upon which, he being too
feeble and childish to resist, she struck
him severely several times. Of course no
one said anything about it. Such things
were done every day, and people had grown
8o accustomed to them that they seemed
all right.

In both cases a vigorous person assaulted
a weak one, when, if both had been of equal
strength, not a blow would have been
struck ; consequently in hoth cases the ac-
tion was cowardly. In both cases there
was in the heart of the weaker one a feel-
ing of injury, of bitter disgrace. of out-
raged personal dignity ; cousequently in
both cases the action was inhumnn.»

THE LIQUOR QUESTION.

The Globe and Mail are disputing with
each other as to the effect of the recent
judgment of the privy council on the legis-
Iative jurisdiction with respect to the liquor
traffic. The Globe contends that the judg-
ment merely affirms the right of the do-
minion legislature to prohibit the traflic
altogether; the Mail contends that it au-
thorizes it to take the granting of licenses
altogether out of the hands of provincial
legislatures.

To our thinking it does not matter, so
far as the main question is concerned, which
of the contestantsis correct. “All parties. -
even the privy councillors—admit that the
provincial legislatures can grant liquor
licenses for revenue purposes, and if they
can they will undoubtedly keep on granting
them. Will the dominion parliament also
pass a general license law for all the pro-
vinces? And if it does what will be the
effect ? Will it be possible to work two
different license laws in the same territory ?
If not, which will bave to give way ?

Nor is this all. If it should turn out
that the provincial legislatures have not
the powers they have been supposed ever
since confederation to have in the matter of
licenses, then the federal authorities mav
depend upon it that a determined eff rt
wil! be made to secure that power for
the provinces . The privy council expressly
refused in their judgment to go iuto the
question of the powers of local legislatures,
They were not called upon to do so, and
they wisely declined to travel beyond the
record.

PROHIBITION IN IOWA.

(To the Editor of The World )

Sir: Permit me to correct aslight error
in your afticle on the above in this morn-
ing’s World. I quote from the Christian
Uuion of last week : * To amend the con-
stitution the amending clause must pass
both houses of the legislature, and after-
ward be submitted to the people for their
ratification.” In Iowa the senate passed
one clause the house a different one. The
clause which passed the senate prohibited

not only the sale and manufasture of
liquors as a beverage, but aleo its use for
all purposes, including by implication sac-
ramental and medicinal. The clause which
passed the numbl{ prohibited its mauu-
facture and sale only as a beverage and this
was the provision submitted to the paople.
But as this had not passed the senate the
~ubmission to the people was void.” By
this it appears there was no necessity for
the amendment being adopted by two suc-
ce~sive legislatures but by the two branches
of the same legislature, This sharp lesson
as to the importance of attention to details
will not be forgotten in future conflicts,
All over the civilized world public senti.
