Wright 
of the Walker house had offered a special 
prize of $50 for the best thoroughbred 
stallion, and that McGaw & Winnett of 
the Queen’s hotel had given a special of 
$50 for the best pair of carriage horses.

The president said it was gratifying to 
citizens coming forward in so liberal a 

manner to assist the association in further­
ing the success of the Industrial Exhibi­
tion, and he hoped others would be 
prompted by the example of these gentle­
men to do likewise.

the game law and the prescription of On­
tario hunting and shooting grounds 
opened at the city hall last night. The 
gathering was a representative one, the 
following delegates presenting credentials :

The most important propositions adopted 
were those which will do away with all 
spring shooting, and the other that sports­
men other than farmers and their sons 
must take out a shooting license, to resi­
dents of the province $2, to foreigners $25.

The most important clauses in the pro­
posed law read:

None of the animals or birds hereinafter 
mentioned, shall be hunted, taken or killed 
within the periods hereinafter limited: (1) 
Deer, elk, moose, reindeer or caribou, between 
December 15 and October 15; (2) grouse, 
pheasant, prairie fowl, partridge, woodcock, 
snipe, water fowl known as mallard, grey 
duck, black duck, wood or summer duck, 
other ducks, swans or geese between January 
1 and September 1; (3) quail, between Decem­
ber 15 and October 1; (4) hares between March 
1 and September 1. No wild turkey or prairie 
chicken he shot for three years.

No person shall at any time anchor or place 
decoy ducks in open water, lakes or bays at a 
greater distance than fifty yards from the 
beach or shore of such open water, lakes or 
bays. And in case of swampy shores or

Before the skirmish Col. Stewart sent 
mounted natives to tell the rebels the Eng­
lish would not quarrel with them and 
would not injure anybody unless fired 
upon, and if Osmkn Digma would surrender 
his life would be spared. The rebel scouts 
retired without listening to the proposals. 
Major Chermside, with two natives, then 
advanced for a parley ; when the rebels 
fired a volley. A lively skirmish 
ensued. The cavalry finally re­
tired slowly amid the jeers of 
the enemy. The rebels hold a strong posi­
tion. Cnly infantry can be used against 
them. The number was estimated at 3000. 
They have plenty of camels. A scarcity of 
water has caused the death of forty camels 
and rendered eighty unfit for work. Dur­
ing the march the officers frequently 
ordered the laggards to double their pace, 
threatening that otherwise they would be 
court martialed. Another week of such 
fierce heat will render the British crack 
battalions an easy prey to Osman Digma.

No shooting of duck of any kma shall take 
place after sunset in the evening or before 
daybreak in the morning.

The commissioner of crown lands has the 
power of appointing officers to see to the ob­
servance or this act and of any other act 
which may hereafter bo passed relating to the 
game in this province.

In future no person can, at any tune, hunt 
within the meaning of this act, without being 
authorized thereto by a license to that effect; 
farmers and farmers’ sons excepted; the 
license fee to be, for persons not resident in 
the province $25 and for residents of the prov­
ince 12.

It shall be the duty of the game inspectors 
to seize all animals or portions of animals in 
the possession of any person contrary to the 
provisions of this act, and to bring the person 
in possession of the same before a justice of 
the peace to answer for such illegal posses­
sions. ,

It shall also be the duty of every game In 
spector to institute prosecutions against all 
persons found infringing the provisions of this 
act or any of them, and every such inspector 
may arrest such persons so infringing without 
a warrant, and may cause to be opened or 
may himself open in case erf refusal any bag. 
parcel, chest, box, trunk or receptacle in 
which he has reason to believe that game 
killed or taken during the close season or 
peltries out of season are hidden.

Messrs. Jamieson and McCraney favored 
total prohibition, the latter claiming that 
the adoption of the Scott act had produced 
beneficial result sin Halton county.

Mr. Foster, in half an hour’s speech ac­
cepted the amendment moved by Mr. 
White, which was put and carried.

Mr. Kirk said he always admired Mr. 
Foster’s eloquences, but on this occasion he 
listened to him with pain and surprise be­
cause of the w’aste) of so much argument 
and eloquence on aVresolution such as the 
present amended resolution was. Mr. 
Foster had been accented by the temper­
ance members as their leader, and he (Mr. 
Kirk) was surprised that he had accepted 
Mr. White’s amendment, which reduced 
the whole resolution introduced by him to 
milk and water with the milk the smaller 
quantity.

He wished that the house be divided on 
this issue.

Mr. Scriver expressed similar opinions.
Mr. Robertson (Shelburne) moved an 

amendment to the resolution as amended 
to the effect that public opinion demanded 
immediate prohibitory legislation.

This amendment was put and lost by 55 
to 107.

Sir Leonard Tilley was greeted with de­
risive cheers as he rose to vote against the 
amendment. Messrs. Bowell, Shakes­
peare, Hesson, Farron and other professors 
of temperance voted with the majority.

When the main motion was about to be 
put Sir Leonard Tilley rose and said that 
he did not intend to vote against the prin­
ciple of prohibition. In 1855 he bad 
assisted to pass a prohibitory liquor law in 
New Brunswick, but that act could not be 
enforced, and in one year, when the gov­
ernment appealed to the people, they 
were defeated and the law was repealed 
It would be injurious to pass a prohibitory 
measure now, when it could not be sus­
tained.
