There b nothing In the 
ueertion that Reb Invented the telephone, 
ud that Bell did not, which oan Inflaenee 
uy sensible mind poeeeseed of the ordinary 
Information upon the subject.

There remains, then, the tingle proposi­
tion that Elbha Gray Invented the tele­
phone, ud thst Bell fraudulently got the 
patent.
