ORAED BY HIS ILLNESS

HE SOUGHT RELIEF - FROM’ PAIN
IN DEATH,

The Story of the Sudden Death of the Lato
Assistant Becretary of ihe Interior De-
partment—Sir Charles Tupper to Leave
the Capital To-day for Eugland.

OrrAwA, May 13.—The cause of the sud-
den-death of Mr. P. B. Douglas, late Assist-
ant-Sedretary of the Interior Department,
has transpired. Owing to the earnest en-
trenties of the friends and relations of the
deceased the facts have been suppressed,
but the publication in The Journal to-night
of an account of Mr. Douglay’ last honrs
renders further silence futile. :

* Mr, Douglas was taken ill with a colds

week before his death sud was attended

by his father-indaw, Dr. Hill. He was
also suffering from an inflamed leg, which
became serious. A consultation was held
and the. doctors decided to amputate the
limb. ‘Mr. Douglas on the fatal morging
béd asked the nurse several times to go to
bed and showed a strong desire to_be left

alone in his room. Finally he asked for a

glass of water, saying his tongue was yery

dry and desiring that.the water be. allowed
to run long enough to get good and cold.

When the nurse returned she found Mr.

Douglas lying on his right side with what

she supposed was an old coat. orsome cover-

thrown ov.r his shoulders: She ap-

"proached him with'the water but he did not

move. She was & and and
went back quickly for & lamp. Returrin
to the-room she saw at once that the
clothes were dyed with blood. Dr. Hill was
immediately summoned. He removed the
body with the help of the nurse and servants
and y stripped it, when the wound
that had caused death was plainly visible—
a deep gash in the throat
The blood was carefully sponged from
the wound, the features and throat washed
and com; and properly arranged for
placing in' the casket. t was
the sewing covered with adhesive
plaster; over the whale a bandage was
placed so that no sign of the death wound
conld be detected. A razor was found . in
the bed by the side of the deceased. It
was, like the bed ilself; cévered withblood.
After _cauntioning the servants nét to
sivo any - information regerding the
eath. - Dr. Hill summoned the undertaker,
but he was not-allowed. .to coffin the body.
It was coffined by Dr, Hill, the servant, the
mrse and a relative of the family.  None
of the city coroners were informed of the
natare of the death. !

That Canada can produce as large crops of
Beets per acre as the average production of
Germany, France, Dentiark or Anstria has
heen fully established; that its beets
contain as large a per centage of sugar as the

* average cbtaned in Europe has also been es-

tablished by the analyses of: four different
varieties by Professor Saunders of the Central
Experimental Farm, Ottawa.
. The fariners on the continent of Europe find
the sugar beet crop more profitable than any
grain crop and are anxiously seeking ' to in-
erease the area under ‘beets beyond the capa-
city of sngar refiners to find a markes for. It
is most; sincerely vo be desired thas this pro-
vince may as soon #as possible find that the
beet-vugar indastry is one for which our soil
and climate are admirably adapted. The cul-
tivation of beets would prove amost profitable
business for our farmers, and its manufacture
into sazar would prove an extensive and valu-
able field of manufacture. The extent to
which this braneh of farming' and manufac-
turing may be developed can be judged from
the fact that Oanada imports annually over
200,000,000 1bs. of raw sugar for refining, quite
an important proportion of which is beet sugar
from Europe.

Through the liberality and though tfulness
of Mr. Wilfrid Skaife, a largze number of
pounds of seed imported from Central Ger-
mady aud Buhemia are now being distributed
over different sections of this provinee, with
the view of still further testipg as to produc-
tiveness per acre:and valuable sugar qualities
of the beets.

Spring Rains and Business Prospects.

Between these two there is sometimes a very
jntimate connection, and such appears to be
the case the present season. Recently we
were cheered by thelinformation, from official
sources, that in Ontario the show of fall wheat
for the spring of 1889 waa the best known for
many years, while other crops. were at least
lecking well. The only thing to be regretted
was that, with circumstances so favorable for
f£all wheat, the farmers had sown so little of it
last fall.

The breaking of the prolonged
drouth, which menaced all the erops of this
region with failure, has lifted a heavy load of
auxiety from the minds of the people of this
region, The reaction from the general feeling
of eonfidemce and buoyancy which has succeed-
ed “the geveral feeling of depression con-
sequent npon the discouraging outlook a. few
days ago cannot fail to have a marked effect
\ﬂaon all the circles of .busmess activity.
