It would protect our infant industries, but 
gentlemen it was never, in my judgment, in­
tended to be perpetual I never proposed 
that the great consuming masses should be 
burdened by the enormous tax which it 
necessary to impose to protect these infant 
industries. They ought not to be always in­
fant industries. They ought to grow up. 
We cannot always afford to be spoonfeeding.

A ROYAL WEDDING.

What the Deliverance Slay Be Expectea
To Alinde To — No Very Important
Legislation Likely To Be Foreshadow­
ed—The Session Expected To Be Short
In Duration.

Ottawa, Out ., Jan. 25.—It is not antici­
pated that the Speech from the Throne with 
which His Excellency will open Parliament 
to-morrow will be either very long or very 
“meaty" in the way of new legislation to be 
introduced.

The splendid results of last year’s trade, as 
well as the ind ication given by tbe last sir 
months’ returns of a still further expansion 
of trade in the current fiscal year, will no 
doubt give occasion to His Excel­
lency to congratulate tbe country on it$ pro­
gress and also on the fact that the revends and 
expenses in connection with the Intercolonial 
are so rapidly approaching each other that 
tbe road bids fair to be on a paying basis ere 
long.

The increase of immigration into Manitoba 
and the Northwest and the large number of 
homestead entries made this year will no 
doubt receive what exhibition judges call 
“honorable mention."

The conference at Halifax between repre­
sentatives of Canada-Newfoundland Govern­
ments will no doubt receive attention, and 
we may look for the expression of a hope 
that the conference will prove productive of 
beneficial results and lead to an amicable 
adjustment of the questions pending between 
tbe two countries.

Our relations with the United States are 
pretty sure lo call for a paragraph or two, 
and we may expect to be told of 
the measures which have been taken 
with reference to the Alaska bound­
ary, the commission for the prevention 
of destructive methods of fishing and 
the preservation of fish life, as well as the 
claim made by the United States Govern­
ment that the proposed reciprocity in -wreck­
ing should extend to the Canadian canals as 
well as other waters.

Growth of Manufactures.
I do not propose to question or to investi­

gate with any minuteness the question 
whether the tariff has been successful or not 
in protecting and establishing manufactur­
ing industries. Undoubtedly to some extent, 
and regarded from some aspects, it has 
achieved that result, but it is perhaps a little 
mortifying to find that the increase in the 
number of hands that are employed in manu­
facturing pursuits, and which you will re­
member was to give to you, tbe farmers of 
the Dominion, large and better home mar­
kets, has not been much, if anything, greater 
in the four provinces of the Dominion during 
the last decennial period than it was from 
1871 to 1881 when the system of the revenue 
tariff was in vogue.

I have from the census bulletin ascertained 
that the increase iu the number of employes 
in manufacturing industries, in tbe sense in 
which that term is used by Mr. Johnson, the 
Government Statistician, during the last 
period has been 41 per cent. ; wdile during 
the former period, confining these observa­
tions to tbe old province, because it is only 
as to the old province that any such com­
parison is possible, the increase was 40 per 
cent.

However tnat may be, the result is 
that the increase has not been very striking, 
nor the enlargement of the home market 
very great.

Not Satisfied With Sir John’s Policy.
As to the statement made by J§ir John 

Thompson at the Auditorium in Toronto, 
which of course is to be treated as an expres­
sion of the policy of the administration. ! 
am not satisfied that “lopping off the 
mouldering branches” will accomplish the 
end aS which I aim. But this metaphorical 
expression is indefinite, and it may be that 
under cover of it the very amendments which 
I think might be made In our tariff system. 
While I hope for it, while I earnestly desire 
that in the interests of the ConsarAitive 
party it may be as I suggest, I confess I 
hardly expect it. I rather dread thar, the 
Government have adopted in all its essentials 
the nroteotive policy and propose to uphold 
it with all the power and might which they 
can bring to bear.

Pursuing the illustration, if I might fc^e 
permitted to do so of the National Policy 
tree, doubting as I do whether the mere 
“lopping off of the mouldering branches” 
will answer the expectation, and just ex­
pectations of the people of this country, I 
think that the, time has come when the 
National Policy tree should b» moved out of 
the forcing house into the open, there to take 
its chances In the cooler atmosphere to which 
it would be exposed, in the hope that having 

passed the tender years of infancy it 
may be enabled to stand the vicissitudes of 
a climate to which, if it is ever to attain to 
vigor, it must sooner çr later be inured.
Preferential Duties With Great Britain.
Practically then what I do suggest is this, 

thajt the tariff having been simplified and 
equalised, it should lie amended by contain­
ing a clause that goods imported from Great 
Britain, or indeed from any part of the 
Empire, sbpuld be admitted on a minimum 
tariff, say of 30 per cent, leas than the ex- 
istipg rate. This you will perhaps remem­
ber is the suggestion that I threw out in the 
few words which I gave utterance to at Mr. 
Parkyn’s meeting in Toronto, and I find on 
examination that the average duty which we 
now impose upon that portion of goods 
which we import front Great Baitain is about 
29 per cent. A reduction therefore of that 
duty would still leave us with a Customs 
tariff on the minimum scale of about 20 per 
cent., enough protection surely,when to that 
is added freight, insurance and charges of 
that kind, for any industry that the people 
of Canada can afford to support.

