The Modus Operandl

Some three weeks ago two young men
came to Toronto to work the scheme.
There are & hundred similar fakes that have
been worked and will be worked. They are
all ot the hayfork character. The hayfork
man works the farmers and the advertisin,
fakir works the merchants. The secret o
both fakers is to get the victim to sign
his name to a document specislly
prepured, “‘slick” in‘every word and line
and promoted by all sorts of misrepresenta-
tions ané false inducements. s

Buv this particular fake, so its two pro-
moters claimed last night, is known to only
four others, and had its origin in Cincin-
nati, whence they hail. . They work a town
and then skip to another. "~ They first in-
duce a newspaper to go in with them, sign-
ing a clever contract -with the paper to
_share tae proceeds, the newspaper to take
all responsibility and all"business to be done
in its name, »

Having got this far they go forth among
the business men. They made all scrts of
representations to. them in order to get
them to sign their printed document, which
is now known in Toronto as *“Dyas’ Flying
Roll.” ‘They gave no one a copy of sthe
contract. The fakir went into the office,
unrolled his document, showed the names
he had got to it and solicited signature. As
far as The World could ,gather yesterday
the flying roll 'is worded to the effect that
the signatories agreed to.pay The Mail $16

. for tho insertion of their card in 16 differ-
ent papers, or at the rate of $1 a piece.
Ordinarily, when a merchant makes an ad-
vertising contract he gets a copy of it—in
fact all advertising contracts are printéd in
duplicate. =

The List of Papers.

The papers which it was promised would
print the cards are given below, along-with
their circulation as given in the recognized
newspaper rating book (Rowell). The re-
presentation made by the fakirs was that
the advertiser got his card in The Mail,
with 25,000 circulation, and in 15 other
papers of an average circulation of 3500
each.

But yester-
day The Mail collectors who were around
collecting the $16 told the clients that the
advertisements had been or would be insert-
ed in a dozen of the list.

And shis brings up the next point. The
advertisers thought their cards were to go
in or be inserted and printed in an
integral portion of the papers named.
1t now turns out that The Mail
printed several thousand supplements,
chauged the heads ot cach toauit the several
papers and asked she paper receiving them
to *‘insct” or fold them in with their regu-
lar papers. Asone merchant said, it was
no more inserting the advertisements in
these papers than an advertisoment in the
railway time tables circulated on the Grand
Trunk are inserted in the Toronto papers
when thesc time ~tables ara. - folded in with
them. d

But the most peculiar thing of the whole
business was that when the fakirs went
round to ocollect the $16, and were asked
for proof that the advertisements had been
inserted in the papers named, the collectors
produced the supplements as Tun off in The
Mail office, and whiclghad never been sent

out, and never even inset in the papers in
qriestion. What have Mr. Douglas and Mr.
Dyas to say to this? They have guaranteed
1nsertion in certain papers, they have pro-
daced their so-called proofs thereof, and
have collected the money before some of the
papers-have even folded them in or dis-
tributed them. The Hamilton Spectator,
for instance, has it yet put out the supple-
ment? And yet a supplement credited to
The Hamilton Speotator was shown to-the
doubting advertisers.

One prominent citizen was promised ‘that
the business in which he ‘was interested
should be carefully described and he would
be mentioned as the enterprising feature in
that line of business enterprise, Not one
word of deseription of this trade appeared
and he saw inthat notable supplement only
& short, formal advertisement.

*“The World is right,” said a prominent
business man yesterday. ‘“We paid for that
which we did not get and we were basely
swindled.”

AMERICAN RESIGNS.

ency of Revenue to He Over By
Imposiug An Inceme Tax.

WasamNaTox, Nov. 10.—Ten days or a
fortnight will probably sse the new Demo-
eratio tariff bill given to the publie. The
policy of a revenune tariff will be pretty
closely adhered to in dealing with raw

and considerable cuts will be made on
finished ‘products. There are reasons for
saying vhat the Democratic members will
embudy in the bill substantially all the
“pony” tariff bills which passed the House
fin the fifty-second Congress, providing for
free wool and  reduced duties on wooleu
goods, free  silver ores, reduced duties on
tin plates, free cotton bagging and free tin.
The wool scheduls may be slightly modified
in the definitions of goods. :

But it is believed that the dutieswill re-
main substantially the same, the maximum
being 40 per cent., and the ad valorem rates
below that figure being gradually reduced
& per cent. .

