) New York, Feb. 11.—La Gascogne is
| gafe. The big French liner, eight days
* overdue, dropped anchor at the Bar just
. ipefore midnight, all_well on board, and
a sigh of relief goes up from two con-

tinents.

The delay was due to & broken piston
and to the terrific gales which have
:{i%pt the North Atlantic for the past
week or more and brought disaster to
many & staunck craft. Capt. Baudelon
and the officers and crew of La Gascogne
* brought the ship and passengers through
the gales and- madé port without help.
From the time they left Havre, on Jan.
26, until to:-day, they spoke no trans-
Atlantic steamer, and saw only a four-
masted schooner, the omne wlm:p report-
ed at St. Pierre Miquelou as having seen &
large steamer off the banks apparently

in distress last Saturday. J
" The tug Dalzell, with representatives
of The Times, Tribune and Recorder on
board, was the first tug to reach La
Gascogne. The disabled steamer had
Jeft Fire Island 20 miles astersn, and was
eight miles to the eastward of Sandy
Hook—lightship. It was 945 p.m. The
big liner was limping into port at half-
speed, with two big red lights as signals
of distress at the forehast. The tug lay
alongside half an hour, and the follow-

Repalrs Were! Difficult Owing to the Se-
vere Gales. :

“ The steamer left~Havre Jan. 26. On
the first day out 449 miles were logged,
on .the second day 407 miles, on the
third day, after traveling 380 miles,
the piston rod broke, and 18 hours were
spent in making repairs: When  they
were completed the ship steamed at nine
miles an hour, making in all 66 miles
on the 29th. On the 30th, 31st and Feb.
1 respectively 215, 266 and 280 miles
a day were made. !

On Feb. 2 the piston rof broke down
again. The break was-moke serious this

_ time. Sea lanchors were put out, and
for 41 hours the ship was. hove-to, mak-
ing repairs. On the 4th the first severe
weather was experienged, and the ship
was blown 150 miles out of her course.

On the Bth, the repairs having been
completed, (103 miles were made. The
ship was then clear to the northward
of the track of trans-Atlantic steam-
»rs, and was not, therefore, seen by, the

many ‘steamers which passed over the Ye={

gular track. On Feb. 6 1B9- miles were
made, :

On the Tth the machinery broke down
for ghe third time. The heavy cyclone
struck her on that day, and the ship lay
hove to with sea anchors out all day.
No headway was made, and owing to
the action of the ship, repairs were dif-
ficult. On the next day the Chief Engi-
neer, who had been at his post day and
pight, completed, the repairs, and the
thip proceeded 131 miles.

On the 9th for the fourth time the ma-
shinery proke down, and only 74 miles
were made. On the ¥0th 150 miles were
nade, and to the great rejoicing of all
»n board, Fire Island was sighted and
‘he ship crept to her anchorage off the
»ar. :

AEASSENGER'S STORY.
49ad Confidence in the Ship and Captain,
and Provisions a Plenty.

The tug was received with a cheer
by the anxious passengers. They erowd-
<l to'the rail, yelled and clapped their
bhands, “with all the enthusiasm of the
French pace. The officers refused toal-
jow- anyone on board, and would not
tome to the rail to talk. The passen-
ars. wewe more obliging. Julius Matri-
grin, a representative of the glove firm
of Perrin, Freres. & Co. of Paris and
New York, was interviewed over the side
of the ship. He said: *“We broke down
on the third day out. We did not be-
tome alarmed, as we_did not know very
much about what wils the matter. The
captain said it was all right, and we
had coufidence in him. Our first experi-
snce with gales was on Feb. 4. We had
a terrific blow then, and one of the
boats was badly damaged.”

“Was anything carried away?”

“No, the ship stood it well. We had
plenty of provisions, and fared first-
rate. We were blown away off our
course, and spoke no steamers until yes-
terday, when we saw an American liner
*bound for Philadelphia.”

NEARLY WiicCKED BEFORE.
Previous Closé Calls of the Steamer Gas-
cogne.

