The severe criticism to which 
the commission has since been subjected and 
the ridicule and sarcasm heaped upon it are 
no doubt also fresh in the public mind. It 
was claimed that the appointment of the 
commission was nothing but a political dodge, 

.designed to side-track the question of prohi­
bition, and thus enable the politicians for a 
time longer to avoid meeting this issue 
squarely. Now that the commission hss 
finished its labors and has prepared a vol­
uminous report, which will be presented to 
parliament at the coming session, there 
seems every indication that those temper­
ance men, who have been indulging in all 
this ridicule st the expense of the royal com­
mission, wfll have reason to modify their 
views very materially. Rev. Dr. McLeod 
who was one of the members of the com­
mission, speaking at a public reception re­
cently given him by many of the most prom­
inent temperance men of Montreal, among 
other things said: “ There has been gathered 
together a mass of information that must 
necessarily be invaluable, I was about to 
say, for all time. I think the commission 
has succeeded in providing what may be re­
garded as a text book on this question, to 
which the student may turn with confidence 
and find there, more or less, carefully 
collected facts bearing on every phase of 
this very important question.”

Rev. Dr. McLeod is a gentleman whose 
loyalty to the temperance cause is above 
suspicion. As our readers doubtless know 
he is the most prominent Free-Will Baptist 
minister of New Brunswick and the editor 
of the religious organ of that denomination 
in the maritime provinces. He was ap­
pointed upon the royal commission as the 
special representative of the temperance ele­
ment on arcount of his peculiar fitness for 
the work. Hie unqualified en donation of 
the work of the commission, as given above, 
will therefore go far towards convincing all 
moderate men of the wisdom of the appoint­
ment of such a commission, and of the great 
benefits to be derived from the results of its 
labors. The commission has, it is true, exist 
a good deal of money, but the mass of in­
formation which it has gathered upon the 
question of prohibition will doubtless enable 
both politicians and people to come to wiser 
and sounder conclusions upon this question 
than they could have done without it, for 
it may safely be taken for granted that tbe 
enactment of a prohibitory liquor law is a 
much more difficult matter to deal with than 
the extreme temperance people would have 
us believe.

The following article from the London 
Times of March 8th will be read with inter­
est:—

“ Some not very savory details have been 
communicated to ns concerning the prepara­
tion and packing of meat at Chicago.

Inspectors condemn animals unfit for 
man food, but a correspondent says that 
when these animals are killed, cut up, and 
carted to the tank room in order to be steam­
ed and to become “ fertilizer stock" the 
tongue and fat, are apt to be overlooked. 
The tongue is thrown in with others smoked, 
canned, and sent into the export trade. The 
fat is used for refined “ oleomargarine." In 
the “ tank room" the diseased meat is put 

a clean tank preparatory to the steam­
ing, by which destruction is supposed to be 
completed. But, directly the inspector has 
turned hie back the lid is taken off, and the 
condemned meat is taken directly to the 
“chell-rooms,” and mixed with other stock 
awaiting purchasers. Speaking of a parti­
cular firm, our correspondent states that, 
for the sake of a few paltry dollars “ this 
firm will condemn thousands of human beings 
to chances of sickness and even dying from 
loathsome diseases contracted through eating 
some diseased meat, and then these fiends 
will send up a wail when some foreign power 
takes a hand in the matter, and bars the re­
fuse from entering them ports.” The secy, 
of Agriculture at Westington has ordered 
measures to be taken to prevent a recurrence 
of this abuse, and has asked Congress to 
amend the law. A Bill for that trorpoee 
will probably become law in the early part 
of next session.

As I understand the case it is something like 
this: Plane and specifications were prepared 
and tenders called for building same, the 
lowest tender being in the vicinity of $9,000. 
This being submitted to the council, met with 
strong opposition, on account of the figures 
being so much in advance of what was con­
templated. It being the wish of the council 
to erect a building for our harmless insane, 
could a suitable building be built for a much 
less figure? A resolution was passed to this 
effect: “That the committee modify the plan 
and speciflcation so as the building could be 
erected, that the furnishing and erecting of 
same would not cost over six thousand dol­
lars,” a sum, Mr. Editor, that would be more 
than ample for that purpose when you 
eider at the present time we have about fif­
teen in that institution.

