The duy is pest when the necessity
for Technica! Fducation bad to be in-
sisted upon, ard to-day there is a gen-
oral agreement that some system of
it must Le =dopted if we are to hold
our own in the industrial world.

The question of technical education is
being kept prominently before the pub-
lic mind in Nove Scotia by the strong
ystjquise 0} dpew Aulay SL JBY; 1049
a school of mining and engineering in
conncetion with Dalhousie University.
Krom present indications it would ap-
peur thav the movement will be sue-
cossin), and will thus supply a want
which has keen felt for some ilime
pa-t, for higher training in these im-
porfani industriee.

"The success of any higher scheme for
higher technclogical training depends
very largely bowever upon the general
educatior given the students before-
hand. It mey perhaps be well then to
cousidec whether we can in any way
improse our present system so that
pupils entering higher technical " insti-
tutions shall be fitted to take the full-
cst advantage of the instruction given
there and of the elaborate and expen-
sive equipmeni provided.

At present a student holding our
Provineial  School certificate of grade
AT. i& eccepted by practically all of
the higher institutions without an
entrarce e»amination.

\s fur as geveral scholarship goes
theso pupils ere quite prepared o en-
tor upon the higher work of the Tech-
nical Ccllege, but in some respects
they are lamentably deficient.

As many of our high schools are
witheut proper lahoratory accommo-
dut:on. it is quite common to find
students whose education has been en-
tirelv fromn hooks, who h®ve never
handled a test tube or performed an
experiment for  themselves in their
wholg.school life.

Agamn, with the exception of some
little wmanuai training in  woodwork
now being tsken in several of our
Acmudemies and High Schools, there is
no peovision wade for the training of
the pupils in mechanical processes,
which is an wulsolute necessity for
those who propose to enter higher
technical institutions. Quite apart
from the merits of laboratory and
manual 4aining work as important
factcrs in the gereral education of
any person. such work, though it
shonld be quite general in its scope,
forms an admirable preparation for
specializod werk afterwards. -

In the absence of this preliminary
traininy the student who enters the
technieal college is obliged to take
workshop conrses and laboratory work
of the simplest description—work that
schoalLoys of 12 and 14 are set to do
in the manua! training room of the
elementary school. | Several conse-
quences ¢nsue; first, and most im-
portant, & geed deal of valuable time
that might bave been devoted to high-
er studies ‘s thus taken up with ele-
meatary work. Second, the work is
usually very bad indeed in its execu-
tion and ‘his from the fact that it is
increasingly difficult as we grow older
to acquire hand skill. Also, that from
the non suceess cf their efforts at ap-
parently simple work, a spirit of dis-
gust 1is often engendered and the
workehop period looked upon simply
as “time to ba put in.”’

What is the best preparation then,
for_higher technical training? Undoubt-
odly “a broad and liberal education”
would be the answer given by higher
educational autborities in most cases.
But upbu what lines should this be
taken, or Low may we best interpret
by modern methods the idea of a lib-
eral educatior?

In sha case of primary education we
have much that may help us in the
consideration of secondary or inter-
mediate methcds and principles. It is
generally accented now that education
should deal rot only with books but
with things—the children should not
not only ke tuught how to learn, but
how to do. So universal is the recog-
nition of this that in all civilized
countries io-day we find that increas-
ing attention is being paid to the lat-
ter side of school work. Kindergart-
ens, Manuel Training Schools, Domes-
tic Science scheols, and the universal
recognition of the importance of draw-
ing and handwork as a means of gen-
eral culturo end growth, may all be
cited as evidences of this.

At ths other end of the. scale we
have the higher institutions in which
the same principle ia exemplified in the
importance attached to, and the insis-
tence on lahoratory work in almost
all subjects: this apart from any spe-
cialism es in the higher technological
schools

Here in Ncova Scotia we are fairly
on the way to success with the intro-
duction of these modern ideas into our
primary schecls: aud, as was remark-
ed above, the higher institution scheme
with its practical sides, seems also to
have an assured future.

But how do we stand with = cegard
tc the inicrmediate stage, the High
school system of our province? In the
writer’s opinion the same principles
should be applied there as are now be*
ing adopied in our primary and high-
st institutions. For want of a more
comprehensive term we may call it the
introduction of ‘‘practical work”’—a
term which the man in the street is
particalarly prone to use when eriti-
cising our educational system.

He usually regards ‘‘practical work”
from its ulitarian side, and would
have nothing taught in schools of
which the direct and immediate use is
not cpparent to the most superficial
obgerver.

