ant Session at New Tusket

The Digby County United Baptist 
District Meeting convened with the 
New Tusket Church Monday and 
Tuesday,, April 21st and 22nd.

Rev. G. C. Durkee preach­
ed Tuesday morniw*. Tuesday after­
noon meeting was devoted to a 
discussion of Denominational Pro­
blems in the County. The chief 
questions discussed^ was our Denom­
inational allotment. The allotment 
for 1918 was $1,955.Oq of which 
amount the County only raised $1,104.- 
80. The reason for this deficiency 
was mainly considered to be the lack of 
education along missionary lines.
