Sarie tinie ago the Orange Wanderms, ain in-
flueuîtial chut) in New jersey, acqiuiesceil by (armai
moationl in tite hy.law ai the tawn autîsorities com-
pselling ail cyclers to carry lantcrn and bell. A
(urious starmn ai wards lias been the result, IKarl
Kron ieadiog tbc cyclone Ihy attacking the '%Vanl-
derers for blîcir treacherous condutîc towamds
wheitnen in general. The WVanderers defend
their action by clainsing tîtat the ardinance is a
reasonalîle one, and anc that Ill wheelînen shaultl
bc willing ta abey. On bte atîxer lîand, Mr. E.
J. Schriver, of thc .New Vorl, Bicycle Cltub, ex-
presses in a clear andI clignified inanner tîte views
o ainry wlicelien, bath resident anti non-rcsi-
dlent, on the subject. Ile niakei the Sounfd point
af qtaestioning the canstittttionality af sttch an
obrcinance, and offers assistance sluouid an artrest
iturnish a test case. The New York Club has, by
formai resolutions, protested against the by.law
and tîte action oi the Orange Wanderers, anti
callcd an the League Officers ta test the constitui-
tionality of the ordinance.

In England, wu' isclieve, it is compsulsory ta
carry bath bell anti lantern ; antI while it is ta lie
hoped that yeamrs unay pass before a similar rule
prevails in thlis country, tîtere is noa little farce in
the contention that if sleighs niust carry belîs for
the wamniog and protection ai, tbe public, cycles,
being cqually noiieless and Swvift, shoulci alsa carry
them. Ail that cyclists have ever maintaincd is
that their wbccls sbouid stand on the same footing
in tue eycs ai thc law as otîter public cardages,
anti in placing them in the saune catalogue as
sleighs it does flot appear ta us that anything un.
reasonable is being donc. Beils are a nuisance,
eertainly, but lanterns should be carried by evemy
rider by niglit for his own sarcty.
us be iree as long as possible ta do as wcý please.

"COAST" OR " SHOOT."1

Commcnting ons the prevailing tendency amng
Englislî whcel papers tu mili int the use of slang
anti the abuse of local phrases and catch.words
usually in quatations, a wvriter in the C. T. C.
Gazelle says :

IBut I begant with rcfèence to literary style,
and 1 would beg ta close with the e,:prcssion af
in opinion that the English lnage, as tised in
Great liritai, is comprchensivc and gond enough
for ail1 purposes when wtiting (or the cdificatiort
of ordinary En.ýlislî folk. There is a communi-
cation in the N asember Gazette front '5247,' in
whiclî )le says . 1 1 requcntly coast a nioderate
hihl.' 1'hl venture tu believe that flot a lew
of lîis readers svill (ail ta junîp it the conclusion
as ta what is the meaning of the word. If he
liad said that 'I1 frequently çhoot,' or 1 1 frcquently
e-ish,' or 'I frequently run a moclerate lutli,' he
wouildlhave been insîantitlytundlerstoodl. Tte word
4 coast ' is a word in use in the Ncw England,
States af Amcrica, anti is npplied ta shonting
dlown a hill at the fastest vclocity in a hand-
sleigh (or sied) aver the snowl in winter, and is
analogous ta 1 tobogganting' wvith the Canadians.
It is true thiat Ainerican cyclists have talcen to
use the word as indicating rushing clown a hill,
but thiere is no necîl in Great Britain ta resart tu
its use."

WVhy " coast" is sa objectionable, whiie "lshoot"
is quite uîîderstandable, wc in Anierica (ail ta sec.
Ceast is pectliariy suitabie ta express th xc eiredl
meaning, as ta one acquaintcd with tobogganing
it impEes the very action rcferred ta, that of
hanging on likze griîn death and lctting the

i asheen " go its awn *sweet will. On the
other hand, nckhcr "«run," nor ',shoot," nor
"rush," expresses the idèn ar unaidcd mave-
ment, and each ane af these würds, when used
in the sense spoken of, nxight bc talcen in their
ordinary nieaning, wlîiclî has no relation ta cy-
cling. Let us have a distinctive word for a dis-
tinctive action when vie ray.
