I was beginning to fedi
very hungry. The rain was pouring, as it can only pour in th
country ; time passed, the boys were anxious, Ngola’s face w
very long ; he felt worse than I did. When it began to get daf§
I said, '] Qid not believe the men would come, when thd
cooked their own food, (they only have one meal a day and ¢
in the evening) they might bring me some.” Shortly afte
wards in comes Wanga with a plate of corn meal mush andf¥
plate of mushrooms, enough for a small family, but the mug
was 20 sour, (before pounding the corn they soak it so long th
native mush is always sonr) and no salt, I was afraid if I slej
without eating something I would have fever, so I took som
but I dare not chew it ; I took it as I would a large pill, af
followed it by a dose of quinine. !

After the men had finished their supper, we all gathered §
my hut and held a short service ; Ngola read and explained
passage of Scripture, then leading in prayer. It was touchig
to hear him pray that I wonld be kept in safety, that T wo
not be sick for want of food, &c. .

T then took a rubber sheet I had and spread it on the bed;
did not know who slept there the night before ; everything w
so wet outside I could not even have new leaves; wrapp|
myself in my tepoia net, and slept, really slept, I was so tire§
Next day we waited in camp until the men came along aud
had some food We had no further trouble.
