HOW~ IT '%AS TOLD TO 1BROTHER CEDRIC, THE CELLARER 0F

GLASTONBURY.

(T is knownl to ail that dwell in this our land of the West

Saxnbut, hoiiefl tha the bressed ofdhthee nepheder o
Sainst Bdchiefly toa the brethren of tlthe Orer ofw

of ia the King, and the favorite disciple of Maiduif, the
inonk, fromi Brin the Island of Saints-wvas made bishop of Shire-
burne in the year of our Lord 705. H-e knowving, by revelation of
our Lord, thar the terni of his life wvas near at hand, that lie mighlt
add merit to menit, was wvont to preachi, as one may say, day and
niglit, opportune, importune, according to the counsel of Saint
Paul ; to visit his diocese ; to fast, and performi ail other works
of piety, as in the vigror of lus age. 1it is known too. how that lie
passed to his rewvard in the year 709, at the Manor of Doulting,
w:hich belongeth to our lord, the Abbot of Glasionbury, and lieth
buried at Malmesbury, in the church that is dedicated to the Most
Blessed Archangel M-ichael.

Nowv, the same holv Bish op, as, in anotlîer place I have, duly
set dowvn, had for bis best beloved disciple and friend, Oswald of
Ethandune, whom, indeed. he made Prior of Bradfordl, on the river
Avon, whichi place, as ail men know, lieth not far from the city
of ilqzta Sois, (i) as a mani journeyeth thence towards Saruni.

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'Concerning the said Prior Osva1d 1 have told, in the same place,
'how, when the holy Bishop Aldhelm tarried xvith him overnight on
xthat last journey to Doulting, on the Feast of Saint Gregory of
Nazianzen, and communed wvitl him, far into the night, of many
woanirous things and strange; howv, 1 say, the Prior Oswald did
[ail, during the first Nocturn at Matins, into a strange stumber
fr'3m wvhich no man, yea not the blessed Aldhelm hiniself, could
awaken him. 1-ow, moreover, Oswvald the Prior, by command of
the good Bishiop, wvas placed in a litter borne on mules, and carried
to our abbey of Glastanbury, and howv they laid him, wvith store of
meat and drink against his sudden coming to himself, in the
Chapel of the HoIy joseph of Arimathea. Ail this have 1 set clown,
yet is there more to tell, wvhich, by command of our lord, the
Abbot, 1 do here set forth.

Nowv, it so chanced, as wve used to saY, that 1, too, ivas of
Ethandune, wvhich Iieth nearer yet to Sarum than Bradford, on the
river Avon, and that Prior Oswva1d wvas mine ancient friend and play-
mate, wvho also served his noviceship with me at Malmesbury first,
;znder Aldhelm the Bishop, w~ho wvas then Abbot, and, later, at
this our abbey of Glastonbury. This, too, I have elsewvhere
wvritten. But when, with consent of our lord, the Abbot, the
blessed Aldlhelm, wvhat time hie wvas made bisliop of Shireburne by
our most holy Lord, Pope Sergius, did set our brother Oswald,
over the Priory of Saint Lawrence at Bradford, we said farewvell,
as f riends and comirades must, in obedience to those set over us,
nor thougrht to meet again. But, in the year 707, wherein xvere
beat and droughit such as no man called to mind the like, though
lie wvere three score years of age, or even four score, it feli out
that a monk of our Holy Order, journeying [rom Canterbury to
Glastonbury, tarried the nighit at Bradford, as wvas customary.
Thien, wvhen our lord, the Abbot, asked hlm, "How doth our good
Prior, Oswald, and the brethren ?" the strangrer answered: As to

the brethren, God be thanked, Our Lady Mary and Saint
«Benedict, they be iveil in health, save that Gregory, the deacon,
'<was, Iast wveek, sore stung by a wvasp, and liath a swvollen lip

il thereby; but as for Prior Oswvald, hie is like to die, so sick is lie,
"and white and faint'" Whereat the Father Abbot: 41Wliat then
'aileth Ilinî? " quoth lie. « 1Nav, that 1 know flot, Father, " said

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the mo'k ole Canterbury, 'lnor saith lie aught, nor bath com-
"plained, nor failed to keep the Rule, as is his wvont." "Think'st
'thou hie needeth change of air?" so spake our lord, the Abbot.
"In truth," returned the other, "and wvith ail reverence, an lie
change nat bis earthly scene, hie is like ta pass hence forever,
and ere nany days."

