EDITORIAL NOTES.

Egypt has for so long been considered one of the unprogressive countri-,
of the Old World that the cflicial statement lately made concerning its
affairs is arousing both interest and wonder. Arabi’s revolt, which five
years ago led to the establishment of British rule in Egypt, has been an
unforseen blessing to the country. Since then even-handed justice has been
administered in tho law courts—perhaps for the first time in history. An
efficient army h:s been organized.  Financial matters have been so satisfac-
torily attcnded to that the Government has been able to reduce the salt tax,
which bore g0 heavily on the Fellaks, and also to lessen the general taxation,
yet last year's balance sheet showa a surplus of 2 million pounds sterling
in the trossury. The Sphinx, that silent witness of past ages, can recail on
such prosperity in the valley of the Nile.

The poachers, Charles Rayner and Frederick Engleton, who were con-
demued to death for killing two game-keepers on an estate, were hanged at
Oxford on the 17th inst. This exccution is conuernned as & judicial murder,
for the reason that tho game laws ar¢ unpopular, and the men were not
considered by the populace to have cummitted murder in the strict sense of
the term, A largely sigued petition that the men be reprieved was pre-
sented to Home- Secretary Matthews, but it was not considered and the
unfortunate men were made to suffer the utmos! penalty for their misdeed.
So great is the feeling agaiost the hanging that it is said the affair will result
in the loss of thirty of tbe rural seats 1o the Goveroment in the coming
general election. The prospects of the Goveramenot have been steadily
declining for some time, and the unwise action of Mr. Matthews has
apparently given them a plunge down-hill from which they will not caaly
tise,

The subject of Meritime Union, to which cur readers are awsre THE
Cri7ic has always been favorable, came up in the Legislature of New
Brunswick on the 16th inst. Mr. Burchill moved and Mr McKeown
scconded 2 motion stating that in the opinion of the House a Legislative
Union of the Provinces of New Branswick, Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Isluad is desirable and would bz in the public interest, which resolution
passed without division. On the ground of conomy alonc this union is
required, and we doubt not the affiliated Provinces would command greater
prostige, not only at Ottawa, but everywhere. Oaur interests are nearly
identical, and with New Brunswick and Nova Scotia at least, no serious

cbstacles should be raised against the union. JP. E. Island, being so much
smaller, wonld not likely appreclate mergiog herself in the larger Provinces,
but if the other two joined hands, the Gem of the Gulf would most likely
follow. But sayingthe thing is desirable is much easler than preparing
terms of union that will suit all parties, and this is not likely to be speedily
accomplished. At any rate New Brunswick deserves credit for being the
first to take a decisive step in the matter, and we only hope that the pro-
cession headed by that Province may be joined speedily by the others.

We cannot wonder at the lsbor depression in Germany when we con-
sider the impoverishment of the people by the overgrown system of militsrism

1_‘: in vogue there. There is besides the terrible burden of supporting the

army, the expenses connected with a large number of royal and ducal fami-

lies, which amounts to somethiog like $15,000,000 yearly. German princes

and princlings are generally supposed to be poor, and for royalty we suppose

they are, but it is a poverty that few people in this country would complain

of. Really royalty owes it to the people from whom it draws its subsisteace

not to be s0 numerous. I: comes very hard on the truly loysl and hard-

working subject, and in the und, like the proverbisl worm, the latter will

turn.  Ouoe of the disgusting features of royalty is that marriages with good

honest nobility or gentry is not recognized, and the result is that unions

between cousins and cousius—German—are all the time being consummated,

the hereditary taints of blood common to them are being perpetuated and

increased, and grave constitutional ailments affect nearly aill the members of
the German royal families. Even limited monarchy is a pretty heavy

burden, and the system appears to want boiling down or weeding ont, so

that the people can prosper. There is no reason why nine per cent. of

the royal personages of to-day should not work for their livings, and if*
they are really 8o far superior to common ordinary clay, as they suppose,
they would find no difficulty in getting to the top of the ladder both

financially and meritoriously.

