SEASONABLE THERAPEUTICS
The Treatment of Influenza or LaGrippe

It is quite refreshing these days to read
of a clearly defined treatiment for Influenza
or La Grippe. In an article in the Ltect-
CUnie, December 28th, 189-5, Dr. James
Hervey iell, 251 East 32d Street, New York
City, savs lie is convinced that too much med-
ication is botli unneceseary and in juriois.

Wlhern called to a case of influenza, the
patient is usually seen when the fever is
present, as the chill, which oceasionallv
ushers in the disease, has generally passed
awav. Dr. Bell then orders that the bowels
he o~pened freely by some saline draught, as
hunvadi water or effervescing citrate of
magnesia.

For the high fever, severe headache, pain,
and general soreness,the followingis ordered:
I3 AntikamniaTablets (5gr. each), No. xxx

Sig. One tablet every two hours.
If the pain is extremely severe, the dose

is doubled until relief is obtaibed. Often
thtis single dose of ten grains of antikamnia
is followed with almost complete relief froin
tle euffering. Antikamnia is preferred to
the hypoderic use of morphia because it
leaves no bal after-effects; and also because
it lias such inarked power to control pain
and reduce fever. The author says that un-
less the attack is a very sovere one, the
ubove treatnent isi sillcient.

After the fever bas subsided, the pain,
muscular soreniess and nervousness, gener-
allv continue for soie time. To relieve
these and to meet the indication for a tonie,
the following is prescribed:
S Antikainia & Quinine Tablets, No. xxx

Sig. Onîe tablet three tines a day.
This tablet contains two ani one-half

grains of eaci of the drugs, and anlswers
every purpose until healthi is restored.

Occasionally the nuscular coreness is the
most promiinent symptoi. In such cases
the following combination is preferred to
antikamînia alone:
P Antikamnia & Salol Tablets, No. xxx

Sig. One tablet every two hours.
This tablet contains two and one-half

grains of each drug.
Then again it occurs that the most promi-

nent sympton is an irritative cough. A
useful prescription for this is one-fourth of
a grain sulphate codeine and four and threc-
fourths grains antikamînia. Thus:

day I visi to speak upon the sIbject of tubercular arthritis.
You have seen during the session several cases of this disease, upon
whiich operations have been perfoIiled. Suchi cases are of especial
interest to aIll practitioniers, as ther are so frequently inet wth. Tubelr-
culosis is the most conmnon of the chîronic, destructive diseases wlichi
we mneet wifti in this province, and, ailthough presenting itself oftenest
in the lungs it is also found very frequently as a surgical affection, in
the shape of Pott's disease, or of hip-joint disease, or of "white-swelling
of the kce, or of tuberculous disease of? the aikle or other jolits. As
one or another or these affections it occurs im quite a large proportion ofÀ
our tubercular cases, an1d, if We are to expect good resuits in practice,
we iust devote to these cases imucli careful study and nethîodic
treatnent.

I use the terni arthritis, as applied to cases of tuberculare joint
disease, in preferenee to any other terni, as it represents the condition
which inevitablv obtains at a comparatively early stage of the untreated
or badly treated disease. [t may begin as a synovitis, or as an osteitis,
but wherever it begins it ends as an arthritis-all the structures of the
joint becomning involved in the change. The synovial membrane, the

The more the
joint moves, the more stimulation siven to the morbid process, aid
the miiore rapidly does it progress. This fact indicates strongly the
necessitY for early treatient, with absolute rest.

While the disease is bv, no imeans limited to cliildrei, it is, neverthe-
less, particularly a disease of childhood or of young adult life. We
have iad a numîlber of cases in the hospital recently iii which the age
lias ranged fromt twenty to thirty years, but by far the larger proportion
of cases occur in those of tender years and I speak to-day of the
disease as a disease of childhood. Speaking somewhat arbitrarily
children between the ages of fire and fifteenî or eighteen ycars are
iost pirone to the disorder.

With referuce to these cases, as w-ith. referencc to tuberculous aftie-
tions gcnerdly, I am always desirous of giving prominence to a good
principle which is derived from a bad source (a patent medicine adver-
tisement), and tiat is "cosiuption 's earade." Recent experience
proves this beyond cavii, and we shiould all start with such an idca
uppermnost in our minds. Consumption is curable, especially when treat-
ment is adopted sufliciently early in the course of the disease. In the
erystaes particularily can we expect proper therapeutic measures to
bc follow'ed by recovery, and it is for this renson that early diagnosis is
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ail importint. Ilds applies to m tv manifstation o tuberîci lar d iseaso,
and not less to uisease in th joints thai in other parts of the body.

Neverin the case of any child being brought to you with a suspicion
of himeness or stiffness about a limb, write a prescription or give a,
direction without bavinc the idea of tuberculosis in your mind. Look at
the child's general condition, but do not be too mucli influenced by, the
appearance of good health-the disease rnay exist where you would least
suspect it. Go into the family history, and give due weight to any
instance of tubercular disease found therein. Strip the child. Youi
cannot tell about a disease in the deep structures unless the child is
stripped, w-hen you can readily compare the diseased with the healthy side.

The hip and the knee are the joints nost frequently affected ; and we
have a very simple method of detecting any tenderness in these joints.
Have the child stand or bop on one limb. This can be done on the
sound side without trouble, but when the diseased side is used, more or
less pain is induced. Another method is to lay the child on its back on
some firm surface, grasp the limb of the suspected side and press it
strongly towards the child's body. Or, with one hand strike a quick,
sharp blow upon the heel of the extended limb. Any tenderness-as
shown by the child wincing-means disease. Pressing the joint surfaces
together is always a good way of testing for tenderness, and is applicable
even in the early stages.

