$50 says, " It oughit to be a straighit tlîousand,
and divide the Chtristinas collection.>'

XVE, editorially, say only, " It iS up to the
congcregation," and echo the Rector's Christmnas
ieditation.

We cordially extend a wvelcome to thic mer-
bers of the Nursingr-at-Iloino Mission, who arc
now settled in our panisl. Already their use-
ftilness hias been tested, and much -%vas donc by
their cane to soothe the dying hours of one of
our people.

SECRETARY'S REPORT.

At.ccordiing to the Constitution drawn- up) by
the Executive Coimmiittec for the Sanctuary
Gtuild wve aic. holdingr oui- Annual Meetingy on thc
last Friday iii the Christian yenr. 1)uringr thc
past ycar thc Guild bas lield 31 ineetings, witli
an average weekly attendance of 10 nieinbers,
the coînîletc list of mnellbership) bejun- 18.

I3eforc comminencingy our work ecdi w'cek wc
wemrc invitcd to attend thc Litany, whichi is said
iii chilrch, withi special prayers for the Guild,
every Fridity norning at 10.30 o'clockz.

As the result of thé Anuial M)eeting- lust ycar
the Execuitivo Coummittee already nmentioned wvas
appointcd iii order to discuss the futuire organi-
zation of the Guild. This coinîittc muet and

drew up a few simple rutes which were e.fter-
wvards adopted.

It %vas also sug(gested that we should extend
our sphiere of wvorki and undertake the entire
charge of thc sanctuary and of the font, which
hitherto had not been the exclusive duty of the
Guiild. The ]RectGr also requested that we
shiotld superintend the general cleaning of the
church, and keep in good order the prayer books
and hynîn books, beingr responsible for their equal
distribution in the pews.

Withi the view of undertakingy these fresh
duties it wvas suggested that wc sbould adopt a
Molle comiprehiensive name and the titie Sanctu-
ary Guiild wvas substituted for that of the Chan-
cel Guild, the '%vord sanctuary being used in its
widest sense as comprising the whole building of
the churchi.

This year the embroiderers have been unusu-
ally busy înaking two -white stoles and a set of
wh1ite rnarkers, wvhile the ever increasing dernand
for newv surplices bas required ail the attention
of the inecdlei..'orkers.

The Guild has also donc its usual work in de-
coratingr the church for Christmas, Easter and
thc Harvest Festivals.

On the occasion of Miss Madeline Cayley's
wedding, in February last, at our request the
flowvcrs land entire decorations in JLhe churchi wcre
the grift of the Guild,. offered as a tribute to Miss
CayÏey'.s faithiftl and valued inembership for
several years past.

Since the summiier liolidays we have regretfully
reccivcd Miss Mackcîmzie's resignation, wvhicb bias
been unavoidable owipgr to the fact of lier hiav-
ing rcmnovcd to Deer Park.

In concluding our reviewv of the past year it
isi with a great satisfaction that we find 50 muchi
good wvork bias been accoinplishied by the Guild,
and wve appeal to ail its mnnibcrs for their re-
neNved intercst and hearty co-operation in wvhat-
ever duties the new year ma.y bring us, realizing
wvhat a higli privilege is ours wvhose work it is
to bcautify the sanctiuary of God.
