MUNICIPAL AND SCHOOL ACCOUNTS.

Hon. A. S. Hardy has introduced in the
Ontario legislature an act to make bctlgr
provisions for keeping and auditing muni-
cipal and school accounts. Some of the
most important provisions of the bill are
printed below :

The Lieutenant-Governor n Council
may from time to time appoint for the pur-
poses of this Act an officer to be known
as “The Provincial Municipal Auditor.”

It shall be the duty of the Provincial
Municipal Auditor, subject to the approval
of the Lieutenant Govemor in Council,
from time to time to frame rules recpecting
the following matters, namely :—The num-
ber and form of books of account to be kept
by the treasurers of county, township, town
and village municipalities respectively , the
system of book-keeping to be adopted
by all municipal treasurers, or by the
treasurers of any class of municipalities,
and by the treasurers of all or of anyclass
of school boards ; the maunner in which
books of account, vouchers, receipts, mon-
eys and secunties of municipalities and
school boards shall be kept ; the audit and
examination of accounts and moneys of
municipal corporations and of school mon-
eys by municipal and school auditors re-
spectively, or by the Provincial Municipal
Auditor, or by any person appointed by
him for that purpose.

The rules somade shall afier approval by
the Lieutenant-Governor in Council and
publication in the Ontario Gazette, have
the force of law, and any officer of 2 muni-
cipal corporation guilty of any‘wilful act or
omission in contravention of suc’ rules,
in addition to any other penalty | ided
by law, shall upon conviction before two
or more justices of the peace, be liable to
a penalty of not more than $100, nor less
than 320 and cost, and shall be disqualified
for the period of two years thereafter from
holding any municipal office.

1n order that municipal accounts may be
kept correctly and according to a uniform
method, the said Auditor shall prepare a
book or sets of books of account upon a
proper system for use by county, township,
town and village corporations respectively ;
and he shall submit the said books to the
Lieutenant-Governor in Council for ap-
proval.

The said auditor when directed by and
subject to the approval of the Lieutenant-
Governorin Counc:las aforesaid shall also
from time to time prepare books of ac-
count upon a simple and uniform system
of bookkeeping for use by the vanous
srhool boards throughout the province.

The council of each of the said mun:-
cipalities and each of the said school
boards, shall procure the book or books
prescribed for their respective municipal-
ity or board, and shall keep -the accounts
of the mumcipahty or board theremn, and

in accordance with the system provided
thereby, and any municipalty aforesaid
which refuses or neglects so to do, shall
be liable to the penalty of $200 for every
month it may be in default.

In case there is no prospect of the pub-
lication of said books or of any one or
more of them by some responsible publish-
er, the Auditor may call for tenders for
their publication, and with the approval
of the Licutenant-Governosr in Council,
may arrange Tor such publication and for
the salethereof,and in orderthatsaid books
may be supplied to the public ata reason-
able cost, may, with the like approval, fix
the price at which the same sharl be sold.

The Provincial Municipal Auditor may
at any time on his own motion, or when-
ever requested by any member of a muni-
cipal council, if directed by the Lieutenant.
Governor in Council, or when required by
a requisition 1n writing signed by thirty
ratepayers resident in the municipality
he shall make a full audit, inspection and
examination of the books, accounts, vouch-
ers and moneys of any municipal corpora-
tion in the hands of the treasurer or collec-
tor thereof.

The said Auditor upon any such audit,
examination or inspection may require the
treasurer, collector or auditor of any muni-
cipality or school board, or any other per-
son to appear and give evidence on oath,
and for this purpose shall have the same
power to summons such officers or other
persons to attend as witnesses, to enforce
their attendance, and to compel them to
produce books and documents and to give
evidence as any judge or court has in civil
cases, and the officers of all mumicipalities
and school boards shall as often as re-
quired by the said Auditor produce all
books and documents required to be kept
by them, at the treasurers office for ex-
amination and inspection.

The Provincial Municipal Auditor or
any other person making an audit, inspec-
tion or examination under this Act, shall
report thereon to the council of the muni-
cipality, and to the Lieutenant-Governor,
and shall in such report make such recom-
mendations as may seem to him to be
necessary to carry out the provisions of
this Act and The Municipal Act and the
School Laws as regards the keeping
of the books and accounts of the muni-
cipality or board, and so as best to secure
the moneys and assets of the said cor-
poration,

Whenever the smid Auditor- personally

conducts an audif, inquiry, mspection or
examination under this act, the fees and
expenses to be allowed therefor shall be
determined and certificd by the Attorney-
General or other Minister, and shall be.
come a debt due to the Crown from the
municipality, aiid in default of payment
thereof the Provincial Treasurer may de-
duct the same from any moneys payable
to the municipality by the province.

Whenever such audiy,inquiry,inspection,
or examination is conducted by any person
other than the said Auditor, the fees and
expenses to be allowed for the same shall
be determind by the Auditor subject tothe
approval of the Attorney-General or other
Minister, and shall thenceforth become a
debt due such persons by the municipal
corporation, and shall be payable within
three months after demand thercof at .the
office of the treasurer of the municipality.

The said Auditor shall not receive from
m‘%' municipal corporation, or from any
officer thereof, any fees or other remunera-
tion for service rendered by him in the
fulfilment of the duties of his office under
this Act, and in lieu of all other fees, em-
oluments or expense he shall be paid out
of the consolidated revenue fund such
salary per annum as shall fiom time to
time be provided by the Legislature, and
reasonable travelling and other expenses.

The said Auditor shall annually prepare
and present to the Lieutenant-Governor a
report showing the number and character
of the investigatious made by him or under
his direction during the preceding year,
and also as to any changes in the law or
in the rules made under this Act which he
may consider advisable.

The manager in charge of the bank in
which municipal or school board funds are
deposited shall make a true statement of
the funds in the bank at any time desired.

The treasurer of every municipalitv and
school board shall keep the moneys held
by him as such treasurer entirely separate
from his own moneys, and in depositing
any moneys of the municipality or board
in any bank or company he shall deposit
the same to a separate account kept in his
name as treasurer of the municipality or
school board under some designation that
will show the account to be an account of
the money of such municipality or school
board,

ToroNTO . The :\prroach of the sprin
season has caused a slightly increased demand
for builders’ supplics, although sales have not
g;ct reached any volume. The outlook for

uilding in Toronto is not promising, very fow
busldings being projecied, but at outside points
the won%\'s already areanged for indicate a fairly
prosperous scason,  Particularly in Ottawa is
this the case, whiere a number ‘of targe build-
ings arc under way. Animprovement is noted
in the demand for cement, glass, paints and
oils and building paper.

MoxTREAL: While business at the present
time is quict, the prospects for the season’s
trade are said Lo be more encouraging than
carlicr in the year.  Inquiries for summer de-
iveries are received by the dealers daily.
Stocks of cement on sput are not large, and
prices rule steady.  There has been a good de-
mand for firebricks, and stocks have been cone
siderably reduced of late. A fair trade is
doing in paints and oils. Steel beams for
structural work will probably be somewhat
lower in price as the result of the recent break
in the price of railroad steel. A reduction of
$4 per ton is said to be reckoned on.
