THE FISHERY QUESTION.

The papers and coxrespond‘eni:e bear-
ingon the recent arrangement regarding

" the fisheries have been laid before Par-

liament, but they throw no new light on
the subject. It is to be ‘regretted that .-
some of the writers for the press in. the
Maritime Provinces are: using all- their

_efforts to produce. dissatisfaction, resort-.

ing, s is too frequently the ‘case, to the . = -
grossest misrepresentation of facts.  An .- .7
arrangement, - which is of the moit tem.:
porary nature, and -which has been made

for the few months of the plesent fishing .
season, ‘on. the distinct pledge of the -
Executive . of the . United  States 'that. .
measures ghall be recommended -for.de
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Chronicle as “ & disgraceful and humi-
liating _surrender.”” The Executive
Government of the Dominion arrived at

the conclusion that, in view of the.

change of Government in the United
States, it was more expedient to post-
pone the attempt to negotiate until the
inauguration of the new president.. The
paper to which we have referred treats the
question a8 if Canada had granted the
‘free use of the fisheries for an unlimited
period without compensation.

It is of course a fair subject for dis-
cussion wliether it would have been more
politic on the part of Canada to have
taken steps to prevent the trespassing on

~our fishery grounds by foreigners. The
reasons against such a policy are fairly
stated in the papers laid before Patlia-
ment, and it is premature to affirm that
they are invalid. It would, in our judg-
ment, be & much wiser policy for the
Opposition to bring all the pressure pos-
gible on the Government to induce it to
iusist -on a . final adjudication of the
respective rights of the two nations,
without any reference to a temparary
‘surrender of such rights for an adequate
compensation. It is most unfortunate
that the. opportunity was not taken to
have had those rights adjudicated by the
arbitrators who sat at .Geneva on the
Alabams claims, and whose award would
have finally disposed of the long-disputed
question of the right of foreigners to
enter Britich bays. It is to be hoped
that the first question to. be disposed of
will be that of the national right to the
exclusive use of British waters, after
" ‘which it will be open to negotiate what
equivalents should be given for the tem-
porary enjoyment of the right to fish in
British waters by foreigners. '

" THE SILVER DANGER.

It is evident that considersble alarm '

- prevails in the United States on the sub-
ject of the standard of value, . The New

One
remedy that is about being tried, if we
can believe current rumors, is the abroga-
tion of the small note issue,
amounts in round figures to fifty millions
of dollars. This would simply put the
nation at large to the expense of using
silver instead of paper. We are told that
¢ the people are determined toretain the
gold standard of payments,’” and that
‘ the coinage of silver dollars must- stop
if there be no other way of effecting this
purpose ; ” ‘but the warning was given at
the time when the forced coinage of silver
was adopted, and we have yet to learn that
there has been any change’ of opinion
on the part of the advocates of a silver
standard,

THE UNITED STATES TREATY
CIRCULAR.

Considerable uneasiness was felt for
some days last week, especially by those
interested in Canadian railways, as to the
effect of a circular issued by the Treasury
Department of the United States, the
effect of which it was imagined might
have been to divert the traffic of -the
West from the Canadian route, Sir John
Macdonald explained in his place in
Parliament that the intention was merely
to put a stop to the practice of unloading
cargo atb the entrance of the Welland
Canal on Lake Erie, transporting it on the
‘Woelland Railway, and reshipping it at the
Lake Ontario end. There were, however,
many who were of opinion that it went
much further, The following circularnot

. only removes all the apprehension that at
one time prevailed,but affords room for
,hope that even what relates to the Wel-
land railway will be reconsidered :

Sin,—Referring to your letier of the 8ilrinst.

