TIE UNITED STATES TREATY

CIRCULAR.

Considerable uneasiness was felt for
some days last week, especially by those

interested in Canadian railways, as to the
e'ffect of a circular issued by the Treasury
Department of the United States, the
effect of whiclh it was imagined might
have been to divert the traffic of the
West from the Canadian route. Sir John
Macdonald explained in his place in

Parliament that the intention was merely
to put a stop to the practice of unloading
cargo at the entrance of the Welland
Canal on Lake Erie, transporting it on the
Welland Railway, and reshipping it at the
Lake Ontario end. There were, however,
manywlso were of opinion that it w'ent
much further. Tie following circularnot
only removes all the apprehension that at
one lime prevaiIed,lbut atYords room for
hope that even what relates to the Wel-
land railway will bu reconsidered

Jnder article
30 of said treaty transportation tlrough the
territary of both governments by routes partly
by rail and partly by vessels on the greatlakes
and connecting waters is autliorized.

By an Act approved March 3rd, 1883, Con-
gress directed the discontinuance of the 30th
article referred te from and after July 11, 1885,
anld notice to tait effect us promptly givea
11er Majesty's Coveriinaent through aur De-
rarticint of State immusediately after the ap-
proval of the said Act. The circular of this de-
partc>ent of 2nd inst. simply directed Custons
oflicers uin the northern frontier to continue
shipments of ierchandise passing ibrough
Canada under transit nanifests between A mieri-

can ports by routes part rail and part mater,
and iistructed thems ta Iereaftur treat goods
arriving at their ports by such routes as im-
portations from foreign contiguous territory-
that is to say, that sBch goods upon arrival
slouild bie entred. Of course, if merchandise
so arriving is of domestic production, it will be
admitted to fice eutry on presentation ofproofs
and in the nannîîer prescribed by law and re-
gulation. llerchandise arriviig by aill-rail
routes will bc treted as heretofrc , tlc twenty-
ninth article of the treaty not having been ter-
minated. That portion ofyour letter relating
to.the use of the Welland canal and incidentai
ports re portions of cargues by means of the
Welland railway will bu f'urther considcred by
the departments.

We beg, on belalf of the lake carrying trade of
the United States, ta enter a forain protest
against such action. This article, as we under-
stand it, gives to British subjects the riglt to
carry freight in British vessels fromn one port
of the United States to another, provided a
portion of the transportation is made throughi
the Dominion oi Canada by land carriers. That
is, Ainericitn grain or flour may be taken in
Canadian bottoms fromî Chicago, Milwaukee,
or Duluth, delivered in Canada aI Sarnia or
Collingwood lo Canadian railways, and bu
transported by then to Buffalo, Ogdeisburg,
or ller points of re-entry into this country,
to bu thence carried to destination. The com-
petition we hare met withi under this article
huas been serious, and we tliink that we sbould
be protected froc> it, so far as the interesis of
the public will permit. We ask ftlet the pro-
visions of this article bc not extended without
opportunity for full investigation and licaring.

THE MUTUAL RESERVE FUND LIFE

ASSOCIATION.

We are indebted to the courtesy ai thse
New York State Superintendent 'of In
surance for a copy of his official report on
the standing of the Mutual Reserve Fund

Life Association of the city. of, New York
which, in view of the prominence given that
last, thouglh not least, of the life companied
entering the Canadian field of insurance
must possess some interest for the general
public. We purpose stringing together
a few extracte from the head of the
report, reserving the body of it for
future treaiment. After referring to the
organization of the association, early in
1881, and the provision in its plan that
25 per cent of the net receipts from each
assessment shallbe heldas areservefund,
the departmental inspectors proceed to
deal with their mode of examination.
The total collected for health assessments
from Feb. 8, 1881, to May 31, 1885, was
$1,408,337,the whole of which is accounted
for, save a small amount, $822, embezzled
by a former assistant cashier.

"Up to about six months ago," says the re-
port, " the books and accounts were kept in. a
very irregular and unsystematic manner. The
officers, however, bave sbown every disposi-
Lion to improve the system by introdncing
such checks upon those haiidling the funds of
the association as suggested themselves fromn
time to time. Since the first of January iest
tie books have been kept in better order, and,
with a few improvements whichl have been
suggested, and which the officers have taken
maasures to put in foice, it vill be an easy
matter liereafter to verify the receipts and
disbursements. The system of payments and
retention of vouchers lias also been very
loose, but the ollicers say that they will lhere-
after insist on hiaving itemized and receipted
bills for all disburscieuts, and filed in
regular order. The trouble lias 'been that the
methods of bookkeeping above referred to
wore those adopted hilien ithe Associatioi was
in its infancy, and iLs growth vas so rapid
tait tiose methods proved hisifficient. Wie
found the oflicers *not only willing, but anxious,
to adopt any mensure all'ording a better pro-
tection of the funds and a satisfactory auditing
of the accoints."

