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takes for his text a note to Professor
Sidgwick’s chapter on the definition of
money wherein, referring to the four
functions assigned to money by the late
W. Stanley Jevons, as (1) & medium of
exchange, (2).a measure of value, (3) a
gtandard of value, and (4) a store of value,
he declines to admit the truth of the fourth
function. It is evident that it is only be-
cause of its possession of thisfourth char-
acter, that gold can ‘successfully exercise
the three other functions. “It is money
because it is the article of exchange in
which can most easily be stored the profits
on exchanges of merchandise of labor for
goods, or goods for. labor. It is this fact

alone which furnishes any satisfactory solu-

tion of the many questions touching the
currency, bi-metallism, “fiat money,” and
80 on, arising out of the delusion that maeney
is merely artificial machinery for exchange
and distribution and as such can be made
solely out of paper.

It is not everybody who cduld avoid
being perplexed if asked for a ready
answer to Sir Robert Peel's. celebrated
question, * What is a pound? and yet
the answer is simple enough : “rather less
than a quarter of an ounce of gold of a
determinate degree of fineness. The stamp
upon it is merely a - certificate of its
genuineness and quality. A sum of money
may for all practical purposes be called by
its weight in gold as by the term, so many
dollars or pounds. The coins known among
English speaking people as dubloons of
Poru or Chili were known in those coun-
tries as " onzas ” being merely ounces of a
certain fineness, bui certified by official
stamp to be gold of a certain weight.,. Itis
claimed that the establishment of an inter-
pational coinage, which should circulate
freely in all countries, is not by any means
so difficult of accomplishment as is com-
monly supposed, that it would require
nothing more than the coinage of gold
pieces of equal fineness and weight, which
would then pass in any country for their

ascertained value in the money of account.

There was
such fear of a run upon the Bank of
Ireland fhat balf a million of sovereigns,
or about five tons weight of gold, were sent
from London to Ireland. Why were these
five tons of.gold thus moved if they were

not a store of value and the ultimate |

money. of commerce, .always called 'for
when credit is shaken, or no longer exists?

The writer in the quarierly makes some
stroog. points on the side of those who
contend that the prices of commodities are
influenced by the abundance or scarcity of
gold. *It is the theory of the English
monetary law, according to Jevons, that
every individual is entitled to take gold to
the mint, and have it coined gratuitously,
and thus obtain the certificate of the gov-
ernment that the pleces of the precious
metal which he proposes to issue are
of an ascertained fineness and weight.
In practice the operation of coining bullion
when deemed necessary, has fallen exclu-
gively into the control of the Bank of
England. He Bays that the effect of
guadrupling the supply of gold all over
the world would be to increass the price of

"commodities fourfold ulge, and wvice rersa.

The former would be called by some the
depreciation of gold but it would never be
possible to show that gold had become
worth less than £3 17s 10}d (nearly $19)
per ounce. It is needless to say that the
value of gold compared to itself cannot
vary; “gold as the standard as well as
the store of value would remain just whare
it had ‘always been, but the values of

.everything, would be raised relatively to

gold.- The question may here arise of
how far the modern substitution of barter
for. money paymenis—for the transactions
of the clearing-houses, exchange, cheques,
&e., are merely an easy mode of barter—
can affect the prices of commodities as
releasing so much gold from employment,
were it not that all such transactions pre-

‘suppose the existence of gold as a store of

value to represent them,

~As-ptores of value both silver and gold
may - certainly be used with- a cértain

amount of inconvenience, just as a man:
may exchange his property in money for_
property in-copper or in wine for a time.
. with- the- expectation of shortly again ex-

chianging for money at a profit. “But it is

clear that the function »f a standard of..
value cannot be discharged at the same
time by two different articles of value vary-
ing from time to time relatively to ench
other.” The silver as coin is properly
used only as token money for limited
amounts {o facilitate the making of thange,
The great increase disproporiionately of.
silver of late yeurs has caused a depreci-
ation in the value of that metal. The
condition of things in India is well known.
It is not that a rupee is not worth a rupee
as of old: *no malter what quantity of
silver there may be in the world or in'the
market, an ounce of pure silver must
always be worth an ounce of pure silver;”
but the rupee is mo longer worth two
shillings, because the shilling is only &
token coin, in fact representing one-
twentleth part of a gold unit, and, the
quantity of silver in ten rupees is no
longer equal in value to %’}9 of an ounce
of standard gold, which is the pound.
Referring to the free trade principles of

- England, the essayist uses the following

simple illustration : “I believe. free trade
“ to bo grounded on laws from the action
“of which certain canses will produce
‘ certain ccnsequences ; .only it does not
“ appear to me that .these consequences

Ontario.

