3. In ancient times the office of a Priest and
that of a Preacher were known to be eutirely
distinet. And'so every one will be eonvineed
that impartially traces -the matter from the be-
ginning,” From'.Adam:to Noab, it is allowed
by all that the first-born in every family was of
course the Priest-in that family, by virtue of
his primogeniture. But this gave him no right
to be a Preacher, or (in the scriptural lan-
guage) a Prophet. This office not unfrequently
belonged to the youngest:branch of the family.
For in this respect God always asserted his
right to send by whom!he would send.

4. From the time of ‘Noah: to that of Moses,
the same observation may be made. The eldest
of the family was :the Priest, but any other
might be the Prophet. This, the office of
Priest; we find Bsan inherited by virtue of his
birth-right; till* he profanely sold it to Jacob
for 2 mesh of ‘pottage: "And this it was which
he could ‘never recover; *“though he sought it
carefully with tears.”. ' '

“the schools of the Prophets,” one’of which
wag- at - Ramah, over: which Samuel" presided.

. Many learned men haye shown at-large
that our Lord himself, and all his Apostles,

"1 built the Christian Church as;nearly as possible

on the'plan of tho Jewish., So the great High
Piiest of our profession  sent Apostles and
‘BEvangelists to proclaim glad tidings to all the
world; and then DPastors, Preachers, "and
Teachers, to build ug in the frith the congre-
gations that should be founded. But.I do not
find that ever the office of an Kvangelist was,
the same with that of a Pastor, frequently call-|
ed a Bishop. ;| He presided. ovor the flock, and,
administered thesacraments: theformer assist-
ed him; and preached thé word, either in one,
or more congregations. I cannot prove from
dny part of the New Testament, or from an
author of the three first centuries, that the
office of an Evangelist gave any man a rightte
:act a8 a Pastor or Bishop. I believe these
offices were considered as qhite distinct from.
‘each other till the time of Constantine.

8. Indeed, in that evil hour, whon Constan-
tine the Greai called himself a Christian, and
poured in-hopour and wealth upon the Ghris-
tians, the case was widely altered. It soon
grew common for one man to take the whole
charge of a. congregation in order to engross
the whole pay. Hence the same person acted
as Priest and Prophet, as Pastor and Evange-
list. And this gradually spread more and more
throughout the whole Christian Church, Yet
even 'at this day, although the same .person
usually discharges both those offices, yet'the
office of an Evangelist or Teacherdoes notimply
that of 'a Pastor, to whom peculiarly belongs.
the administration of the sacraments; neither
‘among thé Presbytérians, nor in the Church of
England, nor.even among the Roman.Catho-

9. But may it not be thought, that the gase

now before us is different from all these? Un-
doubtedly in many respects it is. "Such a phe- .
nomenon has now appeared, as has not appear-
ed in the Christian world before, at least, not
for many ages. Two young men sowed :the
word of God, not only.in the chjrches, but ..
likewise literally by the highway side;" and ~
indeed in every place where they saw an opon
door, where sinners had ears to hear. They
were,members of the Chuuch . of England, and *
bad no design of separating from it. And they
advised all that were of it to continue theyein,
although they joined the Methodist sogiaty;
for this did not imply leaving their former c¢on-
gregation, but only leaving their sins. Tho

One of our Preachers there yielded to the im-
portunity -of a fow of the people, and baptized
their children. But as soon as it was known,
he was informed it must not. be, unless he de-
signed to leave our Connexion. He promised
to do it no more; and I suppose he kept his
promise,

14. Now, ns long as the Methodists keep to
this plan, they cannotseparatefrom the Church.
And this iz our peculiar glory. It is new upon
the earth. Revolve aﬁ the histories of the
church, from the earliest ages, and you will
find, whenever there was a great work of God
in any partieular city or nation, the subjects of
that work soon said to their neighbors, *“Stand
by yourselves, for we aro holier than you!” As
soon as ever they separated thomsolves, either
they retired into deserts, or they built religions
houses ; or at least formed parties, into which
none was admitted but such as subscribed both
1o thoir judgment and practice. But with the
Methodists 1t is quite otherwise: they are not
a sect or party ; they do not separate from the
roligious tommunity to which they at first be-
longed ; they are still members of the Church;
—such they desire to live and to die. And I
bolieve, one reason why God is pleased to con-
tinue my lifs so long is, to confirm them in
their presont purpose, not to separate from the
Church, ‘

15. But, notwithstanding this, many warm
men say, ‘‘ Nay, but you do separate from the
Church.” Others aro equally warm, because
they sny I do not. I will, nakedly declare the
thing as it is. .

