LAY HELP IN THE CHURCH,

Again and again, in one form and snother,
comes up bofore the Church iho question of
using her laity in the work of evangelizition
and education. That thero is & grout force in
the Charch which is not beivg put ino opera-
tion, is gonerully acknowludged, The roal
guestion is, how can wo bring this force to bear
upon the problem of making disciples of all
men ? How cun we tuke the great army of
laymen und put them in the field of agycessive
fighting for Corist? The barden of the baltle
fulls now upon the clergy : thoy uro both the
uvffivers and tbe runk and file; they most both
plan the campuign and carry cut the details of
1t, or ¢lse fuiture is bofore them.

Tne spiriv of Christ must touch wod inflame
the pew as well us the pnipit, The power of
svul-winping mast be fult by the Church mem-
ber us well ad by the ministor. 1L is becunse
this personal sunse of privilege und responsi-
bility dues not enter into the ordinary laymen's
congeption oI his relstion to the Caaron, that
our effurt to reach the great muss of poople
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outsido the churches is s0 wenk and fruitless.
To attain any grand and blessed accomplish-
ment in Christinn work, it is necessary that the
lead given by the clergy should receivea warm
and prompt response in the heart and effort of
the Choreb mombers, Where there is & recog-
niton of a joint partnership and cooperation in
the work, the Church i¢ conscious of a divine
strength, snd goes forward to ite work with
assurance of victory, and adds daily to the
number of those who are being saved,

This'ia the firat step in successfui lay work—
s stirrivg vp in overy man snd women snd
child in the Cburch of a sense of the high priv-
ilego to which they are called of being follow-
laborers with the elergy and wit* God in the
work of winning souls to God through Christ,
Unless t1is is first brought home to their bearts
and consoiences, there will be no efficient and
permapent work for Christ. Gnilds may bo
formed und clubs organized and brotherhoods
starled; there may be activity in all parts of
the pavish ; and from tho outside, there may
scem to he great success; but God, who looketh
on the heart, knowoeth thut it is but the form of
godliness and not the power thereof. The
Church is not put into the work to make suc-
cossful purishes, and flourishing guilds; iis
office in to form character, to make men and
women Carist-like; snd the guild or club or
brotherhood that i not coutributing to that
end, aud has not that end in copstant view, is
bat & delusion #nd & sare — Church of To-Day.

DR. HODGE. (PRESBYTERIAN) OF
PRINCETON, ON MARRIAGE.

“Marrisge is a divine institution: 1, Be-
cause founded on the nature of man as con-
stituted by God, Ho made man male and
female, and ordained marringe a8 the indis-
pensublo condition of continuance of the ruce.
2. Murriage was instituted bofore the existence
of civil society, and therefore, can net, in its
osgontinl nature, be & ocivil institution. As
Adam snd XEve were married not in virtue of
any civil law, or by the intervention of a civil
magistrato; 80 any mun and woman cast to-
gether on a desert island could lawfally tako
each other as husband and wife. It isa degra-

dation of the institution to make it & mere
civil contraot. 3. God commanded men to
marry when he commanded them (o increare
and mulliply and replenish tho earth. 4. God,
in His word, prescribed, the duties belonging
to the marriago relation ; He has made known
His will as to the parties who may lawfully be
united in marrisge; Ho bhas determined the
continuanco of the relation and the oauses
which alone justify its dissnlation. Theso mat-
ters are not subjuct to the will of the parties or
to the anthority of tho State. 5, The vow of
mutual fidelity made by hbusband and wifo,
is not made exclusively by esach cne to the
other, but by each to God. Auny violation of
tho compaet is, thorofore, 8 vicinlion of & vow
made to God.

“ Marringe is a ssored institution, Its
solemnization is an office of religion. It should,
therefore, bo entered upon with due solemnity
and in the fear »f God; and should be cele-
brated, i. ., the ceramoay should bo performed
by & ministor of Christ. He alone is authorized
to soe to it that the luw of God is adhored
to; and he alone oan receive and register the
marriage vows ss made to God. The wivil
magistrate can only witness it as & civil con-
tract, and it is, consequently, to ignore its
religious sharacter and sunction to have it cele
brated by a oivil officer. As tho cssence of the
marriage contract is the mutnal compact of
the partios, in the sight of Giod and in the pre-
genop of witnesses, it is not absclutely nooessary
that it should be colebrated by & minister of
roligion or even by a oivil magistrate. It may
bo lawfolly solomnized as among the Quakers,

without the intervention of either, Neverthe.
less, as it is of the greatest importance that
the religions wature of the institution should be
kept in view, it is incambent on Christians, 8o
fur a8 they themselves are concerned, to insist
ihat it ehonld be solemnizad 4s & religious ser-
vice.”

After a puragraph showing that the State

must make certuin regulations about marriage,
property rights, etc, Dr. Hodge goes on to
BRY .
“The legitimate power of the State in these
matters is limited by the revealed will of God.
1t oan make nothing an impediment to mar
ringe which the Scriptures do not declare to be
& bur to that union. It oun make nothing a
ground of discolving the marriage contract
which tho Bible does nol make a valhid ground
of divorce. It ig & violation of the principles
of civil apd religious liberty for the Siate
to make itg will paramoant to the will of God.
Plsin us this principle seems to be, it is never-
theless, constantly disregarded in all Christiaa
nations, whether Citholic or Protestant. Be-
cause marringe is in some rospects a civil
institution, to be rogulated within certain
limits by the civil law, men have treated it
48 though it were & mere business engagement.
They ignore its charaoter as & divine in-
stitution reguluted and controlled by divine
luws, Civil legislatures should remember that
they can no more annul the laws of God than
the laws of nature. If they pronounce tho-e
not to be married who, by the divino law are
married ; or if they separate those whom God
hath joined together, their laws are absolute
nullities at the bar of conscience and in the
sight of God.—The Church Year.

CANADA AND THE JESUITS.

