visit vengeance upon the guilty parties, be
they high or low. The explanation supplied
. by Sir Hector himself is that he did not feel
called upon to resign until the charges against him had been fornau-
lated, which was only done on the completion of the evidence sub-
mitted by Mr. Tarte. The main thing, however, is the statement
in defence, which was a voluminous document and purported to deal
_with all the charges made directly or indirectly against the minister.
“ “To sum it up in a few words, Sir Hector pleads innocence and ig-
norance of all the rascalities carried on in his Department. The
. dilemma in which he found himself had two horns—as is customary
with dilemmas : if he aided and abetted the frauds he was a rascal;
if he knew nothing of them he was unfit to occupy such a position.

Sir Hector has made a frank confession of his incompetency and so
steps down and out. It may soften the pangs of his sufiering to
know, however, that the Ottawa Citizen rates him as one of the -
ablest and wost active and industrious departmental heads the
country has ever had In face of his own statement, this seems
to be pretty hard on departmental heads past and present,
