editor 5 while a demonstration is a figurative ex-
pression by which we are to uaderstand that a
mob is permitted to sack the office of a news-
paper. - We cannot be expected -to -give a full
account, yet it is certam that, :n Naples alone,

more than tweaty Catholic jouraaly'bave been
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traspled oot of existence by these instrunents of
tyranay.  or exawmple, X $erttaero suffered
tour scquestrutions w fourteen nwnbers ; L In-
civilimento ame in twenty-five awinbers ; La
Stella del Sud «1x w vweive nwabers; I Pre-
colo Independente three w twenty. It any ope

: should wmigine that Naples was au exception to

the rest of Italy, let buu vemember that & Cut-
tolwn, of Geoon, meurred twelve seguestrations
m thirty-seven nawbers. The same hberal sys-
tem 15 purstied in the persecutian by process,—
L’ Ingenno of Leghorn, at the end of Ricusoli’s
minisiry, bad endured more processes than it had
published numbers.  tu the las week of b
ministry, ff Campanle, of Florence, was con-
demned iva fine of DUD francs, wnd its eduer
sentenced ta four wonths imprisonment, for un
article headed ¢ Christianus Swm, aml publishi-
ed o Joug ago as July, 1860. The editor ¢f
L’ Eico, of Bologna, after ten processes, was drag-
ged away on Christmas day ta the common prisoa
of malefuctors, and thence to solitary confine-
ment m the political prisun, where lie was detai:.~
ed for some months without u trial, and from
which he was ultimately released, without any
accusation being preferred against him. 2 Pic-
monte, of ‘Lurin, at the same dale, was under a
tedious process for * Panegyric on Napoleca
112 LArmona, of Turin, which pays, on un
average, 12,000 franes a yeur in fives, arnd
whase responsible editor spends the greater poi-
ton of s hie in prison, is sull under process fer
twa articles—one the celebrated catulogue of the
* Thirteen Consciences of Napoleon 11!, which
was published during the summer of 1860.~—
Whether the amuesty lately grauted at Naples
lo ihe journalists will affect these internnnable
trials or not, we are unable to say ; but it is quite
certain that it will not indemnily the Catholic
Neapolitan press for the demoustrations which
all uaderwent twice in the course of one week.—
The natwre of this compliment to the wmdepes-
dence of newspapers on the side of religion may
be realized from the case of 1 Contemporanco
of Florence, At seven one evening a mcb
smashed the windows of the oflice and destroyed
the conlen's. Searching for the editor, thay
broke into the verj bedchamber of his wife. A
guard of mounted dragoons, stationed exactly op-
posite, at the house of the commandant of the
garrison, were idle spectalois of this outrage ;
and the police sioply interfered to assure the
rabble that the editor was already arrested.—
Alter this our readers will find some difficully in
crediting the fact that, in the land where this
Iright(ul tyranny is exercised agamst the Catho-
he press, the most obscene prints, and the most
blasphemous caricatures of the Blessed Trinity,
are publicly exposed for sale; thut a recent
work has appeared « On the Death of Pius 1X,"
and another on the * Amours of Pius IX:" that
a liost of sewspapers glory in prapagating the in-
fidelity of Voltaire and Rousseau, so that * We
disciples of Voltaire” (Noz Volteriani), is a
common phrase in their articles; and that a
buffoon was aliowed, unobstructed and unpunish--
ed, to declain on L'Eterno Padre in camicia,
a there too hideously blasphemous for transla-
tion,

Witk respect to the liberty which Catholic
subjects enjoy in the new ltalian kingdow, those
who read the speeches of Gladstone and Layard
m the receat debate upon Itatian zfairs will have
formed a notion somewbal too exalied. One of
these speakers confidently assured the Houae ul
Commons that the liuliavs, and especially the
[talians in the kingdom of Naples, were Lujoying
the safe-guards of law under irreniovable magis-
trates ; while, as a practical comment on this as-

sertion, a decree was then being promulgated for
the removal of 1,500 magistrates m the kingdom
of Naples!  They did not tell us that the gov-
ernment bad been found guilly, after a vain ef-
fort to shift tie blame on to other shoulders, of
riffing letters passing through the post-office,—
They did pot tell us bow many houses ot Catho-
lics hud been broken mto by the police, as was
the house of Cuunt Cays, because he was sus-
pected of receiving letters from the Freach Pre-
silent of the Coufereuces of St. Vincent of
Paul.  They did not telt us how every prison in
Southern and even in Central Italy was full to
overflowing wilh political prisoners. ‘They did
not tell us how wany of them had been lingering,
like Lhe Duke of Caianelto, for six months with-
oul guilt, without trial, witheut accusation, or
how many, like him, after many months'of ir-
prisonmeat, had been releused because there was
not the shadow of proof against them. They
did not tell us that the entire body of Neapolitan
lawyers bad publicly and solemnly protested
agawust Lhis miquity.  "Lhey did. not tell us how,
wlhen conscripts deserted, the traops were quar-
tered au their families, until they bad consumed
or wantonly destroyed their ineans. of subsist-.
eace. They did not tell us what redress was to_

of the government of Turin. Yet we cannot
but unagine that these are matters of some 10-
meut when we are considering the liberty offered
by the Constitutional l.iberals.

But even these scarlet borrors grow pale by
the side of the wholesale extermination perpe-
trated by the Constitutional Liberals m the con-
quered kingdom of Naples.  Pinelli, a traitor to
the Duchess of Parma, published a proclsmation
dated Ascoh, Feb. 3, 1861, in which be told the
world that the Pope was not the Vicar of Christ,
but of Satan, and concluded with these words :—
“ We will crush the sucerdotal vampire which,
with its filthy hps, has sucked for ages the blood
of our fatherland ; we will purify with the sword
and with fire the country tainted with its foul
slaver.”  We shall not remark on the false re-
ort that Dinelli was deprived of his command
aflter this effusion, nor op the certwn fact that he
received a good medal for his zeal m carrying
this pragramme mto execution. Nor do wé pre-
sime 10 characterise the desperate expedient of
Gladstone in denying that this proclamation, pub-
hshed in every Catholic continental journal and
pever disowned, was ever in the hauds auy one
but Sir George Bowyer.

