The magpie of this ambitious barber imitated
with rare,perfection, the buman voice, the cries
of amimals, and even the sounds of instruments,
Upon a sign from its master, it recited, with
great accuracy, a pompous eulogy on Domitian.
As a matter of course, Eutrapeles never failed
to give the signal to bis bird whenever a senator,
a pootiff or some distinguisbed patrician came to
entrost their heads 1ato bis skilful hands.

The ¢ Trassali} or dandies of that time,

Cecilius should pass into my bands. Ishali have
a hold on lim by this means, and by makiwg him
uneasy, besiles, about his situadion, I shall !e:!d
him to do what I please. To-morrow you will
have the money—see that lhe traosfer is made
without delay. Ah, whist I thick of 1t in order
to remat Iree 1z our movements, we [pust use
the pame of a tbird party, I shall make lim
koowa to you 1 good time, As for the gidl, we
shall see what is to be done ; I shall attend tot

With a little care prudence and precision, your
promise to the vespillo will be fulfilled without
giving yourself the least trouble. Good night.’

Aad Regulus, leaviog the tavern, was 5000
lost 1o tbe darkness which filled the streets of
Rome. As Eutrapeles closed bis door, a bope«
ful smile illumined s features:

t Who koows,” be thought; ®but that this
matter wi'l result m securing for me the sena-
toriul purple with which the divioe Augustus re
warded my predecessor, Lucinius.’

CHAPTER I{, ~ THE CRYPT OF LIDITINA’S
wOooDs.

Cecilius was an old freedman who bad pur
chased bis freedom with the patiently accumu-
lated proceeds of his daily savings on the * diari-
um’ or ration of wheat, granted to the slaves by
their masters.

He was nevertheless a Romaa citizen, for be
bad stipulated the great manumission which con-
ferred upon the freedman the same rights as his
former owaer enjoyed.

After passing forty years in bondage, Cecilwus
bad found himsell, at last, master of his own per-
sor, and at liberty to earve hisown 'Iorlune;
bat, for a long time, his chacge of condition bad
only brought him the misfortune and bard trials,
which are the share of the weak in a society
where public compassion—this Cbristian and
modern virtue—did not exist

In fact,the only asmstance tendered disdain-

“fully to the poor—not to console, but. rather to
‘debase them—siill more apd to keep them in
“ferpetual dependence—coasisted in the ‘spor
‘tule’ or the ¢ papariolum,’ that 1s, alms of a t7i
fling amount, or rations of {sferior food, ostenta
tiously distributed by the nomenulators of the
patrons to the tumultuous crowd of clients as
sembled at the door of thewr sumptuous inap-
sStons.

In his capacity of freedman, Cecilus remamed
the client of his former owper, and he had bad
to earn the ¢ sportcle’ by continual acts of cring-
ing meanvess—the usual. price of these parsi-
manious liberaliies. Such necessities canzot
redeem the eoul debased by slavery, and do not
prepare man for the exercise of that digmity
whicb be may need in certain circumstances of
lns life. -

Cectling, a freeman and a citizer, had remained
a slave ot bearts. To satisfy bis selfish 1stincle,
this man would bave sacrificed 1f necessary, the
desrest and most sacred abgects of bis aflection ;
and to conquer the epjoyments of lite, for which
be thirsted, would npot bave stopped before an
abject or guilty action.

The manver mn which he had encourged the
hopes of Gurges, and (he loans he had obtained

~ from him tirough the promisze of his daugbter’s
“early consent, at o time when be was certain of
“ber ‘oppanton to the match, have already in-
" duced the reader to form a poor opinion of bis
- honesty. '
- Albeit, a somewhat extreordinary circumstance
“had brought a sudden and important inprovement
m the freedman’ affairs. He had saved the hife
‘of the consul Afranius Dexter, by protecting him

from the fury of one_ ot his treedmen wpo at-
tempted“.to morder. bim, The consul, in bs
gratitude gave hia rescuer a “wife,a dowry, und
the lucrative office .of scribe 1 Saturn’s Lrea-
~ Cetalia was born in the first year of this mar-
riage,'and ber childbood had been much ne-
glected. Her mother died while she was yet 12
her wfancy, and ber father, from his habats, bis
\ostincts and his character, was 1ll suited for the
task of devotion and.tender sohicitude, imposed
by a young gir’s education. L

But the gods, as certain triends of the family
ingenigusly remarked, bad protected Cecilia
She was remarkable for ber splendid beauty, and,
what is better, for the charms of ber wtellect,
ber candor, and those gifts which distioguish su-
perior patures.  With exquisite good seose and
rare wisdom, she bad promptly understéod the
nece-sitiea of the sohitary hfe to which fate had
condemued her, and she bad provided for them
without asking of ber father, eflorts and sactifices
of which she knew him incapable.

Thus, she bad availed hersell of every oppor-
tunity of acquinng 1ostruction, and her educaton,
due ooly to Ler own unaided efforts and perse-
veraace, was sa complete far a girl of her hum-
ble conditiog, as to canse astonishmeot.

To her care were due tbe comfort of her fa-
ther’s mudest household, and the hittle enjoy~
ments which Cecilius. ever miserly when useful
expenses were concerned, and foohshly prodigal
when be sought to gratify his desires, would bave
never tasted but for the tender solicitude of the
amiable child.

Cecilr’s poetical soul found great charm 1o
the gracefu! fictions of tmythology, ond she took
pleasure in participating in the ceremonies of
cértain feasts, and in mingliog her pure voice
with thore of the young girls who, clad 1 white
tunics and crowned with fowers, sang sacred
hymns in the processmons. But she could not
understand the shameless adecency of those other
ceremonies where all restraint was lost, aod the
gods were honored by the most licentions revels.

THE LAND QUESTION OF IRELAND.
(raox 7 TIMES 8PECIAL GOMMISSIONER.)
1.

1 have undertaken, at your request, to investigate
and repost upon a subject of great national impori~
apce The Land System of Ireland - that is, the re-
lations between the owners and occuopiera of the goil

in that country, and the social phenomena resulting
from them—haa for mAny yearr, as your readers
know, attracted moch geoeral and paisful attsntion.
Hslf a centuey ago, when, during the period of distress
that followed tte war with France, Parlinment con

sidered the question for the ficgt time, that eystem
had definitively assumed a form that withount exsg

geration my be descrived o beiog welancholy aad
prrtentous, Abs-nteeism with its pumerpus and
compliioated mischiefs, prevailed to an enormous
extent; and throughont tha island lacge tracts bad
fallen ioto the hands of seedy nnd worthlesslandlords,
who, uasable to falfii a gingle duty of property or to
do anything to irprove their estates. held the land
in a kiod of deatructive mortmuin, and thonght only
of extractiog from it 28 much sg it could yield to
recklegs improvidence. A Couneiderable ares, too,
had come unier the control of the Qoartof Ghancery,
and in many districts a geedation of Intereata wag in-
terposed between the owner azd the cultivator of the
goil whioh was aptly designated as & 'barbargus s»b

infendstion’ which coofosed rights, destroyed re-
aponsibility, checked induatry, and led to macy acts
of injustice. Moreover, except i3 the pravince of
Ulater, where for many generations a well-knowa
usags had given the tenant a snbsetantial ioterest, the
land was, ‘or the most patt, held by a pocr peasaniry
on pracarious tenures; and even where leasetolds
wera not uncommon there ware fow 6igod of growing
improvement. Abnve sll, an immense and increas

jng breadth of the country was being rapidly covered
by the dense ewarma of & cot.ier population, who, in-
trenchiug oo the domain of legitimate husbaudry,
and clingiug in wretcheduosa to tbeir petty holdings
—their gqualid ' cabing and patato gardena’ - spresd
over the i 1and & huoge mass of vllleinago—s mal

titndinovs array of want and paapsrism.

