That is precisely what the Pope
said in the Brll Apostolieoe Curie.
The preacher's idea that the
priesthood of the Old Law was
Sacrificial (from man to G-od), and
that of the New Law was Sacra-
mental from God to mail) is but
a new rendering of the English
illeformers' palmary principle
that the Eucharist was nota Sacri-
ticebut a Sacrament,not a Mass
but a Communion. The Catholic
conception of the Christiani priest-
hood is that its functions are both
God.ward and man-ward, and
include hoth the offering of Sacri-
fice and the dispensation of Sacra-
ments. It wvould flot be the priest-
hood of Christ if it did flot include
both,and l>ACi-,the preacher,it is he,
and not the Church of Rome that
takes a narrow and inadequate
view of the Christian ministry.
But the sermon, so f ar, rings true
to the Engrlish Reformation and
the Anglical Ordinal, and for once
in a time Belfast Anglicanismi
confirms in its way the accuracy
of a Papal pronouncement-THE
TABLET.
