ADVANCE POSTS 
LOST BY ENEMY

BBRLIN, Nov. 7, via London.—The 
Vorwaerts, organ of tihe German So­
cial Democratic party,purchases a large 
column pronuncl&tnento from the exe­
cutive committee of the Social Demo­
cratic .party, declaring that the gov­
ernment measure thus far for the re­
gulation of the food supplies and 
prices are only half measures. It de­
mands the adjusting of prices of food­
stuffs so as to eliminate war profits, 
both wholesale and retail.

The pronunclamento begins as fol­
lows :

"The rise in the prices of foodstuffs 
has ‘become unbearable. The prices of 
all important provisions and other arti­
cles of dally necessity, such as fuel, 
clpthln* and footwear, have reached 
en exorbitant heghL With anxious 
fears the people of the laboring class 
and up to the circles of the middle class­
es look forward to approaching winter. 
Already bitter want rules in many

families. Must there be so much sel­
fish lust for gain and capitalistic greed 
of profits rage unrestrainedly in the 
unreined free play of forces ? 
millions be in want so 
shameless producers and dealers who 
coolly take advantage of war condi­
tions can enrich themselves at the 
nation's ooet

The pronunclamento answers the 
foregoing questions In the negative. It 
says that the foodstuffs on hand are 
adequate- but they must be rightly 
distributed. The prices for swine just 
established, it claims, are too high 
and beef prices are not regulated.

The committee demands In addition 
to the fixing of prices for other food­
stuffs also "a, distribution of the 
foodstuffs on hand in ekual 
tione among all the empire’s inhabi­
tants, as is done with bread, in order 
to avoid preferential treatment of the 
rich who are able to pay."

LONDON Nov. 8.—M. Skou­
loudis, the Greek premier, has de­
clared his intention of observing 
an attitude of very benevolent 
neutrality toward the entente 
powers.

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THOUSAND BULGARIANS CAUGHT 
AND KILLED IN MOUNTAIN PASS

Serbs Hold Firm and All Attacks by the 
Enemy Have Been Repulsed.

LONDON, Nov. 7.—A division of 25,000 Bulgarians is at­
tempting to envelop the French force in the Vlandovt 
region, according to information from Bulgarian soldiers 

obtained by a Greek outpost in the Belasica mountains, at the 
junction of the Greek, Serbian and Bulgarian frontiers, says a 
Reuter's despatch from Saloniki. Heavy artillery and rifle fire 
has been heard at the outpost station.

A Serbian official is quoted as declaring the Serbs are 
holding firm at Babuna Pass, where all Bulgarian onslaughts 
have been repulsed. The pass is said to be piled deep with 
Bulgarian dead. At one point more than 1000 Bulgarians were 
caught between a crossfire and annihilated.

An Important British contingent was landed Saturday at 
Saloniki, where additional landing facilities have been granted 
the allies after negotiations with the Greek authorities.

Gore Park was a packed mass of 
humanity, and the soldiers, as they 
passed thru the cheering thousands, 
responded alike, shaking hands and ac­
cepting Union Jacks, which they stuck 
in the muzzles of their rifle barrels, 
from the crowds of school children 
that lined the streets.

Saw Football Game.
According to arrangements, the bat­

talion did not go to the armories, but 
marched direct to the football grounds, 
where, as guests of the Tiger Club, 
they watched the 
game. • While there they were well 
looked after. The Tiger Club supplied 
them all with a hot lunch, which was 
distributed under the auspices of the 
St. Cecilia Chapter, I.O.D.E., while the 
Hamilton Sportsmen's Patriotic As­
sociation, but recently formed, gave 
each soldier a package of cigarets. The 
association also sold their badges dur­
ing the game, and were successful In 
disposing of about 200.

After the game the battalion march­
ed to the armories, where they were 
dismissed for the evening. No parade 
was held Saturday night by the 84th, 
but a smoker and band concert was 
given for them in the armories. The 
band of the 13th Royal Regiment, 
under Bandmaster Robinson, supplied 
the music, assisted by the 84th Band, 
which rendered a few selections. 
Adam Brown made a short address, 
dwelling upon the necessity of enlist­
ing, and said that he was glad to see 
that in the course of the last few days 
the young men of Hamilton were also 
seeing that necessity. Roy McIntosh 
sang several patriotic airs.

Yesterday the 84th Battalion, with 
the exception of a few guards, were 
taken care of by the citizens of this 
city, and given a hot Sunday dinner. 
In twos and threes they were called 
for at the armories In the morning and 
taken to the homes in motor cars, 
where they were the guests for the 
day.

