Dr. Hastings’ idea is to force the deal-
ers to have better sanitary arrange-
ments for handiing the milk and the
milkman says that this will cost him
dollars and to make ends meet he must
tax the consumer a little more for his
milk, a greater profit being Imperative
if the dealer Is to exist. When the new
law is enforced it may give rise to an-
other inorease. ;

A-toueh of levity was given to the
otherwise terrible tragedy by a negro
patient on a lower floor, who slept
peacefully thru the noise and tumult
of the holocaust and was awakened
only in time to escape the drenching
from the waters overhead after the
fire had been subdued. .

Blood Curdling Shrieks. °

Three hundred male patients were
housed in the west wing of the main
bul.ding, where the fire occurred, and
altho many of these expressed the
fright' which possessed them in blood-
curdling screams and howls, which
could be heard in the city below, Dr.
English and his staff weére always in
complete ‘control of the situation, and
the men were removed to another part
of the building without any serious
trouble,

Dr. English 'played an heroic part.
He was in the forefront of many a
situation and fought like a
Trojan to save the inmates entrusted
.to his care.. .

When- the search for the ‘bodies of
the milssing men was begun he led the
van over the uncertain floors, and he
it was who dug the bodies of the vic-
tims from out of the ruins whizh had
buried them. Many citizens also took
a hand In the five fighting ‘and chief
‘among these were Hon. John . Hen-
drle, Controller Balley and Ald. Biyrell.
To-night practically. all outward evi-
dences of the terrible holocaust at the
asylum for. the insane have aisap-
peared, Little visible damage was
done to the extérior of the bulldimg
visited by the flames -and the debris
on ‘the inside was cleaned up this af-
ternoon by the inmates of the insti-
tution. Early this evening the gates
to the asylum grounds were closed to
curiosity seekers and the surroundings
resumed their usual quietness. The
relatives of the inmates who lost their
lives this morning .were notified. by
telegraph of the fatality, and as soon
as word is received from them the
bodies 'will be shipped to the former
homes of the unfortunate men for
burial.

A coroner’s jury was completed this
‘morning under Dr. M¢Nicholl, for the
purpose of enquiring into the disaster.
The remains of the eight fire victims
were viewed by the jury at 1 o’clock
‘this afternoon and the inquest was
then adjourned until Monday, Aug. 8,
at 8 pam., when it will be resumed at
the asylum. :
. George Lynch-Staunton, K.C., was
engaged today to look after the gov-
ernment’s interests at the inquest and
this afternoon he had a long interview
with Dr. English, medical superintend-
ent of the asylum. Mr. Staunton af-
terwards stated that - the interview
had no particular significance, but was
held for the purpose of famillarizing,
himself with the cifcumsetances of to-
day’s horrible disaster. s

A conference wag- held late this af-

fants of Toronto. ~During the past
month’ 74 children under five years of
age died from causes which were pro-
bably due to germ-laden milk. In all
144 children under 5 years of ege died
during the month. More than 50 per
cent. dled from intestinal troubles,
‘which are traceable to impure milk.

Toronte’'s death rate is going up. In
the vital statistics for the past month,
| printed in The World yesterday morn-
ing, it was shown that in this pas:
iJuly there were 560 death, whereas in
the preceding July there were only

The infantile death rate has "also
gone up very much in one phase Whils
there are the usual nuinber of deaths
from the usual causes, the cases of
death from dntestinal trouble have
greatly increased.

A change in the
aname would also diminish its u®e in the|
manufacture of condials, etc., by ignorant
or unscrupulous makers of clieup con-
coctions who now use it as a substitute
for the more expensive grain alechol, in
many cases without realizing the danger
involved. In the Court of Special Ses-
gions in New York an Italian in the
crowded LCast Side was réceéntly fined $250
for selling anisette ¢ordial containing a
large proportion of wool alcohol, and it
is ‘highly probable that large quantities
of thess cordials are sold without detec-
tion. The Commis®ioner of Health of
the City of New York has issued a spe-
clal notice directing attention to the dan-
ger arising from the use of wood alcohol
as a beverage, a warning which, in view
of the case mentioned, is particularly
timely.—Medical Journal.
