international Boundary Report.

The joint report of the International
Boundary Commissioners—Messrs, Duf-
field and King—appointed to ascertain
facts and data necessary to the per-
manent delimitation of the boundary
line between .Alaska and Canada, was
presented to Parliament to-day. ' The
report shows that the surveyors of the
two countries agreed approximately in
their observations. The summit of Mt.
Bt. Elias is found to be 241 statute
miles east of the 141st meridian, that
is to say, in Canadian territory.

Analysis of Fertilizers.

The Inland Revenue Department has
issued a bulletin giving the results of
the analysis of samples of agricultural
fertilizers. The number of various sam-
ples analyzed this year was 92, which
exceeds those of last year by eight, and
represents the largest number of sam-
ples offered to Canadian consumers for
any one year since the act came into
operation. Thirty-nine brands were of-
fered by United States manufacturers,
‘who seemed to be coming into the Can-
adian markets to a larger extent than
before.

keeps a careful eye on the members
of his congregation, saw one of the
leading members, the wife of a well-
known physician. in conversation with
a well-known business man, and over-
heard the concluding words, which
were: “I will think over the matter
and drop you a note.”

This remark, it is said, aroused Mr.
Shutt’s suspicions,and he set about to
get possession of the note referred to.
The number of the postoffice box was
ascertained, and the aid of his friend,
a drug clerk, was procured. The arug
clerk, it is alleged, called at the post-
office and obtained the mysterious
letter, which was opened, but it was
discovered that the clergyman’s sus-
picions were unfounded. The letter,
which had been ‘“‘steamed” at a pea-
nut vendor’s stand on the street, was
resealed and re-posted.

The opening process, it appears, was
witnessed by a postoffice employe, who
immediately notified Postmaster Law-
rie, who has left the matter in the
hands of the Postofficé Department.

At the preliminary investigation by
the postmaster, all the partes to the
transaction stated that they would, if
necessary, commit perjury in order to
ﬂre}:rent all the facts being brought to

ght.

It was stated in the ecity to-might
that Rev. Mr. Shutt had left St.Catha-
rines as the result of an interview
which he had with the Bishop of Nia-
gara this afternoon. Mr. Shutt is a
former Torontonian, a son of the late
Accountant Shutt of the Civic Works
Department, and a brother of Prof.
Shutt, Government Analyst at the
Central Experimental Farm, Ottawa.

The offence, which may have been
committed without any criminal intent
on the part of the parties mentioned,
is a most serious one, because the
penalty for tampering with a post let-
ter by an outsider, not an employe of
the postoffice department, is two years
in prison.

Montague, Canadian Minister of Agri-
culture; Joseph Colmer, Secretary of
the Canadian Office in London; Sir
Charles Rivers Wilson, Messrs. Alex-
ander Staveley Hill, W. E. M. Tom-
linson, M.P.; Sydney Gedge, M.P., and
many other prominent Dpersonages,
The president of the club, Sir Robert
Gillespie, proposed a toast to the Gov-
ernor-General of Canada and the Do-
minion, coupling the names of Mr,
Chamberlain and Mr. Montague,

Mr. Chamberinin Cheered.

Upon Mr. Chamberlain’s rising to
respond he was loudly cheered. He
declared that whatever test gauged
her greatness,Canada stood to-day first
among the group of kindred nations
which, together with a United King-
dom, formed the British Empire. He
had often visited Canada, he: said, and
knew men on both sides of the Atlan-
tic who once assumed that the mani-
fest destiny of Canada was to be ab-
sorbed by the great rgpublic upon her
southern frontier. That announcement,
Mr. Chamberlain declared, was in con-
trast with the present determination
of Canada to maintain her loyal insti-
tutions and draw closer the bonds
uniting her to the parent stem. The
recent isolation of the United Kingdom
and the dangers which seemed to
threaten evoked from all the colonies,
and especially from Canada, an out-
burst of loyalty and affection. To none
of her Majesty’s subjects was the re-
cent shadow of war more ominous
than to Canada; yet there was no hes-
itation on her part and unarimous
voice was made in common cause
with the United Kingdom, (Cheers.) The
speakers of the Dominion Parliament
struck the right note when they spoke
of “Our Empire.” “Could an expres-
sion of loyalty from all the Colonies,”
he asked, “pass without serious ef-
fort on the part of both the Colonial
and Imperial statesmen to transform
these high sentiments into practical
results? We must seek the line of
least resistance.”

