THEY HAVii ACCEPTED.

The Columbus CUonvention  Agrees to the
Propesition ol the Operators for
G5 Cents a Ton.

Columbus, O., Sept. 11.—The great
miners’ strke, which was declared vn
July 4, was brought to an enda this even-
ing, so tar, at feast, as Western Pean-
syivania, Uhio, Indiana and West Vir-
&mnia are concerned, by the action of the
inter-state convention .of miners, whica
has been in session here since Wedaes-
day. After a day of voting and wrangi-
ing, the convention adopted a reso.utwn
acceptng the proposition of the Pitts-
burg operators. 'Lhe vote was 495 for
and 317 against accepting the terms of
settlement. I’he delegates from Ilinois,
who had 250 votes, were unammously
against a settlement. The resolution
adopted is as follows:

“Resolved, that we, the miners of
Pennsylvania, West Virginia, Ohio and
INlinois, in'convention asgembled, do
hereby agree to accrept the proposition
recommended by our National Exedu-
tive. Committee, viz.: 65 cents in Pitts-
b‘urg district, all places in.above named
States where a relative price can be ob-
tamed to resume work and contribuie
liberally to the miners who do not re-
ceive the advance, where the fight must
be continued to a bitter finish.”

While ten days 'is provided for the
miners to resume work, it is probable
that many of the Ohio and Pittsburg
miners will be at work Monday.

The Tllinois miners will be called in
convention at Springfield, Sept. 19, to
d‘etermmo what shall be done in that
State. Seme of the Illirois delegates
are very ‘bitter in the'r denunciations cf
the action of the convention, sinee they
claim their interests have 'not been given
du({ cons:demn’on.

P. H. Penna, formerly national presi-
dent of the miners, now an operator in
Indiana, says the Indiana miners will
readily pay the price called for by the
new scale. President Carson ot the
Illinois operators did not look with
favor on the new scale, and would prob-
ably object to it, but he believed they
could be brought to tinve, *It will vlti-
mately be equivalent to a settlement in
our State,” said he. President Dolan
thinks it will not take long to bring
De Armitt to time. All the other
Pennsylvania operators would pay 65
cents readily.

President Ratchford expressed himself
as well pleased with the outcome,
While he favored the original uncondi-
tional ratification of the agreement, he
was perfectly willing to concede the con-
ditions asked by the convention for the
reason given.

“It is in effect a National settlement,”
said he, “and that was very desirable.”

FEARS OF CONFLICT.

The Situation Graver Tham at Any Time
Since Friday Afternoon.

Hazelton, Pa., Sept. 12.—The situa-
tion here to-night is graver than it has
been since the bloody affray of Friday
afternoon . There is strong reason to
fear a conflict between the strikers and
the military to-morrow, and there is an
indication that-from 5000 to 7000 more
mipers will join the maicontents. Fe«l-
ing continues high against Sheriff Mar-
tin and his deputies, and the intensity of
the situation is such that a sudden turn
of the head or a word spoken above the
ordinary tone brings a running crowsd.
The soldiers are watchful and ready for
an emergency, and the pcople- of the
tcwn are in a state which may easily
become panic.

Trouble is in the air, and if.it is to
ccme the time will be to-morrow morn-
ing. This is clear from the words used
to-night by Gen. Gobin, commander of
the Third Brigade. The striking miners
have made elaborate preparations  for
demonstrations at the funeral of ten of
the vietims, which is fixed for 10.30
o'clock in the morning. The military
authorities are determined that nothing

HAS THE $S. ELIZA ANDERSON FOUNDERED?

A Klondike Steamef Believed to Have Gone Down at Sea With All on
Board — She Carried Sixty- Me n on Their Way to

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 12,—The steamship
Cleveland brought news of the first Klon-
dike disaster. assengers on the Cleve-
land declare that the side-wheel steamer
Eliza Anderson,. which started north from
here with sixty passengers and a cargo of
freight for St. Michael, has been lost with
all on beard.

Jt is known that she left Unalaska to
cross Behring Sea to St. Michael on Sept.
2. The last seen of her was off' Kadiac,
where a wind storm was raging and she
was flying signals that she was short of
coal. No assistance could be given her,
and she disappeared down the gale and
has not been seen or heard of since.

Most of the Yukon men on the Cleveland
agree that it is about a toss-up whether
the steamer Eliza Anderson will ever reach
any port other than the locker of Davy
Jones.

the Placer Mines.

«I pelleve she Is lost,” said A. P. Hud-
son of Seattle.  “The tug Holyoke was in
Dutch Harbor when we were there on
Sept.. 2. She had just arrived from the
Sound with a schooner and a stern-wheel
steamer in tow.

“The master of the tug told me that he
had been through a frightful blow down. off
Kadiac three days before. He sald that
he had seen the Eliza Anderson during the
storm, apparently In great distress. After
the storm he did not see her. He said that
it 'was possible that she put into Kadiac,
but no word there had been received as to
her safety when he left Dutch Harbor.”

J. H. Ordgan of Ballard, Wash., who has
been at St. Michael ' since July 1, ship-
building, says that all the reports that he
heard from both 8t. Michael. and Dutch
Harbor, and at Ounalaska, considered the

loss of the Anderson a foregone conclusion.
Still, in" his judgment, that conclusion may
be simply a result of gossiping over what
would be a great but terrible plece of
news. :

The Holyoke was to put out from Dutch
Harbor within a few days from the time
of the sailing of the Cleveland to search
for the Anderson. She will proceed to Ka-
diac and make a thorough search in those
waters for the missing §teamer. The An-
derson is a side-wheel steamer, which was
fitted out at Seattle, and had aboard a full
complement’ of passengers, only from Puget
Sound points.

On the way up through the inside passage
she was encountered by down-coming
steamers seVeral times, and all the masters
of seaworthy vessels expressed grave fears
as to the possibility of the steamer ever
reaching her destination.

FRANCE AND RUSSIA.

Paris Newspapers 8iill Shaping the Fatare
of the Coumiry- Is the Pepe
in the Alllance ?

Paris, Sept. 11.—The Paris newspapers
are still busily engaged in shaping up
the future of France in company with
the Russian Bear. The alliance is a
topic for daily congratulation among
most classes in France, and it has given
the greatest pleasure at the Vatican,
where the intrigues of Cardinal Kopp,
the Prince Bishop of Breslau, to detach
Vatican sympathy from France have
met with but little success, the French,
indeed, claiming that the dual alliance
has another partmer in the Pope.

An indmecmient to Ratse Children.

Paris, Sept. 11.—The shrinking of the
birth rate 1 Mrance, which for some
years past has been repeatedly brought
o public notice, is now attracting seI-
jous attention. A society styied i€
Alliance Nationale has taken the ques-
tion in hand, and has induced 38 De-
partmental Assemblies to adopt resolu-
tions demanding that the Government
pass a law reducing taxation in propor-
tion to the number of children in the
taxpayer'’s family, and that this prin-
ciple be applied 1o all financial laws. In
addition, where the number of servants
exceeds the number of children, the tax-
payer is to be subjected to an excep-
tional surtax, and all favors at the dis-
posal of the State are to be _reserved
for the members of large families,

A Duel for Elood.

Paris, Sept. 11.—Paris is excited over
a duel which has just been fought be-
tween a lawyer and a litterateur. The
lawyer speedily had the point of his
sword against his opponent’s body, and
the latter grasped the weapon with one
hand and with the -othér tried ito run
his own weapon through the lawyer's
body. The latter sprang back, and one
of the seconds rushed orward and
pulled the litterateur back, shouting:
“Unhappy being! Would you commit
murder?”

