Gen Rios was expecting rolninn-e-
ments and field guns and the plan was for
the Spanish gunboats to shell the town 'f
the insurgents effected an entrance.

Operate, Meanwhile the Spanish authori-
tles have been advised that the Tulisanos
troops are loot'ng, in disobedience to orders,
and cannot be restrained.

Washington, Dee, 11.—It has been agreed
by the Joint High Commission of Ameri-
cans and Canadians, which has been in ges-
slon here for several weeks, to adjourn
at a nearly date, This has mot yet been
formally announced, but it is understood
that the day fixed for adjournment is Dec.
20. On the evening of Dec. 19 the Cana-
dians will give a banquet, to which the
Aniericans will be invited.
standing is that the session wil Inot. be re-
sumed till after Morch 4 mext, when the
American commissioners, who are members

to devote to the negotiations. Whether the
session swill be resumed at Quebec, where
they were begun, or in this city, has not
been stated.

The American commissioners not only told
tbe Canadians . but the latter were in-
vited to the Oapitol, and while there met
several prominent members of the House
and Senate, who Impressed the fact still
wore firmly upon them. It is sald that the
Americans have agreed to a simall reduction
of the duty on live animals, and have inti-
mated that they may agree to a small re-
duction In the duty on lumber (now $2 per
1000)., The Canadians had hoped for much
larger concessions, This condition of things
and the apparent impossibility of reaching
an agreement before Christmas, are said io
have led to the decision for an adjourn-
ment. The Senate may be called in session
after March 4 to transact business, when
there would be plenty of time to' present
any treaty that may have been framed

THEY TOOK A REST.

Americans and Spaniards in Paris
Exchanged Calls — Personal

~ Friendships Have Arisen,

Par's, Dec, 11.—The United States Peace
Commissioners rested to-day after the long
strain of daily conferences and almost daily
scesions with 'Spaniards, the intensity of
which they hardly realized until it was
all over. Warm, persgnal fﬂgndshlps’
and mutuat regard have arvisen between
the two commissions as the result of their

extended controversy at close quarters.
To-day several members of both Cominis-
sions exchanged calls. The American
Commissioners unofficlally informed the
Spaniards that they would be glad to have
the two Commissions dine together. The
reply, which, like the Invitation, was con-
veyed diplomatically through a third party,
was that the Spaniards would be most
p'eased, but feared it would be inadvis
able, because it might be misconstrued at
Madrid, where already much feeling exist-
ed against the SpanSsh Commissioners.

Several members of the American Com-
mission were inclined at first to publisia
the text of the treaty, but Senator Frye
made a strong plea yesterday for the obser-
vance of courtesy towards the United
St“tee; Senate, and his arguments pre-
valled.

BROOEKLYN FLOODED.

Water Main, Four Feet in Dlnmeter?
Burst and the Results Were

Disastrous. Jo

New York, Dec. 11.—For several hours
to-day an area of twenty blocks In the
28th Ward in Brooklyn was inundatéd by
roging waters, which washed out the foun-
dations of houses, tore down trolley and
telegraph poles, imprisoned people in their
liomes and nearly drowned some who. were
caught by the flood. e damage will reach
hundreds of thcusan{s of dollars, the po-
lice think $5600,000. The great water
main at Hobart-street and Central-avenue
burst at 5 o'clock In the morning. This
main is four feet in diameter, and when
the pressure became too great the. water
shot up eight feet in the air. The flood,
which continued for three hours, came 8o
suddenly that several persons were caugnt
and three were rescued by _iife lines.
Every house in the twenty blocks was
floded, and a number of them so badly
damaged that they will fall if they are
not pulled down.

chants, farmers, Business men, civillan em-
pioyes, all classes of soclety, have thelr de-
fenders, and those who busy themselves

with strivings for their future benefits. The|

newspapers are open to all who would com-
plain of abuses or who: can suggest Im-
provement, but one mever sees mention of
the church therein, The church alone
seems to have been forgotiten,

Men of the chureh who discuss the pre-
sent &ituation are fully aware of the fact
that the Governmen: of the United States
does not support any church or creed, and
thmt the Church of Rome from this time
on must stand upon its own feet and ¢x-
pect a lively competition in religious imnat-
ters. The clergy are inclined to blame the
people for their present lukewarmness. As
n matter of fact, the Porto Rican has never
been a very devoted chur¢h supporter.
Here, as in many another Latin-American
country, the ‘swyomen of the land’ drfe the
churchgoers and the church supporters. .

