MAYOR DECLINED TO RECOGNIZE A LARGE MAJORITY.

City Councillors Voted to Make an Offer to Buy Out Gas Company, But Were Over-

ruled on a Technical Doubt.

The Mayor took the bit in his mouth
and ran away with the proposition to
make an offer to buy out the gas plant.
at the Council meeting yesterday after-
noon. There was a vote taken on Ald.
Oliver's resolution to make an effer to
the company to buy the Gas Company,
and submit to the qualified ratepayers
the bylaw to raise the necessary money.
The resolution was carried by a ma-
jority of 14 to 9. The Mayor refused
to say that the resolution was carried,
taking the ground that the Corporation
Counsel should decide whether a two-
thirds vote was necessary. His ruling
was strenuously objected to, and an-
other vote was taken, the result being
13 to 8 in favor of the resolution.

Corporation Counsel Fullerton was
brought in as referee, and he an-
nounced his inability to state whether
the Mayor's position was legal or not,
on short notice, and, in the meantime,
His Worship declared “Lost,” the reso-
lution which had a two-thirds majority
if His Worship had not voted against
it, and which, in any event, had a very
large majority in the Council.

Several Incidents.

The meeting was almost a repetition
of the one of the day before in point
of disorderliness, and was prominent
particularly on account of the expected
clash between His Worship and Ald.
Spence, which eventually resulted in
the latter standing on his rights and|
refusing to mllow business to proceed |
until a motion, which he claimed to be

in order, was put to a vote. He gained
his point. Another important feature
wag the passage at arms between Ald.
Oliver and His Worship, in regard to
the legality of the motion of the
former. Several members of the Coun-
cil insisted that a majority vote was
legal, but they were overlooked, and
His Worship just as strongly insisted
upon his construction of the vote,

The matter was taken up without de-
lay, when the Council met at 3 o'clock,
and the stand taken by Ald. Oliver,
Urquhart and Spence was that the city
had been fighting the company for
many Yyears. because the latter had
been burying their assets and not re-
ducing the price of gas. Even if the
matter went to arbitration at a cost
of £50,000, the city would find where
it was at. After the government had
been shown that the city had made a
fair and reasonable offer, they would
certainly give consent to the citv to
own a gas plant of its own if the
ratepayers would ratify it. The situa-
tion, they claimed, was simply a case
as to whether the city should have its
own gas plant or bury the question for
years.

Ald. Spence’s Position.
Ald. Spence pointed out particularly

that this resolution affirming the pro-
position was necessary for a bylaw
and the necessary legislation. To pass
a bylaw the Board of Control and
other officers of the Council had to re-
port upon it, and it was up to the Cor-
poration Counsel to say what was in-
volved, but, in the meantime, the Coun-

cil would be quite safe in adopting the
resclution now. ¥

Ald. Lamb took the ground that the
proposed expenditure of millions would
be cetter used for a trunk sewer or
in the Waterworks Department. He
did not think the eity could make gas
as cheaply as the men who knew the
business. The people who voted to buy
the Gas Company a, couple of years ago
did so on the impulse of the moment,
he claimed, and he thought some of the
aldermen were now voting for it as a
popular move, believing it would be
defeated.

Ald. Richardson took a long time to
say that he was in favor of the resolu-
tion, but would vote against it, and
Ald. Sheppard went into, figures in re-
gard to gas rates in Old Country towns,
showing that the average price of gas
under municipal ownership was 68¢ a
thousand feet, and private companies
gave gas on an average of H58c. He
predicted again that gas would soon
be out of date in Toronto.

Ald. Oliver’'s resolution, as printed
vesterday, was to instruct the Board
of Control to negotiate to buy the
Gas Company at a sum not to exceed

| $2.14 for each dollar of stock, and to

get the necessary legislation to do so
as well as legislation to give the city
power to start a gas plant of its own,
the ratepayers of the city to vote on
any expenditure necessary to purchase
the gas plant.

Sheppard’s Amendment.

We have searched
in vain for any Ontario newspaper to
define Imperialism as it has been de-
fined by La Presse of Montreal. Our
Montreal contemporary treats the sub-
Ject pretty much on the same lines as
The World has done.

ILa Presse ad-
mits that nothing can now prevent the
flow of American capital to this coun-
try. All that can be hoped for is that
the American invasion will be control-
led-and rendered harmless. This, thinks
La Presse, can be effected by the loy-
alty of Canadians to their country, and
the exercise of this loyalty is the true
field of Imperialism. If Great Britain
won’t come and possess the country
with all its sublime possibilities, then
it remains for Canadians to do their
best to co-operate with the capitalists
of the United States in the develop-
ment of the country’s resources Can-
ada must resist the Americanization of
the country, but not. by the exclusion of
American capital or by empty words,
but by rivalry, by hard work, by con-
stant activity, says La Presse. In con-
cluding its excellent article on “The
Real Imperialism,” our contemporary
writes as follows :
“Never has any action of ours rend-
ered the intervention of England neces-
sary to protect us, and never will we
 make it necessary. On the contrary,
we shall be the champions of British
royalty and authority on this conti-
nent. In working for ourselves we
shall be strengthening Britain, and we
shall proclaim her force by our valor,
alongside the colossus which she has
good reason to fear and which is mak-

ing for her a terrible struggle. This is
our Imperialism.”

A BOGUS REFERENDUM.

Nothing proves the unconstitutional-
ity of the referendum more than the
muddle the government has created in
attempting to apply it. The constitu-
tion provides no machinery for an ap-
peal to the people, such as Premier
Ross proposes for the settlement of the |
prohibition question. There is nothing |
to show what percentage of the vote
is necessary to secure the passage of
a bill submitted to the referendum. No
provision is made as to what list shall
govern in thé case of a referendum,nor
as to the time when and how the vote
shall be taken. Before the referendum
can be grafted on our constitution, all
these preliminaries must be provided
for. Otherwise nothing but confusion
will ensue. Premier Ross is all at sea
n attempting to apply a principle that
as yet has no place in our constitution.
Mr. Ross had better withhold his prohi-
bition referendum until he has come to
a decision as to what a referendum
