~ MR. HARRIMAN IS STILL
“THE DISTURBING FACTOR

Rebort of Interstate Commerce Commission Makes Serious
Charges and Union Pacific Drops---May Mean a Prolonged

Disturbance in Wall Street.

Stocks had dragged along listlessly for
two hours yesterday, when the market
was convulsed by a report purporting to
be the findings of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission on the Harriman sys-
tem of control, and Union Pacific immedi-
ately lost point after point, dragging with
it other active issues.

Briefly, the report declares that Mr.

\l'hrriman has absolutely eliminated rail-
!toad competition over one-third of the

United States in violation of the Sherman
Anti-T'rust Law, that railroads ehould be
forbidden to purchase ehares in other
roads, and that new laws should be de-
vised to prevent a repetition of the “Har-
rimanizing” of railroads after the fashion
set in the case of the Chicago & Alton.
The attorney general is expected to act
upon’ the evidence adduced. Of course,
the Interstate Commission need mnot ne-
cessarily indorse the findings of its counsel,
_but: the financial district inclines to the
belief that some such recommendations
will ‘be made, and that the federal author-
jties: will leave no stone unturned to pun-
jsh ‘the head of the system. This would
mean prolonged disturbance in Wall
street, the .ultimate 'outcome might
upset theworldng nts of other

At first the street was told in
big type that the Interstate Commerce
Commission has completed its report on
the Harriman investigation, and that the
findings were astonishingly severe. Union
Pacific shares quickly dropped four points.
A little investigation disclosed, however,
that the Washington dispatch referred
merely to the report drawn up by the
commission’s attorneys, which, of course,
is & very different matter. According to
the wires, this report alleges that Mr.
Harriman is absolutely master over “an
area equal to’ one-third of the United
States,” and that within this vast terr-
tory no competition is brooked; that con-
tracts with the Rock Island, Southern
Pacitic, Atchison, Illinois Central and the
BSan Pedro are in violation of the auti-
trust act; that the purchase of the stocks
of one road by another ought to be stop-
ped by law; that the profits of western
roads are being used to buy stocks and
control systems in the east instead of to
develop the west; and, finally, that Mr.
Harriman be proceeded against by the at-
torney general.

This arraignment is serious enougﬁ‘ in
gll conscience. Mr. Harriman himself

made light of it when seen early in the af- | C

ternoon, but the stock market was An-
clined to take the view that the commis-
sion will heed the recommendations of its
counsel and proceed agginst Mr. Harri-
.man. The attitude of the White House

Whatever the real significance of the re-
port quoted from by the Washington cor-
respondents, the apprehension that at any-
moment the attorney-general may proceed
against the Harriman roads cannot fail to
keep the stock market in a state of un-
rest and suspension that must prove in-
jurious to prices. Mr. Harriman himself,
though he boldly strives to assume a
cheerful, nonchalant mein, is nevertheless
perturbed over the turn things have
taken. It would not surprise certain of
his followers were he, like H. H. Rogers,
to feel disposed to stop playing. because he
cannot make the rules of the game to
please himself; others again avow that
Edward H. Harriman is no quitter, and
that he will fight to thf end.

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TO EQUALIZE SALARIES

The efforts in New York to equalize the
salaries of female and male teachers doing
the same work in the public echools have
met with a rebuff. The mayor has vetoed
the White bill, on the ground that it
violates the principle of home rule. The
mayor said: ;

«1f the legislature believes that the
present law is unjust—and I confess there
is much force in this contention—let it
pass an act giving to the city full power
to regulate all salaries in the department
of education; and let it do away with the
mandatory provisions of the present law
without impesing more objectionable con-
ditions in return. If this is done, I think
the local authorities ‘can be -trusted to
meet the demands of ll its employes in
sf&irlpiﬁtmdwﬁxakﬁesuponajust
and equitable basis.”

The legislature had already considered
@ bill, called the White bill, dealing with
the equalization of ealaries, and this it
was, the mayor holds, violated the home-
rule principle. Commenting on the sub-
ject the New York Commercial, noting

«Tn-the latter part of July the people
of the Philippines will elect a general as-
sembly .to meet some time in September
or October to comsider the necessities for
and the ways and means to earry out im-
provements in that archipelago.

“The assembly will consist of some 80
odd members, giving each 90,000 of popu-
lation’ one member to represent them
They will be selected by universal suff-
rage. Any one who owns real property
to the value of 500 pesos and who can
speak, read or write English or Bpanish
or- who held offices under the Spanish
government prior to 1893 shall have the
right of suffrage.

