“The truth is that we have built in 
Canada so large a from, that we hr ve 
difficulty in filling in the picture,” said 
Professor Leacock.

the Idea of a continued, and e-ccp»'onai 
expansion; on a vast flow of immi­
gration, on a continued growth o- 
manufacture. Without this oui policy 
wou'd be mcaningl-ss. The vast sweep 
of oiir railways, the majestic plan of 
our land settlement was alwaya^dlrcv:- 
ed towards the expectation of à rapid 
filling of the country. We built e <ai- 
wuy across a continent to join us to 
12,000 people 8,000 miles away. Wc 
surveyed our empty empire in the west 
to the wonder of the observing savage.

“Whether we were right or wrong in 
this policy it is too late now to inquire.

tation of Leeds Zionists whom he 
received yesterday.

“I understand that this bold and 
difficult experiment is succeeding. I 
hope I may shortly have, the oppor­
tunity of going to Palestine myself.*’
