For the first time 
since the Spanish war, all the big ships 
are being put in fighting trim, and this 
very quietly and with much secrecy.

Montreal, May 19—A remarkzble tri­

bute to the memory oi a much esteem­
ed and widely known railway official 
was shown by the attendance of rail­
way men and prominent citizens at the 
funeral on Saturday of the late W. E. 
Davis, passenger traffic manager of the 
G. T. R. Probably never before in the 
history of Montreal, excepting at the 
funeral of Mr. Davis’ late chief, Presi­
dent C. M. Hays, has there been such 
a gathering of representatives of Cana­
dian and United States railways and the 
funeral was one of the largest and .most 
impressive ever seen in this city.i

At 7.30 a. m. a special train left Bqn- 
aventure station with a large party of 
railway officials, and other friends of 
Mr. Davis on board. On arrival at Ste 
Anne De Bellevue motors and carriages 
wère in waiting to convey the members 
Of the party to “Arhleigh,” thé beautiful 
residence which Mr. Davis had erect­
ed with a view to spending in it the 
evening of his life, as he was looking 
forward to his early retirement from ac­
tive service. Here the impressive service 
qf the Anglican church was conducted 
by Rev. C. F. Lancaster, rector of thé 
t&risb of Ste Anne, While near him 
stdod Rev. Father McShane, of St. Pat­
rick’* church, Montreal, and Rev. Dr. 
Robert. Johnston of the Amercan Pres­
byterian church of Montreal, the associ­
ation of these three at the service being 
an evidence of the wide range of Mr. 
Davis’s personal friendship with leading 
clergymen. of different creeds.

After the service the funeral proces­
sion was formed and proceeded to the 
depot at Ste. Anne’s where the funeral 
train was in waiting.

Meanwhile an even larger party had 
gathered at the Bonaventure station 
here, where the procession was reform­
ed for the final journey to Mount Royal 
Cemetery. While the funeral was in 
progress all flags on the Grand Trunk 
system from the Atlantic to the Pacific 
were flown at half mast, and the city 
ticket offices in Montreal, Ottawa and 
Quebec and other cities were closed for 
half an hour.

< Paris, May 19—A doctor at an asylum 
in Nantes has discovered < among his 
patients a “lightning calculator,” who, 
although lie can scarcely read and can­
not write, solves mental arithmetic prob­
lems involving large numbers.

Asked “How many seconds are there 
in thirty-nine years three months and 
twelve hours,” he gave the correct ans­
wer in thirty-two seconds. Explaining 
how he calcftlated the number of sec­
onds in thirty years, he said:

“I know by heart that there arc 81,- 
536,000 seconds in a year. I multiply 
80,000,000 by 30. That gives me 900,- 
000,000. Then I multiply • 1,500,000 by 
thirty and get 45,000,000 ; 30,000 by 80, 
which gives 900,000; and 6,000 by 30, 
giving 180,000. I add al lthese products 
and get 1946,080,000 seconds in thirty 
years.” This answer was given in four­

Pressburg, Germany, May 19—The ex­
tent of the fire in the Ghetto here yes­
terday when 8,000 persons were reniler- 
ed’ homeless, might have been consider­
ably lessened but for the strict religious 
observance of Orthodox Jews in refus­
ing to perform any labor on the Sab­
bath. It was only after the chief Rabbi 
gave his congregation dispensation that 
they consented to save women and chil­
dren.

The Ghetto which was about the most 
ancient in Europe, was completely de­
stroyed. While the buildings were burn­
ing the people stood by and " saw all 
their possessions swept by the flames, \ 
but refused to render any assistance in 
extinguishing the fire.

Home Economics Course at U. of M. 
to Have Larger Equipment

The Home Economics department at 
the University of Maine will next year 
require more room and larger equipment 
to accommodate the increasing number 
of students who ar; majoring in that 
department. To meet this growing need 
arrangements have been made to use a 
part of a dwelling house situated at 
the south of Winslow Hall, for some of 
the work which has formerly been car­
ried on in. Winslow Hall and elsewhere.

