The absorption of 
the long and detailed expositions will 
require a great deal of time, it is said 
in official circles, and the report may 
not reach the council of ambassadors 
before the end of this week-

“There never has been and it seems 

as if there never will be. We have 
paid dearly for our patriotism. Things 
we feared have become realities and 
we are today in a serious condition of 
discontent with the rest of Canada. 
These provinces will secede if we do 
not get just treatment which we have *" 
never had for the last fifty years. We 
have waited far too long and we shall 
not delay in putting our purpose into 
effect. We are as firm in our faith in 
the British connection as ever, but we 
are of British blood, and we shall not 
submit longer to such treatment as has 
been handed out to us. We arc being 
slowly and surely ruined.

WASHINGTON, Fqf>. 18.—The new 
immigration restriction law has defin­
itely settled the immigration problem 
of the United States, Senator Reid, 
Republican, Pennsylvania, told the Sen­
ate yesterday, in reviewing results of 
the_first six months of its operation.

The law, he declared, had accomp­
lished the three purposes intended, by 
bringing about more uniform distribu­
tion of immigration, apportionment ox 
quotas more in accordance with the 
make-up of the nation, and drastic re­
duction of the number of arrivals.

Senator Reed said there had been a 
sharp falling off in immigration from 
Canada, and that no quota law was 
needed to apply to the Dominion. He 
said the net immigration from Canada, 
for the last six months, was 61,000, as 
against 198,000 for the preceding period.

which a Dominion Parliament may 
have provoked, or in which it con­
sidered it vital to engage because of 
the nature of the issues at stake; and 
In that case Great Britain would be 
compelled to take action, not only to 
guard itself, Its commerce and its 
prestige, but likewise in order that it 
might preserve the integrity of the 
British Empire, of which it is the 
sword and shield.

LONDON, England, Feb. 18—Will 

Britain succeed America as the wheat 
centre of the world?

That she will is the prediction in 
many quarters following the testimony 
of J. Hay Thorbum, economic expert, 
before the Royal Commission which, 
under the leadership of Sir Aückland 
Geddes, is investigating food prices 
here.

“Great Britain can, if she likes, be­
come the Wheat Centre of the World— 
at the expense of Chicago and the 
United States.”

That was what Thorburn, giving the 
commission one of its biggest thrills, 
said in his testimony.

He said that this step could be ac­
complished by the establishment here 
of an elaborate system of granaries— 
elevators. For at present England has 
no real means of storing grain. She is 
entirely dependent on the outside 
world for lier wheat supply—and she 
consumes that supply almost as fast 
as it arrives.

Fob years this has been known as 
the greatest single weakness, perhaps, 
of England’s economic and domestic 
structure. During the war it was par­
ticularly a crucial problem. Now Thor­
burn says he has solved it.

His 
analysis of the figures adduced from 
the bids made showed that London 
had cut under the best American- 
Canadian syndicate offer by a minute 
fraction. London’s bid was 97.35 for 
roughly $4,000,000 of bonds, this figure 
being being on a sterling basis. 1

One Cent In $1,900.
Transferred into dollars on the basis 

of sterling exchange, at $4.77 the bid 
was 95.581, whereas the best Ameri- 
can-Canadian bid was 95.58 flat. T his 
difference of one cent in a thousand 
dollars meant an added premium to 
Newfoundland, by reason of accepting 
the British bid, of $4,000—a small item, 
but nevertheless of sufficient size to 
warrant the making of the awari* to

‘Be­
ware,’ said Amos,.‘in fulfilling legal re­
quirements of the Sabbath that you do 
not destroy its spirit in defrauding the 
poor of their rights.’

“A criticism against the tendency of 
American law is, first, we formulate 
too many laws, local, transitory, pater­
nal. The second evil, growing out of 
the first, is the general disrespect of 
law. Apart from the merits of the 
prohibition law, its flagrant violation 
by those we call the ‘upper classes’ is 
one of the greatest dangers to the'splrit 
of law, and has a demoralising influ­
ence—possibly a graver danger than 
the abuse of alcohol itself, against 
which it was originally directed ”

After much persuasion and some 
House of Commons pangs Mr. Asquith 
accepts his nobler fate, and as Earl of 
Oxford restores to Debrett a title of 
old renown twice extinct. Thus the 
ancient title of the De Veres, revived a
