NEW HOT WEATHER
~ REGORD AT CHICAGO

Two Deaths and Many Cases
of Prostrations Reported
to the Police

Chicago, June 10.—What has come
to be almost a daily occurance—the

establishment of a new hot weather

record for that part of thé year pre-
vious to July—was effected to-day
when ‘at 10:390 a. m., the government
thermometer indieated 94 degrees. By
that hour one death and several pros-
trations had been reported to the
police, work in many dewntown offices
was abandoned for the day, and street
gangs of workmen had been laid off
in view of the early morning predic-
tion of forecaster that a new record of
even 100° degrees might be expected.
Temperatures given as official by the
Chicago bureau are misleading, since
they <are taken at the top of the
Federal Building, where whatever ef-
fect Lake Michigan has on cooling
the air may be felt. Down at the
street level thermometers always regis-
ter from three to five fdegrees higher
than that on the roeof.

By noon the temperature went up to
95 and the number of cases of more
acute suffering had grown until the
police list- showed two dead and nine
in a critical' ¢condition from prostra-
tions.

Nelson City -Council Will Take
Action Against ‘Users. of
Heating Utensils

Nelson, June 10.—That householders
in the city who use current for flat
irons, plates and other electric utensils
without notifying the ecity and in that
way escape payment for- the electricity
used will in future have meters install-
ed in their houses and pay the increas-
ed charges, was the declision arrived at:
by the city council.

The matter was brought up by a let-
ter to the city fathers from R. A.

.Brown, city electrician, who stated that

many citizens were using heating irons
and other electrie utensils without no-
tifying the light department and there-
fore without paying for the current
used. He recommended that when
householders were caught by the ~ in-
spectors in fiture- they would” be put
on meter and charged for all current
used.

To the council Mr. Brown stated that

Lunder the existing system all that the

city could do when it discovered that
“power was being stolen” in this way
was to charge for the iren or other In-
strument when the inspectors made the
discovery that they. were being used.
This meant that-the city. lost a_ great
deal of revenue and frequently: that
transformers were burnt out owing to
a big - load being needed in places
where the electric light department had
no reason for providing for it. The re-
ecommendation was adopted by . the
counctl.

FATAL FIRE.

New Westminster, June 10.—The

The flames
spread rapidly and destroyed the house
with all its contents. This was ' the
sécond time this year that the home of
J. M. Jones was destroved by fire, his
house having been burned’ down on
New Year's day by a fire which is sup-
posed to have started from a defective
flue. The two calamities left the Jones
families in-a destitute condition.

“Tosa Maru Reach This City

Aboard the steamer Princess Ade-
laide, when she arrived in port on
Sdturday evening from Vancouver,
were three .Japan seamen who were
lost from the sealing schooner Tosa
Maru in the north and who were
brought to Vancouver from Jedway on
the Princess Beatrice. On their ar-
rival here the Japs were taken over
by the immigration officials and are
now housged in the detent‘ion building.

The three Japanese, in company with
another, who remained at Rose Har-
mor, left their schooner in an open
boat to -hunt for seals. While pur-
suing the fur-bearing animals a fog
suddenly gathered over the waters and
before the little brown men could
realize the position they were in, it
was_impossible to see a boat’s length
ahead.” Without a compass they were
unable to take any bearings and-what
placed them 'in- a worse perdicament
was . the fact that they had no pro-
visions. :

For five days they were in this con-
dition and were unable to sight the
land.

ORDERS DISCHARGE
OF ONE OF AGCUSED

Police Fail to Identify Nick
Vessovick and ''Rioters” Are
Reduced to Twelve

(From Monday’s Daily.)

A.number of Prince Rupert police
constables followed one another into
the witness box in the. assize court
this morning to identify the thirteen
men charged with rioting and unlaw-
ful assembly at Pringe Rupert on
April 6 last, but failed to identify Niek
Vessovitch as being concerned in the
riots, and at the close of the crown
case Vessovitch was discharged.

The constables were called from out-
side the court one at a time and placed
in the witness box, from which they
were directed to identify the men
they Had seen in the cut at the time
of the riot. All. the others were
identified and some bv more than one
constable.

