G. Wagner, superintendent of the in-
sane hospital at Binghampton, N. Y.,
whose cross-examination will follow
that of Dr. Evans. He occupied a seat
close to the rail and listened intently to
question and answer. Behind

and Mr. Jerome confers with them con-
stantly.

Complete Death Roll Shows That Nearly a Score
of Children Perished in Montreal School
Fire.

Prefontaine street this afternoon. Be-
fore the fire alarm was sounded, the
men of the local station were on their
way, as a passer-by had seen the smoke
and dropped in to warn the brigade.
Imediately Captain Carson and a num-
ber of his men started to the scene, and
hefore the first, alarm had finished
sounding they were preparing to res-
cue the children.

So speedinly had the flames spread,
however, that even in these few min-
utes those children who had not es-
caped at the first call were

Pinned in the Upper Flats.
of the school, with a seething furnace
of smoke and flame beneath them.

At every window were seen the im-
prisoned chiléren and teachers, while
from the windows on the lower flat
nothing could be seen but evidences of
fire.

Captain Carson at once organized his
men to set up the extension ladder to
the second story window, where Miss
Maxwell was signalling for help. The
ladder was promptly run up, and every
man who could crowd upon it got in
position to make a living chain to
rescue the little ones. Captain Carson
headed the ladder.

Inside the window was Miss Maxwell,
surrounded by a swarm of children,
excited almost to the limits of endur-
ance. As soon as the firemen had form-
ed their living chain to safety, Miss
Maxwell handed her little pupils one
by one to Captain Carson, and they
were swiftly passed down the ladder

From Hand to Hand
to the ground. Thus the work went on
until probably forty of the children
had -been saved, and it seemed that
none were ieft. Then Captain Carson
called to Miss Maxwell to save herself.

“No, there are others inside, and we
must 8ave them,” she replied, and rgn
back to look for the other little ones
who she knew must be on-the upper
floors. That was the end.

“Miss Maxwell ran back, and we
called to her to come out, as the room
was full of smoke and flames,” said
Captain Carson. “I saw her hurry to
look for any of the other children who
might have been overcome. We could
not follow her; it would have simply
been suicide. A moment later she

Fell in the Thick Smoke.
It was all we could do, and an hour
later her body was carried through the
window along with those of the child-
ren she had tried so hard to save.”

That is the tragic story of the fire, It
was confusion at a time when confus-
ion meant death, and death to those
who were utterly unable to understand
why they met it. From those older
authorities who should have supplied
the necessary means of escape, there
was no help. The building was an old-
fashioned one, with crooked stairways,
narrow passages and not a single fire
escape. Had there been a fire escape,
the firemen are positive that there need
not have been one life lost. .

The fire broke out in the cellar,
where there were two furnaces for the

' hot-air heating system, and large piles

of wood. One of the children on the
ground floor went out into the corridor
and returned in excitement, and hurried
to Principal Maxwell, without alarming
her pupils, told them to get their
clothes and hurry home. As a result
every pupil on the ground floor got
safely away. Then Miss Maxwell ran
upstairs and

Warned the Other Teachers,
and the same order was given. But the
fire spread more rapidly than the news.
By the time that the upstairs pupils
had been notified by their teachers to
get thelir clothes and hurry home, the
stairway was full 6f smoke, and the lit-
tle ones were afraid to venture down.
The kindergartemn was on the upper
floor, and most of the classes there
were composed of very young children,
and they all became so excited at the
sight of the curling smoke that they
were afraid to run to safety when they
reached ‘the stairway. One of the older
pupils ran down and called the rest,
many of whom followed, but in

The Terrified Confusion

of the moment a great rﬁany of the
others feared to venture downstairs,
and stayed where they were. By the
heroism of the teachers.and the cour-
ageous work of the firemen, many of
these were saved. The long line of
over-weighted ambulances and the sad
procession of tiny smoke-blackened
corpses told the rest of the story.

A good deal of the loss of life was
caused primarily by the lack of disci-
pline for emergencies. There had not
been a fire drill for months, and when
the call came the little ones were
alarmed. Some ran for their clothes
in the dressing room, and most of
these -miserably died. Others ran for
the stairway, but were afraid to go
down, and as they hesitated the fire
gained such headway that escape was
impossible.

The firemen worked hard and devot-
ed themselves absolutely to the work
of life-saving, and it is certain that but

for their splendid exertions the death |

roll would have been very much great-
er,

On the tops of ladders, where they
had to be sprayed from the hose, they
labored to get at windows and hand
out children. With the

Water Freezing on Them
as it fell, they never stayed their work
as long as it seemed possible that a
living sould could be “taken out. Sev-
eral of them became exhausted by the
cold and terrible work, while others
were cut and hurt by the rough hand)-
ing of hose and ladders and had to be
attended to by the ambulance doctors.
. Not one of the men gave a thought

to their splendid work that the mor-
tality list was not much greater. In-
deed, for some time it was thought that
not less than forty children had been
sacrificed.

Not a child was taken from the
building injured. Either the survivors
were taken out sound or the victims
were carried down as corpses. All who
were able to move were removed before
the flames drove them back. The am-
bulances later took the rest to the mor-
gue. The scene as the firemen gradual-
ly gained control of the flames

Was Most Pathetic.
The firemen and police kept the crowd
back by a cordon, so they could work
without difficulty. As soon as the first
signs of victory became apparent, lad-
ders were placed against the walls and
eager volunteers swarmed up to see if
there were any left who might yet live.

It was a forlorn hope, and a groan
went up from the thousands gathered
around as a huddled up bundle was
first passed through on an upper win-
dow. No one needed to be told what
it was. Carefully the firemen carried
the tiny corpse down the ladder and
hurried to the nearest ambulance. His
progress was stopped by an almost
hysterical woman, who ran up, pulled
back the blanket with which the body
had been swathed, and examined it to
see If it were her little boy. It was not,
but later on her darling’s body was
taken out. Such scenes were repeated
time and time again as the grim pro-
cession was continued, the little bodies
being huddled through the winddws
hastily, wrapped in blankets and car-
ried down to the waiting line of am-
bulances, which would only take them
to the morgue.

None of the smoke-biackened and
charred bodies could be identified in
the hurry of the moment, and on all
sides were

Agonized Mothers

whose children had not returned with
the others waiting to have their worst
fears realized. .That they were ful-
filled was frequently most painfully ap-
parent, as a woman would recognize
the clothes on a.shapeless bundle, and
be led sobbing away.

Finally the work of emptying the
kindergarten room was completed, and
it was hoped that the tale of the dead
was all told, when with great difficulty
the ‘body of the heroic Miss Maxwell
was carried down the fire ladder from
the upper window. A few minutes
later, when the firemen had succeeded
in getting into the front window of the
building, a hush fell on the crowd as
another infant’s corpse was taken out.
which was followed by many others,
most of which were taken from the
window of the dressing room, until the
total of almost a score was reacheéd.

By this time the fire itself had been
almost subdued. It had burned with
wonderful ferocity, despite the work of
a water tower which had been erected
s0 as to pour'tons of .water through
the little frontal towér and flood out
the blaze. The flames had worked
through the walls and roof, and

Seemed to Defy the Water,
and the lower rooms were completely
ruined, while the walls and roof were
almost consumed before it became safe
to venture into the building.

One other body was then found, that
of a little girl of about five, who had
run into a corner and lain down to es-
cape the deadly smoke, and there died.
She was not burned, but was blacken-
ed all over with the fumes, and soaked
with water from the hose, which, freez-
ing, stiffened the tiny body into a
heartrending aspect as it was carried
down the ladder, with arms above the
head waving in the wind.

That ended the holocaust. Death had
told its full tale, and all that remained
was to subdue the embers of the fire
and identify the long rows of child
corpses at the morgue—a : task which
for hours harrowed the feelings of all
unfortunate enough to ‘witness the
despair of parent after parent as their
little loved 6nes were identified, often
merely by clothing, so thoroughly had
the smoke and heat done their work.
A few minutes later Sub-Chief St.
Pierre was able to get into the build-
ing, and went through it from room to
room, finally announcing that not a
body remained in the death trap.

Had it not been for the working of
outsiders, however, the death roll
would have been even more tremend-
ous than it was. Immdiately opposite
the building was an ice house, where
two men, Willlam Walsh and Moise
Rainvelle, were working. They saw
the smoke before the alarm was given,
and a moment later discovered that a
serious fire was in progress. At the
same moment a man rushed across the
street and told them that there weére
many children in danger. With

Great Presence of Mind

the two ‘men at once secured ladders
and ran across to the building to res-
cue whom they could. Placing these
ladders against the windows of the
dressing room, they found a scene of
frightful panic ‘- inside; the children
awed by the smoke and crushing
against the windows, afraid to get out.
The two men saved several of them,
taking them out of the window and
laboriously carrying them down the
iadder in their arms before the firemen
arrived on the scene.

While they were engaged in this
work a third fellow workman, Theo-
phile Cavingnan, who had run.to pull
the fire alarm, joined them and aided
in getting the terrified children to
safety.

Bodies Identified.

Montreal, Feb. 27.—The inquest into
the Hochelaga school disaster began
this morning, but was merely identifi-
cation of the dead. The officers of the
¢ourt and the police are looking up wit-

nesses and the real inquiry will begin
Tuesday.

The responsibility of the awful loss of
life has roused the city, as there were
no fire escapes on the building. Chief
Benoit says that had there been, the
firemen could have saved all the chil-
dren, and says that the school commis-
sioners are criminally responsible as
they had been notified to put fire es-
capes on the building a year ago.

The cause of the fire was the explo-
sion of the furnace, which is a hot air
furnace with a boiler attachment. The
complete death roll shows that sixteen
children and the lady principal, Miss
Maxwell, lost their lives.

PRISONERS§ IN REVOLT,
Number of Russian Political Offenders
Have Been Placed in Chains.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 27.—Disorders
have broKen out among the convicts at
the Akatui silver mines, Southern Si-
beria, because of the strict discipline.
One hundred and fifty high political
offenders have been placed in chains,
and many, including Maria Shiridon-
ove, who killed Chief of Secret Police
Luxhenoffsky at Tambou, and other
women have been removed to prisons.

