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BALKAN CRISIS
IS AT AN END

SERVIA SURRENDERS
TO DEMANDS OF EUROPE

Reports Say King Peter Will Ab-
dicate—Possible Success-
ors to Throne.

Belgrades, March 29.—Servia has sur-
rendered completely to the demands of
Europe. The tension of six months over
the Balkan situation will come to an
end this afternoon. The action of'Ser-
via probably will set the Balkan gues-
tion at rest for many years,

The ministers 'of Great Britain,
France and Russia and Italy will to-
day verbally inform the Servian.,gov-
ernment of their recognition of the an-
nexation of Bosina and Herzegovna by
Austria-Hungary. They will advise
Servia to consider this question closely
and issue a' circular ‘note to all the
powers acknowledging this annexation,
and at the same time to assure Aus-
tria-Hungary of' her peaceful inten-
tions, revoking- all claims to idemnify-
ing cencessions,

Servia undoubtedly will swallow this
bitter medicine "and follow the advice
of the powers, $

London, March 29.—Special dis-
patches received here from Rome and
Vienna give rumors that Peter, the
King of Servia, and all the members
of his family are preparing to leave
Belgrade.

The message from Rome says that
King Victor Eminanuel has received a
letter’ from Belgrade to the effect that
King Peter and his sons are going to
Switzerland. King Peter suggests that
the youngest son of Prince Nicholas of
Montenegro ‘tdke the crown of Servia.
The King of Italy, according to this
dispatch, does not oppose the abdica-
tion of King Peter, but he will urge
that Peter's’  son Alexander. succeed
him, * d

Washington Official Had a
Long Struggle With the '
. Grim Reaper.

Paso Robles Hot Springs, Cal.,, March
28.—Governor. Samuel G. Cosgrove, of
Washington, died here suddenly at 3:30
o’clock yesterday morning from chronic
Bright’'s disease. Although the gov-
ernor had been in poor health for some
monthg prior to his election last No-
vember, the strain and ‘work of the
campaign weakened him considerably
and he came to Paso Robles Hot
Springs early in January to recuperate.

Slowly but surely the mifferal baths
and waters of the springs relieved.his
condition and he gradually became
stronger. He felt so much improved
that he risked the journey to Olympia
several weeks ago to be inaugurated
governor of Washington and take the
oath of office, returning almost imme-
diately to Paso Robles. This trip,
however, proved too much for his
strength and since his return here his
condition had gradually grown worse,

For the past two days he had. been
confined to his room with Mrs, Cos-
grove in constant attendance upon
him. Although it was known that he
was considerably weaker on Saturday,
his death in the early hours of the
morning came quite suddenly and un-
expectedly to his wife and Dr, Frank
W. Sawyer, the physician in charge of
the springs, who has been attending
him.

Only a few hours before his death he
Beemed to feel somewhat better again
and remarked that he hoped to soon
be able to return to Washington and
take up his duties as governor. The
immediate cause of death was the fail-
ure of the governor’s heart. Dr. Saw-
ver says that death was immediate, so
that there was no opportunity for the
last farewell between husband and
wife,

M. E. Hay Next Governor.

Seattle, Wash., March 29.—Governor
Samuel G. Cosgrove died at Paso
Robles at 3:30 Sunday morning of
Pright’s disease, and word was imme-
llately sent to Howard Cosgrove, the
£Eovernor’s son, who was in Seattle at
the time, and to Mrs. Roy Kinnear, his
daughter, who lives here. M. E. Hay,
acting governor, will take the oath as
Zovernor to-day. A state funeral will
be held at Olympia, Wednesday at 2

LEPROSY BACILLUS
IN FIVE GENERATIONS

Philippine  Bacteriologist by
Means of Cultures Makes
Important Discoveries.

Manila, March 29.—Dr. Moses Clegg,
racteriologist of the Bureau of Science
of Manila, has succeeded in cultivating
the leprosy bacillus. He made five
separate cultures of the bacillugs and
carried all of them through five suc-
cessive generations. Dr. Clegg used
the organisms both from living lepers
and the bodies -of victims of leprosy.
He has been equally successfu] with
his cultures with the germgs of amoe-
bic dysentery, there being a symbolic
relationship between the germs of the
two diseases.

The Bureau of Science has prepared
a leprosy vaccine and proposes to carry
forward a series of experiments for

the purpose of establishing a specific
treatment for leprosy.

WOMAN DIES IN
ELECTRIC CHAIR

BROWNSVILLE TRUNK
MURDER IS EXPIAFED

Farmer Declares Her
Husband Guiltless of
Ghastly Crime.

Mrs.

Auburn, N. Y., March 29.—Murmuring
a prayer for her soul, Mrs, Mary Farm-
er was quietly led to the electric chair
in Auburn prison shortly after 6 o’clock
this morning and executed for the kill-
ing of Mrs. Sarah Brennan at Brown-
ville last April.

The execution of Mrs, Farmer, the
second infliction of death on a woman
by electricity in this state, was effect-
ed with sensational incident, Three con-
tacts were given, and the phyhicians
officially pronounced the woman dead
at 6.15 o'clock. Five women, two of
whom were prisoner attendants, wit-
nessed the death of Mrs. Farmer.
Father Hickey, spiritual advisor of the
condemned woman, following the exe-
cution, gave out 'a statement, signed
by Mrs, Farmer, .in which she declared
that her ‘hsuband, James Farmer, was
entirely innocent and knew nothing of
the crime until after it had been com-

+mitted. »

Led ¥y Father Hickey, and with Mys.

Dunnigan and Miss German, the two
women attendants who have beeén with
her constantly since she was brought to
Auburn prison, Mrs, Farmer walked
unfalterningly to the death chair. Her
eyes were half closed and she saw
nothing of the death chair and the rows
of witnesses. In her hands she clapsed
a crucifix, and as she was being strap-
ped in the chair Father Hickey .stood
at her side and offered prayers for the
dying.

Dr. John Gerin, the prison physician,
said that the woman was dead after
the first shock, but as there was still a
tremor of muscular reaction, two suc-
ceeding contacts were given, State
Electrician Davis said that 1,840 volts
and 7.12 amperes was the strength of
the current that passed through the
woman’s body.

ANTI-OPIUM LAW TO
BECOME EFFECTIVE

B

Drug Excluded From United
States Except for Medicinal
Purposes.

Washington, D. C., March 29.—After
April 1st next neither opium nor any
mixture or compound containing opium
in any form can be legally brought
into the United States or any of its
outlying possessions, except for strict-
ly medical purposes.

Carrying into effect a law passed at
the last session of congress embodying
this restriction, the secretary of the
treasury on Saturday issued regula-
tions in which it is declared that the
term “opium” shall ecover all of the
forms, including the following named
alkaloids, their. salts or combinations,
and such others as it may be found
necessary to ‘include in the future:
Morphine, codeine, dionine, -diacetyl,
morphone, heroin, peronine, their chlor-
ides, sulphates, phosphates, etc.,, and
all mixtures or preparations contain-
ing them.

The term “for medicinal purposes
only” used in the law is declared to
mean for the treatment or prevention
of disease of man or other animals.
Smoking opium will be -seized forth-
with and destroyed, as an illegal im-
portation.

Opium, other than smoking opium,
and its preparations and derivatives,
imported for medical purposes, may
be entered for immediate transporta-
tion in bond to and for consumption or
for warehouse in specified positions,
and no other. Importers are required
to file with the collector a declaration
stating that the importation is made in
good faith, and giving the name of the
firm by whom it is to be used in the
preparation of medicine. They are re-
quired also to keep complete records
ag to the persons to whom their ar-
ticles are sold.

JOHNSON’S EFFORTS TO
GET JEFFRIES TO FIGHT

Heavyweight Champion in New
York—Willing to Meet
Anyone.

New York, March 29.—Nearly one
thousand men greeted Jack Johnson,
the .champion heavyweight pugiilst
when he arrived here. The crowd was
made up for the most part of colored®
men and they cheered:'with enthusiasm
when they first got sight of the man
of their race who won the world’s
championship of the prize ring.

“I am going to try and get Jeffries
to fight,” declared Johnson, as he step-
ped off the train. “I’'l] post $5,000 with
the sporting editor of a New York pa-
per and I want Jeffries to cover it. If
he don’t I'l take the first man who
will put up the money.”

In order to handle the crowd which
gathered at the Grand Central station
an extraordinary detail of twenty po-
licemen was assigned to duty there,

Questioned as to whether he would
fight Stanley Ketchell, in case Jeffries
did not accept his challenge, Johnson
shid‘: “I’ll fight the first man who cov-
ers the money, If Jeffries refused to
fight, Ketchell is not too small, and
Corbett is not too old.” -

In reply to questions about his en-
gagements, the fighter said that all
agreements had been rendered void by
his change of management.

A crowd of several hundred passen-
gers gathered in front of the West
Thirty-fifth street hotel, where John-
son went from the station, and as
many as the place would hold pushed
their way in, and shook the fighter's
hand. In response to repeated cheers
from these Johnson appeared on a
second floor balcony and made a little
speech.

“1 am glad to get back home again,”
he said. “When I left here I did not.
wear the crown-that I now wear, and
while I wear this crown I'll do my best
to defend it against all-comers. I am
willing to fight with anybody and
won’'t want the money in advance as
Burns did when he fought 'me. My
sole purpose in coming to New York
to-day was to force Jim Jeffries into a
match.

CASTRO GROWING
VERY HOSTILE

GIVES VENT TO WRATH

ON STEAMSHIP COMPANY

Will Not Be Taken Direct to|

Venezuela—His Attack
on Gomez.

Bordeaux, March- 26.—“If -1 am a
criminal why haven’t my accusers the
courage to allow me to return to Vene-
zuela and defend myself,” exclaimed
Cipriano Castro this forenoon when an
agent of the French steamship com-
pany officially informed him that he
must leave the steamer Guadeloupe, on
which he sails to-day, before that ves-
sel reaches Venezuela,

The former Venezuelan president was
forious at the action taken by the
steamship company. He entered an
automobile and was driven to the
offices of the company, where he in-
dulged in a tirade against Juan Vicente
Gomez, president of the republic.

“All I ask is the right to a fair ‘trial,”
he declared. “I am prepared to accept
the result. The refusal of Gomez to
permit me to enter Venezuela is over-

‘whelming proof that they have no case

against me, but realize that.if I set foot
on Venezuelan goil their game is up.”
Castro’s protestations were all in
vain, however, and he had to accept
tickets to Port of Spain, Trinidad. His
words here leave no doubt of his in-
téntion to try to organize a revolution
to overthrow his enemies and re-estab-
lish himself at Caracas, After-Castro
returned to his hotel from the steam-
ship office, he had a long conference
with a Mr, Roy, the agent of a Paris
company engaged' in the manufacture
of arms, It is believed that the matter
of a shipment of arms was discussed.:

HOT DEBATES AT
ANNUAL MEETING

Provincial-Association Against
Professionalism—Special
Leave for Minto Cup.

The B. C. Amateur Lacrosse Associa-

tion ‘at its annual meeting at New
Westminster on Saturday . decided to
withdraw from the B. C. Amateur Ath-
letic Union, but will play only amateur
lacrosse this season. New Westihinster
is«to be given permission to defend the
Minto cup against eastern challengers
Wwithout losing amateur standing.
" The following delegates were present
at the meeting: New Westminster,
Messrs, A, Turnbull, A, W, Gray, F. J.
Lynch; Vancouver, Messrs. Con-Jones,
lionel Yorke, M, J. Barr; Maple Leafs,
C. W. Murray, J. Martin, H. W, Welsh;
Victoria, Duucan Campbell,

F. J. Lynoh, secretary-treasurer, sub-
mitted his report, which was unani-
mously adopted, The report follows:

Sir,—In submitting my report as sec-
retary-treasurer of your association for
the season 1908, I do so with a certain
degree of pleasure and also with some
regret,

In the first place, let me thank you
very kindly for the honorary position
vou have intrusted to me and for the
many kindnesses shown me, by you,
whilé endeavoring to carry out the
duties of this office. It has been a
pleasure to me, and my only regret
is that our grand old game has been
subjected to a very severe test, both
by competition with professional ath-
letics, as well as criticism from some
parts as to the manner' in which
some of ‘the clubs were conducted.
However, we have learned a lesson,
and ‘it is now the earnest wish of us
all that, with these lessons, we shall
be able to successfully place the na-
tional game on the footing it de-
serves, and by a concentrated effort
of all the members of this association
iowards the betterment and the sus-
taining influence of pure sport, well
managed, “we may Dplace the game
onces-again' in the foremost position
it once held in the hearts of the Can-
adian people.

