The worthy saint who does the mercan­

tile fraternity the honor to follow their 
respected profession cannot be accused of 
detracting anything from its dignity. 
The polished suavity of the ordinary 
merchant savours to him of sycophancy 
and would, in his opinion, be an evi­
dence for an inordinate desire for gain. 
If he enquires after your wants he tres­
passes as little as possible on the domain 
of civility and the ready “ thank you” 
which goes so far to smooth the inequali­
ties of human intercourse is as foreign 
to his nature as is thatof the canine to 
whom you have thrown a bone liberally 
covered with something substantial. 
After purchasing liberally should you 
venture to criticise the quality or price 
of any line of goods, you trill soon find 
yourself in the same position», if a re­
moval of the «forested bans ware at­
tempted. A growl Slat, a snap after­
wards gives you distinctly to understand 
that the individual has rights of which 
he is the sole judge and of which you 
are not supposed te know anything 
beyond the production of the necessary 
coin. He has not yet, however, been 
aggravated to savageness. Look st that 
man at whom he has begun to scowl so 
ferociously. Notice his sneering re­
marks and how scornfully he turns away 
from him at if he were a sneak thief. 
Hear how he enlarges on the want of 
capacity on the part of the individual to 
comprehend hie personal Wants. What 
has the man done! Bad enough in all 
conscience,but being purely accidental a 
generous nature would at once have for­
given him. Presuming to know what 
he required enquiry was made for an 
article not to be found on the trader’s 
shelves. He ought to have known that 
every human necessary or even the 
luxuries in Christian moderation were 
spread out in profusion before him and 
that any article not found in such an 
ample stock should be banished from the 
shelves of any merchant who had the 
moral advancement of the community at 
heart. Extravagance was ruining the 
people; destroying alike saint and sin­
ner. The idea of robust, healthy look­
ing men wanting a pair of cotton socks 
was perfectly frightful and would of 
itself go far to show or prove that the 
conaumation of all things as foretold bjr 
the Prophet could not be long delayed.

Our turn comes next It is evident 
that this good man has fomed an 
opinion adverse to us and we eoon see 
that this is caused by our first visiting 
the gentile store. Every package which 
we have purchased there has been care­
fully noted and the prices which we paid 
for the list of groceries is pertieelirly 
enquired after.

We ought to 
have some for sure; “shall I put you up 
a pound,” “only sixty cents?” “No 1 
then yon want ginger and no mistake”

SAINT AT HOME.
The area of the City of the Saint* is' 

large ; so large that if given without any 
further explanations the conclusions at 
which the reader would arrive conld 
not be otherwise than delusive and ex­
aggerated. It may, for the most part, 
be likened to the suburbs of a email 
modem tow* far removed from the 
bustle and turmoil of the great highways 
of trade. On the outskirts evey house 
has a few acres of land attached, all un­
der cultivation. By the side of the 
thrifty orchard may be seen patches of 
sorghum, potatoes and all kinds of vege­
tables with stacks of hay and grain in 
some quiet corner. The sound of the 
old-fashioned flail or the voice of the 
farmer gently urging on his horse in 
field operations occasionally breaks the 
almoet oppressive stillness. Further on 
a laughing party of children are enjoy­
ing themselves among the fruit trees, 
their sports being mostly supervised by 
some personjwhoee experience has been 
tempered by additional years. In no 
case are the juniors allowed to play in 
the streets, being thus cut off from many 
sources of information which only lead 
to evil. It is almost impossible to esti­
mate the benefits which the human 
family would derive from a like course 
pursued by the inhabitants of all towns 
and village*. The knowledge in the 
way* of sin which one child possesses is 
comparatively small, but if we make a 
joint stock of the information on forbid­
den subjects which each has picked up 
the accumulation becomes something 
hideous and awful. While young folks 
are engaged in earnest play, for which 
previous restraint has given due zest, 
the desire to exhibit demoralizing ac­
complishments is held in abeyance ; but 
as soon as this flags, then the streets are 
broad highways which can only lead to 
moral ruin and death. We saw many 
young people going to, or returning from 
school, or on errands ; but there was no 
lagging or protracted talks between 
those who happened to meet, nor any 
stoppage to play. Approaching the 
business portion of the city the fields 
become more contracted ; the gardens 
smaller. The mart comprises some two 
blocks by no means closely built, with 
an odd store on the confines, and all the 
church edifices near at hand, in fact1 the 
Tabernacle, like the church or monas­
tery of olden times, may be said to be 
the nucleus of the town.

