A meeting of lobster packers-and others
interested in the lobster industry was held
in Halifax last week, which was presided
over by Inspector Hockin, Whet was said
snd done at it will, no doub}, interests
number of our readers,” who are engaged 1n
$hat business. Mr. Hockin explained that
bebad received a circular from the depart-
ment of fisherics, containing certain sugges-
,tién’a ia regard to the seasons for lobster
fighing and packivg. upon which he was to
report after eareful cousultation with those
interested in the business. -The - charges
were discussed fresly and a rezolation adopt-
ed to the-effect that the me:ting deemed it
imexpedient to adopt them and that the
present regulations, 1f stiictly enforced sre
all that is necassary for ' the presevation of
the lobster fishery. The miin change was a
shortesing of the season during which pack-
ing could be carriel on to but little more
than thirty days, with full liberty to use
any size lobster caught, the business to be
carried on entirely - independent of all de-
partmental regulations. The opinion was
generally expressed that it would not pay
_to work for such a short time, nor would it
shit the faliermen.
