Around Regina there are some very .

| steamer, after leaving St John, the
eyes sweep a range of dark biue, Tip-
rling water, stretching far distant be-
tween lofty forest-clad hills, that line
its banks for many miles: These hills
range in ‘height from 1060 to’ 400 ‘feet.
They run in undulating lines, and form

The St. John has been compared to |
the Hulison for picturésque ' beamty, |
but it hes a charm distinetively ' its
own.

ORGANIZING 'A -WY UNION.

* It has been said that ‘‘orgamization
is one of God’s ways of stre;ugt:hem
ing His kingiom.” So it seems. An
around us we see organizations,
societies, clubs, guilds, and alsocu
tions, aad because of these organiza-
tions we sce better work done along
sheir special lines.: Partioularly  in
the Sunday school work do we see a
great increase. of .better results be-
cause of this unhique way of working.

livered on Tuesday

In the Suit of The Mutual Life Insurance Co.
v. Jonah and McCann, to Set Aside
a Life Insurance Policyo-

Barker, J.—This case is similar in its
objact and character to the one against
Anierson just disposed of, The facts
are, however, different in. many im-

portant particulars. On the 2nd ' of
May, 1893, the defendant, Jonah, sign~-
ed an application to the plaintiffs for
an insurance on his life for $5,000. A
policy issued dated May 8, 1893, the an-
nual premium on which was $132. The
policy was assigned to the defendant
McCann, May S0, 1893, He paid the
first premium. He ‘also paid Jonah $5
for the assignment. I am’ relieved in
this case from ‘all considerations of
the' evidence as to - the fraudulent
misrepresentations made to ihis com-
ptnry by tho dotam .Tonah tor ﬁxe

a,ppeared ‘as counsel for boﬂh t.he de—
féndants. frankly aedmitted that the
policy could not pessibly be upheld.
Before discussing the merits of the
case involvel in the other points, I
shall refer to the gquestion ‘which
arises as to the admissibility of evid-
ence of ‘the Anderson and MMcDougal
ineuranices and their assigobment to
M:Cann for the purpose of proving a
fraudulent interest in' McCann as to
this Jonah one. Maylor at page 351
lays' down ithe

terial ffact, évidence of occurrences
which took place both before and
after the principal case, but which
have a bearing on it is admissible,
through apparently collateral and for-
eign to the main subject. In Blake v.
The Albion Life Ass. Co., 3 C. P. D,
%4, Grove J., in speaking of this rule
says: “I think that when a person is
alleged to be guilty ‘of an offence
which per se cannot ‘be brought home
to him by proving his mere act with-
out explaining his animus, purpose or
object in doing it, the law permits
evidence of other acts done by the
same person to be given for the pur-
pose of such explanation.” Of course
if the collateral cases of alleged fraud
are not proved to have been actually
fraudulent, the evidence though ad-
missible, becomes immaterial, as it
fails in proving the fact for which it
was offered. In my opinion where, as
in this case, a defendant is charged
with a fraudulent intent in' procuring
an insurance on -the life of sonie one
“elgn for fis own benefit, it is good
evidence as bearing upon that intent,
that in other cases, before as well as
after, he had engdged in other trans-
acuons of a like character with. . ﬁhe

nexted with them.

“The evidenve shows' 'the.t t'he de{end-
ant Jonah was 21 yearsiof age when
he made his application in May, 1893;
that at that time he weighed 105 1bs.;
that he had mnever been able to do
apything like hard “work; that = for
“nearly all his life e had been subject
to frequent expectorations indieative
of pulmonary or catarrhal affection of
some kind, and that of late years
these expectorations had become more
frequent amd ‘more offensive. At the
heaning Jomah said in his evidence
that he then weighed 85 1bs.

A Word in Season Before the Advent of
the Fall Shows.

Grooming is a8 D ry with show
cattle as ‘with -tuﬁe:t”they are to be
shown in perfection and to best advan-
tage. A couple of months’ grooming will
bring them wup te fine form, provided
they have been well fed and kept in
clean quarters. We want as far as
possible new coats shining like those of
spring. A good means of getting the
old hair to shed is to provide a blanket
:or liach animaldaud Alve‘ai)z- Wol';ln.
o ours. a day. washing
with carbolic soap and tepid water should
be given at the commencement of blank-
eting .to remove dandruff from the
hide. Once a month afterwards will be
often enough to wash if the bedding is
well looked after. A rough-coated beast
or one having more than an o
amount of dandruff may require an extra
washing and a heavier blanket, with a
little oil rubbed in, which will usually
give the desired gloss. = It requires rub-
ing and brushing, brushing and rub-
bing, day after day, and considerable
elbow grease, to put.on this shine,
corn brush, a soft brush and a
chamois skin are the tools required for
putting on the polish. The skin be-
comes soft under this treatment, and a
curry comb should seldom be used. In
rubbing down with the cloth it must
be ‘done quickly.  The friction raises a
certain - amount of heat, which is the
main agent in putting on the shine.

Some fancy they can wi
one washing and a few groomings do
all that can be done, but there is &
great difference between the hastily-pre-
pared skin and one that has had weeks
of labor, and the fine touch which skil-
ful and persistent grooming gives may
turn the scale, even with an expert
judge, where the competition is very
close.—London Farmer’s Advocate.
