that, in the first place, the contest in New
wick had arisen between the Execntive
ment on the one side, and the Legislative
and the Houeé of Assembly on the otier— wo
of the three Delegations from that Colony hikd pro-
ceeded to England with the assent and approba-
tion of the Legislative Coancil as well as of the
Hottes of Assemibly—that both branches find passed
the Civil List Bill, the-ierme of which had been de-
finitively arranged in England with Lord Glenelg,
from which the Governor had, notwithstanding,
withheld his nssent, nnd his condnet in doing so was
disupproved by His late Majesty’s Government ;

A Lost Cuinp.—Frederick Ketchum, about 12
years of age, son of James Ketchum, Esq. of Wood-
stock, was missing from home about wo days.
