One other trainman was known 
to have been burned In the flames.

Halifax, N. 8., August 2t.—Six 

months ago Miss Bella Craven came 
to Nova Scotia from Scotland a
bright young woman of twenty. On 
Saturday afternoon she lost her life 
by drowning while bathing at Rocking 
ham. on the shore of Benford Basin. 
Miss Craven came to this country 
through the representations of the 
Nova Scotia department of Industries 
and immigration.

Miss Craven and a companion, Miss 
Florence Bright, also a Scottish girl, 
accompanied by Mrs. McNally, of St. 
John, and the little children of Mr. 
and Mrs. J. T. Wilson, were bathing 
when Miss Craven got beyond her 
depth. Mrs. McNally and Miss Bright 
saw what had happened, but none of 
them could swim. They tried to save 
the girl, and In the effort to do this 
Mrs. McNally and Miss Bright almost 
loath, their own lives. In fact Miss 
Wright got beyond her d,epth âml 
might have shared the same fate had 
not Mrs. McNally got a stick and 
Miss Bright grasping It was drawn In 
to safety.

They tried to get Miss Craven to 
take hold too. but she became panic 
stricken and could not reach It. Then 
she went down and never rose again.

Miss Bright ran up to the road and 
gave the alarm, but was so excited 
that she failed to tell accurately Just 
where the accident had happened, 
and as she talked fell In a faint. Th- 
little children could dw nothing at all

There was a lltatle loss of time on 
account of this and the young woman 
did not come to the surface again, so 
that trace of the exact spot was lost 
The old theory that people rise 
times did not hold good here, for the 
poor girl sank but once.

It was fully fifteen minutes after 
wards when, the men were able to 
bring the body to the surface. They 
used what means they could to re­
store the apparently drowned girl, 
but all to no avail.

The girl Is dead.

Miss LeNeve were rushed out of the 
Jail before 7 o'clock this morning to 
commence their trip to Europe on the 
steamer Megantlc. The prisoners and 
the prison authorities were kept in 
absolute Ignorance of the preparations 
for their removal until little 
half an hour before the doctor and 
his companion were driven away. The 
most Incomprehensible mystery was 
made of the whole affair.

foreign professors who come over here 
to spend their vacations, like Dr. Al­
fred Henry Bucherer, professor of 
physics in the University of Bonn, 
Germany, is small. Prof. Bucherer 
arrived here the other day on the 
George Washington and left last night 
for Benton Harbor, Mich., where he 
will take a rest before visiting some 
of the universities and physical lab­
oratories of the country.

Prof. Bucherer is no stranger In the 
United States, for he spent several 
years as a student at the Johns Hop­
kins University, returning to the other 
side to take his degree. His research 
work is wel known. He has written 
several works on electro-analysis and 
the magnetic theory of electrons. 
He has been a member of the faculty 
of the University of Bonn for ten

"I feel a great Interest among other 
things in the physical institutes and 
the laboratories of the United States,” 
said Prof. Bucherer at the Imperial 
yesterday, “and I thought it would 
be quite worth my while to spend the 
greater part of my vacation looking 
them over. In the United States the 
means are so much larger and there 
is so much more available for spend­
ing upon work of this character that 
the swale upon which experiments are 
made and the equipment necessarily 
make a great appeal to the research 
worker.

“We do not get many American stu­
dents at Bonn. American universities 
have come to have a recognized high 
standing abroad, the start in this di­
rection having been made some years 
ago by Johns Hopkins, which early 
did such splendid work In physics 
under the late Prof. Rowland, and 
the work of many of the American 
universities is generally recognized 
as conforming to the highest stand­
ards."

to the diminished purchasing power 
of the weekly wage. The manager of 
a huge dry goods store In New York 
declared the other day that lie knew 
he had not been getting the best 
work out of his employes during the 
past winter simply because they 
embarrassed by the soaring prict 
suffering from the strain of making 
both ends meet. Several great ex­
portations have voluntarily raised the 
wages of the workers In recognj 
of the increase In the expense of liv­
ing. The Steel Corporation has giv­
en its 225.000 men an extra 5 per cent, 
thus adding nearly $10,000,000 a year 
to Its nay roll. The Pennsylvania Rail­
road has raised the wages of 176,000 
men by 6 per cent, and several other 
companies have made even larger con­
cessions.

My own impression is that almost 
everything in America from a car 
fare to a fashionable flat is about 
double the price it would be In Eng­
land. The lowest car fare Is 2%d 
here it is a halfpenny. A Baptist min­
ister who rents a very modest flat 
in New York, pays £600 a year— 
here, I think, it would hardly cost 
more than £250.

No Comparison.
"Which do you think Is making more 

progress in electrical science. Europe 
or America?" Prof. Bucherer was 
asked.

"It is a mistake,” said the professor 
"to compare the work of America 
with that of Europe as a whole, and 
unfair to the former, for there are so 
many countries in Europe in which 
scientists are working, whereas there 
are only one in which anything great 
in research is being accomplished 
over here. But taking the European 
countries collectively I should say 
that perhaps In purely abstract work 
more has been done over there In the 
last few years.

