swept over Yarmouth last night with 
a raging sea al! of today, caused the 
total destruction of the Norwegian 
ship freia, whose crew escaped and 
imperilled the lives of twenty 
board the stranded steamship, Ger­
ald Turnbull, which had been placed 
there to salve her. It is believed 
the Turnbull will stand the strain 
and that It will be possible to get 
the men off tomorrow.

The Freia, which was loaded with 
lumber and cleared for Bahia 
was at anchor awaiting a number of 
men for the crew. She rode through 
last night’s gale and made good wea­
ther of it. This morning as the storm 
was abating the cables parted and 
she was cast ashore on Sunday Point 
broadside on. The thirteen men on 
board were able to jump ashore. Im­
mediately after she struck, her masts 
went by the board, her deck load 
commenced to go, and shortly after­
ward the hull broke in pieces. The 
Freia was formerly an East India man 
and she registered 1600 tons and was 
owned in Norway.

The Gerald Turnbull has undoubted­
ly gone to pieces, but the sea is still 
running too high for anything defin­
ite to be obtained from the scene of 
the wreck. Before the storm came up 
the wrecking steamer Bridgewater 
waa-atouidUi£ by. Her pumps had been 
transferred to the Turnbull and had 
twenty men placed on board.

Captain Landry of the wrecking 
steamer Bridgewater says his ship 
hung on to the anchorage in hopes 
that the twenty men on the Gerald 
Turnbull could come off, but as the 
wind increased and the sea arose this

After Informing the ambassadorial 
conference of the signing of the peace 
draft, Sir Edward Grey suggested that 
the conference limit its discussions 
to three questions—a constitution for 
Albania, the delimitation of the 
southern frontier of Albania, and the 
status of the Aegean Islands. The 
ambassadors are now awaiting fur­
ther instructions from their govern­
ments regarding a constitution for 
Albania, but the conference is work­
ing In greater harmony and expects 
to conclude its labors by the end of

The relations between the Balkan 
allies show a distinct improvement. 
The postponed meeting between the 
Servian and Bulgarian premier is now 
definitely fixed to take place on the 
frontier tomorrow evening. The lat­
est suggestion for a settlement of the 
quarrel between the two 
is that Servia and Bulgaria denounce 
the old treaties and conclude a new 
alliance, providing for a joint admin­
istration of Macedonia.

The Dairy Industry of the Province 

of Quebec Is a most important one. 
Through the untiring exertions of the 
Department of Agriculture the Indus­
try has been gradually developed until 
now the province has a high reputa­
tion for the quantity and quality of 
the cheese and butter produced.

proved, was nothing more or less 
than an attempt under the guise of 
Improving the economic condition of 
the people to bring Canada under the 
power of the American Republic. His 
opposition to the Borden naval pro­
posals was a foregone conclusion. He 
has fulfilled the natural functions of 
his political being In attempting to 
kill the Naval Aid Bill.

His chief supporters are well known. 
Hon. William Pugsley has not the 
confidence of any but a few political 
heelers who have shared iu the crumbs 
which have fallen from the table of 
the former minister of public works. 
Rodolphe Lemieux is a French-Cana- 
dian who has endeavored all his life 
to ape English manners and ideas and 
has ended by being admired neither by 
hie fellow French-Canadians nor by 
the English. Mr. Frank Carvell is 
constitutionally incapable of agreeing 
with anybody or anything which does 
not coincide with his own jaundiced 
view of life. Mr. George Graham Is 
a provincialtst who makes the House 
laugh when he speaks, and holds the 
palm as the burlesque performer of 
his party. These are the types of men 
who have seen in the Borden naval 
proposals a bogey, a joke, and a slap 
at the autonomy of Canada. It is only 
natural that such should be the case. 
These Liberal opponents have only- 
reflected their own ideas on things in 
general and applied them to the great­
est imperial proposal that has yet 
made its appeal to the people of the 
Dominion.

Of Sir George Ross the less said 
the better. It was a sad sight to see 
a once famous leader wheeled in on a 
bath chair to the Senate, unable to 
stand up, but yet performing the 
smartest hand-spring in imperial poli­
tics that any acrobat could attempt, 
lie, like Laurier, in his old age had 
the chance of his life. He could have 
redeemed the disgrace of the actions 
of the House of Commons. He could 
have shown courage in being consis­
tent with his theories of former days. 
He could have, in a word, shown an 
example of patriotism that would have 
exalted him in the eyes of his fellows 
and done much to wipe out the shame 
of his past political career. He has 
failed again and Senator Pope was 
hut echoing the ideas of all true Cana­
dians when he called him to the bar 
of public opinion and told him the 
truth.