But I am not absolutely tied down to that 
mode of arriving at the result which I aim 
at. It might be obtained, though not per­
haps so satisfactorily, by a reduction all 
round of the duties upon that class of 
articles, via, clothing and iron, which we 
mainly import from England. There are 
difficulties in either course, I admit, bnt not 
unsurmountable, no matter which course 
may be adopted. Perhaps tha greatest ob­
jection that can be made to the enactment 
of the minimum tariff in favor of the Em­
pire would be the irritation that might 
thereby be caused at Washington.

to eome question of miblio interest, and to 
ascertain the privatC opinions of persons in 
a particular calling, iff one of the highest 
value as a source of information otherwise 
difficult to ascertain. Its whole value de­
pends upon two things, the first being, the 
absence on the part of such agents of a de­
sire to collect evidence in support of some 
preconceived theory; and next, there must 
be a sufficient knowledge of the matters 
enquired about by correspondents, to pro­
tect them from being either guyed,or other­
wise misled by the bios and prejudices ot 
those they interview.

There has for some time past been pub­
lished a series of letter» ostensibly giving 
each information as to the opinions and con­
ditions of farmers in Ontario. Those com­
munications are of little value owing to a 
manifest lack of the above necessary 
conditions. The persons selected for inter­
view appear to have been chosen because 
their ideas on public affairs were certain to 
color their evidence to suit the design al­
ready fixed upon. And it is manifest that 
the medium through which that evidence 
was sifted was too open to stop the passage 
of false assertions as to facts, which ought 
to have been corrected before publication.

As a specimen of these misleading state­
ments we quote the following table, which 
is represented in The Globe of the 16th 
inst. as a fair specimen of the “total yield” 
of à farm near this city, consisting of ICO 
acres. As many who read this live far 
away, and are not acquainted with this dis­
trict, we may say that the land of which 
this farm is said to contain 160 acres is as 
good as any in Canada. We donbt if in 
the whole world, within an equal 
area, as many good farm houses 
and fine barns could be iound or a 
population whose average condition of 
comfort is better. Let farmers judge then 
of these figures. The total annual yield of 
160 acres is said to be:

Now, I am not one of those who desire to 
create unnatural barriers against free­
dom of trade or the widest possible trade 
relations between Canada and the United 
States.

SUMMARY OR THE SITUATION'

Firmness In several leading lines of mer- 
ohandise la She feature of the week. Raw 
cotton, wool, silk and sugar hare taken on 
an advancing tendency and have influenced 
the manufactured articles in these lines in a ' 
similar direction. Teas are higher and in 
good demand, especially low grades. Accord­
ing to statistics published to-day it appears 
that the supply will be lighter this year than 
for several seasons past. The demand 
for leather is reported considerably 
better than at this time last 
year. The boot and shoe trade, though 
fairly active, it not in such a good 
condition, owing to numerous failures among 
retailers. Hardware, for spring delivery, is 
now being sold to country dealers. In grain 
the notable feature for the week was the ad­
vance of 2c. a bushel in Manitoba wheat. 
This advance has evidently had an effect in 
Ontario, for though Chicago and New York 
markets have declined considerably, prices 
in Ontario are higher than for several weeks 
past. Provisions are very firm in all markets. 
Live stock is now coming to market more 
freely than at any time during the mouth, 
but so far prices are well maintained. The 
demand for flrat-class cattle, sheep, lambs, 
hogs is sufficient to take all offerings. Trade 
in lumber continues eminently satisfactory. 
The foreign demand for our lumber is taking 
onr product as fast as it is put on the mar­
ket. Buying of securities ou the local mar­
ket has fallen off during the past three days, 
but tiie week’s business will show a good 
average total. Money is rather easier in To­
ronto, influenced no doubt by the continued 
easy situation in New York.

The drygoods warehouses are busy open­

ing up their spring importations, which are 
unusually extensive. There are very few 
customers visiting this market, nearly all 
the business being done through the medium 
of travelers. Orders are coming in freely, 
showing that merchants throughout the 
country are taking a hopeful view of the 
situation. The recent advance in cottons is 
maintained and prices are firm. Woolens 
are also firm, the mills showing little disposi­
tion to accept repeat orders at old figures. 
There is a firm tone to all staples. The ad­
vance in raw1 cotton, wool and silk is now 
being felt in manufactured products. Pay­
ments are reported as being satisfactory.

GROCERIES.
Firm prices are the rule this week. The 

refineries are shut down to take stock and 
clean machinery, and as stocks are low, to­
gether with the fact that raw sugar is firm, 
manufacturers are askiug higher prices. Re­
finers do not appear to be making any 
gin at the present price of raw sugar, and if 
rates keep up an advance in the manufac­
tured article is probable. Teas are firm and 
considerably higher than at this time last 
year. There is an active demand from Chi­
cago for low grades. One broker reports 
the sale of 1000 half chests of Japan in the 
United Statsa, which were held on sale in 
this market. This lot, which was imported 
through the U.S., is thus shipped back and 
sold there. Low grades are from 1c to 2c a 
pound higher than they were a month ago. 
The increase in price is due to the shortage 
of 7,000,000 pounds in the Japanese crop. 
Black teas are also higher by 1 penny to 1)4 
pence per pound in London during the past 
two months. Teas which sold there at tbe 
beginning of last year at 51-2 pence per 
pound are now bringing 9 pence. Canned 
salmon is firm, and future deliveries are 
quoted at higher prices. The British Colum­
bia pack during the past year was only 228.- 
000 boxes, as compared with 814.000 in 1891 
and 409,000 in 1890. Canned fruits are quiet 
at unchanged prices. Dried fruits are also 
steady, with a fair demand for raisins, 
prunes and other lines. Payments are fairly 
good.

or portfolios; and the same rule must apply 
to sample books having no commercial value 
and to which commercial samples are at­
tached.

"As making clear the intention of this de­
partment you are further advised that the 
term ‘no commercial value’ is held to be ap­
plicable odly to such cards and por 
are necessary for ttfe proper display 
mercial samples and which reach Canada 
with such samples attached or adhering to 
them, and which, after having been used to 
show goods, are of no further value, being 
so damaged while in use for such purposes as 
not to be perceptible, susceptible of being 
adapted to other use.”