Silver Ores To Be Free.

The provision regarding silver<lead ores
will be substauntially that enacted by the
Fitty-Second Congress that lead ores shall
pay 1 1-2 cents per pound, but that ores in
which the value of the silver is greater than
that of the lead shall be ‘considered silver
ores and exempb from duty.

Tin Plate Reduced.

The duty on tin plate is likely to. be
reduced 2 and 2-10 cents to 1 cemt per
pound for the present, with perhaps a
reduction after & few years to the free list.

Cotton Bagging and Binding Twine.

The bill which passed the House in the
last Congress regarding cotton ing and
binding twine made both absolutely free of
duty, but there has been some opposition to
those provisions on the ground that they
were not in harmony with other parts of the
tariff and a moderate duty may be retained.
Block tin will probably be ‘made free of
duty, as was unanimously voted by the
Ways and  Means Committee -at the last
Congress at the demand of the tin plate
manufacturers.

Chinaware and 8ilk,

The chinaware schedules will. probably
be reduced 10 per cent. om the existing
sales of 80 per cent. and 55 per cent. The
McKinley bill restored the duty om cover-
ings, which are a large element in the cost
of chinuware, and practically made the in-
orease in duty much greater than the ap-
parent change in the ad valorem rate.

The silk interests may not suffer much of
a cut, and r.lﬁe duties may be left at 50 per
cent. as under exis*ing laws.

Trouble Over the Iron Schedule,

The iron schedule will, it is belisved,
give the committes & good deal of trouble
because of the conflict of interests between
vhe New Engiand members who desire free

The exact rate of the income tax has not
been determined, |but it will apply to all
incomes above the amount named, with
certain allowances for house rent and for
loases through fire and other causes. It is
calculated that an immense revenue can be
derived from a very small tax wupon in-
comes earned by professional and busi-
ness men shroughout the ceuntry, and
this will redlize the disproportionate burden
imposed upon the poor by some of the tariff
duties. The adoption of the income tax
will practically settle the question of in-
creases in the internal revenue taxeson
whisky, beer and tobacco. It is possible
that a very small increase will -be made on
whisky, but the rates on tobacco are likely
to be left untouched.,

Co d, New York; in which the writer
said that he had a great financial scheme on
hand which would “pay & thousandfold,”
and asked for §100 as a necessary prelimin-
ary to insuring suceess in the scheme.

_ A Prospective Milliouaire,
Andrew Copeland is the New York finan
cial agent for Stokes and. sends him remis.
tances, and for this reason has been in
constant communication with him. Stokes
is liberally provided for, and when his
mother dies he will come into possession of

Libre,” near the towa ot Lag Cruces, where
they had an eungagement with the ciyil
guards. The revolutiomsts took possession
of the guardhouse, cdgewring‘ more than a
hundred stand of ' arms, They then pro-
cured lorses and proceeded to the town of
Placetes, being reinforced by several hun-
dred men.

Several engagements have taken place be-
tween the insurgents and  the Government
troops, and a number of men have 'been
killed on both sides.

Havana papers received here confirm the
story of the outbreak, and while - attaching
little importance to the uprising show that
the authorities are taking active measures
to suppress it by concentrating all their
available forces in thas locality.

The Poor Farmer,

Our argument has always been that the
Ontario farmer ‘who allows himself to be
made & catspaw of, whether by Grits or
MecCUarthyites, is but « sorry fellow. He is
a mendicant, who .only rejoices in being
pauperized by his political associates. Your

convicted is based on such language against
Judge Tuck as we have used in connection
with Mr, Justice Rose. The editors in
this part of the country have
been going" into  hysterics because a
fellow,editor - in New Brunswick wae
jailed'for 30 - days for using this kind of
language towards a member of the Supreme
Court. They excuse the editor and there-
by justify the use of such language. Pub-
lic ‘charges: of corruption against the
judiciary is an almost unheard-of thing in
Ontario. The journals who are grieving
over the fate of Mr. Ellis are apparently
anxious to make .the judiciary subject to
the same kind of newspaper criticism as is
dealt out to pldermen and politicians. If

real sturdy, self-dependent yeoman is above
any such claptrap. - He knows that, as long

as his wheat only fetches 53¢, per bushel,
other things that he raisesmustsellat almost
a proportionate rate. He knows that comrpe-
tition at home is enough to keep down the
prices of the tew manufactured articles he
buys in a year, and does not grumble. He
knows that a public revenue has to be raised
somehow or other, and it is his pride to
contribute to it in ever so humblé a way.