Three times previously La Gascogne
has figured in newspaper articles on ac-
count of exciting circumstances. Sunday
morning, May 25, 1890, while bound for
Havre with 444 souls aboard, she was
proceeding at reduced speed because of a
fog which had for three days prevented
any reckoning. Capt. Suutelli, who was
in command, then knew only that he was
somewhere in the vicinity of the Seilly
Islands. He was himseli upon the bridge,
where he had tecn for hours peering anxi-
ously into the fog and, keeping a sharp
eye on theé lookouts in the bow. Suddenly
the captain sprang to the electric. dial,
Which cormunicates instructions to the
engiuveer, and with almost incredible
qmt:kuoszs gave the order to reverse the
fugives. At the saige time he threw the
ship's helm hard aport.

On Oct. 26, 1891, La Gascogne came
into New_York barbcr salt-inerusted to
the top of her funnels. She had been in
the teeth of a hurricane for four 'days,
and ‘one steerage passenger, Piento Ha-
caggi, died of fright.

Oun May 4, 1893, La Gasecogne ground-
ed pn a shoal below the Southwest Pit,
but got offf without assistance and with-
out injury.

Political Meeting at Tilsonburg Addressed
by Messrs. Chariton and Paterson -
Charlton's “‘Patriotic” Efforts to Secure
Frée Lumber Were Made ‘“‘Solely in the
Interests of Canada.”

Tilsonburg, Ont., Feb, 11.—A magnifi-
cent reception was given to Messrs.
Chariton and Paterson on the occasion
of ftheir visit to Tilsonburg this evening.
Comspicuous among the mottoes were one
hung over the Union Jack, “The Old
Flag, but a New Policy,” and Britain
leads the world, “Liberals follow not the
Britefin of 1887, but| the enlightened Bri-
tain of to-day.”

Mr. Charlton confined himself chiefly to
an answer to the charges madé against
his loyalty to Canadian interests if the
matter of securing the admission of free
lumber . to the United States, These
charges were made by Dr. Montague in
a recent visit to Tilsonburg. Mr. Charl-
ton detailed the whole circumstance,and
declared that he had been actuated sole-
ly by the best interests of Canada, and
pointed out that the Government had
been glad to avail itself of the advan-
tage pecured. He then dealt at length
with the increase of the public burdens
by such expenditures as that of the Tay
Canal. ) :

Mr. Paterson’s Speech.

Mr. Paterson in eloquent terms pic<
tured the greatness and ‘magnificent
possibilities of the Dominion, and main-
tained that all that such a country needs
to increase its population and wealth
is fair dealing between man and man
and freedom from all taxation beyond
the actual needs of government.

He argued that if the protection of
the sugar industry had been the cause
of the reduction in price by the same
method of reasoning it could be shown
that to:protection was also due the fall
in wheat from $1 to 60 cents -per bushels
He contrasted the policies of the two
parties and spoke of Dr. Montague’s
claim that the Conservatives followed the
examplé of Great Britaip in their trade
policy.

Dealing with the assertion that the
National Policy had made him rich and
inereased his business, he asked his audi-
ence if it had made them rich and if
it had incredsed the value of farms, and
stated that a law that makes one man
rich and impoverishes another should be
wiped from the statutes of the country.
Passing to the question of loyalty, he
said the true loyallift-i the man who
most fully emulate the spirit that has
made the name 6f Britain honored in the
world to-day.

John Stephen Monahan, court stenogra-
pher, who was so terrribly injured in
|{the wreck at Weston on Friday after-
‘noon, is dying at St. Michael’s Hospital.
The attending physicians have abandoned
hope, and it is not thought he can last
until daylight.

Mr. Monahan has been a member of
the reporting staff of the High Court
of Justice for some 16 years. He came
to Canada from Ireland over 20 years

|ago, with thejntention of making a trip
lacross the colYTneut on horseback, He
|traversed the Canadian Northwest as far
as the Rocky "Mountains. The journey
was full of adventure, and Mr. Monahan
had many stories of adventure to tell
in connection with his trip. He was ac-
qmnpgnied by two or three Indian guides.
Qu his way back he spent some time at
Fort Garry. When the trip was over he
returned east and settled in Toronto,
and was shortly afterwards appointed
to the position of .court stenographer.
Mr. Monahan is .a; néphew of the late
Chief Justice Monahfn of Ireland. He
was always known as a congenial, good-
h_earte(l fellow. He was widely read in
literature and . possessed of ‘a fund of
anecdote and story. He still retained his
pure Dublin accent, although he had
b?ex1 educated almost from infancy in a
French college at Amiens, France. Mr.
Monahan was strongly impressed with
the theory that Ireland would never
make progress until she enjoyed Home
Rule. He leaves a wife and five child-
ren, four of whom are girls. Mrs. Mona-
han is the daughter of the late Mr.
Steers, who in his lifetime was an en-
gineer in the employ of the Dominion
Government. Mr. Monahan is an Irish
Catholic and a member of St. Basil's
parish. It is only two or three months
ago since Mr. Young, another member
of the reporting staff, died from over-
work,
Frank Joseph's Funeral.