A committee was then appointed 
that august body to carry into effect that 
resolution. We then had the spectacle pre­
sented us weekly of these gentlemen gather­
ing at some important centre in our town, 
and then being driven in style to the place 
where this building was in course of erection. 
I do not wish to discuss, Mr. Editor, the 
capabilities of these gentlemen, for I think 
sufficient can be judged,from the work they 
superintended for every rato-payer in this 
county to form his own estimate; but, suffice 
it to say, that in a short time the money 
voted for the furnishing and erection—six 
thousand dollars—was expended on con­
struction alone, and then an extra session of 
the council was called for more money: the 
additional sum of twenty-five hundred dol­
lars being voted, the council was assured by 
these gentlemen that this amount would 
complete the structure and furnish same. 
Well, sir, a few more official visits from these 
gentlemen, who were all the time getting 
handsomely paid for their services, and this 
sum was used up, and I understand a further 
sum of fifteen hundred dollars was placed 
at the disposal of these very economical 
gentlemen. Now, Mr. Editor, what is the 
result? We have a building not completed, 
not nearly as spacious a structure as called 
for in the first plans and not fully furnished.

In conclusion I hope that the proper infor­
mation will be furnished to the ratepayers 
of this county, and a complete itemized ac­
count, showing amounts paid for material, 
wages, furnishings, and the different amounts 
as paid to the committee for their services 
as rendered by themselves.

A Bounty-Fed Industry.

The rapid development of one of the infant 
industries of this county under the bounty 
system gives support to the theory of Pro­
tection. The amount paid last year by the 
County Treasurer in bounties on skunks rose 
to the high figure of $439.75, from which the 
inference is that 1759 of these savory crea­
tures were either captured or reared as a 
source of revenue to our people.

It is to be noted, too, that the Council, 
like consistent protectionists, have abolished 
the bounty, the indications being that the 
infant can now stand alone.—KeiUvUle Ad­
vertiser.

governor general in oounoiL The privy 
oounoil in their decision on the preliminary 
question also speaks of the appeal of the 
minority as “well founded,” and suggest 
provisions that would in their opinion 
“ remove the grievance ” upon which the ap­
peal is founded. All this seems to point to 
the theory and to lend some support to the 
theory of a legal right having been invaded 
by the legislation of 1890. But we must not 
forget that it has been expressly decided that 
the legislation of 1890 did not infringe any 
legal right, that it was perfectly within the 
competence of the legislature of Manitoba, 
perfectly valid, and the undoubted law of 
the land. It seems to me that there is no 
other way of reconciling these apparently 
conflicting theories than the one that has 
been suggested.

If on the other hand the extreme advo­
cates of the separate school system for Mani­
toba are wrong in contending that an abso­
lute legal right to the preparation of such a 
system has been established by the judg­
ment of the Privy Council, it must also be 
admitted, that their opponents are equally 
astray in contending that any provincial 
rights aae invaded by the intervention of the 
dominion government and parliament, should 
parliament see fit to take action in the mat­
ter. Nothing can be clearer now, than the 
legal proposition that there is no exclusive 
right in the legislative of Manitoba, or of any 
other province of the union to make laws on 
the subject of education. A right which is 
said to be exclusive, but which is subject to 
provisions, that establish the dominion cabi­
net as a reviewing body and give power to 
the dominion parliament to carry its de­
cisions into effect by legislation, is not an 
exclusive power at all. The dominion gov­
ernment when pronouncing its decision on 
the appeal, and the dominion parliament 
when passing its remedial legislation are no 
more invading the rights of a province than 
than when they are passing a bankrupt law or 
reforming the tariff. They are acting wisely 
or unwisely it may be, but with perfect 
authority within the powers that have been 
conferred upon them by the constitution of 
the country.