The introduction of practical work
can however ke shown to be broadly
educational in the best sense and
should be engaged in by every student,
no matter what his future life is to be
devoted to. The absence of practical
work means that the growth of the
pupil is not complete on all sides—his
reasoning powers not fully developed—
his body not completely in accord
with and under the conmtrol of his
brain. 15 iz o neccssity then for all
students to spend some time in actual
doing if their culture is to be com:
plete.

But for the student who plans &
career in incusirial and technical pro-
fessions how muck more is it a neces-
s'ty that bis training should be large-
ly “along. practical lines; while he may
not be looking forward to actual
handicraft for himself, the experience
and knowledge both of materials and
processcs gained in the early days in
the school, workshop or laboratory
aro of immense value to him in later
life.

Again, from our present system the
ideas of many of our cleverest and
brightest students are not directed to-
wards industrial pursuits, and they
are forced it would seem to devote
their lives and their educalion to the
crowded clder professions. 1% must be
admitted that tlis is rapidly changing
and voung en are beginning to re-
alize that oreater prizes are to be had
in other lines of life. Much however
remains to be done in the directing of
the netural abilities of our students
into lines )
tudes o the community and to them-
selves.

other countries though no two.coun-
tries can or should Wwork out the
problem in exactly the same way. We
r.e accustomed to look to Germany
for inspiretion in such matters, but
it scems to be over-looked very often
taat the conditions there are not ex-
actly the same as in Anglo-Saxon
countries. We are not quite so amen-
uble to government solicitude as the
hureau-regulated German, and it is
not possible to legislate our young
men  into  schools as is done in w0
many ctases in German institutions.

We have, however, plenty of exam-
ples which may help us, in the exper-
icnce of the United States in this con-
roction, In the|United States the de-
sirability oi differentiating between
those students who propose to enter
the higher technical schools and those
vho intend to join the ordinary col-
leye has Iyl %o the establishment in
many placés of two sorts of High
gchoul. These are known as “‘Eng-
Lsh” and “Manual Training” High
schools rispectively. In the former the
general irend is toward the arte and
in the latter towards Technology. In
fuct, many of the American manual
iraining High schools are Technical
«chools pure and simple, and devote
themselves in  specializing almost
Ihrcughout the course. Many authori-
ties consider this to be a mistake and
vould have the specializing left for the
higher institutions, an opinion in
which the writer entirely concurs.

In England, on the other hand, a
type of Secondary of High school
exists, known as Organized Science
Schools, which differ in many material
respects from their American proto-
types. In them the instruction is
largely scientific and in all branches
lahoratory work is insisted on. Work-
shops for wood and metal work form
e part of their equipment, but in
these ihe work is of a general charac-
ter only and no specizlism is aimed
at or allowed. Drawing forms an im-
portant part of this curriculum, which
is planned Ly the Government Board
of Fdveation. much latitude is how-
«ver allowed tc local authorities in
tie choice ¢f certain optional sub-
jects, but eaeh school must satisfy
ibe requirements.as to chemical and
physical lahoratories, art rooms and
worksheps.  Higher technical educa-
tion is only just beginning in Great
Pritain, but it iz to these intermed-
iate schools that the higher institu-
tions are looking for pupils. Exper-
ience has shewn that graduates from
themn are well fitted to enter upon
courses of gpecialization in sll the var-
jod branches of applied sciencein the
{extiio, engineering, mining and other
industrits.

Whicn of these two types, the Amer-
jcsn and Knglisk, is best suited to
our needs Lere? Careful and exhaust-
ive enquiry must of course be made
Lefore a decision is arrived at, but in
the writer’s opinion we have in our
present high school course an exoellent
wystem with which some of the fea-
tures of the American Manual Train-
ing High Scheols and the English Or-
ganized Scionce Schools might be well
incorporated.

Commencing with one or two of the
larger Academies, provision might be
wade for a dual course, one part on
tie lines of our present one and the
kT aesigned to Jead to industrial life
and the techunical college. The addi-
tion to the teaching stafi would not be
numerous; our present science teachers
are able and willing to undertake this
if given the nceessary equipment and
time. 'The provision of simply-equip-
ped workshops for wood and metal
working, turring and forging, woulc
entail some expense at first, and
teachers for thesc branches would be
required. Men are to be found. how-
ever, who can combine the teaching of
coveral of these branches, and of prac-
tical drawing also, and thus a large
addition to the stafi would not be re-
quired for that side of the work.