Thus did it corne ta pass that our good lord, the Abbot. who
wvas ever, in very truth, a father ta us of his liousehald, badte Oda,
the lay-brother, saddle mule and hie, with wvhat speed L~e miplit,
ta Bradf'ord, with commnand ta Prior Oswald that hie should corne,
forthwith, ta Glrxrtonbury, and sojourn here for so long as aur
lord, the Abbot, should see fit. Mareover, Wilfrid of Sarum, an
ancient and venerable brother, should, said aur lard, rule the house
at Bradford in the meantime. XVhich, as wvas meet, wvas done, as
aur lard comrnanded.

We two ancient camnrades, theret'are, that had not thaught ta
meet again, tilI wve should corne, by God His rnercv, and the merits
of aur Lady Mary and Saint Benedict, ta the land ot the living,
did thus came face ta face once more in the place of our pilgrim-
age. M oreover, by command of aur lard, the Abbot, Oswald the
Prior spent much tirne wvith me in aur cool cellarage, as one ilhat
needed caolth ta calrn the fever in bis bload, the heat, as 1 have
said, being such as none had known the like, no, flot Osivald hiim-
self, what tirne lie tarried in Rame, and at Subiaco, in. the year
701. Many things and strangre did lie miake known ta me, as 1
have written, in aiother place but none sa strange and passing
al belief as that wvhich follaoveth.

1 stoad, saith hie, ini that strange state of drearn or vision, as
saith Saint Paul, whether in the body, or out af the body, 1 knowv
not, God kzioweth, lî) upon a maunitain, ili-- tha nany in this
aur land of Wessex, though nat sa higb as those vast Alps and
Apenninies whichi thou has neyer seen. Yet wvas its summit clad

wvith sno'v, even in midst of summer, even as they are clad, wvhich
gIow~ed in raseate glary, 'neath the setting sun. And, far away,
the sea that lieth betwveen us and Erin, lay, like a sea of glass
mingledt witb,,fire, sa siooth it wvas and sa inset wvith fiames af

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radiarn e frorn the Sun that sank to rest therein, even as the beloved
Aposile !saw it from the rocks of Patmos. TMien lie that stood
beside nie, wvhom 1 knew not yet, thaughi 1 later knew, bade me
look, near at liand, and, as it wvere, beneath niy feet.

Then was 1 wvare of a vialley, fair to gaze upon, but narrower
far- thati that strange vale of rocks that lietli, as thou knoiwest,
not -nany milles hience, Ji) tlîougli flot unlike to it. 'Jet wvas it
one tliat mnighit have passed unseen but that niw guide had bidden
me to lcor<, and tlîat my sight, was strangely keen, as is the wvant
af us who clwell upan the Doivns by Ethandune-as again tiiau
kiiowest, friend Cedric. (A.5, indeed, is true, thougli wvhy, it
passes me to say; but that it sa pleaseth Himi w~ho made us so.)
But Io the tale of Prior Oswald, flot ta my useless musings. 1
looked, said lie, an that fair vale, and Ia ! therein %v'as reared a
mighity Abbey, sucb as, our Master Maidulf told us, shelter many
hundred brethiren, priests, and choir, and lay, in Erin, the Island af
the Saints. 'Jet wvas it built in sucFh a fashion that anc should say
wvho dicl but chance ta look therein, nor looked again ; A pile of
rocks, quath lie, wvitli mnany caves, or engles' eyries ;* so %vas that
Abbey tlîat wvas reared, by wvhose hands I know not, within that
fair but narratv vale, whereto, it seemed, wvas neither wvay of
entrance nor of exit. But, as I nîarvelled greatly thereanient, lie
that 1 knew flot yet, spake ta me again, and pointed, even as hie
spake, and bade me look and sec. What seeest thou? h e asked,
and 1 made answer, A narrotv raad, my lord, that leadeth
wvhence we stand, dowvn the nîountain side, even ta the verge of
tlîat strange vale.

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pery grass in days that neither thou nor 1 shall ever forge, titi wve
do sleep in death ; nor, were it otherwise, should 1 have feared to
fali, for, since 1 did but fol1ov as I wva, bidden, God, methought,
had given His Angels charge concerning me, to guard me in this
wvay, as in ail others. I, therefore, followed, fearig not, nor
doubting but that 1 should corne safely to that Abbey wvhich 1 had
seen.