One of the notable signs of the times is the growth daring the last few
years of the insurance idea, which scems to bo in accordance with the general
fituess of things. So far as fairly well-off people are concerned there is no
doubt of the benefit secured by insurance, but when it comes to providing,
or attempting to provide, for the old age of working men, many difficulties
arise.  The subject of National Insurance, recently introduced by Mr.
Chamberlaiy, is beiog widely discussed in Englaad. Briefly and broadly
stated Mr. Chamberlain’s scheme is as follows:—He proposes that a man
who pays £3, or say $23, to the State at theage of 25 years, and £1, or 85,
ancuelly for forty years thereafter, shall receive at the age of G5 years,
apd ss the result of a boous nearly half as large again added to his savings,
a pension of five shillings, or about 31.20, a week for the remainder of his
life. Provisions for premature deccase are also formulated so that the
widow arnd children would get the benefit of the savings. Thisis a soclalistic
scheme, but Mr. Charles Buothe's proposal that the State should provide a
pension of five shillings a week for every person who attains the age of Gg
years without distinction of rank or means, is more 82, and very shocking
to a treasury-minded chancellor. The case of the spend-thnft and the desti-
tute and i'l would not be met by Mr. Coamberlain's plan, and the drunkard
would continue to leave his saviugs in the grog shop. We cannot but feel
that the State has a duty to perform to the aged and industrious poor, and
that that duty should be discharged in a better way than opening the doors
of the workhouse to those who are incapable of further solf-support. The
principle is well advocated by Mr. Ruskin in these words: “ A laborer
serves his country with his spade just as a man io the middle ranks of life
serves it with sword, per or lancet. If the service be less, aud, therefore,
the wages during health less, then the rev ard when health is broken may be
less, but not less honorable ; and it ought to be quite as natural and straight-
forward a matter for a laborer to take his pension from his parish, because
he has deserved well of his parish, as for 2 man in high rank to take his
pensioun from nis country, because he has deserved well of his country.”
Whether Mr. Chamberlain’s proposals offer a complete solution to the
problem or not, they should be treated with respect, in the hope that
ultimately some fit conclusion may be rcached. The fact that carnest and
careful attention is being givea to the condition of the poor in Eogland,
where the rich are so very rich and the poor so very poor, is gratifying. The
fear that absolutely free pensions may be the outcoms of efforts in this
dircction need not be very great, for the peoplo would not submit toit. With
any scheme of this kind a large measure of State control would have to be
exercised over the beneficiaries, and it would be found no casy task to
regulate the masses.  If State-aided pensions arenot to besuccessfal, the
rich shoeld take a turn at the problem of poverty, and try and assist the
laboring class to work out its owa salvation,
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It is hard to estimate the loss which will result tc British industries s
a rosult of the great coal strike, or colliers' ¢ holiday.” “The inability to
obtain a plentiful supply of fuel is paralizing in its effects, ard it scems
rirange that & presumably highly intelligent body of men, such as the
Minpers’ Federation, should think that any advantage to labur could accrue
from their action. The public, of course, has 10 pay beavily for the holi-
day, and the owners of the mines will reap a large advamage. The latter
bave been recenving greatly increased prices for cval, and at the ssme time
are paying Do wages ; the olrikiog miners are ou strike wages from the
Federation, and that is about all they will get for their holiday. ‘The miners
are now making their exit at the little end of the horn, for the loss of o fort-
night's wages is equal in itaelf to quite a large reduction in wages for the
year, and the only gain to be seen is that they have had a holiday.

One of the contributors to the Mermaid Inn depattment of the Toronto
Qlols (Mr, Campbell, we fancy, by the initial *“ C*’) asks what Canadian
universities are doiog on behalf of the national life—national literature, and
makes the grave statement that they have never in the slightest way shown
that they recognize such a growth in the laud. ‘This is undertaking to say
a good deal, and we doubt if the writer can sustain his contention. Off-
hand, withuut any looking up of names and birth-places, we cau Qispute it,
Dr. Graat, who holds the honored position of Prinzipal and Vice Chancel-
lor of Qucen’s University, is as thorough-going a Canadian as can be fouod
from ocean to ocean; C.G. D. Roberts, Professor of English Literature,
Economics snd History at Kiogs, N. §,, holds a place in the frout rank of
literature, and who will impeach his loyalty to Canada. Rev. Dr, Forrest,
Principal of Dalhousie, is A Nova Scotian, and we could give many other
examples of men who have not allowed the colleges to build them, but have

“been 50 pational in spirit that they have helped to build the upiversities. It
is true o great mouy outsiders occupy chairs in our colleges, but in the
past it was necessary to draw to this new country all the learnivg and cul-
ture possible ; now, conditions are being gradually changed, and those who
have grown up with the country ate getiing their turo. It is also true that
there are individual cases where it serms very hard that tbe country does
not offer a congenial career, and talenisthat would adorn our national
literature are given to straogers. Those who have offices in their gift
should slways look sbout them for suitable men in our own country before
turnizg to the old country, which is always our resource when we need it.
We agree with the Mermaid Xrn writer that the state of affairs he depicts
is deplorable, but we are far from admitting that it is as bad as he states.

The amount of money spent yearly on =ine and similar spirituous
beverages in the United Kingdom is calculated to give us pause when we
consider the awful sum of misery produced by the drinking habits of the
people. The total smount spent on intoxicating dricks during 1891 {s
given as $706,250,000, which huge sum means an expenditure of about
eighteen dollars per head, counting men, women and children  This is an
increase of about $5,345,000 over the previous year. There ‘s a decrease
in the consumption of foreign beverages, but the home-brew more than
supplied the deficiency. This puints conclusively to the melaecholy fact
that drinking bas increaced among the working classes, for the decrease is
only in the more expensive drinks. The grewt'. has not been, Lowever, so
great in proportion as in previous years, 50 perhaps the tide may be turn-
ing. England takes the lead among the three kirgdoms for thirst, or rather
the satisfaction of it, which is taken in beer principally, but Scotland
retains a proud pre-emipence in the consumption of wkiskey. The amount
of beer consumed in England seems to be out of all proporti~n, atd means
a terrible waste of mcney. Twenty-seven aud a balf millious of barrels,
at & cost of about §392,838,365 makes the per capita expenditure enormous.
‘‘here is no getting over the fact that despite the spread of irdividual tem-
perance principles the scourge of strong drink is at work harder than ever,
and the nation bears its marks. 1f the money spent thus were put to useful
purposes Britaio would benefit more than words can say. Ev -ty individual
may find in the figures cf this drink bill a warning agaiost inculgence in
alcoholic beverages, which are unspeakably harmful when taken in quantity.
The dividipg lite between those who can and those who cannot control
their appetites is hard to place, and the imminent danger of overstepping
the mark is well exemplified by the figures given aborve.