Study this symptom of tenderness carefully, but whether or no you
find tenderness, do not leave the case until you can answer the question
"Is this a tuberculous joint or not ?" Always definitely decide this
question, renembering the necessity for early treatinent when tubercular
disease bas to be contended witb.

What is going on in the joint in this early stage of the disease ?
What is the pathological condition upon which the symptoins depend ?
At the outset, the first noticeable change is a hyperiemia of the synovial
membrane and adjacent structures-that is assuming that the disease
begilns, as it often does, in the synovial membrane. Those case in which
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the morbid process commences in this vay are the more amenable to
treatinent. Following the preliminary congestion, there is an incrcased
formation of synovial fluid. Then the synovial membrane becomes
thickened, and its edges or fringes soften until they present a gelatin-
ous appearance.

These changes are the changes of inflammation. The exudate is
inflammatory, and is dependent upon the presence of the tubercle
bacillus in the tissues and the implantation of the infection in the joint
structures. And when a case is brought to you, it will in all probability
be in about the condition which I have just described, or in a condition
which might be called a " first growth."

If the case progresses, we get a "second growth." Pus gerins gain
access to the tissues, and suppuration ensues. Suppuration within the
joint is followed by erosion and ulceration of the cartilages-the cartil-
lages softening as the result of the inflammatory process. Abscesses
form within and without the joint, discharging in various directions, and
gradually the bone becomes involved and the third stage of the disease
hias been reached.

Now in the treatment of these cases, I want to impress upon you
strongly that there are two elements to be considered, two factors each
of which require careful and systematic attention, viz.-(f) tuberculosis,
(2) the local tissue changes going on in the affected joint. These factors
are of course interrelated, but both must receive deliberate consideration.
Th'e tuberculous condition of the systeni requires particularly to be
treated-it is the element towards which treatment should first be
directed. The tendency is to treat the local condition only. This is bad.
Do not forget the state of system behind the joint trouble. It wouid bc
better to wholly neglect local treatment than to wholly neglect general
treatment.

Bear this point particularly in mind. We shave a plan of treatment
which sometimes cures, and in the majority of cases retards the progress
of, tuberculosis. As yet there is no specific remedy, aitho' we have the
promise of such being found for us before very long. But by combining
several therapeutic measures we certainly can retard. The principle of
our plan of treatment is to enrich the blood as a tissue builder, and to
increase the vitality of the tissues and stimulate their constructive
powers. When dealing with splints and straps and local appliances, do
not leave this principle out of account.

In attacking the disease tuberculosis, do as a commander would do
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when he deteriîes to attuek a fortress-select ever possil point of
Vna froînwhclî to die ni renedie.

attainable. Unlss you patieint live and sleep in iry rons, your
coliver oiI and ilron will not be of much avail.

A child with beginning local tubercuiosis siould not be pernitted to
reinauî in the saie house with an advanced case of tuberculosis. This
is a maxiin of very great mportance. Erery efiirt shouild be made t)
prevent the association of cases such as ve ar e now c/)nsidlerinr wtli
otier forus of tuberculons discase.

Then the feeding cf patients of thi sort is a uîatt.er reiring iicl
careful attention. There are aiways two elements. to be considered in
the question of go)d feeding-good food ani goad digestion. If the
changes within the stomnach shoulid be linproper or iiperfect, digestion
is interfered with, the nutiritîive iîatters are not assimilated in sufficient
amiount, and the food-no niatter bow good it may be-does not nourish.
Thlere is therefore great need for care of the digestive pracess. I always
have hope for a tuberculous patient who cornes to fie with a good diges-
tion, but if the digestioîn be bad and does not quickly improve under
treiatient, [ have learned to expect death within a yeau in probably 9!

per cent. of cases. By careful diet, by regular feeding, and by proper
thierapeutic measures, strive to your utmost to get the digestive system
into perfect order. The food of a tl)erculous patient must be rich in
fats, and consequently requires a healthy condition of the digestive
organs.

A practice conmmon anong farmers, which must not be lost to sight

as a factor in the production of cases of tuberculosis, is tlat of robbing
all their miilk of its cream, in order to increase the butter output. Their
families are thus compelled to use skinmed nilk, wlich is quîîite deficient
of that fat so necessary to thôse dispcsed to tubercular troubles.
Children thus deprived of their common article of diet inevitably suiffer.
They are being brought up in the shabbiest sort of a way-~on tlat which
looks like milk, but isn't. It would bc better to give thein cold water

the practice of> such doubtful eonomy.

Sait bathin is waiays ood onic and may rove especially useful
in tuberculous cases. 'It is not necessary for the patient to go to the
seaside-in fact it is often higlbly inadvisable for such patients to go near
he coast, alto in the ionths of July and August a short stay at

tlheseaside nay be really valuable. The benelits of sait bathing imay be
eccured at home by adoptng the simple expedient of rubbing the child

down daily with a towel wrung ont of salted water.
Of the part played by niedicines in the treatinent of the general con-

(lition, time forbids me saying much. Of recent years the use of
creosote bas been revived, and its active principle, guaiacol, bas come
into marked favor. I cannot but think that these agents possess sone
specific control over the disease. Iodine, especially as iodide of iron,
and iron itself in various fornis, bold a higli place in my estecm.
When you have added to this short list cod liver oil, you have the
remedies which I have lcarned to place most confidence in. But ail
of these require a good digestion, more especially the cod liver oil, and
you must always guard carefuily against any undue strain upon the
digestive function.