Her. Majesty’s Government through our De-

' rartment of State immediately after 'the ap-

- proval of the said Act. - The circular of this de~
partment of 2nd inst, simply - dirccted Customs
officers; on ‘the northern frontier to continue
shlpments of merchandise prssing ibrough
- Canadn under transit manifests belween Ameri-

can ports by routes part rail and part water,
and instructed tbem to hereafter treat goods
arriving al their poris by such routes as im-
portations from foreign contiguous territory—
thal'is to say, that such goods upon- arrival
should he entered. Of course, if merchandise
50 arriving is of domestic production, it will be
adwitted to free entry on presentation of proofs
and in the mauner prescribed ¥y law and re-
gulation.  Merchandise arriving by all-rail
routes will be treated as heretofore, the twenty-
ninth article of the treaty not having been ter-
minated. That portion of your letter relating
to.the use of the Welland canal and incidental
ports re portions of cargoes by meauns of the
Welland railway will be further considered by
the departments.

THE LAKE CARRIERS' ASSOCIATION 70 PRESIDENT

Burraro, July 12,—The Lake Carriers’ Asso-
ciation, having learned ihat an effort is to be
mede by the Canadian Government to have
President Cleveland continue in force article
30 of the Treaty of Washingion, have sent the
following protest to the President :—

Ion. Grover Cleveland, President, Washington,

D.C.: .

Dear Sivy—We undersiand that an effort is
being made toward the extension of article 30
of the Treaty of Washington, which by procla-
mation of President Arthur, dated January 31,
1885, was made to terminate on July I, 1885.

We beg, on behalf of the lake carrying trade of
the United States, to enter a formal protest

agninst such action. This article, as we under-
stand it, gives to British subjects the right to
carry freight in British vessels from one port
of the United States to another, provided 5
portion of the transportation iz made through
the Dominion of Canada by land carviers. That
is, American grain or flour may be taken in
Canadian bottoms from Chicago, Milwaukee,
or Duluth, delivered in Canada at Sarnia or
Collingwood 1o Canadian railways, and be
transported by them to Buffulo, Ogdensburg,
er other points of re-eniry into this country,
to be thence carried to destination, The com-
petition we have met with under this article
has been serious, and we think that we should

be protected from it, so far as the interests of

the public will permit. - We ask that the pro-

visions of this article be not extended without

opportunity for full investigation and lhearing.

last, though not least, of the life companies

entering the Canadian field of insurance;

must possess some interest for the general
public. We purpose stringing together
a few extracts from the head of the

report, reserving the body of it for
future treaiment. After referring to the
organization of the association, early in
1881, and the provision in its plan-that
25 per cent of the net receipts from each’
assessment shall be held as & reserve fund,

the departmental inspectors proceed to
deal with their mode of examination.

The total collected for health assessments
from Feb. 8, 1881, to May 31, 1885, was
$1,408,337,the whole of which is accounted
for, save a small amount, $822, embezzled
by a former assistant cashier.

“Up to about six months ago,’ says the re-
port, * the books and accounis were kept in a -
very irregunlar and unsystemalic manner. The
olficers, however, have shown every disposi-
tion to improve the system by inircducing
such checks upon those handling the funds of
the association as suggested themselves from
time to time. Since the first of January last
the books have been kept in better order, and,
with a few improvements which have been
suggested, and which the officers hiave taken
measures to put in force, it will be an easy
matter hereafter to verify the receipts and
disbursements, The syslem of payments and
retention of vouchers hns also been  very
loose, but the officers say that they: will here-
after insist on having itemized and receipted
bills - for - all  disbursements, and filed in
regular order. The trouble has ibeen that the
methods -of bookkecping above referred to
were those adopied when the Association was
in its infancy, and its growih wasso rapid .
that thoge methods proved insufficient. We
found the officers not only willing, but ansious,
to adopt any measure alfording a better pro--
tection of the funds and a satisfactory auditing
of the accounts.”