The Death Fund of the association is
composed of 75 per cent cf the net
recoeipts fron assessments, plus the in-
terest from the Reserve Fund. In the
assets of said fund there is included
the amount collectible on assessment
No. 20, and also the amount which
the Association is authorized by law to
assess upon the members for unpaid
death losses, not including the additional
amount for the Reserve Fund. In the
liabilities there is inctuded the amount
necessary to pay all certificates on which
losses bave been reported to the Associa-
tion. The officers state that nanyof
these losses are not valid claims against
the Association, by reason of fraud or
lapse of policy i and the registers show
that of the certificates on which losses
have been reported at least 858,500

ppear to have lapsed before tie deat.

There is also included in
the liabilities tie proportion of assess-
nient No. 20 which will go o the Reserve
Fund. '[ie assets are $55 8 ,4 0 2 .19 , and
the liabilities are $520,375, the surplus
being the amount estimated to be realized
on assessment No. 20 in excess of the

amînount required to pay the claims for
which. said assessment was made.

The condition of the Reserve Fund on

June 1, 1885, is shown by sciedule. The
report says:

"Th5e total amount of net receipts from
death assessmLlents up te Jrire 1, 1885, wis
$Si,407,55154i, of wlhich 5351,825.07 has bee
transferred to the Ieserve Fund, the remîainder
having beei applied to the paymient of death
lasses. Frei this it is evideit tIati the
requirement of the constitution, thait twn'anty-
live per cent of the net receips from assess-
niets shalîl be cartied to the Reserve Fund,
ias beei liidhrfrly comrplied iith. Section 2
of article 10 of the Constitution prescribes
that the Reserve Funrd "siill b depîîosited

" ith a trust coanrijiiy, or coaîrlpniries, or de-
partments constitited by Governent or
legal authiority.'" This prescription fias beer

recently disregarded by the deposit with a
national bank of nrearly $0,000 of ironeys
belornginrg to the Reserve Find. Out of thIis
deposit there ivas drawnî $51,375 for the pr-
Chase of $50,000 United Siates bonds, fer
deposit in Canada. If this deposit wiith a
national bak ire legal, it, worrll be eqially so
if deposited in any othîer banrk or piace. The
circulars and advertiscnenis of the Associa-
lien convey the impression that the CciraIItl
Trust Comîpany of New York is the sale
trustee of the Reserve Funîrd. If ilt S tie inten-
lion of the Association ta imiake the Central
Trust Company the sole trurstece of the Reserve
Fiid, it iill be necessary, in order te curry
suci intention jnet eflet, that the preserit deed
of trust be aiended, as it does niot noV pro-
vide that ail mnoneys belonrginrg to the Reserve
Fund sall be deposited with said Trust Ceai-
pmany."

vile tilat deposits made neith the Canadian
Governmrent shalibe held for the benelit of
(Janadian plicyholders. The President of the
Mutual Reserve Ful"nd Life Association informas
is that the 1ili aw aiting signature directs that
ali deposits niade in pursuraice thereof, shall be
held for the benefit cf ail policylolders. W'e
have endeavorCd te obtain a copy of said Bill,
but have been unable te do so, and therefore
caniot state exactly what'it contains. If it
provides tIat tIe dejosit shall be held for the
exclusive benelit of Canadian policyliolders, it
is manifestly unjust tiat the frids contributed
by Americai policyiolders shoulld be used for
that purpose. If, liowever, said deposit is to
be helli lor the benefit of ail policyhiolders, it
would not be open to iuch objection, althoigh
the mnnirrrrer of creatiig the deposit nray beopen
to criticisi. We nay add that the receipt of
said bonds has not yet been acknowledged by
Sir Leonard Tilley, but the United States Ex-
press Coiipany's receipt for ther is held by

cthe Asotion.
The Medical Bureau of the association,

appears te have been examined by a
physician of New York ivhose report is
included. It woald appear from this re-
port "that the medical examinations in
the earlier years of the association were
rather lax and insufficient," but this has
much improved latterly, and is now not
inferior teo that in general use. Under
this heading the report says :

It appears thrat, in .the srunimrer of 1881, the
Association reinsuired the Lawycrs' Mutual Aid
Association of New-York, numbering 100 mem-
bers. None of these members bave ever been
surbjected to a mredical examination by either of
tiese associations. In December, 1882, this
Association added to its number 1,430 members
of the Mautial Enrdoweneit Assessmient Associ-
tion of Baltimore, Md., withouît the usual medi-
cal exaninations, rriying on the medical
exarniations uadQ en scih me hersworp

received into the Baltimore association. These
reinsurances, without proper medical examnie.
stion, were mistakes that bave proved very ex.
pensive."

Under the caption of I" Dues and Fees'"
the report says that it was found impos-
sible to verify the receipts -for dues from
the dues' registers within reasonable
time. " We threrefore," it says,

Depended for a verification upon the
accuracy of the general bookt-keeper's books,
which are very well kept, and we believe the
dues received have been accounted for. It
would bu more satisfactory, however, if tlie
amoint of dues paid on orcs certificate were
carried out lis ils proper column of the register,
instend of being simply inrheid paid, annd the
cash account debited with the gross amount of
dues, and credited with the commissions re-
tainîed by the rgents. This woild mainke the
verification of the cash book fron the register,
which is the otily propirer metlod, arr easy
niatter."