This gystem is now gralually making its
way in all the greal flour centres of Amor-
ica. In St Louis, where at one time as
many standard grades were in foree as we
have now in Montreal, the system of grad-
ing has been abolished, and buying by
samplo resoried to, and the same holds
good of Chicago. In New York only two
or three grades are usged, and in° Boston
and Milwaukee only two, so that in all
these large centres tho sample systemn
may be said to be virtually in force.

Montreal is now almosl tho only place in

Canada where flour ingpection is earried
on, & fuet which has to a certain extent
handicapped the trade here in their com-
petition with western houses, as any orders
gent to Montroal eall for inspected flour,
while those placed in the west, where there
is no ingpection, could of course be filled
with any flour that the shipper chose to
designate by that grade,

If the presont syslem is to remain in
force tho substituiion of the new descrip-
tions for the old gradings is of great im-
portance, a8 under the spresent system a
groat and manifest injustice is done to
those millors who use the new procoss, and
congequently produce a better flour than
the grade calls for. But it scems to be
the opinion of the older members of the
trado that it would probably be as well if
the whole system of oflicial grading were
abolished, and the method of buying by
sample which oblaing in other parts of
this continent were™ substitnted in ils
place.  Alroady the thin end of the wedgo
hag beon inserted, and many (lours which
wore fomud to be of too high a cluss for tho
grade, are now sold hiere by samplo. There
is no doubl tho inspoction system has been
detrimental to tho flour trade of this city,
and that the only true mothod of selecting
flour is by the sample. ‘The last fow years
have wilnessed n quict revolution in the
manufucture of flour, and n consequent
change in tho old fnshioned methods of

SHOL AND LEATHER AFFAIRS.

The announéemont that Mr. R. Smardon,
the well known boot and shoe manufne-
turor of this ¢ity, had notified his creditors
that ho had suspeidéd payment, was an
unq\mhllod surprise to the trade, inasimuch
w8 1% wag el ¥nown that he had et all

liabilities falling due up to the date of his
suspension, and that no pressure had been
put upon him by his creditors. The fact
of a firm suspending payment voluntarily
without being forced to do so, i8 & new
departure in the leather trade, and has
naturally excited considerable comment.
His liabilities are estimated at $75,000, and
the reason he has suspended is slated to be
on account of the general distrust which
hag ruled in the trade since the develop-
ments of the Sharpe & McKinnon failure,
and his consequent inability to obtain
suflicient stock on favorable terms. As
he has met all his liabilities up to the
date of his suspension his estate is held to
be in good shape, and should pay a rea-
gonable percontage on the dollar, Dr.
Smardon commenced business in 1872 un-
der the style of R. Smardon & Co., which
dissolved in the following December, From

1873 to 1877 the firm was Smardon &

Young, Mr, Young then withdrew, and in
March, 1878, Mr. Smardon failed, owing
some $100,000, but obtained a settlement
on the bagis of 40 cents in the dollar. His
brother came to his assistance and bought
the assels, the business being continued in
liis name till Mr. Smardon gof clear, which
happened in 1880, 1t is understood that
about nine months ago he obtained $5,000
from he sume source, and that his brother
will rank on the estate as a creditor to that
amount. The efleet of this failure follow-
ing so quickly on that of Sharpe & Mc¢Kin-
non, Goyer & Charlesworth & Co., has
heen to induce a feeling of depression and
distrust among the local leather men
amounting almest to a mild panic. All
kinés of rumors are cagerly disseminated,
and the names of many other eredit
houses are mentioned as in a precarious
condition, There is no doubt that the
troubles of Sharpe & McKinnon, whose
stock will shortly be sold out, are responsi-
ble for much of this, but it is stated by the
best authorities that the real eause is the
overproduction of leather, which causes
tanners to get rid of their accumulated
stocks at all hazards, and has éonsequently
made credit cheap and enabled weak and
insolvent houses to compote against those
doing business on a sound mercantile
basis. So long as this excessive produc-
tion continues a similar condition of affairs
must prevail, and if the tanners suffer loss
they have only themselves to blame,

NEW TFABRICS,

. The new sample lines now arriving con-
tain, prineipally, soft-wool goods in many
new attractive nrmngements of color and
weave, in addition to the modlﬁcutlons of
existingstyles w. hich ‘always prevail more
or less. So far as an Jinspection of the
snmples goes, it seems asg if combinations
of standard colors W ith gold wore to be the
fuvorlte style and the demund for blue

" this fabric.

and gold, which has existed in lighter
fabrics all -gummer, is apparently to be
extended into woollens also. Wool dig-
gonals, shot with two or sometimes thres
contrasting colors; silk warp serges, with
brilliant-hued stripes of velvet or frise;
dark-colored canvas and basket~cloth goods
in deep shades of brown, blue, and violet,
with lines of gold crossing the weave, or
with bars and stripes of raised velvet in
cardinal, ecru, and golden bronze, will un-
doubtedly take well, and ghould prove a
safe investment. Pin-stripe wool dress
goods will be very popular, especially on
dark-blue, brown, and wine goods, follow-
ing the lead of the light woollen stuffs and
sateens 80 popular last spring. This will
be essentially a wool season, and mer-
chants buying serges, dingonals, tricois and
plain mixtures in all-wool goods, can make
no mistake.