I hold all thoedoctrines of the Church of Eng-
land. I loveher liturgy. I approve hor plan
of discipline, and only wish it could be put in
execution. Ido not knowingly vary from any
rule of tho Church, unless in those fow in-
stances, where [ judge, and as faor as I judge,
thore is an absolute necessity.

For instanco, (1.) As few Clergymen open
their churches to mo, I am under the necessity
of preaching abroad. :

(2.) As I know no forms that will suit all
occasions, I am ofton undor & nocessity of pray-
ing extempore.

(3.) In order to build up the.flock of Christ
in faith and love, I am under & mecessity of
uniting them togother, and of dividing them
into little companies, that they may provoke
oune another to love and good works,

(4.) That my fellow-labourers and I may
more offoctually nssist each other, to save our
own souls and those that hear us, I judge it
necessary to meet the Preachers, or, at least,
the greater part of thom, once a year.

" (6.) In those Conferences, wefix the stations
of all the Prenchers for the ensuing year.

But all this is not separating from the
Church. 8o far from it, that, whenever I
have opportunity, I attend the Church Service
myself, and advise all our societies so to do.

16. Nevertholess, as the generality cven of re-
ligions peopls, who do not understand my mo-
tives of acting, and who on the one hand hear
mo profess that I will not separate from the
Church, and on the other that I do vary from
it in these instances, they will mittirally think
I am inconsistent with myself. And they can-

_not but think so, unless they observe my two

1hood also.”

principleé:"t'h'e‘ one, that I 'dare not separate
from the Chureh, that I believe- it would be a
sin 80 to:do; the other, that I believe it"would

mentioned. I say, put these. two_principlek
together,—first, 1 will not, separate from the
Church ; yet, secondly, in cases of necessity, I
will vary from it, (both of which I have con-
stantly and openly avowed for upwards of fifty
years )—and inconsistency vanishes away. I
have been true to my professien from 1730 fo
this day. - : - -
17, “ But is. it not contrary to your profes-
sion to permit service in Dublin at Church
hours? For what necessity is there for this?
or what good end. does it answer ?” [ believe
it answers geveral good-ends, which cduld not,
80 well be answered any other way. - The first
is, (strange as it . may sound,) to prevent a sepa-
ration from the Church. Many of our society
were totally separated from the Church; they
never attended it at all. But now they duly
attend the Church every first Sunday in the
month, *“ But-had they not better attend it
every week?” TYes; but who can persuade
them to it? I cannot. I have stroveto do it
twenty or thirty years; but in vain, The
second is, the weaning them from attending
Dissenting meetings, which many of them at-
tended ‘constantly, but have now wholly left.
The third is, the constantly hearing that sound
doctrine which is able to save their souls.

18. T wish all of you who are vulgarly term-
ed Methodists would seriously consider what
has ‘been said. And. particularly you whom
God hath commissioned to call sinners to re-
pentance. It does by no means follow from
hence, thut ye are commissioned to baptize, or
to administer the Lord’s Supper. Ye never
dreamed of this, for.ten or twenty years after

o began to preach. Ye did not then, like
Korah, Dathan, and Abiram, ‘seek the priest-
Yo knew “no man takein this
honour unto himself, but he that is called of
God, as wns Aaron,” O contain yourselves
within your own bounds; be content with
proaching the Gospel; “do the work of Evan-
gelists ;7 proclaim to all the world the loving-
kindness of God our Saviour; declare to all,
*“Tho kingdom of hewven is at hand : repent
ye, and believe the Gospel!” T carnestly ad-
vise you, abide in your place; keep your own
station. Ye were, fifty years ago, those of you
that were then Methodist Preachers, extraordi-
nary messengers of God, not going in your own
will, but thrust out, not to supersede, but to
‘““provoke to jealousy,” the ordinary messen-
gers. In God's name, stop there! Both by
your proaching and example provoke them to
love and to good works. PYe are 4 now pheno-
menon in the earth,—a body of people who,
being of no sect or party, are friends to all
parties, and endeavour to forward all in heart-
religion, in the knowledge and love of God and
man. Ye yourselves were at first called in the
Church of England ; and though ye have and
will have o thousand temptations to leave it
and set up for yourselves, regard them not; be
Church-of-England men still ; do not cast away
the pecnliar glory which God hath put upon
you, and frustrate the design of Providence, the
vory end for which God raised you up.