The Canadian Equsl Rights Association,
however, has to fight two foes in one. It is
contending sgainst ecclesiastioal aggression
aud against Fronch nationalism at the same
time. The Jesuits’ Kstates Act is an audacious
blow struck not only for Ultramontanism
against Protestantism and the civil power, but
for French nationality rnoder priestly loader-
ship against British ascendency. ‘ La Vorite”
ia the Ultramountane and Jasuit organ of French
Canada. In a recent article that journal
sRys!

“Tor us [the French Cuanadians], confedera-
tion was and is a mesans, not an end. It is a
means of enabling us lo dwell in poace with
onr English noighbors, whilst safeguarding our
rights, develop 'ng oar resources, strengthening
us, snd making us ready for cur national
fature. Lt us xay it boldly—the ideal of the
Frenoh Canadian people is not the ideal of the
other reees which to day inhabit the land our
fathers eubdued for Christian civilization. Qar
idenl ia the formation here, in this corner of
the earth watered by the blood of our heroes, of 4
pation which shall perform on this continent
the part France has played so long in Europe,
and which &bo might contine to plsy if she
would but resame the Christian traditions
violently ruptured at the Revolation of 1739
To do that, it is not theoretically necessary
that she should become a monsrehy sgafn;
but it is necessary that she should return to
Christ. Our aspiration is to found & nation
which Isocially shall profess the Catholio faith
and speak the French lungnage. Tha: is not
and oannot be the aspiration of the other races.
To say thon that all the groups which consti-
tute confederation are animated by one und the
same aspiration, is to utter a sounding phrase
without political or historical meaning.  For

us, the present form of government is not and
cannot be the last word of our national exist-
ence. Itis mearly a road towards the goal
which we have in view—tbat issll. Let usac-
cept the present state of things loyally; let us
not be aggressive towards our neighbors; let
u3 give them full liberty to pursue their par-
ticalar ideal, Bat let un never losesicht of our
own nationsl destiny. Rather let us constantly
preparelourselvesjto fulfil it worthily at the hour
decreed by Providence which civcomstances
shall roveal to us. Qar whole history proves -
that it is not to be a vain dream, u mere Utopia,
but the end which the God of nations has
parked ont for us. We have not been snatched
from death & score of times; we have not
multiplied with a rapidity truly predigious;

‘we hive not wronght marvels of resistunce snd

of peaceful conquest in the eastern townships
and in the border countries of Ontario; we
have not absorbed many of the Knglish and
Bcotch sottlements planted among us in order
to bresk ap our homogeneity—wo have not pus
forth all these offorts und seen thom crowned
with success to go and perish micersbly in any
all-Cansdisn arrangement ™

This is the frapk expression of a sentimeat
which has been gathering strength and taking
shape in the French Province during tho last
quurter of & eentury.

In 1880 the Abbe Gingras published an ad-
dress, in which, after the most rampant asser-
tion of the right of the Church to override the
civil power, and of the clergy to interfere in
elections, together with u thoroughgoing pro-
olamation of Medi:uvalism, aud an ungnalified
defence of the Irqaisition, there comes (p. 43)
a notable passage 1n relation to tho political
sitnation of the French Province. The clergy,
gays the writer, understand the delicate posi-
tion in which French statesmen have been
placed since the conquest, and that practicslly
it is necessary that they should ‘* rosign them-
selves to & policy of concilation, more or less
elastic.” Bat with union and & common un-
derstanding the machine of the Provincial
Government, thongh it hss inevitably one of
its wheels in eontact with 1he Federal Govern-
ment, may bo worked for Catholic purposes.
This is the device which every Canadian states-
man, © though he may not inscribe it on his
banner, lest he should provoko unjast reprisals,
ought to engrave on the inmoat fold of his
heart.” The autonomy of French Canada is
all, the Federation is nothing. With the suto-
nomy of French Canads it is necessary for the
present to ba content, but s graader vists is
opened when the proper hour shell strike. The
{eaders, and the soul of the national enterprise,
are the olergy.

Aftor the victory of the Jesuits at Oltawa, a
grand national festival way held at Qiebec on
the day of St. John the Baptist, the national
saint of French Canada, in the jrint honour of
lacques Cartier, the founder of French Canada,
and Brobeuf. the great Jesnit missionary, a
monument to whom wus unveiled. At the ban-
quét, Me¢ Mercier, who is the Natioualist Prem.
wor of Quebec, and as the framer of tho Jesuity’
Kstates Act has received a decoration from the
Pope, made a speech in which he preached in
impressive terms nationslism and nationsl
unity. *To-day,” he said, ** the Red and tha
Blue [colours of ths two old parties in Quebec]
shoula give place to the Tricoloar. It 15 use-
loss to imagine that wo will ever cease to be
French aund Catholic. This monumentdoclares
that afier a century of separation from our
mother conntry we are still French. More
than that, we will romain French and Catholie.”
Soch was the strain of all the speaking and
wriling on the occasion. A gallant colonel of
militia even hinted at a resort to arms. The
Papal Zounves who took part in the ceromrny
ocarried rido by side with their own flag a flag
which in the days of French dominion had
been borne in buitle against the British. The
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greetinge of the ‘ Franoh Canadian pation”
were cabled to the Popy, and the Vutican in
return greeted the Freuch Cavadian nation,

Mr, Samuel Adams and hie Boston con-
federates were in too great u hurry with their
revolution, Canada had been wrested from Lthe
French ; they should have waited till it had
been made English, as with its poor, simple,
and illiterate population of sixty thousand it
might easily have been. After the revolt of
the Colonies, England was compelled practical:
ly to forter French nationality, and at the same
time to countenance clerical ascendency, be-
cause it was on the influenco of the ciergy, who
were hostile to the Paritana nnd afterwsrds to
the French Revolution, that she mainly relied
for keeping the people faithful to hor standard.
She gave the French votes, which thoy of
course used to shake off British ascendoncy.
Thus Wolfe's victory was cancelled. Not only
80, but, where France had only a weakly colovy,
grew up under the nomintl dominion of Great
Rritain 4 Fronch nation in & theocratic form.,
The French multiplied apace, like all races
whore standard of living is low, and the diges-
tive forces of British Canada were fur too wesk
to do with the Fiench element what the
digestive forces of the United States bad done
with the French clemont in Louisiaoa,
Lord Darho#m saw the dsnger. Ho even lot fall
the warning words, that the day mizht come
when the Eoglish in Cunada, that they might
remain Boglish, would have to cease to be
British ; in other words, would have to jiin
the main body of the English-speaking race on
the continent to save themseives irom French
domination. He tried to bring about assimila
tion by means of legislative urion of the two
Canadas. The union totally failed; politics
became 8 bitter conflict between the British and
French Provinces, which at last bronght gov-
ernment to a deadlock.