* In the whirlwind of events intelligence was
snaguified, the nuinter of deaths was multiplied n
popular imaginafion, terror assumed a thousand
forms, silence paralysed the tongue of the citizen
whn feared to protest, lest he should incur sus-
picion, and the confusion was such that I, at Ma-
ples, cuuld oot learn how Ponielandolfo, a city of
5,009 inhabitaptas, had been reated.

#T was compelld to undertake a journey in
order to venify the fact with my own eyes. But
T can never express the foelings which agitated
me m presence of that buret city. I advanced
with a few friends ; a few country people gazed
at us in an uncertain way ; we surprised here and
there some inhabitani chained by the love of
home 1o bis ruined house, as we passed on through
silent streets. Right and left were empty and
blackened walls; the furmiure hud been heaped
together on the ground floors and set on fire, so
that through the burned windows and roof the
cky was visible. Here and there we came upon
a heap of fallen masonry, and »! Iact the erumb-
ling walls, threatening to fall at wvery tnstant,
wirned us to advance no further. 1 received
nospitality in one of the three houses which had
been spared Dby superior orders; but in front
rose the house, or rather the palace of the
Gogliotti  family, huroed and ruined. The
‘whole of an ancient museum bad dJisappeared in
the flanes, and costumes, medals, jewels, all were
lost. Who can tell the anguish of that city 7—
When 1 wished 10 realise more fully the scenes
of family affiction, they conducted me to Mr.
Rinaldi, and [ was overwhelmed. He was tall,
pale, noble in figure and countenance ; but those
lustreless eyes told thal he hud been stricken
with a calamity beyond all human consolation.—
I ventured 10 murmur that it was not thus we
understood Italian liberty. ¢ I ask notbing now,’
he said, and we remained mote. He Lad two
sons, the one a lawyer, the other a merchant,
and both had sighed for the freedom of Pied-
mont while it was yet distant.  When, then,
they heard ol the arrival of the Piedinontese, for
thus the Tralian soldiers were styled in that part
of the country, 1hey hastened out to meet them.
Tiie camp-followers outran the troops who were
marching in order ; the two sons of Rinaldi were
raken' and forved to -ransom themselves; then,
#fter the money had been taken (rom them, they

wurderers; -but the God of war was deaf to the
ivords of humamty, and the unhappy man perished
under a tenth wound from the bayonet. Rinaldi
the father, possessed two houses, one of which
was destroyed by tbe Hames; and the ofticers
were scarcely able ‘to extinguish the fire which
was devouring the other. Rinaldi possessed
other riches, and they were torn from lim; he
had something else, and here I must be silent, as
were his fellow-citizens in his presence.

« How many scenes of horror ! Here two
aged women are perisking in the flames; three
others are being shot.  The ear-rings are torn
from the ears of women; thé camp-followers
penetrate into every  corner—the general and
officers canuot be everywherc; and from the
midst of the fire rings the terrible ery, ¢ Mooey !
Money !’ (Piastre ! Piastre !) while in the dis-
tance they beliold the burning of Casalduni, as if
the horizon of extermination were boundless.

«s Never shall I forget the 14th of August)
said a Garibaldian of Pontelandollo to me.—
While they were forming a separation ol the
three houses which were to be spared, this Gari-
baldian was calling upon the townspeople to come
and bide themselves in his cellars. Whilst thus
engaged in saving his fellow-countrymen from
death, a girl bathed in blood staggered before
bun ; she had been shot in the shoulder ina
struggle to save her honorj and at the mowment
when she reached this refuge, she fell upon the
earth to rise no more. * * * * 7

« After this fact, gentlemen, I will speak of
no olber~aeither of Crotonei, nor of Gisia, nor
of any other city, for I respect your grief too
much, and share 1oo deeply your sorrow.”

The whole lustory of the Popes furmshes no
parallel to this awful act of barbanity. But we

IRELAND'S MOTE AND ENGLANDS BEAM.
From the Northern Press.

A marder is so common an occurrence in England
that it quietly takes its place among the ordinary
news of the day. Happily it is so rare a thing iz
Ireland thet every example of it is paraded through
the newapapers of this conniry nsa wonder and a
portent, Se far this is no doubt complimeatary Lo
the [rish people.

There i3, however, ar effort invariably made on the
pars of the English press, whenever a murder does
veeu: iz [reland, not only to chronicle it as a wmarvel
in that country, but slso to represent it a3 one ot un-
paralleled barbarity. This is nejther fair nor true. We
are not likely to be suapected of being apologists of
marder of any kind. We leave that task exclusively
to those who support the asgassing of the revolution
iz Italy, eod the deeds of Fumell and Fantoni. But
there are undonbiedly degrees of criminality even in
the crime of murder ; and ia compering the circwn-
siances sattending the murders of this country, such
a3, to namen few that come readiest to one’s memory,
those of Barke, liare, Tawell, Rush, Palmer, Dove,
and this most recent ove of Taylor, with those at-
tending the few murders in Ireland, we must sdamit
the former, in their brutality, their horrible motives,
aod their manner of execntion, so fur as toexceed the
latter in crimioality a3 to place them in quite a dif-
ferent class. The former are the result of hideous
demoralisation, the latter of cruel misgovernment.
Englishmen who support the cause of Victor Emma-
nuel ought, in coasisiency, to applaud the latter as
acts of patriotism. Wedo not. 'The Church makes
no term3 with these crimes, Only in sheer defonce
of one's life threateued on the spot can a Catholic be
justified in depriving a fellow-creature of his iife.
Yet do the cruelties and oppression endured by those
poor Irish landholders, through the iniquitous rela-
tion3 that the law has established and persists ian
keeping up between lundlord and tenamt, bring the
crimninality vecy near to little worse than acts of self-
defence. 'They nrenof so. But they are so nearly
o, that murders though they be, they are the least
beinous, und attended with the greatest excuses, of
any of the kind. If Englishmen wero at this moment
in the position of the Irish, the land would be de-
luged with blood. It is nothing whatever but the
rigid severity with which the Church enjoins patience
and charity under the most galling injuries that pre-
vents the Irish people taking tbe only wild revenge
in their power. Excuses are forthcoming in abund-

ance for the wretcbed murderers at Manucbester. \"{e
sdmit a certain degree of force in them. We admit,

moreover, that in spite of the number of victims,
their erime is far less brutal and revolting than the
ordinary class of English murders. The poor vie-
tim Meller, ag & matter of fact, provukes but little
sympatby for bis fate, any more than does his soealk-
ing, hedrtless son.. Qur Manchester correspondent
informs us that very general sympathy is telt for the
criminnls. We think that, with something to justify
this, it i3 horeibly misplaced. But, if there be a gene-
rai feeling ot this kind, we do say that,m common
justice, the perpetrators of those agrarian murders in
{relnnd ought 1o have n share of it.