The consequances of thia state of things were seen
ia wideapread disorder and poverty, and in a ¢om
plete digarganization of aociety. Excep: in 8 few
favoured districts, agriculture wag in & backward
condition ; the land bors on itg face the marks of
neglect And thriftlessuess ; even where naturs War
most kindly, industry eeemed generally to laoguiah
By the pressure of population on tie undeveloped
regourees of the country, the reat of land was asually
forced up to a point too high for the publie good ¢ it
was regulated, as has been well said, by the compati-
tion ofstarvation, not of capital; snd accordiagly,
the growth and accomulation of the national wealth
wera rainously checked ; and the occnpier of the soit
wa3 0o of'en the mere dependent eerf of his iand-
lord, kept in & lifelong etate of bopeless penury.
Owing to the ganeral poverty of the psasantry, tao,
and the subdivision of holdinge which was one of its
effects, the fmprovements added to the goil were fow ;
the landowner, from his peculiar position, was nsually
able to throw on the occupiar the burdes and cost of
the faw that were made ; 8nd he was too often tempted,
~n a changa of tananry, to appropriate thede improve-
menta to himealf, and tn confizcate, withont su
«quivalent return, *ne hardly earned fruita of apo-
ther’s jodas'ry  Add to this, t3ar from e variety of
eanges, runairg un inta the historical pagt thesalutary
customa and charities of lifs which in a well-ordered
state of secisty adorn the ral:tlap of landlord and
*anant nzis'ed nnle in a few narls of 1he island, and
that in by far the grester pnrtion old animoaities of
r-re and epct 8till reparated the clawaen cnnnected
»ith the land, and we oan comnrebard whatelements
of mieschief were ecattered prafusely through the
communitr.

The irwpediments, morenver, tn na‘janal progresa
that necersarily followed frem thia state of things
were by no me np w8 formigahie conteqnenee.
Suciety in Ireland -t *his perind io tba words of a
eingularly calm minded statasmin, wap gravitali- g
fowarda a war of clagsea a fierce atruegle for the
meaps of subeiatenea, In gev: ral goun'ies the uu-
fortnnate poasantry usable to baar the pressure of
want, which geemed conticu+lly apon the incresse,
formed combinations to compel the reductlon of rent
and the settlement of wages—a wild endeavour to
fir upon the goil a population it cculd not, in ita ac-
tual condition, support within even au approach to
comfort. I part, uncobeciouaty tn themeelver, the
amall farmera and the mass ~f co-tiers arrayed them-
solves jnto a get nf Trades’ Uolong for the pnrpose of
regilarine property in Iand, 80 ag hy apme means to
get & livelihnnd aut of it; and, like ather Trades
Uniong, they rxpreaged their will hy s avatem of rer-
rotism +pAd geveral oufraga. The Whitchnge code
gofronted the law and avercame it in many distria-s
tribunnle of weemspinatioc and violenge praserihed
the copditions of IapCed tennrs, apd agrarisp erime?
fncreaged and mnltiplied, supported far and near b
popular gympathy The upper classes, angry end
terrified, nnd backed by the whole power of the
State, retalinted with no light vengeanra; and te=-

peated acta of cosrcion, 8pectal commi:8ans to A=
minigter releatless justize, contlausl execuiions and

traunsportations, and law execnted with uneparing
saverity were the lsmentable and unceasing conse-
quences. ‘So'threateniog wag thls siate of _ acciety
that 8ir' George Lewir, a8 he ‘rurveyed it, wrote of it
in .this remarkable langnage : —" This system -per-
vades the whole commnnity; 1t'sets the rich againet
the poor ; it sets the poor against the rich; it cono-
s'antly sotuates the whole agricuttural population in
tbeir wost .ordinary deslings; ft canses sleepl e
nights and snxious days to tbose who do not indi-
vidaally feel the weight of ita veogeance, It is pot
the binding together of & few outcasta who betake
toemselves to illegal coursee aod prey on the resc of
the community, but the deliberate assnclation of the
peasantry, seekiog by oruel ontrage to ingure them-
selves against the riskt of niter destitntion snd aban-
dooment I%a iInfluenc?, therefore, 6ven wheu an-
geen, is weneral; * it ia, in fact, the wmounld into
which Irish snoiety ia cast—ibe expression of tbe
wants: and feelings of the general community.” Bo
far as it is ancoessfal it id an abrogation of the ex-
istiog government, for which it substitutes 8 domin-
ion, benificial apparently in ite immediate counse.
quences to the peasantry, bat arbitrary, capricione,
violent, anpringlpled, and eanguinary, oppre:sive of
the opper and corruptive ot the lower classes, snd,
in the long ron, most pernicious to the entire socie-
ty "