Big Battles Raging, 
in northern and eastern Serbia, and 

on the Montenegrin frontier big bat­
tles are in progress. The Austro-Ger- 
mans claim to be advancing all along 
the line, and to have reached the Mor­
ava River, wjitch has been crossed at 
some points. In their advance they 
are picking up prisoners, guns and 
war material.

The Montenegrins, like their Serb­
ian allies, are fighting stubbornly in 
defence of their country and re­
port that they have repulsed an at­
tempt by the Austrians to cross their 
border from Herzegovina, and cap­
tured four guns, a quantity of sup- 

1 Piles and a few men. They also claim 
success over the Austrians in the 
Sanjak (Novlbazar), where they cap­
tured four more field guns and sever­
al hundred men.

In the south the French are reported 
to be over the Bulgarian frontier, 
where they have taken several vil­
lages.

It would appear therefore that the 
central powers, who have obtained 
their initial objective, the opening of 
the road to Sofia and Constantinople, 
have a lot of fighting ahead of them 
if Serbia Is to be overwhelmed.

500 Bulgare Taken. t 
The Athens correspondent of the 

Havas Agency of Paris, sends the 
following despatch describing military 
operations in Serbia:

■‘In the course of their defeat at 
Babuna Pass the Bulgarians left In 
the hands of the Serbians five hun­
dred prisoners, who have arrived at 
Monaetlr."

Additional progress for Austro-Hun­
garian troops tn the western Morava 
valley, with the capture of consider­
able numbers of Serbian prisoners, is 
announced officially In the statement 
issued today at the German war office. 
The claim Is made that a large amount 
of artillery was taken at Krallevo.

Psychological Studies were made by 
Prof. W. D. MacKenzie In his serman 
yesterday morning at Convocation 
Hall, on the change of mind that fol­
lows true repentance. Taking ex­
ample from the parable of the prodi­
gal son. Psalm Bl, and from observa­
tions from real life, the preacher de­
scribed the necessary changes which 
a man had to experience before he 
had truly repented of his follies. “To 
become a Christian man Involves, for 
most people, a far-reaching and a 
deep-reaching change of mind. This 
represents a different relation with 
the world, and a different viewpoint 
within the man's mind," said: Prof. Mac­
Kenzie.

The change -which an individual ex­
periences as ihe passes thru university 
life, or later out Into the wider world 
of action, was said to be consider­
able when compared with the change 
which comes over a man when he finds 
himself face to face with the world In 
respect of God.

Changed Mind Importent.
"A changed mind is of tremendous 

importance," declared the preacher. 
“It means a changed view of God and 
the world, a changed view of humanity 
and world values, and a new social 
purpose and aim. It may entail that e 
man has to change from one prof*, 
sion that he had mapped out for him­
self, to another that he had consider­
ed as an impossibllltv. Under then 
circumstances a man must throw off 
completely the old habits and the old 
sins."

Motives which lead men to confess 
their crimes were dealt with, and the 
■preacher stated emphatically that true 
repentance was a necessary condi­
tion of forgiveness. “To live without 
God Is the supreme folly, and the 
prenne crime against self," he said. 
“How has the folly seemed wisdom and 
•become actual In the history of men?" 
is the supreme question which has so 
much that da fateful 'bound up In the 
answer.

“The invitation of condemnation and 
willingness to take the consequences 
without the element of compulsion 
tering the equation," concluded Prof. 
MacKenzie, “is said to be a necessary 
condition of true repentance."

QUIET ALONG ISONZO

Austrian Infantry Are Giving 
No Sign of Activity at 

Present.

ROME, Nov. 6—(Via London, Nov. 
7.)—The following official communica­
tion received trom general headquart­
ers of the Italian army under current 
date, was given out here tonight:

“In the Daone Valley one of cur de­
tachment® passed the left bank of the 
Chieso and attacked the positions of 
Malga StaJbodono, north of Monte La- 
vanesch, driving away the enemy
with loss. In the Ledro galley the 
enemy’s artillery recommenced a bom­
bardment of the villages In tho Basin 
of Bezzeca, causing damage and con­
flagrations.

"TCie artillery duel continues along 
the Isonzo front. Except a morning 
attack, which was Immediately repul­
sed, the enemy infantry gave no sign 
of activity. Notwithstanding the 
heavy rain our Infantry continued un­
tiringly to strengthen its positions-

“In the San Michelle zone a brilliant 
attack gave us possession of a strong 
enemy entrenchment. We made 150 
prisoners and took many boxes of ma­
chine-gun ammunition and much other 
war material.”

VIENNA’S VERSION.