fence. Mr. MeNeill’'s proposal, he said,
was entitled to respectful considera-
ticn. If the English objected to it they
cught to propose an alternative. At
the same time the importance of the
broposal ought not to be minimized.
It would involve a most serious dis-
turbance of the trade of the United
Kingdom, and a great change in the
rrinciples which for many years have
guided its commercial policy. The pro-
pesed duty would tend to increase the
cost of living to the working classes
of the United Kingdom, and hence in-
crease the cost of production, render-
ing worse the position of the British
in competition with foreign countries
in’ neutral markets, Great Britain, in
return, would give a very.small pre-
ference, amounting to two, perhaps
tive, per cent. in competition with the
foreigners in colonial markets. This
proposal, Mr. Chamberlain considered
a very startling one, and he feared
that it would be impossible of adop-
tion in its present form. He stated
in detail his reasons for regarding its
adoption as impossible, dwelling espe-
cially upon the fact that the British
fcreign trade is so much more gigan-
tic than that of the colonies that the
taxation would fall more heavily upcn
the United Kingdom than upon them.
He referred to the despatch of 1895 of
the Marquis of Ripon, then Colonial
Secretary, which, although conclusive
as far as it concerned the proposal to
wkich it referred, did not. bar out
others which were more 'favorable.
Mr, Chamberlain suggested that the
true zollverein of the Empire, viz.,
free trade throughout the Empire, de-
spite the Involving of duties against
foreigners, might be ' discussed and
would probably lead to a satisfactory
arrangement if the colonies were will-
ing to consider {t. (Cheers.) It had been
assumed, he continued, that ‘the
colonies would certainly refuse to con-
sider such a suggestion, but he was
not convinced thas they would do so.
He contended . that it would be so
erormously advantageous to them that
the colonies would ke bound to con-
sider it, but instanced some exceptions
that would be necessary, he holding,
however, that the general principle
would be accsptable, that between the
various parts of the Empire protection
ought to disappear, any duties impos-
ed being merely for revenue, not pro-
tection. (Cheers.) If this principls
should be adopted, said the speaker,
there would be no reason for calling
a council of the Empire to discuss
that matter. (Cheers.)

In conclusion, Mr. Chamberlain de-
clared that he spoke only for himself,
and was not initiating a course of
policy.

HIS LEG TAKEN OFF,

James Davis, a Toronto Man, Fell O o

MR- CLEMOW WANTS B HOLIDAY

But the Premier Intimates That There is
@ Good Deal of Work Ahead for -
@RI the Upper Chamber.

Ottawd, March 25.—(Special)—In the
Senate this afternoon Senator Clemow
gave notice that he would move that
when the Senate adjourned on Friday
it should stand adjourned until Tues-
day, the 7th of April,
Sir. Mackenzie Bowell said he would
take the trouble to look into the state
of business for the purpose of ascer-
taining what was lHkely to be sent up
from the other House during the com-
ing week,. and if there was nothing
important he did not see any wbjection
to the adjournment, He took it for
granted, however, that the Senate
would not object to sitting after din-
ner if there was any important busi-
ness, because it must be-borne in mind
that the probabilities were that Par-
liament would not sit after April 24,
So that there was not much time left
for the transaction of business which
might come before the Senate. He was
inclined to think that the Lower House
would not only sit every Saturday, but
Good Friday "and Easter Monday as
well. It was important that the busi-
ness for which the present session of
Parliament was called should if pos-
sible be brought to a successful con-
clusion. If it was not, he wished the
country to understand distinctly that
it would not be the fault of the Gov-
ernment. :
The Premier introduced a bill to
amend the act respecting wrecks, cas-
ualties and salvage, which empowers
the Government to take charge of car-
goes and tows of sawn lumber and
timber wreeked in Canadian waters, re-
tain the same for the owners, gnd if
not claimed, to dispose of them in the
ordinary way.

Senator MacDonald (Vietoria) wanted
to know if the bill would give the Gov-
ernment power t¢ remove .a wreck
which has for some time partially
blocked the entrance to the harbor of
Victoria.
Sir Mackenzie Bowell gaid there was
some doubt as to whether that wreck
was not upon the open sgea, and with-
out the jurisdiction of the Government
to remove. The Minister of Marinc
was, however, enquiring into the mat-
ter and if it was found that the Gov-
ernment had the power an act would
be introduced providing for the remov-
al of the wreck.
Senator Power will eall attention to
the unsatisfactory condition of the law
respecting sessional indemnity of mem-
bers of both Houses, and enquire
whether it is the intention of the Gov-
ernment to introduce legislation at the
present session to amend the act res-

*There is a feeling among a large class
of the community that circumstances
in connection witl/ the case should have
been investigated some years ago. This
feeling makes the excitement gll the
greater and causes a certain. amount
of sympathy with those implicated.

Two of the ringleaders have left town,
but it is supposed they can be easily
found when they are required. The
balance of those who" are alleged to
have taken part in the assault are still
here and are apparently not making
any attempt to leave,

The difficulties which will face De-
tective Rogers are very great, as so
many people were concerned in the af-.
fair. And of course all the citizens are
acquainted to a certain extent .wit
those engaged. ; ;

who throng the news agencies to obtain
papers in order to learn what neW de-{.
velopments there may be. The fa.r;:a
ers of the neighborhood take great fn-
terest in the case and many of them
drive long distances to obtain papers
and information. The supply of news-
papers is totally inadequate.

Nothing will be officially known till
after the inquest. One thing is certain,
that if the matter is thoroughly sift-
ed it will make a greater sensation
than the citizens at first expected and
the case will be watched with great in-
terest. Now that the matter is being
investigated by the proper authorities
the people feel more satisfied,