Eventually the parties were separated,
though without the customary reconcil-
iation.

SEVEN DEAD—-SIX HURT.

Disastrous Wreck on the Iron Mountain
Road—The Dead Men Were Steal-
ing Transporiation.

Vanburen, Ark., Sept. 12.—A most disas-
trous freight wreck occurred to-day on the
Iron Mountain Road at Hansom, a small
station 20 miles west of Vanburen, result-
ing In the death of several men and the
gerious injury of six ¢thers, two of whom
will “die.

A
they struck the roof their cry rang
through the building. With broken bones
and disfigured faces, they droppcd to a
second death. The steel cage was crush-
ed into fragments, burying the man .{nd
boy in tons of iron rubbish, piercing
their bodies and crushing in their skulls,

The instant the elevator strueck, a six-
inch water pipe alongside, in the base-
ment. burst as if by an explosion, and
a stream of water, roaring lLke a safety
valve, spouted over the bascment. Th's
catapult of water shot through aad
through the pile of wreckage encasing
the bodies and drenched the concrete
floor with a crimson flood. In places it
was a foot deep.

Two plicemen patroling Nassau-steeet
rushed in, waded into’the borrible pool
and attacked the mass of broken iron
mixed up with the bodies. The roar ¢f
the spouting water mine so bewildered
them that they did not suspect a new
and more terrible horror.

Another Element of Danger,

A full head of electricity from

great dynamos lighting the building
made the steel elevator more deadly
than when tumbling from the 21st storey.
A wild warning cry from dn employe
undoubtedly saved at least another life.
The engineer was dead and no one theve
seemed' to be able to shut off the dyna-
mos, :
“Call out the Fire D:partment!”
sheuted a voice in that Niagara of up-
roar. Other voices took up the ecry.
Some one outside rang in an
alarm, and policemen clubbed ~ sig-
nals for help on the pavement. Hook
and Ladder Company No. 1 and engines
Nos. 32, 7 and 12 appeared as if by
magic,

Ambulance Surgeon Clinton Cathes-
wood of the Hudson-street Hospital Re-
lief Corps was already there for busi-
ness. He covered the torn face with
squares of lint. The body of Nick Neil-
scn, the engineer, was laid beside that
of his companion in that awful ride to
death. Later the bodies were removed
to the Oak-street Police Station,

Neilson lived on North Tenth-street,
Brooklyn, and Bachrach, 19 years old,
at No. 477 East Seventy-seventh-streezt.

BENHAM'S SENTENCE CONFIRMED.

Motisn for a New Trial Refused in the
Case of the Batavia Wife Murderer—
To Die First Week tn November.
Batavia, N.Y., Sept. 11.—In a courtroom
filled with gloom as well as spectators, the
curtain was rung down this morning on
the last act of the famous Benham case,
so far as Genesee County is concerned.
Benham and his attorneys, Messrs. Mac-
key and Webster, were in court shortly be-
fore 10 o'clock, but it was nearly 11 o'clock
before Justice Laughlin entered and took
his seat on the bench. Benham's father sat
near him, although Sheriff Heal and other
friends had done their best,to persuade him

to remain away,
Justice Laughlin directed the crier to call

the court to order and then, without auy
preliminaries, denied the motion for an a:-
rest of judgment and a new trial.

First Week of November.

The court filed an opinion with the clerk
and then sentenced the prisoner to be con-
fined in Auburn:State Prison and to suffer
the penalty in the week beginuning Nov. 1,
in the manner prescribed by law.

The sheriff was directed to take Benham
to Auburn within the next ten days.

The prisoner received his sentence with-
out emotion. e retained pcrfect self-pos-
session and when asked the statutory
questiond answered clearly but in a low
tone,

Benham Scif-Possessed.

Upon the application of Mr. Mackey Jus-
tice Laughlin granted a stay of sixty days
in which the case and exceéptions should be
made for the Court of Appeals, Benham
was then ordered taken frow the eourt. lle
was accompanied back to the jail by his
atforneys and seemed cheerful and seif-pos
scssed. The court then signed the deatha
warrant and delivered it to the sheriff.

An extra allowance of $50 to each juror
was made and the deputies who worked
nights summoning the jurors were aiso
granted double pay. An order was also en-
tered directing Stenographer Balley to file
with the Governor a complete copy of the
case and to furnish a similar copy to the
defendant’s attorneys within ten days.

Delence’s Bill $5000.

Mr. Webster handed up his bill and Hems
of expense incurred in the case. The total
bill called for about $H000. This included
fees for the experts. After looking the pa-
pers over Justice Laughlin directed tha
clerk to enter an order allowing Mr, Web-
ster $1250, stating that he would fle a
memorandum,

“At 11.45 court was adjourned without
date. Benham will be taken to Auburn
very soon, exactly when the sheriff does
not know.

E Glass In His Cell.

This morning while Benham was in court
Deputy Sherifts Howland and Tillotson
cleuned out his cell and corridor and discov-
ered a number of pieces of glass in the cells
of both Benham and Willam Conners of
Pavilion, who is in jail on the charge of as-
sault and robbery.

Benham has frequently made the threat
that he would never go to Auburn, and the
finding of the glass confirms the suspicion
that he has been contemplating suicide. He
will be guarded carefully day and night.

A Five-Year-0ld Boy Hurt.

Clifford Hurvey, who is 5 years old, and
who lives at 2 O’Hara-avenue, wids enjoy-
ing himself in an apple orchard near his
home yesterday afternoon, when he decided
to leave the place hurriedly. As he was
doing so a gate over which he was climbing
brown down and Clifford had his leg brok-
en.

That Is the Belief of a New
“York Attorney.

BURNED BODIES OF BABIES

And Also Disposed of the Remains of

Mothers Who Died In Her House.

Asststant District-Attormey Mitchell Be.
lieves the Woman Had a Hand in the
Carving Up of Guldensuppe’s Bedy, and
is Endeavoring te Forge a Chain ef
Evidence Which Will Bring the Crimes
Ilome — Her Apartments Transformed
Into & Butcher Shop, He Belleves,

.New York, Sept. 11.—Assistant Dis-
trict Attorney Mitchell expects to be
able to show that Mrs. Nack, accused
of complicity in the murder of Gulden-
suppe, not only burned the bodies of
babies in her kitchen range, but that
she disposed of the bodies of mothers
that died in her house in much the same
way as was followed in the attempt to
remove all traces of the Guldensuppe
murder.

“Each day brings new developments
that go to show that Mrs. Nack super-
intended and probably aided in the cut-
ting: up of Guldensuppe’s body,” said
Mr. Mitchell to-night., “I have been
satisfied from the start that the skilful
dismembering of the body of Gulden-
suppe was done by one familiar with
such work.

Chaln of Evidence.

“Mrs. Nack undoubtedly had a hand
in it. I am now gathering the links
of a chain of evidence to show that Mrs.
Nack had experience in cutting uap hu-
man bodies. A remark dropped by Her-
man Nack, the woman’s husband, has
almost confirmed my previous ideas.

“I am almost sausfied that Mrs.
Nack’s apartments have at times been
transformed into a butcher shop. ‘It
would not have done for funerals to
have beeny seen leaving Mry. Nack’s
house. Ieople would have known at
once that something was wrong. Mrs.
Nack realized this. It has been es-
tablished beyond doubt that there have
been five and -six women patients in
Mrs. Nack’s house at one fime. 1t is
pretty certain that some of them died,
while under her care, I think I shali
be able to show that she eut the bodics
to pieces.