The clergy say there has been a' great
change of (eeg evidenced since the Ameri-
cans took pos n, that the people seem
glad to let the church make its fight alone
und unaided, and few come to its help and
support. ‘Dhese people have not foresworn
their old faith with their old flag, say the
clergy, they are etill Catholic, *“but the
voices of a few free thinkers are su.ovaoger
than the weak, haif-hearted effort of over
800,000 members,” said gne of the Catholic
ciergy of the Catholic Church,

‘“’I'he island is American only in that the
American flag floats from the public build-
ings and American soldiers are on the
streets,”” continued the pricst. “The laws
are unchanged, and ithe same old Spamnish
taxes are being collected. The majority of
the former civil employes continue in office
and are regularly drawing their pay. The
church alone is neglected; no men in high
positions take notice of her. And ‘the
church asks why? We ask it of the miil-
tary governor of the Island, the Ministers
of grace and jfustice and of the treasury
whose especial province it has been to con-
cern themselves in church affairs. We ask
and we are answered that the church must
nhenceforth -be supported Qv individual con-
tribution, because under the laws of the
United States the state does Lot support
the church.

THE TOOTHSOME SPICE CAKF
4
A Thing of Much Importance

Among the Christmas Goodies.

Next to the great earthen jars of tooth-
gome seed:cakes, grandmother’s spice-cake
used to be considered of .the greatest im-
portance among Christmas goodles. It still
plays an important part where numerous
grandchildren gather each year at the old
bhomestead to celebrate the holidays. This
is grandmother's 'way of making ft: Be-
fore beginning to mix the cake, plck over
and wash with cold water a cupful of dried
curcants and rub them dry on a clean
towel; stone a cupful of raisins and slice
two-ounces of citron; butter a large cake-
pan, or-line one with buttered paper. When
all these preparatiohs are made, beat to a
cream one cupful of b/tter, and two cup-
fuls of brown sugaf; beat three eggs to a
froth dnd stir them Into the butter and
sugar; then add to these Ingredients a cup-
ful of cold water, two table spoonfuls of.
cinnamon, half a tea spoonful of powdered
cloves and half a nutmeg grated. Sift to-
gether three and a half cupfuls of flour, a
level teaspoonful of salt, and two heaping
teaspoonfuls of baking nowder.and stir the
flour quickly into the above mentloned In-
gredients, - When the flour is mearly mixed
with this add the froit, prepared as already
directed, then put thé cake at once into
the buttered pan, set it in a moderate oven,
and bake it for, about half an hour, or until
a broem splint run_ into it can be with-
drawn without beipng sticky with uncooked
cake, When the cake is done, open the
oven door, and let the cake cool gradually
In the oven. When quite cool take out ot
the pan.

Stoddart, captain of the English cricketers,
won £1800 the other day, i one oft the most
extraordinary gambling sshemes in the

‘It is
pest kmown as Tatiersall's Sweeps, and
Lhas been in existence for very many year<
at the amtipodes. 7The breath of scanda’
has never touched it, and the drawings for
the bigger events are supervised by ¥ com-
mittee of leading citizens and press men of
the city in which It is at the time locaied.

George Adams, the orgamizer, makes it a
business to get up sweeps on all the chlef
Australtan races, and, owing to the strong
su})po-rr. he receives, ls enabled (o give
prizes that even singly would be taken as
modest fortunes by most people. It hus
been estimated that during a twelvewonth
£1,500,000 of the public’s money passes
through Adams’ hands.

Take the Melbourne Cup, for Instance,
On this race the big sweep I8 100,000 sub-
scribers at £1 each, and the prize for draw-
ing the homse thet wins the cup s £30,000.
The holder of the second horse. ticket re-
celves £7500 and £250 goes to the third
horse ticket, In addition some thousanis
pounds are distributed among those
who get horses, whether they start in the
race or not, and there are hundreds ot
ecash prizes ranging from €100 to the mod-
st “fiver”’ each. On this race there wil)
be other sweeps at prizes to sull the most
humble contributor, Two consolations, as
they are termed, of 50,000 af half a sover-
eign each, and one of 100,000, at five shil-
lings each. .

Cuban Patriot Breathed His Last In
‘Washington Yesterday.

PNEUMONIA THE 'MALADY.