“The assembly will be a general popu-
lar body, equivalent to our state assembly
or our house of representatives in the na-
tional legislature. The so-called Philippine
commission will exercise a check upon the
action of the gemeral body in that enact-
ments of that body must have the sanc-
tion of the commission. In other words,
the Philippine commission is the upper
branch of the legislature. The assembly,
however, can check the action of the com-
mission.”

MRS. SAGE’S PLANS

The Russell Sage Foundation, which has
been organized with Mrs. Sage as presi-
dent, is one of the great beneficent or-
ganizations of an age when wealth in an
ever increasing degree is being devoted to
the amelioration of the conditions of life
among the less fortunate or less heedful
of the people. Its scope is limited to the
causes of poverty end ignorance and their
removal, and in this it differs from most
public benefactions. The following state-
ment of their aims, made by the trustees,
tells the story:— .

THE COST OF LIVING
(New York Commercial)

According to carefully compiled statis-
tics just issued by the department of
commerce and labor the cost of living in
1906—two hundred and fifty-eight commo-
dities that enter more or less directly into
the daily use and consumption of the
community being considered—was 36.5 per
cent higher on the average than it was in
1897 and 9 per cent higher than it was in
1890; the wholesale prices form the basis
of this computation; and 1806 was the
most costly for the necessaries of 'life of
all the seventeen years since 1889. Beyond
question, the present year is marked by
a higher range of prices in these commo-

the retail prices of articles of food most
certainly range higher in proportion than
the wholesale quotations—in and about
the large cities, at least. The department’s
list shows eleven articles that in 1906
were 100 per cent or more higher in price
than the average for the ten years from
1890 to 1899 inclusive used as a standard.
It shows an increase in the price of one
hundred and eighty-nine articles included
in the tabulation and a decrease in only
forty-one articles. “These statistics,” com-
ments the writer of a Washington speci-
al, “are immensely interesting”’ to those
concerned in the cost of living: “‘and they
offer occupation for any number of
hours.” But they “do not,” he adds, “give
the slightest help toward finding or mak-
ing the dollars with which to meet the
increase shown so clearly and with so
much elaboration.” For the wage-earners
there is no problem involved. Advances in
their pay have more than kept pace with
the increased cost of living—in most lines
of employment, any way—and in all of
them have been commensurate with it.
But for persons of fixed incomes, or with
incomes that do not fluctuate as wages do,
it is a case of eternal “figuring, figuring.”

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TELEPHONES ON FARMS
RAISE RURAL REVENUES

What Has Been Done in the United States Can be Done in
j Better Favored Canada---A Revolution Effected.

(Toronto News.)

The advent of the telephone into the
farm house means much to everybody.
Not only will the farmers receive much
better social communication, but the
financial aspect of their introduction de-
mands their installation. At sundry
times past these farming pages have re-
ferred to the benefits to be derived. But
The New York Sun had a recent summa-
ry of their usefulness to the United Stat-
es farmer. All this is applicable to Can-

~| ada, and if the numerous farm homes of

this country were impressed with their
usefulness they would clamor for each
independent telephone association to get
its telephone lines into every home. The
Bell Company are fighting in season and
out of season to maintain control of the
phone service of this country. But they
will only give a decent rate where they
are forced to do so, and so all tempting
offers should not be accepted if such ac-
ceptance binds the person.to a time con-
tract. Uxbridge Town is among the
many towns in Canada now in the fight
and the monopoly are striving hard to be
large hearted. The New York Sun speaks
about the spread of independent telepho-
ny as follows:

The spread of what is known as inde-

: pendent telephony, which followed the run

ning out of the fundamental telephone
patents in the United States, had many
striking developments, but none more re-
markable than those which have given ev-
ery farmer in the land a chance to rig up
a telephone, d@nd put himself in ‘direct
touch with the outer world. The ubiqui-
tous trolley, running out into the rural
regions from the nearest urban centres,
has done much to change the conditions
of rural and agricultural life; but over
and above, all, the telephone is proving
the instrumentality of what is, as a mat-
ter of fact, a new civilization.