The special need for this type of 
building is for the teaching of the course 

Practical Housework, which is a 
part of the schedule for each senior ma­
jority in Home Economics. The work 
is of an intensive nature, covering a 
short time only for each group in actual 
pursuance of the duties involved, but 
of a vety practical type calling for 
usable knowledge, versatility and a grasp 
of the subject impossible to attain in 
any other way.

Each group of two students has the 
opportunity to take full charge of a 
working household for three days. All 
meals are planned and served by them, 
one acting as hostaess, the other os 
waitress. They are given a certain 
amount of money to spend and must 
keep within that amount and yet serve 
attractive and well balanced meals for 
five people. The Instructor in charge 
is always one of the guests, the others 
being selected by her from among the 
faculty of the various colleges. Careful

The students also have full charge of 
fires and the house must have its 
thorough weekly cleaning. In fact the 
whole responsibility ' of keeping house 
rests upon the students for the allotted 
time under the careful supervision and 
inspection of the instructor in charge.

Boston, May 19—In presenting to thp 
National Congress of Mothers and Par­
ent Teachers’ associations a review of 
the work of the last year, the president, 
Mrs. Frederic Schoff,- of Philadelphia, 
declared that never has there been great­
er need of discrimination than now in 
working for child welfare.

“Child welfare is talked of every­
where,” she said, “and the name has be­
come so popular it is even used to ex­
ploit commercial schemes and 
ments, which do not commend them­
selves to the mother's viewpoint of child I 
welfare. The fundamental need is a j 
better understanding of children by all i 
who have anything tp do with them.” \

A marked feature of the year, Mrs. 
Schoff said, was the co-operation of pas­
tors in the large titles, In child spiritual 
welfare.

“It Is one of the fields that must be 
worked out if children are to have their 
right care in early years,” She declared. 
It means establishing that efficient me­
thod of applying the laws of life to life 
itself and to lives of little children,”

Mrs. Schoff referred to the juvenile 
court and the probation section .and said 
that the organization should work for 
the establishment in every state of a 
probation commission under educational 
direction.

Burning or Burying of Garbage and 
Other Waste the Only Sanitary

Refuse disposal is usually e serious 

problem for the smal city or town to 
solve. In such cases public incinerators 
are not always economical and the or­
dinary dump needs careful regulation 
to prevent it becoming a nuisance.

Burning or burying Is the most desir­
able method of disposing of ashes, rub­
bish, manure and garbage in cities. Of 
these, burning is the most sanitary, and 
no Other means should be used in cit­
ies having a population of, say, 20,000, 
or more. Refuse incinerators are of two 
main tvpes (1) the coal fired or, “low 
temperature,” and (2) the high tempera­
ture. The latter is designed to handle 
mixed garbage without the use of coal. 
Very few of these have as yet been 
installed, and their advantages jiave not 
been entirely proven.

, able odors the mineralizing process must 
be carried out in the presence of suf­
ficient oxygen or air. To secure these 
conditions the following points should 
be observed (1) The garbage should not 
be buried too deep, nor should it be 
spread in too thick a layer on the 
ground. (2) The ground used should 
be sufficinetly porous and well drained 
to admit the air readily. (8) The gar­
bage should be mixed with enough other 
refuse to prevent overloading the soil.

Spring seeding has made good pro­
gress throughout the greater part of i 
Canada, and was much further advanc­
ed at the end of April than it was on 
the, same date last year. In the mari­
time provinces seeding does not begin 
until May, but the weather was favor­
able and the indications were for an 
early spring. In Quebec there was also 
the prospect of an early season and 
about 12. per cent of the total seeding 
was completed by April 80. In- Ontario 
conditions were more variable, but 40 
per cent of the total seeding was report­
ed as finished. In Manitoba and Sas­
katchewan over 50 per cent and in Al­
berta about 75 per cent of spring wheat 
had been sown during the favorable ! 
weather of April. In Saskatchewan 
there is an apparent tendency to sow less 
wheat and devote more attention to 
dairying and mixed farming. For Que­
bec, Ontario and the three northwest 
provinces the proportion of seeding com­
pleted on April 80 was for wheat 48 
per cent, for oats 20.5 per cent, for bar­
ley 18.7 per cent and for all crops 84.7 j 
per cent.