At the close of the crown case W.
T. Williams briefly told the jury that
be would call witnesses to prove in
several instances that the accused
were not present at the riot, and that
others, who _.were there, were not
taking part in the riot.

The first Montenegrin witness called
befor= lunch said in reference to ac-
cused Radulovich that police Sergt.
Phillipson had gone up to him and
said “you hit me,” and then placed
hand cuffs. on him. The first Mon-
tenegrin laborers imported into Prince
Rupert were taken there at the in-
stigation of the Provincial Govern-
ment to work on the water pipe line
three years ago, according to the
evidence of police Sergt. Phillipson,
who said there were a large number
of these foreigners taken into Prince
Rupert at that time for the work in
hand, but some of those now con-
cerned in the riot had gone to Prince
Rupert -but recently.

Phillipson- identified the accused
Babieh, Secovich, -Audrelovich, and
Woods as being concerned in the
stone ‘throwing and rioting and had
seen all these in the vicinity of the cut
stone-throwing, and had himself been
struck by stones.

W..T. Williams, of Prince Rupert,
who appears for the thirteen accused
men, occupied fifty minutes in the con-
tinued cross-examination of Special
Constable “McArthur, who gave evi-
dence on Saturday morning. This
morning McArthur identified seven or
eight of the accused as having been
in the crowd, but was unable to say
how any of them were dressed with
the exception of a- cow-boy hat which
he thought,accused Tecovich wore.
He could hardly be positive of any-
thing, he said. o .

Police Constable Thomas Mansell
identified several of the accused and
was positive of his identification be-
cause he had been acquainted with the
men.for some time in Prince Rupert

Constables MeInnes and Watson and
James Cummings identified some -of
the men, when the crown closed its
case.

Mr. Williams has fifty witnesses on
hand to testify for accused and the
case resolves itself into one of iden-
tity.

The light on Langara is being built
principally to guide the big ocean liners
that will sbon be running into Prince
Rupert. From the light the ships will
take their position for the harbor at the
G. T. P. terminus, and this aid to navi-
gation, which will be similar to that at
Triangle, will be one of the most im-
portant on the coast.

Regarding the work being done by the
Dominion government in lighting the
coast, and especially Prince Rypert, Mr.
Killeen said: ‘‘Not only Liberal in name,
but liberal also in appropriation, the
Dominion government has provided for
substantial aids to navigation here.

Rupert ‘for several weeks the Grand
Trunk Pacific steamer Prince Rupert,
Capt. Barney Johnson, arrived in port
yvesterday morning, following a splendid
trip. After spending her regular time
here the vessel sailed for Seattle, where
she will remain for some time to have
repairs made to her boilers, which have

been the seat of much trouble inside the
past few months. It is believed that she
will miss two trips to the north, mak-
ing her next sailing on June.

The repair work of the
machinery is to be done at the
Fox Boiler Works at Seattle, and
the officials there believe that they can
remedy all the defects in the steamer’s
boilers. A sufficient working pressure
cannot be obtained, and the G. T. P.
officials hope that this lengthy lie up
will result in the Prince Rupert’'s me-
chanism "being placed into the best
shape and that no further Zeclays will
be needed.

The Prince Rupert brought south
word that the steamer Operator of the
Foley, Welch & Stewart fleet, reached
the G. T. P. terminus last Saturday
evening from up the Skeena with her
stern wheel and after deck consider-
ably smashed by the fall of a tree
which crashed down the bank of the
river at Mile 71. No one was hurt by
the falling“timber or the splinters be-
low deck, but the boat was partially
disabled, and had to return to Prince
Rupert for repairs.

It was impossible to continue the
journey up stream owing to the state of
the engine room, but the Operator after
temporary repairs managed the down
stream trip safely and limped into Ru-
pert. i

Besides the smashing of timbers on
deck, considerable damage was done to
steampipes and connections in the en-
gine room.

The tree which struck the , steamer
was loosened by a slide, and it was for-
tunate that it did not fall a moment or
two sooner otherwise most likely sev-
eral persons fhight have been injured,
and lives might have been lost.