FATAL LAMP EXPLOSION.

MR. BRYCE PRESENTS
HIS CREDENTIALS

New Amﬁassador to the U. S. Cord-
ially Welcomed By Psesident
Roosevelt.

Washington,
Hon. James

Feb. 26.—The
Bryce, the ambassador
from Great Britain to the TUnited
States, was presented to President
Roosevelt yesterday by Secretary Root.

Upon being presented Mr. Bryce
said:

“Mr. President—I have the honor, by
command of the King, my august
sovereign, to deliver to you a letter,
accrediting me as his ambassador to
the United States of America.

““When he entrusted to me this high
missicn, His Majesty directed mc to
assure you of his earnest wish that
cordial relations which happily exist
between Great Britain and the United
States should be maintained and
strengthened, and has impressed upon
me the duty of doing whatever may be
in my power for the attainment of that
end.

“No one can be more sensible than
I am of the responsibility which such
a commission imposes, and moreover
.unequal to so great a task I may feel
mself to be, it shall be my constant
effort to discharge it in the spirit
which His Majesty has indicated to
me, ‘8and in. 'which my three last pre-
decessors; . all distinguished men and
true friends -to the - United States,
sought to fulfil their duties.

“It has been my good fortune to
have been frequently in this country
as a private traveller and student of
its institutions, to have been received
in it with unfailing kindness, and  to
have learned not only to admire the
untiring energy and the intellectual
ardor -of its inhabitants, but also to
appreciate their devotion to the cause
of moral and social progress, and their
passionate desire to make the wishes
of the people worthy of the material
blessings which Providence has be-
stowed upon them with so bountiful a
hand. Observing how much they have
in common with the nation from which
I come, and how similar are many of
the problems which lie before each for
solution, I am led to believe that each
is, and indeed must be, intimately in-
terested in the fortunes of the other,
and that their reciporcal goodwill for
the benefit of the world at large.

“I may perhaps be permitted to add
that in expressing my sincere respect
for you personally, I am expressing the
sentiments of the sovereign and of his
subjects generally.”

The President responded as follows:

“Mr. Ambassador—The excellent re-
lations which have so long existed be-
tween the governments of the United
States and Great Britain offer a con-
spicuous assurance that
ment of the impertant mission with
which you are charged, you will find
agreeable the task of contributing to

Right

earnest desires on the part of this
government and by the goodwill which
happily exists between the people of
the two countries. The responsibility
which rests upon you in
rests no less upon the officers of this
government with whom you will have
interests. Our two' countries being ‘in-
spired by the same cordial purposes, I
doubt not that your mission will be as
successful as I trust it will be agree-
able to you.

“You come among.us, Mr. Ambas-
sador, not as a stranger, but as one
whom our people know and esteem
through long previous acquaintance
with your labors as a student of the
high destinies of self-governed coun-
munities, and as a friend of moral and
social advancement in the paths trod-
den by your country and our own. The
aims of the Anglo-Saxon race,
ever established throughout the world,
are akin in the furtherance of the
great principle of representative gov-
ernment and of that community of
material interests whereby the
complete stability, individual develop-
ment ‘and national prosperity may be
achieved. In coming among us, you
but transfer
fields of practical opportunities,
those for which you have labored con-
stantly and honorably through a use-
ful lifetime, and I trust the continu-
ance of your effors in the mission to
which you are called will be as con-
genial to you as they are acceptable
to us.

“For yourself, Mr. Ambassador, I be-
speak a no less cordial welcome by
our community than your distinguish-
ed predecessors received.

“I beg you to convey to your hon-
ored sovereign my cordial wishes for
his personal welfare and for the pros-
perity of his country and people.”

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EXPERTS EXAMINED
IN THE THAW CASE

May Mackenzie Will Probably Be
(alled By Counsel for the
Defence.

New York, Feb. 27.—When the Thaw
trial opens to-day District Attorney
Jerome will begin the cross-examin-
ation of Dr. B. D. Evans, of the insane
hospital of Morris Plains, N. J. Dr.
Evans is the principal insanity expert
for the defesice, and not only proved
an excellent witness on his direct ex-
amination, but while on the stand en-
riched the English language with a
number of such expressions as “brain
storms,” “mental fulmination” and
“psychic explosions.” - Dr. Evans will
be followed on the stand by Dr.
Charles G. Wagner, superintendent of
the 74insane hospital at Binghampton,
N. Y., who has also testified to exam-
ining Thaw several times in the tombs.
The two experts will be followed by
Drs. Demar and Bingaman, who, it is
asserted, will testif yas to strains of in-
sanity in Mrs, Thaw’s family. Mrs.
William Thaw will go on the stand to
tell of the young days of her son, and
it is expected that May Mackenzie, the
chorus girl friend of Evelyn Nesbit
Thaw, will testify as to eonversation
she is said to have had with Stanford
White and\repeated to Thaw, in which
it is claimed White laughed at the love
of Thaw for his wife, and said it would
not he long until she returned to him.

Evelyn Nesbit Thaw left this stand
vesterday with her story practically
unbroken. Whether ner credibility has
been sufficiently attacked to create
doubt in the minds of the jury as to
her telling the story to Thaw that is
said to have unhinged his mind is a
matter that only the verdict can de-
cide. The verdict a.s0 can only decide
whether the relations which = existed
betwsen Thaw and Evelyn Nesbitt,
after she told him her story, were such
as to raise a question regarding the
sincerity of his feelings for her, and
create a doubt as to the claim that his
act was thée result of constant brood-
ing on her wrongs.

Mrs, Thaw Recalled.

New York, Feb. 27.—Five minutes be-
fore court opened this morning for to-
day’s sesion, Evelyn Nesbit Thaw en-
tered the court room, accompanied by
D. M. Delmas, counsel for the defence,
and took a seat at the end of the table
occupied by -the. defendant’s counsel,
‘While waiting fer the trial to,go on,
she chatted withi Dr. Hammond, the-de-
fence alienist, sand with Mrs. J. J.
Caine, who sat near her.

Evelyn N. Thaw was recalled by con-
sent this morning to answer a few more
questions by District Attorney Jerome.

Immediately after court convened,
lawyer Daniel O'Reilly led Mrs. Thaw
and Mrs. Caine from the room. Mrs.
Thaw did not get a chance to speak to
her husband. Mr. Jerome then stated
that he had overlooked one point in his
cross-examination of Mrs. Evelyn N.
Thaw, and asked that she be recalled
for a question, stating that it was not
merely a matter affecting the credibili-
ty of the witness, but a matter which
he might wish to attempt to contro-
vert on rebuttal, and he wished to lay
a foundation for such.action by call-
ing her attention to the matter. Mrs.

TWO FIREMEN KILLED.

Met Death While Fighting Flames in
Market in New York.

New York, Fecbh, 27.—Two firemen
were killed and eleven.others rendered
unconseious by ammonia fumes at a
fire this morning in the basement of a
market in Eighth avenue. One of the
men who was made uncenscious may
die, while the condition of two others
is seriaus.

The dead aré: Adam Damm, aged 29
years, No. 26 engine, and Harry F.
Baker, aged 27, No. 26 engine.

But for the heroic work of the res-
cuers the death list wouid have been
larger. Damm and Baker had carried
a pipe line through the basement and
into an opening leading to a sub-cellor,
when they called for water pressure.

Ammonia fumes
poured up through the hole and filled
the basement. The flames had melted
the couplings of one of the ammonia
pipes connecting with the cold storage
plant of the market. The financial loss
will be about $2,000.

PRINCELY GIFTS FROM
JOHN D. ROCKEFELLER

He Has Given Over Ninety Million
Dollars for Educational and
Religious Purposcs.

John D. Rockefeller’'s gift of $32,000,-
000 to the cause of education in the
United States is,
the largest single gift to such a cause
in history. The largest gift was that
of $33,000,000, by Mrs. Leland Stanford,
to the Stanford University, in Califor-
nia, that institution being established
in memory of the donor’'s dead son. Al-
though the single Stanford gift is larg-
er by a million dollars than Rockfel-
ler’s latest benefaction, the Oil King is
the greatest of all givers to education,
for he had previously given $11,000,000
to the General Educational Board. The
only condition that is attached to the
grant is that two-thirds of it shall be
applied to specific purposes by the di-
rection 'of John D. Rockefeller, or of his
son, John D. Rockefeller, jr. The other
third goes to the endowment of the
| board, with 'the $11,000,000 previously
| presented.

The board to which this vast sum of
money is entrusted is composed of
some of the most prominent education-
ists in the United States, and wad
formed for the purpose of advising in-
tending philanthropists in the disposi-
tion of their charities. The idea was
that indiscriminate giftswwere wasteful,
and that a man’s personal leaning to-
ward one college or one denomination
was not the best guide if he wished his
money to do the most good to the
cause of education generally. The
board got $1,000,000 from Mr. Rocke-
feller . to.start ' with, and soon after-
wards another $10,000,000 was handed
out, The third gift came as a com-
plete surprise to the board, and was
announced in a hundred-word letter.
Figures prove that as Rockefeller sur-
passes all other men as a getter of
money, he also surpasses them as a
giver. It is on record that he has given
$91,000,000 for educational and religious
purposes, and the benefactions of which
there is no public record are said to
amount to many millions more.

The Rockefeller gift will not be par-
ticipated in by the state colleges, his
idea being that the state has a duty
in that matter that should not be shift-
ed to other shoulders. The benefaction,
by raising the standard in non-state
colleges, may force the standard up in
those state-supported institutions that
are within their zone of influence. An-
other tendency is being anxiously dis-
cussed. It is supposed that a lot of)
small, struggling colleges will be forced |
to the wall, because all of them can-|
not benefit, and those that do will |
draw away pupils from the less fortun-
ate. {

RUSSIAN' OFFICERS
ARE ON TRIAL

CHARGES AGAINST
GENERAL STOESSEL

Is Accused of Cowardice and Inca-
pacity--Surrendered to Save
His Life.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 27.—A copy of
the secret report on the defence of Port
Arthur, which is the basis of the in-
dictment on  which Lieut.-General
Stoessel, Lieut.-General Fock, - who
commanded the Fourth East Siberian
division of Port Arthur, and Major
General Reiss, chief of staff of General
Stoessel, are standing trial for their
lives before the supreme court martial,
has been obtained by the Associated
Press.