It is with pride I record the splendid
showing made by the Westminster club
in winning the <championship of the
world, '‘and - with such an honor at-
tached to- our asseeiation, the task of
maintaining - a - lively- interest in -clean
short-sheowld be- an-easy- onesgi.' ' |

Mr. Gray. wanted to know if it was
the ihtention of the B. C, Union to give
the New Westminster clyb permission
to defend the Minto cup against the
Tecumsehs.* It was a serious matter
with New Westminster folks, and had
a direct bearing on the lacrosse situa-
tion in New Westminster,

Dr. Davidson said that the B. C. A.
A. U. coudd not grant the sanction, but
said that the 'Union would possibly
recommend to the C. A. A. U. that the
sanctiqn be granted, but was not in a
position to -state’ definitely whether
such a sanction would be granted, The
B. C. A. A« U, however, could not
grant the request for @& sanction, but
he felt confident that a sanction would
be granted upon a recommendation
from the Union. But this was only
personal opinion, purely and simply.

Mr. Gray thought that the lacrosse
union could run its own affairs, and
he moved that the association appoint
a committee to investigate rumors of
professionalism and report at 8 o'clock
in - the "evening. The following com-
mittee was appointed: Messrs. Welsh,
Dr. Campbell, Martin and Barr.

At the evening meeting the commit-
tee so appointed reported as follows:

“That this committee appointed - to
investigate rumors of professionalism
respectfully recommends that the B.
C. A. L. A. withdraw from the B. C.
A. A. U. and in order that the position
of the association with regard to ama-
teurism be made clear, a statutory de-
claration be taken from the secretary-
treasurer and president of each club
and edach player who competed last
year that the club and player were
amateur, and that players received no
money consideration in 1908, and that
a declaration should be sent to the
secretary of the B. C. A, L. A. of each
individua] player, and that the action
of those players who are not cleared
by this method should be debarred
from membership in this association,
and that in future this association
recognize no professionalism other
than the defending of the Minto cup.

After an animated discussion the re-
port was unanimously adopted. Dur-
ing the discussion Mr. Turnbul} de-
clared that Mr. Jones was “talking
through his hat” when he asserted
that New Westminster players had in-
formed him that they were dissatis-
fled with conditions in- New Westmin-
ster. He thought that Mr. Jones
should not be considered a’' member of
the association'in view of the opinion
Yega¥ding  Tprofession#lism’ “expressed
by that géntleman. “We want ama-
teurism in New Westminster,” declar-
ed Mr. Turnbull, “and we will stand
for that only.”

Mr. Welsh, of New Westminster,
stated as far as he was concerned no
players received any sum for playing
lacrosse.

Mr. Martin reported and presented
an affidavit from the officials of the
Maple Leaf Club to the effect that no
men were paid for playing lacrosse,
but stated that men were paid to take
the places of players while away from
their work,

" Mr, Davidson said this was not prop-
er nrocedure.

Mr. Jones replying to Mr. Turnbull
said that the latter was also talking
through his hat, and refuted Mr.
Turnbull’s statement that New. West-
minster players had not expressed
themselves as being dissatisfied. He
was willing to swear to an affidavit
that New Westminster players had
informed him that such was the case.

D. Campbell, of Victoria,' advocated
amateur lacrosse. He said that an ex-
ception must be made regarding the
Minto cup matches, but that the asso-
ciation should remain amateur. Dr.
Davidson had informed the committee
that affidavits must be forthcoming
from the clubs that they were ama-
teur in 1908, and that unless this was
done one club would probably be pro-
fessionalized by next Tuesday. Mr.
Campbell closed his remarks with an
appeal to the association to promote
amateur lacrosse only.

Mr. Barr said that the whole thing
was a farce, and he would not remain
in office unless everything was open and
above board. He said he was prepar-
ed to show that Mr. Murray had paid
players and that players had been ap-
proached by officers of the Maple
Leafs.

Mr. Murray challenged  Mr. Barr to
prove that he (Mr. Murray) had paid
players in 1908,

“I did not refer to 1908,” replied Mr.
Barr.

“Well, don’t go back 40.years,” re-
torted . Mr. Murray. “I say again I
never approached a man in 1908. Some
of . us are.not in the. position of Mr.
Barr to pay players.”

“Come out under true colors,” de-
manded Mr, Barr. ‘“The whole thing
is a farce, and there will surely be a
‘bust: up’ of this association. This
amateur question is one that requires
careful consideration, but  you have
not accomplished anything. I don’t
think amateur lacrosse is possible, - and
therefore I-am advocating professional
lacrosse where we can conduct business
properly.

Mr. Gray suggested an adjournment
for one week, and the delegates could
interview their respective. clubs. If
there were any who favored profes-
sional lacrosse let them remain away
from the next meeting.

Mr, Jones said if it was amateur he
did not know where: the Vancouver
team was coming from. He admitted
having negotiated with New Westmin-
ster players, but they would not come
notwithstanding -the fancy offers sub-
mitted them.

The chairman said that this body
was amateur. If Mr. Jones wanted
professional lacrosse let him organize

i @ professional association,

President Gray said he was in favor
of permitting any eastern player, pro-
fessional or amateur to come west and
play with any of the clubs, providing
he is not receiving anything for play-
ing the game in this league.

On motion of Messrs. C. W, Murray
and A. Turnbu]] it was decided to go

‘M. J. Barr;

on record as being in favor of amateur
lacrosse only. The . Vancouver dele-
gates voted against the motion, all of
the other representatives supporting
ithe motion. 3

Dr. Davidson informed the associa-
tion that another league would be
formed by the B. C, ‘A. A, U. or some
other responsible body. It might  be
intermediate grade lacrosse at present,
but there were many players who de-
sired to remain‘in the B. C. A. A. U.
and compete in other sports, and it was
expected that a strqng league could be
organized.

The following officers, were. elected:

Bride; president, A. W. Gray, New
Westminster; first vice-president, Fos-
ter Macgurn, Victoria; second vice-
president, Lionel Yorke, Vancouver;

_As the Vancouver delegates’ could
not assure the asgociation that Mr.
Matheson would act it was decided to
wait till the next meeting before the
appointment was confirmed. If Mr.
Matheson will not ac¢t' Mr, Lynch will
probably - be elected permanent secre-
tary of the association. ;

Regarding New Westminster's claim
for $25 from the Maple Leafs for a
defaulted match- last year, Mr. Martin
assured the association that the New
‘Westminster ficlub would be recom-
nensed.

Rule 9, section’ 16, was amended to
read that the referee shall have power
to fine any team $10 for any delay in
appearing on the field, ready to play
at the appointed time, and failing to
appear at the expiration of 20 minutes,
the game shal] be awarded to the team
appearing on the grounds prepared to
play at the specified time. The referee,
however, having discretionary powers
in case of unforseen circumstances
arising. Fine to be paid to the asso-
ciation within seven days of date of
match.

It was moved and passed that.this
association provide aluminum checks
of different sizes and value for 10, 15,
20, 30 minutes and game, for the ref-
erees to use in matches, referees to be
instructed that they are to be more
strict in ruling, and that no check be
given for less than ten minutes.

The following committee was ap-
pointed to prepare the schedule:
Messrs. Lionel Yorke, D. Campbell, F.
J. Lynch, J. Martin.

The meeting then adjourned for one
week. At the next meeting the sched-
ule will be submitted.

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INSTALLING WIRELESS '
ON PRINCESS MAY

Two Kilowat Apparatus Being
Placed on Steamer
To-day.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

When the C. P. R. steamer Princess
May leaves to-night for Skagway she
will have an almost completed wire-
iess apparatus on board, and the com-
pletion of the plant will probably be
effected on the trip to Vancouver to-
night and while the boat ‘is lying in
port there. An operator will take the
trip north from Vancouver and if the
apparatus is in working order on the
way up the communication with land
will be kept up both going north and
on the return.

C. H. Thomas, chief operator, with
Assistants H. B. Millett and T. S. Pike,
arrived here yesterday ready to com-
mence the installation of the plant.
The late arrival of the hoat, however,
kept matters back and the chances . of
completing the equipment before the
May leaves to-night are unlikely. The
wireless apparatus arrived here from
Seattle on Monday last and was passed
through the customs. Since then it
has been waiting the arrival of the
boat. The plant is a two kilowat set,
which is the largest equipped on any
boat by the United Wireless Company
with the exception of the Minnesota,
which was equipped with a three-kilo-
wat outfit. On completion, however,
the Minnesota’s plant was found to be
but two and a half kilowats.

Mr. Thomas says the system will cer-
tainly be in operation on the return
Journey of the steamer.

Waters at Prince Rupert Teem With
Fish.

Prince Rupert, March 26.—For almost
a week the waters of the harbor have
been turned into a huge spawning
ground, by the millions of herring that
have come in from the colder waters.
From the G. T. P. wharf the waters
can be seen geeming with them, and
every sort of contrivance is brought
into play for the purpose of securing
some of them. Men and boys in boats
scoops them up a dozen or more at a
time.

When the run started herring found
ready sale at five cents per pound, but
now the fishermen cannot give them
away. Halibut and spring salmon are
also running well, and many good
hauls of both have been made by the
local fishermen. .

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OLD PLACER GROUND
IS TO BE WORKED

Newly Forme_d Company to Op-
erate on Large Scale
on Rock Creek.

Greenwoed, March 26.—The Rock
Creek placer grounds are to be worked
again, and on a larger scale than ever
in their history. There are many old
prospectors and placer miners who
will recall the-flood of gold that pour-
ed from that district in the early days
of gold washing. The most reliable
information which can be secured in-
dicates tat at least $1,000.000 was re-
covered f§om the rich gravel along
the stream, and this was done by fol-
lowing primitive methods and without
in any instance reaching bedrock.

A company of Greenwood business
men has staked seven and one-half
miles of the main stream and' its
south fork, application being made for
20-year leases of half-mile claims.
Arrangements have been made for se-
curing dredging equipment on a large
dcale, and it is anticipated that an
investment approximating $150,000 will
be made. Much of the  ground has
never been touched on the surface,
and none of it has been ‘handled to
any depth, hence it is probable that
dredging operations will prove profit-
able. Some of the same men now in-
terested were in'a company which at-
tempted to secure results by booming
some years ago. Rim rock was un-
covered for a space of about ten feet
and the gravel moved averaged $4 a
yard. On the South Fork by hand
work alone an average of 25 cents a
yvard has been recovered during a
period extending over the last twenty
years.

The workings on Rock creek will
be but a short distance from the town
of Bridesville, on the Great Northern
railway, just over the boundary line.

STRANGE PROVISION IN
MILLIONAIRE’S WILL

London, March 27.—The will of the
late Lord Burton shows that the gross
value. of the estate entered at the
principal probate registry is £1,000,000
at least, as far as at present can be
ascertained.

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PROSPECTIVE SOURCES
OF WATER SUPPLY.

As our readers well know, the Times
holds no brief for the Esquimalt Water
Works Company, so our position will
not be misunderstood when we point
out that our correspondent “Taxpayer,”
whose contributions we value very
highly, falls into a too common error
in regard to the capacity of the Gold-
stream property as a source \of water
supply for the city of Victoria. The
réservoirs of the Esquimalt Water
Works Company at Goldstream are
capable of storing a sufficient supply of
water, according to competent en-
gineers, to meet the requirements of a
population many times in excess of th_e
popuiation of Victoria at the” present
time. Three million gallons per diem
would be 4 generous allowance for all
the people within the existing muni-
cipal boundaries and for all else whom
we may be morally bound to consider
in laying plans for the immediate fu-
ture. In any of the schemes for aug-
;nenting this supply the utmost that is
contemplated is a pipe capable of de-
livering at the city boundaries five
million gallons per day. That is the
capacity of the pipe the experts figure
upon when they estimate the cost of
connection with Sooke Lake. For every
additional unit of five million gallons
up tq the full capacity of the lake that
estimate would have to be increased
correspondingly. It is therefore, obvi-
ously, a mistake to assume that an ex-
penditure of from .fifteen hundred to
two million dollars would, as many do
assume,- would make avaiable for the
purposes of citizens the whole of the
watershed of Sooke Lake.