There is nothing pretentious, about 
the various stores, but a singular want 
of display such aa we see elsewhere. 
The attractive show-case is altogether 
wanting, while the show of gaudy, color­
ed shawls, scarfs, etc., (they not beipg 
in favor with the church authorities) is 
very moderate. All lines of goods kept 
on sale might be characterized as shelf- 
worn and out of date, with a meagre 
stock from which to select. Some of the 
merchants announce theirnanie by means 
of an unpretentious sign board, but the 
majority do not take even this trou­
ble; whether from motives of economy 
or a supposition that any portion-of the 
alphabet would be thrown away on the 
average saint this deponent saith not. 
It may be remarked that there was one 
Gentile firm which had secured a foot­
hold during the occupancy of General 
Johnston and still remained in the city. 
With large means at their disposal and 
a complete train of freight teams they 
were able to undersell all the saintly 
shopkeepers, especially in articles of 
foreign manufacture and production; 
but, still were sparingly patronized by 
all true believers. This is not to be 
wondered at. How could any saint 
help to build up an antagonistic element 
in their very midst and prosper at the 
same time ? It was impossible, for did 
not their very existence as a society and 
religious sect depend on keeping the 
community intact. These straygentiles 
were only paving the way for more so 
that, finally, the scenes at Nauvoo 
would be re-enacted and they would 
again become wanderers on the face of 
the earth. There was actually more 
truth than poetry in these surmises and 
the clearheaded Brigham was not slow 
to see this probable finale. Unless for 
articles of prime necessity not procur­
able elsewhere the Lord's people were 
forbidden to trade with the stubborn 
and irreclaimable gentile. The pains 
and penalties of the Church were freely 
threatened against those who should 
disregard a mandamus whose intent was 
evidently so beneficial to the public at 
Urge. Their attention was directed, at 
the same time to the many instances as 
set forth in the Bible in which the 
chosen people were sternly refused the 
slightest privileges where intercourse 
with the gentile was concerned. The 
saint was in a quandary. Like any other 
saint he found it exceedingly difficult to 
strike a line which would ease his purse 
and his conscience at the same time. 
The Amalekite trader was there and, 
what was more, likely to remain, the 
immigrant traffic being sufficient of it­
self to afford him a moderate profit. 
He could not see, under these circum­
stances, why he was to be forced to fill 
the coffers of his Mormon brother at a 
direct loss to himself, especially as he 
had good reason to suppose that the 
money thus accumuUted was often used 
to secure his complete dependence on a 
hierarchy which had, too often, proved 
both rapacious and unscrupulous.— 
Some few who were independent and 
had strong family connexions bought 
freely and openly, while a great many 
more, knowing they were under a 
system of espionage, resorted to strata­
gems which were often ludicrous and

line, he has almost a monopoly, for the 
time being, in these necessaries, and is 
correspondingly saucy. An attempt at 
extortion is frustrated by our threatning 
to go through the surrounding country 
in search of what we want. Needing 
a large quantity this would bare en­
tailed considerable labor on ns, to say 
nothing of the disadvantage of buying 
a lump amount of goods at retail ratee. 
On the whole we had uo reason to com­
plain of prices. Anything which was 
produced directly by the saint was very 
reasonable where there was any oppo­
sition. Where he was in a position to 
extort his conscience was elastic and ex­
tremely accomodating. At outlying 
farms where produce, on account of the 
cost of transportation, was worth merely 
nominal prices he had no hesitation in 
asking fifty cents for butter and two 
cents a pound for potatoes, which was 
donble city rates or even more. For 
flour end bacon ten and fifteen cents 
per pound, respectively, was demanded 
while at the centre of commerce the 
price was juat one half for eeah or its 
recognized equivalent Tee wae one 
dollar per pound and this proportion 
will hold good for all lines of imported 
wares and merchandize.