"We have had Mme. Curie v 
discovery of radium, in France,
Sir William Ramsay In England, 
first showed that elements can be 
decomposed, and the most Important 
work with radium has been done in 
Europe. At the same time this is 
comparing united Europe with the 
United States.

"The latter could hardly be expected 
to bring forth so many pieces of work 
of the highest scientific order as the 
whole of Europe, where there are per­
haps in each of several countries as 
many scientists doing research work 
as there are in the United States.

"Nevertheless you have over here 
Profs. Nichols aud Hull, who have 
achieved the very Important work of 
quantitatively showing the effect of 
light pressure.

“In many departments of electrical 
application, that is the ingenious adap­
tation of electricity to practical utili­
tarian purposes, the Americans have 
done more than any other nation in 
the world and they have done most 
In astrophsyical work. All European 
scientists now flock to Pasadena, 
where there is a congress for solar 
research.

"In Germany we are considering at 
present u very abstract problem, that 
of the attraction of bodies for each 
other us affected by a uniform motion 
of the two. It was first shown by the 
famous Michelsou of Chicago, winner 
of a Nobel prize, that uniform motion 
has no effect upon their 
tion, and the problem is now to bring 
the result of his experiments into har­
mony with the ttvepted electro-mag­
netic theory of Maxwell.

"One great drawback that American 
teachers of science have is that too 

examinations of students is re- 
over here, and this necessarily 

takes up a great deal of time. In 
German universities students are ex­
amined only when they come up for 
the doctor's degree. Another differ­
ence on the other side of the question 
Is that the revenues of universities 
over there come entirely from the 
State, and In Prussia especially there 
are so many universities, five, that the 
lack of funds for scientific Investiga­
tion is a handicap as compared with 
over here, where large sums are con­
tributed to universities by private In­
dividuals. The average German mill­
ionaire, I regret to say, has not yet 
come to the point where be Is notice­
ably liberal toward educational and 
scientific institutions."

In Boston who had paid 6s for a lob­
ster salad and Is 6d for a caramel 
custard. A week or two ago I went 
Into an American hotel with a friend, 
and we agreed that we would have 
some broiled Philadelphia chicken. 
The two small portions cost 7s. I 
know nothing about wines, but on 
glancing at a wine list I see that a 
bottle of St. Julien Is 6s, and a half 
bottle of Bass’s ale is Is 3d—which 
seems enough. I know that my bot­
tle of Belfast ginger ale. which 
me 3d at a club in St. James’s 
is Is in a New York hotel. But the 
delicious Iced water, which Is prompt­
ly and freely placed on every table, 
is quite good enough for me, and I 
notice that most Americans seem to 
prefer It. to any other beverage.

To make a sharp contrast between 
the prices of food in England and 
America let me put it this way. I will 
go Into a first class London restau­
rant, and I will order soup, two lamb 
cutlets, and fried potatoes, an ice 
cream and coffee. The total cost, In­
cluding the waiter's tip, will be 4s. 
In New York exactly the same meal 
will cost 8s.

It must be admitted that, although 
the American prices are high, every­
thing is of the very best. The food 
Is good, the cooking perfect, the room 
a dazzling hall of splendor, the hand 
capable and not too noisy, and the 
waiter would be all right if only he 
knew English.

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ESPERANTO. FROM HE ROOTER 
OF THE PRIES”

Standardl Although the advocates of Esperanto may not be 
very numerous In this part of the world, It la Interest­
ing to note that this latest and, It Is claimed, best at­
tempt towards the formation of a simple auxiliary tongue 
for universal international use, is making .considerable 
headway. At the sixth international congress held in 
Washington last week 300 delegates, representing almost 
every civilised nation on the globe, were present. In 
fact, if all the tongues gathered at the meeting had 
begun to speak in their own languages the situation 
would of necessity have recalled the Tower of Babel. 
But this la where Esperanto proved its usefulness. The 
congress, including the speeches, was conducted In the 
language which has been aptly described as consisting 
of "‘Latin roots with modern embellishments."

One of the most interesting features of the congress 
was the enthusiasm with which Dr. Louis Zamenhof of 
Poland, who created the new language, was greeted. 
With lusty cries of ‘‘Vivu Zamenhof, vlvu espéranto!" the 
congress arose as one man and showed its appreciation 
of the genius of the Warsaw oculist. The words shouted 
expressed the ringing hope that the author would live 
a full life and that his work might never die.

Dr. Zamenhofs address consisted for the most part 
of a eulogy of the people of the United States for their 
freedom of spirit and their anxiety to be foremost in any 
new and useful movement. He bade the delegates to 
continue earnest efforts for the spread of Esperanto, and 
admonished them that rare courage and ceaseless dili­
gence were necessary to accomplish this end.

Dr. Zamenhof sarcastically referred to the critics of 
Esperanto. These critics had declared the new langu­
age impractical, he said; but this, he contended, was dis­
proved by the debate held during the sessions of the 
congress. These sceptics, added the doctor, criticised 
Esperanto for defects, and yet they had no word of 
disapproval for the similar feature of the '"beautiful 
Greek." He saw indications that the spread of Esperan­
to would be greater In the future than it had been in 
the past few years.