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out increasing the operating expen­
ses. The use of momentum in over­
coming short stretches steeper than 
the ordinary grade is almost always 
justifiable. The exception is where 
the traffic is so congested that the 
possibility of a dehay due to the fail­
ure of an occasional train to sur­
mount the grade is more important 
than the undoubted saving in interest 
charges which they ensure. It will 
probably be many years before con­
ditions prohibiting their use prevail 
on any portion of our Canadian rail-

The last two sentences hit the 
point. The National Transcontinent­
al in time will have vast quantities 
of freight : so we all hope. But it is 
to be expected that for some years 
after it is thrown open to traffic 
the quantity of freight offering will 
not be large enough to tax its full 
capacity. This boa proved true in 
the west : the Grand Trunk Pacific 
is hauling trains of thirty cars over 
a line good enough for trains of 
sixty cars, merely because thç coun­
try traversed does not as yet provide 
the freight. By the time the volume 
of freight passing over the line has 
become so great as to require the 
numerous extremely heavy -trains 
which the opposition* talk about, the 
country along the route will have 
dried out and other conditions will 
render the changing of the grades, 
if it prove necessary at all, a cheaper 
and easier business.

Another striking deliverance by Mr. 
Tye may be quoted. It was written 
by him on November 26 last to Mr. 
Co hrane: ‘These changes In grade 
will not decrease the haulage capacity 
of the locomotives, will not increase 
the running time of either freight or 
passenger trains, and will not in­
crease the operating or maintenance 
expenses. On the contrary they will, 
by decreasing the cost of construc­
tion, reduce the interest charges. The 
total cost of transportation is the sum 
of the operating expenses, and the

BUSINESSLIKE METHODS.

The National Transcontinental es­
timates have been before the House 
of Commons for some days and the 
friends of contractors have been 
busy objecting to economical and 
businesslike methods of railway build­
ing. The Liberal party built the 
road to please the contractors and 
the contractors must have done some­
thing very substantial to win their 
gratitude, for ever since the disaster 
of Sept. 21, 1911, they have watched 
the National Transcontinental like so 
many hawks. 'Çhere shall be no econ­
omy there if they can help it. The 
people will not get the best of the 
bargain if they can put a spojte in 
somewhere.

The lowest depth probably was 
sounded by Mr. Carvell, who, elected 
to represent the people of Carleton, 
declared that the money saved by 
the new administration was stolen 
from sub-contractors—whose counsel 
he apparently was,—but more impor­
tant persons than Mr. Cqrvell said 
things which, though not put so 
coarsely, and brazenly, were in effect 
so many pleas for extravagance and 
so many outcries against economy.

FIRST GREAT CLOWN.

The first of the great clowns of 
modern times, and the greatest, was 
Joseph Grimaldi, who died in Ixmdon 
seventy-six years ago today. Grimal­
di, who originated the form of amuse­
ment that now delights millions of 
youthful patrons of all the "greatest 
shows on earth," came of a family 
of pantomimists, and began to act in 
pantomime when a mere toddler. He 
gained an international reputation in 
"Mother Goose" and other panto­
mimes at Covent Garden, in. London. 
His last appearance was as Harle­
quin in 1828. Grimaldi died in ex­
treme poverty, and left behind two 
volumes of memories, 
edited by Charles Dickens. Although 
his life was devoted to amusing others 
Grimaldi was himself of a melancholy 
disposition. The story of his visit 
to a medical man has become a clas­
sic. Grimaldi told the physician that 
he was afflicted with melancholia, 
and the doctor advised him to go see 
Grimaldi, the clown. “Alas,” replied 
the unhappy patient, “I am Grimaldi ” 
Grimaldi had a host of imitators, but 
all clowns refer to him as the great 
master of their profession.

UP tq recently I shipped 
nearly all my produce to St. John, 
but now, though I am sending a ■small 
amount to dealers In St. John carry­
ing on business outside the city mar­
ket. i am sending large quantities of 
produce to Moncton, Campbellton and 
cities and town» in Nova Scotia. The 
new market regulations introduced 
by Com. MeLellan have had the ef­
fect of keeping large quantities of 
produce from the city market, and 
have affected the city revenues from 
the market.

“He was 
a magnificent and bright little fel­
low," ho said, strong and sturd 
we loved him dearly, while he was 
a -constant favorite with all the neigh­
bors. Just three years and six months 
old, he played a great part In the 
home life of the family. About eight 
weeks ago, while playing with his 
younger sister in the lower hall he 
tripped over a rug, his leg doubling 
under him, breaking between the 
knee and the hip. Dr. Emery was 
called in and after temporarily set­
ting the bone, they took him to the 
hospital, placing him 
room. During the vrst few weeks, 
being naturally strong and bright, he 
made steady progress toward recov-

w>ard, so that he could play with the 
other children. It was there that he 
contracted measles, from some of the 
other children, who, I understand, 
had had the disease.' After being 
sick four days, the -care and atten­
tion exercised by the doctors and 
mirses had its effect and the little 
fellow was again well on the road 
to recovery.