Now, we have before us what strikes us as
a much more forcible illustration of the
hardship to which our farmers are subjected,
and yet it is a view of the matter
which  the politicians  of  both
and all parties are afraid to press.
A farmer has handed to us his tax bill for
the year, which he is called upon to pay
this month. The farm is situated five
miles from the county town, the assessed
value is low, and the taxes are mot high.
But the items furnish food tor reflection far
beyond that afforded by the canting hum-
bug whieh is talked about his suit of woolej
clothes or his self-binder. The total bill #

$142, made up of four princjpal items|
thus: County and township rates, $46;
railway bonus, $26; schools, $42; statute
/ labor, $27. - Now, as to the county and
township rates, there is every reason to be-
lieve that the municipal authorities keep
those amounts within reasonable bounds,
and it may even be suspected that, having
regard to the general development of our

\_ country districts, economy is too often but

a cloak for municipal parsimony and want
of enterprise. ~The railway charge is no
doubt worth all the money.  But consider
the item of schools! As much, forsooth, tor
schools as for all other geperal county and
township expenses.
ways occupy a very high place in civilized
communities; but the farmers may well ask
if they are not almost too well served in
this one respect. It is to this excessive
education that they are themselves addict-
ed to trace their sons’ indifference to farm
pursuits, and to some extent their reasoning
must be correct. At all events the item is
a too heavy charge on the cash receipts of
the farm and out of all proportion to the
good done by it. The charge in our far-
mers’ bill for Statute Labor is an anachron-
ism that the Local Legislature should deal
with, and in this respect we are entirely in
accord with the scathing diatribes recently
promuigated against our system of road-
making by The Woodstock Sentinel-Re-
view and other advanced exponents of pub-
li¢ opinion throughout the country districts.
Undoubtedly there are other burdens from
which the farmer wants practical reliet
more pressing than his direct and indirect
contributions to the custom house, and it
comes more within the purview of the Local
than the Federal Government to apply
whatever remedy for his ills may be found
in remedial legislation.

That Park Deal.

The arguments put forward by the sup-
porters of the Upper Canada College Park
project have been reduced to these: First,
gfhe purchase is a good real estate specula-
tion; second, the city ought to help ‘the
colleges, as they are the means of bringing
many students to Toronto. If the city “is
going into the real estate business let the
fact be given out in definite form. ' In that
event the city will be offered real estate
investments of much greater promise of
increase in value than the one in
question. We arec informed that
several blecks of eligible property
can be had considerably cheaper than the
block offered by tha Government. And
even for park  purposes it is not by any
means admitted that the park property is
in the best: available situation. Let the
Mayor advertise for a site for a central
park and he will be surprised at the offers
and prices that will be made. First of all,
let it be understood that there is uo hurry,
whatever, in. the matter. If the question
of securing a central park is to be decided
now, lev us do it methodically and accord-
ing to the nusual practice in such
cases, The purchase of the property
involves the expenditure of a large
sum of money. Therefore, the ratepayers
shoutd be allowed to vote on it in the same
way as the vote on all similar questions.
Why is the attempt being made to take this
matter out of the hands of the people, to
whom it nght.lg belongs? It looks very
much as if the é&cheme for purchasing the
land was presented in the way it was for
the express purpose of avoiding the vote of
the ratepayers.
the people wanted the park he would not
be afraid gf submitting the project to the
popular Yote. But he knows full well that
the scheme wculd be voted down by the
people, and hence we see it presented in its
present innocent and seductive attire. The
argument that the City of Torohto should
help the colleges is by no means sufficient
to warrant us needlessly spending half a
million dollars. Toronto has already
treated the colleges handsomely. One thing
4hat the city will not do is to be made the
scapegoat of the Ontario Government.
This latter has made a blunder. Finding
itself in & serious predicament on the eve of
a general election it seeks to get square by
throwing the load on to the City of Toronto.
The Province of Ontario and not the City
of Toronto must find the ways and means
for supplying the annual deficit in the ad-
ministration of Upper Canada College. In
gpite of the unanimity of the press the deal
bas been stunned.  If is tottering and will
soon topple over... We believe the council
will declare against the project. If it should
ever be submitted to the people we believe
it will be defeated. In any event there
must be no rush work.