Proof of the high esteem in which the
late Frank J. Joseph, Assistant Law
Clerk of the Legislative Assemibly, was
held, was afforded by the throng of
citizens who attended the service in St.
James’ Cathedral yesterday afternoon.
It was lhere Mr. Joseph worshipped for
many years, and here were assembled
several hundred of those who had respect-
ed him in life, and who showed their es-
teem for him by being present at the
service over his charred remains.

After the discovery of the remains in
the debris of the Weston wreck, they
were brought to the Union Station on
Saturday night and taken charge of by
Undertaker W. H. Stone. At 2 o’clock
yesterday afternoon the casket was
taken to St. James’ Cathedral and plac-
ed at the head of the central aisle. It
was upholstered in black cloth and fur-
nished with oxidized trimmings and
breastplate. The latter bore the inscrip-

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CONVINCING ARGUMENTS.

The city is paying the Toronto Elec-
tric Light Company $109 per light a
year. Mr. Wright, the manager of the
company, stated before the Fire and,
Light Committee that this was what‘
it, cost the cou{pany to produce the light;
that the company made nothing out of
their contract with the city, but de-

business for their profit. Subsequently
Secretary McGowan, a civic official, ob-
tained figures from the same company,
showing that the actunal cost of anarc
light was $108.85 a year. Still  later
the same company undertakes to light
the city for $74.82 per light. Incoma
nection with these figures, they allege
again it is cost price. If we build our
own plant a responsible firm undertakes
to run it for us at acost notto exceed
$66 per light. A contract was made at
Erie, Penn., the other week, ginder which
that city (50,000 inhabitants) will be
lighted at the rate of $62 per light; the
lights burning every night and all night,
the same as in Toronto. . The actual cost
of arc'lighting is a matter of prime
importance to us just now, as we are
about to decide whether we shall do the
Fwork ourselves or have it dome by con-
4ract. From the offers submitted to us
we know for a certainty that we can
get as many lights as we may desire
at $66 a year. The company that pro-
poses to lease the plant and furnish the

a profit for their trouble. If we allow
this profit -to be $6 a light the cost
price will be reduced to $60 per light.
The cost price, we are safe in saying,
is below $60. If it were mot Wwe fail
to see how'the Edigon Company of Erie
could take ‘a contract at $62.05. If the
city were to operate a lighting plant,
and practise ordinary economy in the
operation, the price would not exceed
$60. There are several reasons why
the city can operate a plant more cheap-
ly than a private corporation, First of
all the eity can secure capital at four
per cent, . Shareholders could mnot be
got' to form a company’ unless there was
a prospect. of receiving 8 or 10 per
cent. on their investment. In the mat-
ter of interest charges: alone in an elec-
tric light plant, there would be a dif-
ference of between $10,000 and $16,000
in favor of civic ownership. Then the
city, has its own site, and it would have
to pay no ground rent. The police force
would render the appointment of inspec-
tors; unnecessary. In operating a private
plant it is necessary for the company
to make allowances for the expensed?'of
competition, of commission for securing
pusiness, and for the possibility of the
plant becoming unemployed, through
failure of the company to hold its business,
There are a dozen different reasons why
the city can operate a plant cheaper
than a private corporation. The only
‘advantage that a private company may
possess over the city is in the matter
Aof. wages of employes. A difference of 10
or 15 per cent, in this item is ‘@ small

the |

matter compared with the gains to be
made in other items. By operating the
plant ourselves we would probably save
$15 a light over the offer of the Electric
Light Company. In a 1300 light sys-
tem this would mean a saving of $20,
000 a year, or $100,000 in the five
years, Even running it on the $66
basisi the city would save over $10,000 a
year, or $50,000 in the five years.