And gazed in her clear, blue eyes!When the province of Manitoba became 
united with the rest of Canada in 1870, It 

# did so under the protection of a statute of 
the Parliament of Canada which enacted that 
the provincial legblature could deal in a 
general way with the subject of education 
provided that nothing in any law made by 
the province should p red judicially affect any 
right or privilege with respect to denomina­
tional schools, which any class of persons 
had by law or practice at the date of the 
union. It was claimed by the Catholic min­
ority that at the time of the union they did 
enjoy special privileges with respect to de­
nominational schools, if not by law at all 
events by practice, and a case was brought 
forward for the purpose of testing the ques­
tion whethei the public school acts of 1890 
passed by the legblature of Manitoba were 
not invalid because of their interference with 
each privileges or rights. The supreme 
court of Canada decided that the Manitoba 
laws were invalid, but thb deebion was re­
versed by the privy council which as a court 
of last resort decided that the school acts of 
the Manitoba legblature were legally valid 
and constitutional and that they did not 
prejudicially affect any right or privilege 
enjoyed with respect to denominational 
schools at the Union,—that in fact no such 
rights or privileges exbted at the date of the 
union either by law or by practice.

Thb would have been the end of the ques­
tion but for another set of provbions in the 
act of union. Let it be promised that at the 
confederation of the provinces in 1867 con­
stitutional guarantees were taken, for the 
protection of the supposed rights of minori­

Diet for Spring.

Toward the end of winter and as the spring 
days come on, almost everyone feels languid, 
looses his appetite and seems to care nothing 
for the usual articles of food.

Thb may be interpreted as one of natures 
cravings for a change in diet. At such 
sons it is worth while to take a great deal of 
pains to provide fresh fruit tod vegetables. 
Many serious disorders may be prevented 
and corrected in their earliest stages by a 
judicious use of greens of some sort.

There are few localities where cresses can­
not be grown, and these are among the most 
valuable articles of all green fooda-fopSÿttBg 
diet. Vuo owns a few feet of ground
wlttasunny exposure may have a pit and 
raise lettuce and radishes the year round. It 
is an exceedingly easy thing to do, costs but a 
trifle and would save many a dollar in doc­
tor’s bilb and medicine.

A carefully arranged bed for these two 
vegetables need not. cover a space over three 
by ten or twelve feet in surface. It is some­
times more desirable to have a half dozen 
single sash beds than one or two large ones; 
then if anything happens to a sash only a 
part of the crop b injured, whereas an acci­
dent to a large one may destroy the result 
of weeks of work and waiting.

It b idle to say that one cannot take the 
time and trouble for this, and that it does 
not pay, for it really does, and once the trial 
b made, nothing would induce the house­
keeper to get along without it. All of the 
delightsof gathering fresh vegetables for one’s 
own table are not to be carelessly passed 
over. The hot-bed, coldframe, forcing-pit 
should be as much of a necessity to the oc­
cupant of every good-sized plot of ground as 
a vegetable cellar and the preserve-closet.

Baby's Crib.

Soft, fleecy blankets are the best ôovering 
for baby’s crib, but a very pretty comforter 
is made of cheesecloth. Take three yards of 
fine cream colored cheesecloth. When folded 
^agetli£rf_tbis vtil-mskc a- :omferter-a~y*rd- 
and a half long and a yard wide. Fill thb 
with a pound of the best cotton batting. 
Do not tie with knots of worsted, as is the 
general custom, for baby will pick at these 
bright spots, pull out the bits of worsted and 
perhaps put them in its mouth. Dangerous 
throat diseases have been traced to this habit. 
Instead of worsted thread use a darning 
needle and a tuft with pale pink or blue 
“baby ribbon.” Take a stitch through the 
comforter and tie it in little bows, tying it 
first in a hard knot and then in a bow. Then 
take a stitch or two through the bow to hold 
it firm, so that the little fingers cannot pull 
it out. An edge crocheted from split zephyr 
makes a pretty finish for thb little comforter, 
or it may be neatly bound with wider ribbon 
to match the bows.