Such a course would be useful in
supplying several demands. For one,
it would give a better preparation for
wrade and industrial pursuits. It
would also give the boy who leaves
school fnally &t 16 or 17 much better
} zeparation for trade and industrial
pursuits. In other countries it has
beer: found that boys from such
cchools are enakled to acquire most
trades in a much shorter time than it
formerly took apprentices to do.

Agwin, the stafi and equipmeﬂ.; of
thew schools can be used for contin-
uation school work for those engaged
during the day time. This most im-
portant aspect of technical education
will have to be considered in any well-
orgaaized schime and can be largely
provided for in a High sehool with an
improved equpment as suggested. In-
deed, there 2re so many uses to which
sueh a sckool can be adopted and so
many branches of industry whose un-
durlying principles can be taught with
very simple equipment that this is
pechaps well werthy ot a place as an
aaditional reason for considering some
such scheme. ]

In many reepects our province 18
well abead ot its sisters in the mattcr
of education, and the adoption of some
ccheme of intermediate technical edu-
cation so briefly outlined here would
rot ounly tend to strengthen our indus-
trinl nosition considerably but would
also make the. gradation and steps
from the Common school to the Tech-
nical college as easy and natural as
sur presen: course does to the general

The New Idea in Fairs.

~ As the season of fall fairs draws
near, directors of agricultural societies
will be on the lookout for new and
atiractive features to be aaded to the
jrogramme of events. A good many
societics are muking an earnest en-
deavor to mmprove their fairs by the
introduction of educational features,
and at will pot ke out of place to
once_more drew their attention to the
exhibition at Whitby, which the Do-
minion and Provincial Departments
of Agriculturs axe striving to make a
model for others to follow.

The Whithy model fair will of
courss have the advice of expert
judges, who will explain the reasons
for their decisior in the ring, and
give addrosses on the best types of
horses, cattle, sheep and swine, In
this way the judging is made an edu-
cational ~feature, instead of being
merely an sllotment of premiums by
men who ure often incompetent or
biased in their judgment. The award-
ing of prizes at a fair is a compara-
tively unimporfant matter as com-

with other considerations.
What is really desirable is that fairs
should le the of di i g
information and of fixing correct ideas
in the minds of those who are pro-
ducing food stuffs, and on them the
prosperity ¢/ Canada depends. The
advantages of the expert judge system
have become sc  apparent that this
year over 150 fairs in Ontario are to
ke supplied with judges by the Pro-
vincial Department of Agriculture.

Another feature of the Whithy Fair
which is wortby of adoption by all
sgricultural sceicties, but which only
some half dozer have yet taken up, is
the series of illustration plots on the
fair grounds. These plots are in ex-
cellent condition at Whitby, and will
ferm an intaesting and  instructive
exhibit of the hest varieties of grass-
es, clovers, millets, sorghums, corn,
fcdder and pasture crops, turnips,
mangels and sugar beets.

The Whithy Fair Board will this
year atiempt to combine amusement
with instruction by holding a gymk’
haaa, or scrics of games on horse-
back. 1t is a lamentable fact that
hiorsshack riding is almost unknown in
Canada, and that the saddle is rarely
seen on a Canadian farm. We raise
hundreds of pocd saddle horses for
‘whicn there is a great demand at high
prices, but these horses are sold by
the farmers practically umbroken, and
the middl:man finishes them for mar-
ket aud gets the cream of the profit.
This i3 why an attempt is being made
to interest our preple in the pleasures
of the saddle. The events to be put
oi in the gymkhana at Whitby to de-
mnstrate skill in the saddle are as
follows.—polo pony competition, walk-
inz race, chstacle race, potato race,
hounet and skirt race, ginger ale race,
polo pony scarry, nomination race,
and high jumping competition. The
gymkhana events will be interspersed
with childien’s games and athletic
competitions to keep the interest from
flagging. The managers are determin-
ed to have a good, clean fair, where
all the boys and girls can go to
spend a pleasant and’ instructive day
without any injurious influence.

But it is not intended to allow the
amusement feature to overshadow in
any way the educational part of the
programme. Demonstrations of agri-
cultural processes will be .very much
in evidence. A modet kitchen and
dining room will be shown in opera-
tion with exbihitions of cooking sim-
ple dishes an.l addresses on economy.
Desirable and undesirable types of
fowls will be.shown, with lectures on
the fattening of chickens for the Brit-"
jsh markets, and exhibitions of kill-
ing, plucking anl packing for export.
Practical demonstrations of the prop-
er packing of fruit for export will Le
givea Ly expert packers, and every
etfort will be made to minister to the
wants of those who are looking for
information that will prove of practi-
ca! Lenefit.