And, as it proved, thither wve came at last, by such a path as
I have spoken of. Tilen, as I stood before a larger cave than ail
the rest, he that had brought m.ý thither, bade me look back along
the %va), hy wvhichi we late had corne. 1 tell thee, Brother Cedric,
nothing but the truth, as God shall judge me at the last:. thou
knoxvest me of old, moreover, as one more given to brevity than
to many w-ords, in which, perchance, there wvanteth flot sin, or
folly at the least, and Iack of edification.-(As, indeed, 1 knsiv
him to be.)

Foot-sore wvere they, wveary, and
travel-stained, as men wvho had journeyed, long, and from afar. And,
as they came they chanted, aq, rnethinks, the Chosen People
might, 'vhen bid to sing the Lord's song, Surifum Babylon>is,
in a -;trange land. (z) What sang they ? sayest thou What but
this .Deis venerunt gentes iii /ereditaiemi Tizam, Oh God ! The
heathen are corne into Thine inheritance ! (2) Yet knewv 1, even
then, that it w- no Northmen; nay, nor heathens, that had
wroughit this evil, but men nurt red at the breasts of our Holy
M1otheù, the Church, rebellious sons who had turned against her;
yea, rather, turned against her Lord an.d theirs.

Then said 1, even as the Blessed and beloved Apostie, John,
Sir, who be these, and whence came ïthey ? And he made
answver : These be they of whom this our land is flot wvorthy, wvho

And, as 1 watched and Iistened, la ! the mournful chant wvas
changed, and as men chant wvho look for certain, yea, for speedy
victory, thley sang, with one accord, Exsurgat Deus, Let God arise.

found none, save oniy that Blessed City that hath foundations,
whose Builder and Maker is God. And they, truly, couid we but
see it sa, found th.- best ending ta their pilgrimage that a man
may find.

I stood, then, amid the ruined arches of that ivondrous
church, and nat in suminer, as it wvas but nowv, wvhen as 1 staod an
that great mauntain that I told thee af, but in the midst of a cald
winter's nighit. N or couid 1 doubt wvhat night it wvas, for he that
had braught me thither bade me look up and listen. Brothier,
ance mare I tell chee but the simple truth, as I shall stand before
the tribunal of Christ aur Lard an that hast, dreadfui day, wvhen
the secrets af ail hearts shall be reveated, Hear, then, and know,
ivhat I did hear and see.

For, as: la stood and listened, faint at first, as if amid the very
stars, yet drawvingr ever nearer ta aur lawer earth, came saunds of
chanting, such as shepherds heard an that first Christmas night,
at Bethlehem. Gloria, sang they, in a charus of cehestiai bar-
many, as when the morning stars praised Gad together, and ail

the sonls of God shouted for joy, and again ; Glori in excelsis
Deo, et ini terra pax Jiorinibus honoe voluntatis. Mien, as it seemed,
the very stars drev iiear the earth, and there wvas a rushing mighty
saund, as ot rnany wings, and 1 wvas ware that the bright hasts of
Ileaven were winging their way towvards the ruins of aur bouse of
God ; yea, that the stars, as 1 had thought them, were torches
that they bore, each in bis right hand, kindled, I doubt not, in the
light of God Himself.

SHAKESPEARE AND HIS WORKS:

(A paper read before " The Newmnan Reading Circle," Ottawa.)
By A. J. MýAcGILLIVRAY.

(Conchridcd /romv Noveiber.)

"The Merchant of Venice," belonging to the second period
of Professor Bayne's classification, is said by the English historian
John Richard Green, to "mark the perfection of his clevelopment
as a dramatist in the conipleteness ot its stage effect, the ingenuity
of its incidents, the ease of.its movement, the poetical beauty of
its highler passages, the reserve and self-control wvith which its
poetry is used, the conception and unfoling of character and
above ail the mastery with which character and event are grouped
round the figure of Shylock." Continuing Mr. Green cays, "But
the poet's temper is stili young. "The Merry Wives of Windsor"
is but a buret ofgcay laughter, and the laughter, more tempered, yet
full of a sweeter fascination, rings round us in "IAs You Like It.'>'
But i the melancholy and mneditative 'Jacques' of the last drama
wve feel the touch of a newv and .-raver mood, youth, so full and
buoyant iii the past till nowv seems to have suddenly passed
away."