Mr. Archibald Lampman recently raised a voice of lamentation in the
Toronto Globe over the poor inteliectual condiuvns of our people and the
institutions of our public life. "We always stand up for Capada, but we are
bound to admit that in the pursuance of the ideal and beautiful, the higher
arts and the refinements and graces of life, Canadians are very backward.
Mr. Lampman spesaks of visiting what is called the National Art Gallery at
Ottawa, and gives it as his opinion that there are less than a dozen pictures
worthy of note in the collection. Ie goes on to say that © If vur pubuc
men had interest 1n the beauty, the honor, the real weii-being ot this coun-
try, they could as weil as not pruvide that a hundred thuusand duisara ur
double that amount be anouaily set apa:it by the Guvernment fuu the pur
pose of buying good pictures.

Take our own city as an example. What have we, eo far as progress is
concerned, to point to with pnide in art, science, literature, architecture, or
~oythivg else that indicates that tie peaple have souls above the common-
place?  We boast a beautiful park and lovely public gardens, but where
will we find cvon the nucleus of an art collection or publiclibrary? There
are a few fine, though smill, paintings in the Provincial Maseum, but it {s
impossible for them to be geoerally appreciated or exert an educative
influcnce while they remain poked aw.y up \wo long, dusty flights of stairs.
There is also in the Legislative Council Chaimber a painting by the great
Benjamin Wost, which, owing to its situation, is more familiar to the people,
but further than this we canunot think of any work of art in the place, except
of course, a few good pictures in private homes. If, as has been ssid, a
small but constantly.growing library is a credit to any youog maun, why do
not communities recogunize the principle asapplying to them, and keep
adding year by year to their public supply of books. If our people were
intellectunl there would be a creditable public library in Halifax, and it
would not be allowed to stand still. About the only benefit to others that
can result from the aggregation of wealth in a few hands is that it enables
pubiic institutions to be endowed, works of art to be purchased and chari-
tiez to be supported. Ubless such things as these are doae, mouney is out of
the right track, and the public is the poorer for 1t. There is money enough
in this country for a little to be sp: ~ed for such purposes, The Provincial
Museum, at least, should be put where it could fulfil its highest ende. Itis
worth it, and when it is really made the best of people will appreciate it
thoroughly. The late Dr. Honeyman labored faithfully in it and for it,
andit is not fair that such a valusble institution should not be placed
where its benefits could bs enjoyed to a greater extent than is now
possible, We might at least have one institution to be proud of.

It is pitiiul to think of the condition of the millions of people enduring
the horrors of famine in the Volga region of Russia. Despite tlic mea-
sures that have been employed to afford relief to the sufferiug peasants we
continue to hear that there is no chaoge for the better. Mr. C. E. Smith,
United States Ministez o Russia, has made a report to the State Depart-
ment which shows, in some measure, what a miserable condition the
afflicted region is in. The famine is general in thirteen Provinces, with a
population of about 27,009,000, and there are seven Provinces in which the
famine is partial. The whole vast section is agricultural, and ordinarily
the most fruitful in Russia. It is officially stated that 14,000,000 of the
inhabitants are without food or moans of support, and the cause of the
famine is found in the failuze of the crops, which for three years have been
inedequate. The pessants are accustomed to relyicg vpon the annaal sup-
plies, and therefore have saved nothing. In addition to the lack of food
there 1s very hitle fuel, and the horr.rs of starvation sre shortened by freez-
ing. Such want always has a disastrous effect morally, and the tales
of crime and brutality which come from the famine-stricken land are most
distressing. What food 1s svailable is of s quality that breeds disease, and
in short, it would be diflicult to imagine a harder case than that of part of
Russia at the present time. It is obviously the duty of all Christian coun-
tries 10 try and aid Russia in feediog her starving willions, and the effort is
betng made 10 many quarters. Reief 20 such a case should be immediate
to be effective. Up 10 the end of February there had been réceived in
Russia ahout Sz25,c00 from the Uupited Siates, and the American Minister
stated authoritatively that the generous donors might rely upon their gifts
being faitbfully applied, and with the approval of the Russian authorities.
The Czar bas contributed largely to the relief fund, and the nobility are,
many of them, working dilligently to aid the sufferers. An Eoglish special
correspondent, travelling in Russia, states that the climate of the Volga
regon 1s changing, and that the only remedy is for the johabitants to be
assieted to emigrate to Canada or the United States. e says they would
make successful colonists, and are a fins race of people. Mme. Novikoff, a
Russisn lady of rank, bas explained from her standpoint why the Russian
Government has refused official help frum oiher countries. * The Ras-
sians,” ghe says, *‘not only share our Government’s views upon the matter,
but sre thaukful that 1t realizes go thoroughly the feelings of our country at
large. 1o interoauonal ntercourse the predominant prnciple is that of
give and 1ske.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

DoMinioN.— Canada has ot yet a suflicient pepulation to stard a two
cent letter rate, but sooncr or later our peatage regulations will be level to
those of Great Britain, but the United States.