We now coume to consider the ticatment of the local condition, and
in the very early stages the inlications are snmnmed up in one word-
Rest. This is usually obtained by the use of splints and apparatus of
varions kinds. While providing rest to the diseased joint, endeavor
not to deprive otir patient of the sun and air. A week or two in
bed, in a bright, airy room, is alwavs an advantagce. Don't he in too
mnuch of a burry about applving splints, but extension may bc mnade
use of-the effect of such treatmnent being to relieve the pressure of
the joint surfaces and in thiat way to afford rest.

The confinement to bel can rarely be continued long without leading
to decline in the general health, so somre other plan becones uecessary.
SAYRE, of New' York, is to be accredited with the introduction of
measures intended to maintain the joint at rest while the patient is
allowed to go about. Plaster of Paris dressings over and about the

joint immobilize the joint, and the use of crutches relieves the diseased
limb of pressure fron the weighlt of the body. So in this way consid-
erable liberty is possible, and yet the principle of rest is not violated.

But when the diseasec has advanced beyond a certain point, or when
it is plain that treatment by rest and mechanical contrivances is insufflic-
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i')t tocheck th ess of the diease, the question of operaion co Mes
p until the present tie operative measuresve e been 'de'en

essor1 and have been carried out only after the disease has advance< to
ttheu an( t joint ias een restmyed The ob*t of

oþeration s h beretofor been thesaving of lif or limb ard two foris
proce ure have en in vogue for some year, known espectively as

restio and er or rtbrtot Ir the esso o have sen
several examuples od eai oa ration.

Nw i venture to suggest that wedo nlot make suflicient use o
operativ'e measures in tubercubir arthris 1 do not think that operation
should be leled, n such cas'e, until it bcomnes compulsory to resort to
it in order to save the limb or the life of tei patient. In my opinion it
is unwise to defer operation until the, tbird stage of the disease has
been reached and the case is plainly no longer aienable to treatment by
rest and general measures. i fel strongly inclinued to advocate a doctrine
which I an sure will suon becomne establislied-that operation should ,bc
undertaken early and as a curative inteasure. The rnost effective rnethod
of treatnent of tuberculosis is to rernove the affected tissue or tissues,
should the disease be situated in a position where it can be reached, and
this reinoval should be undertaken just as soon as the condition is made
out. The more promptly operative me dans are adopted, the more.satis-
factory will flie resuilt be.

But, you will sav, this theory advocates a treatmnent which involves
danger, witliout giving less radical means a trial. I grant you that
operation is not altogether devoid of risk. We have been accustorned to
consider three danrers in connection witl surgical operation-shock
laumorrhage and sepsis, but of these shîock is the only one which is not
well under control in the present day. And this is not likely to be of
mnuch Imoment when the patient is in fair condition, as is usualiv the case
early in the disease before the cartilage and the bone have becorne
involved. So the dangers of operation have become reduced almnost to a
minimum, wbile at the saine time our methods have so improved as to
alnost assure success.

I bave here three boys who have undergone operation for tubercular
arthritis of the kçnee, and I wish you to notice the differences in the
results attained. In two cases the disease was well advanced, and opera-
tion was necessary to save 1lmb and life. The results might well be
styled good, but nevertheless the lirb ià each case is a comparatively

poor affair, and will never be as useful as we woufld wish. They make a
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i)oor shewingvhen compared with the third ease, in which, as you see,
the litiib is perfect in every respect save for the scar of the operation
woun(. J operated on this third case soime three years ago. At that

time the boy had a tuberculous sýnovitis, which was just beginning to

lead to the invoIvemient of other tissues. The knee was swollen and

presented ail the symptoms of the first stage rapidly going on to the
second stage. I advised operation, but when I had opened the joint I

aimost regretted having done so, as the disease was not nearly so
advanced as at first supposed, and I feared that perhaps more conserva-

tive methods iad not been given a sufficient trial. HoweverI proceeded
to renove ail the diseased tissue with scissors and curette, following ont
carefully the usual details of the operation. The patient was kept on

crutches for fifteen months after operation, so that in the event of any

renant of the disease having been left nature mnight make good the

d(liciency. And the result of that early operation lias been, as you sece,

not only the preservation or life and limb, but the preservation of the

joint. The function of the joint bas been completely restored, and
motion is perfect. Were it not for the cicatrix, there is nothing about

the limb to suggest past disease or operative procedures. The boy walks

and runs without a trace of a limp or stiffness. And yet the operation

was an extreme one, involving the division of ail the ligaments about tie

joint, including the ligamentum patellae.
I regard this case as a striking exemplification of the force of my

contention that operation should be undertaken early, and for purposes
of cure. Its testimony is silent, but nevertheless eloquent. I need say
no more.

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ON KRI~NG 'COLD)

As a inatter ol personal experience anid universal observation I do
not suppose there is a more common or famniliar phenomenon than what
we terni taking coli. Ansi yet there is considerable liflicultv n
xplaining the relationship between cause and effect.