The Death Fund of the association is
composed of 75 per cent of the net
receipts from assessments, plus the in- -
terest from the Reserve Fund. In the
assets of said fund there is included -
the amount collectible ‘on assessment
No. 20, and also the amount which
the Association is authorized by law to
assess upon -the ‘members for unpaid
death losses, not including the additional
amount for the Reserve Fund. 'In the
liabilities there is incinded the amount
necessary to pay all certificates on which -
losses have been reported to the Associa- -

‘tion. The officers state that many of ..

these losses are not valid clmms agamst

' the “Association, by reason of fraud or

lapse “of ‘policy ; and the registers show
that of the certificates on which: losses .
ha.ve ‘been 1‘eported at least $53 500
ppear o have. lapeed before the - death
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of the insured. There is also included in

the liabilities the proportion: of assess-
ment No, 20 which will go to the Reserve
Fund. The assets are $558402.19, and
the liabilities are $520,375, the surplus
being the amount estimated to be realized
on assessment No. 20 in excess of the
amount required to pay the claims for
which said assessment wag made.

The condition of the Reserve Fund on
June 1, 1885, is shown by schedule, The
report says: .

“Phe total amount of net receipts fro
death nssessimnents up to June 1, 1885, was
$1,407,515.46, of which §851,825.97 has been
trapsferred to the Reserve Fund, the remainder
having been applicd to the payment of denth
losses. From this it is evident that the
requirement of the constitution, that twenly-
five per cenb of the net receipts from assess-
wicuts shall be cavdded to the Reserve Fund,
has been faithfully complied with, Section 2
of article 16 of the Constitution preseribes
that the Reserve Fund *“shall be deposiled
% with a trust compauy, or cowpaiies, or de-
“ pariments constituted by Government or
# legal authority.”  This preseription has been
recently disregarded by the deposit with
pationnl bank  of nearly $40,000 of moneys
belouging to the Reserve Fund, OQut of this
deposit there was deawn §61,875 for the pur-
chase of $50,000 United Stutes bonds, for
deposit in Canada. If this deposit with u
national bavk be legal, it would be equally so
if deposited in any other banlk or place. The
circulars and advertisemems of the Associa-

tion convey ihe impression that the Cenlral!

Trust Company of New York is the sole
trustee of the Rescéeve Fund. 1fitis the inten-
tion of the Associntion to make the Central
Trost Company the sole trustee of the Reserve

TFand, it will be necessary, in order to carry

From remarks made in our hearing, we
gather that an erroneous impression pre-
vails concerning the deposits of the above.

#The present insurance laws of Canada pro-
vide that deposits mude with the Canadian
Goverumeut shall be held for the benefit of
Canadinn policybolders. The President of the
Mutuwl Reserve Fund Life Associntion informs
us that the Bill aw aiting signature directs that
all deposits made in pursuance thereof, shall be
held for "the benefit of all policyholders. We
have endeavored Lo obtain « copy of said Bill,
but have been unable to do so, and therefore
cannot state exactly what'it contains. If it
provides that the deposit shall be beld for the
exclusive benefit of Canadian policyholders, it
is manifestly unjust that the funds countributed
by American policyhiolders should be used for
that purpose.. If, however, snid depositis to
be held for the benefit of nll policyholders, it
would not be open to much objection, although
the manner of creating the deposit may beopen
to criticism. We may add that the receipt of
said bonds has not yet been acknowledged by
Sir Leonard Tilley, but the United States Bx~
press Company’s recsipt for them is held by

“the Association.” ;

‘the Medical Bureau of the association,
appears to have been -examined by &
physician of New York whose report is
ineluded.

‘ation, were mistakes that have proved very ex.

pensive.”

Under the caption of “ Dues and Fees
the report says that it was found impos-
sible to verify the receiptsfor dues from
the dues’ registers within reasonable
time. ¢ We therefore,” it says,

‘“Depended for a verification wupon the
accuracy of the general book-keeper's_books,
which are very well kept, and we believe the
dues received have been accounted for. It
would be move sntisfactory, bLowever, if the
amount of dues paid on each cerlificate were
carried out in ils proper column of the register,
instead of being simply marked . paid, and the
cash account debited with the gross amount of
dues, and credited with the commissions re-
tained by the agents. This would make the
verification of the cash book from the register,
which is the ouly proper mwethod, an easy
maiter.”