Out of the gross amount of death as-
sessments, $1,486,172, collected te June
1,'3885, there was paid $78,657 for ex-
penses of collection, salaries, taxes, legal
and other expenses. Concerning these
expolses the report says :

" The constitution of the association permits
the payment of such expenses out of the assess-
ment mroneys is falct it permits the pay'ient
ont of such funds of any expenise that rmay be
deeied chargeable L the inortunry depart-
ment, Ailirroigh the percentage of assessment
moneys used by this association for expenses
lia not been very large as compared wiLi tire
amount ius used by sone other associrttions,
there is nrotlinrg to prevent a very large pro-
portion of suoh funds being diverted te this
purpose. Our opinion, expressed ii reports on
other examinations, and to which ne still ad-
lire, is that net a dollar of the assessment
moneys should be used for any purpose other
than the payment of death claims, and the
augmentation of the Reserve Fuinid i but that
if the fees and dues are insulicienrt te meet the
expenses of the association, arr assessinent
should be made te meet the deliciency, and w'e
think the State laws should be amended in this
respect."

The association has always paid its approved
death claims in full. All claiiis are very
strictly investigated, and many tirat have net
beeu deemed valid have been either compro..
mised or rejected. The members have been
assessed double the usual rates on assessnent
No. 20, vhich is the latest one made. This is
the first timea double assessment has beeni
levied on the members, and it vas done for the
purpose of paying all claimns tiat laid beeni ap-
proved up te the is of makcing the assess-
ment,'and for which a single assessment woild
bo insullicient. The nmber of mombers liable
onr said assessment was about 24,500. Although
mistakes bave been made, as indicated iherein,
we do not feel they .were dire to dishonesty on
the part ofthe managers."

For severnl years the baik paid 10 and 12
per cent dividends, and its shares with three-
tenths paid up were quoted as high as £10 10s.
In recent years depression in business caused
the last dividend to decline te 8 per cent.
There is still an iincalled capital of £9,750,000,
but it is lioped thlat there will he ample assets
without naking a furtlier cal. The bank will
probably be reorganized in a new form.
A despatch says the liabilities of the bank
amoint Io £8,750,000. The majority of its
siareieolders are ladies, whov were solely de-
pendent on its dividends for their income.

EVAmNia .rus DUTIs.-It is probable that
wcre each article of merchandise imported into
Canada to pay the duty intended by the Gov-
ernment the taxes all round could be consider-
ably rediced. But it is difficult to make some
people believe tait there is anything morally
wrong in over-reaching tle Government, and
some of the keenest intelligences in the com-
munity are steadily at work on plans withu this
object.

The favorable results anticipated from hie
excellent harvest of last year have net been
realized, and flie depression in business lias
been very geieral. These adverse circim-
stances are largely attributable to the low
prices of produce ald timiuber, the stagnation
ilit h: s pirevailed in manuifaîcturing industries,
awMl ie ,îbenvce of activity in alimost every
briilu oft trade. This state of things pointed
te hie iecessity' for extreme caution in the
nanagemnlent oftle Ban k s aflfirs, and con-
seqiiuntly its operations have been somewhat
restricted. The profits, however, after provid-
ing for hie bad and doubtfuil debts of fthe
year-which were moderate in aîmoiunt-have
enabled the Directors tepay the isuxal dividend
of ciglht per cent, and add $100,000 to hie Rest
Account. The liquidation of the estate alluded
to fin last Annual Report, and of some other
inatters of former years not yet comploted, bas
ren'dered necessary a further appropriation to
the Contingent Accoint, and the Directors
have accordingly increased tlat fund by the
saim of $75,000, le aving a balance at the credit
of Profit and Loss Accountt of$24,192 07. The
usuat insppctions of the branches and agencies
of the Bank have boee nmade diring the year,and the Directors have pleasure in stating tlat
the oelicers of the Bank geiieraîlly have dis-
charged their respective duties in a satis-
factory ianner.

ing of brick, $4,000, which bruldings are a credit
to the town and a comfort to the public in
general. If insurance companies complain
of the great lasses they sustain in general,
this should be no reason that certain places
should be made victims to corer sncb lasses.

The way in which insurance business is
conducted is badly in need of reform indeed,
and I will endeavor te point to a remedy. I
bardly think anyone could safely throw a stone
on our business streets without hit:ing some
insurance agent, as they number legion, and
ali have to live, and by whom ?

The answer is easily solved :-Risks are
eagerly looked aller, and the greater the amount
the better, as no inspection is te required. Bas
net such a mode of insuring a tendency to
incendiary fires ? And who is te be blained for
such a way of doing business. Why net employ
inspectors who bave a pecuniary interest as
ahareboldera in Companies whose chief aim
should bo ta examine buildings and goods
insured and at whiat amount, classify buildings
according te construction and surroundiigs,
and 1 an sure the losses and expense could be
considerably reduced with benelit to msurance
companies as well as tbe insured, I could point
ont many other defects, but will refrain in
taking Up too much space.