So far a8 can be seen at present, bloes,
blacks, browns, wines and chocolates will
rule in plain fabries, and in all color com-
binations gold will predominate, blue and
gold having the most call, with black and
gold, brown and gold, and red and gold
following. Inspite of the fact that plaids
and tartans are now being worn in Paris,
siripes appear to be more asked for here,
and this includes pin-stripes as well as
medium and broad lives. Combinations
will be a8 much worn as ever, and there is
hardly a fabric now oflering in the market
that is not provided with another to blend
with it. A novel featurs in many new
striped goods is that the stripes are de-
fined by being raised above the ground of
the goods like a cord, sometimes so much
soas togive the appearance of narrow lines
of braid. This is especially noticeable in
in those woolleng showing dark stripes on
light grounds. In some very handsome
lines the ground is a serge, and a curious
offect is given by a woven flat stripe set
next to the raised one, 80 as to give the
effect of a shadow from the bolder stripe.

Most of the new silks and velvets display
brilliant combinations of coloring, and 8o
far as can be judged thus early in the sea-
gon, the so-called Cluny velvet appears to
lead in more expensive lines; this velvet,
in its lace-like patterns, approaches closely
to the lace of the same name, and is pre-
dicted to be one of the great successes of
the year. The favorite coloring just now
is vieux-rose, and if i8 expecied that this
shade” will become still more popular.
Moss-green and black, and tan brown and
blatk are also favorite mixtures. . A new
fnbnc, something between o velvet and a
plush, and called relowrs du nord, will prob-
ably be o favorite. It appears this year
with interwoven bats of distinet coloring,
and has tofts of a darker ghade than thé
ground coloring. Electric-blue, copper-red
and heliotrope ire.the favorite colors in
Fine corded velvets with frise
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stripes, striped plughes on faille grounds,
and a line of plushes having a shot effect,
intended to imitate the rippling of the
wind, are also offered to the public and
appear to have taken well.

No season has shown such elaborate
weaving or such artistic combinations of
coloring as the present, and the number of
new velvets and plushes offering is almost
bewildering. Both theqe fabucs are most
fashionable, and as the groundworl\ of
nearly all the stripes, whether in plain or
fancy [rise velvet or in plush, are of thick
corded silk, they should wear beuler than
those previously oftered. The curious
plushes, made to imitate the skins of mon-
keys and other animals, now the rage in
Paris, will probably not take here, except
with a few ulira-fashionables. The latest
examples are made in imitation of -the
hide of a pig, and, though curious ag show-
ing the imitative power of the loom, cannot
be considered 88 either beautiful or ap-
propriate.

AT HOME AND ABROAD.

Although the Bulgariax difficulties con-
tinue as threatening as ever, the recent
utterances of Austria and the temperate
though firm speech of Lord Salisbury have
created a stronger feeling of security in
commercial circles than has been the case
recently. Both speeches, while pacific in
tone, were at the same time emphatic in
their expressions of the necessity of exact-
ing strict adherence to existing treaties,
and must have had (,onsulerable effect on
Russian diplomacy.

Locally the feature of the week has heen
the half-yearly statement of the Bank of
Montreal, which is eminently satisfactory
and bears testimony to the substantial im-
provement in general trade. The net
profits of the half-year just ended aggregat-
ed $765,228, or a little over 63 per cent., as
against net profits of $662,765, ox about 5%
per cent., during the corresponding period
of 1885. 'These profits are the largest
during the past six years and show a
Inrger increase than was antmpated by
even the most couservative of business
men. Not only has general trade been
botter and higher rates obtained for money,
but there has been an unusual immunity
from losses, and consequently as the
second half-year beging under such favor-
able auspices, still more s.ttlsfactory re-
turns are expected at the close of the
financiai year, The belief among many
investors that commg dividends will be
larger, is typified in the firm con(htlon of
the stock, which has advanced l'rom 230 to
234} during the week.