19. I would add a foew words to those serious
people who are not connected with the Method-
ists; many of whom are of our own Chureh,
the Church of England. And why should ye
be displeased with us? We do you no harm;
we do not design or desire to offend you in any-
thing ; we hold your doctrines; we observe
your rules, more than do most of the people in
the kingdom. Some of you are Clergymen.
And why should ye, of all men, be displeased
with us? We neither attack your character
nor your revenue; we honour you for  your
work's sake!” If wesee some things which
we do not approve of, we do not publish them;
weo rather cast a mantle over them, and hide
what we cannot commend, When ye treat us

unkindly or unjuktly, we suffer it. *Béing re-
viled, we bless ;. we do not.return railing-for
railing. -O let not your hand be ppon' us! :
. 120, that are richin this: world, count us
not yowr enemies-because we tell you thetriith,
and, it:may be, in a fuller and stronger manner
than any others will or dare do. Ye have
therefore:need of us, inexpressible;need. Yo
caimot buy such friends at” any price. - All
our gold and silver cannot purchase: such.
giake'_use' of us while ye may. If it be possible,
pever be without some of those who will speak
the truth from their heart. Otherwise, yemay
grow grey in your sins; ye may say to your
souls, ‘‘Peace, peacel” while there is no
peace. Ye may sleep on; and dream ye' are in
the way to heaven, till ye awake in everlasting
fire,

21. But whether.ye will hear, or whether ye
will forbear, we, by the grace of God, hold on
our way; being ourselves still members of the
Church of England, as we were from the begin-
ning, but receiving all that love God.in every
church, ag:our brother, and sister, and mother.
And in order to their union with us, we require
no unity in opinions, or in modes of worship,
but barely that they *fear God and work
righteousness,” as was observéd. Now, this is
utterly & new thing, unheard of in any other
Christian community. In whatchurch or con-
gregation beside, throughout the. Christian
world, can members be admitted upon these
terms without any other conditions? Point
any such .out, whoever can:.-Iknow none in
Europe, Asia, Africa, or America! This is the
glory of the Methodists, and of them alone!
They are themselves no particular sect or
party; but they receive those, of all parties,
-who- “ endeavour to'do justly, and love mercy,
and walk humbly with. their God.” ; :

ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

Tee Bisgor oF Meata—The Very Rev.
Dean Reichel, bishop-elect of Meath, was born
in Yorkshire; and was graduated from Trinity
College, Dublin, in 1843. ‘He is,a member of
the Senate of the University. He holds a
prominent position in the Irish Church both for
character and abilities.. Xe has been Arch-
deacon of Meath, as well as Canon of St.
Patrick’s and Dean of Clonmacnois. He has
published sermons on the Lord’s Prayer, on the
Prayer Book, and on the Origin of Christianity,
besides several other works. -

DrsestaABLISHMENT.—Sir  Michael Hicks-
Beach, speaking of the disestablishment of the
Chureh of England said :—

Some of us may be old-fashioned enough to
think to-day that of all the wants of our common
bumanity there is nothing more important than
some provision for religious instruction; and
yet, although Mr. Chamberlain suggests that
the State shall provide almost everything for its
members, he couples that proposal with the
disestablishment and disendowment of the
Church of England. The poorest clasges
throughout our land, in our great cities, in our
country towns, in our rural villages, are to lose
that spiritual and temporal help by which they
have profited for so many generations, and all
this on the ground of some fancied inequality
between the Church of England and other re-
ligious congregations of the country. I think
it will be some time to come before our great
and grand Church is destroyed by such attacks
as these. Let her but continue to do her duty
—let her but continue to support herself as she
is now supporting herself through the length
and breadth of the land, and she will sustain
-safely and without harm these attacks of the
Brummagem caucus, all the more certainly be-
cause the sound of these attacks will but serve