From that deadlock an escape was sought by
Federation. which was thus, in its main motive
and essential character, not & measure of nnion,
but & legislative divorce of British from French
Canada, The other British Colonies were
brought in. But no real union such as oconsti-
tutes a nalion can be said up to thir time to
have talren place among them. No Nova Sco-
tian or New Brunswicker calls himeolf & Can
adian. A British Columbisan scorns the name
The people of thesc Provinces are citizens in
heart only of their own Province. At Ottaws
they aot as separate interests. Their snpport
is obtained, to form a basia for the party Gov-

ernment, largely by a system of corruption |¥

operating mainly through Government grants
to local works. As ‘o Quebec, sheis & mem-
ber of Federation in the same sense in which
Ireland would be a member of the United King
dom if it bad a Parliament of ils own, and at
the same time sent delegates to Westminster,
She acts in hor own separale interests, and by
her compact vote levies tribute on the Dom-
‘nion tressury, her own being in 50 bad s con-
dition that she has already betrayed an inci-
pient tendency to repudiation. She has ex-
torted grants for railways snd public works to
s very large amount. Opn one occasion her
members stayed outside the House haggling
with the Government till the bell had rung for
a division, when the Government gave way.
The Tory party hae in the muin rotained her
suppori, though much liss by party sym-
pathy than by the mcansalready descrived.

In the meantime in Quebec itself clerical
domination bas been making way. The sub-
stitution of Ultramontanism for Gallicanism
has exalted the pretensious of the priesthoud,
and at the rame time given an imwpetas to the
movement.* Ton years agag it excited the

alarm of Sir Alexandor Galt, who saw that
danger impended not 7nly over the rights and
hberties of the Protestants, but over the oivil
rights and liberties of the Catholie laity, and
sounded the note of alarm in his pamphlet on
Church and State. Now comes the Josuiy, with
what Abbe Gingras calls “ the flambean of the
Syllabus” in his hand. Employing the Papul
nolicy of the day, master of the counselsof the
Vatioun, he prevails over the Gallicans and
Moderatee, over the Salpiciaus who vuinly
struggle arainst him for the spiritnal posses-
sino of Montreul, and bocomes master of the
Church of Quebec. A cosmopolitan intriguer,
fettored by no ties of citizenship or political
party, acling solely in the interests of tho
Charch and of his Order, ho drives on with an
almost reckloss spoed, and is not content with-
out signalizing his ascendency by reclaiming
his old estates, trampling the rights of the
Crown under foot, and ut the same time oxtort.
ing 4 legislative recognition of the Pope. The
Jesnit has always boen more canning than
wite. He hurried James the Second alorg st
a psce which proved fatal, and it is not unlike.
ly that his precipita ion mny make shipwreok
of his enterprise in Qaebec.

The Church in (Juebeo is immensely rich,
while the people are poor and the tressury is
empty. DBesides the tithe, which by a strarjo
snomsly on this continent of religious equality
she legally levies, and imposts for fabrique, she
owns not a little of the most valuablo lund in
the Province, and her weslth is constantly
growing by investment, for ghe is active in tho
financial a8 well 48 in the spiritual field. Tho
devotion of the people is. gusrded by their
illiteracy.  Heclesiastical statistics, compiled
under ecclesiastical inflnence, throw not much
light on the subject, The journal of Artbar
Buoies, * Ls Lanterne”, throws more. It gives
a letter from a correspondent who, it says, has
held high political employment and has lived
in a rarai district for forty years, This corre-
spondent says that among men of from twenty
to forty yeurs of age you will not find one
in twenly who can read, or one in fifty
who can write. They will tell you that
they went to school from seven to fourtcen,
but that they bave forgotten ull they learned.
This “all"—what was t? We may judge,
gays the correspondent of ** La Lanterne”, from
the fact that the teachers are for the most part
young girls taken from the convenis becauso
they are too poor to pay their pupils’ foes, and
with a salary of from ten to twenly louis &
ear, Those who havo passed any timo smong
the habitants confirm this statement, and ray
that the mayor of a town is not always able
to write. The school-books, of which a set is
bofore us, appear to bo highly ecclesiastical in
spirit and in the economy of the knowledre
which they are calculsted to convey. No
wonder that miracles in abundance ure per
formed at the shrine of Ste. Anne de Beaupre,
while they are performed nowhere else upon
this northera continent. The antagonism be-
tweon this civilization and that of British Can-
ada is complete,