Whist puying this much tribute to justice, we must
not conclude without expregsing our horror of these
lawless deeds, nuder whatever provocation. We fear
that the nurse and mother of them is that thrice ac-
cursed Riband Socicty, which infliets deeper wounds
an Irelund than could the worst and moat embittered
of er enemies, Not a single metber of this Society
ig u Catholic. He is out of the Church through the
mere foct of belouging to it

But who are responsible for its exialence, who for
every drop of blood that is spilled 1n these atrocious
deeds 7 Who, if not those who, while moutliing by-
pocritlesl sympathy with the “ grouns of llaly,” at the
dicintes of their selfish, prond, and vnlgar bigotry, at
ihe dictatea of the same awmiable pasaion turn a deaf
ear, unid listen with the coldest of hearts, to all the
wrongs snd sufferings of Ireland : who use their
puwer aod administration to bribe tho poor of Ireland
frowa their Faitl, uader the ples of administering 1o
their noveriy; who rob them of their Church, and
place o foreign sect in Her place, under the pler of
sisterly union; who exterminnte the people, under

New Catuonio Univsrsity.—The following com-
munication in reference to the erection of thianew
buildiog, will be fourd interesting : —We underatand
that the foundation stone of the new Catbolic Uni-
versity will be Iaid oa the third or fourth Sunday ot
July, accompanied with all the pomp, ceremeony, and
gplendour that religion can command. The time bus
been selected with a view to the presence of several
of the Prelates of Americe, on their return from
Rome, and, in addition to the Irish Episcopacy ond
Clergy generally, some of the most eminent of the
Bishops of France, and a few of the Rectors of the
Qontinental Universities are expected to be present.
A most distinguished prelate, a great Irishman, of
world-wide reputaticn a3 & pulpit orator, and whose
broad Christian philosophy hus been heard with ap-
pisilse, even in the mixed senate of the powerful Re-
public of which he is one of the most honored and
most influential citizens, is expected to preach on the
oceasion. Spacious tents will be erected at the
highest point, on the University grounds, Drumcon-
dra, under which High Mass will be celebrated;
several bands will be in atiendance; all the trades
in the city will be marsballed in their several guilds;
the numerous religious coofraternitizs, sociaties, and
godalities will appear in theic distinctive costumes;
snd the Lord Mayor and Corporation of Dublin, and
tbe Mayors, Corporators, and civil functionaries of
all the cities, boronghs, and municipal towas which
have declered in fuvor of the clnims of the Univer-
sity tor a Charter, will all be invited to attend. De-
sides these, the Peers and Baronets, the Members of
Parlinment, the Lieutenunts and Deputy Lieutenants
the bundreds of Magistrates, the founders of Scholar-
ship—in fact, all the gentry and protessional classes
who have taken active part in promoting the interest
and the cause of the University, will be bonored with
special invitations, befitting their laucoble zeal, and
reserved places provided for them, in thia grest Na-
tioual demonstration. Every grade of Catholic edu-
cational institution in tbe kingdom, from the villuge
school to the University, will bs ftiy represented.—
Tbe Primary Schools, the teachers of which are
heoceforward to hold Diplomes of Capacity from the
University, the fifty Academic and Diocesan Schools
and Colleges, almost every one of which is affilinted
on the University, the Clerical Colleges of Maynnoth
All Hallows, Carlow, ete., which may be regarded
as great Schools of the Faculty of 'Theology of the
Upiversity—these, adequnately represented by their
Rectors and Presidents, will exhibit the nmple re-
sonrces out of which to develope a great National
University, to superintend the educstion of four
millions and a half of Catholics. The Rector, tle
Vice-Rector, the Professicnal Stall, the studentsin
the several Fazulties and schools, and the officers of
the University, will appear io full academic costume ;
and there will also be an aggregate demonstration of
all the pupils in all the great collegiate schools of
the metropolis. The site will be clenred 50 23 to ne-
commodaie 50,000 persons, nnd, altogether, nothing
will be omitted which can add eclal and soleraniiy to
the inauguration of this truly national and most
noble institution. The magnitude apd liberality of
the projected arrangements for this popular prgeant
only meetly symbolise the greatness of the national
design ; and we trust that the occasion will pnas oif
in eatire barmosny with the moral success with wien
the cause of the University has steadily advanced in
1he bearts and minds of all classes, Protestant as
well as Catholic, in Ireland.

We (London Tublel) have just received the resolu-
tions framed by the Irish Bishops at the recent mect-
ing in Dublin. They relate to Education, Poor Liaws,
Secret Societies, the Charitable Donations and Be-
quests Bill of Mr. Hassard, and the Marriages Bill of
Sir Hugh Cairne. The Chsritable Donations aad
Bequests Bill, we have reason to believe, will not be
pressed, Sir Robert Peel has received a remon-
strance ageinst it from the present Charity Board,
and it is understood that Mr. Haasard will take
step3 to oave the order for ihe second reading
discharged. The objection the Bishops take to Sir
H. Csirns's Bill i3 that the Registration Clauses com-
pet Catholic Clergymen whether they will or no’, 10
register marringes under penalties. Appended to the
resoluticns are forms of petitions on the principal
subjects to which the resolutions refer.