The state of gociety w1s for many years the sab-
ject of anxious ioquiries in Parliament; but atates-
mer, though appalled at the results, were able to
devige no other remady than an imperfect Poor Law
and messares of coercion. A terrible visitation of
Prr-vidence brought nearly to an end an order of
th'ngs that tbrea-eced not ocly I'reland, but ths Bm
pire. The precrious root which had eustaned the
teemlog and improveriabed Irish peasantry, which,
as haa becn @eid, was the material bssiz on wbhich
society iu Ireland rested, perished daring two conae-
cutive seagons; sod the natiop, after an agoniz-
ing trial, went through a great aud strang»
transformrtion, The mac3des of wretchednepa that
incumbered the soil were lifted from it literally in
millioos, and having expericnced & bitter ordeal, re-
V'eved by magoifieent [muperial charity, soughs the
Fuar West in the continuous waves of am ewmigratior
uoparalled in history. At the same time the whole
system of property in Treland was emitten by a snrfe
den ghack; embarraased 1andlords were involved in
ruin ; the interests of middlemen, a8 the claga of ia-
termediate owners was ¢+lled, became in wost instan-
ces almost worthless. The fetters ta which the land
wag bound were thna in ao extraordinary way loos-
enai, and statesmanship bappily lent i*s aid to pr -
mote a revalutios ultimately fortunate. A Poor
Law, stringent yet on the @haole jnst, prevented pov-
erty from re-settling on the soil und scceierated,ns
we believe wisely, the emigration of the cottier po-
ralation. The estates of the insolvent landlords wers
gol1 and tranaferred to others by a summary process,
and in this maocer an immenge area waa thrown
ofen to a new class of propriators. At the rama
time many legislative  forts were made to simpli'y
and reform tenures and to avtract eapital apd ene--
gy to the land; and the Imperial Excbequer coptri-
buted largely ‘n loans for the improvement of land-
ed property. The results, covjoined with the pata-
ra] ipfluence of the mild and impartial system of
government which has now prevailed during mary
yearz, cannot be doubtfnl to a candid inquirer. The
material wealth of Irsland bas incressed in & won-
derful degrea s:nce the great famine. Several mil-
liona ot acres, formerly waate, have besn reclaimed
and permainently eunclosed, and throughont the whole
coautry agriculture has made remarkable and suc-
cozaful progress, The worst phenomenn of the o'd
state of society have in a great degree vanished.
\What bas been called landlordism i3 wot felt 1o be
uviversally an into'erable burdon; there fz no war
of mere poverty against property. If agrarian con-
f+deracies still exis*, they have lost munch of their
baleful ectivity Above all, the enndition of she
poorer clagaee bas passsed through a very happy
cbange; tte cottier serf hag 1o great measure heen
converted into the agrloaltural labourer, and by rate
of wageg fisg incrensed enormously Triet by every
concaivable economic test— amount of production,
returns of indastry. proportion tetween the burdens
of land &nd ita prefits, remnunerstion to lsbour in ite
various forms, accumulatior «f all kinds of eapitale==
the state of ireland is one ef bopeful prosperity com
pared with what it was in the last generation.

Notwithstanding, however, thiz decided progress,
socjety in Ireland a1ill exbibite not a few perplexing
and alarmivg symotoms. Irish agricuiture, ng a
role is tar behind that of Bagland or Scotland; ie-
deed, except iz soma fortunate spots, it i3 atill very
defoctive and backward, Abseatezeism though di-
minished, still prevaila to 8n extent detrimental to
tbe country. Though embarrassed ownerg are more
uncommon than they were, though middle men ten-
ures have been broken up, it canoot be gaid that
landed properiy reats gererally upon a secure busia.
The Lnnded Estates Acts have done much good, yet
complainta are made that in some districts they have
introdoced a new cl-se of proprietors, grasping, mie-~
chievouz, and illiberal The old dissensionns of re
ligion and race keep the owoers and occopiers of the
s0il meunder; time and change have done aomething,
but not mueh, in bridgipg cver the chesm between
them. While the cottler peasantry have almoat
vanighad, rnd th» prsition of the agricultural labour-
er bas been Improved in 8 remarkeble mapoer, the
relations between the landlorde and the better class
of tensnts have not been in proportion improved. It
12 gaid that fve~gixila of the land of Ireland is satill
held by precerious tentres--yearly tenancies in a
real genge at will—aod that a growing disinclination
exists to concede oven ghort leasehold iateresta.
Oomplaints are made, and that not only by trading
agitatora but by thinking men, thst the preasare of
rent i3 Biill excresive; that it does not sliow the
Iriah farmer & fair and reasonahle margin of profit.
Tt 18 8aid, too. that the great mags of improvements
which are added to the soil are the prodact of the jo-
dustry of the tenant, end not of tha outlay of the
proprietor ; that Iandlords bave too often the power,
and in some instances bave shown the will, 10 ep
propriate thege improvements to their owa benefit by
direct or indirect means ; ard that injustice, accord.
iogly, 18 not reldom done, axd agricuitaral progress
is seriougly impeded. It would &pprar, too, that
thers are few sigos of an increasing growth of the
kindly septimentas that shonld kmt the lauded clas-
gea together ; indoed, according to some reports,
there hss been o tendency it an opposite direction.
More than all, thoee foul confederacies of blaod, so
long the curse of Irish socisty, have never been ocom
plately dizsolved, nad of Inte, unbappily, bave given
nroofa of contsining and even renewed vitality.
Though agrarian outrages are few compared with
wlat they wers 30 years ago, several agrarian crimes
of the very worst type hava been perpatrated during
the last 18 montha; the apirit that fostera this wick-
ed ocopspiracy, and that assures for it impunity and

.eympathby, survives in a great part of the ration;

nor has it censed with 1he vessation of the cause that
formerly made it o flarce and intense—the extremsa
want of a half-starviog peasnntry, Nor muat wa for-
Ret that at this moment the Government will not in-
trugt the immense majority of the occupizrs of land
in [reland with firearms; that uotil tus other day tha
Habeas QJorpus Act was suspended thrcughout the
whole island ; that a Minister of 1he Crown not long
ago admitted that if Fasianism had enjoyed a mr-
moatary triumph it would have ublained the sup.
port, ag it had the gacdwill of an usknown tumber
of the agrivultoral classea,

This train of phenomena, which never ceasad to
atiract ths attention of thivking persons bae now
forcerd jtzelf into public notice, The Irish Liand Quss-
tian haq becoma & gnhjeot of wide national interest,
and wil] teke un » great deal of the time of Parlia-
meat ig the pezx: Seaeion. A9 might bave been ex-
pectec, ap it ia viewed io diffsrent aspeata by difterent
interegte, npinion refpacting it variea considerably;
but tkere g # geveral conviction that esme change 18

required, snd violeot measnres haye been put forwsrd
aq the only golution of the problem. Men'ofall pariles
bave admitted the pecessity of one reform of évident
justice — the eecnring -the Irish. tenant cowpensation

for the improvementa he may bave anpexed.to ths

soil ; but sereral Bills iotroduced with thia object
bave, for different ressons, proved unsuceestful.
Mesnwhile, even the mnat practical atatesmen allow
that the relations of landlord and tenant {o Ireland
are oct in s satis®actory siate, and reforms of a very
radies: kind bave been edvocated by a not contempti-
ble party. It is urged that the erdinary rights of
owaership in land in'Ireland muat be largely modified
In order to protect the rights of the occuplers, and
that, io the interest of the whole commaunity, the
Irish farmer should bw atsored & Srmer bold than he
bad on the aoil. It s ea{d that as [righ society is
the absolute dominion of the landed proprietor is ir-
reconcilable with the public good ;. that it places bis
tenant in a state of were dependence ; that rack renta,
precarious tenures, discontent, batred, injustice. and
orime are the mfserable bat inevitahle resolta; and
that freland can have neithe: prosperity nor peace
nutil the oconpylug temantiry eball have obtained a
mora durable inteceat in tho land than they are likely
to have aa thicgs now are. Schemes, nccordinely, of
the most revolationsry cbaracter, smountiog in sub-
gtaace to a tranefer of the 20il from the landiord to
the tensnt, subject to a quit rent, bave beea pro-
pounded by men of uo small reputation in ecopomic
science, and are knowa o find favonr in the eyes of
gome at lesat of tbe Roman Catholic hierarchy.
Even siatesmen of the highest distinotion, and con-
scions of their great responsibility, eeem to thick that
the lnnded oystem of Ireland must ba changed in
gome way that ehnil augment the intarest of the oc-
cupler io his holding, though with the exception of
Mr Bright, perbaps, their langusge has hitherto bean
vague and undefined.