VIENNA, Nov. 7.—An official state­
ment says: "Italian war theatre; yes­
terday quiet prevailed generally on the 
southwestern front, probably due to 
unfavorable weather conditions., Iso­
lated enemy attacks were repulsed. In 
the sector of San Martine, 
hand fighting Is still proceeding.

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Appeals were made in true British 

fashion for men to rally to the colors 
by Hon. J. D. Hazen, Hon. W. T. 
White, and Mrs. Nellie McClung, to 
a capacity audience in Massey Hall 

last night. Mrs.' McClung made 
a plea that the men in the peniten­
tiaries of Canada be allowed their 
freedom so that they could be given 
a chance to make good in the eyes of 
society, and defend the principles of 
freedom and humanity. There were 
fully 1000 men among the num­
ber doing penal servitude, in the 
opinion of the speaker, who were able 
to goi on active service.

"Who knows that If given an op­
portunity they would not redeem 
themselves?" aAkod Mrs. McClung. 
"It is perhaps largely due to social 
conditions that they have erred, and 
it Is not for us to make accusations 
when the difference between them and 
some of us Is only that they are in 
and we are out."

A stirring call to duty was sound­
ed by Hon. W. T. White, in a brief 
speech, at the conclusion of the meet­
ing. Declaring himself a strong 
optimist even In face of the great 
crisis he said that with the effort 
which all parts of the empire were 
putting forward with the rest of the 
allies defeat could not come. "1 
believe that the British Empire stands 
for ideas with which the world Is 
not ready to part. England will win 
by reason of moral forces, patriotism 
and national ideals.’’ he said.

Lieut G. R. Forneret of Hamilton, 
who went to France with the 10th Bat­
talion and who was wounded at Neuve 
Chapelle, gave as the reason why men 
of Canada did not enlist more readily, 
the fact that it was being fought 
the other side of the Atlantic. 
one has to pay for this war," said the 
returned officer, "and it will be the 
loser. The German tax gatherer col­
lects his dues with a heavy hand. If 
we can’t stop them now, we will never 
stop them,” he declared, emphasizing 
that the present was the crucial mom­
ent with all the allied powers shoulder 
to shoulder to uphold the rights of 
freedom against militarism.

Two Ways to Stop It.
“There are two ways to stop this 

menace,” said Lieut. Forneret. "One 
Is to stay at hopie and applaud at re­
cruiting meetings and the other is to 
take a rifle and face the foe with the 
challenge, ‘Take your hands off that 
flag, or by the Just God we’ll blow 
them off.’ ”

“Every man’s duty is to be in the 
position where he can do most for his 
country," said Hon. J. D. Hazen, the 
minister of marine and fisheries. "The 
supreme duty of-every unmarried man 
in Canada of military age, who is 
physically fit, is to join the colors and 
march forward to fight for the holiest 
cause for which men ever fought. It 
is their privilege to fight for the in­
violability of treaties, the rights of 
small kingdoms, the maintenance of 
the British Empire, the democratic 
system of government, and for civil 
and religious freedom.”

Praise for Toronto.
The example set by Toronto in send­

ing men and by contributing money 
was highly praised by Hon. Mr. Hazen. 
Reference was made to Sir Robert 
Borden’s remark that wounded Cana­
dians were possessed with a supreme 
desire to be convalescent that they 
might return to the trenches. Can­
ada’s sense of security, and the pros­
perity which she was enjoying were all 
said to be directly due to Britain’s pro­
tection. and the bulwark of safety 
which the .British navy afforded.

“Orders (born Ottawa, which aim to 
have 250,600 Canadians on active ser­
vice, will place the country In a posi­
tion where she can justly claim she Is 
doing her duty. This force cannot be 
placed in the field and maintained un­
less large sums of money are expend­
ed. The finance minister’s estimate is 
that at least $200,000,000 will have to 
be raised for war purposes during the 
next fiscal year.

“Compared With the British taxpay­
er, our people have done little, alt'ho 
In the first year Canadians have con­
tributed voluntarily fully $15,000,000 
for the various purposes to alleviate 
suffering and to care for soldiers' de­
pendents. This is itself a splendid re­
cord that speaks volumes for the gen­
erosity of the Canadian people.

Rev. Dr. Tommie, M.L.A., of Windsor, 
introduced by Dr. Allen, as the 
“flighting chaplain," claimed that 
every young man had to prepare a 
reason for not enlisting, in order to 
satisfy his own conscience. He made 
a strong appeal on the grounds of 
common justice, and said that in the 
cause of humanity every man dhouId 
be ready to make even the supreme 
sacrifice to the end that the traditions 
every Britisher held eo dear wvuld.be 
upheld.