Some Parts Barned.

“Some parts were thrown in the river
and others were probably burned. Her-
man Nack can tell about this, and I
think he will. The last time I talked
with him he gave me to understand
that he could make further revelations.
He was not disposed to tell about the
most wicked of his wife's actions at
first, but now I think he will tell. I
do not want to force him., I want him
to take his own time, When Nack left
my oftice, after his last visit, he was
very much agitated. He told me about
the burning of the babies in the kitchen
stove. He had not given me this in-
formation until after he had been con-
fronted with his wife's treachery and
her plottings against his life.

“I had been &ble to tell him some
things at our last interview that aroused
the former peaceful and good-natured
German into a fury. He had just
finished telling me about the way the
bodies of the babies were put out of
the way, and as he stepped through
the door he shook his fist and shouted:
‘Yes, and I can tell more.’

‘“The rest of Herman Nack’s story, I
am about satisfied, will be about the
way his wife learned to be such an
adept in carving human bodies.”

The Mad Mullah Distorting
the Ameer's Book.

WHAT THIS DOCUMENT SAYS

Will the Mohamends Oppose the Ad-
vance of the British Troops ?

indian Princes Arc Enthusiastically in’

Favor of Great Britain, and So Are the
Imperial Troops -The Centre of Aetiv-
ity — Wonderful Bravery of Six Sepeys
Under a Fusilade of Bulicts.

Peshawur, Punjab, Sept. 11.—The gen-
eral impression on the frontier that the
vpheaval is owing to the native beliet in
the sacredness of the ground, which is
due to tribal antipathy to the occupa-
tion of the Swat Valley by the British
forces, has etarted up the so-called Mad
Mullah, or fanatical priest, into distort-
ing the meaning of the book of the
Ameer of Afghanistan on the jehad, or
holy war, from which the Muliah has
suggestively circulated the following:

When you meet a party of infidels,
stand firm. When you meet unbe-
lievers marching in great numbeus
against you, turn not your backs up-
on them, for whoso shall turn s
back under them, that day unless
he turneth aside to fight or retreat
to another party of the faithful,
shall draw on hmmself the indigna-
tion of God, and his abode shall be
in hell, ’ ,

‘l‘be( Book of the Ameer.

The book’ of the Ameer is a small
quarto, less than half an_inch thizk,
and bound in rough, dead-gpld boards.
The sheets are printed from engraved
plates, compiled under the eer’s diree-
ticn by two Moulvies, Mirnia Hammed
and Aziz Khan, a sergeant-major, and
Abdul Razzak of Deihi. It is written
partly in Arabic and partly in Persian,
and is divided into a preface,. three
dissertations and a peroration. The first
dissertation explains that a jehad may
be performed by a few individuals in be-
half of a whole community. But it is ad-
ded if the Mohammedans are hemmed in
on all sides by idolators,the jehad is ob-
ligatory on all who are ordered to fight,
so long as the infidels are not reduced
to submission. Those who are slaying,
those who return, those who leave home
for the purpose of the jehad and die
otherwise than dn battle, enjoy six pri-
vileges—all their sins will be forgiven;
they are exempted from punishment in
the grave; they are freed from the anx-
ieties of the judgment day: they are
crowned with a diadem of glory; they
aic married to 70 black-eyed honrs, ard
the intercession for 70 of their relatives
is granted.

The Seeond Dissertation,

. The second dissertation explains that
it is obligatory on Mohammedans to ap-
point an adult male Mohammedan,of free
condition, and intelligent, to be the ruler
and guardian of the faith, and a profae-
tor of the pecple, who will have three
duties—to exterminate renegades, aihe-
ists, inmovators, rebels, traitors and
t]:leves; to acquire diplomatic qualifica-
tions and to cultivate intellect, bravery
and generosity, and be kind as the
guardian of the subjeets. The latter,
besides rendering loyalty, are particular-
ly ordered not to criticize their rulers’
dress or outward appearance. The third
dissertation is a detailed refutation of
the heterodoxy of the Wahabis.

Several Moulvies append their seals
or signatures to the work, in th> shape
of the tree of Afghanistan, and the Am-
eer, Abdurrahman Khan, also signs
his name to it. i

Will the Mohamends Submit @

It is expected that the Mohamends
will make but little opposition to the
columns of troops under Gens. Elles
and Blood, which are advancimg from
either end of their country, but that
they will attempt to fly to Lalpura, in
Afghanistan. Events must thus force
the Ameer’s hand. If the Mochamends
are taken in the rear by his forces,
their punishment will be heavy and the
effect will be immediate.

Attack Upon Fert Cavagwari,

Details of a severe attack upon Fort
Cavagnari have arrived here from Fort
Lockhardt.
o’clock in the afternoon of Sept. 3, when
the enemy crept close to the fort under
cover and within a few yards of the
barricade around the fence. The main
bcdy of the enemy then opened a heavy
fire on the place at 200 yards rauge,
while others of the attacking party set
fire t9 the outbuildings and then w®et
fire to the thorn hedge, which had been
placed there to prevent the enemy’s
rushes. Six Sepoys of the garrison im-
mediately volunteered to make an at-
tempt to extinguish the fire, and they
ran out, in broad daylight, under a hail
of bullets, and quenched the flames.

The Brave Nix Again.

It was then discovered that fire had
broken out in another place, and the
same six men gallantly sallied out onc¢
more and extinguished the second fire.
Four Sikhs arrived at Cavagnari from
Fort Lockhardt, A furious onslanght
of the- tribesmen continued until mid-
night, masses of the enemy approaching
the place, yelling and waving flags, but
when bonfires were I'ghted they seemed
disinclined to charge home, and were re-
pulsed at every point with heavy losses.

Tribesmen Easily Repulsed. v

Col. Houghton returned to Fort Lock:
hardt with the Sikhs on the folowing
day, -and the enemy renewed the attack
the same evening. But upon this oe-
casion the tribesmen were easily repuls-
ed,as, in spite of the fact that they num-
bpx:ed many thousands and displa¥ed
e.ght standards, they lost their courage
at close 2um‘t0rs, and finaily withdrew
on Se;:t. 9, when a heavy rain began to
fall.

MR, BLAKE RESPONSIBLE FOR SUNDAY
CARS,

Mr. Samuel Blake now attributes the
Sunday car defeat to the parsons who
turned their churches into concert halls
and to the temperance people who dese-
crated the Sabbath by talking prohibition
on that day.

How loveable among and
beloved by the brethren he must be!