Sudden Change From the Warm
Cuban Climate to the Cold of the
North Brought on the Discase —
His Career Was a Remarkable
One~Saw His Life’s Alm Realiz-
ed and Then Pul‘ed Away,

Washington, Dec. 11.—General Calixto
Garcla’ ,the distinguished Cuban warrior
and leader, and the head of the commis-
slon elected by the Cuban Assembly to visit
this country, died here this morning short-
ly after 10 o'clock, at the Hotel Raleigh,
where the commission hu.g {ts headquarters,
The sudden change from the warm clmate
of Cuba, with the hardships he had there
endured, to the wintry weather of New
York and Washington, ls responsible for
the pneumonia which resulted in his de-
dnise. He contracted a slight cold In New
York, which did not assume an alarming
stage until the early part of last week,
On Tuesday night General Garcia, In com-
pany with the other members of the com-
mission, attended a dinner given In his
honor by General Miles, and it was the
exposure that night which culminated in
his death. Duri the twelve hours or
more preceding dissolution deceased . was
unconscious most of the time. i

General Garela, whose name will be ever
lUnked with thoge of other patriots who
have fought against unegual odds for the
freedom of his country, has had a most
dctlve and varied Jife, much of which has
bpefn spent in fi htlnietor the ecaunse of
Cuban Hberty, which had the satisfac-
tion of seeing accomplished so short a
time before his death. He was & man of
culture and refinement, of splendid educa-
tion, and came from a distinguished family
of J'oquan!, Santiage de Cuba Province.

Sketch of His Career.

He was born In Cogquin, Oct, 14, 1839,
and was ,therefore, in the sixtieth year of
his age.

General Garcla was educated in Havafia

and Spain. He was the original conspifa-
tor in the tslgstlslug of the bans against
Spain in 1868, and . An that war, under

Gomez, he attalned tH#é rank of a brigadier-
general. ' In October of 1868 he captured
the towns of Joquani and Baire, and re.
cruited many hundreds of patriots. He had
command of the eastern departments dur-
ing that revolution, after 1873, and won
many notable victories, including those ot
Melones and Aures. While the revolution
was in a critical state in the other’ pro-
vinces, and its outcome was uncertain,
he maintained it with vigor in the terri-

rounded by 2000 Spaniards. Preferring
death to capture and subseuent execqution
at the hands of his enemies, he attempted
sulcide by placing his revolver under his
chin and firing. The ball came out between
his eyebrows. For months he lay between
life and death, but was saved finally by
Spaniesh surgeons.
Sent to Spain a Prisoner.

For his participation in the revolutionary
movement General Garela was sent to
Spain, where for four years he was con-
fired In castles and fortresses, remaining
there until the peace of Zanjon. He then
returned to the United States, and, to-
gether with Jose Marti, attempted another
revolution. He landed in Cuba with a few
followers, but the country was tired of war
and wanted to try the home rule offersd
by Spain. He ecapitulated to the Spanish
forces in order to save his few remaining
followers, and was again banished to Spain
in 1880, where he remained under surveil-
lance until 1895, when the last revolution
broke out in Cuba. Then he escaped to
France, and later to New York. His move-
ments since that time and his actlve par-
ticipation in the war are familiar to news-
paper readers,

THE SAME OLD POLICY.

A distriet that bids fair to be opened ‘ip
at an early date is the Rainy River country,
‘Fhe Mintster of Interior stated at Winnip>g
the other day that the Government intend-
ed to retain rights, over the Southeastern
and Ontarioc & Rainy River Railways simi-
lar to those retained by the Government
over the Crow’s Nest Rallway. The Infer-
ence from the Minister’s remarks Is that
the building of this road from Lake Su-
perior to Winnipeg is to be taken up In ear-
nest. The opening up of this territory can-
not but prove of immense advauntage to
Capada. In addition to affording access to
the Seine River gold fields, the railway will
open up an Immense range of iron ore. This
range Is' known as the Atikokan, and It
seems to be of the same formation as the
celebrated Vermillion range of Minnesota
to the south. The development of the Am-
erlcan iron Industry in the Lake Superior
district during the pgst few years has been
phenomenal. The gross tonnage for the
current year from the Lake Superior mines
was 18,700,000 tons, an increase of 1,200,000
tcng over the preceding year. These mines
provide the raw material for the-great iron
an@ steel industries carried on by the Car-
negie, the Federal and other gigantic stael
companies at Pittsburg and other iron
centres. It is the possession of these im-
mense and valuable deposits of iron that
is making the United States the grgﬂtest
iron-producing country In the world, Only
the other day, says The Railway Review,
an order for 2000 tons of 83-pound steel
rails for an Irish railway was placed with
the Maryland Steel Company, and 1800 tons
were recently sent by the same company to
Bombay, India, ‘While the United States