Only those who have travelled of late
through the rural parts of the great Mid-
dle States and of those in the Northwest,
can have the remotest idea of the manner
in which, finding' the telephone available
and cheap, the farmer has seized upon it
with avidity, and connected himself up
 with some co-operative system in his owa
neighborhood, or again, with bolder eff-
ort, has pushed out and joined his own
line with the network of some adjoining
village. The co-operative principle has in
this way received a mew and striking’ ex-
emplification, while the economic out-
comes, even at this early stage, are so
wide-reaching that it is hard to deter-
mine just twhere the effects of this change
will stop. i

It is estimated that during the last five
years telephdnes have been put into-near-
ly half a million rural homes. The farm-
er finds that with the telephone he can
keep in touch with the market, selling his
produce or live stock when quotations are
the most favorable. ,

HOW 1T SAVES.

By sparing himself“and his help useless
trips back and forth for purpose of deliv-
ering his products or of ascertaining the
status of the market, he now eaves’a vast
amount of time in the course of the year.
When he is assured by information' over
the telephone that he can eell to advant-
age he loads up his wagon, and not till

As illustrating the advantage of keep-
ing in telephone touch with the market,
a recent incident in transactions in broom
corn in Illinois is related. A prospective
rise in the market was preceded by great
activity on the part of the brokers.

S A L R TS A
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Buyers from the outside began to clean
up the broom corn at $60 a ton, when a
telephone manager called up the farmers
on his system and told them the market
was rapidly rising. The result was that

before the season ended they got $240 a
ton for their crop. One farmer reports
that in addition to getting nearly double
the usual work out of his teams, through
their being saved futile trips to market he
has been enabled to do away with the hire
of two men, as he could spend more time
on his farm and save the diminished out-
put of the hands at work in his absence.

Another farmer saved all his buildings
by being able to summon help quickly
from a nearby town, and also from his
neighbors when a fire broke out. Still an-
other by getting a physician. promptly,
saved the life of his only son, when the
delay of half an hour would have been fa-
It is now a common practice for the
counfry doctor to give directions by tele-
phone for caring for the patient, both
diagnosing and prescribing. Being in speak-
ing distance of his neighbor, not only
does the farmer feel a mew sense of per-
sonal security, but he knows that his be-
longings are eafer from molestation than
they ever were before. T{le telephone has
been instrumental in causing the arrest 9f
many horse-thieves and outlaws, and in
some districts the farmers have almost
broken up chicken stealing and petty lar-
ceny by telephoning the police and com-
mission merchants of their losses, and thus
enabling prompt arrests to be made.

The women and children come in for
their share of the benefits of the tele-
phone. During the dreary winter nights
they can gossip with their neighbors, and
they no longer -live in dread when the
men are away. The tramp is chary of
performing his professional stunts where
he finds a telephone wire runming into
the house, for he realizes that if mecessary.
the whole neighborhood can be called in a
few minutes.

An innovation in the use of the tele-
phone which promises to be the vogue
is dlready very popular. The local gro-
cer or butcher, realizing that time is mon-
ey, pays for the monthly rent of the tel-

$25 at his store during the month, or
makes -a corresponding .discount for a
smaller expenditure. He finds that in t_.he
increased amount of business coming
through the greater ease jof transmitting
orders, and the reduction]in his staff of
order men, he can we rd to throw
in the telephone service, which further-
more becomes & splendid advertisement
for his store.

So easy has the organization of rural
telephone systems become that it is safe
to predict that within a very few years
the majority ‘of the 4,000,00 farmers said
to be yet unprovided with telephone ser-
vice will have followed the example of their
more enterprising brethren and brought
themselves within touéh - of civilization.
If ‘any community wishes to instal a sys-
tem, no matter how limited, it has only
to communicate with a reputable instal-
lation firm to recéive the fullest and clear-
est instructions as to how to go about it.

‘A favorite method of organizing is for
thé farmers to form partmerships.or co-

nishing of service only to the locality in
which the subscribers live. , Sometimes
the service is furnished by nearby tele-
phone exchanges running lines into the
rural districts.

LOYALIST DAY

By Rev. W. 0. Raymond

Three dates, worthy to be held in last-
ing remembrance, occur in the early his-
tory of the port of St. John. First we
have the discovery by Champlain on June
24, 1604. The ter-centenary of this even
has occurred already and has been fitting-
ly commemorated, anticipating like cele-
brations at Jamestown and Quebec. After
the discovery in 1604 there followed a
period of French occupation lasting for,
rather more than a century and a half.