nations providing for arbitration, so 
that it would be “almost impossible to 
bring the country into war with any 
other contracting nation.” He sees three 
great factors working for peace. These 
are increasing intelligence, a growing de­
sire to bring governments nearer the 
people; and the moral growth of the. 
tvorld. He asserts also that preparation 
for war encourages war.

Friends of peace everywhere through­
out the world will welcome the advo­
cacy of their cause by so influential a 
man as Secretary Bryan. Perhaps dur­
ing President Wilson’s term the govern­
ment of the United States will take 
some active steps to encourage the 
adoption of arbitration between nations. 
If so, the moral effect will be great. 
There is very good reason to hope that 
the next session of the Hague confer­
ence will further promote the cause of 
peace. Secretary Bryan is right when 
he says that the people are learning 
more and more to understand the causes 
that lead to war, and that war rests up­
on feeling rather than upon necessity.

SOME REFLECTIONS
There is much food for thought in the 

preached by Archdeacon Ray-sermon
mond yesterday in commemoration of 
the landing of the Loyalists, 
paying the highest tribute to the Loya­
lists, and their devotion to an ideal, their

As the years pass, old animosities lose 
their force, and even on Loyalist Day 
there is more- of a disposition to make 
comparisons between conditions which 
exist today in the two countries and ask 
ourselves what we may leam from our 
neighbors rather than to place the em­
phasis upon the old feud and seek to 
keep alive the ancient prejudice.

The struggle today is not between the 
monarchical and republican forms of 
government. We in Canada, prefer the 
former and the people of the United 
States prefer the latter. Under both 
forms greet evils exist, as well as great 
Influences that make for human welfare. 
It was prophesied over and over again 
that the American republic would—not 
and could not last. There are still those 
who echo Lord Macaulay’s prophecy in 
1867 that a Napoleon or a Caesar would 
some day be needed in the United States, 
and that under a republican system of 
government either civilization or liberty 
must perish. Up to the present day, 
however, the republic has stood, and de­
spite the tremendous social problems 
pressing for solution there does not seem 
to be any good ground for believing that 
Lord Macaulay’s prophesy will be fulfill­
ed j for the very problems which exist in 
the United States today exist in England 
and in Canada, and are not due to the 
fact that one is republican and the other 
monarchical.

Dr. Raymond truly says that It is 
useless to attempt to close our eyes or 
deny that Canada today is being brought 
rapidly to face with conditions in every 
day life that prevail in others parts of 
the world. The problems to be solved 
are largely economic, but at the root 
of it all is human selfishness. The cry 
of discontent Is heard in every land from 
those whose social condition is unhappy, 
and who are sufficiently intelligent to 

! realise that they are not getting their 
fair share of those things which make 
for human happiness.

Dr. A. W. Meahan was tendered a fare­
well last evening and made the recip­
ient of a purse containing $1,000 in gold. 
Bis Lordship Bishop LeBlanc 
his throne in the sanctuary, and as soon 
as he had taken his seat and the priests 
and altar boys had assumed their places 
the presentation wqs made. B. O. Mc- 
Inemey read the address which was 
most beautiful and inspiring, and Tim­
othy Collins made the presentation.

The address spoke of the general re­
gret throughout the erty at the depart­
ure of Dr. Meahan, of his zeal for his re­
ligion, his attachments to the interests 
of his people and his efforts in their 
behalf had always been appreciated and 
the dignified and scholarly manner in 
which he had attended to his duties as 
a priest had won the admiration of all. 
Be was the ideal priest and his spotless 
life and sterling character were such 
as the bard of Avon contemplated:

While the people of the Cath­
edral and Catholics in general through­
out the city were sorry to part with Dr. - 
Meahan, they congratulated the people 
of St. Andrews upon gaining him for 
their parish priest, and extended their 
yery best wishes for a long life of con­
tinued usefulness and success.