Fishers, Who Have Been in
North, Report Terrific Gales
—Prospectors Lost-

Seattle, June 9.—Coming ahead of
his vessel, which is now at Anacortes
discharging codfish cargo brought from
the stations on.Sannak Island, Captain
Louis Knafliche, ‘master of the gaso-

line schooner Bender Brothers, has ar-
rived in Seattle. The vessel will load
here for Bethel and the Xuskowim
river. She will sail Wednesday morn-
ing.

Capt. Knafliche described the voyage
fiom Lonely Sannak Island, off thesAl-
aska peninsula, as the stormiest in all
of his many years of experience. He
said thal the entire codfishing fleet
nas caught in a gale and buffeted and
tessed in mountainous® seas. The
schooner Vega, operated by King. and
Winge of Seattle, was in the teeth of
the storm for several hours, and for a
time there was every indication that
the vessel would be lost.

During the height of the gale one of
the sailors became violently insane and
the vessel put in at Unga Island, where
he was taken ashore. Capt. Knafliche
told of a party of feur prospectors who,
on the morning of March 15, put out
in an open boat from Sannak Island,
bound for Chignik. While they were

tered a severe gale which overturned
their boat and they were  lost.: ’ The
boat was later picked up by a fishing
scheoner, but there was no trace of the
men.

Capt. Knafliche said that the party
went north on ‘a fishing vessel ..from
the Columbia river and was hdaded by
a Peter Olsen. The  prospectors. alt
.ived in Oregon. Capt. Knafliche said
that eodfishing prospects in’ the north
were excellent. The Bender Brothers
passed the wrecked schooner Sarona of
the Union Fish Company, which is
lving off Sannak Island. Capt. Knaf-
liche reported that heavy  secas were
gradualy pounding the vessel to pieces.

Mr. Meore, addressing the jury for
the' crown; said its members had just
listened to. an able speech from a prac-
ticed eriminal lawyer who had criticized
the crown.

He referred to Mr. Mac~
lean’s treatment of the crown witnesses,
saying that not one of them had lost
relatives in the wreck, but had come
forward without motive. It was not fair
for them to receive abuse from counsel.

Mr. Moore’s remarks referred prin-
cipally to the fact that George Woollett
had been referred to as a master mar-
iner, and had contradicted the impres-
sion.

'“What treatment,” said Mr. Moore,
‘““would _he have received from the ac-
cused’s counsel had he omitted to make
the correction.

‘““The indictment charged criminal
recklessness, lack of warning to passen-
gers and an omisison on the part of the
captain to take precautions till the ship
foundered. Capt. Sears admitted this;
he said he gave no orders. He, when he
left the wheel, had to climb the deck
house, and not until the wreck was
fatal did he leave and order out the
life boats which were then under water.
He had 'préviously communicated with
the mate and purser, but had not given
orders to launch the boats. Capt. Sedrs
was. thinking of the cargq. Those or-
ders about a few bales of hay were the
last eorders on record. The crown says
he-looked. after the cargo too much and
after the llves of passengers too little.
Had he not pai@ so mueh attentien to
the ship the lives of twenty-one. per-
sons’ would ‘have ‘been saved. The wind
was over thxrtv miles an hour, ‘for Capt.
Sears himself judged it to be. fifty miles
in the sudden squall, and it would have
been double that sirength when facing
the ebb tide against the wind.

“The crown has never said the Iro-
quois was not properly -built of its type,
but .that it was improperly loaded. The
sacks of fertilizer were not carelessly
piled. The captain went below and saw
them, but there was nothing to prevent
them slipping when the ship lost an
upright position. Common sense -alone
should have told' him that, and also
that the top deck load would help to
provide the disastrous angle to the ves-
sel. Practical men say he should never
have left the wharf, They were there at
the time and formed the opinion then.
They did@ not give after conclusions.
The boat went out and sank in fifteen
minutes. Who is right? Capt. Sears is
an able seaman and possesses knowl=
edge. He must have known of the dan-
ger. He had taken chances before and
got away with it. He took another
chance and did -not get away with it.