It is of great interest as explaining
the decision to try these three officers
and prosecute the other defenders of
Port Arthur.

The report, which was written by
Lieut.-General Smyrnoff, the actual
commander of the fortress, is sensa-
tional in the extreme, and categorically
accuses Stoessel of cowardice and in-
capacity, and finally of the deliberate
and treasonable surrender to save his
own life and in defiance of the decision

of two successive councils of war.

The report shows that the high offi-
cers of the Port Arthur garrison in the
darkest days of the siege were almost
at each other's throats. Only the late
Major General Kondratenko, command-
er of the Seventh East Siberian Rifles,
had the confidence of the soldiers.

The indictments summed up in the
conclusion of General Smyrnoff are as
follows:

“A series of unpardonable blunders
outside the fortress due to the ignor-
ance and lack of military capacity and
martial prowess of Generals Stoessel
and Fock brought about the invest-
ment of the fortress several months
earlier than necessary, and after the
investment a desire for undeserved
glory moved Stoessel to interfere in
the defence with unfortunate resuits. |
Finally at the last period of the siegej
Stoessel usurped my authority with the|
assistance of Generals Fock and Reiss, |
and committed treason in surrendering’
suddenly and prematurely. I regard|
our defeat at Mukden as a direct result|
of this treason.”

Smyrnoff declares that when he pro-
hibited the withdrawal of provisions in
preparation for the siege Siloessel dis-
regarded the orders and allowed their
sale to the field army. He charged
also that Stoessel revoked an order for
the establishment of a hospital for con-
tagious diseases, because the site|
chosen would lessen the desirability as
a residence of Gen. Fock’s villa.

He relates numerous instances of
conflicts of authority and says that at
one period the relations between Stoes-
sel and the late Admiral Withoft, in
command of the Russian fleet, were
geverely strained. He also tells of se-
vere condemnation of Stoessel, his
plans for the defence of the fortress
and his failure to supplement the sup-
ply of provisions by General Kuropat-
kin and Admiral Alexieff, the viceroy
of the Far East, when they visited the |
fortress in June. Gen. Smyrnoff charges|
that Stoessel was guilty of the rankest
kind of cowardice, the most inexcus-|
able ignorance of engineering, of costly1
tactical errors, and that he sought to
bring credit to "himself for notable!
achievements of others, ‘

ORDINARY AIR THE REMEDY,

Simple Treatment For Cerebro Spinal
Meningitis—Successful in
Number of Cases.

Salt Lake, Utah, Feb, 27.—That or-
dinary air is an effective remedy for
cerebro spinal meningitis is: the sub-
stance of a statement made before the
Salt Lake County Medical Society yes-
terday at a meeting called to discuss
the -epidemic which has raged here
since the beginning of the year. The
treatment indicated has been success-
fully employed by Dr. Harry N. Mays
in a number of cases. It is based on
the ‘knowledge that oxygen is fatal to
the bacteria which causes meningitis.
The ‘activity of the bacteria is confined
to the spinal column. Dr. Mays as
soon as possible after diagnosis inserts
a ‘hypodermic needle into the lumbar
region of the spinal cavity at the top
of the ililum and extracts ten cubic
centimetres of the cerebral fluid, then
injects three fourths of a grain of
cocaine to relieve the pain. The injec-
tion of three cubic centimetres of air
complefes the treatment. ‘Where the
conditions have been at all favorable,
this treatment has been followed by
rapid improvement although a long
period of rest is necessary to complete
the cure.

FORTY SAILORS
LOST THEIR LIVES

Most of Crew of Steamer Imperatrix
Perished--All the Passengers
Were Saved.

Cannea, Island of Crete, Feb. 26.—All
the passengers on board the Australian
steamship Imperatrix, which ran on a
rock Friday night near Cape Elaphon-
iso, were saved.

Forty members of the crew, of whom
thirty-two were Austrians and eight
Indians perished.

Among those rescued are the captain
and the first engineer of the Impera-
trix.

Foreign warships brought sixty-three
survivors here and others were trans-
ferred to the Australian Lloyd steam-
ship Castore, which was sent from
Trieste to assist in the work of rescue.
Several persons injured at the time of
the disaster are being attended here.

1t has been learned that the first boat
launched from the Imperatrix was
swamped immediately.

Port of Call

Shipping.

Interest in City as First
for Pacific

The development of Vancouver Island

; the C. P. R. is undoubtedly giving
he directors and officials charged with |
the duty the greatest concern at pres-
nt. The selection of R. M. Marpole to[
ake the most prominent part in this|
work is regarded as a fortunate one,|
rot only from the company’s stand-
point, but also with respect to Van-
couver Island. Mr. Marpole is an ex-
tremely practical man, and has given
evidence that he regards the Island as
a source of great riches.

While there has been a lot of talk
about the plans of the C. P. R. with
respect to rallway development on the
Island, very little has been definitely
decided upon by the company. A Do-
minion subsidy stands ready on the
continuation of the road from Welling-
ton to Comox. This the company will
undoubtedly build dt once in order to
save the subsidy.

On the authority of officials of the
company it is safe to say that nothing
definite has yet been decided about
continuing the road to the north end
of the Island. In fact, according to the
officlals of the company, the proposi-
tion has not been seriously considered
It is evident therefore that it will
be several years at least before the
company takes into consideration the
landing of passengers at the north end
of the Island in an effort to expedite
the transfer of mails. It can readily
be understood that when the G. T. P.
comes into use with the shorter trans-
Pacific route the C. P. R. may find it
necessary to provide a competitive
route by cutting off all the time pos-
sible, including a call for their trans-
Pacific lines near Cape Scott, and a
quick dispatch to the Mainland by fast
steamer or otherwise to connect with
the line which it is fuily expected the
C. P. R. will build across the northern
part of the province by way of the
Yellowhead Pass.

But this is a scheme which yet exists
only in a vague and general way. When
this company gets down to actual sur-
veys and working out the details,
many changes may be wrought in what
is only a very indefinite proposition at
present.

An official in the company, in close
touch with headquarters, stated a
short time ago that some time it may
be considered wise to call at Cape
Scott—and in this designation they un-
doubtedly meant - somewhere at the
northern end of Vancouver Island, and
not the particular poirt named.

In making this statement the official
conveyed no idea that the company
was seriously considering this propo-
sition however.

He likewise put aside the proposition
that the Empresses would enter Bark-
ley Sound, and call at a point on Al-
berni canal, there to land fast maile
which would be carried across by rail
to the east side of Vancouver Island at
Nanaimo and by fast steamer to Van-
couver.

It seems evident therefore that the
C. P. R. Company has no intention
for a considerable time to come at least
to make any port of call on this side
of the Pacific before Victoria is reach-
ed. This city is to be the first port
of call, and there can be no question
that the company intends to make
very radical innovations at this port.
The C. P. R. has been steadily pursu-
ing a policy with respect to Victoria,
which gives assurance to everyone that
they have come to stay. The works
carried out by that company have all
been. of the most substantial character
Provision has been made for the coast-
ing trade, but witk all this work noth-
ing has so far been done to provide for
distinctive accommodation for their
deep sea liners. This is not according
to the usual plans of the C. P. R., and
prompts the belief that the company
is but awaijting some turn in events
before making provision for their
trans-Pacific shipping. At various
times there have been rumors that the
company was about to enter Esqui-
malt in this connection, but nothing
definite has taken place. There is rea-
son to suppose, however, that within a
short time a conclusion will be reached
by -the company on this question of*
deep water docking, and Victoria will
then see the most complete accommo-
dation provided.

Luting centre for the Oriental trade.

The Empresses are every year carry-
ing more general traffic,c and an in-
creased number of passengers bound
not alone for Britich territory, but also
for Seattle and points in the United
States. From Victoria the distribution
can readily be made, now that the C.
P. R. operates its own steamers out of
Victoria for Seattle.

While the C. P. R. may be expected
to run a spur line from the Welling-
ton-Comox extension, so as to connect
with the Alberni canal, it is quite as
probable that the Cowichan Lake
branch of the road will be built. This
is acknowledged to be easily construct-
ed. It opens up moreover a splendid
area of country and a rich tourist re-
sort. Just as the Wellington-Alberni-
Comox branch would invade the Cam-
eron. Lake district, so the Dunecans-
Sarita route . would open up the
Cowichan Lake country.

Vast timber resources lie in the Cow-
ichan Lake area, and upon the com-
pletion of that line the C. P. R. will
endeavor to come to an understanding
for the carriage of timber over the
route and the discarding of the prac-
tice of floating the logs down the Cow-
ichan river, with the destruction to
fishing, which follows the tearing up
of the gravel beds. A subsidy exists
for the Wellington-Comox branch, so
that it is fair to expect that work may
be undertaken .a little earlier than the
Cowichan branch. Officials of the line,
however, see in the latter a necessary
road both for commercial purposes and
as a tourist route with which the com-
pany is so interested at present.

COUNCIL CONSIDERS
PROPOSED BY-LAWS

Repayment of Loan for Building of.
Incinerator Extends Over Twenty-
five Years.

As indicated in Monday’s Times, a
number of important by-laws along
with the question of the increase of
salary asked for by the civic employees
who were overlooked in the late raise
came up before the council on Mon-
day evening.

For a moment it looked as though
star chamber sessions were to be aban-
doned. Ald. Fullerton proposed that
the council resolve itself into a commit-
tee of the whole and deal with the ap-
plications seriatim. The Mayor was
willing, and for a moment things went
merry as a marriage bell,

The first application, that of the park
caretaker, asking for a raise was under
discussion, when Ald. Hall gravely
arose in his place and asked that this
be laid over. All questions regarding
salary should be dealt with in private.
The aldermen awoke as from a trance,
and wquickly decided to leave the mat-
ter till the end of the regular session.
Some one synically suggested “‘that
there might be some things of interest
to the press yet to be dealt with.”