It is well to remember, in considering
the matter of future water supply, that
the fact of the waters of Goldstream
becoming exhausted, or nearly ex-
i1au$ted. during the past two years,
does not necessarily imply that similar
conditions would obtain should the city
acquire the system, The tramway com-
ing has been calling for .a supply of
water for power purposes of from
twelve to fifteen million ‘galons per
diem. In the water thus released were
conserved for domestic purposes it
would be ample for the requirements
of a city having a population greater
than any one living-is likely to sgee
congregated within the present muni-
cipal limits, Taken in conjunction with
the present system, it would serve, be-
yond question, the population of the
entire peninsula,

FIGHTING FOR OUR TIMBER.

" Quite an interesting contest is being
waged in Washington in which British
Columbia timber is the special prize.
There has been a good deal of specula-
tion within the past year irmour timber,
capitalists have acquired
large holdings at considerable expense,
from which the people of the province,
the original owners, have derived very
little profit. These American specula-
tors in our resources and other owners
of native timber are now endeavoring
to persuade Congress to legislate in
such a manner as will redound to their
particular interests, Owners of Ameri-
can timber want our lumber kept out of
their haome market, Owners of British
Columbia limits want it to be admit-
ted at reduced rates of duty. The fight
is ostensibly in the interests of the peo-
ple at large, in reality it is in the in-
terests of persons who are already
pretty fairly endowed with this world’s
goods, but who, in accordance with the
natural traits of human nature, want
to heap up great mounds of treasure:
The advocates of a low rate of duty,
altruistic to a degree, maintain that if
some outside source of lumber supply
be not found, the whole of the country
must soon be shaved clean of its re-
sources in timber. The protectionists
protest that if their products are
brought into competition with ‘theap
British Columbia or Canadian lumber
they will be absolutely ruined. Their
misfortunes will, furthermore, fall with
terrible force on workingmen.' whose
bread and butter will be cut off with
the closing of mills and camps and all
the institutions which live and move
and have their material being in the
environment created by the timber in-
dustry. In face of such a perplexing
situation what is a poor Congressman
to do? He is listening patiently to the
arguments of the contending factions
in the House, But he is also giving his
ear to the more potént suggestions of
the persuasive gentlemen in the labbies,
where the real contest ig taking place.
At the present writing it appears that
the speculators who have acquired the
timber limits of British Columbia are
likely to prevail, Whatever the out-
come, the effect ought to be to increase
our natural pride in the plenitude of
our natural resources, This feeling of
elation need not necessarily be temper-
ed with resentment against our govern-
ment for not striving to realize on be-
half of the public the profit which has
passed 80 easily into the pockets of pri-
vate individuals. Why should the pul-

lic be envious .of the increasing num-
ber of persons, some of them very in-
timatély connected with the McBride
government, who are growing rich as a
result of speculation in timber, which
is after all only figuratively the pro-
perty of all the people?

AIR NAVIGATION,

No one, not even the most sanguine
of scientific “aviators,” had any defi-
nite igea of what practical results are
likely to follow the experiments in air
navigation now 8o general throughout
the world. Some experimenters tell us
that the airship will be a valuable
gid to military men in directing the
operations of an army. But wars and
battles are not such common incidents
in the lives of men and of nations as
they were a half century or a century
ago. If the ‘inventors of airships hope
to derive profit from their works, they
must turn their machines to more gen-
eral and more practical account. Some
of them are convinced that this can
be done. There may be plenty of rea-
son for the faith that is in them.
They have as yét given the sceptic
no reason for divesting hig mind of
its natural prejudices. The weakness
of all air-navigating vessels is their
limited carrying capacity. It is out of
all proportion to their displafement,
as the builder of water-ships might say
in his matter of fact way. Even Count
Zepperlin’s dirigible balloon, which, as
its name implies, can be. successfully
steered in the direction its navigator
wills, a structure nearly as large as
an ocean-going steamship, can only
carry fifteen or twenty men. Of what
use would such a machine be in the
practical affairs of this world when a
steamship - or g railway train can
transport so many thousands of tons
of freight and so many thousands of
human beings? That is the point
which cannot be explained. But the
bultders and the navigators of these
new machines continue to construct
and to experiment with them. They
meet the criticisms of doubters by
pointing out, and with truth, that in
the early days of steamships and
steam locomotives the future of these
vehicles, now indispensable, was just
as .doubtful. Their inventors were
called victimg of misdirectéed enthu-
siasm, sometimes madmen. The direc~
tors of scientific journals are encour-
aging the airship men, which they
would.scarcely do did they not believe
that there is method in the present
cpidémic of apparent madness. The
Scientific American is offering a trophy
for the inventor who flies his machine
farthest through the air under cer-
tain conditions. Our New York tech-
nical contemporary seems to l?elie\'e
that Mr. Douglas McCurdy stands a
good chance of carrying off this prize.
It says: )

“Judging from the recent perform-
ances of Mr, McCurdy in Nova Scotia
with the fourth aeéroplane—the “Sil-
ver Dart'—of the Aerial Experiment
Associa[tlon, the year 1909 is to witness
even more rapid progress in aviation
here than was made in France last
year.

“After having made comparatively
few practice flights this young Cana-
dian engineer, on March 10th, in-
creased his previous records to nearly
20 miles in two flights of 13 and 22
minuteg duration respectively, Two
days before he-had already made a
flight of 11 minutes duration. The
aeroplane, mounted on wheels, started
and landed on the ice of ‘Lake Bras
d’Or, near Baddeck, N. S. In one of
the flights this new aviator is said to
have attained a height of 50 feet and
to have performed various evolutions.
At his request, the Aero Club of Amer-
ica is sending a representative to Nova
Scotia to officially control a flight for
the Scientific American Trophy, which
it ‘has recently been decided to award
each year to the aviator who makes
the longest flight in an official trial.
Hereafter, anyone having a heavier-
than-air machine which has shown it-
self capable of flight can have an of-
ficia)] trial by notifying the Aero Club
of ‘t\merica two or three days in ad-
vance, and remitting double the rail-
way fare from New York to the point
of trial, plus $4 for each day upon
which a trial is to be made. The mini-
mum . distance for 1909 is 25 kilometers
(15% miles). If a sufficient number of
machines, are developed during the
next few months, it is probable that
a contest will be arranged near New
York city.

“The Scientific American Trophy has
served a useful purpese in encouraging
the development of new flying ma-
chines.  From now on it will stand for
the greatest achievement in aviation
in America.”

VICTORIA’S HONORABLE MEMBER

Considering the peculiar circum-
stances under which he obtained his
seat in the House of Commons, one
might reasonably expect the represen-
tative of Victoria to be exceedingly
discreet in his public utterances and
modest in his parliamentary demeanor.
But Mr. Barnard, we are exceedingly
sorry to observe, i8 not s0. On the
contrary, he bears himself with an
effront®ry that must be positively of-
fensive to his fellow-representatives
and embarrassing to his leader. Dur-
ing the discussion last week of the
question of deferred elections, brought
up in the house by Mr. Burrell, the
member for Victoria once more took
occasion to deny that he was respon-
sible for the forgery of a telegram

which nlaved such an imvortant nart

'in his election.
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To Mr., G. H. Barn-
ard's futile efforts to dissociate him-
self from that malodorous transaction

we have no objection to raise. The fact
that he feels impelled to deny all con-

nection 'with the forgery proves that
Mr. Barnard is quite conscious of the
indefensibility of it. But our repre-
sentative, whose status in the opposi-
tion is measured by the position to
which he has been relegated upon the
back benches, was not content with
protesting his innocence of connection
with the forged telegram. He must
needs inflate his chest and boast of
his wonderful achievement in defeat-
ing thé Minister of Inland Revenue.
Alone and unaided this gentleman,
with a “headiness” characteristic of
the great Barnard family, says he
went forth and overcame a member
of the government. But Mr. G. H.
Barnard was careful to boast at a
time when no other representative of
British Columbia had an opportunity
to reply to him. Those representatives
know, as every one knows in Victoria,
that there were influences other than
Mr. George Henry Barnard's puissant
personality applied to secure the de-
feat of the Minister of Inland Revenue.
And such influences were not confined to
whispered pledges 6f what Mr, George
Henry Barnard would do for the con-
stituency and persons in the consti-
tuency in case he were returned at the
head of the poll. Furthermore, Iif
Mr. George Henry Barnard did not
know at the time he read that tele-
gram for the first time in public that
it was a forgery, he knew shortly
afterwards of the commission of the
crime,.
considered .it a master political stroke.
If he had been an honorable man,
knowing as he did twenty-four hours
before the polls opened of the com-
mission of the offence, he would have
made the facts public and shriven his
conscience of the sin of heing an ac-
cessory immediately after the fact.
Even yet, if Mr. Barnard were a man
of fine feelings and deep sense of honor,
he would resign his seat and refuse to
profit by the criminality of his news-
paper organ.

FIRE DEPARTMENT VACANCY.

Chief W’atéon of the Victoria Fire
Department hag resigned his position.
Mr. Watson was a very energetic of-
ficial.” There is no question in the mind
of the most out-spoken of hig critics
that he did the best he could to guard
the property of citizens from destruc-
tion by fire. The general trend of the
complaint against him is that he did
not display that administrative or or-
ganizing ability which should be the
prime requisite in-the head of a fire
department. In consequénce for some
time there has been a latent feeling
that it would be better in the interests
of the city if a change were made. Mr.
Watson has given the fire wardens an
opportunity to engage an official whom
they deem better qualified for such an
important post. The judgment of this
department of municipal government in
making the selection of a successor to
Mr. Watson will be watched with a
good dea] of interest by our citizens.
They may be presumed to be acquaint-
ed with the personnel of the present
members -of  the city’'s fire-fighting
corps and to know whether any of these
members are ‘competent to fill the
vacancy resulting from Mr. Watson’s
resignation. There will also doubtless
be a considerable number of applica-
tions from outside sources, making
the matter of selection an extremely
difficult one,

At this crisis in fire department af-
fairs it is Mot a matter for surprise
that many citizens turn to the record
of the predecessor of Mr, Watson, Mr.
Thomas Deasy, and inquire whether a
wiser thing could be done than at-
tempt to secure his services. The
Times does not know whether Mr.
Deasy is disengaged, or whether, being
disengaged, he would consent- to his
name being submitted as a candidate
for the. position. But the consensus of
opinion is that, although somewhat
autoeratic in his relations with his
men (a temperamenta] attribute whicn
caused some friction and finally his
resigntation), the regime of the former
chief was remarkable for the immunity
Victoria enjoyed from destructive fires.
It was possibly only natural that a
volunteer fire brigade would not sub-
mit to the methods of discipline con-
sidered necessary by one who is essen-
tially a disciplinarian. 'We have a fully
paid department now, which is pre-
sumably amenable to whatever regula-
tions may be considered necessary with
the view of obtaining efficiency. Mr.
Deasy's qualifications have been proved
in the city of Nelson since he resigned
his position in Victoria. None but a
tried man should receive the appoint-
ment, in any event. The position is
one 'of great responsibility ang should
g0 to a man of proved ability.

During the past couple of years the
growth of the residential districts of
Victoria has been remarkable. The
business section of the city is just be-
ginning to feel the quickening impulse
of a new life. Many new blocks of
handsome character and design. are
projected and will soon be in process
of construction. The year 1909 will
mark the beginning of our ‘“growing
time.”

SIDNEY CONSERVATIVES
HAD A HOT MEETING

Road Grant of Provincial Gov-
ernment Gives Rise to
Trouble.

Thursday the residents of *Sidney
were startled. There was a sudden
rise in the temeprature, and it became
hot. Unwonted noises were heard in
the neighborhood of the court house.
Various theories were advanced, but
it proved to be only a meeting of the
Conservative Association, or, to be
more accurate, of the inner circle of
that august body. Had the meeting
been called to fight the Liberals every
Conservative in North Saanich would
have been invited, but, as the only
question for consideration was a div-
ision of the spoils provided by the Me-
Phillips branch of the McBride gov-
ernment, the hoi polloi, the mere
voters, were not invited—the _ select
few only had tickets.