We left the middle aged storekeeper 
a trifle out of temper, Our purchases 
had not come up to hie expectations. A 
cash trade of some eighty dollars would, 
yesterday, have aeesnsd as something 
enormous; to-day hp expected double 
that amount and feels correspondingly 
poor. He peraumes to dictate when 
offensive persistence is unsuccessful and 
is unmercifully snubbed. Thinking us 
a hard crowd he has no hesitation in 
saying so and kindly adds any-other 
remarks which occur to him on our per­
sonal accomplishments and appearance.

It is stated that his injuries are not fatal 
The work of digging the sufferers out of 
the ruin was most ardous, owing to the 
scorching heat, smoke and hot bricks 
which burnt the hands of the rescuers 
badly.

The firemen remained beneath the ruins 
about an hour before they were dug out.
Four were fonnd beneath the board fence 
alive but suffering terribly ; five more men 
were taken oat dead, three of them being 
recognized as firemen and two as citizens.
The bodies were terribly disfigured, one of 
them had kicked his boots off in the death 
struggle, while another body was stripped 
naked to the waist.

A jeweller named Beauchamp rushed off 
to the fire and met his death while assist­
ing to save his brother-in-law's property.

A house was severed in two by the fall­
ing of one wall; the inmates miraculously 
escaped by rushing out into the streets in 
their night dresses.

The scenes at the hospital aud at the tire 
stations were most affecting ; wives and 
mothers were in agony at the sight of the 
dead and wounded.

The 
Cabinet have resolved to make a formal 
request to the Russian Government to 
state the object of their military opera­
tions. Austria has agreed to address 
the same enquiry to Russia. The third 
party to the Tripartite Alliance (France) 
has not been required by the other two 
to take action, in consideration of the 
strainedresolutions between France and 
Germany. The Treaty enables any ot 
the three powers to act separately in 
fulfilment of its terms, or to call upon 
either or both of the other powers to 
fulfil the treaty by joint action. The 
momentous alternative of declaring war 
against Russia will arise very shortly.
The situation is regarded at Vienna as 
far more urgent than British statesmen 
seem to admit. If Russian invasion 
ckn be definitely localized, the Tripar­
tite Treaty may remain in the back­
ground for the present.”

Advices, through Turkish sources, from 
Asia Minor report that a battle at Batoun 
between the Turks and Russians raged 
throughout the whole of .yesterday. The 
Russians, commanded by Grand Duke 
Michael, were severely repulsed. Tho 
Turks, under Haesan Pasha, suffered slight 
losses, but the Russians lost heavily. The 
Russians resumed the attack lust night, 
hut were again defeated and driven across 
the frontier. Their loss is said to be 2000.

It is rumored that .the English fleet has 
been ordered to proceed to Alexandria, 
Egypt, to protect English interests.

RUSSIA PROSELYTIZING.

A Kischeneff despatch says that as the 
Russian army advances proclamations will 
be issued to Christians and Mussulmans 
that all who remain quietly in their homes 
will not be molested- Nothing will be 
taken without payment. Christians wish­
ing to take part in the war can come to 
tiie Russian lines, where they will be en­
rolled in special division under Russian 
officers, and no irregulars 
Guerillas will be allowed, 
will be made respecting the atrocities of 
last year, except in the cases mentioned 
in the report of Mr. Barrington and Mr. 
Schuyler. If these are caught they will 
be summarily punished. If more massa­
cres occur punishment will be swift.

The War In the East of 
Europe.