Whether or not Esperanto will eventually take the 
place which its inventor has designed for it there can 
be no doubt it has made great strides since Dr. Zameu­
hof. under the nom de plume of "Dr. Esperanto" pub­
lished his first brochure in 1887. Four years ago the 
English Chamber of Commerce put Esperanto on the 
examination list for applicants for positions, and it is 
an elective branch of study in many schools today, es­
pecially in France. Officers in the United States army 
and magistrates in the Philippines have reported that 
they have found the language useful.

The main feature of Esperanto, as would naturally 
be expected, is its simplicity. The grammar is abso­
lutely regular, and has been reduced to the utmost ex-

The attempt of the St. John Telegraph and one 
or two other newspapers, says the Moncton Times, to 
make it appear that there has been no improvement 
in the roads and bridges in this province since the 
advent of the Hazen government, is almost too silly to be 
noticed. Granted that the roads are still far from being 
as good as they should be. every man in the country 
knows that they are generally better than they have 
been in a decade or more, while the improvement on 
the bridges has been even more marked.

Every day we hear of fast time being made by 
auto parties in cross-country runs which would have 
been impossible two or three years ago. Only the 
year before the change took place one of the most 
important roads iu the county of Westmorland, within 
six or seven miles of Moncton, was in such a desperate 
condition that a lumberman who was operating in that 
locality was obliged to take his teams off. as It was 
simply impossible to get a load through the mire.

When the llazen government reached power a little 
over two years ago it found a large percentage of the 
bridges out or iu such a tumbledown condition that 
there was danger of collapse at any moment. It was 
rightly deemed advisable to first put the bridges in a 
condition for safe traffic, and it is a matter of record 
that never were so many small bridges renewed or 
extensively repaired as during the past two seasons 
Many of the roads have also been put in excellent 
condition, though doubtless there are some that yet 
need a good deal of attention.

The opposition organs are also indulging in a good 
deal of vhildish prattle to the effect that the care of 
the roads should be taken • out of the hands of the 
politicians. It is strange this did not occur to oppon­
ents of Mr. Hazen when they had the power to do 
something in this direction, as for instance when they 
were passing their famous Highway Act, which they 
declared to be a perfect measure, but which, when they 
found during the election that public sentiment was 
strongly against it, they promised to amend if given 
another chance.

Possibly Mr. Hazen's government is not perfect, and 
It will be some time yet before we have perfect govern­
ment either in the municipal, the provincial or the 
federal arena. The best the people can do is to 
punish inefficiency or dishonesty at every opportunity 
and support the best governing body that is available. 
The Hazen government, whatever its shortcomings, has 
made good in at least four respects: (1) It has straight­
ened out the system of keeping the accounts, making the 
Auditor General an independent official, giving him more 
extended powers and doing away with the suspense 
accounts which were the cause of much confusion, and 
In two notable cases revealed since the change, of abso­
lute dishonesty. (2) It is making an honest and Im­
partial collection of the territorial revenue, giving the 
government more money for useful public services with­
out any Increase In the rate of taxation. (3) It has 
given the people cheaper school books. And (4) It has 
made extensive improvements In the bridges and done 
at least something in the right direction in the better 
care of the roads.

Before a largely attended meeting 
of the Every Day Club last evening, 
Rev. A. A. Graham delivered an In­
teresting and practical address on 
citizenship, dealing with the functions 
performed by the home, the school, 
and the church In the making of clti-

In the home, he said, there was 
much need of greater knowledge of 
domestic science, economy, and hy­
giene. The wage earners should be 
taught the value of thrift, and shown 
the danger of spending all they earn­
ed. Parents should devote more at­
tention to the training of their daugh­
ters, so that when they became mis­
tresses of homes on their own ac­
counts they might make their homes 
attractive, and manage them econom­
ically.

In dealing with the part played by 
the schools In the making of citizens, 
the speaker' referred to the visit of 
the Royal Commission on Technical 
Education, and expressed the opinion 
that the interest aroused would he 
productive of good results In the way 
of developing facilities for the prac­
tical training of young people.

Mr. Graham in dealing with the 
church and its social functions, spoke 
of the changed point of view of men 
to religion. Formerly religion was re­
garded as a means of securing a free 
pass to Heaven, and as something hav­
ing little to do with this world, but 
now men realize that religion must 
be taken Into their dally life, and its 
teaching applied to their business and 
social relations.

The speaker also discussed the var­
ious ways of developing a healthy 
civic spirit St. John, he said, had 
need of more adornment, and should 
give more attention to tree planting. 
Last spring he had seen a number of 
men planting maple trees In King 
Square, and told them that unless they 
cut the tops off the trees would die. 
He had been laughed at then, but the 
trees were now dead.

The president of the club extended 
an invitation to the public to visit the 
Every Day Club playground on Fri­
day afternoon, when a demonstration 
will he given of the value of supervis­
ed playgrounds.