“I was planning to bring him home 
in a few days," said Mr. Gaskin, 
“when he was suddenly stricken with

diphtheria, from which he died on 
Thursday morning. How he contract­
ed the measles is explained in the 
fact that the other children had had 
the disease, but why the diphtheria 
set in I do not know. The dortors 
and nurses took all'the precautions 
in their power, and gave my son 
constant attention. I feel, and I am 
sure that the public feels, that means 
of providing even more care should 
be provided that patients in the hos­
pital do not contract contagious dis-

Of the last hour of hie son In the 
hospital for contagious diseases Mr. 
Gaskin spoke in tones of the great­
est sorrow.

plan would involve an expenditure 
of about $30,000.

1. STALE MILK. Conditions are 
sometimes such that there is too much 
stale milk and not enough fresh milk 
to mlx> with it. Cream from stale 
milk is difficult to churn and go's 
to sleep, taking hours before form­
ing grains. The aim should be to have 
enough fresh milk to mix with ihe 
stale. No fresh milk should be used 
for butter or cheese-making till after 
the ninth milking.

OF INTEREST TO WOMEN
SPRING CAMPAIGN AGAINST THE FLY
It is well known that flies Increase 

with wonderful rapidity, but most peo­
ple are Ignorant of the exact rate of 
multiplication. Not only does a swat 
in time save nine but It may save nine 
million. It Is estimated by Dr. O. L. 
Howard of the United States Bureau 
of Entomology, that one pair of heal­
thy files will produce during a single 
summer 5,598,720,000,000 living de­
scendants.

Suppose for a minute you left your 
house with two files In It, with suffic­
ient provender for these two and their 
children, grandchildren, great-grand­
children and the rest of the descend­
ants. When you returned at the end of 
the summer, you would find five' tril­
lions, five-hundred-ninety-eight billions 
and seven-hundred-twenty millions— 
5,598,720,000,000! festive little pests 
swarming through your house. One 
could swat all day, day after day, and 
week after week, and still make but 
a small impression on this rapidly in­
creasing horde. You must keep in 
mind then that one swat at the begin­
ning of the open season for fly-hunt­
ing saves trillions of potential swats.

The Federal Public Health Service, 
thinks that a fly Is more dangerous 
than a raging elephant, or a lion; It 
Is almost the deadliest animal alive. 
Th!» fact that people to a great extent 
have learned within recent years, is 
not admitted by everyone. Most 
country women will confess that a fly 
is unpleasant—he lights on grandad’s 
bald head, he wakes the baby, and he 
wades in strawberry jam, but some of 
the ol*fashioned farm women think 
that is the limit of his evil deeds.

Last year I talked to "Aunty," the 
old housekeeper on our farm. She ad­
mitted there was a strong c ase against 
Mr. Fly as a public nuisance, but that 
he was a dangerous criminal seemed 
doubtful to her.

The fly, like the poor, she said, we 
always have with 
mother "shooed” flies out of the hous 
vigorously shaking her apron or 
"Fireside Companion" at them 
sternly ordering them to "shoo,” but 
she did not kill them, still she lived 
to be eighty-seven years old. Uncle 
Toby in Trlstam Shandy gently let 
a fly go. as he was too "kind 
to injure it. Aunty thought fly swat­
ting was cruelty to animals, but fail­
ed to recognize that not to swat them 
was cruelty to children.

Her objections summed up amount-

If you swat the fly you leave a mark 
on the clean wall paper or cleaner 
kitchen table. If you poison him the 
fly inconsiderately selects the cream 
pitcher for a graveyard. If you put 
sticky fly paper around the room the 
cat sits down in it. How then are you 
to kill them?

Let the poor little "critters" alone, 
she declared. They must have some 
reason for living, or they never would 
have been created.

Now, Aimty named the three chief 
ways of fighting flies after they are

allowed to get a start. Taking them 
in order we find that swatting flies 
as she says "smudges up" clean walls 
and tables. Most people use a newi 
paper to swat the little germ carriers; 
of the few that own a patent fly swat­
ter, not many are skilled enough to 
kill the pests without dirtying up the 
house. But of this way of killing flies 
it must be said that it is Interesting. 
It is a "sporting" game wherein the 
fly has some chance, but it is a slow 
way to get rid of them.