' The Upper Canada Park Scheme,
Editor World: The Mayor of the City
of Toronto introduced the question of pur-
chasing the old Upper Canada College
grounds upon the plea of the desirability of
such grounds as a public park, and the low
price at which it could be‘purchased from
the University. On the first ground it is
quite evident that large or comparatively
large parks near the business centre of a
city are not desirable; they impede the ex-
teusion of a city in the direction of the
park and depreciate property in the im-.
mediate neighborhood for business pur-
poses, and the property being in the busi-
ness centre is unsaleabie for residential
purposes. ' If the City of Torosto at the
present time can afford toacquire large
blocks of land that are undesirable, would
it not be better if breathing spots are
requisite irf business centres to purchase
small squares here and there? These are
much more preferable than having one
large park that would scarcely ever be
visited, because people coming down town
would either go to the Esplanade Park that
hias cost the city so much, or to the Island.
Even the backers of the Mayor in this
purchase are not prepared to advocate the
purchase of the property solely for park
purposes and suggest that it would bea
good and profitable investment for the city
but do not give the details showing in 'what
way the city can make money out of it as
a speculator. It seems to me that the rate-
payers who are interested in finding the
purchase money  should have the whole
scheme-placed before them. The argument
advanced that the University of the city of
‘Toronto has been of great service to the
city in attracting students and professors,
who live and spend their money at least
part of the year in the city, is no doubt true
and may be an argument if the University
is hard up, and requires money that could
be used in asking the city for a donation,
but it is no reason why the city of Toronto
should purchase a piece of property entire-
ly unsuited for rk purposes, at a large
figure from a vendor, who, by its business,
has attracted people to the city. As well
might any large manufacturer, who employs
a large number of hands who reside and
spend their money in the city, come to the
city and ask it to take off his hands any
property that he found unmarketable, and
that it was to his advantage to get rid -of at
a higher figure than could be got from any
other purchaser, WirrLiam M. HaLL.

Editor World: The Upper Canada College
Psrk scheme is an utter absurdity untii such
time as the watér tunnel and trunk sewer
are constructed. Whether the money is
paid, or only the interest, it locks up half
a miilion of the city’s credit in the financial
world; credit which in our present financial
condition should only be used for purposes
of necessity.

A dozen such parks so near the bay
would not add one iota to the health of
Toronto, but would simply be that much
space filled with sewage-infected atmos-
phere. Without the trunk sewer to purify
the bay the park is useless, and with the
trunk sewer it is unnecessary, for then the
bay would be as pure as Lake
Ontario outside of the Island, and
would in itself be an immense
park of fresh air in the front of the
city. As the bay is now the proposed park
would not only be a delusion but a snare,
enticing nurse maids and mothers with
children and baby carriages to go nearer to
the source of disease in the vainhope of
finding health, instead of going westward
or northward from that polluted atmos-
phere.

CricAgo, Nov. 10.—The flood of bearish advices
tkat have been familiar during the past month in
wheat suffered some interruption, and there is a
possibility that the current may run the other
way shortly. Nearly all accounts agree that
northwastern receipts have reached their maxi-
mum and will not taper off appreciately. Itis
further affirmed that supplies have been mar-
keted so closely in certain sections of the N.W.
that what remsins will prove insufficient to carry
them through to another harvest. The big mill-
ing concerns at Minneapolis and Duluth are so
doubtful of being able to keep their mills !uggued
until another harvest that they are now and have
been tor some days paying & premium for cash
wheat over futures. It has been the cheapest
article of human food; so cheap that it has even
been used to a-considerable extent for fattening
hogs. The Michigan state report, showing but
77c of the average sown to wheat this fall, is an
important proof mow and suggests that other
states will shortly .be reporting a similar condi-
tion of short acreage.

Corn and oat orn advanced moderatelg on
the strength in wheat, but realizing sales by a
prominent local pperator carried the price back
again to the opeping figure. The cash demand
has not been sp’good to-day and wheat has ab-
sorbed so much attention that corn and oats have
been comparatively neglected. The best men
are bullish.