But as The World has pointed out be-
fore, the actual saving by the operation
of a civic plant is a small matter com-
pared witth the benefits citizens would
reccive by the breaking up of the mono-
polies that now exist in the supply of
electric current and gas. The two elec-
tric companies that do business in To-
ronto are loaded up with plants that
are now out of date. It is impossible
for them to supply light and power as
cheaply as it could be done by a
company which has the latest electrical
and steam machinery. Our aldermen
ought to remember that the electrical
companies will see to it that their
shareholders get a good dividend out of
the consumers, no matter what kind of

city can afford to

We stand & good chance of losing
an institution whieh will not only con-
fer a direct benefit upon the citizens of
Toronto, but will prove {nstrumental in
advertising -Toronto a8 & first-clase
health resort.

PROSPECTS IN THE PACIFIC.

The feature that will characterize the
history of the world after peace has
been established between China and
Japan, for the baiance of this century
at least, will be the modernization of
China and the immense trade thatt will
develop thereupon between that great
empire and the civilized world. Canada
from her position ought to command a
large share of the trade that is bound
to develop iu -this direction, and  the
Canadian Pacific Railway, and the line
of steamers from Vancouver to Japan
and China, ought to piay a large part
therein. For this reason, if for no other,
the Canadian Government should _en-
courage the laying of & cable, not only
between' Vancouver and the Sandwich Is-
lands, but from these points, one south
to Australia and another to the west,
to Japan or China. When this is done
we will be able.to command our share
of what promises to be a new and an
enormous trade. This is one reason why
the Americans look with so much jeal-
ousy on the echeme of a British cable
from Canada to Australia and the east.

| The T.. M. & B. Refuses to Show Plans.

A Jetter was read from Nicol Kinge-
mill, Q.C., representing the T.,H. and B.
Railway, in reply to 3
quest for a plan of the road’s prq;;oged
entrance to the city, prior to civie én-
dorsation of the application for a Dor
minion subsidy. Mr. Kingsmill wrote:
{ The request for these plans is entirely
premature, and it is impossjble to com-
ply with it. The railway company can-
ot bind itself to any plan that has not
peen approved of by the Minister of Rail-
ways, and the plans, profiles, ete., have
not yet been prepared with a view to°
ultimate location, nor will that expense
|be incurred until it becomes certnip that
lfinancial arrangements can be made to
construct the line to Toronto ; an im-
|portant factor in these financial arrange-
/ments is the obtaining of the Dominion
|subsidy, and it is to obtain this that
|we are asking assistance of the city. The
best  mode of entering the city has not
decided, and if it were other-
wise you must see how unfair it would
be to ask the company to disclode their
route, in view of the obstacles that would
possibly be thrown in their way. When
the route is definitely decided and the
plans are ready. to be laid before the
Minister of Railways the city will have
an opportunity of approving or disap-
proving of the route. At present the
question is whether arrrangements can
be made to get the road at all or not.
If the committee insist upon & compliance
with the terms of your letter it is tanta-
mount to their rejecting the request to
countenance the application of the T.,
Company.” -

The committee were almost unanimous
in the opimion that the city should re-
fuse to assist the eompany until the in-
formation asked for has been supplied.

Queen-street-avenue Extension .

Assessmént Commissioner Maughan sub-

| mitted the following report anent the

proposed extension of Queen-street-ave-
nue: ;

"Thig extension is necessarily an ex-
pensivé undertaking, and, in personally
examining, the different properties, I
have felt that the amounts allowed should
be sufficient, although it is a difficult
matter to determine, there being elaims
which' will arise for business disturbance;
no small item in itself.

“The estimate that I place for the
expropriation is $362,806, not including-
the claims just mentioned, which, it
roughly estimated, may bring the total
to (in round figures) $400,000.

“Tf this work is to be done as alocal
improvement, and the entire cost a84
sessed on the properties abutting the
proposed street, and after making very
moderate flankage allowances, the cost
per foot to commute will be no
less & sum than $178, or an an-
nual payment per foot of $12.78 for 20
years. I1f on the first estimate, namely
$862,805, the commutation rate woul(i
be $157, or per annum $11.50 per foot.