The governor general in council did not at 
once proceed to consider this appeal, but be­
fore doing so referred to the supreme court 
of Canada for decision the preliminary ques­
tion, whether they had any jurisdiction to 
entertain the appeal at alL The supreme 
court of Canada, by a majority of its judges, 
held that the question was finally settled by 
the result of the previous case, in which the 
validity of the Manitoba school acts had 
been sustained by the judgment of the privy 
council. But the privy council again re­
versed the judgment of the supreme court of 
Canada, and held that although the legisla­
tion of Manitoba, that to to say, the free 
school acts of 1890 were perfectly legal and 
valid because they did not prejudically affect 
any right or privilege with respect to de- 
nominat ional schools, which any class of per­
sons enjoyed by law or practice at the union. 
Nevertheless those acts were subject to an 
appeal to the governor general in council, 
because they affected rights or privileges 
enjoyed by the Roman Catholic minority in 
relation to education under the legislation 
of the province between the date of the 
Union and the passage of the free school acts 
of 1890. The decision of the privy council, 
while recognizing the present validity of the 
school acts of Manitoba and the competence 
of the Manitoba legislature to pass those 
acts, has nevertheless established the right, 
and if the right, then also of course the duty 
of the governor general in council to enter­
tain the appeal of the Roman Catholic min­
ority.

The point that has been most vehemently 
argued at Ottawa relates to the principles on 
which the dominion government should deal 
with the appeal now that the question is be­
fore them. Are they to deal with it u » 
political or as a judicial body? It was for 
the purpose of answering this question, that 
long and elaborate quotations were made by 
Mr. McCarthy on one side, and Mr. Ewart 
on the other, from the argument that took 
place before the judicial committee of 
the privy council in England. Mr. McCar­
thy read extracts to show that the governor 
general in council in dealing with the 
appeal must do so simply on ground of high 

1 political expediensy, wirh e view to the best 
interests"^! the province and the Dominion. 
The argument on the other side to put for­
ward as if a vested right to a separate school 
system had been created by the post-union 
legislation of the province, which could not 
be lawfully repealed, and that the only ques­
tion the governor general had to decide was 
whether the new legislation was or was not 
consistent with the rights or privileges es 
tablishes by the legislature of the province 
between 1870 and 1890. This does not seem 
to be a reasonable view, but it to not so easy 
to say that it gets no support whatever from 
the decision of the privy council. From the 
conclusions made by Mr. Blake in the course 
of the argument, and from the common sense 
of the matter, it would seem reasonable that 
when the question came before the governor 
in council, he is simply to deal with it as a 
question of political expediency in view of 
all the circumstances of the case. The gov­
ernment that deals with the appeal in the 
first instance, and the parliament if called 
open to legislate, are simply to place them­
selves in the position in which the legislators 
of Manitoba stood before the act of 1890 was 
passed, and to ask themselves what policy 
in respect to the subject of education would 
be most conducive to the welfare of the pro­
vince.

In deciding the question they would of 
eonree be bound to take into consideration 
any queetion of good faith and honorable 
dealing arising ont of any guarantees or un­
dertakings made to the people of Manitoba 
on the strength of which they were induced 
to enter into confederation with the older 
provinces. But the question would still be 
dealt with purely as a matter of political 
expediency in the larger sense of the term 
and not on the footing of any vested legal 
right as distinguished from a moral and 
equitable claim. This, I say is a reasonable 
and sensible view of the matter. Unfortun­
ately the statute uses language which lends 
countenance to the opposite view. It speaks 
of the legislation as affecting a right or

Walls and ceilings should be dusted reg­
ularly, using a long handled wall brush that 
takes up the dust instead of merely dislodg­
ing it. A cloth over a common floor broom 
can be made to answer. At least twice a 
year the walls should be wiped carefully 
with slices of fresh bread. Hard finished 
walls can be washed, but they are cold and 
glaring to look at usually, and the papered 
walls can be kept clean with care and make 
more pleasing backgrounds. New paper 
should always be put on over clean walls, 
not over other paper. A room that has 
been eccupied by one ill with a contagious 
disease should be disinfected and should have 
the walls and ceiling renewed before it to 
again occupied.