He has before him the
examples of the successful iruit grow-
er aud is enabled to avoid all the
mistakes that bave strewn the way to
success with wrecks and losses. He
knows just what varieties to put out
icr peolit, just what kinds will do
best in his particular locality. Plant-
iuy, pruning, cultivating, are now re-
due:d o a tcience and we know just
what to do. - But  in making these
discoveries there have been endless ex-
j+timents and countless failures. The
new man is sure of his footing. His
neighbors have shown him the way
and he has the oppartunity to estab-
lish an ovchard that his neighbors
can never hore to approach. And it
will well repay one who is thinking of
embarking in the orchard business to
study the conditions of the neighbor-
hovd whers he intends to locate and
to visit some of those who have
fought their way to success  in that
section and get some practical hints
from themi. And so liberal are our
fruit growers as a rule, that they
willingly give away knowledge that it
has cost them hundreds of dollars in
time uad logses to acquire. There are
yet ample opportunifies for success in
fruii ruising and while there may
sometimes be seasons of depression,
the fruit acreage will continue to in-
crease and a paying market be found
for the product. But it is imperative
that the marn new to the business
avail himself cf the experierce which
has already heer acquired and he will
then avoid ds al mistakes. He shonuld

Standard Time.

ITS ORIGIN AND THE ARRANGE-

MENT OF ITS DIVIDING LINES.

Standard time is a system arranged
by the railroads of the United States
and Canada criginally. The purpose
was to do away with the multitude
of ditierent ‘‘times’’ used in business,
which affected the railways and in
‘operating the lines. The territory in
which these railways lay was divided
into belts running north and south,
and about 15 degrees wide, from east
to west; in every division of the coun-
try all business was to be done on the
same time. In the Maritime Provinces
of Canadu and a part of Maine the time
used wa« that of the sixtieth meridian
west of Greenwick. In the rest of New
England and as far west as Pittsburg
and Buffalo, the time fixed was that
of the seventy-fifth meridian, which is
tle time of Washington. The next belt
westward was ninetieth meridian time,
which is abcut the local time of New
COrleans, and then comes mountain
time, which 4§ nearly that of Denver.
Still farther west is Pacific time,
which is that of the one hundred and
twenticth meridian. Standard time di-
visions are not just 15 degrees from
east tuv west nor are their boundaries
regular. They are mapped out to suit
the railroads. and the changes are us-
ually lixed nt points which are june-
tivns for grean railways or divisional
terminais on che same lines. Sun tima
is su;nosad hy most people fo be tha
astronomical t.me of every place from
day to day. but it is really an aver
aging or equalizing of exact local time,
fcr the movemente of the earth sre
t.o irregular o permit the convoarnt
wee of astroromicai time, just as it is
determined by the position of the
beavenly hedics.

Clean the
picture first rapidly with lukewarm
water, Jdry, then go over the surface
twice with a raw potato or two. As
the potato soils. present a fresh sur-
face. Rinse in clean water and dry
with & scit cloth.

To set the color in black stockings,
tights, etc., place the garments in a
solution oi one gallon of warm water
to two teblesroonfuls of beef gall
Let them remain till the water is cold
squecze, shake and dry out of the sun.
Do not wso & wringer. Another way
of treating black stockings (cotton) is
to wuash them ir warm soapsuds and
ringe in water to which a little vin-
exar has heen added. This has the ef-
feect of mercerizing the stockings, so
that they will keep their color till
worn out.

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TO Kk‘ EGGS FRESH.

German rewspapers state that it is
possible to keep eggs fresh for any
length of time by simply immersing
them iu & ten per cent. solution of sil-
icate of soda, commonly called “lig-
uid glass.” This produces the forma:
tiva of a coa:ing which renders the
egys perfectly air-tight. The eggs so
treated retun their fresh taste for
wmany monthe. The best proof of the
efficacy of this treatment has been
furnished by this fact that such eggs,
after having beer kept for a whole
yveur, were hatfched, and the chickers
wire strong ans healthy. The preserv-
ity solution is best prepared by dis-
solving ore pound of liquid glass in
four quaris of cold water. The eggs
are then immersed in this solution,
which shculd be kept -in a glazed
earthenwar: vrssel, and the eggs are
kept in the solution for a short time.
1f one of these preserved eggs is to be
boilad. the skell must be first perfo-
rated in ovder te prent cracking.