Neither of these twvo authorities makes any reference to the
play of Henry VIII, and it is doubtful that it deserves any of the
ardent laudations bestowed by them on some ot Shakespeare's
masterpieces. Speddingr cbaracterized it as wveak and disappoint-
ingr, the interest of the play utterly failing towards the end. In a
brief criticismn he concludes ."cThe singrularity of H-enry the VIII,
is that, wvhile four-fifths of the play are occupied in matters wvhich
are to make us incapable of mirth-' Be sad, as wve would make
you,'-the remaining fifth is devoted to joy and triumph aiid ends
wvith universal festivity :

Trhis day no ian thinks
Has busine±ss at bis blouse; for ail shaih stay,

This littie one shjah niake it hioliday,'"1

Mr. Spedding in his study of the play, publishied inl 1850,

explains the wveakness and want of unity or harniony in the play
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by reaching the conclusion that Shakespeare wrote " Act 1, Sc. 1,
I1; Act 1l, Sc. III, IV ; Act III, Sc. HI (te> exit of the King);
Act V, Se. 1, and Fletcher ail the rest of the play (though possibly,
even a third hand can be detected)."

An attempt has been made to prove that Massinger wvrote the
disputed part of the play, but Spedding's views are nowv generally
accepted.

Hartzberg describes the play of Henry the VIII as 'la
chronicte historyw~ith three and a haif catastrophes, varied by a
marriage and a coronation pageant, ending abruptly with a child's
baptismn." It is evident from the part of the play admitted to have
been written by Shakespeare that his design wvas interfered wvith
by others who had a controlling influence over the stage, and who
ivere stimulated by entirely different purposes. Long before the
play appeared Shakespeare had not only ceased to be himself an
actor, but had returned to his native Stratford. It isýreg-arded by
somne as probably the 1'last heir " of the poet's invention, although
4 (* he Tempest " is entitled to that distinction with greater
certainty. The play of Henry the VIII wvas acted as '-a nev
play " on June 29th, 1613, and resulted in the destruction by fire
of the Glob~e theatre on that day. This catastrophe, whbich hap-
pened during the progress of the play, almost seerns like an inter-
vention of Providence against those wvho had evidently pre.vented
the execution of Shakespeare's original design for the play wvhich
wvouId have given to the world a truer conception of the profligacy
of Henry the VIII. The seriousness attaching to the characters
of the King, and Cardinal Wolsey, and the patient suffering- of
Catherine ot Arragon, every inch a Queen, preserve the unity and
sequence of the tragedy until despoiling, hands interfere with its
course and prevent its otherwise inevitable success.

A fewv facts out of the many that are usually cited by wvriters
of Shakespeare's biogyraphy wvith such zealous industry are quite
relevant in considering bis pre-erninence as a poet and drarnatist.

Shakespeare's parents wvere of Ilgentie birth," a phrase wvhichi
indicates ancestral distinction or renown. This distinction seens
to have been acquired chiefly during the ivars of the Roses. Even
the orign of the name Shakespeare miglit not unlikely be traced to
wvarfarè. Peacef'ul as his owvn lufe ivas, w'hat other genius could
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hetter describe the keen spirit of the combatantP The morally
strong and amiable characteristics of Mar> Arden, his mother,
account, in some measure, for the poet's popularity and succEss.
Ris attractive personality won for him hosts of friends and silenced
the vc>ice of the few envious rivais wvho in bis early career hiad
dared to ineasure their strength against himn. His own wvords
seemi quite apt iii describing himn as a man

His life w'as gentie and the elernents
So anixed in himn that nattre miglit stand up
And say to all the ivorld-This ivas a man!"

Professor Bayne, in describing Shakespeares native place
says :-11 In Shakespeare's lime Warwickshire wvas divided by the
irregular line of the Avon into twvo unequal but welI marked
divisions known respectively from their main characteristics as the
wood land and the open country, or more technically as the dis-
tricts of Arden and Feldon, the former including the thick ly
wooded region north of the Avon of wvhich the celebrated forest
of Ar-den wvas the centre, and the latter the champaign country,
the rich and fertile pasture lands between the Avon and the line cf
his separating Warwvick from, the Shires of Oxford and North-
ampton."

The Arden district stretched to the north of Stratford, as
Bayne says " in a]] its amplitude and variety of bill and dale,
leafy covert 4ind sunny glade, giant oaks and tangled thickets-
the moor land stillness being broken at intervals not only by out-
cries and flutterings overhead, but by dappled herds sweeping
across the open plains or twvinkling in the shadowvy bracken as well
as by scattered groups of timid conies feeding at matins and ves-
pers on the tender shoots and sweet herbage of the forest side."
This wvilI suflike to give an imaginary picture of the districts
through wvhich Shakespeare roved in bis keen and intense boyhood
drinking in the natural beauties of the stili and lordly forest of
Arden or the flo'very nieads of Feldon, and thereby enriching and
developing the mental pabulumn that in after years distinguished
him as England's greatest poet.