The correspondence between the Governments of Canada and Newfound-
land is somewhat interesting reading and proves pretty conclusively that
Newfoundland having pocketed the coin for fixhing licenscs has no inclina-
tion to pool with Canada end divide as agreed upon.

The report of the negotiztions between Canada and the United States is
satlsfactory as far as it goes, but it just stops ehort of the vesy matter in
which the public are most deeply interested. Seal fisherics, Alasks boun-
daries and the observance of the golden rule with respect ‘o wreckage are
all important matters, but beside teciprocity in trade these sink ity iusigni-
ficance and all the world wonders why the negotiztion of a great trade
treaty was given the go-by.

Since writing the foregoing the Minister of Finance has made his budget
speech which is to to speak the focus of tue sussional debates, Irom it we
learn that Canada’s financial position is healthy, that the public debt has
increased but slightly while the rate of interest has decreased. But from
the budget speech we learn that the Canadian Commissioners did discuss
at Washington trade relations with tho United States, and that from these
discussions they are convinced that no reciprocity in natural products will
be comnsidered, and that the broader unrestsicted reciprocity will involve the
the mieing of our tariff wall to the same level as that of the United Stales,
discrimination against the mother country and a fslling off of the Canadian
revenue. This declaration of the Finauce Minister is one of the most serious
that has ever been made upon the floors of Parliament, and we confess that

“when fts true inwardness is fally digested by the people of Canada they will
require more than ordinary pluck, enterprise and fortitude to enable themn
to battle with the immediate future.

LocaL.—Among the private and local bills at nresent before the Legis-
lature are several which bave more than an individual interest. Several
companies for the mining of gold are being incorporated. An Act of
incorporstion is also being secured by the Newport Plaster, Mining and
Msnufacturing Company. The other Acts refer chicfly to the incorporation
of cemacteries and water companios. Almost every village in the Province
is plping for a water supply, and paradoxical as it may seem, with the
advent of a supply of pure water comes a wide-apread desire to lay out and
beautify certain spots for the dead. Au Act has been introduced for the
putpose of preventing persons committing fraud by the ezecution of secret
bills of sale. The Legislawure has been asked to incorporate the Church
Hospital Association of the diocese of Nova Scotia, Petitions are daily
presented praying for a change in the Act for the collection of debts which
will expedite the collectior of emall debts.

The Municipalities are frequently cs'led upon to pay damages to persons
who have received injury on account of the condition of the roads and
bridges. To prevent unnecessary cost, all such caces it is proposed here-
after to settle by arbitration.

Last week the Provincial Secretary by resolution called on Mr. Cahan,
loader of the opposition, to specifv his charges against the supporters of the
Government, and required him to table his evidence with respec: to the
acts of fraud which Mr. Cahan stated had been alleged to have becn com-
mitted with respect to the expenditures of the road monies. Over this
resolution the battle waxed warm, The Provincial Secretary claimed that
Mr. Cahan haviog made general charges of corruption it wus his duty to
specify the corruptions and show evidence of the corruption, Mr. Cahnn
claimed that as a member of the Legislature be had the right to have the
charges made by him as wellas the evidence upon which such charges were
based examined before a select comrittee. The battle was fought out on
purely party grounds and parliamentary practise was quoted on both sides
to prove dismetrically opposite views, Tk: resolution of the Proviccial
Secretary was supported by a vote of 26 and opposed by a vote of 10 mem-
bers of the house. Mr. Cahan subsequently, while protesting it to be his
privilege to use bis own judgment with respect to specifyiog the charges,
decided to bring the matter to a head by naming Joseph bcPhereon, A. J.
McDonald, of Cape Breton, and John A. Fraser, of Victoria, three support
ers of the Government, as being implicated in certan irregularities with
respect to the expenditure of road moniesin the counties named. The
public will watch with interest the outcome of the enquiry upon these speci-

fic charges.

Hore also is an immonss barrel shaped apparatus for
washing the hides fros from the limo which is used for removing the hair.
When dried they are sent to the second flat, whero they pass through the
oiling process and are blackened. The establishment consumes 100 car
loads of hemlock bark per year, whilo the leathor used in the manafacture
of moccasins is tanned in another process, in which the bark is not used
Whon running to its fullest exteat the tannery turns out 30 sides of leather
per day, but owing to tho depression of this season tho limit of tho output
has been 100 sides por week. Tho hides tanned inclade the skins of cattle,

COMMERCIAL,

Business does not 88 yot show much improvomont, the westher fluctua-
tlons, no doubt, retarding the briek spring moveweont that all aso expecting.
The country roads are, however, gradually getting ioto a better shape, and
neorly all sections are more easiiy reached than they have hitherto boen dur-
ing the winter. Consequently produce is being muro genoially marketed
snd money is becoming vasier and moro plontiful in tho rural diewricts, Re-
mittances aro reported to continue to.improve somowhat, and a goneral tono
of confideuco is manifested in almost sil lines of business.