Many theories have .een advanced to explain this exceedingly en

mon experience. The most satisfactory. one is that diseases resulting

fromn taking or catching cold-fa miliar expressions-are du3 to funetional

dlisturbance caused by the removal of heat to an abnormal degree from

(ne portion of the body to another, this giving rise to morbid processes
in sone part probably far removed fron the site of exposure. TEhis is

known as the theorv of SIrtz.
RoSrrIrA s theory is that the effect of cold contracts the peripheral

vessels, driving the blood in on the internal organs, where it acts as an

irritant, thus exciting inflaunation. This theory is probably incorrect.
At least it does not explain the most common of all inflammations, namely.

acute coryza-the ordinary cold in the lead so-called.
lBosworrain commenting upon these theories, agrees Vith Srz but

believes his theory incomplete, and i cannot explain this matter to you

hetter than to quote BOSWORTH.~S criticisims
" The theory of SErtz is not complete but leaves the matter still somewhat

in then dark. The true action of cold upon the body in producing miorbid Coidi-
tions is probably on those nutritive changes which are constantly going on, ai
by which the animal heat is developed. This heat production is going on in ail
the tissues of the body. [n orcer that this funiction will not be imoaired it is
necessary that the normal temperature shahl be maintained. This we know is

8 Any marked deviation froi this normal standard as the resuit of extran-
cous influences resuits in morbid changes. If heat production is arrested in a
portion of the body uider the action of intense cold, molecular death of the part
ensues, as is the case ien gangrene of a lmb results fron freezing. If the

aetiorn of a low teIpcratu re ol de nisin. in telie ordinlary plenomena of
taking col we.have.still the reGits low temperatuire acting on the heat
produg processes, but in an in t mmnr. The direct action cf thie
cokd is, as a rule, upon te' surface t te ody, b t. the resuItant morbid condi-
tion is upon sone organ reiote front thle exposed part. In both cases however
the cause ani the eflect arethe sanie and the connectioi btween the exposure
anid the resultant inlaimniatory condition, is the disturbance of tlose nutritive
changes in the tissues wliclh resuilt i the production of animal heat.

I think this action nay be fairly weli illustrated bv the familiar example
of a chandelier of say six burners. If thiese are ail lighted. ach light gves
forth a steadv and equable tlamie. h f' now four or tive jets are turned ofl, the
remaining jet burns up with a flowing and increased intenlsity. I n the saine
manner we may explaii the plienoliienon of an ordinîary cold.

" The nutritive processes going on ii the wlhole economny are governed by
the central nervous svstemn, and furthermnore a certain aimount of iervous force
is expended in the regulation of these nutritive processes. If as the result of
exposure to cold these nutritive changes are arrested in a certain portion of the
body, te sanie nervous force being sent out fron the central system, it w'ili
be understood how this local arrest of the nutritive process in one portion would
be attended with a certain amount of increased nutritive activity iii another
portion ; the activity of the nerve centres going on as before. Now, iicreased
nutritive activity coistitutes inflannation, and tins inflammation locates itself
at the point of Ieast resistance, viz., as a rie at soie point iii the econoiiv
where a mild chronie infianinatory process is going on, which is lighited uip into
an acute process as the result of a cold. It is not, then, from an exposure of
the whole body, that a cold is contracted, but from an exposure of a part of the
body, as the resuilt of which ic physiological processes of liat production in
that part alone are disturbed, giviniîg rise to increased nutritive activitv or
inflammation in some organ, far remîoved, perhaps, froin the site of the primary
exposure.

The question naturally arises, why is it that fte upper air passages
are the most liable of ail parts to inflauinationî as a resuilt of cold ? Tlie
explanation is found in their exposed position. Being subject to irritat-
ing impurities of the inspired air, and once having becen in a state of
inflammation, the membranes in these parts becoine more sensitive and

very quickly take on a mild clronie catarrhal process. Then every
slight cold produces an acnte attack, and finally we have developed a
serious chronie intianmation of the inucous membrane lining he îpper
air passages.

PREVENTION.-It is exceedingly difficult to enumerate a set of rules
which will be applicable to ail people, and vet there are some general
directions which it would be well for ail to follow and especially those

who are partienlarly susceptible or liable to take cold. Everyone should
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st udy hisel or lierseif fron a physical standpoint a -n try to profit by
past experiences.

In regard to clothing, the body shoul] be clothed sufficiently to keep
it warm. Avoid over-clothing as you would too little. Too niuch
clothing Inakes the body sensitive and tlhus liable to cold. Many people
are careless enough to retain their extra garments, such as cloaks and
*overcoats, when within doors-the body becoming too warm, perspiration
ensuing, and thon on going out in the cold air a sudden change in the
condition of the surface of the body takes place and cold is the result.
Others, fancying they have a weak throat or chest, crowd a great deal of
clothing about these parts when they go out, and the result is they
return indoors and lay aside these garments. With these people the skin
about the neck and chest is in a state of perspiration and sudden checking
takes place with theni and a cold ensues. It bas often been said, and
very truly, that an extra sole on the boot is the best chest protector.
Clothe the body sufficiently to keep it warm, but clothe it uniforimly, so
that it will be equally protected in ail parts. I once beard an eminent
physician of New York say that the seal-skin sacque had been the cause
of more deaths than had smnali pox, in that city in recent years. He was
referring to the habit of many women who go out wrapped in seal-skin,
enter a warm house and remain there percbance for an bour, thus
becoming overheated and thoroughly prepared for a chill when going
into the cold air again.

The cold bath is highly recommended for keeping the cutaneous
surface in proper condition. This part of the norning toilet is not
always convenient, but anyone can at least sponge the body with cold
water and with few exceptions it w%'ill be found highly beneficial.
Attend to the general health and ail general hygienic surroundings,
exercise in the open air, avoid drafts and exposure, keep the bowels
regular and thus obey ail the general laws of health. Such suggestions
give your future patients, especially those who are disposed to catarrhal
troubles.