Out of the gross amount of death as.
sessments, $1,436,172, collected to June
1,1885, there was paid $78,657 for ex-
penses of collection, salaries, laxes, legal
and other expeuses. Concerning these
expenses the reportsays :

“ The constitution of the associntion permits
the pryment of such expenses out of the assess-
ment moneys ; in fact it permits the payment
out of such funds of any expense thal may be

- deemed chargenble to the mortuary departs

ment. Althiough the perceninge of assessment
moneys used by this association forexpenses
has not been very large as compared with the
amount thus used by some other associntions,
there is nothing to prevent a very large pro-
portion of sueh funds being. diverted o this
purpose. Our opinion, expressed in reports on
other exeminations, and to which we still ad-
bere, is that not- a dollar of the assessment
moneys should be used for any purpose other
than the payment of death claims, and the
augmentation of the Reserve Fund ; but that
if the fees and dues are insuflicient to mect the
expenses of the association, an assessment
should be made {o meet the deficiency, and we
think the State laws should be amended in this
respect.”’ '
# The association has always paid its approved
death claims in full. All .claimg are very
strictly investigated, and many ihat bave not
been deomed valid have been either compro.
mised or rejected. The members have been
assessed double the usual rates oa assessment
No, 20, which is the latest one made. This is
the first time,n double nssessment has been
levied on the members, and it was done for the
purpose of paying all claims that had been ap-
proved up to ihe {ime of making - the assess-
ment, and for which a single assessment wonld
be insuflicient. - The number of members linble
on said assessment was about 24,500. Althongh -
mistakes have been made, as indicated herein,
we do not fael they were dua- to dishoucsLy'on

‘the part of the wgnagers,”’

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the reforms introduced by the ofticers of
the association who, with the characteris-
tics of honesty, vigilance and experience
abtributed to them  will beenubled here-

The report has been compiled with
much care, and with a touching tender-
ness for the feelings of the oflicers of the
institution. It has evidenily been found
impossible to avoid some unpleasant re-
flections, but the Association, which bas
had the distinction of liaving been rather
geverely adyertised, may return thanks
that they have received expression insuch
smooth terms, while the occasional sprink-
ling of oil is sufticient 1o culm any ner-
vousness that might arise. Toany old
line company unaccustomed fo the hard
knocks administered to the Mutual Re-
gerve Fund Association such a report
would be likely to prove fatal, but not so
with the latter, whose energetic officers
[Lelat c'est moi] have always another
boat ready to bear its members along the
pleasant ways of 1ife insurance ' should

a change of base be deemed desirable.

THE BANK OF COMMERCE.

The annual meeting of the Bank of
Commerce was held at the Bankiug
Touse in Toronto on Tuesday, the 14th
inst., and the report and accompanying
statemenits will be found elsewhere. The
profits for the year are within a mere
trifle of the one previous. The usual
dividend of 8 percent was paid and $100,-
000 added to the vest, while the contin-

gent fund has been increased lo 150,000,

The report refers to the business depres-
sion which has prevailed for some time
and the consequent absence of activity in
nearly every branch of trade. 'The large
amount of deposits and cireulation affords
conclusive evidence of the public con-
fidence in the banlk. After the usual votes
of thanks to the president and directors
and manager, the ‘old board cf directors
was re-elected.

CANADA, BY AN AMERICAN STATIS-
. TICIAN.

Qur readers will, we feel assured, be
glad of an opportunity of perusing the
following  letter, addressed to the New
Bedford Standurd, by Mr, H. A, Brown of
Massachusetts, who recently paida visit
to Montreal, and who is well informed on
ihe commercial questions which await
solution by the United States and Can-
ada, Mr. Brown has for several years,
devoted a good deal of his attention to
statistics, and there are few writers more
competent to form soynd opinions on phe

subjects which he is in the habit of treat-
ing:

Having recently returned from Canada after
a short sojourn in Montreal, the leading city
of that Dominion, for purposes connected with
public matters, a few lines upon topies of
general interest may not be deemed out of
place in the Standard.