In New York, money has been some-
what easier, owing to the arrivals of gold
and the return of currency fron® the’ in-
terior. The coimmon rat e for call Joans on
stocks was 5@6 per cent. ' In Chicago less

activity was noticeable at the banks, the
rush incident to the.opening days of the
month having subsided. . The demand for
money, however, has been large, und rates
firmly beld, Quotations are 6 @ 6% per
cent. for call and thirty-day funds, and 6,
7.and 8, for time.. The bank agencies re-
port little if any decreasein the mercantile
demand, though in some lines of trade
there is less activity than was the cnse
some weeks ago. There i3 a growing de-

‘mand for monay from cattle feeders, but

lenders are not anxious to provide them
with funds in view of the depressed condi-
tion of the catile trade in England.

Locally there is nothing in the money
market to atiract attention, and the sup-
ply of funds is fully equal to requirements.
Call loans are 5@5% per cent., and mercan-
tile paper is discounted ‘11'.6@7 per cent,
The stock market has been only moderate-
ly active and somewhat irregular, still the
feeling is no worse and the market had a
firmer undertone at the decline, although
further softening is feared. Richelieu has
declined 5 pomts from its highest quota-
tions and 17} from its highest’ point in
September. City Passenger is a little
easier and neglected, and Canadian Pacific
fell as low as 69}, but recovered to 71}.
The bdnks, with the exception of Com-
merce, in which there is an agpressive
western “bear” interest, were firm and
fully sustained.

" In bread stuffs, notwithstanding the con-
tinued increase in the visible supply, the
wheat market has borne up well and dis-
played far more stability than was expect-
ed. Cables are firm in tone and cargoeson
passage, or for shipment, are held for, bet-
ter prices, probably owing to the restricted
deliveries in England, and the fact that
the provincial markets are only sparingly
supplied.

"Advices from Iondon report. consols
steady "at 101 1-16 for money and 101 3-16
for account. Silver was steady at 46id.
per ounce. The amount of bullion going
into the Bank yesterdsy was £8,000 only.
Mail advices state that the Bank of France
has been selling bar gold for the United
States at 43 premium, and that up to the
end of October, about-five millions had
been engaged for this side.

Tue statistical position and prospects of sug-
ar can now. be accurately ascertained. As Oc-
tober 18t is the close of all crop years it now
appears that the consumption of sugar in the
world for the twelve months—Qctober, 1885,
to Oclober, 1886—was 114,302 tons more than
the production of the world, plus o surplug “of
mvmble Stock which is conceded to have been
in second lmnds on Octobet 1, 1885, in excess
of such surplus stock of October 1, 1886, of ‘at,
Ieast 200,000 tons; that is, the tu.tun.l consump-
tion of the year. was 314,302 tons. more than
tho production. The increused consumption

.

of sugar for the coming twelve months should
be at least 150,000 -tons, which .mighit - be- ap-
patently increased by 100 000 to 150,000 tons
if the b_mmmont of dealers changed {o carry
ing larger stock. Trom  this it appears that
the actual requirements of the coming, twelve
months are at least 464,000 tone, and possibly
600,000 tons more than the production .of the
past twelve months, Against this we have
an estimated increase of the beet crop of 380,
000 tons, of the Culn crop of 60,000 tons, of
the British West ludia crop of 30,000 tons; of
the Brazil crop of 50,000 tons, and deficiencies
in Louisiuna crop of 30,000 tons, and in Mauri-
tius and some other crops of sny 20,000 tons,
and 30,000 tons of Philipines sugar less afloat
for United States of;last crop but included in
stock on hand. - The sum of these figures
gives estimated incremsed production for
twelve months of 440,000 Lons against actual
increased requirements of 464,000 tons and
possible requirements of 600,000 tons. ‘There
is great doubt also about Russin allowing a
bounty on exports, the absence of which will
be equivalent to a reduction in production of
65,000 to a 100,000 tons of sugar for the con-
suming countries. Under these conditions
there would seemn to be no good basis for the
most extraordinary depression now existing
in the sugar market, which has broken the

price of sugar to lower thun the lowest prices -

of the century, and nearly lc per 1b below
prices of o year ago, when the sctual ‘statisti~
cal position was much worse than the siatis-
tical lookout is at the present time. The im-
provement noticeabls in general business, and
affecting all articles of merchandise except
sugar, cannot much longer withhold its in-
flugnce upon the value of an article of such
prime necessity, and an improvement of at
least 1¢ per Ib can be confidently looked for
during the coming twelve months. The first
half of 1887 will show a large incrense in con.
sumption of foreign sugar in the United States.

this load on the ticket showing 110 or 120
bundles, which he had for the pré¥icus load.
This is repeated two or three times during the
day, and purchagers are dofmuded fully 25 per
cent. To provent this fraud it s onfy neces-
sary that purchasers should m nII cn.sos retain
the tickets.