Tre Oup. CarHoLIos.—Statistics of the 0_1;1

Catholic communion in Germany show that there

are forty-eight priésts engaged in the congre-
gations, while a few are not employed in mini-
sterial functions. The largest Old Catholic
congregation is found in Breslau, next to which
comes Munich. During the present summer
gession three Germans and three Austrians are
studying Old Catholic theology in Bonn.  The
biennial synodical mesting was held in May, in
Bonn, and was presided over by Bishop Rein-
kens. In all sixty-eight delegates (twenty-five
priests and forty-three laymen) were in attend-
ance, and all the countries of Germany were
represented. A mnew liturgical prayer-book,
compiled at synodical request by Pastor Thurl-
ing, was adopted. The Old Catholic Faculty
atherne hag ten students, and in Switzerland
there are now forty-three Christian Catholic
congregations. ,

A RemaregasLy Work.—Dr. Barnardo, the
founder of the famous Homes for destitute
children, at Stepney Causeway, has been ad-
dressing remarkably successful and interesting
meetings at Oxford. He gave an account of
the origin of his Homes to a large audience of
undergraduates, telling of the onedestitute boy
whose helpless misery moved his heart nearly
twenty years ago, to begin'his work. Now he
had only three less than 1,400 boys and girls in
his various Homes. He had received altogether
6,280 destitute children into his Homes, and
had planted out those whose training was
finished either in this country or in the colonies,
keeping up & knowledge of them and their con-
duct and progress. The voluntary contributions
1ast year were £50,000.

In the course of ‘nineteen years not one desti-
tate boy or girl seeking admission to oneof his
Homes had been turned away. At all hours of
the day and night there was a porter ready to
admit a helpless, miserable child without any
recommendations but cold, hunger and utter
friendlessness. -

Suxpay ResT.—We note the following item
on Sunday Rest from the Leader:—

“Tt was remarked by a Bee Line official
yesterday that never had the road got the Sun-
day rest question down to so fine a point as the
present. Liast February President Devereux
ordered that Sunday work should be dispensed
with in all departments as far as practicable.
Some of the division superintendents had been
using Sunday as the regular weekly occasion
to ‘ clean up the road,’ or send out all cars from
his division that were ready. The president’s
order, however, stopped this procedure and only
live stock and perishable freights were allowed
to go. As a result Sunday freight trains were
reduced from eight and ten to two on each
division. The %usiness of the road has not
suffered and the employes gonerally express
satisfaction at the rest that is thus afforded them.
In this connection it may be said that at the
International Railway Congress held several
woels ago at Brussels, one of 'the subjects was
‘To consider some general measure for assuring,
as far as possible, rest on Sunday to railway
servants.’ A lenpgthy discussion was held and a
great many views expressed. The sentiment
was very largely favorable to the abolition of
Sunday labor as far as possible.”

Fonerar RErForm.—The Avchbishop of York
hag written as follows:—‘The efforts of the
Church of England Funeral and Mourning Re-
form Association to discourage the use of plumes
and scarves-have been successful in many cases
in getting rid of those somewhat grotesque and
costly emblems of grief. Therecommendation
of a perishable coffin simply placed in the
ground, so as to promote the rapid return of
earth-to-earth is not only suitable to Christian
feeling, but itis a matter of justice to the living.
Our association tries to form a public’ opinion

that would show that they were not niggardly
in abridging useless expense which interfered
with the simple expression of Christian sorrow.
There is & manifest improvement to funerals
now., I venture to make the following
suggestions for the further promotion of our
work : 1. Those who wish to.do honor to the
dead, and who can spare something, might
make a gift to some institution that would benefit
the living, whilst they refuse {p be lavish in re-
spect of the coffin, the funeral ceremonial, and
the mourning apparel. 2. Whilst the use of a
few flowers is in all respects simple and natural,
the'sight of a bier heaped up with the costly
and perishable treasures of Covent-garden is
not pleasing to the mind of our association. 3.
Whilst we bring down the fiunerals'of all to a
moderate standard of cost we may well urge
boards of guardians to improve as far as possible
the mode in which paupers are buried.”