The French peasantry of Quebec, if they
have little to live on, can live on little; their
Charch sedulonsly preaches early marrisge,
their women are good mothers, and they malii-
ply apace. Before theirincreasing number and
pressure the British are rapidly disappearing
from the Province. In the city of Quebec there
are now oply about six thousand left. In the
eastern townships, once their almost exelusive
domain, their numbers are rapidly dwiundling,
and the Protestant churches are left without
worshippers. The Church advances money to
the Frenchman to buy the Englishman's furm,
which in Fronch hands will become subject to
tithe and fabrigue. The commerce of Mon-
treal is still in Protestant hands, but a Legis-
latare of French Catholics bas found its way,
by taxing banks and other financial corpors-
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tions, to the strong box, just us & Legislature

of Celtic Catholics in Irelund wonld find its way
to the atrong-box of the Saotch Protestants of
Belfast As matters sre now going. the futaro
of the commercial commuuity of Moatreal is
not free from olouds. If that community has
hitherto thought of little bat its trade, it will
find that without paying attention to questions
of publie principle trade itself eannot bo sufe
The wesk point in the case of the opponents
of the Jesuits' Hstatos Act is that two yenrs
ago an Aot incorporaling tho Joesuits was sl-
lowed to slip throngh without protest. The
explanution is that the Protestunt minority in
Quebec is 50 weak and so thorougzhly overborne,
that it bas boen sinking into a state of torpii
resignation, While the British Province usualiv
tukes little notice of anything that is going on
in Q1ebse, The Josuits' Hststes Act gooms,
however, at lust Lo huve arousoed the Protestants
of Qaebes as well as the people of Onturio,
Not ihat it would muke any ditference with reo-
gurd (o the question of principle it all the Pro-
testants 0i Q robec, deserting tho cuause of their
own rights and intorests, had sequisseod in the
Josnits’ BEstutes Act. The right and duty of
the pooplo of the Dominivn gonorally to pat a
veto on tho endowment of Josuitism +nd the
recognition of the Popo in legisiation would be
the sume; und it would bu equully nacessary
to uphold the principle that v voligious major
ity in » Province shull have the prwer Lo muko
war on the religion of the muority by endow-
ing propugandism out ot the public purse.

The Precentor is charged with the conduet of
the musical kervices in tho Catbedral, and it is
his duty to care for the promotion of Church
music throughoat the Diocere

The Missionor wiil devote bimrelf to the por-
sonal visitatious of parishes avd missions need-
ing advice, assistance or encoursgement, under
the direction of the Bishop, 10 tbe preaching of
Missions, and to the training and supervision of
a body of sssistant missioners.

The trea-uyer is the custodian of the fabric
and properties of the cathedrai, he recerves and
disbortes moneys, and keeps the accounts
of the Chapter.

The lay members of the Chapter will give
their vote in the mansgoment of the temporul:
ities of the corporation,

Tho twenty 8iX Prebendul Stalls of the Mmor
Canoos will be assigned to and pamed after
cight of the older and principul rectories of the
city, and eightecn of the wmore important par
irbes in 1ho country, giving a8 far as possible &
proportionate reprerentation to each Rural
Deunery. s¢ follows:

CONTEMPORARY CHURCH OPINION.

The Church Year (Jacksonville Florida),
BAYR 1 —

It is time that the Christian sentiment of the -
country should settlo the question, whioh is &
fruitfal source of discredit and debasement to
religion, as to whether the clergy are merely
hired laborers, following a profession by which,
a8 & craft, they get a living, or whether they
are spiritusl officers, and moral teachers, devo-
ting their lives and labor to the religious and
moral elevation of the people; and so, by their
teaching snd influence, the strong bulwark of
conservation and preservation, of law, and
order, as the servants of God, ard simply pro-
vided for against want, by the offer:ngs of
those for whom they labor, and for whose
benefit they have thrown aside the beokoning
temptations of mercantile, commersial and
politionl ambition. The law of the land, (U.S.)
which takes the first position, and places the
clergy upon the footing of ** contract laborers,”
is & blot on our Christian civilization; and
Christian sentiment ought freely to protest
sgainst it, and demand its repeal.  If this can-
not be dome, let it be, at least, uniform in its
application, and taken out of the line of claea
legislation, applicable to Protestants; but
waived in its application to Romanists, whose
priesthood owes its first and supreme alle.
giance to a foreign potentate, while the others
sre the loyal adherents of the Repnblic,

The Irish Eeclesiastical G azette says:—

When there is talk of union between Church-
men and Dissenters ic is well Lo notice how
helpless and hopeless is the question of union
belween the various bodies of Nonconformists
among themsoelves. There seoms but little hope
of any satisfsctory Home Reunion until there is

some cvidence of a drawing together of the
sects.  Here is the testimony of a Noncon for-
mist paper, the Cambrian News, on tho charuc-
ter of Wolsh dissent:—* Signs are not wanting
that the intelligent members of Nonconformist
bodies in Wales are more or less alive to
the weaknesses arising from sectarian jeal.
ousies, decay of spiritnal life, growth of formal-
1sm, financial pressure, dependence upon oreeds,
and other causes, Welsh Noncounformity in its
official aspects has become hard, narrow, oruel
and bigoted. Lat any town be
examined and it is impossible not to see that
Nonconformist bodies are jeslons vf each other,
and inetead of working together are working
each for themselves, This sectarian
jealousy is not only & weakness in practical
work, bat has broeght about a multiplication
of places of worship and ministers and & con-
sequent.financisl embarrasment which rednces
Nunconformist effort almost to the task of
making ends meot,” Another Welsh dissent-
ing paper alleges that in some districts ** the
jealonsy botween the Nonconformist sects is
stronger than the animosity of the whole put
together against the Church of Haglaud,

It the religion of the Principality were more
pure, gec'arisnism would get beauntifully less.”
The Cambrian News says again :—** There are
Noncontormist charches, for instance, where
the poor are unknowsn, where the officials are
not remarkable for morals, and where the
grind of the money-making machinery is con-
stant: there ard churches where the ministers
are ‘dumb dogs that cannot bark,” where the
rules of discipline are relaxed, and where the
religious services have become as mechanical
as Lhe performances of pappets in s show of
marioneltes; there are churches where the
social life and sufferings of the people are utter-
ly ignored, snd where dry oreeds are soparated
snd put together like skeletons in & school of
anatomy ; there are churches where hatred of
rival sect8 and not love of snffering humanity
is the raling passion, where increase of mem-

| bers is more highly prized than growth in god-

*
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liness, and where financial success ranka higher
than holiness ; there are churches whose minis-
ters are idle and unworthy of respect, whose
offivials sre offive seekers, and whose members
are indeed sheep without shepherds.” This is
not the bigoted writing of a Church newspaper,
but the candid confession of & writer who is
behind the scenes and knows what he is writing
about.