The Tumes correspondent says;—' No document
l1as yet been published embodying the resolutions of
of the Dublin meeting on the subject of national edu-
cation. I understand howerver, that action has been
already talien against the syatem, but only to a cer-
tain extent, and of such a npature a3 wnot to
deprive any of the schools of the benefit of the Go-
vornment grans. It has been resolved to break off
all connection with the wodel schools and with the
training establiskment in Dublin. The Nups, who
were in the habit of visiting the female schools to
give religious ingtruction have already cenased to at-
tend. The pupil-teachers, it is said, wiil be required
lo give up their situations in ail the odel schools
throughout the country. No more teachers are to be
gent to Dublin to be trained, and nene of those train-
ed, under the Board are henceforth to be employed
by the Clerical Patrona of Roman Catbolic schools
It must not be inferred from this that the Prelates are
abeut to sacrifice or to compel the Parish Pciests to
sacrifice the public funds by which their schools are
almost exclusively supported, and to adopt the vol-
untary system. The rules of the Board du not re-
quire that all the teachers should be traiged in
its establishment i Dublin, and salaries as high as
£30 per annum are given to teachers who were not
so treined. The Prelntes bave resolved i avail
themselves of this arrangement, requiring the school-
masters to relingnish the highest class of zularies, and
pechaps making up the difference iu some other way.
Ot course the iaspectors of the Board must be satis-
fied ms to the compeiency of the tenchers, otherwisu
ne salary wontd be given. 1t i3 probable they will
found & training school of wtheir own under the ma-
nagement of the Christian Brothers, nnd they do oot
despair of getting an endowment for that uliimately
a8 well a3 the highest salaries the Board nllaws. It
is propsble their nextstep will be to exclude Protes-
tant inspectora from their schools.’

What
8 variety. of views have been expressed on .the “sub-
ject. How strange the opinions, and how varied ac-
cording to the.class from whicn ‘they emanate. .The
landlord party, altogether forgetling that tenant-far-
niers are human beings, and possess the feelings and
instinets of men, think of nothiog but wreaking ven-
geance on the murderer’s-heads, They bave no re-
medy for the ills that lead to agrarian crimes, but
“the strong arm of the law.” They observe that
the hangman’s art, and all the horrors of the noose
and drop have failed to still the voice of vengeancs
in the evicted tenant's heart, and yet their old policy
of eviction is to go on, and the gibbet to continue ag
usual the remedy by which to rule and repress an
outraged and plundered commaunity. The Ienant-
right of Ulster, legalised and pat into operation
through the whole country, would stay the shedding
of blood, and unnerve the arm of the ussassin, bute
plan so just will potbe resorted to by those who
wish 10 lord it over a prostrate peasnntry. Men hold-
ing just opinions ut the press aud in other positions
look on the present condition of the land code as
damaging to all parties—to the landlords as well as
the tenants. They koow and feel that ihe crimes
commitled in Tipperary and elsewhere are the off-
spriag of injustice, They are conacious that whilst
tenants are piluodered and driven from their farms
unjustly, landlords will be murdered; and conse-
quently, they call for a change in the hideous Iaws
that work such mischief, and prove so disastrons to
Ireland. They truly declare that nothing will pro-
duce perfzct pence in the country till justice is se-
cured between map and man, and the righte of the
tenant settled by law, as well as those of the land-
lord. Butl what say the Government, by which un-
fortunnte Ireland is misruled, on the subject? They
appear a3 callous as ever. They wonld not tolerate
such a state of things in either England or Scotland
They muoage matiers differently here. They know
well the sufferings of the farmers—how rackrents
have reduced them to poverty, how their enterprise is
paralysed by the want of seeurity for improvements,
and Low they spend tieir lives in providing for the
barsh demands of a beartless oligarchy, wha spead
the fat of the land in lusury apd ristous living., But
thig, they helieve, is an enemy’s country: the Irish
are troublesome and hard to be governed ; and " 1he
strong arm of ihe law,” and uot justice, is to be the
weapon to keep them in order. We freely admit that
Ireland might have seitled this zerrible land guestion
several years since, had she bzen true, firmy, and per-
severing 10 her struggles,  But the fuult is not that
of the people. They acted honestiy, but they were
sold by men who vowed to stand by their cause until
justice should be brought bome to their doors. These
iraitors spoiled the noble game which was being
played by the country ; and now as well as in other
times, we have furmers plundered, eviclions ecarried
on, and landlords murdered. It is a .distreasing can-
dition for any people to endure, but it will bave an
end. The power thrt now oppresses the nation will
not be always stroug and insolent, Befure twelve
months elapse a condition of affuirs may arize which
will compel taose who madden our noble people by
tyranay, to refurm the biood-siained land-code which
so decimates onr country aud torturea our tountry-
men.

Extessive Fieg 1y rue Quzex's Cowtece, Conk.
—-This morning the western wing of the Queen'’s Cal-
lege was completely destroyed by fire. The flames
and soke were first discovered by sowe turnkey of
the County Guol, who gave nolic_e to those res:dmg
in the College, all of whom were in bed. Oun exami-
nation the entire upper story of the building was
discovered to be in Jlames. At each door in the
lower corridor were found balf copsumed 1metebes,
and the lower edges of the doors were slightly chas-
red, which bns given rise to a suspicion that the fire
was the work of an incendiary. The Council are
now investigating the matter. The fire was spread-
ing rapidly when it was discovered, and the eatire
wing, which coutained the lecture rooms and 2 large
amount of rare and valunble property belonging to
the College and Professors were destroyed. There
being no hopes of saving that wing eftorts were di-
rected tu preventing the fire from communicating
with the remninder of the building, which were hap-
pily suceessful. No estimate can yet be made of the
value of the property destroyed, which, however,
must have beens very great, Neither the building it-
self nor any of the property in it had been insured.—
Corkc Examiner.

A bore
had becn prepared and duly charged with powder for
a blast to be fired at twelve o'cluck yeatesday, but
the (use having proved defoctive it was intended to
cefer the explosion to six p. m. Accordingly about
an hour previous the workwen began to clear away
the paste which is placed over the bore into which
the fuse i3 fitted; and while this operation was being
gone through with o crowbar, i is believed a apark
was elicited by the strikiog of the bar agaiost a flinty
portion of tho rock, and the immense mass imme-
dirtely burst asunder with terrific violence. One of
the convicts named Thumas Daly, standiug within
about & yard of the rock, was instantly killed, and
soon afterwards one of the sappers dird from bis
wounds. The injured parties were removed to a
hospital at once, and we bave learned that since tbis
morping the dezth of another of the wounded con-
victs hus resulted from this unhappy accident. Be-

As regards the
other class of persons, I wean artizans and such like,
the canse of their emigraling arises from the impossi-
bility of being able to obtain employment at even
inndequate wages.