This, therefore, ia the Irish Land Question, which I
hive underiaken to examine foryouin its pheaomens,
and, if poasible, ita causes, not merely in booka but
by my own inquiry ; cor sbould I have acermplished
your object, were I not to review the principles, at
least, of the meagures considered applicable to it I
approich the tagk with sincers distrast in my own
power to perform it well, yet I hope that I may be
able to throw gome degree of light on this important
gubject ; for, in the first place, my principal business
will be to collect and record facta which must be
useful to inform opininn, and I write with noin
etructions from yon save to find ont the troth and
report it fairly.

ion of the archbishops and bishops that a genera!l
eynod shoald, a8 pramptly as possible, be aszembled,
iz which the clergy and laity should be fully and
eqnally represented,’ The second resclntion appears
to provide very indifferently, or rather not at ail, for
the prompt action declared in the first resolntion to
be pecessary ; for the second resolution provides only
for reform of clerical repregsentation, aod takes no
gtep, aad provides no basis for creating a lay represen-
tation. We geem, therefore, g fer as ever from
having ‘a3 promptly as possible’ *a gene>.l synod
in which the clergy and laity sbould be fully and
eqeally represented.’ The orly step previded for in
thege regolutions — the refurm of clerical representation
—~may prove tedione, sod has, perhaps, jess founda-
tion than is supposed. The assembling of * Convo-.
cation ' ag it existed uoder the Stuart kiogs bas bvea
advocated, ae being the body which hns given the
sanction of the Irish Qhurch to the Prayer-book and
the Articles ani as aloae baving powerto repeal any
Cacon of ;634. The Prayer-book, we believe, bas in
Ireland & much longer existence than the StukrtCon-
vecalidn; and geoeral acceptance by the Church ie,
perbapse, a bigher Church sanction than any recently-
imported formality could give But it baving been
shown in our columns that previous ‘o the lat of
Janusry, 1871, Convocation cancot meet in Ireland
withont the Queen’s writ and that method has been
abandoned, and the archbisbops and bishops are of
opinion ' that inasmnch ag the existing representa.
tions of the clergy in thdir provincial eynods ia
imperfect, it i3 desicable for the carrying out of the
foregoing resélation (i, ¢, for full and equal represen-
tation of clergy and laity) that these synods be
convened tp consider the changes which would be
necessary to adapt their repregentation to the present
circamstances of the Obarch, * These synods,’ being
called *provincial,’ mean ane clerical synod at
Armagh and another in Dublin, Their acknowledged
imperfection hardly makes it desirable to convene
them for such a weighty work. Batthat impetfecticn
i, perbaps, only half seen. There i9 a nominal re-
presestation of the clevgv in the province of Dablio.
There i3 nothing of the kind in the province of
Armagh. The archbishop and the the bishop of ttat
province must take on themselves the task nf creat-
iag an ‘imperfect’ representation of the clergy of
that province, in order that what 13 80 creatad may
be reformed, g0 ag to pravide a proper representation
of both clergy and laity. We do not write for the
parpose of exciting jealousies, but only to guare
against dangers which are but too apparent  The
clergy and tbe iaity are bound up togetber in one
Oburch. Tbey must gtand or full together. They are
distinet clagses. Thae clergy caupot crenfs a re-
preaentation of the laity, and the laity cannot accept
it. The position of bishops is wholly diferent ; they
are bishops not of the elergy only, but of the Church;
they bave the samo relation to the laity which they
bave 10 the clergy. Lot them asgest thiz position as
they did in March and April last, and their lead will
ba followed sg it then wes. Episcopscy is on its
trial io Ireland now Let the srchbishons eall upon
the laity to organize their representation, ag they
bava called on the clergy to smend theirs; and let
the general aynod of clergy and laity be assembled
“as promptly as possible ' In this course we may
hope that digcretion and smutual confidence may ever
vet laad us to tke united action by which alone the
futnre of the Qhurch of Ireland can be secured.—

found a gun, & siz-barrelled revolver, and somo am-
munitios, The arms were of a very old fashioned
description, and one or two of the chambers of ihe
revolver were loaded. A great many documents
were found ia his posseasion, but pothing was dis-
covered iu any way to connect him with sn iliegal
scciety. The documenta comprised letters of recom-
mendation, character, &¢ Mr. Beattie in 1848 beld
the position of secretary to the Relief Committes in
Ireland. He atated that the gan end revoiver fovnd
in his truck were put there fiva years ago, when ke
emigrated from Ireland, sod that ba did not remem-
ber baving them in Lis handa gince that time. He had
100 sovereigos in his possessioo ; and the police being
gaticfied that he was in no way identifiad with Fe-
nianism, or apy otier illegal society, allowed bim out
on his depositing the maney for his-appearance at
the police-court to answer the charge of having arms
in biz possession 10 a procl.imed district without
licepes. Mr. Beattie was considerably surprised at
the reception which he received on inakiog his re.
appearaace on his native soii.

for he thinks woman's business js to ¢charm meu, and
feels a vow of celibacy as in gome soct an insult to
hia own powers of sttraction ; or ever a German of
the South, for ke has fuffered from nuns. They
reigned under the Corcordat in Austrisn hospitals,
aod worse purses. more especially for women in
childbirth, i¢ would not be poasible to fied. Bat
Englishmen bave never been oppresged by nuns,
snd are not especially bostile to old maids,
and a8 & race are not by spy means mor-
vidly prurient, and though hostile t» the
Papacy, thivk po particular evil of ordioary
Ustholics, yet their view of bupperies is cer
tainly more malignant than that of awvy Couti-
pental people ‘1bey will believe anything aboot
nuns, the more uanlikely the charge i3, the more
eagerly do they se'ze upon it. The nolien that most
puns are very ordioary old maids, who golace ex-
tremely empty lives by performiog religions cere
mopies with great exactness, who eing pealmn, and
recite aves, and worship the coanfessor, just as Pro
tes'ant old maids go to church, aud teach clasger,
and worship tbe clergyman, eeems sbeolctely incom-
prehensible to their minda. Qatholic pries's may be