THE PINIONED ASSASSIN,

We would be sorry to display vindie-
tive feelings towards our opponents who
were worsted in the recent Sunday car
contest, and as far as we know we
have not been guilty of any such bar-
barity., The big majority of the people
who voted against Sunday cars were
liberal-minded citizens who, while they
felt that their opponents had a right
to cast their ballots in favor of Sun-

'day cars, were equally convinced that

they themselves had the same right to
cast their ballots against Sunday cars.
After the vote was taken these people
aamitted they had been -fairly beaten
and quietly harmonized themselves with
the new conditions. With such citizens
we would be loth to show resentment
or vindictiveness. But we have no ex-
cuses to make in chronicling our ex-
treme satisfaction that Samuel Blake,
assassin of liberty, has been pinioned,
and that he will remain pinioned for
the rest of his days. It is unfortunate
—for Mr. Blake—that the Creator has
peopled this world with' such moral de-
generates as Mr. Blake describes the
citizens of Toronto. Even the min-
isters of the Gospel and the temperance
people are among the degenerates,
Well, we haven't time to argue with
Mr. Blake. Furthermore, we don’t
need to argue with him, and don’t in-
tend to argue with him. We are con-
tent to' record our satisfaction at the
fact that he has been pinioned and
rendered harmless. Let him rage. He
has been despoiled of his sting. He
can bark, but, he can’t bite. Even
children may throw stones at him and
pull his hair with impunity. Mr. Blake
expresses the keenest regret that he
belongs to the present generation. We
assure him it was all a mistake. He
belongs to the 17th century, whken they
burned heretics at the stake. Samuel
Blake is the very type of man that
would, if he only had the power, im-
prison and impale such of his fellow-
men as refused to warp their consciences
and conform to the Blake standard of
morality. As the people exterminated
the murderous bigots of the century
to which Mr. Blake really belongs, =o
they will restrain the present-day rep-
resentatives of these bigots from re-
peating the crimes of their- ancestors.
The people have put Samuel Blake in
a strait-jacket, and The World will
be among the first to give chase if ever
he happens to make his escape. In the
meantime, we congratulate the people
of Toronto that the assassin o€ their
personal freedom has been put out of
harm’s way.

THE CONFERENCE AND PREFERENTIAL
TRADE.

The value of the imports into Canada
from the United States is, in round num-
bers, $60,000,000 a year. The value of
the exports of the United States to
Great Britain, of wheat, cattle and such
other products as- Canada also exports
to the same country, is $230,000,000.
The true Imperial statesman, whether
he reside in Great Britain or in Canada,
will favor any policy that tends to trans-
fer to Great Britain the $60,000,000
worth of business now done by the Unit-
ed States with Canada, and to transfer
to Canada the $230,000,000 worth of
business mow done by the United States
with Great Britain. We ought to keep
these figures constantly before us, as
they serve to measure the possibilities of
a policy designed along the lines we have
indicated. The Canadian preferential
schedule is expected to have the effect
of transfdrring more or less of this
$60,000,000™ United - States trade 'with
Canada to Great Britain. As yet, our
preferential tariff has had no apparent
effect in this direction. On the contrary,
there has been a decrease of 14 per
cent. in our imports from Great Britain
since the new tariff went into force.
But reasons are assigned for this ap-
parent anomaly, and it is expocted, es

pecially when the 25 per cent. scheduls

becomes operative, that a big percentage
of this $60,000,000 trade will find its
| way to Great Britain. We trust it may
be so.

As to the transfer of the $230,000,0C0
trade from the United States to this
country, mo move has been made by
Canada to secure this desirable object.
The British Government, through the
Colonial Secretary, took the _initiative
in discussing the proposal that Great
Britain should levy a diseriminating tax
of 5 or 10 per eent. on all foreign pro-
duce entering the United Kingdom. In
his official report of the proceedings of
the five Colonial Conferences that were
held in London during the Jubilee, Mr
Chamberlain makes no reference to the
opinions expressed by the Colonial P're-
miers on this guestion, although he
gives us more or less in detail the views
of the same gentlemen on the other
questions that engaged their attention.
A shorthand report of the conferencs
was taken, but this report is to be held
in confidence until such time as it is

make it public property, We trust the
report will soon be given to the publie,
in order that we may know whether Sir
Wilfrid Laurier denounced Mr, Cham-
berlain’s preferential trade proposals in
the ¢onference as roundly as he depre-
cated them at the various public func-
tions he attended in Great Britain. The
outcome of the discussion on the ques-
tion of closer trade relations was the
following resolution: . (2) That, in the
hope of improving the trade relations
between the Mother Country and the
colonies, the Premiers present under-
take to confer with their colleagues with
a view to seeing whether such a result
can be properiy securad by a praferen.e
given by the colonies to the products
of the United Kingdom.

Not a word do we find of a discussion,
much less of a resolution, favoring a
reciprocal preference to be given by the
United Kingdom to the colonies. And
yet this was a subject upon which Mr.
Chamberlain invited discussion. In his
preliminary remarks to the Premiers
Mr. Chamberlain, referring to the Ger-
man zollverein and the possibilities of
creating something similar, as far as the
varied conditions of the empire would
permit, spoke as follows:

“But this is a matter upon which at
the present time, rather than suggest
any proposals of my own, I desire to
hear the views of the gentlemen pre-
sent.”

The fact that no mention is made in
the report of any resolution favoring
two-sided preferential trade confirms the
unofficial reports we have received to
the effect that the Canadian Premier so
strongly opposed the project that Mr.
Chamberlain subsequently declared he
would not thereafter touch the question
with a pair of tongs. Perhaps Sir Wil-
frid will take an early opportunity to
let the people of Canada know just what
he did say.

In the meantime, we have indisputa-
ble evidence . that Mr. Chamberlain’s
proposed preference for eolonial products
in the British market would have a most
salutary effect on Canadian trade. Even
under existing conditions the trade be-
tween the Dominion and the Mother
Country is advancing very satisfactorily.
During the past eight months Canadian
exports to Great Britain have increased
22 per cent. The increase is noticeable
chiefly in cattle, wheat, cheese, butter,
fish and timber, If a 5 or 10 per cent.
discriminatory tariff were imposed on
foreign products, Canada’s exports to
Great Britain would advance by leaps
and bounds. Nor would Great Britain
experience any perceptible increase in
the price of these products. The result
of the preference would simply be that
farmers who are now growing wheat
and cattle south of the 49th parallel
would move up and earry on their busi-
ness north of that line. Instead of
throwing cold water on Mr. Chamber-
lsin’s proposal, the Canadian Govern-
ment ought to take a census of our pos-
sible wheat fields, of our grazing lands,
of our fruit territory and our other re-
sources, in order to convinee the people
of Great Britain that this country is
able to supply the $230,000,000 worth
of products that are now grown by cur
rivals to the south.

HANTTOBA FARMERS HAPPY

—

They Had Splendid Weather
for Harvesting.

BUSY STACKING WHEAT,

Some Are Thrashing and Rushing the
Grain to Market.

Millers Began Buying as Soon as Farmers
Offered, but Dellverics Were Made at
Only a Few Statlops — A Grand Trunk
Ticket Agent Disappears From 8t,
Menpl, and is Loecated in New York—
The Mix in Political Circles — News
From Xontreal.

Montreal,Sept. 11.—(Special,)—Mr. W.
A. Hastings, general manager of the
Lake of the Woods Milling Company,
returned to Montreal this morning, after
an extensive tour through the principal
wheat sections of Manitoba. Of the
crop prospects, Mr, Hast'ngs spoke most
encouragingly.  “They have never had
finer weather for harvesting,” he said.
“In fact, if it had been ordered it could
not have been better. The farmers
throughout the whole province are feel-
ing good. They are busy rushing the
wheat out of stooks into stacks, or
threshing, while at a few stations

Fragments of bones whittled with a

jackknife into various shapes and odds
and ends of bones from slaughter
houses and museums will be brought
into court by the defence and the
State’s experts will be asked to identify
them. A great collection of sesamoid
bones from various animals that are
wont to linger around sausage factories
will be brought into court ﬁouday by
the defence, and Judge Vincent asserts
it will be impossible for the State’s ex-
perts to distinguish between these sesa-
moids and the one which two witnesses
have said were human., ~
Rones From Animals,

These sesamoids come from the bodies
of young oxen, Figs, sheep, horses, dogs
and cats, or all the animals that pos-
sibly could be used in making sausuges
or soap. The defence expects to make
much of the sesamoid bone from the
foot of a dog.