Britain is scouring the earth for convenient
.deposits, A Her own mines are giving out,
Why shouldn’t the British iron-producers
come to’ Canada and duplicate what the
Carnegies and Rockefellers are dolng on
I.ake Superior? It is believed that the
Canadian depdsits are equally as abundant
and valuab'e as the American. All that is
required to develop them is capital and
the same enterprise that the Americans
have evinced. The bullding of a rallway
through the district and the adoption by
Canada of a vigorous iron policy onght %o
have the effect of bringing the English iron
men to this country, The railway at the
same time will serve as an altermative
route for the traffic between Lake Superior
and Winnipeg. - Hon, Mr. Sifton is in a
hurry to declare that the Government will
retailn running rights over the new lne,
which, he said, is also to be independent of
the Canadian Pacific, It is possible for the
Government to retain running rights for any
other line over the new rallway, but ex-
perience teaches us that it is impossible for
the Government to prevent the C.P.R. from
acquiring the line. This wlill virtually be
the fate of the venture, and, while' the
Grand Trunk may run its cars over the
line, as Mr. Sifton mentions, the possession
of the road by the C.P R, will pot permit
of that competition which the people of
Pastern and Western Camada demand. An-
other glorious opportunity, second only to
that afforded by the construction of the

.| Crow’s Nest Rallway, is now afforded Can-

ada for solving the great transcontinental
problem, The proposed new l'ne from Lake
Superior to Winnipeg should be built and
controlled by the Government. It is the
people’s money, in one shape or amother,
that” will build ‘the road. It Is the people
who should own and control it, Govern-
ment ownership of this line would solve
the tramsportation problem from the Atlan-
tic Ocean as far west as Winnipeg at least,
The mistake made in regard to the Crow's
Nest Railway must not be repeated in the
construction of the link between Lake Sa-
perior and Winnipeg, The reservation of
running rights for other railways does not
meet the case at all. What the country
demards is that the Government shall Te-
serve authority to regulate the rates, and
that authority can oanly be had through
Government ownership, Anything short of
Government ownership is a farce. \

(
A COWARDLY DEFENCE

The Government's defence of the proposal
to allow United States warsliips to pass
through Canadian waters to the sea is given
by The Montreal Witness. We do not re-
member having seen it in any other paper.
The defence’is practically this : The Ameri-
can ship-builders on the great lakes desire
to engage in the business of building war-
ships, which will hereafter assume big
proportions in the United States. But they
cannot participate in it unless they have
access to the Canadian camals to send the
vesgels to sea. The Witness does not see
why Canada should refuse to allow such
warships to pass through Canadian waters,
provided they do not receive their armar
ment until they reach the ocean, As a mat-
ter of fact, it is in the interests of Canada,
gays The Witness, that we should grant
the Amerfcans this concession, and for this
reason : If we do not grant them this privi-
lege they will retaliate by cauce]llngﬁ fhe
convention of 1817 and filling the great
lakes “‘with war vessels of every descrip-
tion, tonnage and armament, with men-of-
war, torpedo boats and torpedo boat de-
stroyers,”” We fondly imagined that some
big concession would be~offered by the
Americans in return for the priv'lege they
are secking, It fairly takes our breath
away to learn tbat, instead of getting angy-
thing in return, we must concede the priv'-
lege at the point of the bayonet. We must
either allow the Americans to use our ca-
pals or they threaten to maintain a large
and hostile fleet on the great lakes, ready
at a day’s notice to shell Toronto, Hamil-
ton, Windsor, Port Arthur and the other
Canadian lake cities, No one with a spark
of national pride would for an instant con-
sider, much less accept, a threat of thls
kind as a reason for our ucceding to the
demands of a foreign naticn., 'That any
(Cangdian paper should haul down the flag
under such a threat is a disgrace to the
Dominion, And yet this is exactly the iine
of conduct that The Witness suggests we
should adopt. The Liberal party have exhib-
ited many evidences of weukness in dealing
with the Ameéricans, but never heretofore
have they displayed such pusillanimity as
The Witness Is guilty of. We can-hardly
believe that the Government will give up
our sovereignty of the St Lawrence route
at the point of the bayonet. We do not be-
lieve, as a matter of fact, that the Ameri-
cans ever made such a. threat as The Wit-
ness speaks of, but this faci does not re-
lieve that journal from the charge of cow-
ardice and disloyalty, but rather gggravates
it. = But, supposing the threat had been
made, it would only furunish us with the
stronger reason for refusing to be iufluenced

The\Novelist, Whose Writings Have

Entertained Many Thousands.

Mr. Arthur Ferguson, the interpreter of

The commisstoners of the two nations wrole

owed to every ,other sailov, to help him in

warded with a handsome present from the

sald, will also reward every mun of the

THE GZAR ‘MOST DEEPLY GRIEVED,

Royal Mourning Wreaths From His
Father's Tomb Get Into the
Hands of Speculators.

Berlin, Pec..11.—A despateh to The Tage-
blatt fromp #t. Petersburg says that on the
occaslon his ,latest visit to his father's
tomb in th§:Cathedral of 8t. Peter and Bt.