Then came the second historic date,
which ushered in the period of English
settlement, when Colonel Robert Monck-
ton, on Sept. 20, 1758, landed at the old
fort on the Carleton side of the harbor,
with 1,200 or 1,500 men, and took pos-
session in the nmame of the British sov-
ereign. There followed the building of
F¥ort Frederick, and under its protection
the first permanent settlers came from
Massachusetts and established themselves
a few years later at Portland Point.

But it was not until the landing of the
Loyalists on May 18, 1783, that the city
of St. John sprang into existence.

‘foday the city commemorates the 124th
anniversary of the arrival of those resolute
spirits who were its founders. The Loyal-
ists, who came to St. John in the “Spring
Fleet,” numbered about 3,000 souls. They
were mostly natives of Rhode Island, Con-
necticut, New York and New Jersey who
had been driven from their homes during
the war and forced to take refuge within
the British lines at New York or on Long
Island. They sailed from Sandy Hook in
twenty transport ships on April 26, and
the van of the fleet sighted Partridge Is-
land fourteen daye later. The season was
cold and backward and a general landing
was deferred till May 18. The few inhabi-
tants of - the hamlet at Portland Point
doubtless gazed in wonder at the new-
comers. They were not the ordinary class
of adventurers who by birth and early
training are fitted to cope with the trials
of pioneer life. Many had been reared in
homes of luxury, some were graduates of
Harvard, Yale and Columbia. Many had
held positions of trust in the old colonies.
But they were possessed of stout hearts
and built their cabins on the cliffs and in
the dells of the old Indian peninsula of
Men-ah-quesk and their wharves were soon
growing into existence along the shores.
Almost the first frame building of re-
spectable proportions stood on the site of
the McMillan house on Germain street.
This was converted into a hall where met
the common council and the courts. On
the arrival of the first clergyman, the Rev.
Dr. Samuel Cooke, this building was fitted
up as a church and here the first religious
services were held until the erection of
Trinity church. At the anniversary ser-
ice in Trinity church tomorrow evening
the preacher will be the Rev. Dr. Samuei
Watson, of Akron, Ohio, a lineal descend-
ant of the first rector, Dr. Samuel Cooke.
The Sunday is further noteworthy as the

first (since his induction) in the ministry
of the Rev. R. A. Armstrong, the ninth
of Dr: Cooke’s successors. It will thus
happen that upon the descendant of the
first as well as on the latest of its rectors
the Lion and the Unicorn of the historic,
coat of arms will look down from their
niche upon the wall as they looked down
upon old Doctor Cooke and the founders
of the city a century and a quarter ago.

The Loyalist Fathers landed in St. John
one hundred and twenty four years ago
today, and the “City of the Loyalists”
will celebrate the anniversary. ~Although
the “18th” falls on Saturday, the school
children will be given their holiday on
the 27th. .

King Street Merchaﬁt Says the

Fire Department is Very
Weak.

AL

A prominent merchant, who was one of
the grand jury which investigated the
great fire of 1877 and its causes, and as a
result made recommendations to guard
against such disastrous conflagrations, said
strongly yesterday that the business men
of the city should demand an investigation
into the present working of the St. John
fire department, and that yesterday’s fire
in Macaulay Bros. & Co.’s showed the
need of such an inquiry.

The grand jury of 1877, he said, found
that the spread of that fire was due to
delay in the then chief and the apparatus
reaching the place where the fire started.
Applying this to present day conditions,
the merchant continued that it came to
his knowledge a.couple of years ago that
the drivers, all but one, left the stations
to get their dinners and there was at once
a serious handicap in case of a fire break-
ing out at that hour. “I predicted two or
three years ago,” he said, “that some day
between 12 and 1 o’clock the business sec-
tion would get a scorching, and now it
has come.” He said he was told that a
man altogether outside the department
drove one of the teams to yesterday’s fire.
He contended there should be a system of

WILL TAKE AGRICLLTURAL ~ \
CENSUS OF EASIERN CANADA

Ottawa, May 17-~The census department
will take the agricultural ‘oondition of the
five eastern provinces of Canada this
spring. This will be done by mail forms.
They will be sent to each-farmer in Nova
Scotia, Prince Edward Ieland, New Bruns-
wick, Quebec and Ontario, who do not
now furnish information annually to the
provincial department of agriculture.

The farmers will fill out the card and
mail it to the cemsus bureau, where the
information will be treated as confidential
and not disclosed for assessment or any
other purpose.

Each farmer will be required to state
the acreage 0F his farm, area cleared, in
crop and in orchard, number of domesic
animals and the area placed to each sort
of crop.