THE BANKING ACT
A Plea for the Juniors — Supply 

Taken up Today and Budget 
Debate Tomorrow

Tired and WeakOttawa, May IT—The house of com­
mons spent yesterday afternoon and 
evening considering the Bank act in 
committee. All the non-contentions 
clauses and a few of the contentious 
clauses were passed. The majority, how­
ever, stand over for further considera- 

■ tion.
The principal discussion occurred on 

the clause authorizing loans on grain 
and ranchers’ cattle. Many members, 
particularly those from the west, thought 
that the mixed farmer was being dis­
criminated against.

On consideration of the Bank act, Mr. 
White explained that it had not been 
substantially modified by the banking 
and commerce committee from the form 
in which it was introduced to the house. 
The chief changes made were as fol­
lows:

To the provision in the bill for audit 
had been added the further -provision 
that auditors be selected from a list of 
forty, named and selected by the general 
managers of the chartered banks, sub­
ject to veto by the minister of finance. 
The shareholders will select their audit­
ors from these.

Further provision had been made tor 
the register of liens which the new act 
authorizes banks to take on thrashed 
grain and on cattle.

Slight modification had been made in 
the clauses regulating rates of interest 
and the rates of exchange and agency 
charges.

Provision has been made under which 
the treasury board was to provide regu­
lations for the sterilization of bank 
notes.

Safeguards had been provided over 
the period between the incorporation of 
a bank and the- issue of the treasury cer­
tificate:

Revision had been made by which 
bank officials would be liable for any 
corruption in making loans.

According to some of the most successful managers in the leagues that 

•style of work Is becoming a thing of the past and that the successful ball 
player of today is the one who will attend to his knit-

______ - ting all the while and keep his mind dn the game and
not on the umpire. The same thing applies to players 
who have grudges to grind between themselves.

The numerous fights between players and also be­
tween players and umpires oh the field this season have 
brought the -owners and heads of the leagues to a real­
ization that something must be done to put a curb on 
such work, or the first thing-they know baseball will 
be getting into disrepute the same as some other sports.

There have been frequent scraps on the ball field 
Of late, the most nqtorious being the fight between the 
Cleveland and Boston players in "Cleveland, and the 
one on Milwaukee field "between Manager Harry Clark 
of the Brewers and Shortstop Dave Altizer of the Min­
neapolis team. The latter fight was probably the worse 

1 of the two, as the Cleveland and Boston players had 
, their real set-to after the game, while Clark and Altizer 

fought on tl)e diamond in the presence of the specta­
tors, many of them women in the grand stands. It was 

a fierce fight between the two men and the fair sex were disgusted, and could 
they be blamed for being disgusted at such a scene? The provocation may have 
been sufficient to start the fight, as Clark said he had been deliberately 
spiked, but it would have been much better if Harry could have controlled his 
temper and thus have thrown the entire odium upon the other

Ball players are but the same as other human beings. They have feelings 
the same, but they mqst also know that they are being paid to please the spec­
tators, the same as actors on the stage, arid they should learn to control them­
selves at all times. A boxer in the ring controls himself if he is knocked down 
or out by an opponent; in fact boxers have proven time and again that they 
have wonderful control over their feelings, so why not baseball players?

Players work for salaries the same as clerks in stores and they should work 
for the' benefit of each other. - Any time a player goes into a game with the 
intention of getting after an umpire and the like, that player is not going to 
play the game as he should, for his mind is on the umpire and not the game. 
Managers'will gain more by making players attend to the game itself and 
leave umpires alone, for the nagging o umpires never gained a point for a 
team and it is this continual nagging that creates most of the troubles on the 
ball field. The people like clean baseball and^aggressive ball, but there is a 
difference between aggressive and rowdy ball. ’ Cut out the rough and give us 
baseball which ladies can attend without fear of being ashamed of lending their 
presence to such contests.