‘“Under the law-a mamcan be con-
vieted and given five years for taking a
ship to sea in bad condition, even if no
accident happens. I do not suggest he
would drown  peeple for the extra
freight money, but he knew he was
taking a chance, because it was his
business to take a chance. He thought
he would get through. Capt. Johnstone
gave evidence. He took the boat out
with a top load in fine weather, and
found her tender. Capt Sears took her
out 1,628 times and must have known
she would be tender with a deck load.
The evidence of Capt. Cavin that the
wreck was due to taking water at the
wharf is only conjecture, and@ Cavin
said when he was her master he made
shelter in fine weather. You should
come to the conclusion that the accused
took a chanee he had no right to take
and find him guilty as charged.”

A number of ladies; relatives of Capt.
Sears, were in court throughout the
proceedings, and on occasions-when the
court adjourned for a few moments
Capt. Sears went from the dock and
sat and chatted with theni The court
had been crowded throughout the two
days of the frial, but the largest crowd
of all assembled yesterday afternoon as
it was known the case was coming to a
close.

Queen Brings North Big List
~of Fruit and Vegetables— .
Many Passengers Abecard

One of the largest shipments of fruit
and vegetables to be brought from San
Francisco for some time was discharg-
ed from the Pacific Coast steamship
Queen, Capt. George Zeh, at the outer
‘Wharf on Friday. Te-this liner -be-
longs the distinction this year. of bring-
ing the first consignment of peaches to
Victeria. Only about a hundred crates
were - unloaded here, so the city wi‘n
not be stocked for long with them.

Lemons were handed out freely to
Victoria from the vessel, as she unload-
ed several hundred boxes of the fruit,
which will be used to quench the arid
throats of local residents during the
hot summer months. Cherries were
also on the freight list and as the ves-
sel glided up alongside the dock the
old tune, ‘“Cheer up, cheer up, cherries
will soon be ripe,” could be heard
emanating from the crew’s quarters.

As well as every kind of fruit, nearly
every kind of vegetables, from an onion
to a potato, was discharged here. There
was also a great deal of hardware and
machinery in her cargo and in all she
had nearly two hundred tons. Twenty
steel rails were unloaded for the Cdn<
adian Equipment Co.

CRITICIZED JUDGE.

Australian High Court Dismisses Con-
tempt Charge Against Newspaper.

Melbourne, June 3.—What was alleged
to be contempt of court on the: part of a
newspaper which criticized a judge .for
his decisions has been held by'the. High
court of Australia to be legitimate com-
ment on a matter of public interest.

The case was brought against the pub-
lishers of the Hobart Mercury, Tasmania,
which was charged with centémpt, the
case being based on the journal's state-
ment that Mr. Justice Higgins had al-
lowed political bias to influence his: deei-
sion in the -awards made in sarbitration
cases. The full bench of. the High court
dismissed the proceedings, the chief jus-
tice stating that the only grounds for con-
tempt were obstructing justice or scan-
dalizing the court. " If a judge displayed
political bias it was in the public intéerest
that he should be criticized. The judges
unanimously held@ that no contempt: had
been committed. -

EMIGRATION FRON
GREAT BRITAIN

Eighty Per Cent. of Emigrants
Going to Different Parts
of the Empire

London, June 10.—At the Imperial
conference yesterdav Premier Fisher
moved for- the reaffirmation ‘of the
resolution“of 907 pointing out the de-
sirability of encouraging British emi-
grants to proceed to the British col-
onies rather than to foreign countries,

and that the Imperial government be
requested-to Co-operate with any col-
onies desiring emigrants in assisting
suitable persons.

John, Burns said that since. the last
conference the object of the resolution
had been to a great extent secured. If
the rate of .increase of the first four
months of 1911, were continued for
the whole of 1911, the total emigration
from Britain to all. countries would
amount to 500,000, of whom nearly 80
per cent. would go to different parts
of the Empire. The conference would
probably agree that this was as much
as could reasonably be requested.

Premier Laurier said Mr. Burns'
statement appeared to him quite satis-
factory. The resolution, slightly
amended, was unanimously carried.
At the Imperial conference this reso-
lution was passed: “In order to secure
justice and protection for the wives
and children who have been deserted
by their legal guardians, either in'the
Unfited Kingdom or in any of the Do-
minions, reciprocal legal provisions
should be adopted in constituent parts
of the Empire in the intérest of such
destitute and deserted persons.”