The by-laws above mentioned now
came under consideration. The incin-
erator by-law was first dealt with.
Here .<1d. Vincent objected. Fifty
vears was too long. And while his
views on the durability and use of such
plants would not bear too close inspec-
tion, his financial judgment was sound.
When he had explained that the addi-
tional levy would be trifling and the
saving in interest, the council decided
to make the period twenty-five years.
This by-law ‘was, therefore, referred
back to the auditor for a statement as
to the: levy required. As originally
figured it stood at 1-7 of a mill-on the
doilar.

DREDGE IS WORKING
AT HIGH PRESSURE

Bay Flats Will Be Completed

fhe dredge King Edward is now
working twelve hours a day throwing
mud into the James Bay flats. It is
expected that the operation will be
than expected,
within three weeks’ time.

Already one entire side of the flats
is filled to a depth of about twelve feet.

During the past few days the piping |

has been shifted on several occasions,
as immediately beneath the outpour
the mud accumulates very rapidly.

! There have been but few testing opera- |
tions to determine the amount of solid |
matter coming through, but it is esti- |

mated that at no time during the pre-
sent work has more than forty per
cent. of mud and other solid matter

{ come through the piping.

The dredge is being moved from place
to place in the bay as the quantity of
fillng matter becomes exhausted. Next

week she will be shifted to the C. P. R. |

wharf end, and  the piping
thrown open on the south side of the
flats, which are at present only cover-
ed with water which has been drawn
from the place where the filling in is
now in progress.

Each day the dredge throws into the
flats approximately 2,500 cubic yards of
gsolid matter. This is an increase of
500 cubic yards since she was
working nine hours a day. As a con-
sequence the compbpletion of the work
has been greatly hastened, and the
task of the King Edward will be com-
plete about the middle of March.

It has not yet been decided whether
the city will bear a part of the cost of
the 35,000 cubic yards of dry filling
which will be needed when the present
operation is complete.

THE NEEDS OF
VICTORIA WEST

RESCLUTIONS ADOPTED
AT CITIZENS' MEETING

Committee Will Waiton City Council
and Submit By-law Regarding
School Question.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The needs .of Victoria West, and no-
tably the urgent necessity for a new
school, were the subjects of discussion
at a meeting of the Municipal Voters’
Association ‘held at Victoria West Ath-
letic hall Monday. Frank Hinde pre-
sided. Trustee Jay was present in his
private capacity, and the result of an
interesting discussion was that a com-
mittee will wait upon the city council
and submit to that bedy a by-law with
reference to the question of a schoo),
which, in the unanimous opinion of ail
those present, is every day becoming
a more vital necessity

After Phil. R. Smith had read the
minutes of the last meeting, Trustee
Jay arose to speak. He briefly re-
capitulated the various by-law with
reference to a new Victoria West
school which had comc before the city,
and had proved abortive. The question
before the meeting to-night, he said,
was the question of an appropriation
for the new school. To get this it was
necessary to submit a by-law. td the
city for its consideration.

Such a by-law gave rise to two ques-
tions. In the first place should this
by-law be submitted by itself, or should
it be coupled with the request for an
appropriation to meet additional ac-
commodation in the central part of the
city. The second was the question of
the site. With regard to the latter
question, in his opinion, the part of the
Indian reserve, north of the Esquimalt
road, was the best availale site in the
district. If it were possible, he thought
this site should be purchased.

On all hands it is admitted that a
new building is an urgent necessity.
The present one iz a disgrace. It has
been condemned by architects; it is
vold of sanitary arrangements, and
without ventilation. So far as the
school board is concerned its members
are unanimous with regard to Victoria
West. All that remains is to get the
appropriation passed. The sthool
board estimate was $85,000, but it is
not limited to any such sum, for Vie-
toria West, and aleo for additlenal ac-
commodation in the city.

“For Viectoria West,” he stated, “the
school board has advised a sum of
$35,000, but has given no opinion as to
how the money should be spent. Nei-
ther has it outlined any plan as to
what the school should be like. Per-
sonally I should advocate a sepaPgte
by-law for this district.”

Phil. R. Smith here interjected and
proposed that a piece of property en
the Indian reserve should be leased
from the Dominion government at a
nominal rent.

Trustee Jay, in reply, said that the
question of the Indian reserve now lay
between three parties, viz.; The In-
dians, the provincial government and
the city council.

‘“The Indians,” he saifl, “cannot ob-
ject to giving up the land wanted as
they do not use it themselves. As far
as I can understand the matter this
plece of property to the north of the
Esquimalt road is held in trust from
the Dominion government for school
purposes.

This plan,
however, he said, would cost 20 per
cent. more than it would have at the
time it was drawn up. If the school
board asked for $35,000 it would not be
one cent too much. The people would
not put up with a wooden school. He
then moved that a by-law should be
drafted to the following effect: That
an amount should be set aside for pur-
chasing a site and building a school in
Victoria West, and further for pur-
chasing two lots in James Bay. These
two coupled, he said, should be placed
as one by-law.

Trustee Jay here remarked that, with
the exception of the High school, the
city had not spent one dollar in in-
creasing school accommodation since
1893.

WOULD CLEANSE
THE WATER-MAIN

PROPOSED PLAN T0
INCREASE EFFICIENCY

Cost to the City Will Be Small and
Benefit Derived Will Be
Great.

The efficiency of the local water-
werks service will be increazed by ten
per cent. at a conservative estimate
by a plan which Water Commissioner
Raymur has at present in hand. This
is nothing less than the cleansing of
the water main which conveys the wa-
ter from Elk Lake to the city. This
has been in place for the past thirty-
one years, and in all that time has
never been cleancd. Experience has
shown that in less than ten years, a
12-inch main has been reduced in ca-
pacity to less than that of an
eight-inch main through the intrusion
on the waterway of tubercles, sedi-
ment and vegetable growth. It will be
seen how modest is the estimate of the
water commissioner when he states
that the efficiency of the prcsent ser-
vice will be increased ten per cent. by
the process when the pipe has been in
place for over three decades without
a cleaning.

To clean five and a half miles of pipe
is a matter of some Aifficulty, but it
is thought that the plan can be car-
ried out without much trouble by the
use of a device which has been em-
ployed with much success in other Can-
adian cities. Mr. Raymur is at pres-
ent in correspondence with the Halifax
civic engineer to obtain minute reports
of the process recently employed in
that city. The plan pursued in that
city was as feollows:

A section of pipe is cut out to dis-
tances about a mile apart and an open-
ing is left at either end of about suf-
ficient extent to admit a scraper. The
latter is made of a size to fit the main,
and weigh anything from 100 Ibs. go
1,000 ™s. The principal parts of it are
made of steel. The forward end is
provided with eight cutters or scrapers,
so arranged that the whole inside sur-
face is cleaned by its passage through
the pipe. Two pistons of sole ieather
serve to steady and guide the scraper,
which is propelled through the  pipe
by the pressure of the water behind.
The water is turned on and the scraper
starts off. The greatest length of pipe
cleaned at one time in Halifax was 29,-
500 feet. The pipe was 15 inches in di-
ameter. The run of the 29,500 feet was
made in about 100 minutes, and at a
cost of $8.30, or about .03 of a cent a
foot.

In the case of the local pipe the sec-
tions cleaned will be about a mile at a
time. The benefit derived from the
process, both to the pressure and the
quality, is incalculable probably much
higher than Commissioner Raymur
places it at. The total cost of instal-
ling the various stations along the
route will amount to but three or four
hundred dollars. It is doubtful if suf-
ficent pressure for the process can be
obtained until after the new pump is
installed.

In the course of the president’s re-
port, Mr. Flumerfelt notes that quar-
terly dividends have been commenced,
and the hope is expressed that these
will continue, while a substantial sur-
plus is still kept in the treasury. The
report of the president contains the
following infermation:

It is notable we are able to operate
only 249 days in the year, the chief
difficulty being a shortage of shipping

BOARD OF TRADE
EXECUTIVE MEETS

MANY ROUTINE MATTERS
WERE BEFORE MEMBERS

Communications Asking the Board’s
Endorsement of Many
Proposals.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Mr. T. A. Pauline, vice-president, in
the absence of the president from the
city, presided at the meeting of the
council of the board of trade yester-
day.

The council found the secretary’s file
very full. The following subjects were
dealt with:

The nationalization of Canadian
ports in which Viectoria is included;
emigration rates which at present do
not extend beyond Calgary; equaliza-
tion of coast freight rates with Winni-
peg at Calgary; the exclusion of unde-
sirable immigrants into Canada, and
commercial eduecation.

A letter was read from E. J. Coyle,

general passenger agent of the C. P. R., ;

announcing that, as desired by the
board, immigration rates would be ex-
tended to this province in the near fu-
ture.

The boards of trade from Regina,
Winnipeg, St. John and Sidney assur-
ed the board that they would use every
possible means to assist it in its en-
deavor to have the Dominion govern-
ment act on the recommendation of the
royal commission on transportation for
the establishment of national ports.

A letter was received from Sir Wil-
frid Laurier’s secretary, and a report
from the royal commissioners on tran-
sportation matters. The former ac-
knowledged the receipt of the board’'s
letter protesting against the admission
of undesirable immigrants.

A letter from the Canadian Manufac-
turers’ Association asking “for the
board’s support in opposing an eight-
hour day on government contracts was
received. The communication is as fol-
lows:

To Canadian Boards of Trade:

The trades unions of Canada, through
their representatives in parliament and
elsewhere, are endeavoring to.force on
Canadian contractors, manufacturers,
employers and workmen the adoption of
an eight hour day. A bill is now before
the House, introduced by Mr. Verville,
reading as follows:

“l. Every contract to which the gov-
ernment of Canada is a party, which may
involve the employment of laborers, work-
men or mechanics, shall contain a stipu-
lation that no laborer, workman or me-
chanic in the employ of the contractor
or sub-contractor, or other person doing
contracting to do the whol&'or a part of
the work contemplated by the contract,
shall be permitted or required to work
more than eight hours in any one calen-
dar day, except in cases of extraordinary
emergency caused by fire, flood or danger
to life or property.