Two sessions ago the McBride gov-
ernment made an appropriation of
$1,250 to be spent on the main trunk
roads of North Saanich. This money
was not handed over to this municipal
council to spend. Mr. McPhillips
knew a trick worth two of that. It
was to be spéent by the appointee of
the association;”but under the direc-
tion and with the advice of the asso-
ciation. One thousahd of the money has
been spent'or otherwise. Two hundred
and fifty dollars remain. Councillop
Hewitt and Petér Imrie had persuaded
the McBride government to spend this
small balance on a new road whichis
being opened up past Mr, Hewitt’s
farm, where it ends abruptly. So a
meeting ‘of the ‘faithful was called to
consider the matter.

Mr. Billings was chairman. He was
impartial, ‘gave every one a chance to
speak, but had his own opinions, too.
He was against the diversion of the
funds from the origina] purpose for
which they were granted.

When the meeting was opened Mr.
Hewitt moved that al] persons not
members of the association be request-
ed to ratire. They retired. Mr.
Hewitt defended. -the government'’s
action by saying that the moneys
were granted to the district so as to
refund to the people the taxes that
they paid on personal property, and
he added that the farmers paid all this
tax. Some of them reminded him that
there were other farmers besides him-
self, that the farmers had an exemp-
tion of $500, while householders re-
ceived no such exemption.

The chairman asked Mr. Critchley
ko give his opinion on the matter. Mr.
Critchley declined to do so on the
ground that he was secretary of the
assoclation, and therefore should not
have an opinion. This ig the only
known instance in which Mr, Critchley
declined to exvress his opinion upon
any subject or admitted that he had
none.

Mr. Imrie sided with Mr. Hewitt.
Mr. Imrie has gome land farther
north. The road points that way, and
some day may réach Mr, Imrie’s farm.

Mr. Norris wished to know why Mr.
Critchley had not notified al] the mem-
bers of the association of the meeting
and invited them to attend insteaq of
calling a hole and corner gathering.
Mr. Critchley replied that if .they had
provided him with a motor car and
supplied him with postage stamps he
would havé notified everybody. He did
the best he could.

The meeting went merrily on.
Messrs. R. Horth, John Brethour and
Fletcher North vigorously opposed the
“diversion of public funds to a pri-
vate purpose.”

Hot words followed, and there was
danger of a break up of the meeting.

A member remarked that the Keay
bridge should be finished, that it was
like a fish trap now, but as it was a
mile from the sea it could not be used
for that purpose,

The final result was that a motion
was passed by a vote of two to one
condemning the action of the McBride
government in directing the diverison
of the $250. But Mr. Hewitt said the
work on his road would g€o on the next
day all the same.

OFFICERS AND INDIANS
FIGHT PITCHED BATTLE

Oklahoma City, Okla., March 29.—In
a pitched battle at Hickory camp
ground on Saturday night between a
nosse of five officers and twenty Creek
Indians of the Snake clan, Officers Ed-
ward Daun and Herbert Odom, both
of Checolah, were killed. Frank Jones
and William Carr, other members of
the posse, escaped without injury and

| fled to the settlement, where the news

of the battle was telephoned to Sheriff
Odom. ;

Frank Swift, a member of the posse
of officers sent to the home of Chitti
Harjo, chief of Snake clan of the Creek
Indians, to serve a warrant on the
chief, was not killed, but was probably
fatally wounded. Herbert Odom, son
of the sheriff of McIntosh county, and
Edward Daun city marshal of Che-
colah, were killed outright. Swift
dragged himself from the scene of the
battle and was later picked up by Wm.

Carr, one of the escaping officers, and i

taken to Pierce, a station a mile away.
Frank Jones, another of the posse who
escaped, boarded a train at Pierce and
went to Checolah, bearing some details
of the battle,

The officers, having heard that the
Indians and negroes were again peace-
able after the battle of Thursday
morning, approached the cabin of
Harjo, near Hickory camp ground,
without fear, As they _entered the
chief’s yard twenty guns were levelled
upon them from as many men in the
house and around the corners. Odom
and Daun fell dead and Swift .was
seriously wounded. Joness ran some
yards and hid himself in a clump of
trees unti] the In%ians disappeared.
Then he hurried to Pierce,

Within thirty minutes of the time
when reports of the battle reached
Checolah, a hundred men were armed.
Hvery available gun and practically all
the ammunition in town were taken.
In an hour fifty men were marching
toward Hickory ground. When the
news reached Muskogee, officers im-
mediately issued a call for men, and in
a. short time a posse of fifty were
ready to march.

A dispatch from Checolah says that
the Snake Indians have been purchas-
ing rifies and ammunition for & month
past, and that they are supplied with
powder and lead enough to last them
two days. Harjo, who had so often
within the past two years expressed
displeasure at the restraint of law, and
has often called his men inte council
on that account, is believed to be de-
termined to make'a firm stand in fe-
half of his ideas of liberty. His band

VICTORIA THEATRE LET
TO- EDMUND GARDINER

High-class Productions Prom-
ised for Summer
Months.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

A sixteen weeks’ lease of the Vic-
toria theatre has been taken by Ed-
mund Gardiner, well known  in the
United States as a theatrical director
for the past fifteen. years, and last
summer of San Diego, Cal., where he
occupied thg Isis theatre the whole
summer. Mr. Gardiner has to-day
taken possession of the theatre and
wag this morning busy giving instruc-
tions to contractors for the rehabili-
tation of the premises inside and out.

A high class company will open the
first or second week in May under Mr.
Gordiner's direction and control, His
object is to make the proposition pay,
and . to achieve it he understands that
the productions offered Victoria the-
atre goerg will have to be of that fin-
ished character that will command the
attention of the whole population.
This he says he is going to do. He
will bring a strong capable and ex-
perienced company and offer Victor-
ians plays, by Pinero, Henry Arthur
Jones, Sydney 'Grundy, Dion Bouci-
cault, Oscar Wilde, and other notable
playwrights, whose names are at the
top of their profession in London and
America.

Among members of former companies
directed by him were the following:
Edmund Breeze, who is starring in the
“Lion and the Mouse,” in London;
Theodore Roberts, Ada Lewis, Lillian
Albertson, whom he produced years
ago in ’Frisco, and who made her
name under his direction and after-
wards went to New York; James
Keane and Elinor Montelle, and the
favorites through two . continents,
Harry Roberts and Maggie Moore. Mr.
Gardiner’'s companies have heretofore
been kept to a high standard, and he
proposes the following summer, if Vic-
toria. offers a syccessful first season,
to take in conjunction the Vancouver
opera, house. That he is of the opin-
ion that Victoria will respond is evi-
dent from the fact that he has com-
menced operations and signed an en-
gagement with Charles Rosa, the scenic
artist, who will spend the summer
season here with paint and brushes,
Mr. Gardiner promises that for over
four months Victoria theatre goers
will not see the same scene twice,

He plans for seven performances per
week, including the Saturday matinee,
but when the theatre is occupied by
touring shows the Gardiner company
will fill the night at the Vancouver
opera house, returning next day for
the night performance here.

This morning he said he expects to
take in at the box office the sum of
$5,000 -per week, which will amount to
$80,000. for the engagement. Mr. Gar-
diner points out that by local support
the almost entire part of that $80,000
will be spent here in Victoria and not
taken out as is the profit of the regular
touring show that comes in'on a per-
centage and carries away $800 or $900
of Victorian money to circulate in the
States.

The prices for the season will pro-
bably be $1L.50 for boxes and $1.00 to
25 cents for other seats. The prelim-
inary arrangements include the paint-
ing of the outside of the theatre and
the re-decoration of the interior in
parts, and the re-appointing of the
stage and dressing rooms.

PIONEER RESIDENT OF
CITY PASSES AWAY

Thomas Edward Wood Died
Saturday at Very Ad-
vanced Age.

In the death of Thomas Edward

donia avenue, Victoria loses one of its
oldest citizens, both in years and in
length of residence,

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GIVES HONOR TO
WHOM IT IS DUE

Wrong Impressions Respecting
Soquel Wreck Corrected by
an Eye-witness.

James Thomson writing from Alberni
recently, takes the opportunity of cor-
recting some wrong impressions which
he fears have got abroad as to the
circumstances connected with the sav-
ing of life from the Soquel wreck, near
Pachena last January. Mr, Thomson
corrects some impressions created by
the account given by the captain of
the Soquel. On this subject Mr. Thom-
son says: ;

“While recounting the serious disas-
ter and relating the rescue of himself
and crew from their perilous position
it seemed to me most remarkable that
he completely ignored the serivces ren-
dered by Capt. Townsend of the steam-
er Tees, without whose aid most un-
doubtedly the poor shipwrecked men
would have had to endure for many
more hours the harships and sqfferlng
which their very perilous situation en-
t‘l']']lggm;: a passenger on the Tees and
an eyewitness of all that took place
from the moment the wreck was sight-
ed till the last soul was rescued, can
attest to the facts which are as follows:

“On Saturday afternoon, January
oard, somewhere about 2 o'clock, the
wreck was sighted on the Bird rocks by
the second mate, who was on watch,
and immediately called the captain,
who, with his usual promptitude, at
once ordered the steamer’s course to be
shaped towards the wreck, coming .as
close to the rocks as was prudent with
safety. No signs of life were manifest
either on board or on the rocks for some
time. Latterly with glasses it was be-
lieved a man was visible on deck, and
<moke either on the rocks or on shore.
Capt. Townsend at once had a bolat
lowered manned by Chief Officer Gil-
lam and four of the crew, taking wl.th
them life belts, buoys and ropes. ‘While
this was going on the steamer Leebro
also was drawing near and lowered a
boat, which turned out to be manned
by the life-saving crew from Banfield.
The Tebs’ boat was first on the scene,
however, and when joined by the oth-
er boat, they wrought together ‘for
about an hour, endeavoring but with-
out effect, owing to the heavy sea 1‘\.11'1-
ning, to make a landing to take off six
men who now showed up on the rocks,
hzxvi‘ng left the wreck at low tide. The
Leebro’s boat was twice filled and the
crew saved by the Tees’ boat. Ulti-
mately a line was got to the rocks and
the men one by one dragged through
the sea in a lifebuoy to the Tees’ boat,
and subsequently brought on board the
steamer, where the chief steward, Mr.
2ichards, had comfortable beds wait-
ing them, and -supplied them with all
that was usefu] in food.

“Ag daylight was now almost gone
nothing more could be done till the fol-
Jowing morning, so. both steamers put
into Banfield for. the night.

“It ‘wd& nrepontedsat..Bamfigld, from
Cape Beale that the Neah Bay life-boat
and the American ‘cuttér Manning
made an attempt at rescue ‘with the
searchlight, but evidently without re-
sult.

“In the morning the Tees was on the
scene again jwhen daylight broke, and
joined by the Leebro, the two boats
from these steamers manned as before,
again operated, and saved the balance
of the crew, including the captain (who
had reached the rocks at low water
during the night) in the same manner
as the others already described. Those
rescued at this time were put on board
the Leebro and taken with the others
to the Manning in the far offing, with
all the dignity becoming the United
States nava] service, and no doutb
wishful ‘to participate in the ' honor
without the risk. After the work was
done there appeared as coming from
the Manning a beautifully appointed
boat seemingly’ capably manned, and
bearing on her prow ‘U. S. Life-saving
Service,” but-in this case too late to be
of service. This is hardly what one
would have expected, knowing how
greatly desirous the American is to
obtain praise for his energy and adven-
ture,

“Should this be the boat from the
Waddah Island Lifesaving station the
captain refers to in his narrative, the
crew of which is given high praise for
swimming to the schooner to take off
the two dead bodies, they might have
earned greater renown had they been
earlier on the scene and helped to save
those who were alive. Why the bodies
were not taken to the rocks from the
wreck by the survivors, seems remark-
able. It would have been easier to
move them than it must have been the
poor sailor who had a broken leg. It
seems to me a mere heroic act that of
the mate who elected to remain on the
Bird rocks for another night in order
to help those who were left on the
the schooner to get there also at low
water, and be ready for rescue in the
morning.

“The position of the American cutter
Manning laving off about two miles,
seemed to astonish everybody. I sup-
pose the American naval authorities
are too busy jpresently in building
Dreadnoughts to see that the captains
of the minor steamers are provided with
covst charts, and the Manning's cap-
tain judged it wise to keep away from
the rocks especially during the day.