We announced last week that War
had been declared by Russia dfeainst 
Turkey and as we know our readers will 
be anxious to watch its progress we pro­
pose to devote considerable space to the 
subject. Notwithstanding the ad­
vanced stage of the military preparations 
and the actual presence of Russian troops 
in Turkish territory,the Porte, until the 
last moment, seemed by no means to 
have given np all hope of averting war, 
and, with the assistance of the European 
Powers, effecting an arrangement with 
Russia. This hope, however, was 
doomed to disappointment. Russia ap­
pears to have been holding back only 
until her troops could be got fairly on a 
war footing and the roads and rivers 
were in a condition that would admit of 
her moving her armies. The declara­
tion, promulgated by Russia, is a 
specious one, the justification of her 
coarse being her desire to defend the 
Christian subjects of the Sultan from 
Moslem oppression and barbarities. 
The New York Shipping List, however, 
gets at the true reasons for Russia’s 
course. It says :—

“ The real purpose of the impending 
war between Russia and Turkey, is to 
secure a naval expansion for the form­
er. Russia has no outlet for com­
munication with the rest of the world 
but the Baltic, and its ports are frozen 
up nearly half the year. Its dream for 
centuries has been commercial develop­
ment in the Black Sea. But the Turk, 
keeping watch and ward at the Darda­
nelles, has stood in the way of its realiza­
tion. There are other serious differ- 

between the two nations, promi­
nent among which is that of religion, 
but as we have said the predominating 
cause of the quarrel is the desire for 
commercial expansion and free naviga­
tion of the Black Sea on the part 
of Russia. The Turk will fight with as 
much tenacity, perhaps, from the 
peculiarity of his religious belief, with 
more heroism than the Russian. But 
the weight of men arid material of war 
would seem to be against him.”

ROUMANIA DOES NOT WANT TO FIGHT.
London, April 24th.—A Bucharest 

despatch says the Roumanian Govern­
ment in reply to the Turkish Grand 
Vizier’s despatch, requesting Prince 
Charles to make arrangements to pre­
vent the passage of the Russian army, 
has declared such a step too serious to 
be determined by the executive power 
alone.

The Grand Duke Nicholas has issued 
a proclamation to the inhabitants of 
Roumania announcing the passage of 
the Russian army under his command 
towards the Danube. Roumania having 
received no preliminary notification,has 
declared it yields to force, and has 
directed its troops to fall back to avoid 
a conflict.

A Berlin correspondent reports Rus­
sia has promised the Prince of Roumania 
independence and a royal title.

ENGLAND ON THE QUI VIVE.
It is rumored in the lobby of the 

House of Commons that the Govern­
ment has resolved to send a fleet to the 
Suez Canal, and that Earl Beaconsfield 
has visited the Queen to obtain her 
sanction.

CRETE don’t CARE FOR TH* TURKS.
A Pera despatch states the intelli­

gence is received from Crete that the 
Turks have lost their authority in the 
country, aud have little in the towns. 
The peasantry are all organized for in­
surrection in the mo'.mtains, and thère 
are only 7,000 Turkish soldiers in the 
island.

RUSSIA DOES NOT W ANT TERRITORY.

Russian representatives abroad are 
instructed to declare verbally, that 
Russia, although compelled by the 
course of events to take energetic mea­
sures, only intends to obtain guarantees 
for a thorough compliance with the de­
mands which the great powers resolved 
іфоп in various conferences for the im­
provement of the condition of Christians. 
Russia is not desirous of territorial 
aggrandizement.

TROOPS ON THE MARCH.

London, April 25th.—A Vienna tele­
gram says the Russian advance guard 
which commenced crossing the Pruth at 
sunrise to-day, numbers 60,000, half 
cavalry, half infantry ; they are taking 
the direction of Galatz. 
divisions with 40 cannon,are stationed at 
Kluber ; they will advance so as to reach 
the Danube at Ismail, Kilia and Viloff. 
The companies of sappers who have al­
ready passed through Bucharest are 
going to Guirgeo to throw up defences 
against Turkish raids.

A Vienna despatch says 60,000 Rus­
sians are said to be marching from Tatar 
Bunar in the direction of Galatz, as well 
as the 60,000 who are crosiing the river 
at Keniflchin, Levwa, and Unghefli.

л The White Rapids, a mile or two above 
Indian town, was a point of considerable 
interest and, we believe, had proved too 
heavy a down current for former steam­
boats to stem successfully.