“In ordergto arrive at even an ap-
proximate”idea of the cost of this work,
it was found necessary to have the City
Surveyor prepare a plan, showing the
width of proposed street and lands to
be expropriated. An eamination of this
plan shows the extension to have a
width of from 100 to 120 .feet,” with
lauds fronting in Queen, Richmond, Ade-
laide, Pearl, King, Emily, Wellington
and Front-streets.

“A closer examination of the plan will
show that many properties have but a
small frontage on the streets above nam-
ed, with flanks abutting the new street
varying from 84 feet to 240 feet. When
flankages have been allowed, 60 !é}? has

If ‘we take for
example one of the latter, say the south-
east cormer oi King-street, it will be
found: that the frontage assessable would
be 116 feet, with an available froutage
in King-street ,of 20 feet. The cost to
commute the lot 20x116 would be $20,-
068, or about $14,000 more than itis
worth.

“The -whole frontage liable to assess-
ment, as we make it, is 2312 feet, in+
gludnug both sides, and it is questionable
if at least some 400 feet of this could
be held liable, owing to the difficulty
there would be in showing that such
property was specially benefited by the
proposed extension.

“I might further add that the distance
Egtweeu the new street on the west and
Simcoe-street on the east is but 130
feet, and this fact may materially inter-
fere with the assessment of the proper-
ties on the west side. There is also to
be taken into account tihe loss of taxd-
tion to the city (no inconsider-
able amount) by reason of the expropria-
tion of the land required.”

The report was laid on the table.

The Rosedale Valley Arbitration.

The recommendation of City Solicitor
Caswell, that these offers of settlement
re the Rosedale Valley-road, be accept-
ed, was passed: Mrs. E. F. Hebden,
§‘158.’82; R. Kilgour, $100; 'Thomas
Thompsdn, $574.88; James Hendersan,
$580; Mrs. B. B. Hughes, $225. In each
of tv.hese cases the city is also to do the
fencing, so as to enclose the proparty
by a fence satisfactory to the parties
and the City Engineer, and in each case
to pay the sum of $25 in additionfothe
above amounts, as a portion of the costs’
of the said parties in connection with
the arbitration and settlement.

The arbitration in the Rosedale Val-
ley-road and Macpherson-avenue matter
has been compleited, but the award has
not yet been given. In addition to the
witnesses who were paid’ out of the ap-
propriation of $500, fees to the amount
of $680 were passed by the committee.

Bryce & Co. have about 50,000 feet of
Jumber in the city yard, which is not
suitable for sidewalk purposes, which
they offer to sell the city at $12 per

1000 feet B.M., which js $1.69 less than

the committee's re-
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‘the original contract price. Mr. Jopes
states that the lumber is of good quali-
ty. and is suitable for use in the erection
of the praposed west end stables. The
City Engineer recommended the board to
purchase the lumber; but Ald. Hubbard
and others were opposed to it, and Ald.
Oliver .and Sheppard were appointed a
sub-committee.to report on the question.

Ashbridge's Bay Reclamation.

In connection with Ashbridge’s Bay
improvement the City Engineer reports
that there are 225,000 cubic yards of
ashes and street cleaniugs a.vailgble per
annum for fillng purposes. This quan-
tity of material would cover abéut 23
acres to a depth of 6 feet, or about
29 miles of streets, 66 feet wide and
6 feet. deep. If it is decided to com-
mence the  improvemefit of the marsh
lands by filling, it would be advisable to
purchase a sand-pump, with which a
large quantity of filling could be ('\‘one
yearly by puinping sand from the Tor-
onto Bay and Ashbridgze’s Bay on, to
these lands, and Mr. Keating 18 decxdgd-
ly of the opinion that the purchase of &
pump would: be a good investment for
the city.

On. the motion of Alds Leslie the ques-
tion was held over in order that it
might be ascertained whether or not
the property-owuers oa the north .shore
have riparian rights that would be inter-
fered with.

Ald. Leslie moved that Ald. Lamb,
Allen, Leslie, Sheppard, Iell and Murray
be appointed a sub committee. to con-
sider all wmatters in connection with the
high-level bridge over the Dom; but the
motion was defvated.

The Aqueducter Again.