Warwickshire had been before bis time the battlefield for the
Wars of the Roses. From bis youth bis spirit must have breathed
in the tales of human passions, ambition, revenge and cruelty

ernpliasized by the clash of arms preluding triumphi and defeat.
This fact may partly account for those grand miasterpieces of his
creative genius that like mirrors reveal the varying passions of
mankind. It is also well known that lie becamie fanijlar wvith the
st.ages even years before hie left Stratford-upon-Avon.

It seerus also well wvorth recalling the fa ct that, for the first
fev years of his life ini London, he wvas employed in revising wvritten
plays, which labor wvas probably conducive to his great and rapid
success as a dramatist. Such revision required thought,- care,
precision, a practical striving to attain the best iiictiixo of expre.ss.
ing ideas, as wvell as, profound study. This occupation doubtless
afforded hirn a preliminary training that suggests his later efficieticy
as an original composer.

Nevertheless the attraction of Shakespeare's ivorks seems to
be diminishing .The strenuou6 life of modern cities needs for the
relaxation of jaded physical and mental energies a lighter litera-
ture than Shakespeare's works. The growing preference for light
theatrical amusements of a kind that is lowering the literary and
moral standard of the stage is pot flattering to the social conditions
that cause it. An absorbing materialism, which leaves iio leisulre
even for the rich, fosters mediocrity. It seems to be the prolific
source for silly burlesques, for frivolous and unsparingly irreverent
caricatures.

The true standard for testing the merits of a Iiterary work
should have special reference to its value or real benefit to man-
kind. Its fascination or brilliancy cannot compensate for the
absence of more substantial and worthiier merits. Its gilded super-
ficiality may dazzle for a moment the indiscriminate, injudicious
reader but like many pagan wvritings it may be more productive
of harm than good. The wvorld indeed builds its pedestals to
brilliant and successful genius howvever erratic, but virtue im-
mortalizes genius without a monument. Many wvriters pose as
moralists and seeni to dlaimn a monopoly of the truth. But the
discriminative reader is apt to be shocked by their narrow and dis-
torted viewvs of man's miost serious responsibilities, their grovelling
and lax conceptions of dut3', or their strange and offensive appre-
ciation of mat ters of comparatively little or no concern. Not
infrequently they make love condone or even justify nearly every

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offence, and they mix it up injud-iciously with ail sorts of crimes
and horrors almost every time. If they are brilliant and clever
what a poor account ot their stewvardship they give wasting their
genius in writing books and novels that should neyer be found in
the family, or any Iibrary, unless Iabelled poison because of their
pagan adulterations. Their brilIiancy or fascination only makes
them the more dangerous, aithougli they burrow or attempt to
conceal lm-norality under a thin veneer of respectability. One
serious flaw, one false, basic principle, mars the attractiveness of a
book or story as a jarring note destroys the melody of a song.

Newvman said of Shakespeare that lie is sometimes Ilim-
modest but neyer immoral." The immodesty is chiefly in some of
his poems. His leading dramas display a moral fibre as strong as
that of the giant oaks of his native Arden. His esteem for moral
worth and good name, his reverence for the beautiful and really
great, his fldelity to truth and justice and lis realistic conceptions
of human life and man's frailties, are crystalized in words that
live to the end of time's remotest hour.

The late Rev. Bro. Patrick V. O'Brien,
O.M.f ANY and severe have been the afflictions wvhich Divine

Providence ha s, within the past tew weeks, meted out to
the Oblates of Mfary ImmaculaLe in Ottawa and its vicinity ; but
amongst those sad *calamities.. scarcely any- is so productive of
profound grief as the death of our young Oblate Scholastic, Rev.
Patrick V. O'Brien, who yielded bis youthful and guileless soul
into the haads of bis Creator on the Vigil of the Feast of the
Immaculate Conception. Endowed wvith the striking traits of a
zealous, ardent missionary, hie seemed destined to do a great and
noble work in the vineyard of the Lord, and in our dear Congre-
gation, wben death's unsparing hand snatched him off in the
bloom, and strength of manhood.