Wo have already taken occasion sovoral times to call attention fo the
pressing need of a vory stringont iusolvency law in Canada.
o are pleased, theroforo, to note that the Montreal Board of Trade has
taken up the matter. Wo transcribe the fullowing from the I'rade Bulletin,
as wo considor its romarks quite appropriate.—* The pressing need of gomo
measure to regulate insolvencies has become more apparent as unecrupulous
mon bave taken advantage of its absonco to defraud their creditors, and the
Moutreal Board of Trade has fulfilled one of its duties in formulating such
an act, Tho proposed act is a long ono, and shows that a groat deal of time
and of coreful study hes been expended in drawing it up. But the Board
vory wiscly expects that it will not exactly meet the views of all, and is
therefore desitous of having ns many practical suggestions as possible befure
it is presonted to Parliament for adoption. One feature in the act that may
be thought a fault is that it provides a good deal of work for the legal pro-
fession, and if it wero a question of gotting a busiaess-like eottioment of a
bueinees difficulty by business men, this might bo avoided considerably.
But unfortunately, our Parliament is cumposed too largely of lawyers to
allow of any aimple snd pracuical act ever becoming law, Thereforo tho laws
ore framed largely by lawyers for the benefiv of their professiun, and any
act, to have the shadow of a chance of becoming law, must afford a fair
ground for legal interference. If business men had the framing of ovr laws,
they would be far more simple snd much more easily worked. It appears
thereforo as if the proposed act had been drawn up in order to meet the ex-
isting order of things, Another point that is probably a neceesary vno is
tho possibility of the insolvent obtsiniog a discharge by the payment of a
compromise. This obtains, we believe, iz similar laws in other countries.
In England the law is, uniess we mistake, that on insolvent cannot insist
upon being set free from his liabilities unless he pays at least 25 por ceat. of
their nominal value, and some such rule would not be inadvisable here, for if
an insolvent is unable to pay 25 cents on the dollar, it is reasonablo to sup-
poso that thore is something very shady about the failure, oz at all ovents
that he should have suspended a good deal earlier. The possibility of an
insolvent being able to claim a diseharge is certainly a goud thing,and while
its omission might prove very hurtful tv 8 man who had failed hunestly
through force of circumstances, its presence cannot affurd any shelter for a
fraudulent insolvent, who can be punisbed in other ways thsn by continuing
his liability indefinitely, The fact that the bill isintended to be law for the
whole Dominiun is vory importsnt for Canadisp business, but is even more
go in international affairs. The utter absenco of justice in insulvency cases
which were evidently and palpably fraudulent has acted very detrimentally
to Canadian business, and bas injured our credit greatly., Itis to be boped
that the ect will be thoroughly discussed, and sent up and passed in good
working shape.”

WEeeeLy Financiar Review oF Heazry Crews & Co.,, NEw YRk,
March 19, 1892.— Although dull and iiregular, the stock market has shuwn
a fina undertone during the week. Cunfiderce hus been somewhat disturbed
by the questioned legality of the coal deal; ard, uatil this point is finally
sottled, an important group of stucks will be subject to more or less uncer-
tainty. In monctary circlea there is alsv a csutivnary feeiinyg, arising mainly
from silver agitation, gold shipments, the Behring Sea dispute, the proposed
International conforence, and the approach of April settlements. Batnons
of these contingencies are of a serious or immediate nature, so that thLeir
effect is eeen in csution more than concern. The Richmond Terminal
scheme was followcd by a decline in the securities of tLat urganizativn, the
chief advantages of which were the scaling down of fixed charges and the
proposed ecuLomies in managemernt, Clesp cottun and reaction from uvor-
development of industries in the Suuth bave njured nearly all Suulhern
railroad properties; and the couflicting intervsts in RicLmond Term:nal
properties may as well decide to accept the Leat couditions they can get. If
the reorganization goes through it will remove an important hindrance to
the bull campaign.

But we are now desaling more with the future than the present. After
the first week of April, the matket will pass into a now and probably mure
favorable phase. The outflow of gold will prubably have ceased ; tho usual
temporary transfers of currency to the cuuntry for the Apnl yeariy settle-
ments will have been cffocted, and the silver agitation will have passed into
a stage of devolopment which will afford a clesrer furesight as to its ultimate
issuo. Tho factors which, thres weeiss honeg, ate likely to bo chiefly vccupy-
iog the attention of the markot will be ma.nly the fullowing, In tho firal
place, the very low prices of a fow leading staples, especially 1run and cottun,
a8, however, those declines are not due to any lack of demand but to an
extraordinary increase in supply, thoy aro likely to be construed as on tuo
whole beneficial to business at largo, though unfavorable to profits in those
special interests, Next, will come the prospects of the new cropa,

beon appreciably altered. Prices aro ateady all around, and the demsnd

shows an increase in interest. The oxpocted advanco in cotton goods has
not as yol matorialized, but if the opinions of thoso admitted to be posted in
dry goods mattors are accepted, the dvlay can only bo of short duration, and
a forward step may bo looked for at apy moment. No quotable chango has
occurred in woollen goude, bat manui.cturcrs and wholesalors appear to
oxpect higher prices in tho next fow weeks.