Ta1E-rE.-I believe it to be the duty of every physician to instruct
his patients regarding the care of the ordinary cold, and if his instructions
are carried out many a patient will escape more serious morbid conditions.
You will all agree with ne that this most conmmon and familiar experi-
ence is greatly neglected, and to such an extent that grave inflamumatory
processes of a chronie nature are the result. The parts of least resistance
becone afected, resolution is imperfect, and consequently these sanie

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organs are weakened and ieadily take on those morbid conditions to
whicl I have already referred.

The administration of a Dovers powder with hot foot-bath and hot
drink-all taken at bed time-will frequently tbort a cold. Free per-
spiration will be accomplished, thus giving evidence that the body heat has
been increased universally. By these mneasures we hope to bring about

a proper relationship between heat-production and hcat-w-aste.
The col which nanifests itself principally by an attack of acute

rhinitis-tle ordinary cold in the bead-is the fori which I may say is
always neglected, and thousands of people to-day are suffering fromt
chronic nasal catarrh because of their indifference to the care of this
affection. A great mistake is made in assuming that acute rhinitis must
tako its course, and that after a few days resolution will take place and
the membrane will be as hcalthly as ever. This is decidedly a wrong
view to take of this matter. inucous membrane which has undergone
so violent an attack of inflammation is rendered more liable to renewed
attacks, and very soon a inild chronic catarrhal inflammation results, at
first so slight as to escape observation by the patient. It is this begin-
ning of chronic catarrh which ve should endeavor to prevent. In regard
to local reniedies, the various astringents are of somne use, but all these
are not to be compared with cocaine as an agent to assist in aborting
acute coryz. Its action on the vascular pletliora is alnost instantaneous.
Tihe cngorged blood vessels are relieved within five minutes fron the
time of the application of a weak solution of this drug. lI an hour or
two the effect of tEe cocaine passes off, and the blood vessels again become
engorged. Repeat the application a second, third and fouirth tine if
necessary. Along w-ith the local treatment give a hypodermic injection
of atropia sulphate g grain, combined with morplia sulphate grain, and
when possible, put the patient to bed. Tiese last named remedies will
assist the action of the cocaine, the opium contracting the capillaries and
the atropia inhibiting the glandular secretion.

At the prosent time the patients who seek this prompt relief belong
to two classes-those studying vocal music or engagced in oratorical
effort, and patients suffering from chronic niddle car affections. Alniost
invariably when such a patient comes to my office seeking relief I will
learn that lie or she is to sing at soie concert orsustain some heavy part
in opera that night or the next, or las much speaking in public to perform.
These patients you will find very grateful if you succeed in arresting the
full development of an inflaminatory process involving the mucous mem-



bra e f tb uppe ai psage en the seriousness of neglecting
these acute attack becoinos more widel nown and appreciated by th e
enel public acuee autarhal affetions of the nose and, thr il

receive more attention, and conscquently we will have less of the chronic
forms than prevail at the present time.

it is not always possible to carry out tbe treatinent as aheady ott-
lined. \Vith such patients administer a dose of quinine with a purgative
at night, also a mixture containig amimonia chloride and tincture of
opium.

Whether we hold the belief that chronie
inflammation is the resuit of repeated attacks of acute inflanminatorv
processes, or that chronic infla mnmation is chronic fromt the becinmninr, is
iinmmnatorial.

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hIoe the fu l o o rooice<l chronic catarrh whiei is

so conanon lu ils counti ]l w ry large percentage of cases te

chronic inflan mations of the naso l trynx, pharynx and iaryn:x are the

resit f chronie hypertrophic catarrh of the nasal passages proper.

rilhis is not so nuch because of the extension of Lte disease throglh te

continuity of the tissues, but is ratier due to the inspired air passing

over the pharynx and larynx in a dry condition, robbing the muncous
secretion in these parts of its oisture, andi hence this secretion becomtes
thick, inspissated and adherent to tie membrane. This in turnîs sets up
irritation, and finallv inflammation.

You will better understand this inatter by briedy reviewing the
functions of the nasal mucous nembrane, nanmely, cleansing tie

inspired air of its imtpurities, raising this imttspired air
to a p oper tenperature, and giving it a proper moisture. \Wien

asal respiration becomnes difiult noutl breathing takes place, antd the
nucous ncnb·ane o telic pharynx and larynx is callec upon to performi
the lunctions intended by nature for Lite nasal itucous membrane.

in conclusion 1 wish to draw your attention to the elects of chrontic

nasal catarrah upon the organs of learing. Nearly all middle ear

affections have their origin iii diseased conditions of the nose or naso-

pharynx. A state of congestion of these parts is always present and
such patients are predisposed to attacks of acute catarrhal or suppurativc
inflammation of the middle ear ; these often cndintg in te persistent

chronic disorders. Any phmysician attempting to treat middle car
aWections without a truc conception of the relationship existing betwecn
te nose naso-piarynx and the car, will utteriy fail in his management

of nii car disorders.



A CASE OF HYi)ATI)IFORMNI MOLE*.

The most constnt sym ptoms associated with t vaiio uscorplica-
tions of pregnancy are pain and hmmorrhage To uch an extent is tIis
true that one mighi almost ,ay that ail ofthe conditions leading to an
arrest of pregnancy in the ehriy months are a conpanied by either or
both of these symptoms.