Although Montreal, in the Province of Que-
bee, is the ehief city in Ononda, the Dominion
Parlinment sits in Ottawa, in the Province of
Ontario. The Canadian Parliament consists
of o House of Commons and Senate. The
Governtuent is represented in the House by the
Dominion Cabinet, the Premier, now Sir John
Macdonald, being leader of the House of Com-
mons, an advantage over our system whereby
the Government can participate in debate
make explanations and suggestions, and take
active part in legislation for the execution of
which they are beld responsible.

Sir Leonard Tilley, the present Minister of
Finance, has, it is understood, recently negoti-
ated n loan in England for the Dominion Gov-
crnment, on very favorable terms, and not-
withstanding the general depression in trade,
and the large sums employed by the Dominion
Government in aid of the Canada Pacific Rail-
road, public works and other internal improve-
ments, the credit of the Dominion stands high
abroad as well as at home ; the average rate of
interest paid being about 4 1-5 per cent, and
her debt being mostly invested in public works.

The trade between the United States and the
Dotwinion of Canada for the fiscal year ended
June 30, 1883, was as follows, being higher
than in any previous year:

A commission of planters and merchants
from Jamaicn have been some time in Canada
endeavoring to negotinte a treaty for the ad-
mission of their sugars into Canada, duty free;
This would compel Canada to discriminate
against other sugar-producing countries to her
own hurt, and the proposal, like the projected
Spanish-American {reaty, being lopsided, is
not likely to find favor with the government,
nor is it likely to find support in the Dominion
Parliament. ) :

There is renewed talk on both sides of the
line in regard to a trade of reciprocity between
the United States and Canada, and in regard
to a renewal of the fishery treaty which. was
teeminated July 1st.  According to report, it
has been officially intimated mn - the Canadian
Parlinment that negotintions were on foot
between the Canadian and American Govern-
ments to consider the fishery question and the
prospects of reciprocal trade relations. Albeit
the aggregate trade between both countries
has increased since the treaty from §45,316,912
i 1867, to $100,326,491 in 1883, o

Trr  Stawparp BaNK.—The annual
meeting of the shareholders of the Stan-
dard Bank was beld in Toronto on the

8th inst., in their new building, and ihe

report, which will be found elsewhere, was

highly satisfactory, $35,000 having been
added to the rest, while dividends aggre-

gating 7 per cent were paid during the’
year. The old Board of Direclors was

elected, and the officers were thanked

for their efficient services.

Tarirr Onances.—Theresotutions introduced
provide for an incrense in the duty on spirits
made from corn from $1 to $1.30 per gallon ;.
on malt liquors from $1 to $1.32 per gallon
and on spirits made from molasses from $1.03 to
$1.33 per gallon. The customs duty on Geneva
gin, rum and whiskey, and spirits of that kind
to be increased from $1.32} to $L.75,and on
brandy from $1.45 to $2. On lobacco the excise
duty on foreign leaf, which formerly was 20¢
per pound, but of late years had been reduced
to 12¢, would be restored to 20c cents. Theduty
on domestic leaf, which up to 1833 was eight
cents, and was then reduced to two cents,
would be advanced to five cents. IHe proposed