A CaurcE MrissioN 1IN AusTRALIA.—The
Guardian’s correspondent writes, under the date
of June 18:

The Mission which was recently being pre-
pared for is now in full progress in eleven of
the Sydney parishes. The Primate is taking
upon himself an immense amount of additional
labor'in connection with it. He preached at
the inangural service on. Friday night. He
addressed the workers again at the celebration
on the following morning. He preached at the
cathedral on the Sunday, and on each day of
the ensuing week he is to deliver two addresses
—one at mid-day to an educated congregation
of lawyers and business men in St. James's
Church ; and another to men only, in the even-
ing, at St. Andrew’s Cathedral.

The attendance has been very good at several
of the Mission services. One of the parishes
adopted the use of a brass band through its
streets, with some success in gathering a crowd
of people into the church. Christ Church sent
its clergy and choir in cassocks and surplices
with their banner in front through the streets
and lanes of the city singing, * Onward,
Christian soldiers!” So that it will be
recognized by our readers that the same variety
of usage obtains now in a Sydney Mission as
was seen recently in London. _

One of the strongest features of the Mission
is unquestionably the Primate's serics
addresses at St. James.' The attendance at
these has grown until at the latest it reached
the proportions of agood Sunday congrogation,
almost entirely of men.

Deati oF REV, DR. TyNa.—Rev. Dr. Stephen
. Tyng died at Irvington, N. Y., September
3d. Tho venerable clergyman had lived at
Irvington ever since his retirment from the
rectorship of St. George's chureh, in the city
of New York, in 1878. For a long timo his
faculties had been muek impaired, and from this
cause, together with the infirmities of old "age,
there was at last am inevitablé and easy ebbing
away of life.

Dr. Tyng was born in Newbuaryport, Mass.,
in 1800, graduated at Harvard in 1817, and was
ordained in 1821, TFor 20 years he was_tho
rector of the Church of the Epiphany, N.Y.
In 1845 he became rector of St. George’s chureh,
Stuyvesant Square, where he continued until
his retirement. Dr, Tyng was one of the most
eloquent and impressive preachers of his time,
and he succeeded in building up ome of the
strongest and most influential parishes in the
city.

Thursday afternoon, Sept. 3rd, the Bishop ar-
rived at Port Arthur by the C. P. R. boat, and
was met at the wharf by the incumbent, and
conducted to the Parsonage. OnFriday morn-
ing, Sopt. 4th, a good carriage and span of
horses having been procured, the Bishop, ac-
companied by the incumbent and his daughters,
drove to the township of Oliver, where a church
wag built last year through the zeal and pati-
enco of the late incumbont, aided most effi-
ciently by Mr. A, Squier, of Port Arthur, This
church is situated on lot 7, concession 3, of the
township, and is a Jittle more than 15 miles
west of Port Arthur, It stands conveniently
near one corner of a besutiful piece of ground,
two acres in extent, room’ having been left for
gravoyard, &e. After inspecting the church,
the Bishop and companions teok refreshment
at the hospitable dwelling of Mr, Ryde, near
by, and at 2 p.m. & fair-sized congregation of
farmoers, their wives and families having assom-
bled, the Bishop proceeded to the consecration
of the building. Simple indeed was the whole
service, but very solemn and beautiful in those
woods. At the door of the little church the
clergyman read ths petition for consecration,
when the Bishop at once began the service, and
the procession entered the building, No gor-

eous, massive structuro; no stately, long-
rawn aisles, but a modest wooden building
(frame,) even as yot unpainted, but still bear-
ing churchly marks about it. The congrega-
tiom, most reverent and attentive, heartily
responded, making good use of the copies of
the Consecration Service which the Bishop had
brought with him.. The consecration over,
Evening Prayer was said, the clergyman read-
ing the prayers and leading the congregation
in singing the Gloria Pairi, the AMagnificat,
Nune Dimittis, and the hymns. .The Bishop
raad the lessons, and preached from Psalm
xlviii, 11, 12. The sermon was a gentle, but
firm assertion of ‘the apostolical claims ofiy ¢