Of tho theatre sarvices in Philadelphis, the
Church of To-Day says:

The results of these services have been chief
ly visible in tho attondance.
city of the Bijia Theatre was eighteen bundred,
and was ordwarily fifteen hundred, The smali-
est congrogaiion seon st the opera house was
about nine hundred. The larszest was about
eighteon hundred, though tbis did not reprerent
tho full atlend=snee ; for often the doors had to
be closed before the beginning of the service,
and numbers wore turned away for lack of oven
standing room. In addition to this, however,
incidents have been continually bringing to
light other results, Persons Who have drifted
away irom religions observances huve come
ankiog to be dirocted to Charch relations again,
Young men who passed their Sunday evenings
playing cards in the saloons near by have boen
kaown to forssko their cards and attend
regularly at the theatre, Those called to attend
the dying in the hospitals and slums of the
city have found, in some cases, that all the
knowledge of religion the dying person had,
had beon gaired at tho thoatre servicos.

LETTER FROM MISS LING.

To the Editor of the Church Guardian :

Me. Epiror,—Some time ago you puablished
a notice of & tour I was to make through Can.
ada under tho suspices of the Woman's
Acxiliary, in order to represent the work of
the Church of Fogland Zenana Missionary
Society. Now that my tour is moro than half
over, it may interest your readers to hear some
account of my journey and tho success with
whioch I have met,

Laading at Halifax, on the 5th Awngust, I at
once proceeded to hold meetings ir the princi-
pal towns of Nova Scntia, and from thero went
on 10 Charlotietown, P.E.L, and S¢, John, N B,
Lo the former place, the Right Rev. Bishop
Courtney, who was on the plutform at my
meetings, summed np my remarks by a
most earnest and slirring address; the lat-
ter (the city of St. John), during the ten days
of my visit wa3 so thoroughly well permoated
with Misgionary information, that it wsarely
will spread into the neighboring places in the
Diocese.

I arrived in Montreal just in time for the
opeving of the Proviociul Synod, and much
enjoyed the representative gathering of clergy
aud laity of the Churoh of England, which
I was privileged to witness during that week,
The" inspiriting Missionary meeting at Queen's
Hall will long be & happy meeting to me.

Here also [ met and had the pleasare of ad-
deessing the delegates sent to attend the
Trienalal meeting of the Womun's Auxiliary,
and hearing how sll their various branches of
work in tae differont dicceses prosper. Iam
now in the Diocese of QOuatarto, and have held
43 meoetings in all np to date (Oct. Tth), and
addressed betwcon five and six thousand
people.

Special Features in 3mme places—Ir addition
to the pablic meetings in schoo! houses drawing
rooms, and addrcsses to Sunday-schools, i
gome towns I have been invited to the publio
schools, and though no formal collection has

The seating capa-

been asked, the voluntary offerings of both
teachers and echolars sent in afterwards, has
testified to the interest awakened.

Moetings have also been held in country
places, which has been the first gathering to
lear about foreign missionary work, in some
instances, that they have ever had in conunection
with the Church of Englaad.

Results—1un saddition to tho money raised
for the goneral fand of the Zoenann Mission
in some places, I have beon asked tu state
special objoots needing help, aud in this way
$50 per sunum as the support of Zenana teach-
ors in my own station in India have bsvn pro
vided. A bullock cart to bring the upper
cluss Mahomedan girls to my school at
Ootacamund has heen set upart from their
offerings by the children of the Cathedral Sun-
duy-school, Montreal. 850 a year, promised by
a little country parish tor the support of a
native femsale teachor at Musulipatam, The
circulatinn of “India’'s Women” the orgau of
the C E.7 M bhas been almost materially in-
creasod.

In almost everv diocese one or moro desirous

‘tn give their lives to this work of carrying the

Gaospel of Christ to the women of [ndisa, have
been met with and recommended to send in
their  apphcation through the Woman's
Auxiliary w tho C.E. 7/ M. Committee in Eng-
land.

Little children huve in some instancea given
me their much cherished and well preserved
dolls and playthings, us prizes for school ehil-
dron. rendered doubly vulnuble for tho sweot
uorolfishoess which prompted the gift. One
little girl walked a distance of 4 miles, in suow
aud rain, to bring me two scrap-books she had
mude, )

A boy who had heard mo spesk in his own
villagre during the week, walked 2 miles to tuko
the boat for the city, where he heard 1 was to
address a Sunday-school the following Sunday,
2 miles from the boat to tho church sccosted
me outside after it was over, aud went with me
to another Sunday-school to hear more, and
walked home afterwards,

Sugqgestions —While thanking the Officers of

the Woman's Anxiliary, and tho clergy of the
various parishes, for the kind way in which
they have orgunized moetings, if [ might sag
gest one or two little things which would ren-
der work like this a greater snccess, I wounld
like to do go.
. 1. Though the date fixed for the visit of ihe
Deputation may not be always the most con-
venient in certain places, it would be helpfal if
workers world remember that, in arranging u
tour throngh eight differcnt dioceses it is im-
poseible to suit everyone; and if they would
try and throw themseives hoartily into it snd
make the visit the most profituble possible
under adverae circumstances, God will certain-
iy bless their endeavor,

2. Such small details as arrangements for
singing at a meeting, encuring & good sapply
of hymn-books or hymn-leuflsts, or perhups
praotising speoial music for the ocoasion would
all tend to make tho meotings brighter.

3. Giving notice of the meeting in charch
should not ba thought to be all sufficient, but
where possible & band of younger workers may
be enrolled in making the meeting known, or
where printing is nob thought udvisable, in
writing notes or post cards.