I only wmention the breed to show whal aston-
ishing results cnreful selection in breeding can pro-
duce. There i3even some doubt nra to what variety
this famous dog belonged ; but it is certain that to
have caught nnd coped with the wolf he must bave
been of the grey hound form. Indeed, both Ray nnd
Pennant have described him es o tull rough grey-
lround, with extraordinary size aud power, Ray says,
It was the greatest dog he had ever seen.’ Evclyn,
wheu describing the sports of ithe bear garden, says,
¢The Dull-degs did exceedingly well, but the [rish
wolf dog exceeded all, which was a tall greyhound, s
stately creatuve, and did beat a cruel mastiill’ Oliver
Goldsmith—no very reliable authority perhaps --says
in his loose way, that lie once saw about a dozen of
these dogs, aud one was four feet high, or a3 big as
a yearling heifer. Another acconnt represents them
as sufficiently tall to put their beads over the shoul-
der of a person sitting down. But the wost singular
and perbaps the most relinble proof of the gigantic
gize of this extinet breed i3 & skull, evidently from ita
shape that of a greyhound, discovered by Mr. Wylam
at Drinshaughlia, This skull now preserved in the
Royal IrishAcademny measures eleven inches in lecgth
Ag the skull of & comwmon greyhound i3 not more
than seven inches long, the ancient dog, if Lis Leight
wes in proportion to the size of his skull, would huve
been upwards of 40 inches in beight at the shoulder,
a size exceeding by one fourth part that of the tallest
deerhound, and quite justifying the descriptions of
Ray and Penosut,—Meyrick's House Dogs and Spori-
ing Dogs.—(Tholast of the race of the Irish wolf dog
was in the pussession of the late Archibald Hamillon
Rowan,and was a conspicuous object as the huge crea-
ture rambled through the streets of Dublin with his
giganlic master, who was never seen witkout his fi-
dus achates. Like most large dogs, this was a very
inoffensive creature, unless you offered to molest his
master, and then woe betide youn if the brawecy arm
of the patrivt,—as rough in exterior ns his dog—did
not hold the enraged creature in check. He was tho
largest specimen of the canine race we ever saw. Ile
did not in any respect resemble the greybound ; on
the contrary his enormous tead and shoulders and
his hinder part bore much closer affinity to the largest
class of staghounds, but his body was much longer.)

Tt will be recollected that & man named Gormen,
when returning from the races at Clenkelly, King's
Couaty, near Parsonstown, in April, 1861, was way-
laid and murdered an the public roud at Fortal, and
that two men named William and George Barber, the
sons of a respectable farmer, were arrested on sus-
picion of being the perpetrators of this murder, and
were subsequently committed for trial at the Sum-
mer assizes, when the Crown did not prosecute, and
they were then discharged on bail.

Sub-Inspector Hill, with a party, slso
vigited the bouse of the father at Dromogle, in which
the second son resides, for the purpose of arresting
bim ; but he found him seriously ill, and in danger
of loss of life from brain fever. Dr. Woods baving
certified that the vemoval of George Barber, jun.,
inte close custady most probably would be fatal,
his arrest was suspended, but he was placed under
police surveillance. The other brother was remand-
ed by Mr. Curran for further examination pending
the result of his brother's iliness.

The objection i3, that we earn for oursslves the
reasonable and determined ill-will of oue great party,
swho naturally resent our hostility, while we gain no-
thing that can fairly be called & compenseiion from
the side which we assist. No lhonest or reasonable
man will pretend that the friendship, or good will of
the Dissenters, is to be won for the Catholic cause by
our helping them against the Church Establishment,
though it is quite certain that the iil-will of the
Church Establishment is to be wou by our joining in
a crusade against it.

Men may dispute if they please, whether the Dis-
senters are naturally more hostile to us than the Ea.
tablishment, or whether the Establishment is natu-
rally maore hostile to us than the Dissenters. But no
honest or reasonable many will deny that we can se-
cure a {air share of enmity from any body of men by
siding with their enemies. But, in arguing the ques-
tion ug we have hitherto done, merely on the grounds
of self-lnterest, wo ore far from satisfying our own
notions of the requircment of the caze, We cannot
for ourselves refrain from taking into accouct upon
all these questions the effect upon the Catholic cause
in other countries, a3 well as our own of the andoption
or rejection by us Catholics of the United Kingdom
of any particular course. The communication be-
tween all parts of Christendom is now so close and
rapid, tnat the defeat or victory of any prieciple in
one country i3 a discouragement oran emcourafe-
ment 1o the supporters of that primciple in every
other. And thisis one greatreason why we think
that Catholics should be very careful, lest, while they
think they are ouly acting lacally, and on loecal con-
siderations, they may in renlity be exercising a preju-
dicial influence on some conflict in another country
between the Church and the Church's enemies.

And, therefore, Mr. Disraeli insisted that the
dealings between England and Irance on this
subject, and particularly od the continved pre-
sence of the French army of occupation in Rome,
should not have been carried onin the spint
shown by the present- Ministry. Lord Palmer-
ston and his colleagues bhad imported into the
question a sort of personal feeling, and had talked
as if the French army had been led to Rome by
the mere ambition of the Emperor.

Yet, il there be a fact on which there 15 a ge-
neral concurrence of opinion, it is that the occu-
pation of Rome by TFrance was an act of self-
defence, and that,f the occupation had not taken
place when it did, disorder, discontent, and revo-
lutionary movements, which it alone prevenieds
might have boen nfe throughout Europe. Mr,
Disraeli adds: ¢ The result of all these circum-

stances convinces e that we have not allowed

ourselves in this question of Italy to see the two

sides of the case (hear, hear), that France has

viewed it from a different light, and, arriving at a
different conclusion, has not seen her views re-

ceived by us in that spirit of friendliness which

the cordial alliance of the two countries would
demand and would authorise (bear, bear). 1t has
led to constant imisconception, embroilment, jeal-
ousy, and inistrust, and in all matters connected
with ltaly we are apparently opposed to that ally
with whose active co-operation we endeavor to

secure the peace and admibister the aflurs of the

world.”

Tt would appear from this that the anti-Ca-
Lholic poitcy of the Emperor of the French is
encouraged by Lord Palmerston at the expense

even of Iinglish and DProtestant interests ; that

in fact one, and not the least potent, of the in-

fluences at work to force Lous Napoleon on in

that sad and fatal career of aggression and hes-
tility to the Holy See, which, if persevered in,
must bring about the greatest disasters, probably

amongst olhers, the fall of lus own throne, s the
English Government.

existing system, but pis arguments were mest
ably met by Mr. Urquehart, Major O’Reilly, and
other Irish members,

Mr. Urquebart, in recommending to Sir
Robert Peel a mare conciliating attitude towards
Ireland, referred 1o the happy effects produced
in Canada by the extension of equal rights to
Catholics, and of the toyafty of the Catholies in
this Colony. The ldebate lasted two hours, but
without leading 1o any practical resuit. !