.good men, possibly, though the mnass of RKoglishmen

pever believe in theicr vow of continecee, and con-
gider the ‘priests niece' av ine'ituticn to be found
in every Continental parish; and monks ere not
gpacinlly bated except for their dresa; but about
nuar, Eaglishmen, for the moat part, are jmplacable,
They are all of them bad, excapt the Sisters of Meruy,
who are ususlly excepted from condemartion,and who
sre pood by an accident partaking of the nature of a
miracle. All nuns are presumptively wicked, and
every nuonory is an ivatitalion more or lees of & tor-
tare.chamber, a brothel, and & medhouse—that,
bratally expreszed, is the immovablesBritish Faith.
So intense 18 the belief, that ordinary Philistinism
gives way before it, and the most prudish of races
circalates and bays and approves of tracts wbich, if
they were directed sgainst 1be Haymarket inatead of
the nuoneries, be would prosecute. Decent people,
God.fearing people in their - way, actually snbacribe
to ;publish thinge for merely coffering whiek they

wounld, in any other circomastances, punch the seller’a
bead. As far as we can meke it out, there fs a po-
gitive wish to believe evil of nuuperiee, The peaple
nre delighted with this Oracow scandal, so delighted
that if the Archbishop of Csaterbury, or the Times,
or Mr. (ladstone, or anyhody they are aceustomed
to credif, were to say, what i3 probably the fact, that
tha aara wae o ordinary oos of britial crueity to a
monowatiac—a kind of case which was the com
monest of cruelties in Bogland fifty years age—he
would be eet down as so i1l meaning fvel, who did
not uoderstand punperies, and had not the proger
detestation of tkem. A man like W, Newdegate, for
Btance, & anunty mrmbher of the beat kind, a man in
msany ways of decided sbility and with a charncter
which raises the eredit of 1be houss~a mare upright
or disintereated pergoa ;robably gever lived —is qaite
capable of going into » wild ruge with anybedy who
discredited the story of Barbara Ubrsk, of founding
a motion on it, of mskicg a speech nbaut it, in which
he wou'd sbow that the Cracow cuvnery waa the
idea! of nunneries, and that they were spreading in
Ecgand faster than Trades’ Unions. Indeed, ac-
otber county member, Sir Robert Anstruther, ie
goiog to found a wotico upon it. He has wiven
notice that be shall pext sesrion bring ip a regsolation
demanding tbe fospection of nunneries, the cooerete
form which English dislike of such retrents vsually
t+kes. Wa are by no means sure that, unless gav-
ernment interferes prett) skarply, be will roi carry
his motion, for it iz gnite cortain that if it were sub-
mitted to n plebiscite of the whole peaple, it would
be carried by a mnjority of millions, The good fo ke,
‘0 do them justice, are not prepared to prohibit nue-
neries altogether. To do that wou'd be 10 intorfere
with reiigious libeity, and the one question ou which
the average Eoglishman prefers abstract principle to
concrets expediency is religious liberty. Ha is not
quite sure wheiber he would put down the Mormons,
thinking it more cerrect, on the whole fo pelt Mor-
mnn devotees, leat they should be a precedent ee-
tablished for putting down somebody else with a
more popular creed  Bat iospeetion ! —that §5 a
compromige of which he cordially approves It
would not be exactly an oppreasion, but would be
an izsult, would precisely embody bis own susni-
ciousness of nuag, aud their works, and their ways,
withnut inflictiog bodily pain or enforciog any pat-nt
restriction upon religious freedom. Why, if every-
thing ia all right, be tbinks, sbould the Catholics
objac? to ingpection, aa the Telegraph puts it, by an
eagy going, courteous old gsntleman, who wonld
prabably see as litle as he could help, and never
wiok at anybody in & veil or without one? Where
ig the oppression? The oppression is in the maotive.
No parest would object, though the schoo'mistress
wight to tke inspection of his daughter’a school
with the view of ascertaining the extent of the girly’
proficiency on the pirao; bat supnose it were an-
gounced in Parlinment and in every newspaper that
1he object was not thar, bat to ascertain if the Young
ladies were in the hubit of havieg illicit babieg or tor-
taring oue another, what sort of remonstrance ghoun'd
we have then ? Members would be torn to pieces in
the lobby, and the prees would groan under indig-
naot letters from half the mothers ia the kiopiom,
whila the whole coun'ry would 2o into & conspiracy
to defeat the jaw It i3 very difficult (o annlykae the
exnct menning of B epite which hne lasted cenruries,
and bag its root in bistorr, particu'arly when that
spite ig varnished aver with religious phirases, but we
believe that the presect generation desire an inspec-
tion of puaseries, to speak with needful plainnegs,
because they imagine that the nuge do not always
observe their vow cf chastity—that ia always the
cbarge in the hbele—and becamse they think nuns
may be forcibly confioed The first charpe is anexact
meagare of the unrevgonableness of the whole cry.
Suppose it absolutely true to any degree dirty imagina-
tione can invent,And what argument iatbat for inapect-
ing nunneries any more than private hanges 7 Why
should nung be specinlly prevented by the State from
going wrong when those who are not nuns are not
prevented ? Sioce when hae unchastity in the un.
married hecn declared a legal offence, or where iaths
law for inspecting Bssex cottages hecnuso illegal
babieg are very often found there? We beg pardon
of cur fellow-countrymen tor using suck an argon-
ment, but it ig really time to grapple fairly with the
attack, and not nibble at it. A8 8 matirr of fact, we
believe the suspicion to be In England absolutely
baselesg ag a gimilar suspicion about any other gronp
of respectable, parrow-mindad spinatera of matura
age, and to originate in an absolutely diffarent statn
of things oceasicnally revesled in Itrly and Spain. Of
coarse in countrite where girls take the veil at pix
teen, where they ave oot in reality free agents, the
convent being, in fuct, & gentes] mode of disposing
of them, and where the vows ars sopported by law
aud opinioa, there will be ocearsional scandals every
now and then in gic'a schools and private honge-
holds. Where nung are cbhogen so to spesak, by lat,
there will be bad nuna and good puns  The tenden-
cy of convent live, with ita minate espionage ecarried
ou by the aged or middle-aged, with its severs rules
ard incessnnt references to divine spproval and ven
geance ia ot towards such scandals, but rather to-
wards smail bagenessea and harinessed of beart,
but still no doubt scandals may ocour. Bat in Eng-
land, where a convent is not a provisino, whera no
girl need take the veil if she does not like, and whare
avery nua is nbsolutely free by law to call the
pearg3t cab and po prek an engagement a3 baliet
d1ncer if sbe pleases, the chanca of such o seandal ip
very remote, quite a3 remote 88 in Any girly’ school
with a handaome magter to tench singing or gym-
nastics. With all Protestant England for detsctiveg
there bas ot been A good case of this kicd estab-
lighed against the nong; and if there had been what
would it bave prcved? Thata womaz in a convent
can be frail, like s woman out of a convont, an as-
gertion certafuly nvot strange enough or horrible
eoough to be the ground of & special law which no
noaeibility could prevest such frailty in the slighteg:
degrea. But runs may bo ‘incarcerated’ —that ig,
we believe, the regular phrase—without anvbody
knowisg?

condition. According to latest bulletins it is
affirmed that the Emperor’s state of healths
salisfactory, and that his convalescence will be
rapid, if be takes necessary rest.