1t is claimed by the expert witnesses
for Luetgert that the corresponding bone
from the foot of the latter animal al-
most identically resembles that of man,
and that the sesamoid from the body
of a sheep also have & close resemblance,

The defence will not try to prove that
the bones identified by the State’s wat-
nesses are not human, but that they
may be either human or the bones of
some lower animal. It will be claimed
that the identity of the bones is too un-
certain for conviction.

Dr. Walter H. Allport of No. 36 Rush-
street, teacher of comparative anatomy
in the Chicago Medical College, became
chief expert for the defence to-day, and
he ‘will direct the cross-examination for
the defence Monday. As soon as court
adjourned Dr. Allport, with the oth-r
experts for the defence, and Attorney
Vincent, went to the judge’s chambers,
where they spent nearly two hours look-
ing over the bones which the State has
identified. Assistant State’s Attorney
MeEwen acted as custodian of the ex-
hibits.

“Those bones may be human,” said
Dr. Allport, after he had looked them
over. “I would not swear they are not,
but they are just as likely, to my mind,
to be the bones of some lower animals,
We will show that there are scores of
bones just like them in the lower anim-
als., In my mind the identification of
the piece of rib was entirely erroneous.
The so-called piece of humerus bears
the clear marks=of a saw or a cleaver.”

Michael that famine is Imminent at -Daw-
son City, and that on July 26 the two largg
stores closed their doors and made no more
sales, thelr stocks of provisions being ex-
hausted before the winter began:

The steamer P. B. Weare was wrecked
in the Yukon, and the steamer Healy took
the passengers from the stranded steamer
and transported them to St. Michael.
The steamer Kxcelsior was disabled on the
mg south.

Famine keared at Dawson Clty.

In the news of all this serfes of disusters
the. most important matter is the con-
dition at Dawson City. In this centre of
population at the junction of the Klon-
dike River with the Yukon, there are two
stores, one conducted by the Alaska Com-
mereial Company, the other by the North
American adin, and . Transportation
Company. Both these stores were closed
on July 26, and the agents of these two
big corporations that control the trade of
the Yukon announced that they had no
more food to sell. Three weeks before
the companies ceased selling outfits to min-
ers who wanted to leave Dawson City on
prospecting trips.

When the agents at the stores announced
that no more food could be obtained there
dvas consternation among the po&ulatlnn.
nto the town were coming 25 to people
n day. Some of these brought thelr pro-”
~igions, but many had nuthlni; with them.
J.vidently the food supply outside the stores
#% not safficient to last the population
¢hrough the winter. There s abundaut
,brnod at St. Michael, but there Is little
jorobability that enough of it can be trans.
jported by the river to supply the wants
pf the miners and the adventurers, Already
n fringe of ice is appearing on the sides
of the river. The winter barriers seem
Aneclined to come early this year, as though
wature were minded to thwagtthese eager
yuen who grasp for the gold ik the gravel.
‘Not more than four river steamers can
reach Dawson before‘the ice gtops all move-
imerit on the river. These. steamers are

With the threat of famine ‘om’nes present
diseontent. To Dawson have gone many
reckless men and some reckless women.

While from the rest of the werld people
oward Dawson, out from Dawson are
Zuwag mauy of its population, the destina-
gtitn being St. Michuel, where there is food.

+aptaiu Hall, master of the C'evelang,
gives 'this relation of the facts he gained
irom the men who came down the Yukon
arom Dawson :

“Two important facts should not be for
gotten,” he said, “when we tell anything
ot Klondike. It's impossible, I think, to
exaggerate the richness of the couutry and
quite as impossible to over-estlmmate the
aangers and the prospective disasters at
Dawson.

“During the coming winter there will be
gohd and hunger for thosc who arrive at

po3unt

< the gold fields. I have authority for what

I say. 1 know from my own observation,
from accounts of uninterested people ana
from the miners that there will be terrible
distress in Dawson. We are bringing back
comparatively little gold, and the miners
on board are exaggerating their posses-
sions. While many keep their nuggets, I
don’t believe there is more than $150,000
ip the party. They all tell the same story.
Kvery person who can leave Dawson be-
fore the winter will get away. There are
no longer any supplies. On July 26 the
Alaska Commercial Company and the North
American Trading Company at Dawson
closed their stores. This means that tne
peoples of Dawson must rely upon thetr
own urces for food.

“Many of the most abandoned characteis
are hastening to the mines, and there can-
not but be serious trouble. ¥You may rely
upon, it that every returning ship wiil -be
crowded to its greatest-capaclty., At St.
Michael there is plenty of food, but there
is no certainty that it can be taken to
Dawson. The disaster to the P. B. Weare
has becn a practical lesson not to place re-
tianée on the river steamers ror transport-
Ing supplies.

“ While we- were at St. Michael the ans
gry gatherings of the members of the Na-
tional City and South Coast expeditions
show that the troublous times are ahead
there as well ags on the Kilondike. It is
my belief that the vessels that are to re-
turn this fall will come heavily loaded with
gold. The visions of wealth easily won
are disappearing from view of many who
flocked north. There is a barrier that
means death between them and the fulfil-
ment of their dreams.”

Whitbeok Thinks the Same.,

The purser of the Cleveland, J. Whitbeck,
gives the same direful prediction as Capt.
Hall. “All the miners are talking of the
gcarcity of provisions ane agree that on
July 26 last the two Dbig stores were
closed, as they had run out of provisions,
and so had no reason to keep open,” said
he. “This presages a famine In the Klon-
dike this winter, and there must he many
deaths from starvation unless ald comes
from some quarter not known at present.
The river steamers can’t possibly take up
enough food to supply the population of
Dawson; in fact, all they taXe in will be
scarcely enough to supply those who travel
with the vessels bearing the suppiles. 1t
has been told that one of the expeditions
which started up the Rliver Yukon towed
up a barge on which whiskey was the prin-
cipal article for consumpteon, and left on
the river's side a second barge, the wlole
cargo of which consisted or food."

Many of the miners on ‘the Cleveland
were astir early this morning when The
Journal tug spoke the Cleveland, and the
reporters climbed aboard. They crowded
aroiind the purser’s cabin as he told the
stories he had gathered from them, and ns
soon as he mentioned the probability of
famine they gave their asscnt to Lis ‘utter-
ances.

One of their number said: ‘“This statéement
cannot be made too strong. 1 helleve as
truly as I am standing here that there wiil
be a famine at Dawson this winter, and
short rations for all. Hungry men don't
scruple to take by force what they need,
and care nothing for law’ while they are
~Zicing death W0 the agony of starvation. |

No number of police can restrain starvin,
men, and the stories there will be to tel
when the river begins to thaw next si)rmg
will be heartrending. "I know what 1 am
talking about. I spent last winter there,
and even then, we were all, without ex-
ception, on very shortrations. Now, with
the people pouring into Dawson as fast as
boats can carry them ahd as fast as they
can travel over the tralls, there is no
tg'ouble in predieting what must happen.
There are many men who are going in
with no provisions at all. They are trust-
ing to luck and the charity of their fellows
to sec them through the winter. These are
the men who are golng to prey on the

Engel says a
deplorable state of affairs exists on the
Kiondike., He sees nothing but starvation
for many of those there, to say nothing
of countiess hundreds en route to the fam-
ous dwsirict. I'hose going in, he says, will
not reach the camp with. enough provisions
to last them tiil spring. Nearly ev man
who crossed the passes traveled “light,”
and hence bad but a small supply et pro-
visions.