Later in the season a census will be
taken to show the yield. The object of
the census is to show the growth in agri-
culture since the dominion census was
taken six years ago.

GOVERNMENT

Plans Being Prepared for New
Bridge at the Falls---The
Champlain Grant.

A meeting of the proviuc/ial government
was held in the government offices,Church
street, last evening. It was decided that
plans and specifications should be prepar-
ed for a new steel bridge over the falls.
Arrangements will be made with, licensees
of crown lands to pay half the cost of
fighting forest fires. Orders in council in-
corporating a number of companies were
passed. The meeting adjourned until 10
o’clock this morning.

‘The council dealt with certain petitions
praying that no liquor licenses should be
granted in the parishes of Clair and St.
Hilaire, Madawaska county. It was de-
cided to reduce the gyumber to two in
each perish and the clerk of the council
was directed to call the attention of the
pétitioners to the amendments made in
the liquor license act last session, where-
by. the provisions for taking the vote of
the people on the question of prohibition
were made clearer and simpler. The gov-
ernment considered nineteen applications
from young.men desirous of settling on
crown lands in the parish of St. Jacques,
Madawaska, and eighteen from others who
wished to Jocate in the parish of Alnwick,
Northumberland.

Both matters were referred to the sub-
committee consisting of the chief commis-
sioner of public works, the provincial sec-
retary and the surveyor general who have
been specially named to deal with the
question of colomization and settlement of
the young men of the province on lands
specially spited for agriculture. It is un-
derstood the committee will make en-
quiries as to the bona fides of the ap-
plicants, the suitability of the land for
settlement and, if necessary, will take!
steps to facilitate the settlement of the
applicants on suitable lands.

Boys, though often’ careless of their be-
longings, generally také much pride in a
well-furnished and attractive room, where
it is fitted up to serve #s-a lounging and
sitting room as well. It is always the
wiser course for parents‘to encourage a
boy to bring his friends to the house, and
if:the boy:has a room of his own comfort-
ably furnished he will be apt to find many
'of his pleasires safely in his own home.

When |
the party got to the island an old German, |
who was about the only resident of the,
place, told the Englishmen that if they
looked in the right place they could find
£6,000,000 of treasure and a golden statue'
of a ‘goddess robed in a costume of royal '
gems. The German said that he guessed
the statue was buried under a cliff that
overlooked the sea.

The miners prepared to blow up the
cliff and get at the statue in that way,
but a premature blast blew the top of
the cliff down on top of them. Those who
escaped went to work to dig out their
companions, assisted by the Earl. There
was &'landslide which buried the Earl and
his men in the sand and gave him a
fractured -skull. A dozen of the men
were sent to the American hospital at An-
con, . As soon as the FEarl was
able to travel he and his friends went
back home. . ‘
Earl Fitzwilliam, who is 35 years old,
has always been a great adventure hunt-
er, especially if the adventure had any-
thing to do with mining engineering in
which he is especially interested. His at-
tention was turned to Cocos Island by Ad]
miral Palliser, who heard of it while he
was in command of the Pacific station.
The admiral suffered a violent attack of
the buried treasure fever, and was a lit-
tle dilatory in filling orders from the
British admiralty office. He was persuad-
ed later to resign, and then returned home
to tip onf Lord Fitzwilliam. The expedition
cost the Earl $300,000.

Earl Fitzwilliam was born in Canada
and was the eldest son of Viscount Mil-
ton, M. P., and Laura, daughter of Lord
Charles Béauclerk. He married a daughter
of the Marquis ‘of Zetland. He succeeded

liam, in 1902. He carried dispatches for
the army headquarters staff during the
Boer war, for which he received the or-
der of distinguished merit. He is master
of the Wentworth hounds and the Wick-
low Harriers. He has vast estates in York-
shire and in county Wicklow, Ireland,
which are said to aggregate 115,000 acres
from which he derives an income of more
than $500,000 a year. He is one of the
wealthiest peers of the empire.

The Cocos treasure is supposed to have
got tnere in 1820, when there was a big
revolt in Peru, and the wealthy citizens
of Callao took their valuables out and
buried them on the island. While they
were going back to Peru to fight, a sloop
of war sunk all on board but two men.
The story runs that these two men final-
ly got back to the island and picked up
$7,500 worth of treasure, but on the way
back one of them was eaten by sharks.
The other fitted up a ship at Panama for
treasure hunting purposes, but was ar-
rested and narrowly escaped being execut-
ed. Then he died a natural death.