List Qemg Tacked Onto Re-
ciprocity Agreement

New York,  June 9.—‘“The bill, the
whole bill and nothing but the bill”

Thus President Taft summed up an
éarnest plea for the unamended adop-
tion by the senate of the Canadian rée=
ciproeity agreement at a banquet given'
by the New York * Produce “Exehange |,
to the” Interstate Cotton Seed Crush-
ers’ Association.

In his addresy Preqldent Taft pointed
out to the southerners the advantages
their action would derive from the en-
actment of the agreement with Canada,
but he did not neglect to refer to the
main argument for-the pending bill on
the broader. lines of ‘gemeral intérest.:

Every mention of the word *“recipro-

city'* was greeted with cheers and the
president at times -had “@iffieulty -in
proceeding. He voiced decided objec-
tions to amending the agreement by
tacking on the- farmers’ free list bill,
‘which = course, he ‘said, ‘would: drive
away- from its support enough votes
to- defeat the agreement. Prestdent
Taft began his speech with a talk on
cotton. He said:

' ‘It has been the good fortune of our:
government within the last few years,
and. especially during this administra-
tion, to ‘enlarge the market for cotton-
seed oll and the Canadian imiport duty
on cottonseed oil, which was 20 per cent”
before the passage of the Payne tarifl
bill,” is reduced under the maximum
and minimum clause to 17% per cent—
that is, a reduction ‘of 1 of the duty.
In negotiation of the reciprocity bill,
we ‘secured admission of cottonseed oil
into ‘Canada without a duty.

i Mhe lighting problem of the city of
Vietoria has been settled—at least for
the present—in favor of the . New
Westminster type of standard. This
means that all the streets upon which
the lighting operations have not yet
been started will have to adopt .the
new standard whether they like it or
not, but on the streets where the old
standard has been started, as on
Douglas and Yates street, it will be
completed. As the initial intention of
the council to stick by the old type
was overthrown by a petition from the
property ewners on Pandora avenue it
is not Unlikely that other petitions re
gquesting the council to: revert te . th
old system on certain streets will be
brought up before long.

At the meeting held on Wednesday
the city electrician -was .asked ‘to re-
port upon the lighting situation” in the.
city and as this report was brought
in Friday the whole matter was dis-
cussed again, and a decision was not
arrived at until after considerable time
had been monopolized.

Mayor Morley, who is ‘hot after the!

old type of standard, suggested that!
the city electrician give the -<council
his opinion of the difference in the ‘cost]
of maintaining the two styles: \*oth-
ing on that point had been:heard; be-
fore, and as he understood that the:
difference would be considerable it
would perhaps be better to hear the
electrician on the subject. '
. On this dinvitation being - éxtended
him Mr. Hutchison stepped up to the
forum and proceeded to ‘argue against
the adoption of the new style as a
standard. On the point of mainten-
ance he stated that the difference
would amount to about a third in
favor of the old type. This was due
to a combination of causes. In, the
mew style of standard the .lights had
tb.be inverted, and that was contrary
to electrical custem; and their invert-
~d position rendered them more sub-
ject to the yibration.caused by tratfic.
Another ad?antage which the old style
of light had over the new was that
the drop light always gave the better
light. The same amount of electricity
would be consumed by either style, but
in the matter of breakages the old
style would prove. far the more
~conomical despite the lower rate at
which the new style was offered.

The demand for a standard which
has agitated the minds of the mayor
and council since the matter was first
mooted was then clinched. Ald. H. M.
Fullerton thought. they " had heard
<fiough to make up their minds upon,
and accordingly he moved that the
new 8tyle be adopted as the standard
on all streets upon ‘which lighting has
not been .started, but that - where the
old style has been started 'on' ‘any
street it be continued on that street.
"The motion contained a rider that no
netitions should be allowed to in-
“luence the, council from theé decision
urrived at, ‘Alderman Peden second-
ed. '

Mayor Morley pointed out that  the
alectrician 'was the only man in their
midst who understood the proposition,
wnd  his recommendation was being
turned down. He did not like the idea
of the city retaining the services of a
man for a specific purpose and then
ibsolutely | ignoring his recommenda-
tions. Furthermore, he saw no reason
why the people should get what they
wanted if it was contrary .to the ex-
nert opinion of the man who was paid
by the' city to look after' 'the city’s
interest in that respect.