2. Every such contract hereafter made
shall contain a provision that unless the
person or corporation performing it com-
plies with the provisions of this act, the
contract shall be void and the person
or corporation shall not be entitled to re-
ceive any sum, nor shall any officer,
agent or employee of the government of
Canada pay or authorize payment from
the funds under his charge or control to
the person or corporation, for work done
upon or in connection with the contract
which in its form or manner of perform-
ance violates the provisions of this aect.

3. This act shall apply to work under-
taken by the government of Canada by
day labor.”

while it will be noticed that the above
refers only to government contracts ' it
need scarcely be pointed out that if en-
acted it would prove but the thin edge of
the wedge, to be followed later by a bill
to make eight hours compulsory every-
where.

We respectfully submit that this mea-
sure should have the active opposition of
your board and of your individual mem-
bers for the following reasons:

1. It would prohibit every emplover and
every employee who worked more than
eight hours per day from sharing in gov-
ernment business.

2. A reduction in the hours of labor
would mean that the shortage of help, al-
ready a serious problem, would be tre-
mendously accentuated.

3. A shorter working day would mean
an increased cost of production, which in
turn would mean a material advance in
the price charged the jobber, the rétailer
and the consumer, and consequently a
general increase ‘in the cost of living.

4. The shorter hours of labor in city
workshops has proved - a = wonderfully
strong attraction in influeacing men to
leave the farm. If these hours were now
reduced to eight per day, hired help for
the farm would be more difficult than
ever to secure and retain.

5. Organized ‘lahor, which is said to re-
present only about 8 per ecent. of wage-
earners, should not be allowed to impose
conditions which would hamper the de-
velopment of Canadian industry.

If these objections appeal
reasonable, we would earnestly request
you to lay your views at once before
your representatives in Ottawa or take
such other steps as you think would be
helpful in opposing this legislation.

A proposition from Wm., Moore was
submitted to the board. Mr. Moore's
letter, which together with his letter
to Hon. Mr. Wm. Templeman, is ap-
rended below, explains the situation:
The President and Members of the Brit-

ish Columuia Board of Trade, Viec-
toria:

Gentlemen:—I write to solicit your aid
and co-operation with me in an effort I
am making to induce-both the provincial
and federal governments to do something
in the way of assisting in the explora-
tion and opening up of the large scope of
country extending from the Stikine river
to navigable waters on the Pelly river at
or near Fort Pelly. This magnificent
stretch of country forms practically the
height of land between the Stikine, Dease
and Liard rivers on the one hand, and
the Nisutiin and other tributaries of the
Yukon system on the other, and is known
to be gold-bearing as far as it has been
explored. A very large extent of -it lies
within this province, and is in the direct
path of the only feasible route for an all-
Canadian line of railway into the Yukon
district, from the seaboard of British
Corumbia, when the time comes for the
carrying out of that much discussed pro-
ject. Anything that can be done to has-
ten the carrying out of that project, as,
for instance, the discovery of rich allu-
vial diggings, must have a most import-
ant: bearing on the trade of this province.
This is borne out by the experience of
the past, when, 30 years ago, the discov-
ery of good paying diggihgs In the Cas-
siar district added so materially to the
trade at that time controlled by the city
of Victoria, and I have no hesitation in
declaring my belief that the same happy
state of affairs would occur agdain, if
something were only done by the respec-
tive governments to enc ourage private
enterprise to open up this rich district. I
have submitted a proposal £0 the govern-
ment at Ottawa, looking to this end, and
intend submitting one of similar tenor to
the provincial government, and would,
therefore, respectfully ask your moral
support in behalf of the same, by passing
a resolution in its favor. I beg to enclose
you a copy of my proposal which I am
seeking to have placed before both gov-
ernments.

Hon. William Tempieman, M. P., Minister
of Inland Revenue, etc., Ottawa

Dear Sir:—I just drop you a few lines
to say I am contemplating the outfitting
of an expedition the coming spring to ex-
plore the country lying to the north of
the boundary of British Columbia and
contiguous to the head-waters of the Ni-
gut-lin, Liard and Pelly rivers, in the
Yukon district. I have for many years
been strongly of the opinion that the
work of such an expedition would lead to
the discovery of a large extent of placer
gold-bearing territory, as well as other
minerals in that region. I am justified in
holding this opinmion in view of the more
recent developments, as well as of the
past, when I took part in the exploration
and discovery of the Cassiar gold fields
many years ago.

As the proposal is one which would be
likely to result in general benefit to the
country at large in the event of paying
diggings being found, I think, therefore,
the federal government should do a little
of something towards assisting the carry-
ing out of expeditions of this kind, as it
is too much to expect individual enter-
prise to carry them out unaided. " ¢
would, therefore, suggest that an appro-
priation of, say, ' eight or ten thousand
dollars be set aside by the government
for this purpose.

I sincerely hope you may be able to
see your way clear to give this sugges-
tion your support, as I feel sure it will
meet with the approval of all sides to
have the resources of this portion of the
country brought to light and developed.
I would also expect, in addition to the
pecuniary aid sought, a concession of cer-
tain mining privileges, and also for the
building of requisite roads, bridges and
trails under toll charter rights; these to
become the subject of future arrange-
ment.

I beg to request that you may be pleas-
ed to lay this matter before the govern-
ment, accompanied by such recommenda-
tions for its favorable consideration as
you may have the goodness to make.

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KING OPENS NEW
CRIMINAL COURT

Building Erected on the Site of the
Historical Old Newgate
Prison.

o

London, Feb. .—The new central
criminal court, erected on the site of
the historical old Newgate prison, com-
monly known as the Old Bailey, was
opened to-day by King Edward,
was accompanied by Queen Alexandra.
The function was a state affair. The
street traversed by the Royal proces-
sion was decorated with bunting and
lined with crowds.

The Lord Mayor and the sheriffs in
their order of state met their majesties

at Temple Bar, where the Lord Mayor |

presented the king with the city sword.
In a pavilion in front of the new ses-
sion house, an address was presented to
the king, who replied@ and declared the
building open. Their majesties sub-
sequently inspected the interior of the
court house, the corner stone of which
was laid in 1902.

The king in reply to the address re-
ferred to the ‘“‘Barbarous penal code”
administered within the walls of the
old building, and said he rejoiced at
the fact that this was being gradually
replaced in the progress towards higher
civilization by laws breathing a more
humane spirit.

AN EVENTFUL VOYAGE.

Steerage Quarters and Cargo of Flour
Used as Fuel—Vessel Drifts to
Port.

The steamship “Shibata-maru” (3,017
tons) owned by a Japanese named
Izumi Yaroku, which left Japan for
Honolulu recently with two hundred
emigrants for Hawaii, had an eventful
experience,

After safely landing the imimgrants
at their destination, the vessel sailed
for Portland, Oregon, from which port
she took on a cargo of about 2,000 tons
(200 tons for Kobe and 1,800 tons for
Moji). She left on her homeward voy-
age on December 25th.

When some days out according to ad-
vices brought by steamer Titan yes-
terday, the vessel was overtaken by a
terrific gale, which began to rise about
the 10th January, and was the means
of placing the steamer absolutely at
the mercy of the wind, until all the
fuel was exhausted. The steerage
quarters had to be pulled down and
some of the cargo of flour had to be
utilized as fuel. The vessel. drifted
into the frozen port of Nemuro, Hok-
kaido, on the 13th, the crew having suf-
fered terrible hardships. At this port
the ‘“Shibata-maru” took on 40 tons of
coals, and was subsequintly docked in
Kushiro, from whence, after again tak-
ing on a supply of coal, she called at
Muroran, where she weighed anchor
bound for Kobe.

Captain J. W. Ekstrand was in
charge of the vessel, and it was owing
to his careful handling that the vessel
did not founder. The crew numbered
65 in all. M. Izumi, the owner of the
vessel, was also on board.

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T0 REORGANIZE
BRITISH ARMY

SECRETARY OF WAR
OUTLINES SCHEME

Hon. Mr. Haldane Proposes to Form
Field Force and Territorial
Force.

London, Feb. 25.—The latest scheme
for the reorganization of the British
army was unfolded by War Secretary
Haldane in the House of Commons to-
day. It contemplates dividing all the
forces into two categories—a field force
and a territorial or home force.

The former, with 160,000 officers and
men, is to consist of four cavalry
dbrigades and six infantry divisions,
with full complement of horse and field
artillery, all to be ready for immediate
mobilization on the outbreak of war.
"The territorial, force, totalling 30,000
men, is to be a complete army in itself,
and as nearly as possible of the same
pattern as the regular troops. This
plan would unite all the present auxil-
fary forces, yeomanry, militia and vol-
unteers, with a complement of the
regular army, into a homogeneous
body, all to be paid at service rates
during the time they are used.

The territorial forces would be so
trained and organized as to enable
their immediate mobilization simul-
taneously with the regular forces. The
present militia principle of the county
organization would cover the whole
army organization, with the army
council in supreme control.

DISASTROUS FIRES
AND LOSS OF LIFE

Man Burned to Death in Jersey City
---Narrow Escape of Laundry
Employees.

New York, Feb. 25.—Anthony Pichi,
an Italian, lost his life in a fire which
destroyed his home in Jersey City. His
wife and several children, and the
family of his brother, who also lived in
the house, escaped.

Another Outbreak.

New York, Feb. 25.—Five thousand
persons were driven into the snow cov-
ered streets to-day by a . fire. which
destroyed the new Irving Music Hall
in Broom street and spread to several
big tenement houses at the rear and
either side. No lives were lost. The re-
sponse of the firemen and their appar-
atus to the four alarms was delayed
as the streets were piled high with
ice and rubbish which had not been
dteared away after the last storm, to
which was added the six inches of soft
snow which fell yesterday.. All the
tenements in the neighberhood were
quickly cleared, but two hundred po-
licemen had the greatest difficulty in
holding the excited people in check, and
in preventing some of them from rush-
ing back into the building for forgot-
ten posessions. The loss is estimated
at $150,000.

Narrow Escapes.