“Capt. Townsend’s decision was that
he would fot leave the wreck til] every
man was saved,’ and he made his de-
cision good, although it made him al-
most a day later on his trip.

“Surely it is only fair that -credit
should be given where it is due, and
I am sorry to notice how the captain
of the Soquel has failed in this. Not-
withstanding, I feelscertain that whe-
ther they get credit or not, Capt. Town-
#end and his officers are far too humane
to let anything interfere with their
best efforts at all times to aid those
tnat are ready to perish. Such service
iz in itself reward.

“It is only due to the Leebro to state
that the Banfleld crew on board, with
¢ boat they had, had done their best
rlier in the day, but were ‘unable to
*Cue the men till the Tees came along
nd were lying too waiting that steam-

arrival.” %

WOMAN DIES IN
ELECTRIC CHAIR

(Continued from page 1).

All night long the wretched woman
had prayed within her cell, In the next
room was the jnstrument of death, but
she was not told that she was almost
within its shadow. Earlier in the night
Mrs. Farmer had been brought from
her cell on the second tier of the wo-
man’s department to the condemned
row, where she bade farewell to her
husband, Separated by steel bars and
an intervening screen, husband and
wife spent their final hour together in
quiet converse. The women attendants
were in the room, and just without the
door a prison guard was within call,
The final word between them ‘was
spoken, a last good-bye, and the weep-
ing husband returned to his cell,

Early this morning Father Hickey
joined the 'watchers at Mrs. Farmer's
cell door, In the pale light of the cor-
ridor the woman and priest prayed to-
gether, The last sacraments were ad-
ministered and Mrs, Farmer said she
was not afraid to die,

Mrs, Farmer was dressed in a plain
black waist and skirt. Her hair was
brushed severely back from her fore-
head and fell in two braids, Two or
three locks were cut from the scalp so
that the head electrod could be proper-
1y adjusted, and the women attendants
left the left side of the skirt cut as far
as the knee and cut the stocking also.
After the autopsy has been concluded
the body will be taken in charge by
Father Hickey and buried in St.
Joseph’s cemetery,

The crime for which Mrs. Mary
Farmer was executed, and for which
her husband, James D, Farmer, is also
under sentence of death, was the mur-
der of Mrs. Sarah Brennan, a neighbor
in the village of Brownville, Jefferson
county, about four miles from the city
of Watertown, on Thursday, April 23rd,
1908. The body of Mrs. Brennan was
found on the following Monday in a
trunk owned by Mrs, Farmer and in
her possession.

CAPT. WILLIAM MOORE
DIED YESTERDAY

Well Known Shipping and Min-
ing Man Passes
Away.

(From Monday’s Daily.) \

Through the death of Capt. William
Moore, a figure prominent in the ship-
ping and mining life of the coast, and
one of the oldest sea captains on the
Pacific, has passed away. Capt. Moore
died at his residence, 318 Kingston
street, yesterday at the advanced age
of 84 years.

Until five vears ago Capt. Moore was
taking active part in the affairs of the
Northland, where he has left his mark
on many places, Among them is Skag-
way, which the deceased founded some
fifteen years ago. He built Meore's
wharf at Skagway in the ea~ly days
of the gold rush, and has been iden-
tified with many propositions in the
same territory in the last years of his
life. Five years ago Capt. Moore re-
tired from active participation in af-
fairs and remained at home more or
less an invalid.

He was born in Hanover, Prussia,
and after following the sea for a
number of years in various parts of
the world, arrived at Queen Charlotte
Island in 1852 on the brig Tepic. He
continued in the vicinity wunti] 1859,
when he built the steamer Henrietta,
which he ran for two #ears, and then
constructeq the Flying Dutchman, with
which he undertook the first trip ever
made on the Stickeen river, going up
with a barge and 125 passengers in the
mining excitement.of 1862. The steam-
ers Alexandra, J. W. Moore, Gertrude,
Western Slope and Teaser were the
results of his enterprise. Of later years
he had spent considerable time explor-
ing the mining districts of the Yukon
river.

INDIANS FLEE
BEFORE TROOPS

(Continued from page 1).

the Red Skins should not be allowed
to cho#se the battleground, and thus
gain an enormous advantage.  The
troops outnumber the Indians three to
one, but should the latter gain the
shelter of the hills the outcome might
be doubtful, At the rate of progress
they are making, the troops are in a
fair way to overhaul the Indians early

‘this afternoon.

Frontiersmen acting as scouts for the
state troops, passed most of the night
in the Indian camp, and returned short-
ly after daybreak with news that the
old chieftain’s forces were showing
signs of disintegration. The half-
breeds and negroes, overawed at the
unusually ' active megsures of the
whites, were counselling either abject
flight, or complete surrender, the scouts
asserted. To these propositipns, Crazy
Snake made a contemptuous refusal.
He said that all those who feared
might go at once, but that all wha
had real red hearts would stay by him
and help him redress the wrongs un-
der which his people suffer,

To a man the Creek Indiang ex-
pressed their intentions of fighting the
state’s soldiers to the death. So en-
thusiastic did they become after Crazy
Snake’s appeal that a war dance was
started, and the camp was in an up-
roar. Crazy Snake arrayed himself in
savage toggery, which hitherto had
been kept hidden, and appeared in all
his glory. The yells . which greeted
this spectacle made a great din. The
scouts then hastily went back to their
camp at Hickory Hill, and reported
that the Indians really meant to fight.

“The Creeks have been planning this
thing for a long time,” said one of the
officers, ‘“and they are well prepared
for it. Crazy Snake, whose real name
is Tom Wilson, is g full-blooded Creek,
and one of the most bloodthirsty
aborigines left in Oklahoma. He led
the revolting kand of Creeks who made
war against the conservative members
of the tribe in 1901. I am afraid there
will be much blood shed before the
troops conquer the insurgents.’”

PIONEER OF DISTRICT
DIED EARLY TO-DAY

Mrs. T. Gleed of Metchosin
Passed Away at Ad-
vanced Age.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

At an early hour this morning one of
the pioneers of this district passed
away in the person of Mrs. T. Gleed, of
Metchosin, The deceased had reached
the advanced age of 85 years. She was
born at Mapleturp, Lincolnshire, Eng.,
and in 1857 came to Canada with her
husband. Two years later they came
to British Columbia. During the Cari-
boo gold rush they conducted the New
Orleans Zpuse in this city, In 1861 they
moved to Metchosin and carried on
farming. Twenty-eight years ago her
husband died, Mrs, Gleed continued on

LONELY RANCHER IS
FOULLY MURDERED

Hounds Find Corpse in Woods
Near Tacoma—Mystery
Invests Case.

Tacoma, Wash,, March 29.—What.ap-
pears to have been a brutal murder,
with robbery or the evening up of a
grudge as the motive, was brought to
light 'yesterday morning when R. W.
Cady, Harry T. Denham, W, H, Eaton
and Mart Brown, hunting varmints
with hounds, suddenly came upon the
partially decomposed body of a man,
later identified as Frank Mozen, a
rancher, lying 300 feet north - of his
cabin and 30 feef east of a trail, one
mile south of Summit, a station on the
old Puyallup line of the Tacoma Ralil-
way & Power Company.

The brutal murder took place in the
quiet of the woods some days ago,
judging from the condition of the body.
That it was as late as four days ago
seems apparent from the fact that U.
G. Burke, a neighboring rancher, told
Coroner G. D. Shaver yesterday morn-
ing that he heard four shots fired in
quick succession four Fays ago, the re-
ports coming from the direction of
Mozen's acres,

The case-is completely shrouded in
mystery, save for one clue that Deputy
Sheriffs Peter Stenso and Thomasg Des-
mond picked up, after making a careful
investigation with the county coroner.
This thread of circumstantial evidence
pointing to the probable guilt of the
person ‘suspected, was withheld Ilast
night in order to give the sheriff's
deputies a chance to work it out,

He
found everything satisfactory and no
sign of disease among the Indians,

Opinion on Method to Be

testimony of E. S, Huggard, who has
just returned from the Skeena River.
‘When he came down he was shown the
account of an interview which appear-
ed in a Vancouver newspaper which
told of two officers finding the Indian
but being unable to take him. This
Huggard contradicts,

According to Mr. Huggard the $600
spent on this latest move to capture
the outlaw Indian was wasted. The
statement that the camp was found
is denied by one of the two men.

Huggard is of the opinion that the
outlaw Indian' is at the head of the
Naas river and that the method to be
adopted in taking him should be for
two men to go in and locate him, and
they could guide a posse to the spot
who would bring the criminal out to
face his accusers.

The -Indian is wanted for having
shot two half-breeds, McIntosh and
McLean.

Speaking of the methods of the
'Provincial government, Huggard says
they need to send men who are good
woodsmen. It is useless to send men
who have never been in the woods
and who know nothing about the life
there.

Mr. Huggard has had charge of a
construction camp on the Skeena and
from people passing to and fro he has
been in a good position to know the
movements of everyone on the river.
He has had charge of McGinnis & Mc-
Gillivray’s Cal‘Sp at Hole-in-the-Wall.
The firm have the contract to build
four miles of the road and have had
100 men employed all winter. There
has been a good deal of snow there,
the winter being exceptionally "severe.
The ice he thinks will not clear for
three or four weeks vet.

Sportsmen Did Not Have Good Catches

Two of them measured fourteen inches
in length.

LAUNCH TO PLY
TO PEDDER BAY

Maysmith Brothers’ Zela Will
Make Two Tripe
a Day.

A gasoline launch service betweén
this city and Pedder Bay is being ar-
ranged by Maysmith Bros, They have
secured the launch Zela for this ser-
vice, agd the present' proposal is to
make two trips a~day between that bay
and this city. The boat is 30 feet long,
Phas 12-horse power engines, and can
make about 9 knots. A deck is being
built on her, and she is undergoing a
thorough overhaul before entering the
service, in about a week’s time.

There is a demand being made by the
people of Sooke for a boat to connect
them with this city direct. The matter
has been taken up by the Sooke repre-
sentatives who are at present in this
city. The Maysmiths are- willing to run
their boat to Sooke, but they could then
only make one trip a day. As soon as
the business warrants a larger craft
the owners of the launch say they will
be prepared to put one on, but this boat
is simply a feeler to find out what is
warranted,

The Zela ‘would:- be big enough to
carry the strawberries to town every
morning during the season, and she
could also handle a good deal of gen-
eral freight, She 'has accommodation
for a number of passengers, so that
she should pay right from the start.

U. 8. S. MISSISSIPPI SAFE.

Guantanamo, March 27.—A report
of an explosion on the warship Mis-
gissippi. is false. Telephone messages
from the naval station report that the
Mississippi is lying at anchor with all
of the other men-of-war and that
there is no indication whatever of any
disturbance in the fleet.

SHINGLE MARKET IMPROVING.

Seattle, Wash,, March 27.—Conditions
in the shingle market are .improving.
The orders for shingles from buyers in
the Middle West, which, for some time
past have been very light, are comingz
in stronger now and the orders are
doing much to give the market more
stability., It was predicted by many
millmen and wholesalers that prices
would drop considerable when the
mills in Western Washington again re-
sumed the cutting of shingles, Oper-
ations were resumed on March 22nd,
but the prices show no indications of
falling.

CANADA’S FUTURE
~ NAVAL POLICY

WILL CONSULT WITH
IMPERIAL AUTHORITIES

Determined if Necessary to De-
vote Entire Resources to
Defence of Empire.

Ottawa, May 29th.—In the com-
mons -this afternoon Hon. G. E. Fos-
ter moved a resolution declaring Can-
ada should no longer delay in assum-
ing her proper share of responsibility
and the financial burden incident to
the suitable protection of her exposed
coast line and great sea ports.

Sir ‘Wilfrid Laurier replying pro-
posed a resolution accepting the spirit
of Mr. Foster's resolution, but going
further to state that Canada realized
the necessity of assuming, with' her
growing population and wealth, a:grad-
ually increasing share of the burden
of both military and naval defence and
of providing adequately as a self-gov-
erning dominion for her own national
defence.

The resolution gives in effect a re-
statement of the policy on the question
of Imperial defence laid down by the
Canadian ministers in a memorandum
submitted at the Colonial conference
of- 1902. It concludes with the state-
ment that in case of need Canada is
prepared to devote her whole resources
in men and money to the defence of
the empire.