E. A. Macdona;d appeured before the
committee with a request that the
Aqueduct Company’s draft agreement be
passed on to council in company with
the one drawn up by the City Couusel
and revised by the board. He' thought
that the aldermen should have an oppor-
tunity of comparing the two.
Ald. Hubbard emphatically objected.
The board, he said, had taken both the
agreements and decided by a majority
to send oxn the first agreement, throwing
out the other one.
From Chairman Lamb the aqueducter
got no satisfaction. Ald, Lamb thought
the request entircly out of order, and the
promoter, persisting in his application,
was. desired not to interrupt the business
of the committee.
After some discussion the board pas_sed
Ald, Cranc’s resosution that engineering
expenses shall not iz futuve be charged
to local improvements.
Ald. Allen, Leslie and Oliver. were ap-
pointed a committee to inquird into the
Beachall-street siding question.
Ald.  Davies asked the committee to
take some steps in regard to providing
flood gates at the mouth of the Don, in
order to divert the water jnto Ash-
bridge’s Bay, and Ald, Leslie and Allen
were appointed a sub-committee to en-
quire into the matter. {
Messrs, Beavis and Cooke, répresenting
the master plumbers of the city, ap-

aled to the board to repeal the bylaw
mposing the license fee of $10, declar-
ing it a hardship and an injustice, since
no other branch of the building trade
had to pay a license.

Municipal Notes.

Mayor Kennedy was at the City Hall
yesterday, after an absence of fourteen
days through illness.

The Parks and Gardens Committee
will meet this afternoon at 2.30 o’clock,
and the Fire and Light at 4 o'clock.
The fire engine experts will meet this
morning and likely adopt their report.

The Bertram Engine Company have
sent a cheque for $5000 to the City En-
gineer as gecurity for their recent offer
fo furnish electric lights to the city for
$66 per lamp per year, providing _the
city would purchase and ingtal a plant
and lease it to the Bertram Company
for $10,000, to be considered as payment
on account of interest and depreciation,
sndd $5000 additional towards sinking
fund.

City Solieitor Caswell received the
new Esplanade agreement, duly signed
and sealed, yesterday morning.

‘%o call attention, as briefly aa possible,
to some of the statements contained in
the circular letter referred to.

Our proposal to léase the city plant on
well-defined terms in the event of our
figures, as to what it would cost the
eity to operate on its own account, be-
ing -questioned, is termed an “imaginary
guarantee.” The manager of the Light
Company has seen fit to read into our
Jetter what does not appear on the face
of it.

So far he is the only one who has
suggested that our letter was not writ-
ten in perfect good faith. We think our
absolute good faith in our proposal to
Jease will not be questioned by a single
member of the council; it never occurred
to us that it would, but we desire to

slightest foundation for
any discussion' on this point, and as an
evidence of our meaning just -what we
say we beg to enclose you two ma.r);-;d

e

We have  carefully considered the
lengthy oircu}ar of the Toronto Electric
Light Company, which endorses Mr. Me-
Gowan’s estimate of $108.85 as being
actual cost, notwithstanding their own
offer of $74.821-4, and we are more
convinced than ever that the city can
do its own lighting for less thngl $60,
as set forth in our letter to the Mayor
and Council, and we would be glad at
any ‘time if called upon to appear be-
fore a committee —of the Council in
defence of the detailed estimate we
have made, and show at the same time
the misleading features bf the above

-~ cireular. It would involve too lengthy
a communication to deal with the whole
matter in our present letter, which is
written mainly in regard to the “ima-
ginary guarantee.”” We might say,
however, that in the itemi for globes it
was unnecessary to go to Chicago to
prove the correctness of McGowan’s es-
timate of $1950. The books of the To-
ronto Electric Light Company would
show what it cost for broken giobes.
Supplying the city with 1080 electric
tights during 1894, we would be sur-
prised if it amounted to more than $200.
And as to coal, it will not take 21-2
pounds per horse power per hour, in-
cluding banking of fires, nor one horse
fower per each lamp, to run anch &
modern fuel-saving plant as the city
provides for; neither will the cost of
roal be $4.34 per ton. If hard coal at
this price is the most economical it is
strange that the Toronto Electric Light
Company is said to burn screenings at
$2.50 per ton. We might also add that
if $74.82 1-2 is the cost price, asstat-
ed by the manager of the light company,
why not give a detailed estimate in
prooi. of this, so that we
whether it was on account of their plant
not being a modern one or not that
the cost was excessive:?