Bro. O'Brien %vas born in Eastbampton, MWass. He com-
pleted his preliminary studies in the local schools of that town,
and in the Williston, Maine, Seminary. Tlien, responding to the
pious wish of his parents and the cal of God, hie entered the
Oblate juniorate-at Buffalo. where lie passe-d five years. He made
his novitiate at Tewvksbury Genter, after which he uvas sent to tbe
Scholasticare at Ottawa East, there to begin his philosophical and
theological studies. But Tovards the spring of that same year
lie was stricken for twvo months with a severe illness, from which,
however, lie recovered sufflciently to pass a vacation with bis
companions. On September 8th, 1903, lie liad the happiness to
consecrate bis young life wholly to the service of God in the Oblate
Congreg-ation. Scarcely had lie completed this sublime act wvhen
bis malady renewed its attack, and in a"most "patient and co ur-
ageous manner did lie endure bis sufferings so tlîat not a word of
complaint wvas ever knowvn to cross bis lips during the tbree long
months of bis illness.

Ever forgetful of self, hie was always !solicitous about the
wants and troubles of others, wvhile biis vivid faith and piety,
his beautiful childlike*devotion to bis dear,*,Mother, Mary
Immaculate, and especially his. perfect heroic resigixition to the
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wvill of divine Providence-ail this wvas a source of edification to
his Brothers, and a means of bringing down the choicest blessings
of heaven upon himself and the Community. Strengthened by
the spiritual consolations and Sacraments of the Church he at last
died a niost beautiful and happy death, having sublime sentiments
in bis heart and on his lips and his eyes lovingly fixed on a picture
of the Immaculate Conception.

Owing to his gentie and engaging maniner, his affectionate
and cheerful disposition, his singleness and steadfastness of pur-
pose, and his generous, manly, good-natured behaviour, Bro.
O'Brien endeared himself to ail wvho came in contact wvith him,
and wve may truly say, Ilto knowv him wvas to love him." The
people of the Holy Family Parish in Ottawa East entertained the
highest esteemn for Bro. O'Brien, wvhile the pupils of the parochial
school, to A homn he often gave music lessons, hiad for him a deep
affectirrn, as a token of which they will have a High Requiem,
Mass offered for the repose of bis soul.

To bis beloved Brothers in Religion, and especially to those
fond companions wvho have stuclied side by side wvith h'"im for
many years and to whom lie ever proved himself the kindest,
loyalest and truest of friends, the untimely death of Bro. O'Brien
brings profound sorrow. The cross indeed is hard to bear, but
feeling confident that our dear departed Brother and friend had
the great happiness to celebrate the glorious feast of the lmmac-
ulate Conception amongst the blessed in heaven, wve may cast
aside our sorrow and rejoice in the accomplishment, of the wvill of
God.

To the sorrowving parents, brothers and sisters of the dearly
beloved and much lamented young Brother wve extend our sin-
cerest sympathy, and wve pray God to console the afflicted and to
give rest to the departed.

A CLASSMATE.
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The University Fire,
bdTHE material buildings are destroyed, but flot Father

Tabaret's wvork." So telegraphed our Oblate Archbishop, Mgr.
Langevin, of St. Boniface, and neyer wvas truer word written or
spoken. Indeed, the expressions of sympathy, evoked from ail quar-
ters, even, as we mnight have feit sure they would be, from our sister
universities, not of our Faith, have gone fa r to reconcile us to our
loss. But, as MNgr. Langevin says, if the dear, farniliar buildings
have disappeared, the work of our pious founder remains.
Whereof bis statue, uninjured, as shown in our illustration, is
surely, a symbol and a pledge.

Yet Wednesday, December 2, 1903, wvîll ever be a dark day in
our annals. As to the cause of the fire, there can be littie doubt,
if any, that it wvas caused by a cigarette stump, at the back of the
stage, and mnust have smouldered aIl nighit long. Father Thomas
Murphy, wvho wvas rnaking his thanksgiving, after Mass, in the

Sibters' Chapel beside the laundry, saw the two windows, at the
back of the Academic Hall, filled ivith flamnes, about 7.30 a.m. and
at once raised the alarm, in the basement and kitchen. Father
O'Boyle, who wvas in the Recreation Room, appears to have smelt
smoke about the saine time He, also, raised the alarrn, and
started to go to his room on the floor above, to Save, if possible,
the valuable papers kept there, but a blast of flame, coming
through the doors of the Acadtemic Hall, drove him back, singeing
his hair as it did so.