IroN, HARDWARE AND Merans.—No changoe has transpired in the lceal
market as rcgards tho motal situatien. The developmeuta connceted with
the labor troubles on the othrr side, and their possible inflacnce on our
supplies in tho immediate future, have formed the only debatable feature in
tho present position, Laist weok makers acted as though they did not
anticipate that the strugglo would bo a lengthened one, but this week tbe
rovorso is tho caso, ard thoro is not the disposition to take futura contracts
that we poted in our last. Spot bueiness is unimportint, and values on pig
fron are unchanged here. Still in Scotland woarrants have advanced about
23d., ond latest quotations put thom at 423, Bar irom, xails, olo, aro fsirly
active, and in thoem a satisfactory business is in progress. Tho rowarks
mado about iron apply more or less in tin and terne plates, whilo eput values
romain precisely as thoy were and thero is very littlo doing,

Breapsturrs.—There has been no improvemont in broadstufls in the lecal
market.  In fact tho shight steadines:s horotufore noted has boon wanting,
Flour continues to bo dull and nomianal, If the labur troubles on the C. P. R.
develop into anything serious and result in a lengthy interruption to traflic,
they will of course havo some boearing on values of all corcals and their
products, While prices of flour have not nominally changed, the sentiment
{s quite in buyers’ favor. Beserbohm's cable reports whuat and corn quiet
fur cargoes off coast.  Fur cargoca on passsge ov for immediste shipment,
wheat stoadily Leld , corn slow. Fronch country markets are mostly a turn
cheapor. Weathor in Logland springlike. The Liverpool public cable
roports wheat quiet ; domaund poor; holders offor moderately; corn easy
under a poor demand.

Provisions.—The local provision market continues dull and neglected.
Pork moves in a small, jobbing way at quotations. Thero is, practically,
notbing doing in lard and smoked meats.

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MINING.

A dopulation of gontlemen iuterested in mining in this Province,
inctuding ropresent- vives of buth tho Coal and Gold Miners' Associations,
waited on the Govornment on Weduesday week last and gave oxprossion
ta their viows iun regard to the proposed amondments to the Mining Act.

"I'ho coal mon wore particularly int-rested in tho change in the Royally
on run of the mino coal from 74 to 10 cents per ton.

1t was argued that from a lezal staudpoint the action of the Govorn-
went in increasing the royaity under existing loasos was untenable, but the
Premior and Atty.-General wero convinced of their lozal right to mako
tho increase, and this objection will evidently have to Lo tested in the
comis. Tho amount involved in the present instanco is considernble, but
the worst feature is tho principle, for if tho Government in couucil can
increaso tho royaity at will, lessoes aro complotely at their mercy, as thore
is nothing to prevont their doubling the royalty should tho neces:ity aiiso
for monoy to meol tho Provincial expenses. For years, until the adoption
of tho National Policy, coal mining in this Province wasa losing business
to shareholdots. Now some companies have been able to declare dividends
aud pay better wages to the miners, and presto the Government decides
that they must pay sn iucressed royalty. What capitalists would put
monoey into coal mines under such circumstances?

If tho governmont have the power we think thoy have made a most
injudicious use of it, as they aro striking at the root of one of our most
important industries.  Promior Mercior introduced an act during his
administration in Quebec which had the efiect of closing all the most import-
ant mines in the Yrovinco. It roused tho mining men to action and they
bad no small sharo in his downfall.  The new government are pledged to
vepeal its most obnoxious and unjust features. IHistory ofton ropoats itself
and it is hardly policy for our local government to rouse the mining men
of the Province by oxactions which although within their power are not

olitic.

r Would that we had a statesman capabloe of grasping the mining situation.
All that is now peeded to increaso the revenues is a broad and liberal
policy in mining matters. The effort should be to so encourage coal mining
that 1.0 output would doub'o or treble, thus proportionately increasing tho
reve' v¢, ~hile the present policy is to decreaso the output by unwise
inerc.ze of present burthens.  Tho probabloe result will be decroased output
and Jdecreased revenua.

The gold miners had nogrievances, the amendments propased being just
ard equitable, so they were happy in getting in the main all that they asked.

Couxtay Harnonr.—The +uill that Mr. MceNaughton is building at
Country Ilarbor 1s awned by the Country Harhor Gold Mining Company,
and not by a St. John Tompany as wontioned in a previous issuo. Mr.
McNaughton sud son are the principal owners in ths Country Harbor
Gold Mining 'Jompany, and tho mill is a twenty stamp ono built of the
beet materials with all the latest improvements, ete. (ho Truro Foundry
and Machine Zowmpany supply the machinery, which s u sufficient guaran-
tev of its supariority.

In the Pryvincial Mugoum thero is a very fair speciracn of tale, presented
by J. J. Waitlace, a formor Ilalifaxian, now of Hailsborough, New York
Stato, foreman of tho St. Lawrence Pulp Co'’s mille. Tho specimen is from
the company's quarry and was brought to Halifax by Mr. Dean S. Turnbull,
manager of the North gold mines at Rentrow.

As talc is known (o be present in this Provinco, it would pay prospectors
and others to cr'l in and examino tho specimen. as it may lead to the discov-
ory of tho mineral in paying quantitics, Dana describes tho minoral under
tho heading of—'* Ilydous Silicates of Magnesia. Usnally in pearly
folialod masses soparating casily itto thin {ranslucont folia, Sometimes
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stillate or divirgont, consisting of radialing laminao ; often massivo, consist-
ing of minute pearly scales ;also crystaline granulor, or of a fine impalpablo
texture. Lustre eminently peatly and feel unctuons. Color some s ~do of
light greon or, eenish whito ; occasionully silvery white; also grayi: green
and durk olive green.