As a general rul1 th e oc urrerice of these s-into iîs ..in icaté an
abortion, either threatoned or actual.

In the case of a complete abortion, after the entire axpulsion of the
ovumn the pain and hemmorrhage cease.

Siould these symptoms continue, or recur sliortlv after their cessation
they generally indicate the occurrence of an incomplete abortion.

In rarer instances, in fact in mucli rarer instances, they may be asso-
ciated with the condition of bydatidiform mole.

lt is generally conceded now that the essential pathological condition
of hydatidiform mole consists in a proliferative degeneration of the
chorionic villi. The degeneration of the villi embraces hypertrophy of
their epithelium, their connective tissue cells and their intercellular sub-
stance. The accumulation of iucoid tissue gives to the villi the
appearance of cysts, which vary greatly in size. As the degeneration
does not extend to the entire villus, portions of normal tissue intervene
between the cysts, and give to the degenerated mass the appearance of
grape clusters. This characteristic appearance is, I think, well shown
in the specimen herewith presented.

The comparative rarity of hydatidiform mole bas induced me to offer
the report of the following case:

Mrs. M., aged 40, consulted me on account of uterine hiemorrhage and
severe luinbar pains. On questioning her, I elicited the following history.
Her fanily history was good, and she herself had always enjoyed fairly
gond health. She had been married 13 years, had 3 children born at full

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term ; but had abortions and preflatture deliveries to the nui ber of ten.
She stated that about six weeks had elapsed since the time of her last
menstruation.

A vaginal examination vas inade but no dilatation of the os uteri nor
softening of the cervix was found, so supposing that the patient was
threatened with abortion, she was put to bed and given fluid extract of
viburnum prunifolium. After remaining in bc-d for a few days the con-
dition improved and she resumed ber ordinary household duties. About
one month later I was again consulted and informed by her that shortly
after she had resumed ber work the pain and haienorrhage had recurred.
She found, however, that a few days rest was invariably followed by an
improvement, but resumption of householdc duties would again result in
the recurrence of both of these distressing symptoms.

She was again put to bed and kept under observation. For a week
the condition seemed to improve, but soon the h-omorrhage became
fairly constant in spite of rest, while she suffered considerably from the
lumbar pain. The uterus was of course enlarged, but, as far as could
be ascertained, not to any undue extent, while at the sane tim-e no soft-
e ning was present in the cervix.

About this time, suddenly one morning she was seized with a severe
ciili and the teiperature rose to 103°F.

In consultation with Dr. MACKEEN it was decided to empty and
curette the uterus. Softening and dilatation of the cervix were now
found, on examination, to have taken place ; and an indefinite mass couîld
be feit presenting about the level of the internal os.

As the dilatation was sufficient to freely admit the curette, accord-
ing to the wishes of the patient no anoesthetic was employed. At. the
commencement of the operation the hwmorrhage was very free, but soon
diminisbed when the first masses of the mole were renoved. The uterus
was very gently but very tboroughly curetted, the instrument being
introduced again and again until the cavity was emptied of a large
(iuantity of material.

The cavity of the uterus was then douched with carbolic lotion and
packed with iodoform gauze. Two hours after the operation the tem-
perature was again taken, when it was found to have dropped to 101'F,
and by evening it was down to 99°F. The next morning it was 98VF,
above which point it never again rose.

The gauze was removed on the second day and the patient made an
uninterrupted recovery.
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One of Ue eti ica ctrs of datid Le eIed to e quite
prominent in this case. The patient, though married thirteer years, bad
onily had three chil(lren born at full termn, but had no less than ten rnis-
carriage. This would suggest the probable existence of ,endometritis
which is supposed to form one of the most important predisposing causes
of these cases.

I should like also to call attention to the difficulty in diagnosis,
especially during the earlier months.

LusC states that the nost important symptoms are h.emorrhage,
several lunbar pains and an undue enlargement of the uterus, while the
occasional passage of cysts wvould render the diagnosis certain. In
this instance, as far as couldbe ascertained, the uterus was not enlarged
to an extent sufficiently great to arouse one's suspicions as to the nature
of the case. We had supposed that we were dealing with a case o
inlcomplete abortion, until the well known grape clusters appeared luring
the process of curettage.

Of the usual dangers connected with these cases I think one of the
gravest was here threatened. While the h;emnorrhage was at no time
alarming, yet the occurrence of a chill and the rise of temperature would
seem to indicate the fact that the contents of the uterus had becone
septic, while the rapid reduction of the temperature after the operation
justifies the opinion that only the prompt cure ;tage saved the patient
from a serious attack of septicomia.

BELLADONNA iN BRONCI1TIS.-I I have long regarded the mucous
expectoration in Lronchitis, whether viscid and vitreous or profuse ani
watery, as rather an increased sécretion than an inflammatory produet,
and so employ tincture belladonna in ten minim doses three tines daily,
or oftener to check and relieve incessant and troublesome cough. I alsa
find it relieves the bronchitis produced by inhalation of ether, and will
suggest it should be given to patients who, after aspiration, suffer from
an abundant watery expectoration so profuse as to sometimes kill by
su ffocation.--RiNGE i, in Britisht Meclical Journmal.

SEPTIC.EIA.-The latest treatment for general septicomia is the

hypodermic injection of creosote. The creosote is mixed with equal
parts of caimphorated oil and twenty minims of the solution are injected
three times a day,-ledical Brief.



RETROSPECT DEPARTMIENT.