to increase the customs duty upon tobacco-
snull’ from 20¢ cents to 30¢ per pound, and on
imported tobacco from 20 to 30 cenls per
pound. Cigarettes put up in packages
weighing less than one-twenticth of a pound
or less shall pay a duty of 34 cents per pound,
instend of 20 cents as herctofore, and on damp
or moist souff; when containing over 40 per
cent of moisture, when put up in packages of
less than five pounds ench, 14 cents per pound
weight. On sugars it was proposed to change
the mode of determining the duty to be im-
posed so that it could be done without refer-
ence to the grade. The duty on refined sugars
would be one cent per pound and 30 per
cent ad walorem, irrespective of grade, sac-
charine strength or color, and the operation of
items eighteen and twenty in the tarifl would
in fulure be restricted to raw and untefined
-sugars. The resolutions would take effect on
and after the 6th of July instant. He believed
the alteration in the duties would be found to
afford better protection and greater con-
venicnce to the manufacturers and trade. He
proposed to amend the section which directs
that in determining the dutiable value of
goods the cost of inland transportation should
be added to the price, by providing that all
cases of dispute shall be decided by the Min-
ister of Customs, whose decision shall be final. .
The amount of duty received during the
year ending 1884, uuder the dollar a gallon
duty, was §3,608,246,and the minister estimates
the increase of thirty cents would bring an
add.monal $1,082473 to the revenue if the ~
ordinary quanlity were produced. He did not,
however, anticipate that more than half that
sum would be realized for the first year. The
increased - duty from rum, Geneva gin and
brandy was estimated at $291,730.

" AN Inisit Bank FaiLure.—The Munster Bank
of Cork & Dublin has suspended payment.
Official notice issued early this week slatin’g
that the suspension was due to ‘continued
witlidrawals - of heavy dcposits since  the
litigation of Jackson vs. the Munster Bank,
the directors adding that, on a c¢areful realiza-
tion ‘of the bank's securities, they would be.
amply  sufficient to discharge. ils liabilitieg,

| Fhe head -office of the bank is in Cork, but jf
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ka3 an-important office in Dublin. . Last year
the shareholders met and adopted a resolution
requesting  Mr. Shaw, M.P., chairman, to
retire, and Messrs. Jackson, Fitzgerald and

other shareholders instituted a suit to make the
dircetors responsible for deficiencies caused by
over-drafts to themselves. It transpired that
Shaw was indebied to the bank £80,000.
Shaw claimed .£30,000 fees as director. Even-
tually the matter was amicably settled in
order 1o stop litigation,’and Shaw withdrew his
claim. Tn giving judgment the Vice-Chancellor
dwelt severely upon the conduct of Shaw and
of another ex-director, Mr. Belton. It was
shown that advances to directors were not
properly secured. Two recent failures also
showed grent tinsecnred indebtedness to the
bank. Public confidence in the bank was
shaken. The Bank of Treland on Saturday
decided to stop supplies, and this resulted in
the suspension, which i3 likely to bring
great suffering upon the South of Ireland.
For several years the bauk paid 10 and 12
per cent dividends, and its shares with three-
tenths pnid up were quoted a8 high as .£10 10s.
In recent years depression in business caused
the last dividend - to decline to 8 per cent.
TPhere is still an unealled capital of £9,750,000,
but it is hoped that there will be ample assets
without making a further call. The bank will
probably be reorganized in a new form.
A despatch says the liabilities of the bank
amount to £8,750,000. The majority of its
shareholders are Iadies, who were solely de-
pendent on itg dividends for their income.

BEvapive tne Durigs.—It is probable that
were each article of merchandise imported into
Cannda to pay the duty intended by the Gov-
ernment the taxes all round could be consider-
nbly reduced.

The favorable results anticipated from the
excellent - harvest of last year have not been
realized, and the depression in business has
been very general. These adverse civcum-
stances are largely attributable to the low
prices of produce nnd timber, the stagnation
that he s prevailed in manafacturing industries,
nud 1ise snbsence of netivity in almost cvery
branch of trndde.

matlers of former years not yet completed, has
rendered necessary a further appropristion to
the Contingent Account, and the Directors
have accordingl{ increased that fund by the
sum of $75,000, leaving a balance at the credit
of Prolit and lioss Account of $24,192.07. The
usual inspections of the branches and agencies
of the Bank have been made during the year,
and the Directors have pleasure in siating that
the officers of the Bank generally have dis-
charged their respective duties in a satis-
factory manner,

provision of 60 more hydrants in addition to
the number already in use (abont 25) but it is
havd to predict the result as {o ‘whether the
people arc willing to be burdened - with .an
additional "expense of $3,000 & year without
recognilion from ingurance companies. .