abounding in happily-chosen illustrations. None

A church built, paid for, and
consecrated ! There is no other, as yet, conse-
crated (except, possibly, at Rat Portage) be-
tween Sault St. Marie and Wipnipeg ; a distarce
of from 700 to 800 miles| But at what cost
this has been achieved it is not easy to compute.
The money can be easily reckoned up, but not
the lahours, anxieties, &c. The people deserve
great credit ; for, being but few in number, the
inducements to build what is called “a union
church” were very great. Moreover, the people
are still struggling with the bush to make
bomes for their families; and solid cash is a
very precious thing indeed. Aud, besides praise
from their fellow Churchmen, they deserve help.
The present Incumbent has written to a ladyin
Toronto, asking for a “ comely” surplice, to be
kept in the church. Plain and suitable linen
for the holy table is needed, and a cover for
ordinary occasions when the “fair linen cloth”
is not to be used. A font also is required; and
donations towards the melodeon referred to
would be thankfully received. Wealthy church-

road, the great Dominion highway, on their

Were they to desert
and band themselves togethm in the . hope of
provlng more aggressive than' their fellows,
they would simply imperil the chance of victory
and outlaw themselves as mutineers. And yet
is not this ;very much ‘whit some of our
aggrossive Christians are doing ?

The Church has been slowly marching on
through some seventeen or eighteen centuries,
whilst the world is not yet conquered, and the
final victory seems as far off as. ever.. * What
terrible sluggishness | What intolerable delay!'

80 exclaim the new advocates of a guerills

warfare. “Let us show the main body of the
army what success may be achieved by in-
dependent energy.” Yes, and brilliant results
are sometimes obtnined. We would not wish
for one moment to undervalue them; but
brillianey is not necessarily allied with per-
manence, and when such results are achieved
throngh want of discipline, no soldier can
award than enthusiastic praise. “ ("est may-
nifigue, mais ceu'est pas la guerre!” Wo
gympathise heartily with the feeling which
animates the volunteor enthusiasts ; at the same
time, we refuse to credit them with a monopoly
of loyalty and devotion.

They seok to:destroy the religious
influence of the Church of England, and to con-
fiscate money at present devoted to theé main-
tenance and propagation of the Guspel of

Christ. “TFor the widow and fatherless who

activities, scholarship, and devotion; the arti-
san who welcomes a clergyman in his home,

though he may seldom follow him into his
church ; the peasant who would soon regret
thé friends he had lost when missing the o-
fined and kindly inmates of the parsonago—tho
great question isnow atstake: Is it or is it not
or the welfar'e of the people at largo that the
national Church should be maintained? ” Woe
‘can hardly doubt what the answer of the intel-
ligenit people of England will be to the ques-
tion thus tersely and foreibly put by one of the
ablost-and most active mémbers of the English
Episcopate. ‘

. Dr. BrADFORD, a prominent dissenting Mini-
ster of Montelair, New Jersey, has been devoting
earnest attention to the question, “Why the
artisan classes neglect church.” He took pains
that letters should be placed by responsible
people known to himself in the hands of such
non-church-going artisans as could bedeponced
upon to give fair, honest, and wise answors to
the questions in the letter. He gives in the
New York Christian Union specimens of some
of the answers, and make the following sugges-
tions in the way of remedies. A recognition of
the fact that a prejudice is as potent as a real
grievance, also of the consciousness on tho part
of these classes that they are not justly treated
by those who profess to be Christians. He
suggests that all churehes should be absolutqu
free and open. He calls pew-renting “a device
of .the devil for keeping out of church the very
peeple they are designed to attract.” He malkes
as his final suggestion towards the solution of
the difficult problem’ that *“to those who will
pot come to the churches, the churches them-
gelves must go.” These are no new suggesiions
to Churchmen, but it is gratifying to find outs
siders beginning to recognise truths which the
church has long accepted and acted upon.

A MISSIONARY'S TRIALS.
To the Editor of Tug CauRcH GUARDIAN:

Sir,—When at Fort Pitt with Gen. Middle-
ton’s column, lagt June, Rev. Mr. Quinney and
wife, who had escaped from Big Benr's captiv-
ity, eame into camp.

At the time of the Frog Lalte massacre they
escaped from-their Mission at Onion Tnke, and
found refuge with the Mounted Police at Fort
Pitt. Whon tho police evacuated the latter
place, Mr. Quinney and his wife shared the fute
of Mr, McLean and family, Mrs. Delancy, Mrs.
Gowanlock and the other whites and half-brepds
who surrendered to Big Bear.