4 After the meeting is over help oa any in-
terest which has been excited by organizing
some practical way of helping on tue work,
For encouraging syssiematic rendings, smongst
younger pecple sometimes it has been found
heipful to make the Missionary periodicals the
saobject of an annuul examination, and offer
prizes for the best answers, -

Ia conclusion, I wounld acknowledge the great
kindpess I huve received from my wvarious
hosts and hostesses, in some of whowse houses I
have stayed for a period of a fortnight or
three weeks, I know this cordial hospitality

has boen acoorded me for my Mastor's sake and
deserves no thanks; butit will [ know one day
recoive the Savioar's commend, * Inasmuch a8
yo have dono it to ons of the least of these my
brethren yo have done it nuto me.”

On my rotarn to Indis (God willing) in
January next, it will be with & very happy
remormabrance of my tour through Cuanada, and
mauny bappy friendships formed I trust for
otornity. .

Ho sposks of the Lord’s
coming to julgment, and rominds his readers
that thoy s v nut to boe dssouraged by the pre
genoe of tbune fulso bretbren, since they had
been exprensly warned that sach should come
Finally, \ho npostio closes with & commund,
whiol is also un encoaragemont; ** Keep your
gelves in the luve of Gud, luoking for the
merey ol our Lord Jesus Christ, und eternal

“lite”  Koep yoursolves in the love of God!’
Why ? Becuuse thut love ivthe very wital
breath of tho Chrstisn, without wnich he
csn po mure live than his bodily lhie can
oxist without the satmosphere, Becunse it
is the sonso of that love, which carries him
over and through all dwcoursgements ; which
makes bis irials evdurabie, nay, blessed ; which
makes him desive uod work for the sulvation
of others, and the spresd of Christ’s Kingdom
Among mon.

The apostie himselt
tells us, ** By building ourselves up on our
moust boly fath " Su long as we baild on the
toundation of up asenred taith and trust in God's
promises snd Bis Word, so long the very gates
ot hell sball not prevail againstus. By “pray-
ing always in the Spirit,”” By constunt com-
munion with that loviog snd giving Futher in
whom are all our fresh springs. By ** louking
tor the meroy of oar Liurd, Jesus Christ ante
eternal Iifo.” By faith, by prayer, by medita-
tton on the word nnd oa the joys to come, he
16 to keep bimself in Lhe love ut Gud, and 80 to
Jruss the waves of this troublesome world, that
tinnlly he shall come to the iand of everlasting
lifo, and that eternul Kiogdom which our God
has yruomised throogb Jesas Corist our Lord.—
L. 8. G.—in Parigyv Visitor.

THE MAKING OF THE NEW TESTA-
MENT.

By the Rev. S. D. McConnell, D. D., in the
American Church Snnday School Maga-
zine for November,

To clear the way, it must aiwsys be borne in
mind that the Cburch was established, its or-
ganizstion complete, a1d the best part of its
missionary work done before it had any Bible
ab all.

The modern notion of & missionary as a man
who goes 1o the heathen with & Bible in his
hand from which to enlighten the pagans, was
inconceivable 1o an early Christian. “ Bible
Societies” are modern inventions, and are
largly based on modern misconception, Oar
purpose is to find the true origin and purposo
of the New Testament. The popular idea of
the relation of the Bible to the Church has
arisen for the most part since the era of *‘writ
ten conatitutions.” The Church is older than
the Bible, More than cone-halt of the books o
the O.d Teslament were written aiter the
Mosaiu institutions had besn in exitence hun.
dreds of years, The wno:e of the New Testameont
cumo into existence after the Church had been
planted  In the work of propagaudism 16 (Lhe
B.biv) was no part of the machinery.

It 18 well just now to lay emphasia on these
woll-known 1sots. Lo Protestant Cbristeudom
the Holy Soriptures bauve been popaiarly s
signed s pluce which esnnot bo muintained, 4
burden has thus boen luid on them which is,
if not ot & magnitade, at any rate of a kind
which they sre not sble to beur. To remove
the Bible from that pluce reverently, so thatit
will take no hurt, sud tenderly, 8o that the su-
perincurmbent mass may not tremble, is 4 tark
trom which it is idle in oar day to think of es-

caping.

The way to ascertsin the ¢rue place of the

Bible in the Church is 1o go back aud find how
its bookw first came to be there.

Let me remind you that the Charch is
builded not upon & Book but upon A Person.
Everywbere the Apostles bogan their work by
telling the story of the Cross sod the Resurrec-
tion It it wero to & Jew the missionury was
sponking he wounld proceed romething like
thin :—* Brother,” be would ray,'‘you are

waiting for the Mesaiah? Yon need not wait
any longer. He has come He was born forty
yeurs age in Bothlebem in Juden, of Mary, the
wite of Joseph. 1 have seen Him. I was pre-
seet when Ho cured hundreds of sick and lume
and blind, [ stood beside Him one duay at the
door of 4 tomb and beard Him csll to a man
within who bad been four duys dead. I maw
the man come ont slive ard wholesome! His
words were the words uf Gud, Listen to some
of them as I remember them” [4od then he
reheursed suy Lbe Sermon on ihe Mount, or
John V'] “ But alu~! our peoplo hated Him
snd compassed His death, He wus cracified!
Yeou, Eo was cruefied. We thought then for &
fittle while that we hud been deceived. Bat
the third day after He rose from the dead,
us our prophets huve slways said the Messiah
wonld. I waw Him afierward myself. The
uail-prints were suill i His hunds and feet, and
the scar on His breust showed where the epear
bad gono, He told us many things about His
new Society which I will weil you. Five weeks
after, as we ull stood about Him one day, out
tn the open light, He went up from among us,
flusting up, up nio theclouds, and wesaw Him
nv moie. He was the Christ."

To the Jew there was nothing surprising in
all this. He aconpted the truth ofthe story and
wus baptized 1nto the Society.

With the Geuntiles, however, 7 ¢, the people
wbose blood we inherit, the care was different,
They had bad no prophets. There was no
foundsiion laid. There was apparently no
point of contnot with thom, Then the mis-
sionury, like St Paul at Athens, foll back upon
the universal instinct of the race and identified
Jesus with * tho ankno n God.”