The answer of the Tumes 1s that in reality
the Insh Catliolies are not worse off than wem-
bers of the Estabiished Church are in England.

* When,” saya the Times, " the young Anglicin
goes from hiz High Churrh bome, and enters public
life in what once was Oxford, be finds one of his
tutors or professors a rationalist, another & Puritnn,
another wuck tuo wise ever Lo say what be is, another
s progressive religionist, another ostentatiously in-
differeut to the sutject, and thinking it oot very im-
portant.”

This is indeed ouly too true an account of the
state of doubt to which Drotestantism must ne-
cessarily lead the educated classes both in Eng-
land and elsewhere ; bul we cannot see that it
constitutes any defence for forcing the Irish,
who are neither Anglicans, Puritans, or rational-

. Ists, to pay laxes in support of a system they
abbor, and which they Tjustly consider as subver-
sive of morality and religion.

Mr. Disraeli, 10 atiacking the Whig foreign
policy, so disgraceful to the Enghsh Governmeut,
argued 10 favor of the independence or temporal
power of the Sovereign Pontifi. He showed
that the Pope’s quittiug|Rome would be a national
misfortune to England, as His Holiness would
become dependent cn some ope of the great Ca-
tholic Powers of Europe. It was this considera-
tion which made the great Powers agree to the
restoration of the Pope 10 1815. Lord Grey,
Lord Liverpool, Mr. Canning, and Lord Welles-
‘ey, I suppose, were not bigots—they certainly
were not fools—and they could find no other so-
Jution of the difficulty at the time, for the reasen,
not that they believed it was advisable or desir- |
able the Pope should exercise the authority of a
Temporal Prince, but that they saw no other
means at the moment of securing his ndepen-
dence.

But, said Mr. Disraeli, if considerable compli- |
cations surround this question in the case of a
Protestant Power, what must be the difficulties
of the Emperor of the French in deahng with 1t ?
He knows that England and the whole world will
pever agree that the Pope should be permanently
setiled o France, and use his nfluence under con-
teol-of the Tuilleries. The French Emperor also
knows that if che Pope were a fugitive, an exile,
or a priconer, the Ruler of France, whatever
might be bis name, or family, or dynasty, could

~ oot aflord to view the circumstance with indiffer-
eace, perhaps not with impunity. Every Euro-
pean Power, te it Roman Catholic or Protestant,
~must consider that, if the disruption of the Pope
from Rome takes place, and that it is effected by
force, disquiet and 2 most dangerous feeling wil|
be produced in every nation in Europe. States-
mep, whether Roman Cathlic or Protestant,

Truly as an
affair of mere worldly wisdom, the fanaticism of

We must in advance acknowledge again our
obligations to Mr. Marshall, the author of Clerast-
ian Dissions, whose collection of evidence upon
the subject is voluminous and exhaustive.

There 1s notbing in the physical or moral con-
dition of China to render the conversion of its in-
habitants to Chrstianity an impossibility. On
the contrary, we have the evidence of Protestant
travellers lo show that the labors of the Catholic
Missionaries, and of the Jeswts espectally,
amongst the Chinese have been attended with
marked success. Their converts are numbered
by hundreds of thousands; and it must be borne
m mind that whilst the profession of Catholicity
subjects its professor to the most barbarous
penalties, the Chinese converts have often—owing
to the severity of the persecutions with which
they and their pastors have been visited—been
left for long intervals without the ministrations
of religion, and the instructions of the priest. —
Suil in spite of persecution and abandonment,
the numbers of Catholic Chinese have steadily in-
creased ; and, in consequence, agamst them in
an especial manner, is the fury of the Taepings,
or Chinese rebels, directed, as an article which
we lately copied from the London Times plamly
sets forth. These facts show that the attacbment
of the Chinese to their national rehgions is not
icsuperable, and that neither tortures nor death
can prevent their conversion to Catholicity, and
their steady adherence to that faith, in spite of
the incessant and cruel perseculions to which
that adherence exposes them. Let us then see
what Protestant Missionaries have done for the
diftusien of Christiapity in China 7—what have
been the results of the labors of the Rev. Messrs
Morrison, Medburst, Tomlin and Smith, whose
names stand prominent amongst those of the
Apostles whom Protestantism has sent to China.

Such, by Protestant showing, 1= the quelity of
the arhicle which at the rate of ten dolars per
head per month, their Dissionary achinery in
Chna turps out ; and yet though the qualsty is
net first rate, the quantity of snch converts is but
smali indeed.

What then are the facls with regard to Can- |
ada? 'What prospects, moral and material, does
it offer 1o the emgrant whom bard fortune exiles
from his native Jand

In a moral peint of view, and to the Catholic
emigrant especially, Canada oflers advantages

of the United States possesses, or can present to
those who select it as their future home. In
Lower Canada, Catholics enjoy under the pro-
tection of the British flag, and under the govern-
ment of our beloved Queen, the blessing of per-
fect civil and religious liberty. They have all
that they can possibly desise or ask for ; and not
only are they betler sitvated in every respect
than are their co-religionists <ven uander any of
the professedly Catholic Governments of Europe
at the present day, but we inay assert without
exaggeranion, that, here in Lower Canada, every
aspiration of the friend of civil and religious
liberty is fully reahsed.

We cannot say as much of Upper Canada ;
for 1bough thanks to the tolerant, enlightened,
and civilising influences of Lower Canada upon
the joint Legislature of the Province, the con-
dition of the Catholic minority of the first-
named section is very much superior {o that of
their brethren in the Upited States where na
such nfluences existi—stll Orangeisin is there
unfortunately rampant, and the monster of Pro-
testant Ascendency s ever strivieg 1o raise its
hideous head ; and to assert its cruel sway over
the feeble minority.  All we can venture, with
dve regard to truth, to predicate of the moral
conditions of Upper Canada, as compared with
those of other British Colonies and of the
United States, is this—That they are at least on
a par with those of any other of the former, and
are much superior—(from a Catholic point of
view)—10 those of the latter.