This 1s svfficiently alarmmng: for it 1s a fact,
though a disgraceful apd melaocboly one, sadly
suggestive of the frail bauis on which modero
European social order rests, that it is dependent
on the life of one elderly, and not very strong
constitutioned gentleman. ‘The death of Lous
Napoleon would be the sigual for the unchaiotog
the hell-hounds of the revolution in Europe,and a
geoeral war, No one can foresee what form of
government for France would thereupon ensue.
In so far as the actual ruler has settled or es-
tablished anytbing, be bas establisbed, not his
dynasty, but elective Ceesarism, and there is no
one we suppose who -fancies that the poor boy
called bis son has the famtest chance of succeed
ing the present Empercr. Heredutarywsm in the
political order is, 1050 far as France is concerned,
defunct; and if the priociple it iavolves be in
voked, tke logical consequence must be the res.
toration of the representative of the elder branch
of the Bourbogs. But it will not be nvoked,
that is certain, although everything else with
regard to the government of krance after the
death of the present occupant ot the Imperial
throne, 18 enveloped in obscurity. It is sad that
such sbiould be the case ; and indeed the strong
est conceivable condempatioa of the present much
vaunted age is to be found 1 the fact that so
much_depends on the life or death of one single
i 1an not remarkable amongst men for
@lgﬁﬁrmes‘, and who owes bus extraor-

;%iﬁon' to tke accident that he bears the
‘:@?hﬁhted uncle the first Napoleon, and
fore.Tepresents to France the principle of
the Revolution armed and orgamized.

There is nothing of interest to report from the
Continent geperally. In Spain affairs are going
from bad to worse, and a reigu of terror seems
the only forz of government at present possible
in that distracted country. For the present
moment the Carlist party seems crushed. The
anti-Catholic papers are dropping the Cracow
Nup story, its falsity n all important particulars
having been established by the testimony of a
sister of the msape nun, and of the physicians
who regularly attended her in her cell, and under
whose advice the nuns acted. It has however
served the turn, and bas stimulated popular pre-
judice against Catholic institutions.

Is PROTESTANTISM A FAILURE ? — Many
of our readers may remember how hvely a con-
traversy on this topic was evoked last winter by
asermon preached by a Protestant clergyman
i1 ibe United States, who maibtained tbat Pro-
testantiem, considered as a phase of Christian-
ity, bad failed ; aod that its wmost signal triumph
was the destruction of all definite, or distinctive
Christian belief in those countries where it bad
obtained firm foothold. This thesis was warmly
opposed by other Protestant ministers no doubt,
81d many specious arguments were adduced 1
defence of Protestantism as the one pure Cbris-
t.an religion, as embodying the great priaciple of
Christian life.

‘We do not propose to renew the controversy,
or to sy ooe word of our own, either for, or
against Protestantism. But holding that facts
are stranger then arguments however specious,
or theories however plausible, we conlent our-
selves with layng before our readers a few facts
with respect to Germany, the birth place, and
chosen home of modern Protestaptism; fron
which facts the reader may draw his own coo-
clusions. The facts themselves are furnished us
by a Protestant witness, the Berlin correspondent
of the Zondon Times, writing under date of

fanatic 1o shoot'a’ ‘ :
respondent of the Times draws the followng
picture of the religions ‘condition of Protestant
Germany,bf the actual working of Protestantism
and Protesting principles in that country :—-

The event tarows & light upon the sad atate of res
ligion in this country. I am sfraid the prisoner was
right in supposing that many will appreciate his mo~
tive, thongh they wil] abhor the deed. I have pre-
vioudly sinted o thesd columed that hees foutilis of
all educated men in Germany are estrapged from
the dogmatic teachlog of the Ohristian craed—ee-
tranged from it to the extent of diabelieving the eit-
cetity of many ot the clargy. Ouly s emasll fraction
of the nation attends Divine service; the educated
men, mora espacially, you meet in the charch on a
Sunrday are few and far between. .

To take a broader view; who that knowa moaern
Germany will call it a Obrlstian land, either in the
gense Rome gives to the term, or iz tbe meaniog
Luther attached to it? Roman Ostholicism mainly
exista among woman and ju the lower t_:lasae!; a_nd
that glorions Ausburg Confession, 1o maintaia which
Germany in the Thbirty Years' War suffered hereel!
to ba cut o pieces by Anstris snd Austria's allies,
bas long ceased to be the authority it was, and, jo~
atead of an adamantine fonndstion of public belief, is
now-a-daya a mere ornamsntal decoration appended
to the intellectual sfafus of the land. In whateser
section of so~iety you may happsa to move, there is
the undeniable faot that the dogmatiem of St. Atha-
pagiug and the atatutes of the Council of Nice have
entirely ceased to be s living power. Scholate have
begun to denominate Cbristianity ap Asiatic religion,
and the public, proud of their vannted European en
lightenment, accept the degiading name. .

But, despiie all thia, there is wothivg like 8 reli-
gious movemeot going on in the comatry. Ohris-
tianity ie denied, ye: no paina are taken to prove the
why or where‘ore. Latitndinarian gects are some-
timea attempted to be formed, but scon sbandoned
and consigted to oblivion s idle and saperflucus.
The truth is that the majority of the educated, in
their insidious march towards Rationalism, have ad-
vanced beyond acknowledgiog the necessity of any
creed Not content with rejecting the Bible, whose
dogmas they regard =28 enurely exploded by the
moral historical, and scientific eriticisms of the day,
they have begun to doubt whether any teachiog on
transcendental subjects can be required to promote
virtae. Most, indeed, profess to bel'eve in God and
immortality, yet they have but confssed notions on
the relations between the Oreator and mavkind, and
even depy or igoore the necessity of altaining to a
definite koowledgs on tLe subject. Others, more
daring in their conclusions, or coarger in their feel
ings, go the length ot questioning the possibiiity of
God's laterfering with the self supporting mactinery
of the world, and look upon prayer a8 a Pugan rite,
and sometimea becoms so irrational as to consider
the very existence of & God 28 problematical. By
the side of these cultivated infidels the masees vege-
tate 1n traditional attacbhment to the torms of Chris-
tianity without any warm Interest for or agaicat the
dogma.

This communication appearing in the Loodon
Times provoked two replies. Ope from Eraest
de Bunsen, son of the late Baron Bunsen, who
insionated that the 7%mes’ correspondent was in
error: that as an Eoglishman not loag resident
in Germany, be was not quahfjed to pronounce
an opinion oz ils rehigious condition. To this
the Tumes rejoed by assuring the public thag
“ our correspondent is a German and a Prus.
sian who has lived much longer in Germany
than Mr. de Bursen.” Now even Mr. Bunzen
admite that the Nicene phase of Christianity ha~
ceased tn be a liing power 1 Germany.