“l heard many sensatfonal stories that
have come from the Klondike,” Engel ob-
served, “as cruelly damaging. The tnles
of fabulous wealth have turned thousands
toward the district, each man no doubt
being possessed of the idea that he, too,
oan within“a fcw months make a fortune.
The stern reality of hardship of which
they never dreamed will face them as soon
as they arrive. Until better conditions as
to food mpgly are obtained I would not
return te the Klondike for all the gold
there. You cannot proclaim with too great
mtphash the danger of starvation. It
was mainly to avoid this that the thirty or
thirty-five men on board this steamer left
Dawson. Some of them are already phy-
sical wrecks, made so largely through want
of proper food, partlculnrﬁv vegetable food.
It will be long before the transportation
companies . can deliver food enou in the
district to supply the demand. %Nh(-n we
left on Jnl%b‘ there were In the neighbor-
hood of 4 people in the district, and
there was not enough food to last through
the winter. People were still pouring inte
the camp, and but few of the new arrivals
have as much as a year's supplies. Fif-
teen who went to Dawson in the early
spring came out with us on the Weare.

This vessel, a small,
byt new and staunch steamer, bujlt at
Eureka, Humbeldt County, Cal, was char-
tered bfv W. D. Wood, who resigned the
office o Mayor of Seattle to lead an expe-
aition to the Klondike by way of St. Mich-
ael and the Yukon. At Unalaska tho
nien In the Wood party learned that they
would not be able to reach Dawson City
this . winter to find a place to live at St.
Michael during the winter,

The passengers broke out In open rebel-
lion and threatened to kill their leader,
Wood. The Humboldt continued on .the
way to St. Michael in fullment of the
conditions of the charter. The news of
the events on the voyage from Unalaska to
St. Michael’s i{s awaited with dread.

Feod, Bu: X» ®heiter

At St. Michael the suffering during the
dark and icy winter will be intense. The
supply of food is abundant, but there is
not sufficient shelter. Scores of people are
living in tents. Speculators are building
houses as rapidly as they can get lumber
and put it together. The North American
Trading - 1 Transportation Company hae
a hotel, but the bulldings are totally in-
adequate to house the people that
thronged to St. Michael, expecting to gd
to Dawson, but unable to procure trans-
ortation up the river. Shortly before tha
Jleveland left St. Michael the passengers
of two of the expeditions, one that ar-
rived on the steamer National, ard: the
other that arrived on the steamer South
Coast, held indigmation meetings, threaten-
ing dire vengeance upon the promoters.who

.| brought them thither and were unable to

carry them further. They had been left
stranded at St. Michael and cannot pos-
sibly reach Dawson City before next spring.

On the Cleveland were thirty-eight pass-
engers from Dawson City—men, women and
children.

Fifteen Und Inck.

Fifteen miners in this party are able tc
tell of prosperity. Most of them wish to
exaggerate their possessions, and if one
were to believe the indefinfte stories they
tell he would say that the treasure ship on
which -they have come carries $500,000.
Capt. Hall says $150,000. Purser Whit-
beck says they may have $500,000.

An effort has been made, however, to
ascertain what the men brought down, and
the following list has been cdompiled,
though its accuracy is not assured: Allan,
Schroder and Sigrin, $35,000; Charles En-
gle, $15,000; Philip Kelley, $10,000; Ru-
dolph Fluer, $10, ;s Fritz Kloake, $20,000:

A Yecklace of Gold Nuemgets, 1

Purser Whitbeck said : ‘“‘They may nave
$500,000. This I judge from the sack which
they have produced from time to time dur-
ing the trip down and from the fact that
there is in my care more than $150,000. As
a general rule the miners are educated
men. Three or four of them only went In-
to the Klondike as early as iast spring.
The majority, so far as I can learn, have
spent fom five to fifteen years In the search
for gold, which only recently they have
found.

‘“‘A. H. Barber, who I8 traveling home
with his wife and child, 1s an ingenious
man, and has supplied his wife and rim-
self with jewelry made from the nuggets
they took out of the ground. She has a
necklace In which every heada !s worth
more than its welght in gold roln, for it s
the brightest and purest metal I ever saw.
He has lockets, watch charm and other
more or less costly trinkets, all made out
of nuggets. Charles Engle bas been In the
Klondike for six years at least. His wase
and their four children are with him. The
youngest of the children *s a little girl,
who was born in the Klondike reglon nve
years ago. She was the urst white ohild
horn there, so that rhe has a chance of
figuring in the future history of the gold
country, at least as a curfo. f understand
that the family have a neat ptte, and will
not want for the comforts of iife for some
time to come.”

No doubt this will be the first rail-
road established, but it probably will be
quickly followed by others, two prospec-
tive roads in particular, having the same
terminus as the Juneau Road. In going
‘nto the Yukon country,the White Horse
Rapids and many other dangerous places
will be avoided. As there will be suit-
able boats plying on Lake Teslin and
Hootalingua River, the trip will be one
of pleasure rather than otherwize.

Rapid progress is being made on the
cable tramway now construeting at Chil-
koot Pass, and when finished, everything
can go over more cheaply and qui>kly
than heretofore. Everyone is now map-
ping out arrangements for winter quar-
ters, as it will soon be out of the ques-
tion to enter the Klondike before Feb-
ruary or March.

REBELS STILL ACTIVE

Fort Shablkadar.is Now Threatened-Rear
€unard of Col. Biggs Attacked
Flereely.

Simla, Sept. 12.—News has been received
from the front that Fort Shabkadar is now
closely surrounded, and that any attempt
to reconnoitre beyond a five-mile radius Is
opposed by a detérmined rebel fire.

The rebels are still gathering at Hangu.
Yesterday while the column of Col. Biggs
was moving along Samana Ridge to pre-
vent an attack on Shahukhel Fort the com-
mander found that position secure, but his
rear guard was attacked by the rebels at
nightfall and a fierce conflict ensued. The
enemy was repulsed with heavy loss. The
official despatch adds: “Our losses are six
natives killed and several wounded. Firing
can be heard in the direction of the Moh-
mand country.”

lncreased Activity and Higher Prices
on the Stock Exchange.

Wheat Seld in Toronto Saturday at Nigh
est Prices of the Scason—Farmers n
Better Financial Coaditien Than iIn
Years Past - Sceurities in Request—Good
Pemand for Land and Loam Stocks—
Railroad Business Increasing-Shortage
of Wheat in Europe.

Indications all point to increased activity
and general appreclation of values In the
pear future. So far the improvement has
becn in securities and those articles term-
ed raw products. The advances have been
legitimate, and are not likely to have a
sctback of any account for some time to
ceme. Probabilities favor further impreve-
ment before any reaction of consequence
takes place. Tt I1s the habit of stocks to
d.scount the fufure, and although they
ghow good advances it Is quite likely that
& year's progress will be discounted within
a few months.

Wheat is one of the products that has
had the greatest advance, and there is
evidence that prices will ‘be maintained
pretty much throughout the whole season.
On the Toronto market on Saturday pew
white and red wheat sold at 92c, the high-
est price thus far this year. Peas and
rye brought better figures, and they also
are the highest prices yet quoted on this
market. Hog products are selling at good
prices, while live cattle and beef gre bring-
ing very satisfactory prices, being much

above those of a year ago.  Cheesc com-
mands good prices, and the demand for
export is active.