Alderman Langley followed up the
mayor in favor of the retention:oef the
yold style of light. Referring to the
new style, which had been adepted in
Jancouver, he said that the sweating
of the globes was very palpable, and it
1ad a very deleterious effect upon the
ight. As a matter of fact this new
style, which had been labelled obsolete
in a pamphlet submitted to them, re-
vresented a case in which 'Portland
was aping Seattle, or ‘Seattle ‘aping
2ortland, and Vancouver aping both of
“hem. (Laughter.) The old standard
vas undoubtedly the better standard.
‘They had excellent testimony of that
n Toronto, where it was being largely
installed. He thought it would be a
sreat pity to adopt what the electrician
had ~stated was an obsolete style.

This attitude was strongly combat-
ted by Alderman Moresby, who con-
tended that it was perfectly ridiculous
to assert that the most progressive
‘ities on the Pacific coast were adopt-
ng a lighting standard that was obso-
lete.

Alderman Ross declined to accept
the opinion of any alderman on such a
technical matter. “What do you fellows
xnow about electricity, anyway?”’ he
asked.

Ald. W. F. Fullerton said that the
present tangle in the matter: had been
caused by the fact that in the first
nlace no committee had been appoint-
ad to consider the matter and then
make recommendation tothe council.
Had that been done he felt sure that
all the sguabbling and -petitioning
would never have been heard of.

On being assured that no further pe-
titions ‘on the subject ‘would“be con-
sidered if the motion carried; Alder-
mah Okell thought it was not’ exactly
dignified that the_ coancil should allow
itself to be dictated to by a few pro-
gerty-owners on Pandora avénue. He
thought that other petitioners were en-
titled to similar treatment. '

The motion was then put to  the
meeting, carrying by six vbtbs“to five,
the closeness being occasioned@ by the
not unusual’ practice of " Aldermian
Gleason changing = his  mind.”

Saying that things in the Prince Ru-
pert strike riots last April got so busy
after the start of the 6th of April dis-

ly what was happening, while ' rocks
were flying in different directions from
a mob of 400 men, Contractor Angus
Dan McInnis, a man of heavy muscular
build, was the first witness for the
prosecution of Dan Babich and twelve
others which opened in the Assize court
this morning.

Contractor McInnis, owing to the
whirl of events around the cut at the
time, was able to identify only one of
the men, but said there were 300 more
who ought to be with the accused.

In the vicinity of the Government
House, itself one of the most beautiful
of Victorian homes, are scores of aris-
tocratic and magnificently appointed
residences, many of them extending
their grounds to the shore lines. At
Clardova Bay, Oak Bay, Cadboro Bay,
Shoal Bay, Foul Bay, Ross Bay, and all
along Dallas road are many homes now
built, facing- the sea, and ample terri-
tory is available for more still to be
erected. Near Victoria’s two famous
parks—Beacon Hill and Gorge—are
stil more of the charming homes that
have made the city. renowned as a city
of residences. Numbers of these are
adjacent to the parks, and the wood-
land wonders of these marvellous na-
tural beauty-spots lend an additional
charm- to the adjoining homes.

Esquimalt contains scores of homes
looking out on Victoria Arm, where the
tides come in and go out at intervals,
and where the wisdom of the people
has left the forest-lined banks in all
their primeval glory. The - hedges,
shrubbery and wealth of bloom appeal
10 the lover of color and form, and no
more alluring places can be found any-
where than in some of these delightful
homes along the Arm.

All about the streets removed from
seashore and park alignment are scores
of delightful homes; each with its gar-
den spot of myriad-hued flowers and
glistening shrubs, and red hawthorn
berriées  sharp-etched against dark
green panels of thorny leaves.

For
in a few of these luxurious and old-
time homes the beauty is haunting in-
deed—something poignant and beyond
words in the intensity of flashing cel-
ors and widespreading greenery, over-
hung with blue canopies of sky-line,
and lulled by far-away muffled beat of
the sea’s pulse—something, almost, of