Sandusky, Ohio, Feb. 25.—Accumu-
lated gas in the basement of the Britt-
ner building, a three-story brick struc-
ture on Market Street, in the heart of
the city, exploded with terrific force to-
day. The big stock of furniture of
Dilgart and Bittner, retail dealers, is
a total loss. Hundreds of dollars’ worth
of glass was shattered throughout the
city by the explosion. Thirty girls em-
ployed in a laundry next door were
thrown into a panic. Several of them
fainted and had to be carried out. No
lves were lost.

Fire at Pittsburg,

Pittsburg, Feb. 25.—A disastrous fire
broke out in the Derby Desk Company
building in Liberty Aveune to-day. The
building was a seven-story brick strue-
ture, located in the heart of the down-
town section. On the arrival of the
firemen, it was seen that the building
was doomed. Within 15 minutes a gen-
eral alarm was sounded, calling out all
the fire companies in the down-town
section. The flames quickly spread to
the six-story building, Nos. 185 and 187,
and then the Grier Busch building.Nos.
813 and 815, filled with wholesale notions
and toys, adjoining. * At 1.15 o’clock the
water tower collapsed, breaking the
windows in the Academy of Music, and
tearing down wires, but no one was
hurt. The roof of the Seventh avenue
hotel began blazing fiercely, confusion
prevailed in the hotel, but all the guests
were taken out. The flames were soon
well in hand.

A. C. GUNTER DEAD.

Novelist, Publisher and Playwright
Passed Away Suddenly From
Apoplexy.

New York, Feb. 25.—Archibald Clav-
ering Gunter, publisher, novelist and
playwright, died suddenly Saturday
night from apoplexy in his home in
this city. He had not been ill and was
engaged in writing the last pages of
the manuscript of a play when he was
fatally stricken. Mr. Gunter was born
in Liverpool 59 years ago. Mrs. Gunter
survives. They had no children. Mr.
Gunter used the immense profits from
the sale of his first successful novel,
“Mr. Barnes of New York,” which went
through edition after edition,” and of
which more than one million copies
have been sold here and in England, to
establish a publishing business and had
published his own recent works.

HARRIMAN GIVES EVIDENCE.

Examined Before Interstate Commerce
Commission—Counsel Objects
to Questions.

New York, Feb. 25.—E. H. Harriman,
master of the Union Pacific system,
spent to-day in a recital of portions of
his interim story of his financial oper-
ations and those of his associates be-
fore the interstate commerce commis-
sion, which is investigating the con-
solidations and combinations of car-
riers, relations between carriers and
communities of interests therein, their
rates, fares and practices. The special
counsel for the government attacked
particularly the reorganization and
financing of the Chicago & Alton rail-
road by the Harriman syndicate, and
their action and the challenge by coun-
sel for the railroads of the right of the
interstate commerce commission to in-
quire into the private transactions of
an individual constituted the day’s
events in the proceedings.

By direction of counsel, Mr. Harri-
man declined to tell what proportion
of the preferred stock of the Alton
sold to the Union Pacific belonged to
him indlvidually, and by his declina-
tion the way was paved for taking the
question into the federal courts. The
point raised involves a limitation upon
the inquisitorial powers of the commis-
sion ,and it is of serious importance as
it raises the whole question of inter-
state corporation’s investigation.

An effort was made to show by Mr.
Harriman’s testimony and the records
of the company that there was an en-
ormous inflation of the stock, securi-
ties and llabilities of the Alton; that
the Harriman -syndicate took unfair
profits by declaring a dividend of thirty
per cent. from the proceeds of the first
sale of bonds, amounting to forty mil-
lion dollars; that the syndicate itself
sold the bonds at an unreaBonably low
figure, only to resell them at enormous
profit; that in the Alton the Harriman
syndicate capitalized the losses of
former stockholders in the road and the
money was spent by the old manage-
ment for betterments over a period of
ten years and already charged to oper-
ating expenses; that the books of the
company were ‘“‘doctored” and that for
an increase in the stock and liabilities
from roughly forty millions to one
hundred and sixteen - millions, there
was nothing to show except an expen-
diture of twenty-two millions in im-
provements on the property..

Mr. Harriman's testimony was a
denial of all these charges, and to-
wards the close of the afternoon he
made an elaborate explanation and de-
fence of the entire transaction, which
he ‘contended was fully justified by the
conditions and circumstances of the
time, and had been conducted entirely
in the open. Harriman’s examination
lasted five hours and was carried on in
good spirit unmarked by acrimony.

The testimony of Mr. Harriman be-
gan with the issuance ‘of one hundred
millions in convertible bonds by the
Union Pacific for the purpose primar-
ily of paying the Southern Pacific in
1901 and then dealt with the pur-
chase in connection with the Oregon
Short Line of the Northern Pacific
stock.

Mr.. Harriman identified a statement
showing that since the first day of last
July the Union Pacific and Oregon
Short Line have purchased stocks at a
cost of one hundred and thirty-one mil-
lion dollars. Mr. Kellogg sought to
show that figured by prices in the
market to-day there has been a loss of
eleven millions on the investment.

Mr. Harriman said that this possib-
ly was true and when further ques-
tioned asked permission to explain. The
witness said if Northern Pacific and
Great Northern stocks maintain their
present prices, the profits in the North-
ern Pacific investment will amount to
about sixty-one million  dollars.

The witness was taken over the total
investments and sales made by the
Union Pacific and Oregon Short Line,
and in the end denied that they were
made for speculative purposes. The
money was invested, he averred, in a
manner thought to be for the best in-
terests of the company.

The witness then related the pur-
chase of forty-five millions of Balti-
more & Ohio stocks, payment for which
he said will be completed in March and
September next. He discussed the pur-
chase with the late President Cassaet,
of the Pennsylvania railroad, but noth-
ing was said as to price, and no condi-
tions were attached to the purchase.
“It was a aclen transaction,’ 'the wit-
ness declared. He characterized it as
a continuous line throughout other
eompanies. The purchase by Union
Pacific of Alton stock was then open-
ed up, and this led to the first objec-
tion for Mr. Harriman to inquiries as
to the amount of stock witness held
in the Alton.

Mr. Milburn said that his clients were
ready to lend every possible assistance
to the inquiry, and that they rejoiced
that it gave them an opportunity to
clear away many scandalous and un-
just reports that had been circulated
and published concerning the financial
operations involved, but he did not con-
sider that the question put to the wit-
ness had any bearing upon the ques-
tion of interstate commerce. He said
that the commission had great powers,
but there was a point where those pow-
ers might be exceeded, and he thought
it was to the interest of the commission
to properly define its powers.

EVADED TAX.
Government Defrauded Out of a Large
Sum of Money.

London, Feb. 24.—A gigantic scheme
on the part of a firm of whiskey dis-
tillers to defraud the revenue is re-
ported to have been unearthed by in-
land revenue officers.

The latter, it is asserted, discovered
a system of underground pipes through
which whiskey was conveyed from the
distillery to the duty paid warehouse,
whence it was distributed to the trade,
thus escaping the tax of $2.75 per gal-
lon.

The revenue officers are said to have
demanded the payment of a fine of
$300,000 on the smuggled liquor.

The matter probably will be brought
up in parliament.

VANCOUVER AND
TS CHARTER

CITY IS SEEKING
ADDITIONAL POWERS

Recommendations Changing Method
of Assessing for Local Im-
provements Rejected.

Vancouver, Feb. 26.—By a vote of 7
to 5 the city council last night refused
to accept the recommendations of the
special committee on charter amend-
ments, to change the method of assess-
ing for local improvements.

The matter has been under discus-
sion for over a year, and columns of
space in the daily press, hours of talk
in the committee room and correspond-
ence galore have been bestowed upon
it. Hitherto the special committees
have favored the change by close votes
on the genera}l principle, though even
the advocates have drifted apart when
it came to the consideration of detail.
Last night was the first time the coun-
cil has ever considered the matter, and
the advocates of the cause were corres-
pondingly cast down at the defeat sus-
tained.

The manner in which the question
was settled was by the passage of an
amendment referring the whole matter
back to the committee, with instruc-
tions to bring in a complete, report for
submission to a plebiscite. After the
vote was taken, however, the advocates
of the change made such remarks as
evidenced the fact that they will not
take up the matter again this year.

Further powers which will be asked
by the city at the forthcoming session
of the legislature to place the entire
selection of the licensing and police
boards in the hands of the electorate;
abolish the limitation of municipal sal-
aries at $2,000 annually; provide for the
registration of civic debentures; to
simplify the procedure relating to the
passage of by-laws in the raising of
money, and to validate past and future
debenture issues by the effluxion of
time; to make the full cost of local
improvements chargeable against the
property benefited thereby; to prohibit
the import into the city of milk from
farms not previously inspected and
certified by the health officers; to ren-
der all electric wiring in the city sub-
ject to the inspection of the city elec-
trician, with power to the city to regu-
late the same and charge inspection
fees therefor; to provide for extension
of borrowing powers; to permit pur-:
chase of public utilities; to enable the
city to charge an annual fee for the
erection of signs over the public high-
ways; to enable the eity to charge an
annual fee for all dealers in real estate.

DISASTROUS SLIDE,
Number of Buildings Demolished—
Narrow Escapes, But No One
Injured.

A dispatch to the Ashcroft Journal
from Lillooet says: ‘“The most disas-
trous rock-slide that has ever occur-
red ‘in this vicinity came down near
the Seaton Lake hatchery on February
16th, lasting from 5 to 8 a.m. Al-
though the hatchery building escaped,
still considerable damage was done to
the flume which carries water to the
hatching house. Huge rocks struck
this in many places, and the damage
was so great that it could not be re-
paired for some days. This necessitat-
ed removing the fish at once. Luckily
most of the fish were ready for plant-
ing, so a large force was put to work
at once and the fish got out before any
of them suffered. One boulder smash-
ed the Jower weir and several rest in
the seining pool.

‘“The greatest damage was done to
the Seaton Lake sawmill, but luckily
no one was injured. E. 8. Peters, who
was in charge, had a narrow escape as
a rock carried away the back porch of
the house he was sleeping in. Mr.
Peters fled to safer ground across the
creek.