Sir Wilfrid noted the steps already
taken by Canada along the line of
gradualy working out a general scheme
of defence, in co-operation with the
Imperial War Office in militia orgina-
zation, and much had already been
done towards the developing of an
effective defence organization in Can-
'ada along the same pattern as obtains
in the Imperial army. What Canada
would now do in the matter of taking
further action along the line of naval
defence was, he said, a matter for
careful and mature deliberation after
consultation with the Imperial au-
thorities and the getting of advice from
naval experts.

WIDOW TO GET INSURANCE.

DRAMATIC SUICIDE OF
U. S. ARMY VETERAN

Kills Himself on Crowded
Broadway—Reviles His
Ungrateful Country.

New York, March 27.—After careful-
ly preparing a long obituary notice
and handing it in at the office of the
Herald for submission to the city
editor, Aquilla Chase, a son of the late
General Daniel Chase, and a cousin
of Salmon P. Chase, secretary of the
treasury under President Lincoln, step-
ped out into Broadway and Herald
square yesterday and shot himself in
the heart. He died within a few min-
utes,

Mr, Chase was sixty years old. He
had been ill and despondent for some
time, In the papers he left for publica-
tion, he spoke:bitterly of the fact that
he had been unable todobtain employ-
ment in the government service, “Uncle
Sam wanted me badly enough in war
time,” he sgaid. ‘“My father and my-
self fought for the Union, and three
of my brothérs died on' the battle-
fleld.”

He had been employed as a carpenter
in the Brooklyn navy yard until three
months ago, when a cut down in the
force came, and he was reéleased. In
concluding his obituary notice, he ask-
ed that a fund of some kind be started
to provide for his widow.

WEALTHY WOMAN SEEKS
. REUEF IN DEATH

Tired of Society’s Whirl Mrs.
Pierre Lorillard, Jr., In-
hales Gas.

Washington, D, C,, March 26.—Weary
of the gay whirl of society, and facé to
face, as she believed, with years of
physical suffering; Mrs. Pierre Loril-
lard, jr., aged 49, wife of the tobaceo
magnate, committed suicide by as-
phyxiation at her home near the
fashionable district in this city yester-
day. Her tragic death has shocked the
first social circles of the capital as
nothing else in years.

Last night the members of the Loril-
lard family, famous because of its
wealth, gathered to mourn over the un-
expected blow. In spite of the cornner’s
certificate of death by suicide, meni-
bers of the family declare that Mrs.
Lorillard died of heart failure,

Her death was rhade more dramatic
by occurring only a few hours after
Mr. and Mrs, Lorillard had been guests
of Mrs, Townsend on Massachussetts
avenue at a dinner given in honor of
Lady Paget. In fact, it is believed
that as soon as Mrs, Lorillard arrived
at her home, shortly after midnight
yesterday, she began to prepare for her
bath. At about 3.30 yesterday morning
the butler in the Lorillard residence de-
tected an odor of gas permeating the
rooms, With little difficulty the origin
of the fumes was traced to Mrs. Loril-
lard’s apartments’ Opening the door of
the bathroom, just off her suite, the
butler. was horrified to behold the body
of the woman stretched lifeless on the
floor. Her face was turned to the mat
on the floor.

The alarm given by the butler
brought Mr., Lorillard from his apart-
ments across the hall, Together they
earried the lifeless body to Mrs. Loril-
lard‘s room, Panic-stricken, the servant
was dispatched for a doctor, while Mr.
Lorillard attempted to revive his wife
by means of artificial respiration. Dr.
M. F. Cuthbert, the family physician,
was summoned and arrived about the
same time that Dr. H. B. Beale was
admitted to the place. Both resorted to
every scientific. method within their
power to restore life, but after an
hour’s effort gave up in despair, Shortly
afterwards J. Ramsey Vevitt, the cor-
oner, was notified. He visited the Loril-
lard home, and after an.investigation
ordered Deputy Coroner Glazenbrook
to perform an autopsy, upoa the com-
pletion of which Dr, Nevitt issued a
certificate of death from suicide by gas
poisoning, He said later that gas was
escaping from one or more jets in the
bathroom when the body was discover-
ed. ‘“The condjtion of the lungs indi-
cated death by gas poisoning.”

Extreme reticence is being manifested
by the Lorillard family. Only a few of
the most intimate friends have been
admitted to the home since the news
spread. Dr. Nevitt notified the police
of Mrs, Lorillard’s death. An officer
was sent to the residence, but was
denied admission, being referred to the
coroner for such information as the
police department might desire,

Mrs, Lorillard left a note which the
coroner has seen, but which Mr.
Lorillard has declined to give him
permission to make public. While ad-
dregsed to no one, it is said, it is per-
sonal in its nature, It is understood
that it contains no declaration on the
part of Mrs, Lorillard to take her life.
Mrs. Lorillard was subject to frequent
attacks of despondency, it is said, Mr,
Lorillard refuses to acknowledge the
suicide verdict,

Funeral Ceremony,

Washington, D, C.,, March 26.—Noth-
ing so sensational as the suicide here
by asphyxiation of Mrs. Plerre Loril-
lard, jr., tne wife of the tobacco capi-
talist, has occurred in the national
capital for years. The prominence of
the family and the air of mystery sur-
rounding the tragic affair lend peculiar
interest to the case.

Washington was almost dumfounded
when the news concerning the affair
became generally known. All through
the day flowers poured in at the Loril-
lard residence. Baron ' Moncheur, the
Belgian minister .and numerous others
of the diplomatic corps and other mem-
bers of Washington society, sent
wreaths. ;

At 1230 o'clock a nhumber of the
most intimate friends of the family
gathered in the Hilllary street resi-
dence for a brief funeral ceremony.
The gervice was performed by Rev. Dr.
Rollan Cottar Smith, of St. John’s
Episcopal church. The guests at the
Townsend dinner, which Mrs. Loril-
lard attended only a few hours before
her death, formed a large percentage
of those who attended the funeral.
The Lorillard *family observed the
greatest secrecy in regard to the cere-
monies, the servants even denying that
any were being held. It is expected
that interment will be made in Irv-
ington, N. Y.

Cent of Lumber Employees
- Are Orientals.

Washington, D. C., March 26.—When

the tariff bill was laid before the house
to-day, Mr. Humphrey (Washington),
took issue with some siatements Saade
by Mr. Payne, in his opening speech,
regarding the number of Otientals en-
gaged in the lumber mills of° British
Columbia. Mr. Payne, he said, lett the
impression that there' were fewey
Orientals working in such milig thers
than in the state of Washihgton, That

statement was erronedus, he dectared.

He declared that over fifty per cent
of the men engaged in Ilumber and
shingle mills of British Columbla were
Orientals who were. paid . lower wages
than American mill laborers, and that
therefore the cost of production ‘was
less. Out of the 13,956 meh employed
in. the shingle mills .of . Washington,
Mr. Humphrey said, there were but $1
Orientals, He also said that of the
110,000 men employed in the Himber
and shingle industry of that state
there were but 1,500 Orientals. My,
Humphreys, in pleading - for #n -
creased duty on shingles, warned ths
representatives that they could not es<
cape their own rebponsibility in so far
as the problem of Oriental 1dbor was
concerned. 3

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| BIG GAME HUNTERS
| ' COMING TO B. C.

Celebntles Among Number
Who Will Visit Coast—
Prospects of Sport.

Many big game hunters are signi-
fying their intentions of coming out to
British Columbia this year to burn
powder, and, no doubt, a large num-
ber of visitors to the Alaska-Yukon-
Pacific exposition will be diverted to
this province by its splendid reputa-
tion and attractiveness as a happy
hunting ground, says the Vancouver
Province.

A. Bryan-Williams, the provincial
game warden, has already received a
number of communications indicating
the intentions of world-famous big-
game men to bury themselves in the
mountains and wilds of British Colum-
bia this year.

A letter was received the other day
from Charles A. Dana, one of the state
prosecutors in the Thaw trial, who re-
quested Mr., Bryan-Williams to secure
guides for him in the Cassiar district.
He expects to come out to the coast in
August, and will probably be accom-
panied by one or two friends,

“I have already secured the guides
for Mr. Dana’s party,” said Mr.
Bryan-Willlams, “and al] he will have
to do when he comes out will be to
pack up and plunge into the bush with
his rifle.”

Baron Von Flemming, a prominent
German huntsman, has written to Mr.
Alvo Von Alvensleben announcing his
intention of coming to British Colum-
bia to shoot moose and caribou.

Herr Oberlander, the Austrian hun-
ter, who has taken some splendid
heads out of British Columbia, expects
to arrive in Vancouver within a few
weeks. He intends-to go into the
northern part of the province after
bear. He plans to go up to Alaska
in the summer after caribou, and will
probably return to the Kootenays in
the fall where he wil} stalk sheep at
the highest elevations,

Lord Vivian 'is among the English-
men who are projecting hunting trips
in the Kootenays this year. It will
be remembered by Canadian big-
game hunters that Lord Vivian came
out last year to the Kootenays to
hunt sheep, but that visit was un-
fortunately curtailed by a telegram
which required his presence in the
old country. His lordship intends to
make up this season for last year’s dis-
appointment,

Lord Hindlip, who has been twice
in British Columbia with an express
rifle, will probably return again this
year to do a little sheep stalking. It
is possible that he may come right
through to the coast.

There are, of course, a large num-
ber of less known hunters who have
announced their intentions of coming
out here to shoot. In connection
with the frequently advocated amend-
ment to the game laws, which would
provide for a bounty on big-horned
owls, the provincial game warden

oo T——

said that he had just received a letter
from a farmer in the Chilliwack district
who complained very bitterly about the
ravages of these birds of night. Chick-
ens, ducks, and other pouliry had fre-
quently disappeared from the barnyard.
The crisis' came, however, when a big
tomcat, which officiated as a_sort of
policeman in the barnward was swoop-
ed upon by a big-horned owl, its eyes
torn out and finally killed,

Speaking of the game conditions in
British Columbia, Mr. Bryan-Williams
made the following comments, which
will be of interest to sportsmen gen-
erally:

“The outlook with regard to sheep
in the Lillooet and East Kootenay dis-
trict is encouraging; there are now
a good many more than there were
a few years ago. In Lillooet a smaller
number of sheep were shot by tour-
ists last season, but this was due more
to a misunderstanding amongst the
guides than to any scarcity of sheep
themselves. The closing of the sea-
son on November 14th has done much
good, as lambs are now more plentiful.
In East Kootenay a few good heads
were obtained, but the roughness of
the sheep range in that district makes
them almost unapproachable to any one
but a thorough mountaineer.

After the Grizzly.

“A large number of tourists visited
British Columbia last spring for the
especial purpose of Kkilling grizzly,
while quite a number of residents also
went out. In the East Kootenay grizzly
were not so plentiful, and the exter-
mination of this animal is only a mat-
ter of time, unless steps for its protec-
tion are taken,

“The increase in beaver in the south-
ern portions of the province has been
enormous. From all over the country,
more especially to the south of the
main line of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way, colonies have sprung up where
none have been seen for years. There
are even beaver on Lulu island,

“In Cassiar caribou have been seen in
great numbers, and in the southern
part of the province greater numbers
of caribou have been reported than for
years past, the St. Mary’s river being
especially noted. Some splendid speci-
mens have been noted.

“Taking the province as a whole,
there is a big increase in deer of all
species. The Columbian or coast deer
is also doing well, but the increasing
demand for venison in the cities is be-
ccming alarming,

“There is no reason why the Euro-
pean red deer should not be. experi-
mented with. There are severa] isl-
ands in the gulf, between Vancouver
and Vijctoria, where these animals
could be turned out and be safe from
molestation.

“Many of the high mountains on
Vancouver Island are devoid of big
8ame — why not import a few
chamois? These animals are consid-
ered the finest stalking of all European
game,

“Neither of these experiments would
cost a great deal, while the advertise-
ment the province would get from the
purchase and transport of these ani-
mals would be quite a consideration,
to say nothing of the increase of attrac-
tion to the big game hunters in the
future, should the experiment prove a
Success,

“In the vicmity of Vancouver and in

—

the city fitself it may be said that the
laws have been fairly well enforced; of
course a certain amount of game is il-
legally sold, but it is very limited to
what it tsed %o be; also, for a time,
there was a good deal of shooting be-
fore. the season - opened, but . several

timely prosecugions and heavy fines
stopped this,

“On the majnland, the Californian
quail seems to Have taken a strong hold
at Westminster Junction, and a few

scattered birds are reported in various
places. In the upper country the bob-
white quail only seem to increase for
a limited period and then they fall off
again,

“Some distance up the main line of
the Canadian Pacific railway grouse
have been and stil] are being sold. In-
dians and Chinamen are the chief of-
fenders; the former shoot and sell them
to the latter, and they, in turn, peddle
them out or eat them themselv. es At
present it is only an offence to buy,
sell or expose for sale; if it were an
offence to offer for sale, several con-
victions ‘would have been obtained this
season.. As it is, the actua] proof of a
sale having taken place is very hard to
get.”