1t id not necessary, however, to again
go over the details. of the heartrending
scene.} But, that the public may know
how the passengers were repaid for
their ‘magnificent services rendered to
khe wounded and the company in saving
the e?ﬂxming cars, we desire to have pub-
fished| the following facts:

The disabter occurred about 2 1-4
miles |north: of Agincourt. Conductor
Boundy at once sent a man to
the rear. to protect our train, with
all the signals at his command and him-
self started to walk to Agincourt to re-
port-'the ,accident  to headquarters and
procure medical aid. In the meantime
the wounded were carried into the mail
car, where they were made as comfortable
as circumstances would permit. Inabout
gwo or three hours Dr. Sisley of Agin-
court arrived, having walked the distance
§n the face of that terrible storm, and
did all he could, but not having proper
equipments was not able to do much
more| than had already been done for
the sufferers, but sent. word back to
Wgincourt to telegraph the particulars
to eadquarters, advising that the
wounded be sent to the hospital as quick-
iy as possible. Between 2 and 8 o’clock

e morning-'two éngines with equip-

nt for removing the debris arrived,
but with nothing to render assistance
to the wounded or relieve the condition
of the benighted passengers, Dr. Walters
of York came on this train, which got
within & few hundred yards of the wreck:
Between 12 and 1 o’clock Saturday, Pr.
Walters telegraphed to send & " special
to thke in the wounded, and at 3,15
p.n. & special left York for that pur-
xoseq Arriving at Agincourt, the con-
uwetor announced to the passengers that
he bad instruction only to bring in the
jnjured. The passengers, however, gould
not see why, after having been kept
waiting' for nearly 24 hours,:they should
be léft to wait, it might be another five
or ten hoursyywhen'there was plenty of
room for all on the train and requested
the agent tp telegraph for instructions
to allow-all passengers to go, which he
very prompily refused to do. We then
hunted up the conductor and demande{
that| he wiré for further instructions}

o that train, The conductor then wend
to the agent and got him: towire for
fnstructions, and word arrived to bring
all |. passengers. The special then
proceeded to the wreck an
took . on fthe fnjured and other
passengers, fand ~ returning to the
station picked up and left for Toronto,
arriving petween 25 and 30 minutes after
jeaving Agincourt.

Equl;ly in the afternoon some of the
commercial travelers asked the agent to
telegraph our coadition to Mr. Webster,
at Allandale, superintendent of that
division, but tlis he refused to do until
h® was handed 62 cents, the price of the
telegram, aud then not until. we threat-
ened to gend the message via, the C.P.R.
Whether the message was delivered to
Mr. 'Webster or not, we cannot tell, but
we did mot receive any reply, to said
message. I the meantime we were anxi-
ous 'to get word of our welfare to our
families in Toronto, and one or two
travelers handing him messages of less
than ten words he demanded the sum of
B0 cents each for forwarding same. We
then walked over to the C.P.Ri station,
a distance of about half & mile, and sent
our messages to Toronto, for which we
were charged 26 cents per message. Ap-
parently no eifort was made by -the
Grand, Trunk officials to provide us with
food, and had it not been for the kind-
ness of Messrs#®ohn Wood, W. Oliver,
Jolln Keat, W.A. Kennedy, L. Kenendy,
Samuel Kennedy and J.. L. Patterson,
farmers in the vicinity, and Rev. Mr.
Brown, Presbyterian clergyman at Agin-
court, we ‘would not have had anything
to eat from the time we left Blackrock,
about 1 o’clock Friday and 7 o’clock
Saturday, when we reached Toronto,
with the exception of some bread and
putter which Conductor Boundy brought
in about midnight on Friday.

We were not expecting toa much from
the Grand Trunk officials, for the. main
line between Scarboro Junction and Tor-
onto was open, and we were only five
miles from Searbore, and engines were
papeing to and {ro between this point
and the wreck. In = addition to
this a Telegram  reporter drove
o to the scene, leaving
Toronto at 11 a.m. and arriving at 1.30
p.m. on Saturday, showing that the roads
were not in the condition represented.
Compare the treatment we received with
that accorded to the passengers at Wes-
ton, On our train were no high officials
of the road, nor judges, nor legal lumi-
maries, but we were 'human beings, if we
were only commercial travelers.