The rapidity wvith which the flames spread was notaiing less
than awful. The long wooden corridors, the superheated steam
pipes, carried the fire more effectually than ariy flue or chimney
could po.-sibly' have done. Before any effort wvas made to check
its progress the blaze had proceeded from one end of the vast
structure to the other, a distance of over 300 feet, and could be
seen from the street, leaping up the two great staircases almnost
at the saine time. Crowds of horrified onlookers began to pour
in, attracted by the dense smoke and flame that issued from a
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hundred winidowvs at top and bottorn of the doomed building.
The excitement at this moment wvas something neyer to be for-
gotten. Blanched faces asked questions that tongue dared flot
utter. Fortunately it wvas breakfast hour. At the first cry
ICollege on fire ! Save yourselves ! " the Iower halls and rooms

were quickly eniptied into the courts and streets. Thie Fathers
who happened to be in their roomis had to leap or to mun for their
lives. Haif a dozen of the students wvere iii or sleeping, and
had to leap or wait titi they were resctied. Severat of the Sisters
and domesties, as was customary, had -ont to make up the rooms
of the students and the dc'rmitories, when they found their escape
by the two stairways cut off., Happily they were noticed in this
extremity by Father Legautt, and directed to the fire-escape. With
the help of the lay professors who e- in a similar predicaiment,
the terrified women wvere handed down to the roof of the hand-
ball attey and thence by a ladder to the ground.

Father Rector's first thought was for the Blessed Sacrament,
wvhich was saved none too soon, as wvere some of the sacred
vestments.

The rest wvas like a nightmare. The narrowv escape of the
fewv priests, students and women, who happened to, be upstairs,
shewed only too plainly, what must, inevitably, have happened,
had the fire broken out, even an hour earlier. Surely, God's
angels, as xve nightly prayed, dwelt in the Univerzity, and kept the
inmates safe in that hour of sorest danger. Three if our Fathers,
as is too wvell known, were not so fortunate ; Father Boyon's
escape can only be described as miraculous, for those who saw
him fait, rebound from the verandahi roof, and faîl again, felt sure
he niust be dead. Father Futham's fati was, indeed, partty
broken by a blanket, but only partly. Father McGurty was
forced to make his way through a verit-able liell of smoke and
flarne. One life, only, throughi God's mnercy, wvas lost at the time,
poor old Miss Danis, perished, %vithout hope of resclie ; but we
have nowv to mourn the toss of Father Chartes Futham, O.M.I.,
and Father Chartes W. McGurty, O.K.I1.

,That there- was heroism, and to spare, on the part of Fattiers,
students, Sisters, anid servants, need not be said. Lt was certainly
offset by the stowness, the blundering, the inefficiency of our Fire
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Brigade. More lies-that is the only word-have been carculated,
concerning this matter, than any man niay hope to trace ; the facts
remain, and are, as Burns says, Ilstubborn chiels. and winna
ding," are flot to be uvercome by falsehood, however brazen.
Two, or three such facts rnay be here set down, such as can be

attested by sufficient evidence. Fact une:- Fatiier O'Boyle wvas
obliged to telephone to a newspaper office, asking the editor to

ring up as niany flue stations as possible. A new and effectuai
method, in the Capital of the Dominion ! He had, already,
telephoned to the nearest station, and received ne answer. Yet,
according to the Chief, his Brigade were on the spot be/ore aie
alarn was given.' To use a homely phrase much current in the
Old Land: " 1You pay your money and you takes your choîce. "
The bearing of whicli remnark as Captain Bunsby says, Illies in
the application of ir."

Fact two :It»was twenly minutes fromn the time the alarm was
given, belte the water was turned on : one coupling hose, alone,
took more than five to be put in wvorking order. Once more, a state
of matters highly creditable to the Capital of the Dominion, which
has a wor.se record for fîres than any other in Canada. But the
lumber merchants are our rulers, and we submit, wvith what
philosophy we mnay have at our disposal.

Fact three : Saint Josephi's Church wvas in grave d;qnger, if
flot actually on fire, but the gallant fiiemen were busy-saving the
hand-ball shed ! More, it was only vi et arméis, so to speak, that
Father O'Boyle induced them to play on the Science Building,
which had begun to burn, and which wvould have been not
only a more serious loss, if possible, than the main buildingy, but a
source of grave danger to the whole quarter.

The good Sisters were, naturally, not a little alarmed. but,
through God's goodness-to them and to alI Sandy Hill-there
was no wind, and the peril passed themn by. They removed, how-
ever, ail their belongings to Ilhe other side of' Waller street, which
wvere, when safety was assured., carried baek by the- willing hands
of some of the students.