Tho varieties are foliated tale. Tho purest tale, occurring in foliuted
masses of a white or = - .nish white color and having an unctuous focl
soapstone or steatite. .. gray or geayish greou maseive tale, showing ofton
when broken a fino chryetaline toxture, occasionly yellow or redish. The
Brinncon variety is milk-white, with a pearly lustre, vory grensy to the feel,
or lika svap.

Polstone or lapis ollaris, an impure tale of grayish green and dark green
colors and slaty structure. Ieol unctuous.

Indurated tale. A sty tale of compact fexture and above tho usual
hardness, owing to impuritics

Rensselacrite.  This name has been given by Profeszor Emmons to a
kind of soapstone from St. Lawrence, Jeflerson County, New York.

Uses. Steatito may be sawn into slabs «ud turned.in o lathe, It is used
for firo stones in furnaces and stoves and for jambs for fire places, It recoi-
ves a polish afier being heated and has then a deep olive green color. It
is bored out for conveying wator in ploce of lead tubes. Steatito is also
used in tho manufacturs of poreolail , it makes the bhiscuit semi-transparent,
but brittle and apt to break with slight chango of heat. Tt forms a polish-
ing material for serpantine, alabaster and glass, and removes grease gjiots.
When ground up, itis employoed for dimioishing the friction of machmery,
DPotstone is worked into vessels for culinary purposes at Como jn Lombardy."

1t is often associaied with serp-ntine, talease or chlorite schivt and may
therefore bo looked fur in Capo Breton. Oune variety Kensselierito has been
found near Arisaig in Antigonish Co. Desides tho uses above mentioned it is
used for sizing rollers in cotton factories on account of itanot being nffected by
acids-and for the manufacture of paper. Evquirios directed to Mr. Watlaco
or Mr. Turnbull would doub:less elicit further informativn as to price,
market, etc.

A Tnousaxp Dorrar NucGer.—It has just léaked out that on Weduesday
E. Gelchol, a Georgetown miner, found a nugget valued at 81,000 in Devine
guleh, ono mile cast of Georgetown. When Gutchel found the nugget he
was sluicing off the ground, which had been condemned as worked out,
for the purpose of filling a recervoir at the moutb of the gulch. Ho noticed
a fow colors, and followed up the lead to where he found what ke supgosed
1o bo a picce of quartz, but was astonished upon finding it to bo gold. Its
weight is 563 ounces.— Georgetozon (Colo.) Letler.

Novsn Gorp Catoming Irocess —YFor several months Peter Iora-
dyke, awell knewn gold miner of the Sun Juan country, has been coming
to Durango on weekly visits, buying cach time all the beef hidea he could
find. As hotook the hides mountainward, many wondered to whu. purpose
they were boing put. A reporter met Mr. Horndyke and bluntly asked
him what ho was deing with so many hides.

¢ Well, now that 1 have proven my theory corrcet, I have no objection
to tolling your rexders of my doings. You seo that ali gold huuters krow
that much gold kuown as  floal i3 washed away contirucusly. To catch
this by any means has alweys proved impossible, aithough tried by many
different methods from the tail of sluices and running streams.  Lastsprng
1 luckily thought of a method which is rapidly making mo a rich izan.”

“ How do you do it 2” was immediately asked.

* Why, with hides. It's thosimplest thing you eversaw. Tho Animas
River tributarics come from the best gold-bearing sections in the country.
‘This being the cazo, much fino or flowcer gold must pass down the stream.
Up above 1 arranged iy plans by sciccting a point whero the river cut
directly to the bank. Hero I placed a lide on stakes, allowing the waler
to skit over it ; the hair being placed up siream, of courss it caught up all
the floats of all kinds. After leaving tho hide in this pusition for a week,
I took it out and examined it thoroughly but I could dyscover no traco of
gold. Being determined to give iny experiment a thorough test, I cut up
several pieces and burned them in an old pan. Iu panving tho ashes |
was rewarded with over 2 in gold. Siuce that I have dovoted my tuneo
to sotling every bido 1 could buy, and now 1 bave filty in place at various
points. On my clean up which I make evory two weeks 1 realize on each
hide some §9.00 in pure gold, which I retort from tho ashes.—Durango
Herald.

THE GROSHI BROTHERS.—A MYSTERIOUS PAIR,
( Continued.)

Written for the Engineering and Mining Journal by Dan Dg Quille,

Tho Surveyor-General of Nevada, in his report for 1865, epoaking of the
Silvor City miring district, says: * It is remarkab.3 a3 the locality of the
fiesl operations fur tho discovery of eilvar in the State. Io 1852 II. B. and
E. A. Grosch, or Grosh, educated metullurgists, camo t3 the then Territory,
and the samo or the fullowing year engaged in placer mining in Gold
Cofion, near the site of Silver City, and continued ihore until 18567, when,
eo far as I can learn, they fiest discovered silver ore which was found in a
quariz vein (probably the one now owned by the Kseruth Gold and Silver
Mining Coupany) on which the Grosh brothers had a location. Shortly
after the ditcovery one of tho brothers accidentally wounded himselfl with a
pick, from the offects,of which he sion died, and the other brother went to
Californis, where ho dicd early in 18568, which probably provented the
valuable nature of their diecovery from becoming known. In the mean-
time placer miving was carried on to a considerable oxtent in various locali-
ties, principally in Gold Cailon.”