UNDER THE CHARGE OF

J. W. DANIErL M. D., M. R. C. S., St. John, N. B.

In the AGih . far Gy«pw-ologi, SrRAsSMAN lias a1in important paPer
on the subject of " Ovulation, Menstruation and Conception." He per-
formed eight experiients on bitches by injecting sterile fluid into the
ovary. He found that the increase in the vascular tension following
each injection into the ovary produced the phenomena of menstruation,
including the characteristic changes in the mucous membrane of the
uterus. His experiments show that menstruation resuits fron an altered
condition in the vascular tension of the ovaries, produce( by nervous
stimulus'

The results obtained may be thus summarized the ripening of the
ovum produces an increase in the vascular tension of the ovary, causing
a nervous stimulus to be transmitted to the uterus, and bringing about
the characteristic enlargement and turgescence of that organ and its
lining membrane which are observed at menstruation. This increased
vascularity of the womb prepares it to nourish the ovum, if impregnated.
When conception does not occur the ovum escapes, and with it are dis-
charged the surplus blood supply and epithelial soi] which were prepared
for it. As has been stated by others, each menstruation is the birth of
an unimpregnated ovum.

This teaches us that conception most readily occurs outside the uterus,
within the tube, pregnancy usually beginning as an extra-uterine or
ectopie gestation. Conception most frequently occurs not immînediately
after menstruation, as has been supposed, but during the two weeks
innediately preceding a menstrual period. Menstruation, itself, is a
sign that pregnancy ias not occurred. In reckoning the date of confine-
ment, the last day of the last menstrual period, which has usually been
taken, should not be considered as the probable time of conception, but
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a period preedin4 by ~vek ir tn days the tt mienr.e l cpoch at
w'hich mnenstmattion did. no occnr. Tihus, if the last day of the last
menstrual period is stated to be) tle first of a giNen month, the period of
gestation shlould be counted, net iront this date, but fromI the 20th or
possibly te 25th of this mnonth.-A uI. Jonrn. Med. 8ice.

iotoimy or Laparotoîny."

1. Suppuration of tlie abdominal wound is due, ot to the prsenc
of bacteria, but to foreign bodies or strangulation by tiglht sutures.

2. Il many cases simple through and throughî sutures are suticien.
3. In stout patients it is better to close the peritonemn sepa rately,

and the remnaining layers of the wounid with one or two series of sutures.
4. Siik-wormn gut is the best for interrupteil sutures, and Catgut

(inot clironicised) for bu ried sutures.
IHIowirz believes that just as little of peritoneun as possible should

be included : in fact, lie approves or thle plan of sone operators n1ot to
suture the peritoneal edges at all, but to allow them to unite toward the
abdominal cavity. Patients should not be allowed to leave the bed until
three weeks have elapsed.

BlcCLING Foa WoMEN THEI HER recomnends cycin ini cases
of aimenorra, especially wien' the uterusi undeeloed. Dysmeo-
rrhoea of nervous origin in young girls and sterile womnen is oten relieved.
In endomnetritis, the writer hias seen no resuit favorable or otherwise
fron this formn of exercise in the menorrhagie orml he advises against it
on theoretical grounds. It should be forbidden in clronic as well as acute
gonîorrhla, in salpingitis, and in sub-acnite and ehronie p.eritonitis of
whatsoever origin.

Flexions and versions do not constitute a contraindication ; in fact,
cyclinug is often recommended for patients with these conditions, with the
view of relieving nervous syniptoms and strengthening flabby muscles,
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ratlier tlhill actually relieving displaceiment. This 1llay account for good
results in some cases of partial prolapsus.

The use of tc bicycle is inadmissible in pa:ts with tibroid or
ovarian tumors. Bladder troubles are usually aggravated. Women
ought not to ride during menstruation, though the writer adiits several
of his patients had done so without injury. Pregnancy is a positive
contra indication.

H. IMACNAUGH'TON J<)NES tinlks eyeling may have an injurious effect
<ni women at time of ienopause, and doubts propriety of women wilth
retrodisplacements of .uterus riding, either with or without pessarie.
Hoemorrlhoids are aggravated, and coccygodynia mnay result. He recom-
imencis a pneumatic saddle so constructed as to support the ischia, but

not to press upon the external genitals or coeyx ; there should u no

projection under pubes.

BYERS, in the lriledh Medical J]urn'l, in speaking of " Early Recog-
nition and Treatnent of Puerperal Fever," believes that where antiseptic

precautions arc taken the pulse and temperature vary but little from
normal. Tie first synptoms of septic infection are rapid pulse and
fever. The earlier after labor die symptoms appear, the worse the-
prognosis.

In the treatmcent Ue would thoroughîly examine the patient a.s soon as
symptoms appear. Jle uterus should be explored, and any ]aceration
in the genital tract disinfected. He lias scen good results froil pro-
longed uterine irrigation. This should be contiînued twelve hours in
soine cases, a dilute antiseptic being employed. If tUe finger can detect
sloughing mnembrane in uterus, curetting is indicatcd. Packing with
gauze mnay well follow. Hie recognises fully the vaiuc of tonics and
food vith these patients.

Courrs (Br3a. Nedl. Jow) gives following results in " Infantile
Syphilis." He finds a syphilitie mother much more potent in infecting
than is syplhilitic father. As far as prognosis goes, it makes no differ-
ence winch is the infectin< agent. Il syphilis by conception the
mother's entire or partial immnîunity is caused by the production of ,nti-
toxins in lier body which increase withî successivo pregnancies.