The story of the hardships and anxieties of
their seven weeks' captivity, as I have heard it
from the lips of the escaped prisoners, is most
thrilling.

Mr. Quinney lost at Onion Lake all his por-
sonal effects. clothing, books, &e.

In fulfilment of a promise made at Fort Pitt
camp, I am writing to Mr. Quinney, who haa
returned to his dismantled Mission at Onion
Lake.

I purpose sending him a thank-offering for
the restoration of peace snd the return of our
brethren, ‘

AN ArrioaN Harvest HoME.—
The harvest festival of the natives
living on_and around Modderport,
Orange, Free State, was held on
Sundty, Juod 22ud. This time of
year for a harvest festival will
doubtless seem strange to English
readers, . but it must be borne in
mind that the seagons &re opposite
in the southern half of the globe,
and the native crops are reaped
vory.late in tho season. The screen
of the schoolroom chapel of All
Saints’ was decorated with mealics
and Kafir (not Kuffir) corn, gifts of
the natives, and blue-gum blossom,
The altar lad also bunches of dif-
feront grosses and manna, as well
a8 the mealies and Kafir corn.
Choral Evensong was sung on Sat-
urday and Sunday evenings, At
the Iattor service the singing of
Scsuto translations of “We plough
the fields and seatter,” and “The
strain upraise of joy and praise,
Alletuia,” reminded one of the
choir (& “while” visitor) of the
heartiness of the way he had heard
those hymns sung at St. Barnabas’,
Oxford, and Clewor St. Stephen’s,
Clewor. There were spocial lossons
and pealms supg to Gregorian
chants, The sorvice was intoned
by Mr. David, the native catechist,
fathor of the Rev. Gabriel David,
spoken of in ‘the account of the
opening of Bloemfontein Cathedral;
the concluding prayers and lessons
were read by Father Shaw, S.S.A.
The Rov. C. M. Lambert said a féw
words to the people on the harvest
and its lessons, by means of an in-
torpretor. A golemn Te Deum
bronght the service to n close.
The sight of # choir of natives with
their clergy, g ouped with banners
and crucifix, round the altar, at the
bacle of which were twolve lights,
was onoe which spoke volumes as to
the great brotherhood of man and
thoir equality in the sight of God
the Giver of all good things. The
chapoel was quite full, and the
congrogation joined in the singing
aud responses with 2 heartiness
which, ‘wo feol sure, many uan
English congregation could not
equal, not to say surpass. The
harvest festival i8 ono in which all
have a share, though they may but
have been for a short time under
Christian influence as not to under-
stand the great festivals of tho
Church.—Church Times.

The Irish Ecclesiastical Gazette,
in a leading article on the attempt
to rob the Church of Ireland of its
title, says :—

It is & question whether it might
not be desirable to attempt some
means of instructing our people
generally on the subject, and im-
pressing on them the importance of
maintaining our historical title on
all ncedful occasions. There are
few unmitigated cvilsin this world,
and even this shameful- attempt to
rob us of our name is not without
its good. Let us see from it our
folly in the past in not clinging more
completely to Church principles, We
were always too ready to sink our
distinctivenoss as a  Church—the
Church of Ireland—in a maundering
hankering after Dissent—church or
chapel, there was little difference
hotweon them, No severar chuarge
was made against ‘Portal's Man-
ual” at the time than that it warn-
ed Chureh people against coqueting
with Disseniers. No wondor that
we alicnated our brethren of the
linglish Church, and that now at
home our enomies are considering
it fuir game to rob us aitogether of
our title. As wo sowed, 50 are we
reaping. No doubt tho warning
will not bo lost on us for the future.
And this is a second good to bo de-
rived. We must learn to hold closcr
together, and sink our minor differ-
ences in a profounder attackment to
our common Church.

The Church News (Natchez
Mississippi) has the following good
selcetion ;

Sreax ror Your Cnurci—
From all sides, from all denomina-
tions of Christians, people are
turning their thoughts to the
Church’s clajms, and worship and
history. Almost evoery month tho
writer of this meets with some now
worshipper, who is just learning
tho Church’'s ways. Every year
some other body of Christian
people takes o step in search of the
“old paths,” People who used to
denounce the Prayer-Book most
bitterly, are (Luietly appropriating
many of its beauties.