The necessity for & written Gospel had not
yot begun o press. Books of any kind were
rure und very costly. Probably not one in ten
of the Disciples conld read, and fewer still could
write. In the Orient ** education” did notim-
ply the ability to read, The memory took the
pluce of the printed page. ‘Lules, songs, his-
tories, multitades of proverbs, were in ciroula-
tion among them, word for word, jast as thoy
bad been tyr geuerations, without any part of
them having been coramitied to writing. The
protessional story teller, as he rquats in the
buzaar todsy at Dumascas or Cuiro or Con-
stuntinople, tells bis tales in the very words in
which they huve been handed down from his
father acd hs grandfuthers for generations,
His hearers sre ax quick to notice and resent
suy deviation from the accepted form as is the
child amouyg us who wanis the story told ‘“ the
way you told it beforo.” :

"T'bus there quickly grew up aa Oral Gospel
and Liturgy waich was subsiantislly the sume
throughout the Cuurch. Quoe it took shape it
held 1t tenaciously, owing to the po,ular habit.
The thing which 12 our day moat nearly Te-
ssmbles this * Oral Gospel” i3 probubly the
“ Ritoal” of certain secrct socieiies. In the
Muronie Oider, for exsmple, the * work” is
performed 1 & very longiby form of Eoglish
words, trapsmitted npehunoged for certuinly a
hupdred und flfty years.

Thus tbe Oral Gospe! was long preserved in
the Cborch und was scfficient for its needs,
Hven atter it tovk Writton shape 1t was genera.
vons before it superseded the old metbod of
promulgation,

Two things, however, made the writing of
the Gurpel desiiable, Tne tirst wus the break-
1ng out ot the Je#ish ward and the eonsequent
difficaitly in onmmanicsling with the muther
Church st Jernsalem., Thne Charch there under
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8t. James was tho stsndard of orthodoxy, The
namerous oral traditions of the Founder were
strongest there, It was the place to which
Christians everywhere turned as their bome.
Bot now political evils and insarrections seut-
tered them and rendered it dangerous for dele-
gates from distant churches to visit thair ¢ mo-
tber deur, Jerusalem.”

Tbe other and great roason was that the
Ayostles and others who had been 'f gyowit-
nesses of these things from the beginning”
were one hy one fulling by the way.

The first of the bonk«to be written was the
Gorpel by St. Mark snd it came about in this
way. Pupizs, the Bishop of Hierapolis, who
lived in the second contury, tells us about it.
Pupiss wu~ 8 disciple of Polyoarp, who was &
disciple of St Jubn  He rays that he himselt
knew S: Jobn weil and recoived ths informs.
tion from bim. Tao infor mation was this:

When St Peter started on his missionary
expedition he wa- ignorant of the Lmtin lan-
gusgo; bathe had to work amoung Lutin-spoak-
ing people. He therefure ealled in Mark,
whoeo mother tongue-it was, t0 go with him as
an intepreter. So Matk went wilh him on
bix journeys. Time aud time sgain ho hourd
and trunelated the sumy story ot Chria's hfe,
His words and His works, unul he bad them
fairly learned by beart. Atier Peter's deslh,
Mark from memory wrote them down for ueo
of the Church in Rime. He mude no pretence,
Pupias #1.34, 10 arrsnge the story in the order
in which the eventsoccurred, but was only
careful to sot duwn us neurly as ho conld re
onll them the very words that Peter bad used
This, then, was the first of the books of the
New Testament—the © Gospel of Su. Mark,” ro-
cailed, but reuily the story of Poter, written
down by hie trienc Murene.

About the same lime a persocution &rose in
Jodea which seaitered the Charch once wore.
ot, atthew was Oriven away with the rest
Bat betore going ipto oxile he, being slmoat
the only one surviving who was personally
fumihar wilh the fucts, wrote down iy Hebrew,
the Gorpel story for the ure of those who could
not iy with him. Tho Hebrew copy bas been
lopg since lost, but a Greek translation re-
mains, .

These two historical sttempts seem to have
given rise t0 muny ill-sdvwed essays on the
part of others to do the rame thing. Bat thair
80 called * Goepels” do nut veem 10 bave ever
amoonted 1o much, and in any case were lost
hundi eds of yeurs ago. St Luke refersto them
ratber conlempluvusly at the beginning of his
Gospel :

“ Fyrassmuch a8 many have taken in band to
get lorth in order & declaration ot thovse things
which are most sorely bolieved among us, even
a8 they delivered them unto us, which from
the beginning were eyoew: tnesaes and wministers
ot the world; itseomed good 10 me ulo, hav-
ing bad perfect understsrding of ail things
frem the very first, to write unto thee in order,
wost excellent Theophilus, that thon mightest
know the certsinly of those things, wherein
thon baxt been instructed.”

His Gorpel wus writion in Greek, avd is by
far more full sud detuiled than cither of the
others,

Thus in the threo great tongues in which the
superscription over His head wus wrilten, the
Gourpel was set down 1o Heorew and Greek
ano Luatin.”

Nexuip order of time come the Letters of
St. Pnul They ure tourteen in number, ar-
ranged in cur Bible not in the oraer in which
they were written, but in the urder of thur
lergih, begioning with the longest. The Epis-
tle 10 the Bebrews was placed last, becaure
there bas aiways been duubl us 1o whetber or
pol St, Paul wiote it.  Esch of ihese Epistles
had its « wn oceasion, They were the letiers
of & Bishop o his clergy, of & puster 10 his
peuple, of uiriend to friends. Each one bad
ite wn specinl purpose. Somelimes 1t WAs 10

correot & mistake; sometimes to imstruet ir
dootrine ; sometimes to give directions abou!
sffairs, It will snffice to oxamine ona or two
8y sumples. Lot us take the one first writton
the 1st Epistle to the 7 hessalonians.