Of the material or plysical conditions of Can-
ada us a Beld of emigration, we must speak mare
motlesily, leaving out of sight its comparatire
proximity to the coasts of Ireland, and the great
facitities of reaching t— (no tnfling considera-
tions however {o the poorer and weaker class of
immgrants}—it must be confessed that the pros-
peets which it holds out are far less brilliant
than are those of our Australasian Colonies, in-
cluding New Zealand.

In consequence of these physical conditions,
we find unfcrtunately, but most naturally, 4 farge

stantly on hand, during a large part of the Vear,
a great quantity of adult male labour whicl
are unable to employ, and ‘which our wane
lands with all their inducements have hitherto
falled to absorb. Tt strikes us, therefore, thas
before seeking to direct fresh stremns of ctnigra -
tion to Canada, we should first endeavour 1o fing
profitable, and above all permancnt, erployment,
for all those whom the current of that slrﬂzl.m fiasg
already warted bither, and often stranded on oup
shores.  If the setilement of the waste lands of
Canada be so profitable, and so easy as some
seem fo imagine—if the advantages wlich those
fands promise to the actual settler be so many
and so great, let us first try and setths on thep
some of those hundreds, we may say thousands, of
unemployed starving male adults, who during onr
long winters,burden our charitable institutions and
our St, Vincent de Paul Socteties.  We e,
alas ! that it should be so—an abundance of s-
absorbed labor in our market, without going 1o
Ireland or Scotland for more. Let us then try
our “ prentice hands” upon our own poor, and

rsee if we can [ind permanent and profitable oc-

cupation for them on our waste lands of Canada,
Whea we shall have done this, then, but not
soouer, will 1t be time for us to tall of providing
for the unemployed laborers of the Old World,

Some may be offended at these remarks;
others, may be surprised that in a new country
fike Canada, such an evil as pauperism shonld
exist.  Yet the explanation of the phenomenon is
very simple indeed.

Tt 11 not every man who is physically fitted 5o
be an immigrant, or the clearer of virgin farest
lands.  You cannol cut a mercury out of erery
log, and so you cannot make a suzcessful seitler,
or backwoodman, out of him who wants the neces-
sary bodily qualifications., The only man who can
expect to succeed s an actual settler, is the
adult in the prime and vigor of life and heaith.—
The only labor which can find remunerative em-
ployment in clearing the forest of Canada, is the
very prime or pick of the labour market at
home. Now as a general rule, this labor does
not reuch us, because such labor can almost
always find profitable employment in the home
market. Jomigration 1s the result of a pressure
upon the means of subsistence ; and tins pressure
always tells first and tmost heavily, not upon Ibe
prime of the fabar market, but upon lahonr of an
wfevior quality, which therefore forms (he siaple
of our immigration. Of those in shorl who are
fitted 1o coutend successfully with our Canadian
forests—the majority can, even in the worst of
times, find remunerative employment at home,
and therefore remain there ; of those whom want
compels to emigrate a very large numnber are
physically unsuited for the severe toils of the set-
ler’s life ; and therefore they bang aboul the
towns, trusting to the casual employment which
these afford during the summer and autumn
months.

We would not however discourage tmmigra-
tion into Canada, though mosl. certamnly we
should carefully abstain from giving any ad-
ditional stimulus to -emigration from Ireland.—-
To those who, determined upon leaving home,
are hesitating only as to whither they will direct
their steps, we would say—* Cuanada presents
many inducements to you. Tts climate is
healthy even if severe. Tis lands are rich even
if not eastly reclaimed ; and above all,itisa
country where the Catholic religion flourshes
and in which the Catholic parent may wmake sure
of enjoying the services of is church, and of se-
curing the blessings a Cathelic education for his
children. T in_some respects, infervior to the

But to him who was still. hesitating—not be-
twixt Canada and some other Colony—but be-
twixt emigration and stopping at home, in the
dear old fatkerland, we would say: ¢ If you can
by any means eke out an honest living at home,
for yourself and children, then remain at home,
and eke out that living. Do not emigrate unless
driven thereunto by an mexo_rable necessity.”

And all that we would ask of the Government
—Colonial or Imperial—is this. That it leave
immlgralion and setilement free; that it oppose
no artificial obstacles to the foolsteps of the in-
tendmg settler, and that 1t excites no false or ex-
travagant expectations in his bosom by exag-
aerated reports of the fertility of the soil, and the
?acuhty with which this natural richness may be
made avallahle. (Government can easily do
much harm ; at its best it can do but little good
by interference of any kind with the natural
course of events. How it should dispose of, or
alienate its waste lands are indeed problems,
high and important problems, which it has to
solve, and with which it must grapple. Every
man has his pet theory upon the subject, and for
this reason we hope that our readers “will pardon
us if we offer none. We know enough of the
question to be aware of the many difticulties
which it presents; but not enough to authorise
us to dogmatize upon the subject. ¥ Iree
g:anls,” « Sales by auetion,” ¢ Sales at a fixed
upiform price,”  have each their advocates,
and are each liable to many grave objections m
theory and in practise.

The Holy Father said that their banners
were nnd ought to be only the image and the symbol
of the Standard of the Cross, The Cross was the
staadard qf Jesus Christ and of His Church. It must
glao be the standard of the army of Jesus Christ and
of Hiz Church. :

We should notice here that for the last three days
the Poutifical flag had ceased to float over the town,
and bad been replaced by a white flag, in the middle
of which was a reprezentation of the Crucified Sa-
viour. The Holy Fatlier had no doubt meant to pre-
pare his smail army to see in the standards which
were about to be given to them, nothing but the
Stardard of the Cross. This ides and inteation of
the Pontifl' is evident from the address.

The followers of Mezzini never
cease their plotting ; and it now turns out that Gari-
baldi himself is in the field, to raise insurrcction in
the very heart of the Auwstrian Empire itself. His
emissaries have been eundesvoring to provoke revolu-
tiou in Dalmatia and other Austrian terrizories; and
the King's ministers have found themselves obliged
1o interfere to prevent fheir own wark being done
prematurely. Guribaldi’s friends have been arrested ;
and, accordingly, the * Liberator” comes out with his
protest, whichk is a defiance of King Victor Emmu-
nuel himself.

AUSTRIA.