The other critic of the Times’ Berlin corres-
respondent signs himself Charles H. Wrigbt
M.A., Chaplan of Trinity Courch Boulogne
late British chaplain at Dresden. But even
Me. Wright is obliged to admit tbat n general
the Protestant people of Germany are */ passive
disbehievers in the doctrine of tbe Trinity, and
the other distinctive articles of tbe Cbristian
faith  and all that in the way of facts agamnst
the asertions of the Temes’ correspondent he can
bring forward amounts to this :—That a mission
18 being carried on ** with much success amongst
the cabmen of Berlin:” that in some towns
Suaday echools bave increased ; and that *on
the whole he looks forward to a speedy triumph
of the ancient dogmatic Christianity 1 Ger
many.” Good man! he feels exactly as if be
were .going to taste ap oyster.

We, for our parts, do not believe that Pro-
testant Germany 13, in the matter of disbelief in
all the distinctive doctries of Christianity, a whit
worse tban Protestantised Italy, than Protest—
antised Spaio, or than the Protestant U. States
of North America. Disbeliefin all the distinctive
doctrines of Christianity, of all that distinguishes
it from pure tbeism, or patural rehgion, 1s the
logical consequence of the rejection of the
Romish principle of authority: and as the edu-
cated classes are generally the most amenable to
reason, and the rules of logic, so we naturally
find that it 18 amopgst the educaled classes of
Protestants, and the men of most intellectua]
culture, that the rejection of the distinctive su-
peroatural doctrioes of Christianity has made the
most progress. This1s what Protestantism has
done : whether this 1s to be considered a failure
or a triuaph, the reader will deternmae for him-

self,

There has been 2 Convention of Protestants
to discuss the School Question. What the gen-
ilemen proposed to accomplish we know not:
what they did accomplsh, and that most effi-
ciently, was to display in a strong light the irre-
concilable differences of Protestantism, and the
impossibility of any agreement, on any one point
of Christian doctrine, of all the Protestant sects,

Of course the great question that presented
itself was that of religious teaching in Common
schools. The matter was lengthily discussed.
Of the speakers, the majority seemed to inclize
to the opinion that rehigious nstruction was de-
sirable in these schools, but that it was imposmble.

But as * common schools” are ¢ for all ;” and
as it 18 impossible that amongst Protestants any
common standard of religious truth can * be es-
tablished for all:? therefore religious teaching
must be elmmated from Protestant common
schools, although | no one would say that religious
wstruction sbould be banisbed.” This very un-
satistactory but inevitable conclusion was the
sole practical result of the Protestact Education-
al Convention.

———

There is much sound common sense in the
subjoined comments of the Evening Telegraph
(Protestant) upon the whinings of those whose
writings and opinions upon politico-religious mat-
ters have been formally condemped by Rome-
These double-faced gentry whilst 1t suited their
purpose to do so, always insisted that they had
appealed to the Pope against the sentence of
their Bishop ; and that pending the bearing and
determining of that appeal, no one had the nght
to impugn their orthodoxy, or their standing
the Catholic Cbhurch. Now that the appeal has
been beard, and that sentence has gone against
them, they deny that they appealed to Rome, and
insist that it was only some ceventeen individuals
m their private capacity who so acted. The
Evening Telegraph tears this flimsy argument
to pieces :— '

An ingeolous correspondent writes to us to make
a correction. He wishes it to be understood that the
Institul Canadien &id pot appeal to the Pope, but
that sBeventeen members of it did. We did not see
that this changes the queption from the point of
view either we or the Mi«xerve wore treating it. ©f
courae, for thoee to wbom the papal decision ia of no
importance, the matter remaina where it was, bot
what we drew attention to was the fact that Mr.
Deszaulles, Pregident of tbe Institut recently, if not
pow, drew all the pr.fit ha could from the appeal.
when he said ;-~¢* sut we have appealed to Rome.”
Four years bave elapsed since that. Some learneé
priests had told us .—* Appeal your rffuir to Rome.
Once there regularly in appeal we should have no
reason to refuse your membera absolution.”

Elsewhere he complaiog :—'* After cur appesl, in
effeci, Fome prieats accorded absolution to the mem.
bera of the Institut. Bot suddenly, and without aoy
vew grisvance, order is forthwith given to refuse ab
so.utiou to the members of the Instztut Objection
is made, The local authority answers that the mem«
bera of the Institut are rebels agsinst the chareh,
Wha: ! in spite of the apppesl ? Yes, in spite of the
appesi! Butitis then to be a rebsl agsinst the
church to address oaeself to its head to complain of
sn extravagant severity, and even of a real injua
tice.” . Bl

Now, ' A Member of the inslitul" takes the frouble
to tell us in the most positive terma that the members
of the Ins'ilut * recogunize n> Bishop to denounce
them,” and that they,  ag a body, never appealed to
Rome;" but that t geventeen QCatholic members in
their own private nsme without the knowledge and
approbation of the Insiuul sigoed 8 private doci-
went appealing to the Pope.” So it appears the:e
gentlemen have been foxing. They have tried to get
the advantage of an appeal, without the bumiliation
of recognizing the juriediction of either Bishop or
Pope. The President of the Inslitut demurs to the
members being called rebels, since they have ap
pealed and when the appeal goea against them, they
turn round and say: * Ob, as 2 body we never ap
pealed.” Well, then, if as o body you never apreals
ed, there was no appeal at all, or none touchiog the
Institut, 8o that, as Mr Dessavlles predicted, “ reason
and right finish by gaining the day.” The Instilut
cannot have the ad vantage of two systrme, and this
is the conclusion the Minerve presents to it reade-s,
ard o which honest people, of + Il perauasions, who
reason, must concar, It may be very sbaurd fo lia-
ten to a Bishop or to appeal to a Pope; but if ycu
congen! to do ir, you must oot tarn round and sffect
to laogh at the judgment which condemns you. If
you do, you give yonr sdversaries the right to se-
cuse you of hypocrisy, either in your submission or
in your expression of contempt. It ia like a man
who deffc):3 to an arbitrator, and then tries 10 quib-
ble out of the obligstion to abide by the reward.

ProTESTANTISM IN FRANCE.—The Witness
copies an article from the August number of a
Protestant periodical, eatitled Evangelical
Christendom, in which the writer comeally
deplores the well knowa fact that * the Ration-
alists are deing a great deal of harm m the re.
formed churches both 1 France and Geneva”
These gentlemen who take reason as their guide
~and all Protestants boastingly profess that
thear’s is a rational religion—* reject the divine
autbority of the Bible and deny the miraculous
birth, resurrectton and divinity of Christ—yet do
ot fear to admimister baptism, and the Lord’s
Supper, and perform all the fusctions of Protes-
taot pastors.” And what for no? as Mrs, Dodds
would say. We only allude to the eircumstance
as an instance of what Protestantism must cul-
mioate in, whether in France or in Canada, should
it uofortunately ever obtain a footing amongst
our Catholic population.