Betier Financlallv Than tn Years.

Farmers are thus In a better condition
nuunctall'y than they have been ot late
years. They are meeting their engage-
ments more promptly. The interest ac-
count is being lessened, and retail mer-
chants dre getting more money from them.

The local stock market has been particu-
larly active during the past week. The
demand for nearly all classes of securities
hasg been good and more high records are
noted. Toronto Railway sold up to 85 on
Friday, closing at 84% Saturday. Mont-
real operators are taking a good deal of
this stock, and the report comes from
there that the company will shortly in-
crease its dividends. The talk is that 1
per cent. quarterly will be paid, The rail-
way is doing a large and increasing busi-
ness. Canadian acific is higher, with
sales at 74 ex-dividend of 134 per cent.
Its earnings for the first week of Septem-
bet show an increage of $73,000. Good gains
are noted in Assurance stocks, which is
due to favorable business. Toronto Electric
is higher, selling np to 140%. Cable quiet
and firm, closing at 183%.

Northwest Land, pr., has been In geod
request the past few days, soﬁlng at 54%
up to 57. It is quoted In London at 58,
and the feeling with regard to this security
is very bullish owing to the high prices of
wheat in Manitoba, which iIs stimulating
the demand for farm lands. Ontario &
Ru'Appelle is alsé bigher, with sales ata 50.

The higher pilices for loan company
shares is a feature not to be Ignored. Re-
turning confidence is the reason for the
better demand for these Issues, and the
probability is that real estate will pick
up before long.

Bank stocks, too, have received more at-
tention of late, and a good advance s
gcored. Dominion sold up to 25614, Im-
crial to 194, Commerce to 139% and Ham-
I1ton to 172146, Ontario 10134 bid and Stand-
ird 174% bid.

Bativoad RBusiness increasing,

The larger bull interests on Wall-street
are figuring upon continued substantial im-
wrovement in the railroad earnings of all
he important lines, as was evidenced by
the sale of St. Paul common stock above
ar-the first time in 14 years. In the Bar-
ng panic this stock touched the minimum
figure, 45, and in the Venezuelan panic
opened at 59-60, the last figure being the
officially recorded price. The powerful
operators who have econtributed so much
toward the sustained rise in the market
everysince the prospects of large erops in
the X'nit(-d States, and of the heavy short-
age’in breadstuffs in Europe, became well
defined, argue that the large increase in
the population and consequent larger con-
stmptive demand between 1800 and 1897
has not been reflected in business and iIn
the markets of the country owlng to th(tx
hard times that prevailed. and consequen
enforced economies since the famous Bar-
ing panic. Now that confidence in the fin-
anrcial’ and commercial positipn of the
United States has returned this demand for
commodities I8 expected to swell the busi-
ness of the rallroads and increase the gen-
eral prosperity.

Fhe shortage of Vheat Abroad.

Wheat had a slight reaction Saturday
on the Chicago Board of Trade. Every-
thing in the way of news, however, 18 in
favor of better prices. Forelgners are re-
ported to have made free acceptances and
were aetive buyers yesterday. The stocks
atloat and in store in Europe are reported
at 43,100,000 bu., or 3,100,000 bu. less than
a year ago, while the stocks in America
aggregate 43,973,000 bu., against 80,287,000
bu. at this time last year, making a total
fn Burope and America of only 87,123,000
bu., against 126,487,000 bu. on Sept. 1 last
yvear—i defielency in stocks of nearly 40,-
000,000 bu—while the light output of Eu-
ropean erops indicates that the wants of
the importing countries the coming year
will be unusually large. The American
commerclal agent In France advises the
State Department that France will have to
tmport 60,000,000 bu. of foreign wheat this
vear, and the Amerlean consul at Odessa
avs the Russian crop is so poor that the
country will ship very little wheat, hav-
fing raised but Iittle more than will be
needed at home. This was the consul's
report, but some of the English houses on
the board had advices from Tondon report-
Ing Russian offerings more liberal. But
whatever Russia’s crop may be, there
geems to be no doubt that the Kuropean
shortage Is great, possibly greater than
exporting countries can readily supply, and
“he failure of wheat to follow the Buro-
pean advance, as reported by cables, can
hardly be explaingl, except upon the the-
ory of dulness and apathy In the specu-

lative trade.

A SERIOUS FIRE AT QUEBEC, ¢

Invelving a Leoss of Over a
Hundred Thousand Dollars.

‘Quebec, Sept. 11.—Shortly before 10
o'clock this evening fire broke out in

the large red brick building on the cor-
ner of Prince Bdward and Crown-sts.
St. Roch, owned by J. N. 8t. Pierre and

occupied by four shoe and leather firms.
The first tloor of the building was oc-
cupied by the Dominion Shoe Com-
pany, the second by Mr. St. Pierre, the
owner, the third by Mr. Blouin and the
fourth by Mr. Lapointe. The origin of
the fire is not known to a certainty, but
is supposed to have broken out in the
vicinity of the engine rgom, and, owing
to the quantity of oils and other com-
bustible material, the fire spread with
great rapidity and was beyond the con-
trol of the fire brigade, who, however,
confined the fire to the building in ‘which
it originated. ' The flames shot up to 2
great height, and it was feared that the
volumes of sparks and cinders which
belched from the burning building would
cause the saw mills and immense lum-
ber yards_in elose proximity to ignite,
but the night was perfectly ealm and
there is now no danger to the surroun:-
ing property.

The Board of Works will meet to-way,
when the Engineer’s report will come up
for consideration.

In reference to the petition asking that
the Toronto Strect Railway Company carry
passengers for ove fare as far as the Humr
ber, the Engincer says that he has com-
municated with the Railway Company, ana
received 2 reply -stating the matter was
not within the jurisdiction of the Toronto
Company, the Mimico Eilectric Light and
Power Company being a separate corpo-
ration.

Opening of Bufferin-Street.

Regarding the opening of Dufferin-street
northerly from Queen-street subway, Mr.
Keating says the matter has been unaer
consideration by the Committee on Works
on many occasions, The original plans for
the work were also prepared with a view
of making provision for the opening up of
Dufferin-street to the north. The matter
was also taken before tne Rallway Com-
mittee of the Privy Council, and the Rau-
way Company strenuously opposed before
the Railway Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil any provision being madge for the open-
ing of this street, and declined to agree
to the work going on if any such pro-
vision was allowed. Under these ctreum-
stances, the Engineer does not think 1t
advisable or empedient to again open up
the question.

Cherpy-Strect Bridge.

The Engineer advises that the opinlon of
the City solifeitor be asked as to whether
the city is obliged to keep a oridge tender
constantly on duty to swing the Cherry-
street bridge. The traffic up the river 1s
small, and he thinks It may not pe neces-
sary to have a man on duty at night.