“The rocks played queer pranks. One
broke the floor of the mill, dropping
the planer into the boiler room and
the rock itself rests a few feet from
the main boiler. Another smashed the
side of a tool house and lodged in the
centre of the room. Omne lumber pile
of many thousand feet was smashed
into a lumber.shed from the front,
another of many tons passed around
cne end of this building and then roli-
ed back, crushing it in from the other
side. Another rock of many tons rests
squarely on the top of another pile of
lumber. One or two houses of lesger
importance were completely demolish-
ed.

‘“The rocks started many thousands
of feet up the mountain side and on
their way down cut in two trees many
feet in diameter as if they had been
s0 many match sticks.”

QUARREL OVER WAITRESS.
One Man Shot Dead and Another Seri-
ously Injured.

San Francisco, Feb. 24.—In a drunken
fight to-night at the Hastings hotel,
in Emeryville, Charles Logue, an iron-
worker, was shot through the heart
and instantly Kkilled, and Peter Noppe,
a machinist, was badly wounded by a
charge of shot which lodged in his
head. The police arrested John Noppe,
a brother of the wounded man, and
Frank Calbrez, charging the former
with the killing of Logue and the lat-
ter with the shooting of Noppe. The
quarrel was over a waitress.

PIONEER CATTLEMAN DEAD,

Winnipeg, Feb. 25.—James Gillespie,
a pioneer resident and the first man to
import cattle into the West for slaugh-
tering purposes, died Ilast night of
heart failure. He was around as usual
on Saturday. He was beef contractor
for the C. P. R. from 1876 to the com-
pletion of the work, -and was well
known to all railway contractors.

Winnipeg, Feb. 25.—R. Adamson, of
the department of immigration, re-
turned to the city yesterday from a
trip to Saskatoon and surrounding
points. While in the West, Mr. Adam-
son made special inquiry regarding
settlers who were reported frozen to
death during the recent cold weather,
and stated that the cases investigated
by him proved to be without founda-
tion in fact.

At Saskatoon it had been reported
that a settler living west of that town
had been frozen in his shack. A de-
tachment of police was sent on . the
trip forty miles west to make inquiry
regarding this settler, who was found
living comfortably with an abundance
of food and fuel, and in much better
condition than most of the settlers in
the district. On inquiry into the origin
of the rumor that he had been found
frozen the police discovered that the
osnly foundation for it was in the fact
that certain of his neighbors had not
seen him for a week, and they feared
that he had been frozen.

At Hanley, Mr. Adamson made in-
quiry regarding two young Scotchmen
who were reported to have been frozen
to death at that point. 1t was stated
that the body of one of 'these young
Scotchmen had been partially devoured
by wolves before it had been discov-
ered by neighbors. Careful inquiry
was, made regarding the matter at
Hanley, but it was not possible to find
anyone who knew anything about such
a. death within a hundred miles of that
point.

CHINESE STUDENTS
BOTHER GOVERNMENT

Responsible For Recent Anti-Mon-
archial Outbreaks--Strict Precau-
tionary Measures.

The search in the Hukuang provinces
for anti-monarchists and revolutionar-
jes, it seems, has revealed the fact that
they are mostly composed of young
men who have studied in Japamn, so
advices received from that country per
steamship Titen state.

Spokane, Feb. 24.—The third of his
family to_drop dead at ine telegraph
key, and the fourth to be taken off
without warning, James H. Nichols, a
veteran operator, died early this morn-
ing while in the act of sending a mess-
age. He was employed in the Western
Union Telegraph Company’s office here.
Nichols had apparently stooped over to
pick up a pencil from the floor. He
remained in that position until the at-
tention of the chief operator was call-
ed to him. When the chief took Nichols
in his arms the veteran was breathing
his last.

He always had a premonition he
would die with his clothing on him,
Only a few years ago his brother
Charles, employed in the office at
Skagway, Alaska, dropped dead at the
key, and a few months after the death
of Charles, his brother Lee, working
in the vicinity of St. Paul, expired in
the same manner.

She Signed a Paper

for Stanford White without knowing
what it was. Later she told Thaw about
her interview with Hummel, and then
remembering that she had signed a
paper for White, went to him and de-
manded that it be returned to her.
‘White took her to Hummel’s house and
she was shown her signature to a
paper which was afterwards burned in
her presence. She was unable to state
positively, however, that it was the
affidavit making charges against
Thaw, but said she did not remember
signing but one paper. District At-
torney Jerome has

of the paper, and will call Hummel to
identify it.

Since this paper was drawn up Hum-
mel has been disbarred, and is under
indictment for incidents connected with
a divorce case in which he was one of
the attorneys.

In addition to Hummel, Mr. Jerome
proposes to place on the stand the
stenographer who wrote the affidavit
and the notary before whom it is said
to have been sworn to. In this way an
effort will be made to get the photo-
graphic copy of the document before
the jury. Mr. Jerome has had, how-
ever, practically its entire contents in-
troduced into the case by reading it,
and asking Mrs. Thaw if she did not
make a statement contained in it to
Hummel.

If the afidavit is identified and ad-
mitted to evidence Mr. Jérome will ask
a few more questions of Mrs. Thaw re-
garding it and then, he has announced,
he will be through with his corss-ex-
amination.

But this will not relieve Mrs. Thaw
from the staund. The defence will prob-

FAMOUS DWARF DEAD.

Field Marshal Tom Thumb, a Popular
Favorite, Expires at Ripe
Old Age.

Field Marshal Tom Thumb, otherwise
known as Richard Garnsey, has just
died at the age of 74 in Wellington,
England. He was supposed to be the
most perfectly formed dwarf in the
world, and his height was just
three feet.

Fifty years ago he attracted
crowds to the Egyptian hall,
He appeared before the late Queen
Victoria on more than one occasion,
Her Majesty taking the greatest inter-
est in him. He subsequently
through Britain, attracting large audi-
ences, medical men especially being
particularly interested in his perfect
formation.

After leaving the stage he settled
down as a farmer near Wellington, and
proved himself a keen business man.
At the various markets he delighted
the farmers with his anecdotes, and
would often cause the greatest fun by
losing himself amongst the crowd of
buyers.

He was of a most genial disposition,
and was a familiar figure in the town
in which he lived. He enjoyed splen-
did health alrhost up to the time of his
death, but®for the last few years he
walked with a crutch, one of his bul-
locks having knocked him down and
broken his leg.

UP FOR DISCUSSION

Executive of Tourist Association
Considered Severai Questions
Yesterday.

At the meeting of the executive of
the Victoria Development and Tourist
Association held yesterday afternoon,
several very important matters affect-
ing the advancement of the city were
discussed.

The in-
tention is to act at once so that a vigor-
ous advertising campaign may be car-
ried on.

The Settler's Committee presented a
very important report.

That the chairman, with the general
secretary, visited Colwood for the pur-

The route that we would suggest is from
(and commencing at) termination of ex-
isting wagon road at Mill Bay, on west
gide of Saanich Inlet, thence following
west shore of Saanich Ianlet, south, to &
suitable  connecting point on the existing
Goldstream-Victoria road, a total dis-
tance, we believe, of about sixteen miles.
We also respectfully suggest that the
road be kept as near to sea level as pos-
sible, and that particular pains be taken
to reduce all grades to as low a degree
of steepness as possible.

Notwithstanding the fact that the dis-
tricts mentioned in the first clause of this
letter are the most densely populated in
British Columbia, yet the only wagon
road communication between them at the
present time is by the circuitous and
very difficult route past Sooke lake.

of 1,650 feet above sea level, and is an
ex.remely dangerous and difficult road.
Owing to great steepness and length of
its grades it is impassable to farm wag-
ons loaded with produce, and it is a seri.
ous journey from Goldstream to Sooke
lake for any vehicle even if absolutely
without load. In winter time,. owing to
its elevation, this Sooke lake portion of
the road is often impassable for months,
owing to snow. The new road, via Saan-
icn Inlet, which we propose, would short-
en the distance between districts men-
tioned in first clause of this letter by at
least ten miles; it would entirely do away
with steep climb over the mountains, and
it would be passable to heavily loaded
farm wagons at all seasons of the year;
not only that, but it would open up a
stretch of country along the west side of
Saanich Inlet which is not at present
touched by any wagon road.

Your petitioners consider the immediate
construction of this West Saanich Inlet
road is a matter of very great importance
to the southern districts of Vanecouver
Island.

Your petitioners are very earnest in
their desire to see this road constructed,

T0 TAKE ACTION

DELEGATES OF CANNERS
EN. ROUTE T0 OTTAWA

Will Ask That Further Restrictions
With Regard to Fishing Be
Imposed.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

Capt. J. G. Cox and Riehard Hall, ex-
M. P. P, who left this morning for Ot-
tawa, will gsupplement  the delegation
which is now at the Dominion capital
urging upon the government, the adop-
tion of the recommendations of -the
fishery commission presented some time
ago. Already A. E. Todd and-B. C. Mess
from Victoria are at Ottawa in _the
same interests, and representatives of
the canners in Vancouyer: and else-
where are also represented.

‘The restrictions urge®~will have a
decided effect upon the Tocal figherfes.
The canners ask for a siXty-hour clése
season each week instead of thirty-six
hours as at present. The sixty-hour
close season is by no means as essen-
tial to the preservation of the fishing
industry off this coast as it is in the
Fraser river, owing to the fact that in

| spite of all the traps that could be in-

stalled off the coast of Vancouver Isl-
and the vast majority of the passing
salmon must -escape.

On the Fraser river, on the contrary,

the thirty-six hours closé  season al-
lowed the fish to congregate about the
lower portion of the river and on the
expiration of the time the fishermen
proceeded to that part of the river just
below the bridge and on account of the
narrow conflnes were enabled to make
a’ clean up of practically all the fish
then in the mouth of the stream. This
at léast is the contention of the can-
ners and others interested, and on this
information the commission decided to
make the recommendations which were
contained in the report.

The canners in this city, however; in
the general interests of the imdustry
consented to recommend the sixty-hour
close season  for Vancouver Island
traps as well as for the Fraser river.
In doing this there could be no charge
of seifishness on-the part of the.local
interests who were willing to foregeo
privileges whioch would not deplete the
spawning grounds in order that there
might be benefits derived by the adap-
tation of the same rule to-the Fraser.