Commodore and Gentlemen,—It is
with great pleasure that I submit for
your consideration the annual financial
statement of our club for year ending
March 1st.

The exact figures will be given you
in detail, and it-devolves on me as
your honorary treasurer to give you a
short summary in advance of the
figures.

BIG FISHING YEAR

Traps Are Being Placed by Op-
erating Companies for
the Season.

This season is what is known among
salmon men as the “big year.” In the
cycle of four years it is the one which
should be attended with a heavy run.
Accordingly preparations are being
made for an active season in the in-
dustry, and canneries on the Fraser
river that have been closed for the past
three years will be opened. The price
of salmon is high just now, and there
is little prospect of a decline, so that if
the big run arrives it will in all proba-
bility be a year when money in plenty
will] be made by the canners.

Locally more interest centres, of
course, about the trap fishing: Experi-
ence has taught those interests that
the vicinity of Sooke is the best point
for the location of the traps, and ac-
cordingly the most of the traps wills
be put in' position near that point.

There is a boom of piles now on its
way from Boundary bay -to Sooke in
tow of the tug Sadie for use on the
traps., These will be used on the
traps just about to be erected by J. H.
Todd & Sons, of this city. That firm,
it is understood, will have four traps
in operation at Sooke this year. A
large gang of men has gone there to
commence work, and by the time the
sedson opens everything will be in
readiness,

Last year there were eight traps at
Sooke, four of which were operated by
J. H. Todd & Sons. This year there
wil]l probably be twelve. The B. C.
Cannery Company will have two or
three traps, Bell-Irving & Co., two,
and Captain Matthews two or three.
The B. C, Cannery Company has had
men working on their traps for & month
past, but it is understood that the Bell-
Irving Co. and Captain Matthews will
not eommepce until April 1st.

SHIPWRECKED SAILORS
TRAMP 210 MILES

Two Members of Crew of Stork
Suffer Great Hard-
ship.

From Jameg Bay to Montrea] is a far
cry, especially in midwinter, Two sur-
vivors of the Stork, the ill-fated Hud-~
son’s Bay Company’s steamer, arrived
at Montreal a few days ago after a
long tramp. Frank Johnson and George
Martin, the survivors, tell a weird story
of .their wanderings, It was an October
10th, 1908, that Johnsen and Martin
were compelled, together with the rest
of a weary crew, to abandon the fur-
laden 8torle in the icy waters of James
Bay, The Stork left London on June
18th, “1908, and arrived in James Bay
on August 26th of the same year. The
Stork later took on a cargo of furs and
had just started on her hameward
journey when she was wrecked by ice
and had to be abandoned,

The adventures of Johnson and
Martin = from the time they left the
ship until they arrived in Montreal are
almost comparable in severity to those
of Dr, Nansen or Commander Peary on
their Arctic expeditions, They experi-
eneed the same severity of climatie
conditions and ‘suffered from want of
what the Arctic explorers did not lagk,
sufficient digestible food and comfort-

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DRAINING OF
PRIVATE LOTS

CITY WILL NOT AGREE
TO DO IT FOR OWNERS

Several Applications Before
Streets Committee—Car-
riage of Explosives.

In the work of grading up streets in
residential districls it often happens
that lots are shut off from their old
means of darinage along the public
highway, and have become miniature
swamps or lakes, Claims for damages
against the city follow; and. at Friday
night’s meeting of the streets, bridges
and sewers committee considerable
time was spent over matters of this
nature.

J. G. Mann, Bridge street, wrote to
complain that by reason of the works
done on Hillside avenue his- property
had been so injuriously affected by
water lodging on it that he could not
sell it.

The engineer reported that to drain
this property would cest $645.

Ald. Henderson remarked that even
if the money was available out of the
main surface drainage loan there was
no reason why the city should drain
pri\;ate property, If the work done was
causing water to flow .on to the land it
would be different, but the ¢ity could
not undertake to drain every man’s
land where water lay.

Ald. Ross considered that as the city
had raised the street grade it should
pay for draining the land, and when
Ald, Humber moved that' ‘this be done
he seconded it,

Ald, Fullerton and McKeown took the
same view a8 Ald. Henderson, and
their motion that the committee and
engineer have a look ‘at the property
first was adopted.

The city engineer reported on the
claim of Edward White for-$1,000 dam-
ages to property on Topaz street, near
Quadra street, where it is alleged that
the lying of water on the land is caus-
ing the loss of its sale, Mr. Topp did
not think there was any .damage, and
his opinion was backed up by the city
solicitor: 2 :

Ald. Raymond asked if an eight-inch
pipe’ would be any use. 3

Mr., Topp replied that- it would sto
the water flowing on from Quadra
street, but would not take off all the
water from the lot, This-had heen a
natural watercourse, he ‘added.

‘Mr. White will be notified’,that his
claim cannot be entertained,.

The sanitary inspector reported on
the condition of a dari®witich carries
off the surface water frem Government
street, at the foot of-Queen's avenue,
into Rock Bay. It is also used for
sewerage, he reports, and the lumber
lying in the water adjacent ‘to the
mouth of the drain would be so im-
pregnated with germs ds to be liable
to carry disease to those handling it.
The matter needed atténtion at once.

Ald “Humber asked if a septic tank
could be installed.

City Engineer Topp replied that
either that or a pumping system could
be put in to force the sewage up into
the Government street sewer at Chat-
ham street,

The committee will .await a report
from the engineer as to the best way
to-abate the nuisance,

Fisguard street residents complained.

of an open drain on «the north side of
the street, between Cook and Cham-
bers street, an old four-foot box drain
which hag fallen in. The engineer was
asked to examine it and report,

The sanitary inspector reported that
surface drainage was needed on Topaz
avenue, The ‘old box drain had ceased
to exist, and the sewage was running
into the houses, Conditions were becom-
ing worse, The city enginter was in-
structed to see if sewer connectiong are
possible,

Ald. Ross complained that the B. C,
Blectric railway has been allowing
loads of gravel to remain on the road~
way all night without any lights to
warn vehicles,

On motion of Ald. Henderson and
Bishop it was decided to notify the
company that it will be held responsihle
for any damage caused-by leaving ma-
terial on the street.

Ald. Humber stated that he was in-
formed that large quantities of powder
were stored in at least one place in
the city, and that so much as two and
a half tons of explosive were drawn
through the city sometimes. He drew a
harrowing pioture of what would hap-
pen if any mishap befel the wagon,

Ald, Raymond said his own experi-
ence was that the powder companies
would only let him have two hundred
pound caSes at a time, and this had
to he brought in from the magazine,

Turning up the by-law it was found
that there was no limit ‘to the amount
of explosives which may be dardwn
through the city, but the wagon must
bear a large sign on sach side and
must not stand longer than half an
hour in one pldce.

The city engineer reported that the
work on Simcoe street had cost between
$1,300 and $1,400 more than originally
estimated owing to the neeessity for
cutting down the grade, .

Permisison was given the engineer to
get necessary equipment for the reck
crusher and twa sprinklers, which he
has included in his estimates, but which
are needed at once. /

Ald, Humber gave notice on Monday
he will move that street sprinkling be
done on the leeal improvement plan,

Ald. Henderson deelared this to be
the only way the work could be dene,

A rveport was received from the
water commissioner en the complaint
of residents at the cornef of Pandora
and Cook street that the water had
been turned off. It appears that one
house on Pandera and four others on
Cook were served through the street
service of another house, the owner of
whigh hed this done away with when
she found out recently that it was so.
E. M. Johnson was the agent for the
houses cut off, but he had so far failed
to provide his tenants with water,

Watar Coammissioner Ravmur furithew

explained that he had spoken to Mnr.
Johnson about the matter. The latter
wanted to do the work his own way,
if at all, but this could not be allowed.
In former days there was a great deal
of this making of one connection do for
several houses, and this had been a
continual source of annoyance. The
department now took every opportun-
ity of remedying these -matters and
having a separate service for each
house.

The ,committee will recommend that
the putting in of separate services be
insisted upon.

The mayor was authorized to dis-
pose of the lease of the premises used
unti] recently by the Tourist Associa-
tion, giving the Victoria Development
League the first chance. It is under-
stood that the Cosy Corner Tea-rooms
will take over the lease if the league
does not want the rooms.

paper currency good for one ride on
the ear,; ]

Mr. Goward is a placid tempered
man, but he has strong opinions on
the moral code which permits a man
i0. “do” his company in the manner
indicated.

WOODRIFFE IS GIVEN
. SUBSTANTIAL DAMAGES

Case Which Occupied Long
Time in Court is Con-
oluded. -

After being out for three hours the
jury in Woodriffe vs. Vipond, Fri-
day afternoon brought’' in 'a general
verdict for the plaintiff and fixed the
damages at $2,500. :

ACCIDENTAL DEATH
IS VERDICT OF JURY

Inquiry Held Into Causes of
Fatal Accident at Pacific
Transfer.

A coroner's -ury Thursday afternoon
found that George Kent, who succumb-
ed to injurieg received in an explesion
at the Pacific Transfer, Tuesday after-
noon, came to his death accidentally
through the explosion of a whaling
bomb,

Dr. George Hall gave medica] testi-
mony that he was called to see deceas-
ed and found his legs shattered and
torn, Pleces of metal were imbedded
in the torn flegsh and the knee joint. He
lived twenty hours after the aceident
and died from shook,

Arthur Kent, a brother of deceased,
was not present at the time of the ac-
cident. He had seen the whaling
bomba.produeced, in the lot next door to

the stables, and one of them in the’

office, which might have been the one
to which the pieces produced in court
and found after the accident, belonged.
Ha :md ssan shildren on #he jot throw-

ing them about, and had used one as
a drain flusher,
Charles Stratton and W. Wiltshire,
employees of the Pacific Transfer Com-
pany, gave evidence of hearing the ex-
plosion and finding the decéased, Strat-
ton had just left the room and was at
the street door. e was thrown to the
ground by the explosion. The office
was full of yellow smoke.
Arthur Tubb, an employes at the
board of trade building, said he had
seen half a dozen of thé bombs and a
gun ‘and four harpoons in a lot at the
rear of the board of trade bullding
four years ago. He left them thers a
year and then took them as curiosities.
One he had found to contain guncotton.
He had thrown it with two others lnl
the bay. The Giant Powder Company’s
works opened on to & lane at the rear
of the transfer stables and he thought
the bombs might have come from there
but could not offer any othér theory.
The coroner said they may have be-
longed to some old-itme whaling com-
pany operating in the neighborhood of
Victiria, which had discarded.them.
The jury cdfisisted of Willlam Len-
festy, foreman; W. J. Bittencourt, I.
S. EAton, G, Barber, H. Lomas and H.
B. Young.

VERNON FRUIT.

Displays Wil] Be Made at All Princi-
pal Fairs This Year,

Vernon, March 26.—The e¢ouncil of
the board of trade, at its last meting,
dealt with the question of raising a
fund to provide for a proper exhibition
of local fruit products at the principal
fairs this year. It was estimated that
it would cost for tKe services of a good
man to select the trees from which the
fruit was to be taken and tb look
after them from the bud to the ma-
tured fruit, at least $100 a month over
a period of probably eight months. In
addition to the collection and packing
of the fruit there was its proper ex-
hibition, and when al] these expenses
were added up it was found that a
fund of at least $2,000 would be neces-
sary. The matter was most exhaust-
ively ‘debated, and when every point
had been considered it was resolved to
raise this sum of money.