But the incidents, major and minor, have been duly recorded
by a legion of busy reporters. It offly remains to revert to Mgr.
Langevin's telegram, whicli rernindb us, opportunely, that Father
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Tabaret's wvork remains-and must continue. This, it need not
be said, the Rector means to-do, with God's heip, our Lady's and
that of his assistants. In no long tim e, il God pleases, wve shall
see a new and more adequate building rise, like the fabled
Phoenix, from the ashes of the oid. We, who love the University
can only pray that the giory of this latter house--spirituai,
and material-mav be greater, even, than that of the former.

A Diary of the University Fire.
WE-DNE-SDA-Y, December 2.-At 7.30 a.rn. Father Thomas Murphy,

making-, his t hanksgiving in the Sisters' Clhape], sav flames
and smoke pouring out of 'the two windows ot the Academic
Hall, nearest to the stage. He at once raîsed the alarm of
tire.

At about the same hour, Father O'Boyle, who wvas in
the Fathers' reading room, wich Father Pallier, noticed
smoke. He raised the alarm in the students' refectory.
These latter made their escape just as a corner of the ceiling-
fell in, followed by a great gust of smoke and fiame. Father
0'Boyle made an attempt to get to bis room, but wvas
repulsed at the door of the Academic Hall.

Il was about 7.S according to La Presse, that Fathers
Boyer and Fortier, who were looking ont at the skating
rink, saw flames and smioke issuing from the lower windows
of the Academic Hall, and raised the alarm. (Note. It see-ms
impossible to determine the exact hour, or wvho first saw the
fire.) Father Boyer rushed to the dormitories, to rouse
those French students who, having taken part in the Plav
the previous evening, had been allowed to sleep late. 0f
these, somne jumped inito a net, one, Mr. Harvey, remained,
calmly, on the cornice, until reached by a ladder. Father
Boyer's escape--elsewhere described-was nothing- short of
miraculous. Father Fullam (R.I P.) jumped into a blanket,
and sustained injuries wvhich, later, proved fatal. Father Mc-
Gurty (R. I. P.) fought his way through smoke and flame,
also sustaining fatal injuries. The Sisters and women wvere.
rescued by Father Legault, as were the invalids in the In-
firmary.

T/he Pire Briuade. As to this, there has been a most
acrid conflict of evidence. There cari be no doubt, howvever,
that (i) Father Boyer sent a verbal message ; (2) that Father
0'Boyle telephoned to the nearest fire station, and, receiving
no reply, telephoned ro the Journal office, asking the editor
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to notify as many fire stations as possible : ail ajter the jfirst

a/arnz; (2) thiat it wvas tAwcity minutes after the alarm wvas

gD-iven before the firemen began pumping w'ater on ta, the
burning building; (4) that the Iadders wvere too short and
and inadequately nîanned. Thiese facis can be swornz ta, and
10 "evidence " before a coroner çan minimize their gravity.

Fat/zer RectoP's firsi llhougkt, after saving the Blessed
SacramL..nt, wvas ta notify (at fine a'clock) the parents af al
the students, by nîeans af Press Association telegrams, that
their sons wvere safe. Next, ta arrangye, with the various
railway camipanies, for the transport ai the students ta thieir
respective destinatians.

At ia o'cIocr, an office wvas opened at Dr. Chabot's
hause, and students wvere supplied the means ta return home.

This may be said ta close the histary af this memorable
day; except that it i»emains ta thank aur many friends for
hielp, hospitality, sympathy and kind enquiries. His Excel-
lency the Governor General sent an aide, at the earliest pas-
sible moment, ta express his sympathy. There ivas a dinner
at Government House "that nigh t, at which the fire formed
the chief topic ai conversation.

THURSDAY, FRIDAY, SATuRDAY.-These three days wvere passed,
one miay say, first, at the bedside of the three injured priests:
lastly, but by no means least, in receivingy and answvering
messages af sympathy, verbal, telegraphed, wvritten. For
such sympathy, from ail quarters, Ottawva University must
ever rest under a debt ai gratitude wvhich can neyer be paid.

A se:zsatiozuzl report, foun*ded on '<«evidence " wvhichi only
a newspaper in searcl i natoriety cauld accept. marred the
general good feeling. A French newspaper sauglit ta atibiite
the Jire ta iincendiarismi on tMe part of students. How indig-
nantly this base calumny lias been refuted by ail the students
iieed not be said. The paper in question published thieir
protest on the 7th instant.

TuEsDAxY, December 8.-On this, the Veast ai the Immaculate
Conception, at 7 a.ni., after, miost terrible sufferingrs, borne
willh patience, fortitude, and resicr:nation ta, the will ai God,
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Rev. Father C. Fullxam, O.M.I., who died Dec. 8th 1903-R.I.P.