The Kcssuth mine hero mentioned is on a large vein of quartz that crops
cut on Grizzly Hill. T, shows no silver in the croppings and only small
a:says of gold are obtainable. ‘I'ho Kossuth Company collected $430,000
in asressments and paid ono dividend of six cents a share, aggregating
$10,800, when work was discontinued. Thero was nothing io or about the
croppings that would have attracted the attention of a man in search of
silver at the early day when the Grosh brothers were prospecting in the
district.

A few rods west of the Koesuth croppings, in a ssg on the side of
Grizz'y Hill, caused by an ancient slide, was an old shaft said to bave been
sunk by the Grosh boys. This probibly gave rise to tho story cf their
having discovered silver in the Kossuth. I was one of the locators (in 1860)
of a mining claim that covered this old shaft, Therefore we called our pro-
perty the ¢ Lost Shaft.” As the shaft appeared to have been sunk to pros-
pect a quariz vein that cropped out on the hill above, we set to work to
ciean it ont. The shaft appeared to be about 25 ft, in depth, but much
surface dirt hed caved into it,

A windlass wse set up and men put to work at cloaning out the shaft.
They Ead becn st work only a few hours whben one of them came up town
and seked e to como out to the shaft at once, as they had ¢“strack a dead
thing " in it. This news being imparted to mc in front of the express
oftice, whern wzs congregated a crowd of mivers and idlers, several persons
pricked vp their cars and  took in” what was said. I was but a few rods
on my way when I saw a crowd following me. Lika wildfira the nows had
spread that I had made a * big find ” at the ** Lost Shaft.” Visions of im-
mense wealth danced befc-o my eyes and the vapors risiog from g sup-
posed bonanzi entered my head and blew it up as though it had been a
bladder. Looking back upon the crowd steamiog after me I was pleased—
it appeared that 1 had already acquired quite an imposing tail, though com-
Eos(c]d”(u it appeared to we in my inflated state) very largely of the “vulgar

erd.

Uron ou? srtival st the shaft my man pointed out to me a skeleton
that bzd just been koisted out of the shaft. Before mo ‘was the ¢ dead
thing"” of which I bad been told. There was a general lauh at oy expense
sod by the time it bad subsided my Load had shrank to its normai dimen-
sions. Tho skeleton was that of 3 woman, 28 was skown by the calico dress,
skoes and stockings and lorg bair. The body was wrapped in some pieces
of patchwork quilt and a rabbit skin robo of Indian make. Noosed about
the bedy was an inch rope over 30 ft.in length. This was thought
to smack of murder. A the hair was of a reddieh hue (bleached by the
alkeli in tho soil), tbe body was thought to be that of a white woman. A
<Iioc!or v:'ho oxemined tho skull said it was that of a Spanish woman—*“no
ndian.'

Then some ¢1 the oid settlers recollected that a few yoars before thers
had been a Spanish woman on the caflon who had suddenly and mysteri-
oualy dieappeated. At the time she was Yiving with a miner, who was a
tather tough customer. To those who heard the story it seemed that a
my:tery of some years’ standing had just been clearzd up. ¢ Murder will
out !” ctied all hands. Noxt the tbougbts of all turned to the supposed
murderer, who was stili in tho camp, when the cry of “Hang him I” was
raised. Luckily men were found who knew the body to ba that of a Isme
old Piuto equaw who had died on the cifion a fow years before. There
wero mea who had seen the Indians packing the body up to tho old shaft.

Nothing was found in the old shaft in the way of ore. It wao clezned
out to depth of 40 ft., when men conld no lovger be fourd who would work
in it. Tbreo or four different crews of miners tried the shaft, but all gave
it up. All complained that stopes wero coustantly ¢ jumping out of its
sides” without tho <lighteet causo or provocation. About this time, alao,
we diecovered that tho * Tiaunted Shoft, ns it was vow called, was snmk in
1851 by a party of miners who camo up from the mouth of Gold Cafion.
Theso men hsd mined about Placerville, and laowing that very rich
diggiogs hed boeen found in the sinks ¢ f such slides over in Californis, they
expected to find in this one the source of all the zeld strewn down along
the caflon, whereas ttey did not find more than the “color” of gold.

At the timo of tho greai excitement over tho “big; bonspza™ in 1874-75
somo of tho rolatives® of tho Grosh brothera came cut bere from thoe Euwt
for the putposo of trying to cstablish acleim to soms pait of tho Comstock
lode, but they could find no evidonco that the boys had ever done any work
on or taken out silver frow any pait of the vein, At that time there wore
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a considerable number of persons hero who haci known tho two brothers
(and severs] still remain who knew them), but they wero unable to show
where tho boys obtained the silver thoy spoke o; finding. AN theso people
cherish the kindest feslings toward tte unfortunute young men, and regret
that thoy did not live to share in the tilvor excitement of 1859, feeling suro
thet their knowledge of metals would have made them millionaires,