Marasmus and congenital atrophy of the secretive and absorptive
urface of- the intestinal tract are among the most important symptoms
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of inherited syphilis. Wlile first symptoms generally appear in second
ionth, thîey nay be delayed twelve imonths. Visceral disease (enlarge-

ment of spleen and liver) were found in mnost cases. Bone lesions were
less often observed ; suppuration was rare, and usually seen in long bones
in children old enough to walk.

He bas found inherited syphilis very feebly contagious. In practice
the only limitations he would place on nlursing would be that the
imotler or wet nurse slould have no excoriations on nipples and thiat no
ulcerations or fissures be preseit in the mouth of infected infant.

HUFoIIAUER re)o-ts seven successful cases of Puerperal Sepsis, treated
th nuclin, andI says when used piomlptly good results are obtained

1OUix lias been treating Uterine Fibroids by the internal adininis-
tration of thyroid extract. HIe says it causes a marked reduction in size
of fibroids, while pain, pressue, gencral wveakness and especially
haniiorrhage are certainly relieved. -le says it also causes a diminution
of imenorrhagia in womien at the climacteric.

PlouSP1ATED O, ix TooTHACdu E.-This is claimed as a sovereîgn
reredy in removing pain from a cavious tooth. The cavity being
cleansed, a few drops of the oil on wool are packed into the part, and
covered in with gutta percha. The pain is quickly renoved, and the
plug may be left in for some days. The phosphorated oil is prepared
with one part of phosphorus dissolved in about eight parts of expressed
oil of almond.-Practical Druggist.

For 1NsomiA.-The following method of inviting,. sleep to tired,
overworked and overworried brains bas proved of infinite advaiitage in
my experience so far as tried.

On retiring put in use, by contraction, a certain group of muscles:
change to another before exhaustion, to another, and thence to another,
hia.vir.g a definîte routine; and continue until a sense of fatigue has cone.
The brain meantime is asked to keep a record of the respirations and of
the muscular engagements in their order until it too says, " Enough !
A few minutes generally sufhices.-LEARNED, in Boston Iliedical an(d

FOR H [GHER MEDICAL EDUCATION.

n J ; 7 ne for March 8, 1897, Dr. W . BRINERHOFF
bas a letter in which he sug gests that the best way' to raise the standard
of medical education is not the appointment of boards to examine those
about to begin practice, but rather to require of those who desire to
become medical teachers a rigid examination upon the subjects of the
medical curriculum.

"Their qualilications to teach should be no less thoroughly tested than are
the qualifications of the teachers in our publie schools. After examination the
aspirant for professional honors should be entited to a teacher's certificate
entitling iiim to teach for a terim of years, as determined hy the result of his
examinations. Establish the medical professorships upon this basis of 'higher
medical education,' then let the diplomas they grant he prima facie evidence of
comupetency on the part of the graduate, and there will be no necessity for an
examîining board."

The idea is a new one, and is indeed suggestive. It might not be
very easy to put it into practice, but it is worth looking into. Perhaps
it would not be aniss to consider thë application of Dr. BnINKERHOFF'S

idea in connection with the inter-provincial registration sebeme. If
appointments to the staff of all our Canadian colleges could be brought
under the control of a chosen exarnining body, the question would be
sol ved as far as Canadian graduates are concerned.

The fountain head made competent and intellectual, the streams of
students that annually flow from our inedical colleges will be qualified and
capable. They will need no la"w to test their fitness for medical practice. Like
begets like.

MABcH 3. 1897.-This meeting was held at the Provincial Lunatic

Asylum, Fairville, on the invitation of the Superintenlent, :Dr. G. A.
HETHERINGTON.

The subject of " The Treatment of Epilepsy" was discussed bv Dr.
HETIHEIUNGTiON, who especially described that treatment which is based
upon the view that epilepsy is chiefly caused by absorption of toxic
inaterial from the intestinal tract into the system. This is a starvaticn
treatment. The bowels are thoroughly emptied and kept empty, soime-
times for as long a periodl as a week, while vater is given to the patient.
Then a milk diet is administered for from one to three months, and

graduallv advanced to a liglit genera.l diet.
The results gained by this treatment are said to be particularly satis-

factory.
Following the discussion, two cases of general paresis were exhibited

by Dr. HETIERINGTO'N, and at the close of the meeting the inembers
were hospitably entertained at the Superintendent's house.

MAncnr 10, 1897.-Dr. Muni.' MAcLAREN exhibited : (1) A patient
on whom had been perfornied external urethrotomy without a guide, to
relieve an impermeable traumatic stricture. The injury was caused by
falling astride the solid rubber tire of a bicycle wheel. The man was
now able to introduce a number 15 Englishi sound. (2) A specimen of
echinococcus cyst of the kidney, from a man, a native of Greece, who
later lived in Alexandria, Egypt, and had now resided in New Brunswick
for thrce years. The cyst was of the right kidney, oval in shape, and
was about six inches in length, and in breadtli about three and a half
inches. The nature of the tumour was obscure previous to its removal.
Examination of the urine bad sbown nothing abnormal. The cyst,
which was adherent to the under surface of the liver and to the
intestines, was removed with the kidney through an anterior abdominal
incision. There was much dihiculty in control]ing hæemorrhlage, and the
case subsequently proved fatal by secondary hæ3morrhage. Hooklets and
heads of scolices were abundantly found in the fluid contents of the cyst.

Dr. EMERY exhibited a very large diphtheritic membrane which was
thrown off from the tonsil and wall of pharynx, nine hours after the
injection of 2000 units of antitoxic serum.