Good Friday is rcmembered more
and more widely. ¢« The Te Deum,
Gloria in Excolsis and Gloria Patri
are sung often in congregations
whoroe they were once shut out as
Romish.

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apostolic truths and worship, how”
pver for the time unpopular, are
finding their roward.

But the Church and Churchmen
must romember that they need to
do something more than “hold
fast,"—They must “ speak out.”

“Why, don’t you let people know
what your Church is?” is the
question often asleed by those just
lenrning tolove it. “ This worship,”
said one lately, “is what I have
been longing for for years, It had
been described fo me as o mere
formality. I find it full of life and
earncstness.”  Said another, “I
have long joined in the popular cry
that your Church was so exclusive.
Now, I know for myself that no
othor body of Christians has such
liberal terms of communion, Why
don’t you take pains to show that
fact to all?’  And yot another
recently asked of the writer, *“ why
are you Churchmen
mouthed? You go about your
business, and don't seem to care
much for what others think, If
you would only speak out for your
Church as others do for theirs, you
would do better.” And if you be-
lievo that in the Church you enjoy
vory great privileges and blessings,
it iy & duty of Christian charity to
convince others of that fact, and to
invito them to share it with you.

What we wish is that those who
are strangers to the Church, or
prejudiced against it, should know
it ns it really is. Onee awaken
some interest by your words, and a
book or tract, or a visit with you to
the Church, will give light.

And to promote
this, speak for your Church,
lovingly and fearlessly, and circu-
late its books and tracts.

But I am glad to say those times
aro past and gone; wo are living
ourselvesin better days ; the Church
has risen to the levet of her high
calling. She herself sets the ex-
ample to her followers, she herself
starts the crusade agninst this curse
of drink, she heraelf binds the cross
upon the shoulders of her adher-
onts, (Applause.) Well, I think
we may fairly say that the signs of
the times are in our favor. The
clergymen, we see,have pronounced
for Temperatite; the doctors have
pronounced for it, and you may be
perfectly certain that the doctors
are not the people to go in for
dying cause. (Laughter.) Hociely
is daily more und more pronouncing
for it; and what is perhaps more
important still, the great masses,
the millions of the country, are be-
coming converted. Having ali these
forces working in one divection, the
issue cannot be long postponed, and
of ‘its charactor there can be very
little doubt. As to the minor dif
ferences which may soparaie us,
the Church ought above all things
to be tolerant.  She is the Church
not of ona sect or soction only, but
of the whole people, and the prin-
ciple of toleration is cxtended to
the duty of Temperance. Shedoos
not insist upon binding all downto
conformity with one rigid rule.
The C.E.T.S. adopts and pursues
thig principlo of toleration by hav-
ing two classes of disciples. Therve
is the class for those who ndvocate
and who practise Temperance or
modoration, and there is the class
for those who advocate and practiso
Total Abstinence or Tcetotalism.
The difference betweon the two is
not altogether unlike that which
wo recognize botweon the forces of
Consorvatism and Radicalism in
the political arena. Thatisto say,
one party prefors and pursues i
modorate line, the other party liles
sweoping and . drastic reform.
(Moar, honr, and laughter.) Well,
for my own part, I honestly con-
foss to you that I holong to the
formor, or Temporance section. I
am not mysolf n Total Abstainer,
nor am Lin favor of total prohibi-
tion. I beliove that we havo to seo
that drink is properly used, and to
geo that it is in no case abused;
and if there are some of you wheo
think you can best attain that ob-
ject by going in for its disuse alto-
gothor, T tondor you my respect,
(Hear, hear) It appears to me
that although there may bo ditter-
onees betweon the aetions of difier-
ent people amongst ns, yet theso
differences are as nothing to the
great bond of unity which holds us
togoether, and although there ave
some who prefor to be modorate
drinkers, and othors who profer to
bo Total Abstainers, yet wo all
stand side by side working loyally
in tho same direction, the suppros-
gion of this gigantic curso. (Ap-
plause.) We canrecognize in each
other comrades yho. must stand
sido by side to stom this tide of
ovil and lift up the cause of good,

and if in our effoits to do 8o we