Onr one of his mirsionary jrurneys he visites
the city of Thessalonica ip Greece, and estab
lished 4 cburch there. According to his ou~
tom, as soon as it was well organized and abkh
to go alone he laft them and went on to wn
other place. Miny months after bo visited
them spain alvog with his friend Timothy
Lesaving his friend thers he himsolf pussed o
0 Corinth. There Timothy jrined him afte:
some time and bruoght & report of the Churct:
in Thessalonica. In the main he guve & good
account of them. They werc edrnest, nouive
zoulons, and, for the most purt, sot & good ex
nmplo to the peoplo about them. But still there
were soversl thiogs to be regretted. In the
tirst plaoe, the high standard of personal par
ity which the Apostle had insir’ed upon secmeo
to some of them stilted nnd “mpossible They
had been reared in & sciety which lookee
very lightly upon sips of the flush. Winle
they glud!y embraced che larger hopo which
the Nuw Revelation brought thom, they were
inclined to gnarrel with rome of its restraints

But anothor \hing disturbed them, ard thi:
more than uany thing elvo, Some of tho breth
ren had died since St. Paul's departure,  Whut
was to becomo of them ! How werae they to be
affected by Cnrist's second coming which they
expected almost immediately? Wore their
frivnds to forfeit their immortality and thei
«haro in Hix glorious advent by their untimely
death? They were very much distarbad,
Timothy said.

So the Apostle eat down snd wrote them &
letter. Heo boging with what corresponds to
“ My deur r0 and 80,” the wuy lettars have al
ways beon bugun. Ho uwores them how con-
tinuully ho has them alwuys in mind, aed how
thankful to God he is for such fruit to his labor.
Then he proceeds to his maiv purpose.  Above
sl things be places the virtue of parity. Ho
t1aces t0 their source the peculiar temptations
by which they aro assusiled. His lubguage is
dignified, but most outspokon. ‘Then as to the
other mutter which preplexed them, he teils
thom their trauble is all unaccessary.

Ho declures on the anthority of tho Lord
Himsslf that death would not affuct their status
one way or anothor ; that in thelast great duy,
when the Lord shall come * with the voice ot
the archangel and the trump of Gud,” the deud
in Christ shall rize, ncd, together with thosu
who remsio slive, be cauvhi up 10 mest Him,
and be * fuiever with the Tnrd,”  As 0 when
all this would occu. —wen1, St. Panl was tuu
sensible a preacher to pot dates to hir prophe-
oies. He held it to be slwuys imminent, und
that the proper autitnde wus thut ot sentinels
watching sguinet & surprise. Thor9 wWus 0us
passage 10 bis letter, bowever, which misled
the good peopleof Thessalonics. They inferreu
frem it that the second coming wad to ba dar
ing their own lifetime, and wus Likely to ocour
any day. Al ouce they tell into the disorders
and extravagances which - Second Adventism’
bas slwaye produced. Why shonld they tor-
ment themeelves, they ask, sbont the affairs of
thig world when the viber wasulready 1n 8ight ?
Why should they plaut and water whea the
great Reuper wus likely first to gulber His
barvest? Why shoutd they bring wer affairs
betore dikant or prucon ul when the greut as.
gizes of the aniverse was abont 10 be opuned ?

When Pxui heurd ot thiy outbresk uf fanati-
cism nnd its dissstrous practical conrequerces
be sut down again snd wrote his 2nd Epistle to
the Thessalomans.

In 1t ho tolis them  how they bad misunder-
stocd him before; how toat he bad not wesut
10 assort either thut tbe Lord would come dur-
ing their hieume, or thay he would not. The

particular duy #us concealed in order that they

wight live carefully every duy. Then they !

-eud his sober words, und went back to their
work and their worship,

These two Epistlos may stand as samples of
all tho rost. Each one had its own resson,
The writers did not say to themeelves “ go to,
1w, we will write a Bible” They do not
-acm to have even smspected that they and
neir oircumstanoes alike were baing used by o
H gher power to write tho Book which bas
noved the enthusiasm, guided the livos, and
wiacod the sorrows of s bundrod generutions !

It muat not be conceived, however, that thess
various docamonts esmse at once into oircula.
ion and u<a, Thev did not do so for moro
han & hundred years. Tho iden of gnthoring
hom into & book for & 1 mg time did not osoar
‘0 unybydy. Many had boon written which
wore nover gathered bat have disappenred long
w20. The thing depended upon yot wus oral
rnstrootion.  The-e pumphlets and ietlors were
»nly supplomentary thoreto, Rach little mana-
-ermpl wus the proviond trousure of some par.
ticular Cbureh, snd was jeulously ganrded. [t
w28 passod about among u fow reverent hundsy,
wnd whon it became worn and oroased was
tockked up amonyg tho muniments, To muke
copies was & tedious and exven+4ive business
shich few of the poor churohes could bear,
There way no printing, no paper, no p &t of-
tee! A v Book" was u very ditferant concorn
ram the thing swhich wo cull by that name. [y
wad mado this way: [oc pupor the weites used
littlo Inaves of louther abouk six inches rqunre,
Ho wrote only on ono sido of ounch lont,  He
uded a pointed stick for & pon. 1o mnado no
panctuation marks and no b euks batwase the
words, Whon he had done he tonk hiy pila of
little teuther feuves and gammed tham tigothor,
the bottora of the fir€t 1o Lho Lop of tha sesand,
and 80 op, mak.ng & long wirip, six ivones wido
und from tweuty Lo a hundred feen long, ao-
cording to the wizs of tha volumo, This strip
wag thon fastened al crmvh wod to s woodoen
rollor ns we moeunt maps.  Tost was & “hook,"
in B blo times. '

Copying wan nsualiy done by slaves trained
for tho purpase, and huwed trom thor ownery,
A slave who wus 4 grood eopyiat would foteh a
vory high priag, ana usaally wad ny tor sale,
The bouly so wade, if their contents were con-.

Thooldest lish oxtant of the bankiof the Naw
Testsment wus made in A. DD 170, and it is in-
eomplote, It includes the 4 G ispols, 13 of St
Paut’s Epistles, 2 of St. Joha S..