It would seem thet Austria i3 not going to Field
up ber last possession in Italy without a great and
bloody struggle. Here, for example, is some impor-
tant news communicated to the Turin papers:—
% The Armoniu of Turin states that the Prussian le-
gation have communicated to the Italian Govera-
wment & note from Austria, in which that Power de-
clares that she would regard as a casus belli any en-
try of volunteers upon Austrian territory. The fol-
lowing letter from Verona shows the excitement
which was occasioned by news of the ezpeditien oa
the other side of the border:—‘Veruna, May 15.
This hes been a day of grest apprehensions, bopes,
and fears. Persons arrived from beyond the Mincio,
and others who descended from the Tyrol, related
that Garibaldi, with 6,000 volunteers, had attempted
an invasion by the Stelvio in the Italian Tyrol. A
great pumber of our compatriois set out by railway
for Treato, in order to get some intelligence. In
reality they cbserved a great movement among the
troops. The officers assembled in groups on the
Listone of the Pirzzi Breen and in the cufes, the dis-
ordered state of their countenances denoting that
they were agitated by serious thoughts. Later, a
battalion of Chasseurs set out by the Tyrol railway:
it was followed in the seame direction by unother bai-
talicn of the line. But a letter, which has just ar-
rived from Brescin—and which, in spite of the po-
lice, I have scen—informs me that your government
hes discovered all, and that it bas errested a great
namber of volunteers, and among them Col. Nullo.
Here Austrin pretends to disarm, and at the same
time works incessantly. Sbeis at work on the Po-
lesine, on the Adige, at Mantua, on the Tyrol rond,
and kere at Verona, The forts of Pastrengo are al-
ready completed, and other fortifications are being !
surveyed. Surely all t}is sort of thing must inevit-
ably end in & fierce and sanguinary war ?—Frishm,

Yesterday I saw ocne of our native
priests, who arrived in company with a deacon ; they
had been wandering in the woods and mountsains for
pearly three months, and hed at length succeeded in
throwing themselves inte the boat of & pagan
who conducted them to Saigon. This is pro-
bubly, nlas, the only ypriest we hLave now remnin-
ing of our native clergy! He furnished me
with the particulars of the arrest and the
death’ of Mgr. Cuenot; he was in the same

A MODEL BISEOP,
N¥OT AN ANGLICAX.

lo common, we suppose, witk the rest of the world,
we have been reading the new work of the illnstrious
exite, Victor Hugo, of which two volumes have lately
been published, under the somewbat uzcomfortabie
general title of Les Miserables. The curtain rises and
discovers M. Charles-Francois Bienvenu Myriel,
Bishop of D——, which see, we are told, he held from
1806 to 1813, the time at which the scene opens ; and
we have been so struck with the descriptiou of kLis
Gallic lordship, owing probably to the similarity
which his habits and conduet exhibit to thosé of his
Anglican right rev. brethren that we are tempted to
reproduce the more salient parts of it, for the edifica-
tion of our readers, clerical and lay.

M. Myriel, son of a Gounsellor of the Parlinment of
Alx (noblesse de robe), had married young, emigrated
at the Revolation, lost his wife by sickness, returned
to France childless and a priest, and was curate of
Brignolles (Provesce) in 1804. Having oceasion to
vigit Parig, he went to solicit Cardinal Fesch, on be-
nalt of his parishioners, aud met the new Emperar,
who, seeing bimself the object of curiosity to the ald
curate, turned suddealy round, and asked, * Who is
this honest man who Is looking at me 7" ! Sire an-
swered Myriel, f you see an honest map,! a great
man ; each of us may profit by the sight.” Theeame
evening Napoleon nsked the Cardinai the curate's
vame, and sometime afterwards, M. Myriel was all
astonishment at legrning that Le was appointed DBis-
hop of D——. He tock possession of his see, accom-
panied by a maiden sister aud one female servant,
Madame Magloire, under the joint title of femme de
chambre to Mademoiselle, and housekeeper 1o Man-
seigneur.

The episcopal palace ndjoined the hogpital, and wus
a vast and bnndsome stone residence; the hospital
was & narrow house of only one storey, with a small
garden. Three days after bis iostallation the bishop
visited the hospital, and at tho end of his visit begged
the director to favour hitm with a call. ¢ Sir, asked
he, "how many patients have you at thizs moment ?
¢ Twenty-tix, Moosigneur. ¢Just the number {
counted! fThe beds quoth the director, “are
terribly crowded.” ‘Just what I remarked.! ‘ The
wards are mere roows, and it is difficult to get fresh
air into them./ ‘'Just what struck me’ ¢And
then when we do ges a little sunshine, the garden is
sadly confined for the convulescents. *Just what I
said to myseif’ ‘In cases of typhus and other
epidemics, we heve sometimes u huadred patients,
and don’t know what to do with them.! 'The very
thonght which occurred to me. *There is notling
for it but resignation.’ This conversation took place
in the dining roow, a long and wagnificent grllery,
opening on the gardens, nnd in which a former bishep
entertained & number of other Princes of the Church
on July 29, 1714, an event commemorated in golden
letters engraved on a markle wblet, Qur bishop, after
a moment’s silence, nddressed himseli suddenly to the
director -~ How muxny beds, gir, do you think this
hall alone would hold ? My lord’s dining-room !
exclaimed the astonished director,” The bishop looked
round the hall, as if calculaving the dimensions ¢ It
would hold twenty beds well) gaid Le to himself;
then, raising his voice, ‘ I'll tell you what, M. le
Directear, there hag evidently been a mistake lere;
you are twenty-six persons in five or six little rooms;
we are three bere, with room for sixty. 'Tis all a
mistake, as I bave said; you have got my dwelling,
and [ yours; so give me up my house, and make
yourseives at howe here) Next dey the six-and-.
twenty poor patients were installed in the bishop's
palace, and the bishop was in the bospital.

M. Myriel had no property, his family having Leen
tnined by the revolution ; his sister received a pension
of 500 fruncs which, at the living, sufliced for their
personal expeuses, As bishop, M. Myriel reccived
from Goverament & selary of 15,000 francs. The
very day on which he took up Lis residence at the'
hospital he arranged the employment of this som,

steps to protect the public or punish the wrong-doers,
however, they pngsed a law declaring that the State
should not be linble for over-issues. [t is said that
by coocealing tbe felony, these persons have made
themselves linblo to a criminnl proscention, which the
N. Y. Herald hopes will be strictly enforced agsinst
them. — Montreal Herald,