The Atlantic Monthly bas created quite a
sensation by publishing an article professing te
reveal the true cause of the separation of Liord
and Lady Byron—an event which upwards of
balf a century ago was so warmly discussed and
criticited.

InteRESTING CEREMONY.—~Reception of the
Black Veil by three Dommican Sisters at St.
Agaes’ Convent, Sunday morning, 15th August,
1869.

Through the kindness of Mother Mary Joseph,
Lady Superior of the Coavent of St. Agnes,
Memphus, I was permitted yesterday mornmg to
witness at that institution, the solemn ceremony of
the reception ot the Black Veil by three Sisters
who had previously received, at St Peter’s
Church, the Habit of the Ocder of St. Dommic.
The services consisted of a Grand High Mass,
chaunted in touching and impressive tones by the
Rev. Father Fortune, assisted by a choir of the
Convent Sisters, who sang (ke ¢ Kyrie Eleisor,
Glora in Excelus, Veni Sancte Spiritus” as
well as psalms and bymos appropriate to the oc~
casion, in such concord of sweet sounds as filled
the bearts of all present with the purest feehogs
of devotion. It was a scepe that the best gifted
wind in the world might adare—a scene, in
fact, that an angel might rejoice over—so sim-
ple, and yet so majestically grand ; so quiet, and
yet,s0 full of moving melodsy~so formal, and
yet a0 devoutly sincere—so seemingly sad, and
yet so full of soul-joy, of illumined faith, of bope
clinging to a thousand rocks, of charity lilting
the bumble and oppressed from the depth of
darkness into the effulgence of hght—a sublime
grouping of prous souls and wholesome sentiments
formed by the teachings and discipline of a
Christian Church. “After Mass, the tbree Sis-
ters—formerly known among their relatives end
acquaintences as Miss Maran Quarry of Lon-
don, Capada, Muss Faony Keenao of Loodon,
Canada, and Miss Agnes Leister of Ohio, bat ;)\
now separated from the world and its vaumities,
and known among the Sisterbood of the Order of
St. Dominic as Sister Martha, Sister.

{ able pra'y'ers and a short sermon by Father Fot-
* tune, and the siogiog of the Vem Creator by the’
" choiry the ceremony ended.

This gotng out of the world into a cloistered
iife by iadtes caicuiated to adotn society may
seem like a puzzle to some who cannot see in
eveyy movement of bumanity the workings of a
Divine Providence. But does a lady, a Sister,
and enters a couvent actually leave the world.
Not at all—she only strips herselt of a series of
useless vanities and puts on a habit of usefulness ;
she leaves bebiad ker all the caprices, vexations,
gensations, aonoyances, pleasures, pastimes, and
thousand and one other liltle trifies and troubles
which make, up the life of the fashionable belies,
the weman of fortune, or the ¢ splendid girl” of
the period, and enters mto a lIfe of severity,
happiness, bumility, tenderness of soul, meekness
of heart, and never—ceasing chatity ; to asmist
the needy,to feed the hungry,tc clothe the
naked, to soothe and to be forever doing good
to somebody.

The Orillia Ezpositor say there are grievous
complaints of the failure of the fall whest wn ths
part of the country. After the farmer’s hopes
haviog been rawed by the promise of ao unusual-
ly abundant yield, ke has heen in very many
cases disappointed by the almnat tots! destrustion
of the crop by rust. 'We have been informed by
several persons that it is their intention to burn
the wheat where 1t stands, because it would not
vay to cut it. Spriog wheat, aod all other crops
except fall wheat, will yield well. We bave
eojoyed pood barvest weather during the past
two or three weeks.

The Seafortb Ezpositor hears that there are
cases of fall wheat not yieldiag more than thirteen
bushels, though of course there are others gong
over thirty. It appears that the rust iojured the
crop very much. On the whole, bowever, we
are inclined to believe that fall wheat will aver.
age over iwenty bushels in this county, Peas
will be generally an ioferior crop. Oats will be
very heavy, but the last rains koocked it down
badly and it1s to be feared that a good deal will
rot in consequence. Spring wheat is not ap
average crop takicg the midge nto accounts.
Barley is likely to be considerably over the usual
crop. Potatoes give strong wdications of rot-
ting, but the yield is heavy.

A correspondent of the Goderich Signal
says:—~I have before me the returns of thresh
wg by twelve different farmers, the highest yield
was of Diell Wheat, 31 bush. to the acre, the
lowest 10 bush. to the acre of Midge Proof
Amber, Treadwell as low az 15 bush. to the
acre. The average of Treadwell about 18 bush,
to the acre ; the average of Diebl 21 or 22. As
I predicted mn a previous communication, the rust
bas hurt tEe fall wheat badly, both as to quantity
and quality, for 1n all the above instances there
was straw enough for from 35 ta 40 bush. an
acre.  As high as 35 bush. to the acre bave beea
threshed of barley, and as low as 15. 1t wil
turn out, T thiwk, about an average crop as to
quaolity, but the colour, in general, will be far
below par.

«From cne acre planted,” sags a neighbour-
wg farmer, “ I have not got three bushels of
good potatoes.” Other crops are doing well,
and eocouraging news reaches us from all parts
of the district of an abundant yield.

The Elora ZYmes regeets 1o hear the fall
wheat has suffered severely from the rust. Itis
said that some fields are not worth cuttiog. It
18 ta be boped thig is an exaggeration—/armers
are inchined that way. The spring crops, how
ever, look remarkably well, agd if the warm
weather we bave enjoyed for 2 while back con-
tinues, we will not have much cause to complai.

The Fergus News says the potato rot is
making rather an alarmiog appearance 1n some
fields in the vicimty of Fergus, Ieo that part of
Garafraxa known as the Green seltlement it is
particularly bad. The complaint is not general,
the crop on rich damp land only being aflected.
Otberwise thao the rot, the potato crop will this
season surpass any for a number of years past.

The Ailsa Craig Review says every day ac-
counts reach us from the surrounding towaships
of the terrible rot which bas, duriog the last two
weeks, made its appearance among the patatoes.
Mzs. Jobn Robinson, of McGillivray, mforms us
that Ius field of cup potatoes 13 nearly destroyed
He and others state that the white potatoes are
doing a liltle better than the cups; but the
variety which stand the rot the best is the cul-
tivated * peach blow,”

‘Tbe Almonte Gazette learns that the rot is
beginning to be very prevalent in 'akenham and
Fitzroy ; other root crops lock well. Wheat is
somewhat-aflected by rust as well as by the
midge, but the very nncommon general richness
of the croo will, in all probability, renderita
good deal above an average. The wet weather