Povcreourt (ar Servier,

With reference to the resolution of Coun-
cil instructing the Engineer vo consller
the advisability of concdnuing the Dover-
court car service, so as to connect with the
South Parkdale Rallway Station, Mr. Keat-
ing reports that the company 1s averse to
running the proposed rvute, as it could
only be of partial use during Exhibition
week, the traffie on that line amounting
to practically nothing at other times of
the year.

sidewalks Kald Next to Curbs,

With reference to sidewalks lald next to
curbs, the Engineer says in his report:
“Within the last few weeks, In constrice
ing gravel roads in Parkdale with new
curbing, considerable trouble has been ex-
perienced where the walks are 1aid out to
the carb line, making it necessary to tage
up a number of planks, and In some cases
the whole sidewaik, to aliow the new curb
to be properly laid. An accident has arso
occurred on (ladstone-avenue through th?
planks being lifted, and 1 am informed
that the parties injured are claiming dam-
ages. I would therefore suggest and rec-
ommend that in future when wooden side-
walks . are ordered to be consiructed or
moved,, out to the curb, it be optional
with the department to ahow a space from
10 to 16 inches between the outer curb line
and the outer line of tne wooden walk.”

Bullt en the Street Line.

The Engineer reports that he received an
anonymous communication calling attention
to a verandah in front of the houses at the
northeast corner of Selby and Huntley-
streets, stated to be an encroachment on
the street line. In referemce to this, the
Ingineer says that he has had the matter
investigated, and finds thut the statement
is correct. The property 1s owned by Mr.
Thomas Dunnett, 6/ Huntley-street. The
following report was received from the City
Surveyor Ly the Engineer: 1 find the
verandah in question encroaches at the leve!
of the sidewalk,1 ft. 5 in. on Huntley-
street, and that the roof or the verandah
encroaches about 1 ft. 6 in. more. The
water from the dripping pipes on the eave-
troughs will drop right on the sidewalk.
The 1(‘11:.'{11 of the verandan Is 18 feet, and
is in front of two houses on the northeast
corner of Selby and Huntley-streets.””

The Engineer recommends that the mat-
ter be placed in the hands of the City So-
licitor, with instructions to take such steps
as may be necessary to compel the removal
of the encroachment.

Sidewalks and Roadways.

The Engineer recommends the following
new works : The construction of a 15-inch
tile pipe -sewer on Dowling-avenue, from
the north side of King-street to the south
side of Leopold-street, at a cost of $300 to
the property-owners. Cedar block pave-
ment on lane south of Front-street, cost
$660; cedar bloek pavement on Church-
street, from Front to the Esplanade, cost
$3250; brick walk on the west side of Bonad-
street, from Shuter-street to Wilton-avenue,
cost $817; brick walk on the north side of
Gould-street, from Mutual-street to Church-
street, cost $474; concrete walk on the
north side of Queen-streer, from Univer-
sity-street to Simcoe-street, cost $670; con-
crete walk on the east sice of Bay-street,
from Wellington to No. 77 Bay, cost $380;
wooden sidewalks : Lippineott, west side,
from Harbord to Lennox, cost $390: Duch-
ess, north side, from George to Sherbourne,
$212; Wood, both sides, from .Yonge to
Church, $750; Radenhurst, north side, from
River to Defries, $58; IP'rincess, west side,
from King to Duke, $103: Lippincott, west
side, from College to Ulster, $533; Ulster,
north side, from Manning to Euclid, $140.

Want a New Sidewnlk,

A $12,000 RAKE-OFF

Is What Collector Saunders of Port Town-
send, Wash , Wants for Standing
in With Chinese Smuggiers.

San Francisco, Cal., Sept. 11.—A let-
ter which was intercepted in this city
recently and forwarded to the anthori-
ties in Wasghington throws considerable
light upon the Chinese itmigration ring,
which has been operating for some time
past at Port Townsend, and is said to
seriously implicate Collector Saunders
of that port. It purports to be a notice
from the presiding officer of the  ring
to one of its membenrs that his share of
the fee alleged to be due to Saunders is
due and must be paid by return mail.
The addressee’s assessment was $2750,
and the letter intimates that Saunders
was dunning the ring for the $12,000,
which he claimed for his services in con-
nection with the landing of the Chinese,

Dr, Gardner of this city, the official
Chinese inspector for this district, has
gone north in econmection with instruc-
tions from the Treasury Department for
the purpose of aiding the officials in
their investigation.

DERELICTS AT SEA.

A 3000 Ton Steamer Ficating Bottom Up
in the Atlantle~Towinz a
Big Pountoon.

London, Sept. 12.—The attention of
the British Government has been called
to the statement by the captain of the
steamer Jersey City, just arrived at
Bristol from New York, to the effect
that on Aug. 4, in latitude 53 north,
longitude 35 west, he passed a steamer

of about 3000 tons, bottom upward.
Fully two-thirds of the stcamer was
under water. The probabilities are thai
the wreck was that of the steamer
Furtor of Londen, which left Parrsboro,
N.S8., on June 23, with a cargo of deals
for Cardiff. She collided with an ice-
berg a week later and put into St.
John’s for repairs. She resumed her
voyage, on July 23, but was abandoned
on July 29. As the crew was saved
and the ship fully insured no one here
is worrying about the derelict except
the captains of vessels likely to get in
her track. It makes the sturdiest of
these shiver to think of a 3000-ton
a:olict moving about the Atlantic.
at is why the Government has been
asked to send a warship to blow up the
wreck.
¥s tte Uontvon Sale 7 2
Experts are of the opinion that
the number of derelicts wi'l be increased
before long by the addition of a mam-
moth pontoon now on its way from the
Tyne to Havana. She is about the
ueerest craft that ever sailed the seas.
She was built at Wallsend-on-Tyne for
the Spanish Government's use as a dock
at Havana. 'The United States Govern-
ment is responsible for her creation, for
recent events have convinced Spain of
the necessity of strengthening her naval
resources in Cuba. 'This dock will ae-
commodate the largest vessel in the
Spanish navy. Nine tugs were required
to get the pontoon out of the Tyne to
sea on Thursday. The New Zealand
liner Ruapehu will tow it to Havana.
The tow ropes are the largest ever
made: They are manilla ropes 22 inches
in ecircumference, and weigh five tons
each. “A steel hawser proportionate to
the pantoon would cost $700,000.

CUBAN REBELS’ VICTORY.

The Captured Garrison Counsisted of 310
Men—Government Troops Destroy-
ed All the Gans.,

Havana, Sept. 11.—Later official details of
the capture of Vietoria De Las Tunas by
the insurgents show that the garrison sta-
tioned there consisted of 350 men, 135 of
whom were rendered unfit for duty by ill-
ness. The town was first attacked on Aug.
14 with a brisk musketry fire, and on we
26th the insurgents laid seige to the piace.

On the night of the 27th a heavy fire of
musketry was maintained the enemy,

and the next day thelp jery opened
fire, destroying the barra Wd and
a great part of the town. Inpurgents
took position in the ruins of the town on
the 30th, when the mil eommanaer,
three officers and 75 sol sarreadered
on condition that they be aflawed to am
their arms and horses and ba sent to Hol-
guin. The remainder of the't @r the
garrison, who had previously lald down
their arms, -have, it is beligred, been sent
to Puerto I'rlnc‘pe, while it w.s agreed
that the soldiers who were disabled by rea-
son of wounds or lllness should be trans
ferred to the nearest hospital.

The heavier guns of the garrison were
rendered unfit for use after 50 shots had
been fired from them, and thelr Mauser
rifles and all the ammunition In the piace
were made of no use to the insurgents
before the surrender. The official reports
say the Insurgents admit ‘the loss of over
100 killed, whose bodies were cremared.
According to the Spanish report, the pris
oners taken at the time of the capture of
the town, who have been returned, and the
insurgents, despite their victory. are low-
spirited, and do not talk hopefully of the
]ruturo, but are preoccupied by their great