Some intergsts in New Westminster,
which are opposed to- this rule going
into force on the ground that it will in-
terfere with the .trade.on the .river, are
preparing to put up a fight against the
recommendations: of . the .majority of
the commission and .in favor- of the
minority report of J. C. Brown.

INDIAN
Provincial Government Will Communi-
cate With Ottawa on the
Question.

After luncheon had been served, the
governor, after a -short speech, in
which he thanked the members of the
club for the honor which they had con-
ferred upon him in making him the
honorary president, called without fur-
ther ceremony upon the Chief Justice.

In his opening remarks His Lordship
peinted out that one of the objects of
the Canadian Club was to foster na-
tional sentiment.

“We Canadians,” he said, “believe
that British institutions are the best
on earth and we are always ready to
take up tHe cudgels with our cousins
across the line and maintain that our
institutions are superior to theirs, I
must also state that in most of the
arguments which I have heard, the
Canadian generally comes out with
flying colors.”

The two matters in which this sup-
eriority is chiefly brought home is first
In the even-handed ‘administration of
Justice, and second in that we have at-
tained the acme of self-government.

It would be impossible for the Bri-
tish Empire to exist without the first.
The only principal that would permit
of its holding together consisting as it
does of over fifty nationalities with dif-
ferent languages; and fourteen different
religions is one which - recognizes the
absolute equality of all men before the
law, irrespective of position or quality.

The Chief Justice illustrated this
with a couple of instances. In one of
which' the Chief Justice of Britain was
worsted in a suit which he attempted
to defend, and received a scathing
judgment from his own -court, and a
pitiless arraignment of his own suit.
He contrasted this with some of the
tases witnessed across the line, one in

at present proceeding in New York.
The  other “case instanced was that of
the O’Brien murder trial in the Yukon
when the government went to an ex-
pense which ran into five figures to
punish an alien who had murdered an
alien as both were leaving the country.

The second matter in which our in-
stitutions are superior is that we have
maintained the acme of self govern-
ment. He ijllustrated this by reference
to a case in which some Californian
citizens could not have a wrong right-
ed at Washington for over two years,
owing to the matter being pigeon-holed
by the secretary. In Canada the mem-
ber for the interested constituency
would merely question the minister on
the floor of the House, and the diffi-
culty would be overcome,

In conclusion the chief justice asked
how these British institutions were to
be conserved for posterity.

The bulk of the population of Canada
will be contained by the provinces of
the middle and northwest. They will
largely be of American origin. Their
outlook upon life will be American and
their interests, and affiliations are Am-
erican.

They must be educated in Canadian
sentiment. Leaders of public opinion,
such as the gentleman who sat at his
right (Hon. Richard McBride) should
tour the country oftener, not merely
at election time, and irn their speeches
endeavor to- inculcate national idcas.
A responsibility rests upon our school
boards. Competent persons should
point out to -the students in what the|
superiority of our institutions lies, and |
finally provincial universities, which
would “form nuclei of national senti-
ment,  should be established. He
thought the government should” set
aside lands for the endowment of such
a university.

The chief justice resumed his seat
amid much applause, after which a
vote of thanks, proposed by Mr. Mec-
Curdy, séconded by Mr. Helmcken, was
tendered him.

COURT MARTIALLED.

Paymaster Tried and Found Guilty of
Negligence on Board H. M. 8.
Egeria.

The boom of a heavy gun and the
hoisting of the Union Jack at the stern
of H. M. S. Egeria announced to the
resident of Esquimalt Tuesday morn-
ing that a court-martial was in coubse
of progress. Paymaster Howard C. M.
Bills, of H. M. S. Shearwater, was on
trial charged with being negligent in
the performance of his duties and of
having public monies in his private cash
box at his office in the naval yard at
Esquimalt.

The charge was consequent upon a
burglary of the paymaster’s office some
months ago, when a cas' hbox was
opened and £500 10s. 4d. was taken.
Other documents to the value of £1,700
were left. The money which was miss-
ing had since been refunded to the ad-
miralty.

The court was comprised of the fol-
lowing: Captain Learmouth, of H. M.
S. Egeria; Commander Allgood, H. M.
S. Shearwater; Lieutenants Davy,
Dodgeon, and Troup. Lieut. G. V.
Keenan acted as judge advocate.

The accused defended himself, and
after pleading guilty stated that as he
had refunded the money taken, he had
been sufficiently punished. His previ-
ous record was then read to the court.

The court found that Paymaster Bills
had been negligent and ordered him to
be severely reprimanded. His sword
was returned to him and he was re-
leased from custody.

ACCIDENTALLY SHOT.
Earl’s Daughter Killed by Her Husband
While Shooting Pheasants.

Lady Dorothy Cuthbert, fourth daughter
of the Earl of Strafford, was accidentally
shot dead while accompanying her hus-
band, Captain Cuthbert, who was shoot-
ing pheasants with a party near their
residence, Beaufront Castle, Hexham.

A party of four guns, accompanied by
beaters, started to Shoot the Quarry
Wood, a ten-acre preserve about a mile
from Beaufront Castle. They were just
starting when Lady Dorothy Cuthbert
motored up and joined the party. The
accident followed within three minutes.
Mr. Portal, the estate agent, Mr. Foster,
and Mr. Pomfret, who, with Captain
Cuthbert, formed the shooting party,
were rather in advance with the line of
beaters. Captain Cuthbert and Lady
Dorothy followed side by side, the captain
about a yard in advance.

A bird flew back, and Captain Cuthbert
turned sharply. As he turned either some
part of his coat—perhaps a button—caught
the trigger of the gun, or his finger
touched it, and the weapon was dis-
charged before being brought to the
shoulder. Lady Dorothy was at the most
two yards away, possibly less, and re-
ceived the full charge right on the left
side of the face. The charge was small
shot, but at the short distance there was
no time for it to scatter, and the effect
was the same as if ‘'a heavy bullet had
been fired at the same range. A wound
was made from the right cheek upwards,
and death ensued instantaneously.

At the inquest the coroner’s jury re-
turned a verdict to the effect that Lady
Dorothy was killed by gunshot wounds,
the result of a pure accident, and not due
to carelessness or negligence on Captain
Cuthbert’s vart. The jury expressed their
deep sympathy with Captain Cuthbert.

LABOR DEPARTMENT
GAINS JOURNALIST

Western Fditorial Representative of
the Globe Joins Mackenzie
King’s Staff.

A dispatch from Ottawa announces
the appointment of Fred A. Acland,
western editorial representative of the
Toronto Globe, as secretary of the de-
partment of labor at Ottawa. Mr. Ac-
land enters upon his new duties on the
1st of March.

The announcement will be received
with a great deal of satisfaction, not
only by the friends of that gentleman,
but by Victorians generally, among
whom Mr. Acland made his home dur-
ing the past winter. His letters to the
Globe, one of which appeared but a
few days since, constituted valuable
publicity literature for this city, for
not only did he emphasize the peculiar
climatic attractions of Victoria, but in
his more recent letters he laid strong
emphasis on the great industrial op-
portunities of the section of which this
city is the metropolis.

Mr. Acland is a distinct accession to
the department of labor, which under
the direction of Mackenzie King has
become such an efficient branch of the
Dublic service, administered in such a
manner that both sides of the House
unite in praising its important work.
Mr. King takes the keenest interest in
his work, and loses no opportunity of
strengthening hiz branch of the civil
service. Mr. Acland’s decision to sever
{ his connection with jomrnalism and
take the present office is understood to
be the result of repeated overtures
from Mr. King.

The new secretary to the department
has been connected with the Globe for
over fifteen years, and he has served
in almost every reportorial and editor-
ial capacity on the paper during that
time. His trip through the west a
year or two ago, and his interesting let-
ters from the new provinces and Mani-
toba led the Globe to establish an office
at Winnipeg, and Mr. Acland was of-
fered the post of western editorial re-
presentative of the paper with a rov-
ing commission from the Great Lakes
to the Pacific Ocean. Only a trained
journalist with well developed powers
of observation and a mature judgment
could have dealth as intelligently as he
has done with territory, conditions and
problems which were entirely new to
him.

These traits of character, together
with a very just and well balanced
mind, will contribute to make him a
most useful and efficlent officer of the
expanding department with which he
is now identified.

Mrs. Acland and daughter, who are
still in Victoria, will remain here until
April or May, when they will join Mr.
Acland at the capital.

MANITOBANS HASTEN
HOME FOR ELECTION

Their Departure Makes Appreciable
Difference in Newspaper Mail
Handled Locally.

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

The approaching elections in Mani-
toba are responsible for the hasty de-
parture of many of the residents of that
province who have been sojourning in
this city. Many of them have pur-
chased residences here, and their next
votes will be polled as citizens of Vic-
toria, but they will cast this final one
in the wheat province.

Despite their absence the hotels hav
as much business as they can handle,
and the realty market shows almost as
much activity as when they were here,
In many cases purchases are now be-
ing made through the local agents for
residents of the middle west who have
never visited the city, but who are act-
ing upon the reports of their friends
who have returned from here.

The departure of the visitors has
made an appreciable difference in the
mail at the post office. The postal offi-
cials here state that with the influx,
of the visitors their newspaper mail
just about doubled in volume. The
natives of the middle west are em-
phatically newspaper readers, and
neariy every one of them, in addition to
the usual Winnipeg and home papers,
subscribes for one or two eastern Can-
adian papers also.

‘“We have noticed the shrinkage al-
ready,” remarked one official, “conse-
quent upon the departure of the Win-
nipeggers and other natives of Mani~
toba. Either because of the long win-
ter there, when practically idle, or be-
cause they insist upon remaining en
rapport with affairs in their former
homes, each one receives a bundle of
papers which in the aggregate swells
the newspaper mail enormously. The
facilities in Winnipeg, which gre upon
a large scale, are taxed to the utmost
to handle the newspaper malils.”

C. E. Wilson in her bereavement was
passsed. The meeting then adjourned
until March 26th.