FOUR JAPANESE
SAVED FROM DEATH

Adrift in a small boat and half dead
from starvation and exposure, two
Japanese men, a woman and child,
were picked up and rescued at sea hy
the Orienta] liner Numantia, Captain
Teldtmann, plying between Portland
and the Orient off the coast of the
Island Empire and taken to Moji, Had
the big Portland freighter not sighted
them, they would soon have perished.
It 'was on the outward ¢trip of the
steamer that the rescue wag affected.
Day was just breaking and a ragnis
snow storm made it impossible to see
but a short distance. Out of the dark-
ness faint cries for help were heard,
and with searchlights the officers be-
gan to scan the sea. Finally they dis-
cerned a frail craft some distance
away, and proceeded to g&o in that
direction. But in the thick weather
the boat was loat to view and cauld not
again be sighted for hailf an hour, As
quickly as possible the Numantia put
alongside and took the peeupants
aboard, They were s0 weak and em-
aclated that they Wld assist them-
selves hut little.

One of the Japanese praved te be the
skipper of a junk or trading boat,
which was bound up the eoast with a
cargo of cement., HEncountering heavy
weather the corater sprang a leak and
began to fill rapidly, In broken Eng-
lish he said he loweresd the lifeboat
and the four of them managed to put
to sea just as the junk was disappear-
ing beneathr the waves.

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LINDEN AVENUE
SETS THE PACE

OTHER OWNERS NOW
ASK GOOD ROADWAY

Engineer to Prepare Estimate
of Cost—High Level Tank
Ready.

The unanimous petition of residents
on Linden avenue for permanent

street works on the local improvement

plan was received at Friday’s meet-
ing of the streets, bridges and sewers
committee, and the city engineer was
asked to make an estimate of the ap-
proximate cost. ;

What is asked for by the residents
is the completion of the laying of the
permanent concrete sidewalks, with
curbs and gutters and boulevards, be-
tween Fort street and Dallas road,
with asphalt or bithulitic pavement
for the roadway. The residents ex-
press themselves as ready to bear any
excess of cost over that ordinarily in-
volved in paving residential streets.

“Now, that is the kind of petition
we can deal with,” said Ald. Hender-
son. “They do not ask something for
nothing but are willing to pay for
what they want.”

Chairman Turner remarked that the
desire of Linden avenue residents for
an up-to-date pavement was having an
effect on other owners. The Pember-
ton road people were circulating a pe-
tition asking that a hard-surface pave-
ment be substituted for the one they
were to get, and the Cook street own-
ers were doing the same.

Ald, Henderson pointed out that the
work was partially provided for now,
a by-law having been passed for side-
walk and boulevard work between
Fort street and Fairfield road, and
for a macadam roadway. He under-
stood that the owners affected were
willing to pay the additional cost of a
new roadway.

In reply to a question, City Engineer
Topp said the macadam roadway
would be too high to form a base for
the bithulitic, but the material taken
off could be used further along and
the owners affected might get credit
for the material so removed.

Ald, Stewart moved that the peti-
tion be granted on condition that the
city’s share does not exceed $15,000, and
Ald. Bishop seconded the motion.

In discussing this the committee ap-
peared to think that the city’s share
should not be over one-fifth of the
total cost, but that before fixing any
figure which it should not exceed it
would be well to have an approximate
estimate of what that cost would be.
As to the macadamizing already done
the committee were satisfied that a
satisfactory arrangement could be
made with the owners affected as to
the payment for this.

Ald. Raymond told the committee
that the work was not yet really fin-
ished, as the macadam had never been
top-finished nor rolled.

The chairman. said he had been told
by several owners on that part of the
avenue that they were willing to pay
their share of what had been done.

Ald. Stewart changed his motion to
one for reference to the engineer for
an estimate and this was carried.

The school board wrote asking for
permanent sidewalk adjoining King-
ston street school. The committee will
endeavor to have the owners in that
block, Kingston-OsWwego-Quebec, unite
in a local improvement, work,

On the recommendation of the city
engineer, Clarence street will be laid
with tar macadam, and surface drain-
age will be provided.

The usual works f local improve-
ment, stdewalks and’ street grading,
will be carried out on Springfield strest.

Property-owners on Cowan avenue
and Haughton street wrote asking that
the local improvements they had pe-
titioned for be executed without delay.
The engineer was asked to report as
to cost.

The water commissioner reported
that the extension of water main on
Foul Bay road would require about 500
feet of four-inch pipe. The total eost
would be in the neighborhood of $825.
As the greater part of the distance was
Yrock excavation the cost was high.

The work will be done if Mr. Pem-
berton 'will undertake to pay the cost
of excavation over half-rock.

The water commissioner reported
that the work on the high level tank
Yeing completed, the Robertson Iron
Company were entitled to payment of
the balance of their contract, less a
deduction of $25 a day for 131 ‘days
delay in delivery of material.

Ald. Fullerton inquired whether
there had been any loss to the city or
any delay in the completion of the
works on this account.

THREE MEN INJURED
BY RUNAWAY TEAM

One of Victims Sustaihs Broken
- Ribs—0Occupants of Cab
Unhurt.

Vancouver, March 25.—As W. Parker,
a hack driver, was preparing to mount
his box after assisting two ladies and
a little girl into his equippage yester-
day afternoon at 383 Hastings street,
east, one of the spokes of the front
whee] cracked, and the two spirited
horses, frightened at the noise, and
also by a passing street car, bolted and
galloped down Hastings street at a
furious pace. Parker had just got one
foot on the hub of the wheel, but kept
hold of the reins, n trying to stop the
infuriated animals, however, he lost his
balance and was dragged for more than
a block, but was only slightly bruised
about the face and body. Matthew
Metcalf, an elderly man who was at-
tempting to cross the street, was
knocked ‘down and two of the wheels
passed over his left side. He was pick-
ed up unconscious and taken to the
hospita] badly bruised. At the corner
of Columbia avenue and Hastings
street the horses bowled over a la-
borer named W, Sissons, and one of the
horses kicked him. He was taken to
the hospital where it was found that
severa] of his ribs had been broken.

REVELSTOKE TO
HAVE NEW SCHoOOL

TIMBER LIM{TS

Sixteen Thousand Acres at
Cowichan Lake Secured by
Minneapolis Men.

Vancouver, March 26.—A number of
important timber deals have besn
closed this week, and others of even
greater magnitude are pending, the
buyers in nearly every instance being
Americans. :

W. J. Malcolm, of New Westminster,
has sold 16,000 acres of fir and spruce
located at Cowichan Lake, Vancouver
Island, to Minneapolis investors. The
comsideration was $45,000.

Messrs. DeBeck and Tait, of New
Westminster, have secured 1,400 acres
of crown-granted lands situated on
the line of the Great Ndmthern Rail-
way in Langley & district. The price
was $30,000. It is the intention of the
buyers to erect a sawmill at once. The
tract is estimated to contain 30,000,000
feet of timber.

Another deal just closed was
sale of the timber Ilimits of Joseph
Fisher, of Vancouver, to Andrew
Howat, of Salt Lake, Utah. The area
comprises eight sections on Craycroft
Island, up the coast.. The prigé was
$65,000. The same buyers also bought
6,500 acres of timber lands from
Messrs. Danaher & Hulbert, of this
city.

WORDS OF PRAISE
FOR WORK OF Y. M. C. A.

Governor Hughes, of New York,
Gives Honor to Organiz-
ation.

In view of the fact that Victoria is
to have a crusade for the purpose of
raising money to build a Y. M. C, A.
building, the following tribute to the
work of the organization will be of
interest. It is from an address by
Governor Hughes of New York. He
said:

“We are here to-day upon a plat-
form upon which all good citizens can
stand because, there is a knowledge
in this association and in any gather-
ing of American citizens that character
is the basis of industry, the surety of
the endurance of the Republic. What
a noble thing it is to see a man well
equipped for life’s work, not a nar-
row-minded. man, not one who tries to
shield himself from al] pleasures of
life that go to make a well rounded and
symmetrical character, but a young
man who realizes that he is here in
the world to do something, and before
he can do something worth while, he
must be something worth while. What
a noble thipg it is to see in a -demo-
cratic community, with all the seduc-
tions which tend to interfere with the
development of the capacity for work,
which tend to. interfere. with proper
enforcement of legislative work, to see
at the same time the soundness of the
views of our people on what stands for
decency and for justice,

“We honor every organization which
attempts to keep men up to the re-
sponsihility of. their obligations, which
attempts to make clear the duty that
is placed upon.them as freé citizens of
this Republic.. Every one of us knows
how soon is the relapse If we are not
held steadfast to our ideals by social
sentiment.

“It is a remarkable thing that the
Young Men’s Christian Association has
been so successful in providing so many
different fields of activity for young
men. Educational, or physical im-
provement, social religious—it seems
to comprehend about everything that
a young man needs.

“l heard, some years ago, a distin-
guished educational - expert say that
the object of a liberal education was
the wise conduct of business and the
noble empleyment of leisure.
seems to be the object of this asso-
ciation: fitting men to play their part
in life with ability, providing them re-
sources for the noble employment of
leisure, and giving them proper notions
of how life should be spent,

“We have had a good dea] of over-
emphasis in the past on'what has been
called Success. The young American
has started out fired with ambition as
he has read of the adventures of those
who have preceded him to obtain what
he calls Success; and, too frequently,
that goal has been defined in terms of
dccumulation of material benefits and
of prominent position.

“In these days, I think, we are tak-
ing a truer view of life. It is a splen-
did sight to see the young man of to-
day going forth to make the most of
himself, not for himself alone, but for
the benefit of hig fellow-men.

“There never was a time in our his-
tory when mere wealth gave its pos-
sessor so few/ advantages as it does
to-day, in the opinion of his fellows.
There never was a time when mere
place or office, mere title to distinction,
gave a man so [ittle as it does to-day.

“The attentiom.of the country is riv-
eted upon worth rather than upon po-
sition, upon the means by which an
end has been attained rather than
upon accumulation, That is a most
wholesoeme thing.

‘“There has been a moral revival, a
sharpening of the sense of justice, a
clearer view of the man’s obligation
to those about him, a truer perception
of the limits which a man should set
for himself in the pursuit of his ambi-
tion, a quiet determination on the part
of the people at large that no man shall
overstep those limits and be faithless
to his obligations to the community as
a whole and at the same time enjoy
the public respect. There is nothing in
this' country worth having which in-
volves any forfeiture of that self-re-
spect which conditions all true results
and every real achievement.

“The Young Men’s Christian Associ-
ation constitutes, in my judgment, one
of the most important factors for the
maintenance of proper standards of life

Miss Paetz had been. keeping com-
pany with George N. Willison, a sten-
ographer in the employ of Balfour,
Guthrie & Co., and was deeply in love
with him.

The body of the girl was neatly laii
out, and the revolver, a 88-calibre, be-
longing to her father, was lying on
her breast. From the condition of the
girl’'s clothing and the position of the
body, Capt. of Detectives = Fitzgerald,
who made an investigation of the ecase,
can " hardly believe she shot herself.
The bullet entered her right temple,
producing, so Coroher Shaver says, in-
stant death. But ‘notwithstanding that
she could hardly have moved a mus-
cle after the shot was fired, a shawl-
cape which she wore had been pulled
well down.over her head, and her right
kand, which had unquestionably used
the revolver, providing she committed
suicide, was lying near her head, while
the revolver had been 1laid on hd¥
breast.

Miss Paetz lived with her parents,
Mr. and Mrs, Fred Paetz, in the north
end. A few doors from the Paetz. res-
idence lives young Willison. He had
been keeping company with Miss
Paetz for a long time, and last week
the girl’s father scolded her for stay-
ing out so much at night with Wil-
lison. Miss Paetz was already in a de-
spondent frame of mind on account of
Willison’s refusal to marry her, and a
few days ago the matter again came
up and Miss Paetz was ordered either
to quit keeping company with Willi-
son or else stay with him altogether.

She was last seen Monday evening,
leaving her home about 7 o’clock. The
family did not worry about her until
Mrs.
Paetz, the girl’'s mother, * found the
body herself last night, by accidentai-
iy looking into the house as she passed
t. :

Coroner Shaver was notified, but
kept the matter secret, not even no-
tifying the police until noon yester-
day, giving as his reason the sparing
of publicity to the family,

Coroner Shaver last night pro-
nounced, after an investigation, that
Miss Paetz, whose body was found with
a bullet hole through her head, last
evening, committed - suicide. George
Willison, who kept company with the
girl, has established an alibi covering
the time she committed suicide,
